G-reat Britain and the United States 
»re likely to adopt in the Chinese af­
fair.

this potato out smoothly, and lay on 
it a slice of neatly trimmed bulled 
ham. Cover this with potato, pinch 
the edges together well, lay in boiling 
lard and fry a delicate brown. Scraps 
of any kind of meat minced and sea­
soned may be used instead of the 
slices.

Finger Biscuits—Mix and sift three 
times one quart flour, two heaping tea- 
spoonfuls of baking powder and a tea- 
spoonful of salt. Stir in sweet milk 
enough to make a soft dough. Flour 
the breadboard and turn out the dough 
on it, touching it as little as may be. 
Beat to a cream two tabiespoonfuls of 
butter, one teaspoonful lard and one 
tablespoonful sugar. Spread this on 
the dough, double the dough over it, 
flour it slightly and press it out with, 
the rolling-pin half an inch thick. With 
a knife cut the dough into strips fin­
ger length. Lay them close together 
in the pan and bake in a ouick oven. 
They are peculiarly delicate.

Raised Flannel Cakes—Boil a pint 
and a half of sweet milk and let it 
stand till lukewarm. Add two large 
tablespoonfuls yeast and pour upon 
one pint of flour, one-haif pint corn- 
meal; one teaspoonful salt and one 
tablespoonful sugar, mixed well to­
gether. Cover closely and put in a 
warm place. In the morning add two 
eggs, beaten separately. Let the bat­
ter stand fifteen minutes, if conven­
ient. after adding the eggs. Bake on 
a hot griddle.

PROGRESS OF THE SEWERS.
City Engineer Graydon and Assist­

ant Sewerage Engineer Ash bridge sub­
mitted a uetailed statement of the 
progress of the sewerage construction, 
which was very complete and accur­
ate. They reported that contracts 
have been awarded for $131,155 02 dur-, 
ing the year, which includes all sec­
tions east of the syphon. About $80,000 
worth of work has been completed to 
date. Of the total length of 39,325 
lineal feet of sewers, 21,000 lineal feet 
have been completed, or about four 
miles. Seventy-four manho.es have 
been built and eight flushgates have 
been put in place. The three main 
sewers on King, Richmond and Wel­
lington streets have been connected 
with the system, and (on completion 
of sections “D” and “E”) the sewage 
flowing from them will be removed 
farther down the river.

The report takes up each section and 
explains the nature of the soil, the 
difficulties met with, the progress 

; made, etc. In South London and the 
south branch sewers the material ex­
cavated was chiefly clay, hard when 

| dry, but in many places mixed with 
] enough sand to act as a kind of quick- 
! sand when wet. Section “J” has a 

good clay bottom throughout, but in 
the north portion there was about 
20 feet of sand overlying this. Section 
“K” was practically all sand ; fre­
quently a sufficient amount of clean 
sharp sand was obtained in the 
trenches to mix the mortar for the 
brickwork.

MR. IRONSIDE’S REPORT.
Mr. R. Ironside, acting street com­

missioner, also presented a very thor­
ough report, covering every branch of 
his department.

During the year, he reported, 39.709 
feet, or 7.52 miles, of plank sidewalk 
had been laid at a cost of $8,930 60. 
The construction of these walks re­
quired 455,046 feet (board measure) of 
lumber and 16,660 pounds of 5-inch 
nails. Mr. Ironside recommended the 
appointment of an inspector for this 
work. In the repairs to sidewalks, 
115,000 feet of lumber and 8,0oo pounds 
of nails had been used. From this it 
would be seen that plank walks were 
by no means permanent, and in view 
of the growing mileage of such walks, 
together with the annexation of Lon­
don West, he would recommend that 
only permanent walks be laid on the 
principal streets and avenues, as a 
measure of economy. Mr. Ironside 
pointed out where asphalt and tile 
walks had been laid this year. With 
one exception they were all of high 
grade, and added greatly to the ap­
pearance of the streets.

There had been 24,400 lineal feet of 
ker’oing during the year, the material 
used being 48,396 feet of cedar, 1,525 
cedar posts and 20 kegs of 7-inch 
spikes.

MACADAM PAVEMENTS.
The following macadam pavements 

were laid during the year: Wolfe 
street, Waterloo to Wellington street— 
Cost, $1,871 84; broken stone used, 
ISO1/-! cords.

Wellington street, Dufferin avenue 
to Central avenue—Cost, $4,402 86; 
broken stone used, 360Vs cords.

Dufferin avenue, Waterloo street to j 
Cartwright street—Cost, $3,937 67; 
broken stone used, 394% cords.

Princess avenue, Wellington street 
to Waterloo street—Cost, $2,608 69; 
broken stone used, 209% cords.

The report urged the advisability of 
having plenty of crushed stone on 
hand, and that less gravel and more 
broken stone be used in the future. 
CEDAR BLOCKS BEYOND REPAIR.

