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* MUTINY SPREADS TO LIBAU;

FOUR THOUSAND TARS REBEL

Guns of Battleship Shells Odessa-Trouble at Constadt

-—-Romanoff Dynasty Lost If Revolt Be Not Stopped.

Libau, June 30.— About four thousand mutinous

sailors are surrounded in a small wood near the port by
infantry and reinforced by machine guns. One thousand
of the mutineers have already surrendered and given
up their arms.

The mutiny started Tuesday night, when the sailors of
the First Equipage, as the naval units are known n
Russia, revolted because the food was bad. They were
joined immediately by the Sixth, Ninth, Thirteenth and
Fifteenth Equipages—5,000 bluejackets in all.

The guard at first tried to oppose them, killing one
and wounding seven, but the sailors got the upperhand.
They seized the guardhouse, broke open stores, securing
arms and ammunition. Pandemonium followed through-
out the night. They wrecked the barracks, attacked the
quarters of the officers, and fired volleys at random until
morning.

Much-Debated Clause as Amended Passes, After Pro-
tracted Debate=--A North Oxford Incident.

{and a couple of ruffians enter with whips
and beat him.
When a nrisoner has undergone several
such examinations, he is either released
for want of evidence, or put through the
mockery of a trial. A mockery because,
though the procurator who judges him
allows him legal counsel, his fate is seal-
ed beforehand. There is no evidence for
defense, but the prisoner’s counsel
has the right to confer with his client—in
his cell, of course, and in the presence of
warders,

| down several of the lilacs and then
| pour the saltpeter into the wounds.

NORTHGREAVES GIVES ANSWER

TO A NUMBER OF THE CHARGES

High Constable Also Defends
Himself Before County
Council Committee.

County Councilors Lewis, Cousins
and Turnbull continued their investi-
gation into the county constabulary
system last evening. The taking of
evidence on behalf of Northgreaves in
rebuttal of the high constable’s charges
was commenced. Then the case against
Mcl.oud was opened. No further dis-
closures of a particularly surprising
nature were made,

The first witness called was Dr. J.
W. Ford, of Thorndale, who was called
by Northgreaves in rebuttal of the
charge that Northgreaves had acted
harshly toward W. J. Mahoney while
the latter was drunk at the Thorndale
fair two years ago. Witness said he
had examined Mahoney and believed
that the man was ‘‘faking” in order
L0 arouse compassion,

Squire W. F. McGuffin, of Thorndale,
was then called, and said he had seen
Northgreaves at the Thorndale fall
fair of 1903. He had had some con-
versation with Northgreaves during
the afternoon and believed that he was
not drunk, although he might have
had a few drinks. Witness had seen
Mahoney lying drunk by the railway
track and had ordered the constables
to take him in charge. Constables
Paisley and Stainer had gone away,
and witness got Northgreaves to take
charge. The resuit of the medical ex-
amination caused Northgreaves to lay
an jnformation against Mahoney at
once, Mahoney was brought before
Mr. McGuffin and fined, and not being
able to pay the fine was sent to jail.
Witness believed that Northgreaves
had shown no cruelty towards Ma-~
honey, and the man being plainly a
fakir, witness had considered that the
cells were the best place for him. The
squire said he had known Northgreaves
in his official capacity for many years
and always found him an efficient of-
ficer. Witness had always found
Northgreaves a gentleman, had never
found him in a willful lie, and had
never known him to take wcredit for
anything he did not deserve.

Asked whether he had ever deliber-
ately taken informations to North-
greaves in preference to McLoud, wit-
ness said he had sometimes hunted for
the high constable and not finding him
had gone to Northgreaves.

Aloweda Wene to Escape

Constable Arthur Corsault was called
to give evidence in rebuttal to the
charge that Northgreaves allowed sev-
eral men to get away from Lily Mec-
Graw’s disorderiy house when he
raided it a week ago Wednesday night.

Mr. Mcloud said he had made no
such charge, but had simply remarked
in evidence that he had seen several
men around the house, when he (Mec-
Loud) arrived on the scene afterwards.

