In the present
day it means “to go before to hinder,” or in
brief, to ‘“hinder,” to *“thwart.” But this
is, perh?s, a stronger illusfration than com-
mon, and is given by those who do not care
to identify themselves openly with any other
reason. Thereis, however, another reasongiven
by some which is of more importanee than a
mere change of lan, , because it appears
to be apprehended in some quarters that the
changes made by the revision might possibly
tend to a cbm'lge of belief. These maintain
that the New Testament contains errors of
moment, some of which have for centuries
been accepted as the basis of Christian doc-
trine, or ag illustrations of its truth. One of
these latter is the famous case of the woman
taken in adultery, with its terrible rebuke,
““Let him that is without sin among you
cast the first stone;” and one of the former
is the spoken of as the three wit-
nesses—*‘ there are three that bear record in
heaven ; the Father, the Word, and the Holy
Ghost ; and these three are one. And there
are three that bear witness in earth ; the
:girit, and the water, and the blood ; and
ese three agree in one.” There are many
who find it hard to part with these texts of
Christian doctrine ; but others contend that
they were mere interpolations, and must,
therefore, come out ; anrsothongh the result of
the revision will not be positively known un-
til the Convocation of visers unlocks the
room where the new edition is piled, it is
iven out that ghese and many other well-
own e been eliminated.

THE AMERICAN REVISION COMMITTEE.

Q. In what way were thé members of the
English and American Revision Committee
appointed ? A, By the Convocation of Can-
ter élyl.in 1870 ; that is the chief body of
the Church of England. It started there;
but the commission they appointed was an-
thorized to invite scholars of other denomina-
tions and of other countries. It did so, and
many accepted. It even invited a Roman
Catholic, Cardinal Newman, but he declined.

Q. Did Cardinal Newman give any par-
ticular reason for declining?

Q. What ancient mmuacri’fta has the com-
mittee had access to? A. There are about
seventeen hundred menuscripts in all ; but
the committee did not make use of all, in fact
only a small part of them.

A, No; there
are the Vatican manuscripts and the Sinaitic
Codex. ' The latter is kept at St. Petersburg,
Raussia. ;

Q. Was there an effort made by the Ameri-

Q. Will the new work be endorsed by the
American Bible Society ? A, By its consti-
tution the American Bible Society can circu-
late only the authorized version,
This is a revision, and cannot published
without an alteration of the constitusion.
That will probably be mace as soon as the
churches and public ormmn announce their
verdict. The fate of the new book_ depends
not upon the committee, but upon the verdict
of the Christian publie,

Q. Meantime individual publishers
to issue reprints of it? A. Yes, m
public interest in it is so great that it will
sell lnyhow, no matter whether the churches
adopt 1t or not. There are more people in-
terested in the Bible than in any other book
in existence, and I suppose there will be hun-
dreds of thousands of copies sold in a short
time, but its public use in chureches and
schools depends upon the Christian public.

How did the King James translators
come to include it, under such circamstances ?
A. It is said that Erasmus, in making up his
Testament, declared himself willing to insert
that text if it could be found in any import-
ant Greek manascript. It was found in one,
and therefore was inserted by him.

Q. Was that an ancient manuscript? A.
No, not very ancient ; it was comparatively
recent, but I do not remember its date.

Q. In making this revision, the committee*

Honourable gentlemen from
India and Australia might not prove capa-
ble of writing such long speeches or long
amendments as Mr. Biaxe, but their
votes would count’ for as much, and be as
eagerly sought after.. The Oppesition
leader’s ambition to cross swords with the
statesmen of the mother land is personally
not an ignoble one, but Canadians have
no desire to purchase that shonour for him
at the price which it must cost them.

SPECULATIVE SETTLEMENTS.

No one has
made any serious objections to a policy
so reasonable, aad Jkely to be so success-
ful if carried oW with caution.  But
this caution must. be exercised, and

we haye every confidence that it will be
exercised.

the investment of Toreign or home
capital in the North-West, we lshcmid
yet er a v conservaiive policy in
regudwto lu'geer{lnd grants on eve::y the
most unobjectionable terms. To judicious
experiments in this direction we give our
most cordial assent. Such men as Sena-

Slavery in the Umted States is, after all,
not altogether a thing of the past. In Han-
cock county, West Virginia, the paupers are
sold at auction by the county authorities to
the persons who will receive the smallest
sum for the expensé of maintaining them.
Thus, if poverty overtakes a family, the
county officials hand its members over to the
tender mercies of the slave owner, who, in-
stead of paying for their servipes, receives so
much from the county, wi e privilege of
working the paupers to death. Poverty in
that part of the land of the free reduces a
man to a position several degrees below that
of the pauper eisewhere, and deprives him
of the ligrty to raise himself into a position
in which he can support himself once more,

Our postal system on the whole is exceed-
mgly creditable to the country. We' have a
large-tract -of -land ‘with a very widely scat-
tered “population, yet a hitch in the mails
very rarely occurs. Besides the punctuality
and regularity of the service, we have in some
respects better, that is cheaper, rates than our
neighbours. ~One‘result of this is pointed out
by the Chiagv Telegraph, which asserts that
circulars and periodi are actually sent
into Canada by express and posted here at our
rates to different parts of the States. This

ractice,- the 7Telegraph thinks, should be
Emken up. The way wo do that, as our con-
temporary says, is to make the rates on each
side of the line uniform, but they should
always be as low as the expenses of the ser-
vice will possibly permit.

The death of John E." Layton, of Spring-
field, Ohio, recalls an incident of those stir-
ring days when Canada was the refuge to
which fugitive slaves directed their steps. A
runaway slave making for this land of the free
was overtaken in Ohio, and carried back on
the return .road to chains and stripes, but
Layton, then a sheriff, followed after, armed
with a writ, and attempted a rescue. A Live-
ly fight followed, and the sheriff’s was

efeated. He himself was wounded. ean-
while the Ohio people were growing all the
more indiﬁunt, and finally a large body of
them took away the fugitive and ran him
safely into Canada, so that the whole move-
ment to return the slave was a failure, and
served only tocreate anti-slavery sentiment.

Great surprise has been caused in Belleville
by the removal of Mr. Taylor from the
shrievalty of the county of Hastings, and the
appointment of Dr. Hope, who says that he
was not an applicant for the position, but
that it was tendered him by the Ontario
Government. The Intelligencer says that Dr.
Hope is well qualified for the discharge of its
duties, and has deserved well of his party, to
which he has rendered valuable services for
a-long series of years. His appointment will,
however, be a grievous. blow to sundry mem-
bers of the party who have themselves looked
forward to securing the office. There seems
