But the statement that
the Canadian western wheat reaching British markets
has less milling strength than it had a few years ago
is not to be entirely denied, and that the British mill-
er is awakening to this fact is no surprise to those who
have been following closely the trend of wheat grow-
ing in the Canadian West. Inormous new areas of
land are being brought under cultivation and in a
country so vast as the Canadian West there must
undoubtedly be variations in soil and climate, which to
some extent at least will affect the quality of the crop
grown thereon. But these things would not, in them-
selves, have produced a change sufficiently radical to
call forth the above editorial, had it not been for the
extent to which new varieties of wheat have been tried
in the newer and more northerly sections of the West.
The reputation of Manitoba wheat was made and has
been maintained on the variety known as Red Fife.
FFor years there has been a desire on the part of farm-
ers for a wheat that would ripen earlier than Red Fire;
and governments and individuals have been experi-
menting with various hybrids. It was not very diffi-
cult to secure a variety that would ripen earlier than
Red Fife, but to secure a variety that would ripen ear-
lier and retain the splendid milling qualities of the
Red Fife has proved an altogether more difficult un-
dertaking. At the present time very large quantities
of Preston, Stanley, Huron, and Percy wheats are be-
ing grown, especially in Northern Saskatchewan, and
Northern Alberta, and to some extent in
Manitoba.

Northern
The actual milling value of these wheats
does not seem to have been sulficiently tested. They
look well, ripen earlier, have a good colour and weigh
heavily, but it is a significant fact that Canada’s large
milling companies are not eager to draw their supplies
from districts where large quantitics of these variet es
are grown.”’

There is, as is well known to cerealists, a decided
tendency in all grains to deteriorate when grown year
after year in the same locality.  But when such an
immense area is available for experimental purposes
as in the Canadian North-West, with its variations of
soil and climate, it ought to be possible to obviate this
tendency, by the change of ceed periodically, and by
carefully attending to cultural needs. We have on
several occasions dealt with this subject in these col-
umns, and have again and again insisted upon  the
nee.ossity of preserving carefully the Red Tife wheat,
which gained its now threatened prc-eminence for

North-Western grain. Last year the swbject was re-
ferred to before the Standing Committee on Agricul-
ture at Ottawa in a little debate hetween Mr. Schaff-
ner, M.P., and Dr. Saunders, Director of Experiment-
al Farms as follows:—

“Mr. Schaffner: Q. Do you find it wise to depart
from the Red Fife in the West?

Dr. Saunders: A. We have done more te keep up
the purity and general growth of Red Fife, in connec-
tion with our experiments, than of any other grain we
have advocated. We have sent out this spring nearly
a thonsand samples to farmers who want to renew their
seed. But Red Iife is not perfect, it is a little late.
In some distriots you can be almost sure of your crop
every year. In all such districts we advise the farm-
ers to sow Red Fife. DBut where they arc pretty sure
of having their grain more or less injured, perhaps one
scason out of two, we explain to the farmers what the
differences are in the quality of the wheats we send out
as ccmpared with Red Fife, and leave it to them to
follow their own judgment. We do not send out any
poor wheats.

Q. The tendency, I think, in Northern Manitoba
and Saskatchewan is to try and get a wheat that will
ripen early. There is a member of the House.a very
experienced miller, who told me it was a mistake, that
the Red Fife is the wheat?

A. The experience of one man is often
from that of another.

We often get letters saying, 1
have heen here three or four years and have had three
crops out of four of Red Fife injured. can vou not send
us something that will ripen earlier?”  We try and help
such men by sending them some sort that i< almost, if
not quite, as good, and earlier in ripening.

(). And when the frost comes az it did in 1906 ear-
ly in August, we have not vet got any wheat that will
be early enough?

A Welly the returns we had from some of the carlier
varieties were exceedingly interesting at that time.
They showed that Red Fife in some instances would
not grade at all. The earlier varicties were so much
further advarced that although they graded low, still
they brought considerably more money than could be
got for Red Fife.
We are just as keen and careful as any millers, or any
other body of men, to preserve the character and
quality of our grain uninjured in the eyes of foreign
purchasers, and we are not distributing anything that
will materially interfere with that. We have selection
and cross-bred sorts where the quality is nearly or
quite equal to Red Fife. Among these is an improved
ted Fife quite equal to 01'(linaf); Red Fife and. ripens
several days earlier.

This is a very complicated subject.

I have here another wheat, one
of our cross-bred which was grown at Les:er Slave
Lake, and weighs 65 Ibs. to the bushel. In that re-
spect it is superior to Red Fife. but is not quite so
strong. This is a white skinned wheat and that is a
great disadvantage under our present law regulating
the grading of wheat; white skinned sorts do not
usually hring the same price as red skinned sorts even
though they he better wheat.”

