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WORLD’S RUBBER PRODUCTION. Brazil’s production of Para rubber 
increases on an average 5 per cent, 
yearly ; the Castilloa rubber produc­
tion of Central America and Mexico 
nas decreased rather than increased, 
while Céara and Mangabeira rubber 
production has risen more than* 100 
per cent, in the last five 
African production has risen 
cent, since 1900, whilst Asiatic pro­
duction. has fallen off 20 per cent. 
The diminution in supplies^from Asia 
should, however, soon come to an 
end by reason of the growth of rub­
ber-planting there.

In 1905-6 Ceylon exported 84 tons 
of plantation rubber, and twice this 
quantity is looked for irt 1906-7. 
Para plantations in Ceylon 
present calculated at 50,000 hectares 
(hectare equals 3.47 acres), those in 
the Malay Peninsula at 30,000 hec­
tares, those in other countries at 
20,000 hectares. Estimating a quar­
ter of a tgn per hectare annually, 
these 100,000 hectares should be pro­
ducing 25,000 tons annually in about 
ten years’ time.
