Eurly Closing,

At a public Meeting recently held in the
Tabernacle, New York, to sustain the Dry
Goods Clerks in asking a reduction of their
hours of labour, his H{oner Mayor Woodhull,
who presided, made the following appropri-
ate remnarks, which we commend to the at-

tention of all concerned :—

The Retail Dry Goods Stores in this City, are
open at an eariy hour in the morning, and con-
tinue open tiil fate in the evening.  The Clerks
are there through the day, from the opening to
the closing of the stores, being thus employved on
some days upw ards of 16 hours, and upon an
averaze more than 14 throughout the year. This
18 a kind of servitude which leaves them no time
which can be propedly reaarded as their own lei-
sure, no time jor recreation, reading, study, or
any intellectual improvement whatever. They
propose asa remedy, closing the stores in the
evening and the discontinuance of evening shop-
ping, except on Saturday evenings.  They make
the proposition in no hostile spirit towards either
their emplovers or the public, but with a view
of cultivatine a more fricndly relation with both,
andin the tull belief that it will not operate to
the injury or inconvenience of cither, but will,
afier a short ¢xperiment, prove to be more satis-
factory to all parties than the present system.

There are about 2000 retail dry goods clerks
in this city, a considerable proportion of whom
are young men hetween the ages of 12 and 21,
whose education is necessarily incomplete, and
who have no opportunity of completing it under
the existing practice of evening shopping.
