The fact of the matter is, the roadis badly
managed ; and what has been apparent to
the people of this country for some years, is
gradually dawning upon the shareholders in
England.

When a business, year in and year out,
fails to pay it is due to one or other of two
reasons : Either the management is bad or
the business is unfavorably situated.

The failure of the Grand Trunk Railway
to prove a successful investment for its
shareholders cannot be ascribed to unfavor-
able situation.

It traverses through the very best and
most thickly populated part of Canada and
runs into the United States as far as the
progressive city of Chicago ; it carries about
one third of the railway freight of the Do-
minion and about the same proportion of
the passengers; it is one of the leading
routes from the Eastern States through to
the Western States; it monopolises the
freight and passenger traffic of some of the
cities of the Dominion—as these cities know
to their sorrow ; its carnings are from two
to three thousand dollars per mile greater
than any other railway system in Canada
except the Canada Southern.

And yet in spite of all these advantages
the results are persistently unsatisfactory.

One important outlet for the Grand Trunk’s
earnings is to be seen in the expenditure.

The Government returns show that last year

this expenditure was $4.036 per mile. This,

omitting the Canada Southern, was nearly

double that of any other railway in Canada.

The expend ture per mile on the Canada
Pacific, in spite of the enormous mileage it
has to maintain, was but $2,189 per mile.
Even the expenditure of the Intercolonia',
that much criticised railway, was but $2,669,
while the expenditure per mile on the Mani-
toba & Northwestern was as low as $763.

One thousand head of cattle were shipped
from Lere during last month.

P. D. Armour has been experimenting on
the econofly of using whe it as food tor hogs.
Feeding 18 pigs solely with 1 650 prunds of
crushed wheat, they showed n two weeks
525 pounds gam, which at five cents per

pound for hogs,made $26.25 increased value,
or a little over g5 cents per bushel for wheat,
against 53 cents, the market value of the
grain at that time.

The net cost of beet growing in Germany
is $50 per acre, the product is saleable for
$66, leaving a profit of $25 per acre. The
average yield is given as 12 tons of beets,
value $66 ; 3 tons of tops, value $375; 35
per cent pulp, 8 400 lbs., value $6 30.

A HINT TO BOARDS OF TRADE.

HE Truro Board of Trade has an im-
T portant feature that might be adopted

by many other similar organizations.
The board was organized in 1889, with 30
members through the efforts of the present
secretary, G. A Hall, of the retail dry goods
house of [. H. Crosscup & Co. It was found
difficult to hold the members, though the
assessment was only $3 a year. Many of
them were anxious to have reports on and
lists of delinquent debtors. At first it was
arranged that they should be sent to the
secretary by each member. Some reported,
but others wko were always ready to have a
look at their neighbors’ lists, did not furnish
any themselves, which is always the rule in
a case of this kind, and the scheme did not
work. Mr. Hall then made an arrangement
with the County Registrar to supply a weekly
list of mortgages, sales, judgments, etc.,
for $50 a year. He also arranged for reports
of judgments for small amounts by local
magistrates. These were printed and sent free
to members every week marked * confiden-
tial.” And the scheme has been so success-
ful that the membership has increased over
the 102. Allthe members consider it a most
profitable investment. The list has had a
moral effect on slow paying customers that
cannot be estimated. They now go to a
merchant who threatens to sue them and
pray him not to do so, as their name would

appear on the list. The secretary mentions
one man who saved $200 by a timely hint in
their weekly report of a customer who had
given a bill of sale. Other creditors who
were not so informed got nothing.

The board is now grappling with the
assessment question. Before their organiz-
ation the city council paid no heed to re-
presentations of business men. Now they
recognize them as a powerful factor, and
have asked that a committee be appointed
to confer with the council.

The board is wisely moving for the ex-
emption ot stocks in merchants’ hands. At
present a man who has an average stock of
$12,000 may be assessed for $5,000, or vice
versa.

Nearly all the business men in the town
are now in the board.

DISCOLORED LOBSTERS.

When sampling a can of lobsters, portions
of the meat which rested against the tin are
often found to bz black. This applies more
especially to lobsters caught in particula:
sections in the Mantime Provinces. It will
be observed that salmon, mackerel, -0,
sardines, or other fish never discolor in this
way. They are oily, while there is no il
whatever in the lobster, but there appears to
be an acid. This acid, it 1s supposed, eats
through the tinning on the inside of the can
and thus causes the discoloration. Some of
the packers will endeavor to overcome this,
and are ordering for next season’s pack a
double-dipped tin plate, i.e., a plate with a
heavier coating of tin than the ordinary
stock used by canners.

DEVELOP NATURAL RESOURCES.

ANY towns in the centre of an agri-
M cultural district have given bonuses
of $1,000 to $20,000, and even more,
to induce various industries to settle there.
A few of these have done well and have been
a benefit to the community, but the majority
have not given the results to the people who
bonused them that they expected.

Many of them, in fact, have utterly failed,
leaving the municipality sadder but with
much more wisdom.

One town may be taken as an example.
It was decided that something must be done
to make the town boom. A miller not very
well known to the residents told them that
if they would give him $5,000 he would take
over an old mill in the place and putina
new plant. The mill would be able to grind
hundreds of cars of Manitoba wheat, and
once they had started train after train load-
ed with flour would leave the town and it
would boom.