Mr. Ironside reported that the cedar 
block pavements were, as a rule, in 
poor condition—some beyond repair. 
Nothing could be done except replacing 
them by a better class of pavement. 
The following streets are in the worst 
condition: Dundas street. Waterloo to 
Wellington street; York street, Rich­
mond street to Talbot street; King 
street, Ridout street to William street; 
Talbot street. Carling to Dundas 
street; Prospect avenue, Dufferin ave­
nue to Princess avenue; William street, 
Dundas street to*King street. All of 
these streets require renewing or 
should be replaced with brick, as­
phalt or macadam.

THE ASPHALT PAVEMENT.
The asphalt pavement • Was in good 

condition, except along the street car 
tracks. The great objection to these 
pavements was their slippery condition 
at times. Washing down thoroughly 
should be substituted for the present
too frequent sprinkling. ____ , _,T
WELLINGTON STREET APPROACH 

The Wellington, street improvement 
had changed the worst approach to 
the city into one of the best. The cost 
hrxl been $2,868 77. The other roadways 
improved and graveled by contract 
had cost $i917 87, requiring 3,696 cords 
of gravel. ™

CROSSINGS AND CULVERTS. 
Stone crossings had been laid by P. 

Mulhall to the extent of 3,500 square 
vards, at a cost, including material, of 
$1,135 40. Only 155 square yards of 
cedar blocking, at a cost of $97 75, had 
been done during the year. The use of 

tile pipe in replacing old wooden 
, culverts is gradually doing away with ! 
| one of the. greatest sources of annoy- j 
; ance and worry. There are several of 
the present wooden culverts that should 
be replaced with structures of a per-t 
manent nature without further delay. 

SEWER FLUSHING.
In connection with sewer flushing, the 

great trouble, as in the past, was with 
I the Dundas street sewer, and although 
: the obstruction was removed at Wll- 
l Uam street, nothing short of relaying

this sewer throughout will afford & per­
manent relief or remedy. The estab­
lishing of flush tanks, as provided for 
under the sewerage system, will enable 
sewers to be flushed properly, and 
eventually effect a large saving to the 
city.

; The report stated that house connec­
tions were laid in a simply outrageous 
manner. An Inspector should be placed 
over each connection at the cost of 
those desiring the connections.

THE CRUSHER AND ROLLER.
The stone crusher had crushed nearly 

1.350 cords of stone. The cost of the 
stone, the crushing expenses and the 
delivery, was $5 60 per cord. This was 
îl 15 per cord cheaper than purchasing 
it already broken from the quarries.

The steam roller had been the main 
factor in making good roads, but an 
additional roller would be necessary 
next year if there was a great amount 
of macadam road to be laid; if not a 
steam roller, an up-to-date horse roller 
of, say, seven tons weight.

Means should be taken to stop the 
careless manner in which gas and 
water trenches are left by employes 
of those companies.

STREET CLEANING.
Every effort had been made to keep 

the streets as clean as possible with 
the limited sum at the committee's dis­
posal. The expenditure to date was 
$5,471 87, but after deducting the cost 
of snowplowing, asphalt cleaning, etc., 
only $2,323 39 was left to clean the 
streets with. It was impossible to ab­
solutely clean block pavements owing 
to the crevices and uneven surface. On 
warm days, especially, after the wa­
tering cart had sprinkled them, the 
stench was vile. The health of the 
city required that steps should be ta­
ken to replace these pavements, espe­
cially in the heart of the city, with 
asphalt or brick. They are beyond re­
pair, and it is practically impossible 
to keep them clean.
UNSATISFACTORY STREET WA­

TERING.
The report strongly recommended a 

change in the mode of street watering, 
or money would be thrown away in im­
proving roads. The excessive amount 
of water put upon the streets by con­
tractors had softened the best roads 
and rendered them easy to be cut into 
ruts. If this work was placed under the 
control of the engineer’s department, 
and a good foreman jrnd teams employ­
ed, the street watering would be done 
without injury to the roadways, and 
at the same time satisfy the ratepay­
ers who pay for the work.

Both the above reports were received 
for consideration.

TO ACQUIRE LANDS.
Bylaws were introduced providing for 

the acquisition by arbitration of the 
Kent property down the river, needed 
for sewage farm purposes; the Tho- j 
mas property, needed for the King ! 
street bridge approach ; and the Dun- | 
net property, on King street west, re- j 
quired for a roadway through Thames 
street. Mr. E. Meredith will be the 
city arbitrator.

The request of Oakley & Holmes, the 
sewer contractors on section K, for an 
extension of time, was referred to the 
new council.

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Mayor Little’s Record.
Now that Mayor Little’s term Is 

about to expire, he cannot be allowed 
to step out of the chief magistrate’s 
chair without some reference to his 
brilliant record. Hia work needs no 
formal acknowledgment : the whole 
community recognizes and appreciates 
it. All must admit that London in the 
past three years has enjoyed a pro­
gressive administration that has been 
almost revolutionary in its results. The 
city’s advance has been so conspicuous 
that even occasional visitors remark it. 
Mayor Little has largely shaped the 
policy which effected this happy 
change, supported always by a major­
ity of the city council and by the great 
body of the electorate.