The committee decided, however, to
hear Corsaut, who had helped North-
greaves to raid the McGraw house.
Corsaut swore that there were no men
at all around the house, and all wit-
ness and Northgreaves were able to
find were Lily McGraw herself and one
inmate called Hattie. The warrant
for the raid had been issued on Juneg
12. Witness said none of the inmates
of the house had ever driven in his
rig.

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The Weakness of Autocracy.

It has been a maxim, very widely
accepted, that autocracy, with all its
drawbacks, had an advantage over
popular -forms of Government in the
efficiency with which it could pursue
an object and adapt means to ends:
Russia has been a favorite illustration
of this theory. Until the present war
broke out, other nations were agreed
in ascribing to her an uncanny su-
periority in the sphere of diplomacy.
Her rulers could work in the dark:
they were not responsible to public
opinion; they could employ what
methods they pleased. 'The system per-
mitted continuity of aim and policy
which is not possible in a country
whose administrators change with
popular favor and where the affairs of
state must be transicted in the full light
dav. Diplomacy is a game in which
a4 democracy is obliged to show its
hand to its rival. A Russian minister
of foreign affairs is not interpellated
by members of Parliament; he is re-
guired to make no explanations.

Men have pointed to what they call
the “glacier-like” expansion of Rus-
sia as a proof of the advantage of a
which work stealthily,
secretly and steadily toward its goal.
They imagined the Russian bear ‘was
distined to extend his huge carcass
over the whole of Asia. They were
haunted by the vision of millions of
bayonets which could be mustered at
word of the Czar. Russia was the
bogey of the nations: they shuddered
the thought of her potential
strength, her inflexible and remorse-
less determination to realize the am-
bition of Peter the Great, her master-
ful and unscrupulous diplomacy. Two
years ago Russia was in her apogee.
She was absorbing Manchuria, the
richest province of China, and there
was apparently no effective barrier to
her schemes of Asiatic domination. No
one divined that an Asiatic race would
suddenly rise to roll back the tide of
Muscovite invasion.

But the mysterious efficiency which
the world ascribed to the ussian
autocracy crumbled in the supreme
Her diplomacy overreached itself
Manchuria and was even stupid in
Her armies were routed,
destroyed, her generals and
discredited.

BRITAIN MUST
WATCH PACIFIC

Can’t Afford to Reduce Naval
Strength, Says Fnglish
Statesman,

in

London, June 30.—During the discussion

the naval estimates in the House of
Commons yesterday, Edmund Robertson
(Liberal), a former civil lord of the ad-
miralty, asked for further information
concerning the new battleships. Mr.
Pretyman, secretary of the admiralty, re-
plied lengthily, claiming the highest effi-
ciency for the navy under the new
scheme. He declined for strategic reasons
but said Great Britain pronosed to lead
and not follow other nations
construction.

Sir John
he did not agree with the
soeakers in sayir the time
when the naval expenditure
duced. On the contrary, Sir Jchn said,
everything pointed to the necessity for
keeping up the naval strength of Great
Britain. The real question now was,
“Who is going to rule the Pacific?”’ Presi-
dent Roosevelt said the United States in-
tended to rule the Pacific. The United
States was giving every sign that this
was her intention by the extraordinary
increase in her naval >ower.

Sir John declared that in the not dis-
tant future cuestions would arise in the
Pacific affecting the policy of Japan, the
United States and Great Britain. He
asked what Great Britain was doing
against the time when her interests ceas-
ed to be identical with those of the two
great nowers whose naval bases were in
the Pacific. No one believed that the
Anglo-Japanese alliance would last for-
ever. Great Britain looked with dread
and ‘horror to a rupture with the United
States, but she could not shut her eyves
to the fact that runtures had occurred
between the most friendly nations. Sir
John asked what the Government was do-
ing to remind Canada and the British
colonies of the great responsibilities
which they would incur when their sea-

NOTHING NIT
“FOR EMPEROR

Gets Income Partly as King
and Partly as Landowner.

HAS 83 LANDED ESTATES

Carries On Business aand Frequently
Borrows Money—Imrerial Table
Notably lafcrior.