THE CANNON REPORT.

There is some danger lest in arranging for the elec-

There is far too much of “bad faith.” and of what is
dubbed. malfeasance in office in the community at any
rate.  Bankers, business managers, city men in all
kinds of trade concerns, hear us out in that statement.
Honesty, strict business integrity is one of the great
needs ol the hour.  This slackness in dealing with dis-
covered wrong is Iy no means the right way to sternly
discourage wrong doing elsewhere.  The whole busi-
hess community has a claim upon the Provincial Gov-
criment to see that those definitely accussd in  the
most public manner, should speedily be  Dbrought to
trial. It is, in the consternation over the remissness
of the Government, even being rumoured about town
that high influence has been invoked at Ottawa to
“hurke” the aftair, for the present at any rate. But
this rumour is almost certainly  without  foundation.
Surely the Quebec authoritics have not so “ar surian-
dered the prirciple of Provingial autenomy always so
dear to thie politicians of the old province, to sach a
degree as to allow that to he possible! Tt is the de-
sire of every honest citizen of the conunereial nietropo-
lis that what has been well begun should he carried on
now to a final issue, and that the Attorney-General of
the Province sces to it that in the cases referred to in
the Commissicner’s report, justice should hoe Jdean, no
matter who suffers in the doing of it.

THE NEW QUBEBEC BANK PREMISES.

The wmining industries of the country
may be said to have only just begun.
The reason for this tardiness in develop-
ing the mineral resources is probably to
be found in Canada’s wealth in farming
lands. The first <ettlers, in order to
provide food. were fm'('yl ‘to breom: a_ri
culturalists As ]l(b]Jl];lfil)ll increased,
and fertile lan:ds were to be had in plen-
ty. fresh aeres were brought under the
plough Naturally, Canada necame an
agricultural conntry, and it  was the
farming lands that were soucht  after,
and that  were developed by lines  of
transportation The iack of transpor-
tation facilities in the mineral bearine
areas, and the extont of country in pro-
portion to its population were contribu-
tory fictors

In 1884 the mineral production in Can-
ada did not vreash $10250000 in value,

and was only $2.23 per capita.  In 1908
the prm]ln'tinn was over $87.000.000. or
F12.57 per capitvr.  Although minin: is

only in its infancy, it has become one of
the leading industries of the country.
The ontput of the mine is now greater
than the combined outpnt of forest and
sra. and ranks next to agriculture.  The
total production of minervals for the last
twenty-three vears amounts to $926.516,-
570: of which gold represents $267.700,-
000.  Though just entering the field,
Canada already ranks well among the
mineral producing countries. Accord-
ing to the review of the world's produe-
tion in 1907, Canada ranked first in as-
bestos and nickel: eighth in gold, and
tenth in coal.

CORN FROM CHINA.

A small lot of shelled corn, of a kind
that 1s new to this country, was sent to
the United States Department of Agri-
culture from Shanghai, China, in 1908,
and tested the same season. 1t proved
to have qualities that may make it va-
luable in breeding a com adapted to the
hot and dry conditions of the

This is an excellent arrange-
ment for preventing the drying out  of
the silks before pollination. \While this
corn may be of little walue itself. it is
likely that. by cross-breedinz, these de-
siable qualities can be imparted to a
large corn, which will thus be better
adapted to the South-\Wesr .

The discovery of this peculiar corn in
China sugges idea that, al-
though America is the orginal home of

corn, vet it

been taken to the Eastern Hemisphere
long before the discovery of America by
(Colimbus. in Chin-
ese lit rature cornis known to have heen
established in China within less than a
century after the vovage of Columbus.

used. Besides, this particnlar com is
so different from anything in the New
World that it must have been developed
in the Old World, and for that to hap-
pen in a natural way would take a very
long time.

Auny even-numbered sectionm of Dornin-
1on Lands 1o Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
aud Albiria, excepting 8 and 20, not re-
sunsed, way be b siuesteaded by aly per-
son who s the sole head of a family, or
any male over I3 years of age, to the ex-
tent of one-yuarter section of 160 acres
ure vr less

Application for entry must be made in
person by the applieant at a Dominion
Latrds Ageney or Sub-agency for the dis-
trict in which the land is situate.  Entry
by proxy inay, however, be made at any
\gouey . on certain vonditions by the fa-
ther, mother, son, daughter, brother or
slater of an imtending homesteader.

DULLES:—(1) At least six months’
resldence upon and cultivation of the
land m each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, #f he so de-
siles, perform the required residence du-
ties by living on farming land  owned
solely by him, not less than eighty (80)
aores in extent. in the vicinity of his
homestead. He may also do so by liv-
iy with fnther or mother, on certain con-
disons. Joint ownership in land will not
nieet this requirement..