The town voted $3,c00. That was seven
or eight years ago; and there has not beena
single car of wheat brought in from outside
yet. Another mill in the same town which
did not receive any bonus is doing a larger
and better business. The town in question
has not benefitted a cent’s worth, and they
are stil! paying off the $3,000.

The aim of Canadian towns and villages
should now be to develop their natural re-
sources. These are mostly of an agricul-
tural character. Let the merchants consider
carefully what are the most profitable pro-
ducts their district can produce. Encour-
age the farmers to go into these

This has been done. A case in point :
Two Prince Edward Island farmers were
sitting in the store of one of THE GROCER’S

subscribers a few years ago They were be-
moaning the hard times and saying there
was no money for anyone but storekeepers
these days. Like most farmers they were
plodding along in the same old way and
never used their heads as business men
would. The grocer suggested to them that
there might be other lines in which they
might make more money than in growing
oats, etc , mentioning strawberries, which he
was then importing. They tried the experi-
ment; it was successful, and they and others
who followed their example are now making
$100 to $200 an acre clear on strawberries.
They are paying cash for what they buy and
they are buying more than they ever did.

It is the natural resources that put the
most money in circulation.

AMERICAN APPLES IN ENGLAND.

Cables received on Friday by Otto G.
Mayer & Co. say that although American
apples continue to be in active demand in
Liverpool and Glasgow, prices have fallen
off somewhat on account of the large re-
ceipts. The prices at Frid.y's wholesa'e
auction sales in Liverpool were from $2.88
to $3.60 a barrel for Baldwi s, and from
$2.50 to $3 12 for greenings, being an aver-
age of about 50 cents a barrel less than was
realized at the opening sale in the latter part
of August.

The steam-hips New York and Germanic,
which sailed on Wednesday, took 3,000 and
5,000 barrels of apples, and the Etruria, City
of Rome, and State of Nebraska, which
sailed last week, also each took 6,000 bar-
rels, making the total shipments from all
ports for the week about 9go,000 barrels. The
total exports this season to date, inclusive,
are 245,000 barrels, against only 941 barrels

during the corresponding period of l.si
year. Last year the domestic crop, hke tie
present European crop, was practically
complete failure, and the total exports fo
the whole year were only 175,000 barrels
against 1,203,000 barre's in 1892 and 1,450,
336 barrels in 1891, which was the * banne:
year” in the history of the American apjle
export trade.—N. Y. Journal of Commeice

TO STOP A RUNAWAY HORSE.

Scarcely a week passes in any year that
human lives are not jeopardized by horces
taking flight and running away, says an ex
change. The man who can devise soie
means which will surely prevent this will be
a great public benefactor. Some one who
professes to know states that runaway acci
dents seldom occur in Russia. The means
used in preventing them is very simple.

TORONTO, Nov. 8, 1894
GROCERIES.

ITTLE is there in trade this week of an
L interesting character to note. No
marked changes have taken place
either in regard to volume of business or
prices. Although the refineries are holding
prices as before, yet the wholesalers are
quoting lower figures than a week ago.
Canned goods continue in a fairly healthy
condition, with prices steady. The ship-
ments of dried fruit ex Avlona are arriving
this week. A good many complaints are
heard regarding cutting in price of Valencia
raisins, but deilers cannot be too careful in
the fruit they buy. In teas, blacks are the
kinds now being most sought after. Spice
trade remains fairly good. Business 1s pick-
ing up in oranges, but other kinds of foreign
green fruits remain much as before. The
butter market remains much as before, but
provisions are lower. There 1s still room

for an improvement in payments.

CANNED GOODS.

Nothing new has developed. There 1s a
fair seasonable trade doing 1n tomatoes,
peas and corn at quotations, and canned

fruits are if anything receiving a little more
attention. Salmon is in good demand, but
there is only a moderate enquiry for lobster.
We quote : Tomatoes and corn, 85 to goc.;
peas, 80 to 85c.; peaches, $2.75 o $3 tor
¥s, $1.75 to $190o for 2's; raspber-
nes, $1.65 to $1.80; strawberries, $1.90 to
$2.10 ; apples, 3's, $1 to $1.10, gallons $2.65
to $2.80, and preserved fancy quarters at
$1.35to $1.40 ; salmon, $1.30 to $1.35 for
good red fish in tall tins, and $1.50 to $1.60
in flat tns ; do., second quality, $1.20 to

$1.25; canned mackerel, $1 to $1.10; lob-
sters, $1.70 to $2 for tall tins, and $2.25 to
$2.75 in flat tins.

The Cohoe salmon season ended on the
3oth ult., and all the factories are shut
down. The season has been disappointing,
the pack being only about 25,000 cases.
Twenty-eight factories, being five more than
last year, were operated this season, and
each had a complement of 150 fishermen.

COFFEES.

Nothing new to report. The market is
still bare of Rio coffees, and consequently
business is insignificant. We quote green,
in bags: Rio, 21% to 22%c.; East Indian,
27 to 3or.; South American, 21 to 23c.; San-
tos, 21 % to 2234c.; Java, 30 to 32c.; Mocha,
27 to 28¢c.; Maracaibo, 21 to 23c.; Jamaica,
21 to 22c.

RICE.

There is still a fair trade doing at un-
changed prices. We quote: “B,” 3% to
3¥c.; extra Japan, 5% to §i§c. ; imported
Japan, 5% to 6%c. ; tapioca, 4 X to 4%c.

SPICES.