Long before Mr. Little was induced 
to stand for the mayoralty he had 
taken a gratuitous interest in public 
affairs, and had more than once ren­
dered the city signal service, especially 
in railway matters—so that he united 
some civic experience with his proved 
business capacity when he entered the 
city hall. He at once showed a talent 
amounting to genius for municipal 
management. From the cutset he 
grasped not oniy the routine but the 
possibilities of his office, and to his 
Initiative many measures of permanent 
value have been due.

Mr. Little has not only set a stan­
dard of executive efficiency which his 
successors may well emulate, but his 
fairness and courtesy have been as 
marked as his ability. He has been 
uniformly just to oil parties and inter­
ests, and has never been arbitrary or 
eelf-assertive. He had no private end 
to serve as mayor; in fact, a man in 
his position must spare time for such 
duties at great pecuniary sacrifice. The 
only reward, apart from the satisfac­
tion of having served faithfully and 
well, is the gratitude of one’s fellow- 
citizens; thjugh no man has sought 
public applause less or received it with 
more modesty than John W. Little.

It would take more than this column 
to record every act of wise legislation 
during his term, but the mind naturally 
reverts to some of the transactions 
which vitally affected the city. The 
street railway problem had been drag­
ging for years, with the prospect of 
settlement as remote as ever, when 
Mayor Little grappled with it, and in 
a few months, a bargain was made 
which was the best the city could ob- ' 
tain, considering the extraordinary 
privileges granted the company twenty 
years before. Every citizen felt that the 
old horse car system, was a reproach 
to a city of London's pretensions, and 
rejoiced when it disappeared.

The re-establishment of the Grand 
Trunk carshops here was to some ex­
tent a personal triumph for Mayor 
Little, for his adroit presentation of 
London’s claims had much to do with 
influencing the company’s decision—an 
admirable one, say We all. Few knew 
at the time how strenuously, though 
quietly, the mayor was working for 
the city in this instance. A less skillful 
advocate might have failed of success.

The construction of a new and mod­
ern sewerage system, indispensable for 
sanitary reasons, and compulsory by 
legislative decree, had been projected 
l’or years, but it remained for Mayor 
Little to direct its achievement, aided 
chiefly by Dr. Cl. T. Campbell and Aid. 
Parnell, who was selected by the coun­
cil as chairman of the special construc­
tion committee. The mayor surround­
ed this question with his usual energy 
and thoroughness. He made a particu­
lar study of the latest sewerage meth­
ods and fortified himself by the most 
expert advice, before making a move. 
This great work has been handled in 
a masterly manner. It is now nearly 
finished; it is costing $20,000 less than 
the original estimate, and the engin­
eers say the plans have been realized 
completely. London may now boast of 
the best sewerage system that sanitary 
science can devise, and the city Is bet­
ter able to maintain her proud position 
as the most healthful center of popu­
lation in the Dominion.

Two adjoining yet separate corpora­
tions like London and London West 
could not long continue such relations, 
end when the annexation of the village, 
which had been so often negotiated 
(Without effect, was again mooted, the 
mayor's diplomacy was, as usual, suc­
cessful. He also proposed annexing

Afraid of an Early Election.

Hamilton Times savs that the 
overdraft in the expenditure of that 
city for the year now drawing to a 
close will be about $20,000.

GONE UP IN SMOKE

Half a Million Dollar Fire in Cleveland 
—An Ex-Miniater's Heavy Lobs.

Pembroke. Dec. 24.—Rev. Mr. Hahn, 
pastor of the Evangelical Lutheran 
Church in this town, retired from the 
ministry recently to go into stock- 
raising, and bought a fine farm in 
Petawawa township. Now his entire 
stock, farm buildings and dwelling 
have been destroyed by fire, incurring 
a loss of $20,000, the family barely es­
caping with their lives.

Cleveland. O,, Dec. 24.—Fire broke 
out in the business center of the city 
yesterday, and, fanned by the high 
northeast wind, destroyed property 
worth more than half a million dollars. 
The Power block, on Frankfort street, 
owned by J. B. Perkins, six stories 
high, made of brick, was consumed 
above the second story, and the rear 
of the brick Wiltshire block, six stories 
high, owned also by Mr. Perkins, and 
fronting on Superior street, was burn­
ed, The fire started by the explosion 
of a large can of benzine.

Chicago, Ill., Dec. 24.—Fire broke 
out yesterday in the basement of the 
five-story building at 104 Madison 
Square, the first floor and the base­
ment of which were occupied by the 
Tosetti Cafe and Restaurant Company, 
on the second floor by the billiard par­
lors of Frank Musey. A terrible ex­
plosion took place and the building 
was badly wrecked. Dozens of per­
sons were thrown from their feet and 
23 were injured. In the frantic rush 
for safety many persons were thrown 
down and trampled upon. The loss is 
estimated at $125.000.

Everet, Mass., Dec. 24.—The Ferry 
street car house of the West End 
Street Railway Company was destroy­
ed by fire this morning together with 
SO of the road’s most valuable electric 
cars. The total loss will be nearly 
$150,000. The fire started from an elec­
tric wire. It is a singular coincidence 
that exactly four years ago last night 
a similar building on the same site 
was destroyed.