London, June 30. — The German
Emperor, with an annual income _of
approximately £1,000,000, is a poor
man, and has great difficulty in mak-
ing both ends meet, He does not re-
ceive a farthing in his capacity as
German Emperor, but fulfills the
duties of his honorary position free of
c¢harge to the federation of German
states, The Kaiser draws his income
tirst as King of Prussia and second as
4 private landowner.

His income as King of Prussia
amounts sapproximately to  £800,000
per annum. The Emperor of Russia
teceives an annual allowance or ap-
proximateiy £1,000,000, and the Em-
peror of Austria an annual atlowance
of more than £8,000,000. Both - these
monarchs receive additional allowances
lor certain definite purpwuses, and both
of them own vast landed estates far
superior in acreage ‘tv  the German
Emperor’s possessions,

The Sultan of Turkey receives an
annual allowance of £2,000,000, and
the King of Italy draws over £600,000
per annuim; while the incomes of sev-
eral monarchs of smaller states are
nearly as large as that of the King of
Prussia.

The amount of £800,000 granted amnually
to the German Emperor in his capacity
as King of Prussia, is not taken from
the national ex(-hequer, but irom rev-
enues from state dominions which were
formerly the private property of the Prus-
sian royal house. The crown lands were
handed over to the staie, and in return
the state pays a fixed annual income to
the monarch,

The Kaiser owns 83 landed estates, com-
prising a totai of 250,000 acres. rie is the
greatest landowner in Germany, and his
possessions far exceed those otthe three
landowners whose estates rank next to
his own in acreage. These are the Prince
of Pless, who owns 125,000; the Duke of
Ujest, who owns 100,000 acres, and the
Duke of Ratibor, who owns 75,000 acres.
Some of the land of the Kaiser's estates
is rented to farmers; but the Emperor
carries on business on his own account in
several parts of the country.

The Kaiser's workmen are vaid abnor-
mally high wages, and all his employes
receive liberal pensions in their old age
or in case of sickness. He also provides
liberally for their widows and children
out of his private purse. All this pay-
ments consume a large proportion of the
protits, so that. the Kmperor's income
from his estates is comparatively small.

Practically speaking, the German Em-
peror is thus obliged to live on his royal
mceome of £500,000 per annumn, waich is al-
together insutlicient for his requirements,
The Kaiser has no personal extrava-
gances, but lives a simple and strenuous
life of hard work, and littie luxury. He
spends little money on his table, for the
cuisine of the German imperial residence
is notorious for its inferiority.

The Kaiser is not a dandy, ana spends
a comparatively  small amount every
year on his clothts. The horses he rides
are not of particularly good breed, and
not unusually eipensive. Heo 1s not @
gambler., and does not indulze in other
dissipations which would be excusable in
his position

He is. however, extravagant in one re-
spect, namely, in keeping up the imperial
magnificence ot his court on a <cale never
previously attempted by a King of Prus-
sia, The support of relatives forms a
first charge on the Kaiser's income. He
has to provide an annual allowance for
his six sons, and has to maintain a sep-
arate court for several more distant rela-
tives

The crown prince, now he is married,
will be surrounded by his own court,
comprising a marshal. a master of cere-
monies. a master of horse, a master of
the hunt, lord-in-waiting, gentiemen-in-
waiting, aides-de-camp, and so torth.
The maintenance of the crown prmce's
court is expected to cost the Kaiser at
least £50.000 per annum. His other sons
are growing up, and it will soon be neces-
sary to provide for them in the same way.

The Kaiser has to maintain a separate
court for Prince Henry of Prussia, Prince
Frederic Leopold of Prussia, Prince Al-
brecht of Prussia, and the widowed Prin-
cess Fredcric Karl of Prussia. His own
court is an extremely expensive luxury.

There is a minister of the imperial
house, a director of the imperial house-
hold, a director of the royal archives, and
four councilors of the royal household.
There is a president of heraldry, a senior
lord-in-waiting, a court marshal, & master
of the hunt, a master of the kitchen, a
master of the royal chambers, a house
marshal, a master of the stables, a master
of ceremonies, and numerous councilors
attached to all these departments.