Trade keeps fairly good. Demand lately
has been mostly for ground spices. We
quote as follows: Pure black pepper, 10
to 12c.; pure white, 18 to 25¢c.; pure Jam-
aica ginger, 25 to 27c.; cloves, 25 to 3oc.;
pure mixed spice, 25 to 3oc.; cream of tar-
tar, 20 to 25c. per lb.

NUTS.

The only new season’s nut on the market
so far 1s Formagetta, but Tarragona soft-
shelled almonds will be on the spot in
a few days. We quote : Brazil nuts,
11 to 11%c.; Sicily shelled almonds, 25
to 26¢c. ;: Tarragona almonds, 12% to 14c.;
Formagetta peanuts, 10 to 12c. for roasted
and 7 to 10c. for green; cocoanuts, $4.50
to $5 per sack; Grenoble walnuts, 13 to
14c.© Marbot walnuts, 11 to 12c.; Bor-
deaux walnuts, 8 to 1oc.; filberts, 9¥ to
10%c. for sacks and 10% to 11c. for small
lots ; pecans, 10)% to I11c.

SUGAR.

The refineries are dong a fair trade for
this time of year, and prices with them
have been well maintained Refiners’
stocks are light, and some of them are re-
ported to be oversold on granulated. Local
wholesale houses, however, are finding trade
dull 1n sugars, and demand is almost alto-
gether forsmall lots. Althoughrefiners’prices
are still unchanged the wholesalers are taking
lower figures than they were a week ago.
The ruling price for granu'ated with them
now is 4 c., although sales are reported at
lower figures. Yellows are quoted as low as
34 c. Raws are quoted at 33¥c. for ordin-
ary, and 3% to 3)§c. for Demarara. The
trade, especially the old-time members, will
be pleased to know that fine Demarara
sugars are coming on this market agan.
The samples shown are high test and very
bright in color.

SYRUPS

Syrups are still scarce and in demand.
Some buyers state that the scarcity has
never been so marked in their recollection.
We quote: Dark, medium, 28 to
3oc.; bright, 35 to 4oc.; very bright, 45 to
50C.

25¢C.;

MOLASSES.

There is no change to note either in re-
gard 1o business or prices. We quote: New
Orleans, barrels, 26 to 28c.; half-barrels, 30%
to 32c.; Barbadoes, barrels, 28 to 32¢.; half-
barrels, 30 to 34c.

TEA.

Trade keeps steady, with blacks, such as
Indians, Ceylons and Chinas, occupyng the
chief attention from retailers. Prices ruling
are: Young Hysons, 16 to 18c. for low
grade ; 24 to 27c. for medium, and 3o to
38c. for high grades; China Congous, 16 to
18c.; Japans, 16 to 20c.; Indians and Cey-
lons, 18 to 35¢. Brokers report the demand for
all kinds ol China Congous light. The feature
of the market 1s that Ch'na teas, with the
exception of greens show better value than

and Japan teas have advanced and are
bringing higher prices. Low grade Indian
and Ceylon teas continue scarce.

A London, England, tea circular says that
reports of all teas from Calcutta are likely to
fall short of revised estimate by five or six
million pounds, reducing the total probibly
to one hundred and fourieen to nne hundred
and fifteen million pouads, which with the
smaller exports from Ceylon than was an-
ticipated, and the diminished supplies from
China, should establish a fairly healthy
market if the offerings can be regu'ated to
reasonable dimensions each week.

Mail advices received this week from Cal-
cutta under date of October 3, state the com-
petition for markets outside of London was
keen, and all grades up to 8 annas per Ib.
had advanced.

DRIED FRUITS.

The direct shipment ex Avlona is arriving
this week. This is imparting a lit'le more
life to trade, and an improvement 1n busi-
ness may be looked for during the next
few wezks. Valencia raisins are i good
demand, but there is a good deal of
dissatisfaction in regard to prices. The
cause is the rain damaged fruit which some
houses are quoting, and members of the
trade must exercise a great dea! of care if
they do not want poor fruit palmed off upon
them. * Some of the Valencia raisins,” said
a dealer, “i; American staple and not as
good as the Canadian. Both Denia and
Patras in quoting offers will always quote
the American staple 1s. lower than the
Canadian.” We quote good fruit as follows ;
Off-stalk, 4{ to 4%c.; fine off-stalk, 4}z to
51{c.; selected, 5’4 to 6c.; layers, 6to6)%c.
There are some selected layers in 7-lb.
boxes on the market this week.

The demand for currants is relatively
smaller than for Valencia raisins. We quote
prices as before. We quote new fruit:
Filiatras, half barrels, 4’4 c., barrels, 4%c.;
fine Filiatras, half brls., 43{c., barrels 4}c.;
Patras, 5% 1n cases; Casalina, 5% to 6¢.;
Vostizzas, 6% to 7)c. in cases and halt
cases. A syndicate has been formed at
Pyrgos to keep up the price of currants, and
growers all over Greece are firm in their
views, and only sell in small lots to keep
themselves going.

Sultana raisins are in moderate demand
only at from 5}c. per Ib. up. The present
crop 1s estimated at 25,000 to 26,000 tons,
against 37,000 tons last year and 36,000 tons
the year before. The primary markets are
unchanged.

In figs the demand has slackened off a
little for the moment. We quote: 14 o0z,
10} to 11c.; 101b, IIto I12)%c.; taps, 4}
to 5c.; 18 lb., 15¢c.; 28 Ib., 18c. Importa-
tions are now all here or on the way.