The Kaiser travels in the same splendor
in which he lives at home. Wherever he
oes he is accompanied by a large suite
of officers and gentlemen, and ui house-
hold and court officials. He takes with
him’ his own carriages, his own "horses,
his own coachmen and grooms, his own
stablemen, his saddlers, bhis smiths, and
so forth. As he journeys his entire stud
is transported from place to place :

During his recent Mediterranean irip
‘he Kaiser gave away R0 diamond rings,
150 diamond pins, necklaces, 30 gold
watches, 100 golden ecigarette cases, and
twenty other articles of jewelry to vari-
ous persons from whom he receivea atten-
tions in the course of the journey. The
whole Mediterranean trip is estimated to
have cost over £60,000. The cost of the
Kaiser's journeyv to Palestine six years
ago exceeded £100,000,

Apart from his expenditure for purposes
of royal display, the Kaiser devotes a
large sum every year to the encourage-
ment of art and of the drama. He is
continues ordering monuments to be
erected at his own expense, and buys
pictures for presentation to public gal-
leries.

The Kaiser maintains the Roral Opera
House, the Royal Theater in Berlin, and
the Royal Theater at Wiesbaden at his
own expense. All three theaters are con-
ducted only partially as profit-making
conecerns.

With all these financial burdens the
Kaiser is unable to make both ends meet
on his income, and has been obliged to
borrow money from some of his wealthy
subjects. The Kaiser has never borrow-
ed money from Prussian noblemen, but
only from great commercial magnates
and millionaire manufacturers.

NEW SERGEANTS MESS

The Sixth Field Battery Have Fur-
@.nished Room in the Armories.

The sergeants of the Sixth Field
Batery have raised a sum of money by
subscription for the purpose of fur-
nishing an apartment in the east end
of the armories on the second floor, to
be used as a mess room. Every effort
will be made to maintain the battery
in the high state of efficiency it has
now attained, and drill will be heid
every Monday evening.

The drivers in the battery, forming
about half the corps, are drawn entire-
ly from the county, but the gunners
are all city men. Most of the drivers
owned the teams of horses they
brought to camp, and since a dollar a
day is allowed per horse, in addition
to free feed, the artillerymen from the
rural districts are well remunerated
for the time they lose from work Y
attending the camp.

As soon as camp was over the drivers
left for their homes. Nevertheless, it is
the intention of the officers not to al-
low the battery to almost cease to
exist, as do many of the rural regi-
ments after camp time. For this rea-
son the officers turned over the room
allotted to them in the armories for
mess purposes to the sergeants, know-
ing that the sergeants’ mess is a grea!
factor in keeping the men together.
Whenever the rural members of the
corps come to town, they will feel that
they have a home in the armories.

The officers were desirous of having
a large apartment for the rank and file
in particular, which they would have
had comfortably furnished and provid-
ed with the latest books and magéa-
zines. So crowded are the armories,
however, that no such apartment couid
be obtained. The battery expected that
it would have the use of most of the
room on the second floor over the gun
room, but this has been taken up by
members of the divisional staff and
others.

In fact, the opinion has been ex-
pressed by members of the cavalry and
artillery that these two corps have not
all the room that should belong to
them, and it is known that the officers
of the Twenty-sixth Regiment believe
that their corps should have apart-
ments in ‘the Armories, in which to
store their arms and equipment, and to
form a rallying point for the regiment.

On the other hand, it is said that the
Armories were built for the Seventh
Regiment, and that the rural regi-
ment has no particular claim upon
them for accommodation. The Sev-
enth, of course, occupy most of the in-
terior of the Armories, having, in ad-
dition to its company apariments, offi-
cers’ and sergeants’ messrooms, band
and buglers’ quarters, a large room for
the quartermaster, and an apartment
for the commanding officer and his im-
mediate staff. Yet it is hard to see how
the Seventh has any room ‘to spare.