There is practically nothing domng 1n
Turkish prunes, nor will there be until the
new crop arrives here, which will not be for
another month yet. For French prunes a
steady demand 1s developing, and prices are
steady at 4% to 5c.

In dates the only business doing is in
the cold storage article at 42 to 5c. New
Persian dates by direct steamers are ex-
pected to reach New York 12th or 13th inst.

BUTTER AND CHEESE.

No material change has taken place in
the butter market during the wzek. The
subject of most interest at the moment is the
arrival on this market ot a carload of low
grade butter from Winnipeg. There are

some 800 packages in all, and the con-
signees are asking for bids. Good dairy
batter is still scarce and wanted, while low
grade is accumuliting. There are not
many large rolls coming forward. We quote
jobbing prices : Dairy—Choice tubs, 17 to
18c.; medium, 14 to 15c.; crocks, 20c.; low
grade, 11 to 13c.; pound rolls, 18 to 19c.;
large rolls, 16 to 17c. Creamery—Tubs, 20
to 22c. ; pound prints, 22c.

The cheese market is looking a little bet-
ter and somz: of the factories have made
sales at )$c. above the previous week’s
figures. Jobbers report demand steady at
10}% to 11cC.

PROVISIONS AND DRESSED HOGS.

Business in meats is still good, but at
lower prices for most lines. Long clear is
still the kind most called for, and it is scarce.
Lard is weak. Drzssed hogs are offering
freely, and several carload lots have changed
hands at §5.60.

MONTREAL MARKETS.
MONTREAL, Nov. 8, 1894.
GROCERIES.

HE grocery market has ruled quiet on
T the whole and the tendency of values

on some leading staples, though not
quotably lower, is easier in tone. This is the
case 1n sugar, for instance, and also in syrups.
Complaints are also frequent about the of-
ferings of trashy Valenc'a raisins that are
being made at low figures. It will be re-
membered that we have called attention to
the possibility of this happening some time
ago, owing to the heavy ra.ns that have been
experienced at the growing centres. In
canned goods the combine price on corn and
tomatoes 1s being adhered to as a general
rule, but 1n some cases outside sellers have
sold the latter for less money. In fish prices
remain much the same as they were, the sup-
ply offering, however, being plentiful. Other
branches show no par.icular change.

SUGAR.

The sugar market has raled rather dull
since our last report and business has not
been as active as it was. In fact, bardly a
single large order has been put through
since our last report. In sympathy with the
tendency in New York, also, the tone has
been easier and though at present writing no
quotable decline has occurred, some predict
that one will come shortly. Business here
has been on the basis of 4 3-16 to 4%c. for
granulated and 3 3-16 to 33}c. for yellows,
according to grade.

SYRUPS.

The hght stock of syrups n first hands
imparts a firm tone to the market, and
values are well maintained. In fact the re-
finers are experiencing some difficulty in
filling all their orders, and while this is the
case firmness is apt to rule. Recent sales of
bright goods have been at 2 to 2)4c. and
dark at 1) to I1j§c. in round lots from first
hands. The majority of wholesalers ask a
a fair advance on these prices, but some of

them sell the goods at cost or almost so, and

this fact is causing complaint not oaly in

syrups but in the case of sugar al:o.
MOLASSES.

There has been more activity in the mo-
lasses market since our last report, but no
changes in prices are to note. The change
is due to the fact that many jobbers had let
their stocks run down pretty low, and when
orders commenced to come in with the cold
weather, had little stock to meet them with.
As a result of this quite a quantity of Bar-
badoes has left first hands on the basis of
27 %c. n round lots, and car lots have moved
with considerable freedom at 29c. The
regular jobbing price 1s firm at 3oc. In
Porto Rico stock one or two round lots that
were offering here this week sold at 22 to
23c. ex store to local jobbers.

RICE.

There has been no special change in the
rice market since our last report, but busi-
ness has continued fairly active on the whole
and prices are unchanged. We quote :
Japan, standard, $4.25 to $440; crystal
Japan, $4.75 to $5; standard B, $345;
English style, $3.30; Patni, $4.25 to $s,
and Carolina at $6.50 to $7.50.

SPICES.

The cold weather of the present week has
improved the demand for spices to a certain
extent, but trade s quiet on the whole and
neither the millers or jobbers report any
special activity. We quote mill prices as
follows: Penang black pepper, 6 to 7%c.;
white pepper, 10to 12%c.; cloves, 7 to gc.;
cassia, 9 to Ioc.; nutmegs, 60 to goc.; Ja-
maica ginger, 15 to 22c.

COFFEES.

The coffee market has ruled dull and with
freer offerings of some goods, the tone of the
market is easier, notably on Mocha, offers of
which have been made in round lots at 25c.,
and sales transpired at that figure. We
quote : Maracaibo, 20 to 222 ; Rio, 20 to
21c.; Java, 23 to 29c., and Mocha, 25 to 29-.

TEA.

The tea market has not furnished any
special feature during the week, but the tone
has been firmly maintained, while a fair
quantity of stock has been moving from first
to second hands, which 1s about all the busi-
ness there is to note. Some round lots of
last season’s low priced Japans have been
sold at full figures on London account, while
quite a few enquiries bave been received
from Chicago, Boston, New York and Min-
neapolis, for China teas which have led to
sales of the latter to a large exten'. The
distributing trade has been rather quiet, but
are firm 1n every case. We quote [apans:
Low grades, 13 to 14¢. ; medium, 14 to 17C.;
fine 18% to 32c., and choice, 24 to 3Ic.