“L for one,” asserted Abbott Bassett,
“do not believe in the proposition that
the old members shall either have to
bear the burden of the order or get out,
That is just what this change of rates
means, and I believe that 99 per cent of
the older members will leave the order.
You have presented here tonight five or
six eoptions which we do not under-
stand, except that they mean a prohib-
itive price,”

Supreme council officers were at a
number of the gatherings. Daniel R.
Beckford, jun., was one of them, and at
Dedham, he stamped as a “d—— lie"
the story that he had been paid $5,000
for his vote in favor of the new rates
Other speakers branded the new Sys-
tem of rates as a “niece of knavery,”
maintaining that “old-line” life insur-
ance companies were behind it all, ad-
vocated that heads of the order be
“thrown into the street,” and demand-
ed a thorough renovation of the body
i that rules the society.

An unusual interest centers round this
royal visitor — the youngest monarch !
in Kurope and the child who was born
a king. The queen mother brought!
him up in the mcst admirable way,
although she recognized the grezit
difficulty of rearing a boy who occu-
pied the throne from his birth.

For the first seven years the Queen
had the child under her entire co-
trol, and his early lessons were niven |
to him by an Ehglish governess
at the age of seven he passed under
the dominion of men, who carvied
out a system of serious education, un-
til the age of sixieen, when according
to the Spanish law, he attained his ma-
jority, and since the day on which he!
took the oath of fidelity (for tne|
Spanish monarchs are not crowned), a|
load of care has rested on his young
shoulders, but he has shown b.meself
to be no figurehead, and insists on
understanding every measure passed
by the cortes. for he takes a most in-
teligent interest in the affairs of his
kingdom.

He has from childhood had soldierly
instincts, and dearly loved as a recre-
ation to drill a boy regiment specially
raised for him. He is particularly de-'
voted to his mother, and never a day
passes that he does not send her a
letter.

Such was the youth who sprang
from the railway car before it had
stopped, to greet the King, and some .
surprise was depicted on the faces of
the solemn officials who witnessed tne
effusion with which the boy met the
older monarch. This is Alfonso’s
first journey beyond his own domin-:
ions, save a short visit he recently‘
naid to Portugal.

All the world here is busy in en-
deavoring to find a reason for his
journey, and many say he has come
to find a wife among the English prin-
cesses, and the name of Princess Pa-
tricia of Connaught has been linked
with his. However that may be, his
welcome to ‘England could not have
been more cordial, and he won golden
opinions during his stay.

The
answer had in it much meaning, for
a terrible drought has been prevalent
this spring through Andalusia and
Murcia, and appeals have been made
to the Government to help ‘the peas-
antry and.‘to provide relief on an ex-
tensive scale,

Sacrifice of Life

An ancient prophecy has been disin-
terred by cne of the French news-
papers, or rather a series of prophecies,
on the fortunes of the kings of Spain,
written by Father Rodriguez Sanchez,
a monk of the Carmelite order in
1530,

Of King Alfonso XI1II. he says:

“He will try in vain to unite himself
in marriage to a princess of heretical
blood, The house to which he belongs
being very Christian, and having en-
dured great sufferings in the person on
one of its daughters from the Kking-
dom to which he willi be tempted to
ally himself, he will not cominit this
crime.”

It is evident that the kingdom al-
luded ‘to is England, and the daughter
of the House of Bourbon, Henrietta
Maria, the third daughter of Henri IV.,
wife of Charles 1., beheaded in 1649.

This week when the great proces-
sicn moved through London, as the
carriage conveying the duke and duch-
ess of Connaught and ‘their daughters
passed through the crowd. some one
had the temerity to cry ‘‘Three cheers
for the future Queen of Spain,” and
found a very hearty response among
the bystanders. So there is evidenly
an idea abroad that the king may com-
mit this “crime.”

While doing this someone is getting the
bicarbonate of soda and some clean
rags or lint. With water a cream paste
of the soda is made sufficient to plaster
the wound well then putting some On a
rag it is applied to the wound and
bound up. If in the course of an hour
or more the application seems to be
drying, a little water is poured on the
bandage to soak through to the soda,
or the hand dipped in water.

Dr. Stork states that so far he has
heen unable to locate a single case in
the city which could be construed into
a symptom of rabies, but the Govern-
ment does not feel like taking amny
chances, and if it were necessary half
a dozen other officers would be sent to
London inside of a few hours.