DRIED FRUIT.

Despite the heaviness that has prevailed
in New York on Mediterranean fruit the
feeling here on Valencia raisins has been
steady, and supplies have cost wholesalers
fully as much money as they did a week
ago. The chief feature of the week has
been the arrival of the s.s. Avlona with 3,000
boxes of Valencia raisins. Of course a large
percentage of these had been bought to ar-
rive, and any buyers who held off in the
expectation of better prices after the vessel’s
arrival have, so far, not obtained them.
Round lots of off-stalk cost wholesalers this
week 4c. for ordinary and 4% to 4)4c. for
fine, and 5 to 5% c. for selected, while Four
Crown layers have left first hands on the
basis of 5 to 52c. At such cost jobbers will
have to get steady prices. There is some

fruit offering here for less money than the
above, but buyers of it will not be apt to
find it readily saleable, for it is more suit
able for distilling purposes than for any-
thing else. Its price, therefore, 1s no fair
criterion for good merchantable fruit. The
competition of California raisins 1s not ye:
serious for the Spanish article. So far this
fall only moderate quantities have arrived.
It is worthy of remark, however, that their
quality is much superior to the Mediterran
ean article, and the fact that they keep
better make up for their additional cost
with many buyers. We quote jobbing prices
as before : Valencia layers, leading brands,
6¢c. ; fine off-stalk, 5)c.; selected, §'c.;
and ordinary, 4% to 4%c., according to
grades ; California raisins, 6 to 7c., as o
brand.

The currant market rules quiet and no
large business is to note. We quote barrels
3% c., half barrels 3%c, and cases 33 to
4%c.

The tenor of cable advices on prunes have
been much firmer, and sales of the first lots
of Bordeaux prunes have been made at a
cost laid down here to the wholesaler of 4':
to 5c.

Figs are firm in tone, actual sales of large
lots of new stock transpiring at 4 to 4%
for bag stock and 8} to 12c. 1o cases laid
down in Montreal. Of course jobbing prices
are at an advance on these prices.

No transactions in new dates have as yet
trauspired on spot, and we can give nore
liable quotations.

Offerings of evaporated apples are offer-
ing more freely and sales have been made
hereat 7 to 7Xc.

Dried apples show an easier feeling, and
though we hear of transactlons at 5}z«
stock can possibly be had for less money
than this figure.

CANNED GOODS.

The canned goods market on spot has
been characterized chiefly by an increased
demand for canned tomatoes, in which quite
a large volume of trade from first to second
hands hastranspirrd. The combine price,85c.,
is being generally adhered to, but in one case
at least a lot of goo boxes at 77 }2c. were sold.
In salmoa the feeling remains firm, and only
about one-third of the orders are beiny
filled. We quote : Lobsters, per case, $6 to
$8 ; sardines, $8.5c to $9.50; salmon, $1.35
to $1.40 per doz; tomatoes, g5c. per doz;
peaches, $2 to $2 10 per doz. ; corn, g5c. 1o
$1 per doz, and marrowfat peas, 85 to go
per doz.; strawberries, $2.75 per doz, and
raspberries, $1.80 to $2.50; Australian can
ned meats, 1-lb. can boiled mutton, $1.80 to
$1.90; 2-lb. can do, $3.10 to $3.15; 11b
can roast mutton, $2.05 to $2.10; 2-lb. can
do., $3.35 to $3.40; 1-lb. can corned mutton,
$2.05 to $2.20 ; 2-1b. can do, $3.35t0 $3.40

FISH.

The fish market has not shown any im
provement since our last report, and values
notably on salt fish, continue unsettled, as
noted 1n our last report, Green cod is mov-
ing slowly, and a considerable quantity has
been placed in store both for speculative
purposes and to supply the ordinary demand
Car lots have sold at $4 for No. 1 and $2.75
for No. 2. Nec. 1 large has realized $4.5¢
Jobbing prices are : Choice No. 1, $4.50 10
$4 75 ; No. 1 large, $550; No 2 do., $3.2;
Fully 2,000 brls. of herring of differeu:
grades of Nova Scotia, Labrador and New-
foundland have been offered durng the
week.

Retail
dealers are finding a httle improvement in
business. The colder weather iz stimulat-
ing the demand for cerials and flour ; family
flour 1s selling well. Hay 1s firm and all
that farmers have offered during the week
has found :mmediate sale. There has been
a scarcity of good straw and prices are firm.
Many of the city grocers are stocking up n
flour in anticipation of increased demand,
now that colder weather has set in. There
is a much better feeling through the trade,
and should these conditions continue it is
generally thought that trade will improve
materially.

THE MARKETS.
TORONTO.

FLOUR—There has been no definite
movement except in the price of Manitoba
patent, which has advanced 10oc. Holders
seemto be looking foran advance. We quote:

The wharf cheese
above mentioned were all sold, the ruling
price being 93¢c. This is rather better than
the ruling last Monday and on a par with
the tenor of reports from country sections in
the West and Townships. We quote :

ASHES.

There is no change in ashes, business
being quiet and prices unchanged. We
quote: Firsts, pots, $4.35: seconds, $4.00;

MONTREAL TRADE NOTES.

Orders for Ram Lal's tea continue to come
in freely to Rose & Laflamme.

Laporte, Martin & Co. offer some first-
class values in newly arrived Valencia
raisins.

L. Chaput, Sons & Co. were large im-
porters this week of well-known brands of
Valencia raisins.

B. C. Canned salmon agents here have
been compelled to refuse orders calling fo
immediate fulfillment this week.

There are several large lots of ** Mar-
shall's ” fish goods near at hand on the way
for importers both in Montreal and the west.

One of the refiners was comp'etely sold
out of its stock of bright syrups at one time
last week, and the other could hardly fill all
the orders it had.

United States buyers continue to take teas
of this market. Their purchases last week
amounted to 1,500 pack'ges of low grade
and medium Japans.

The S.S. Avlona, which arrived on Mon-
day, brought out 30,000 packages of Valen-
cia raisins, the good merchantable brands of
which are firmly held.

Laporte, Martin & Cie are just receiving
their winter importations, amongst which is
a considerable lot of their P. Richard
brandies. The demand for those brandies

has been such since a few weeks that La-
porte, Martin & Cie have repeated their
order so as not to be short of stock this
winter. Connoisseurs are advised to give
those brandies a fair trial. This firm has
also received a part of its importation of
figs and Sultana raisins, which are offered
at good conditions

Over 500 puncheons of Barbadoes molasses
have passed from first to second hands dur-
ing the week, as several wholesalers had let
their stocks run very low.

Stewart Munn & Co. have received
several large lots of fresh and pickled fish
during the week, notably herrings, and have
placed some large lots with the wholesale
trade.

Sales of Tetley’s tea are reported to be
still on the increase. The total sales for
October are said to be away and above even
the expectations of the firm’s representative,
Mr. Brown.

Caverhill, Hughes & Co. have just re-
ceived a shipment of Marshall's Scotch
kippered herrings, fresh herrings, herrings
in tomato sauce, etc. Also Scotch salt her-
rings in kegs.

Marshall & Co., Aberdeen, Scotland, have
large shipments by the State of Georgia's
last trip for their Scotch fish delicacies and
salt herrings in kegs, barrels, etc. This firm
is building up a good trade in the Dominion.

The feature of the week is
the strength in molasses. The price has
been advanced, and it looks like a further
advance. Stocks here are much highter than
u-uil; and halifax market is mn much the
same way. St. Johns’, New Foundland, has
been a large importer from this point.

CANNED GooDs—It is strange how a
good article will hold a price. Hoegg lob-
sters are an example of this: while lots of
good lobsters can be bought at least $1.75,
Hoeggs readily bring $2. It pays to so put
up goods that they make a reputation for
themselves. Values are firm at last week’s

prices. The only thing of particular interest
i1s salmon, and holders are looking for a
profit this year. California canned goods,
which are in the market for the first time
this fall, are meeting with a good sale, and
are giving good satisfaction. Oce of the
largest holders told your correspondent that
out of a car which he received but a few
weeks ago, he had less than one quarter of
it now on hand. The prices are near those
of Canadian goods: Corn and peas, 95cC.;
tomatoes, $1.05; salmon, talls, $1.35 ; flats,
$1.75 ; lobsters, $1.75 to $2 ; finnan haddies,
$1.40; corned beef, 1’s, $1.60 to $1.75; 2's,
$2.50 to $2.65.

DRrIED FRUIT—It might be taken from
the report in last week’s issue that all Val-
encia raisins he:e are rain damaged. This
was not intended, as some are in splendid
condition, but as a whole, both on account
of rain damage and other reasons, the im-
portations are not altogether satisfactory,
and some say it wiil have the effect of mak-
ing the direct importations smaller next sea-
son. A few years ago the bulk of these
goods came via London. Later on very
large quantities came via New York, while
for the last two years the bulk of the stock
has been imported direct. California loose
Muscatels, which went cff in price in New
York about Yc, are again firmer. The
quality is finer. “Those who bought at the
low price will have extra values to offer,”
said a large wholesaler during the week. ** I
can getalmost a cent more for them than
for Valencia layers.” The favorite package
m 1-lb. cartcon MNova Scotia dried apples
are coming forward in large quantities.
Prices are easier. Evaporated are also lower
and buyers are very shy. Valencias are
lower than last week’s quotations. Stocks
are not large. We quoe as follows: London
layers, old, $2; Valencias, 4% to 43{c.; layer
Valencias, 5% to 53{c.; new California loose
Muscatels, 6 to 6%c.; new French prunes,
5% to 6c., small boxes, 9 to 14c.; currants,
3% to 33 c.; cases, 4 to 5c.; new evaporated
apples, 8 1o 8%c.; figs, 12 to 13c.

GREEN FRUIT—Supply is large. The
stock comes to this market almost entirely
by schooner and they find 1t slow work sell-
ing the cargoes even at low figures. Grapes
are firmer. We quote: Apples, $1.50 to
$2.25 ; Messina lemons, $5 to $550; Flor-
ida’s $4 to $4.50; grapes, Canadian, 35 to
soc.; Malaga grapes, $5.50 to $6 ; West In-
dia oranges, §6.50 per brl. and $4 per box;
quinces, $6 50 to $7 per brl.; sweet potatoes,
$4 1o $4.50.

Dairy PrRODUCTS -The trade were pleased
to see cheese firmer on the English market.
This is what our report of last week fore-
shadowed, and we feel that cheese is all right
and that at the present low prices asked, are
good stock. Buiter is in lirger supply and
haidly as firm ; best article will, however,
still bring a high price. Creamery butter is
very firm, prints being hard to get. Eggs
are much higher. They went up with a run,
and retailers, when trying to replace stocks,
were much surprised to find they had to pay
an advance of 4c. and that they were scarce
at that. It looks as if prices would be still
higher. We quote : Cheese, 10 to 10}%c;
butter, 20 to 2ic.; creamery, 22 to 23c.;
eggs, 16¢.

MoLAsSES—This, as tefore stated, is the
article of most interest in this market at
present. Barbadoes is the molasses here,
and stocks are far below the average. With
other importing centres in Canada in the
same position, and very little at the Island
to be shipped ; it looks like much higher

prices. There has already been an advance
of 1c. Syrup is in demand; at present
stocks ar: hght. New York parties are
again offermng. We quote: Barbadoes
molasses, 28 to 3oc. ; Porto Rico, fancy 43c.;
choice, 35¢.; Antigua, 28 to 29c. ; St. Croix,
28 to z9c.; syrup, 35C.

SUuGAR—Granulated 1s dull and rather
easier. We quote : Granulated, 4 {to 435¢.;
white extra C., 3% to 4c.; bright yellow, 33
to 3%c.; yellow, 3% to 33§c., dark, 33§ to
3%c.; Baibadoes, 3% to 33c.; Pans, lump,
6 to 6X%c.; pulverized, 6 to 6Xc.

FisH—Smoked, on account of large arri-
vals, is rather easier, as are prices of dry
and Shelburne herring. Stocks are, how-
ever, not large. The continued warm
weather has somewhat stopped the ship-
ment to Upper Canada. We quote:
Medium cod fish, $3 75 to $3 80; large, $3 85
to $3.90 ; small, $3 to $3 25; haddock, $1.75 ;
pollock, $1.70 to $1.75 ; shad, $5 to $5.50;
half-barrels bay herring, $1.40 to $1.50;
Shelburne, No. 1, $4 to $4 25, half brls,,
$2.25 to $2.50; Canso, $5,25; medium smok-
ed herring, 9c.; lengthwise, 8c.

ProvisioNs—Pork and beef continues to
fall in price, but demand is fair. We quote :
Clear pork, $19 to $19.50; P. E. I. mess,
$17 to $17.50; prime, $13 to $13.50 ; plate
beef, $13 to $13.50 ; pure lard, 10 to IiC.;
compound, 84 to g%c.; cottolene, 10} to

10¥c.

ST. JOHN MARKET NOTES.
Cream of tartar is reported scarce in
this market.
Demand for salt for this season is hght,
as also are stocks.

Large quantities of potatoes are being

shipped via steamer to Boston.

Twenty-five schooners in the market slip
in one day is the record so far this fall.

T. H. Estabrooks, one of the largest
handlers of butter and cheese here—if not
the largest—said to your correspondent that,
in his opinion, cheese was better stock than
butter.

Among the exports via steamer from
Summerside during the past week are 1,200
barrels oysters, 600 sheep, 160 cases eggs,
2,100 lbs. butter, 600 barrels potatoes, 16
barrels mackerel.

S. J. Cherry, the proprietor of the Cam-
bridge Roller Mills, Preston, Oat., while
here last week received a telegram inform-
ing him of the burning of his mill. Mr.
Cherry has the sympathy of the trade.

NORWAY MACKEREL CATCH.

The Norway mackerel fishing, we are in-
formed, closed cn the 4'h inst., says N. Y.
Journal of Commerce. The season’s catch
is placed at 14,050 brls, in fisherman’s or-
der, against aboit 20,000 brls. list year. In
connection with these statistics it may be
proper to explain that Noiway * fisherman’s
order” means round or unsplit fish, the
average of which 's about 170 pounds to the
barrel. When prepaied for the American
market the fish are split and cleaned and
packed 200 pounds ‘o the birrel. It is there-
fore probable that statistics of the catch, as
given above, may be misunderstood. Hence
the explanation. Two recognized authori-
ties, who handled go per cent. of the entire
catch this season and last, estimate that

8,000 brls. will cover the entire supply this
year of split Norway mackerel adapted to
the American market, the balance having
been retained in fisherman’s order for the
home trade, and that the shortage in the
former is about 5.coo brls. In view of the
liberal shipmcm: already made and the fact
that the greater portion of the goods re-
ceived on this side of the Atlantic has been
distributed, the statistics are at least sug-
gestive.

SALMON NEWS FROM THE COAST.

latest advices state ** that the recent ad-
vance in the salmon market is barely main-
tained in England.” The British ship Clan
Robertson, 1,540 tons, Capt. lLane, is ex-

pected to sail for Liverpool to-day. Her
car.o is comprised as follows : Shipped by
Robt. Ward & Co, Ltd.,, 26653 cs.; J. H.
Todd & Son, 3,996 ¢s; G. 1. Wilson, 5,000
cs.; Anglo B. C. Pack ng Co., 21,711 ¢cs.;
Federation Brand Canning Co., 12,448 cs.
Total, 69,8¢c8 cs, valued at about $300,000.

It is reported that there were only 25,000
cases of cohoes put up on the Fraser River
this fall. The British barque Coryvrechan,
1,299 tons, now loading at Vi toria for Lon-
don, is expected to complete her cargo and
clear about the end of the week. The Ger-
man barqu: Senta, 1037 tons, Capt. Thie-
mann, arrived Oct. 17 at Fraser River, and
will load for Liverpool on acount of the
Anglo B. C..Packing Co.

There is one more vessel of this year's
salmon fleet to arrive—the British schooner
Rimac, 885 tons, which is now out 74 days
from Santos, and wil load at Victoria, for
London, on account of Findlay, Durham &
Brodie.- -B. C. Commercial Journal, Oct. 23

THE SALMON SITUATION.

I.THOUGH the situation in canned
salmon has nearly passed the pro
blematical stage as far as the pack

is concerned, there is stll enough of the
uncertanity about it to make it interesting.

While there are contending nfluences at
work, the indications favor a steady market
rather than one of the opposite chaiacter.

The pack in British Columbia, while con-
siderably short of last year, is above the
average of the past five year:. But the
great factor which gives strength to the
home market at least, is the fact that the
great bulk of the pack has been sold on
British account, and is now well on its way
to that market. Another factor of a bulhish
character is the lightness of domestic stocks.

In the United States the situation is not
materially different from that in Canada,
although it is conceded that the Alaska pack
is larger this year than it was in 1893. In
the United States, in addition to the large
quantities that have been shipped to Great
Britain, several large blocks have been sold
to China and Japan for use in the respective
armies.

All the factors in the situation cannot
however, be termed bullish, although of
course they predominate. One thing parti
cularly must be kept in mind : The pur-
chasing capacity of the masses in Europe

and America is somewhat curtailed at the
moment and is likely to remain so for some
months.

Then another thing not to be forgotten is
that increasing quantities of other kinds of
prepared fish are being put on the market
every year. And the present year has been
no mean imitator of its predecessors in this
respect.

Naturally, if the price of canned salmon
appreciates to any great extent, consumers
will turn their attention to these other kinds
of fish.

Although such large quantities of canned
salmon have been sent to Great Britain, it
seems to be the general opinion that they
are not larger than
absorb.

COFFEE STOCKS.

ROM the circular of W. H. Crossman
& Bro. the following extract i5 made :
“We frequently receive advices from
large coffee merchants in Europe upholding
the opinion that present stocks are compar-
atively small, as if there were a famine in
prospect, and claiming that present prices
are fully justified, and so forth. Inso doing

they appear to overlc ok the fact that Euro
pean stocks in December of 1891 ran down
to 645,000 bags, with on'y 159,000 bags
Havre, and 67,000 bags in Hamburg, and
yet there was no famme. In the situation
now before us statistics show : Rio and San
tos s:ocks (unsold), about 750,000 bags :
afloa's from Rio, Santos, Victoria and Bahia
for Europe, about 750,000 bags; afloats from
Java for Europe, about 122,000 bags ; stock in
Europe (October 1st, 1894), 910,000 bags ;
and yet with these two-and-a-half mllion
bags of coffee within reach, reputable mer
chants are to be found who consider prices
in Europe and Brazil of fully 20 per cent.
higher than in Oclober, 1891, quite justified.
In luoking for a reason for this, we must
accept the old belief that the ruling senti-
ment in business is measured by the interest
at stake. To-day the Europeans are desir-
ous of selling their high priced purchases,
and, therefore, wish to impress the rest of
the coffee world that their stocks and prices
are low. We detect the same idea with re

gard to the supplies in Brazil. In the 189!

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A BEET SUGAR FACTORY.

HE principles and theory of beet root
sugar manufacture were thoroughly
explained on Saturday, 27th ult, at
representative
Chamber of
The occasion was

Berthierville, Que., to a
gathering from the French
Commerce, of Montreal.
the acceptance of an invitation from M.
Lefebvre & Co., the well known v negar,
preserve, and pickle manufacturers, to visit
the beet root sugar factory at above place,
which they have taken over recently.

This factory was opened in 1881, but lack
of beet root caused it to be closed at the
end of the season, and until the Messrs.
Lefebvre took hold of it last year its career
was of an unsettled character. They appear
to have made it a thorough success, as this
year it is expected to show a net profit of
between $30,000 and $40,000, which will be

tured and the Legislature contributes fifty
cents a ton toward the beets. The sugar
sells at from 3% to 4 1-16c. per lb., while
the pulp that is left af er the sugar is ex ract-
ed can 1eadily be sold for cattle feed during
the winter months and realizes about $1 per
ton.

The party that visited the factory was
shown over the works by Ald. M. Lefebvre,
the head of the firm, and Mr. de Musy, his
manager, both of whom were the recipients
of many compliments upor: the evident pros-
perity to which they had brought an in-
dustry that is bound to be of great benefit to
the farming class.

After the close of the interesting inspec-
tion an adjournment was made to the Hotel
du Canada, where the Messrs. Lefebvre en
tertained thelr guests at dinner, ex-Mayor
Grenier of Montreal presiding.

from 33 to 4c. a pound at the fact
but he thought that next year they would i
able to sell it at from 24 to 3c. a pound,
they had now considerably improved 1
machinery. The annual expenditure in c
nection with the factory was about $180,0

the first time its working has furnished such
a favorable result

The manufacturing season commences on
Octoner 1st of each year and lasts until the
new year. The present season, however,
will be of very much longer duration, there
being sufficient orders on hand to keep the
factory running until the middle of Febru-
ary or the beginning of Maich. The estab-
lishment gives employment to about 120
persons, work being cartied on day and
night during the season. From 150 to 200
carloads of beet root are received each week,
and the output of sugar 1s from 1,500 to
20,000 lbs. a day, the yield of the manufac-
tured article being about 10 per cent. of the
raw matenal.
