MEMORIAL OF J. G. STROWBRIDGE, RESIDENT CONTRACTOR FOR THE BURLINGTON BAY
CANAL, TO HIS EXCELLENCY THE LT. GOVERNOR.

To His Exccllency Sir Peregrine Maitland, Knight Commander of the JMost Honorulle Military Order of the

Bath, Licutenant Governor of the Province of Upper Canada, and Major General commanding His Majesty’s Forees
therein, &c. Sre. &e.

Tue Memorial of James G. Strowbridge, the resident and remaining Contractor for executing, finishing, and completing, the Canal between
Burlington Bay and Lake Outario. '

MoST RESPECTFULLY SALWETII,

That iu the month of June, 1821, your Memorialist, in company with John W. layes and John M'Keen, entered into Contract with the
Hon'ble Thomas Clark, James Crooks, Manuel Overfield, William Chishotin, & John Wiilson, Fsquires, Conunissiousrs appointed under and by
virtae of an act of Parliameat passed in the 4th year of the reign of Ilis present Majesty, to finish and complete the said Canul between Bur-
lington Bay and Lake Ontario, according to the proposals or terms submitted by the said Cosuuissioners, and accurding to the printed specifica-
tions by the said Commissioners, then before published.

That the plans aad specifications on which the contract was founded, were thoso of Mr. Francis Hall, the engineer appointed by, and appreved
of, by the said Commissioners, to execute, finish, and complete which, the Contractors were to receive the sum of £8500, 2 sum exceeding, by
£500, the amount granted by the Legislature for the said purpnse, which sum, however, according to coﬁtrnct was liable to be either auzmented

or diminished in proportiva to any extension or contraction of the work that might afterwards be ordered by the said Commissioncrs, while the
work was in progress.

That of this sum, £1000 was to have been paid down to the said Contractors, upon their giving omple and adequate security, and the 'remain-
der in monthly instalments to be regulated by the repoart of Mr. Hall, or such other person as the Commissioners thight appoint, reserving how ev-

er, one cighth of the whole in the hands of the Commlsmners. until the Canal when finished should be finally inspected and approved of by their
Engineer.

That the original plans and specifications were almost altagether changed, on account of their impracticability, great additions were made
to the first design ; and the mode of execnting the work in all things almost totally changed; and that all this was dona by the order of the com-
missioners foundcd on the reports and advice of their Engineer. |

That in consequence of the changrs and alterations in the said work, approved of, and ordered by the Commissioners, the Contractor has been
subjected to a much micater expenditure of money than was at first either expected or prdvided for ;—that in all things, lie has obeyed the direc-
tions and orders and (ollowed and exeented the plans of the Commissioners, and of the Engineer they appointad, and that this he has done in good
faith that a fair remuncration would be allowed him for the great extra and unexpectod disbursements which he was therefore uhder the nécessity
of meeting and providing for. ‘ ‘

That over and nbov.e the aiteration and changes in the wnrk from the plans f' rst ngmed an, in no one instan~e lus the Original Contract been
fulfilled, on the purt of the commmsmuors TFor 4 momhq, in the year 1825, durmg the absence of Mr. Hall, and when the work was urged on.

Your memorial has been laid before His Excellency the Licutenant Governor, who has commanded me to reply, that he regrets exceedingly
the difficnlties wnich appear to have arisen in ths conduct of the work at Burlington Beach, but that lheyc is no measure in his power to adopt for
allordisng you reliel 5 if the acts of the Commissioners have been injurious to you, of which, without hearing their statement, lis Lxcellency cannot
Justly torm en opinion.

The Legislature in their last session, haring the matter fully before them, must be considered to lave exercised their best judgment by the
provisions contained in the statute, both in regard to the public interests in the prosceution of the work, and the consideration fairly due to you as a
Coutractor.  Before that act could be carried into eflict, and while it was still doubtful to what additio=al payments you wmight, appear to be enti-
th-d when the survey direeted by the act should be made, His Excellency was willing to pluce the most liberal confidence in your siatements, and
tareli ve you from immediate dificulties by going to the utmest length that prudence would warrant in anticipating the result of the survey, Now,
bowever, the matter must stand upon the fouting on which the act ofthe Legislature has placed it ; and the measurc proposed by you appears to His
Exeelieney 1o be c.lc‘luxly one which cannot be adupied, because, being against the existing law, it could not be binding if it were resorted to.

1lis Uxcellency desires me to add, that e can do ne more than express his hope to the commissioners, that so far asit may be consistent with
their duty, they will afford to you cvery facility in their power for continuing the work during the remainder of the season and if the differences
betw een the Cemmissioners and yourself remain unadjusted at the next session of the Legislature, it will become necessary for Ilis Fxcellency to
submit the present situation of the work to the cousideration of the Legislature, by whom it will be determined, whether, in order to its completion
or fur the purpose of domg justice to such claims as you may desire to urge, it will be expedicnt to alter the law, which cannot in the incan time:

The stone 1 have 2ilowed 25s. enrd, and the Rubble Stene 20s, althe’ Uhave no doubt but it must have cost him the contraclor, double
the sum from the expensive manner he has adopted in collecting them, and a tetal want of methed and knowledge of work of this kind,

I further state that the sauth pier bead is now in such a dilapidated state, that unless some means is adopted immediately, it will tumble into
the Canal, and cause a great expense and troubleto get it out; indecd the whole work is in sucl a state, that some part of it mnst he taken to pie-
cos to secure it. 1 would further advise to join the south pier to the Breakwater, as I think it will strengihen "the work and secure a chanuel
less liable to form a bar at the entrance, than with twe chanaels, which in the present state it shews an inclination te do so.

I would further advise that the repairs, &c. should not be done by contract, but under the immediate direction of the Engineer and a work-
man of good abilities. The driving of the piles may be let out by contract, and stene delivered on the spot.

That baving perused with attention the Memorial addressed to your Excellency by James G. Strowbridge, resident contractor at the B;u:lingto'ﬁ
Bay Canal, it appears to us, as we humbly conceive it must to your Excellency, 1o be a. most extraordinary production, and vne we believe which
has few examples, in matters of the sort. “That a contractor should take upan himself to urraign the conduct of those specially appointed to
watch over his conduct in the verformance ofa public contract, has few parallels in public transactions, and to be entitled to any altention whate-
ver, ought to have been supported by ducumentary evidencejof the strangest nature, not only to show that the contractor’s own conduct was irre-:
proachable in itself, but that the comnissioners had acted from corrupt motives to his private injury. -It is true in one. part .of his’ memorial, he
(ur rather the professional gentleman who has,drawn it up for him, giving vent at the same time 1o the feelingé of hisown 'mﬁle‘vblé;it"’f ;nilid)"l'hnt"
one of the Commissioners *thinks it,a sufficient reason to attempt-any, thing he can to ruin-him, merély. hecause it hias been his . will and’ple asiire

Your Excellency will readily recollect that the Legislature, upon our repre-
sentation, the session before last, granted £2,000, W purchase the dredgiug machine, with which suny the resident contractor aver and over again’
assured us he was perfectly able and had sufficient funds 10 Linish the work ;- yet the next avtump having exhausted this sum as well as that ori-
ginally appropriated to construct the whole work, except o sum wueh less than was stijulated to remain in our haids {by the agreement upon
which the work was to he done] as security for its performance, we find him again craving for money. alledying that the sum for which he contract-
od was inadequate,  Did the. Cummissivncrs mect him here with a rebufl, telling him that he had contracted for a certain sum and must abide by
itT No! We did not even make vurselves jodges of the case, but called i t*e opinion of Mr. Barrett, [the only Engineer within our reach.]
As ta the scieuttfic part of this geutleman’s report, we have never given an opinion, but as regards the value of materials, his rates were so extra-
vagant that' we conld nol prevail upon ourselves to lay it before your Excellency without accompanying it with a scele of prices, (which we were
as capable of jiudging of as he was) which were inust libersl, and which opinion has been most strongly confirmed by thx contract made at Ket
tle Creek, where the timber is furnished at 3 dollars per 100 feet, and the stone the same per cord [these being the heaviest articles employed in

the constructivn'af the work,] althaugl braught in vessols at least ninety tiles, from the south shore of Lake Erie, but for which we allowed, for
the first five dollars, and for the secoud, four. o : : : o oo T

The Legislature in their enactment of last wiater, adopted a criterion which must appear to every dispassionate person altogether unexceptiona-
ble, namaly to leave the vatue of the wurk w the uppraisement of twe Fngineers, who, upon oath, were not.only to value the work done, but also
that necessary to he dane to complete Tt Ilad their report come up 10 the extravagant prices the resident contractor had been induced te put
upou what he had dowe, your Escellency would not now be troubled with the Memorial e has preferred ; nor would the Cowmis<oners have
been called away frum their private busiuess to resist attacks of the most unfounded and flagitious nature,

Justly possessed of aa opinion of the necessity of tha work cudertaken, the Legislature at ils last session provided, instead of 5,000/ asked
for 1o complere it, £8,000 ; which at once excited the cupidity of the resident contractor, who wuuld come to 1o terms upon ‘which to continue
the work, nor accept of the prices estimuted vpon oath hy Messes. Moore wnd M<Tuggast, but be must have the whole sum provided, withont
giving uny assurance of its being then compieted.  This conduct on his part, obliged us tu aavertise for contractors ; neither he, nor any other
persau, havingoffercd, the best nethed of procecding, it was theught, was for us to employ a trusty person to secure what had bees done laa very
insutlicient manuer, and 1o ¢ nplete, the work, 30 as to not only remedy the defects of that already done, but to construct the remaindor in | the

way it shauld have been done from the commencement. . Thus a whole season has been lost, and the work, from the insuflicicnt manuer in which
it bas been dune, is going off wilh every gale that assails it. - R »

Although, in the foregoing sketch, we lave replied in substance to the vituperation of the resident contraclor, yet, we deem it proper, in
order to” meet his complaints respecting advances, to revert to his own estimaie of dishursements as the work went on, by which it will appear,

TO THE HONOURABLE TIIE HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

The &lcct Committee appointed to inquire where the right lies of appointing the officers and servanis of the Fouse,
have made an iuquiry, and submit the followtng report,

The Speaker is elected by tha house.

Upon search af the office of the Sccretary and Register of the Province, the Committee cannot find that any letters patent, for the ap-
pointment of the Chaplain have been registered. Nor have they been able to ascertain from any other souree in what way the appointment is
made. Mr. Addison, the present Chaplain, has been recognized ag the Chaplain of the House by Provincial Statute,

From Alexander McDoncll, Esquire, to whom the committee were indebted for much valuable fnformation, they learn, -that Angus McDonell
was the first Clerk, and was appointed by Lieutenant Governor Simcoe ; that about the year A. D. 1800, he was dismissed by Lieutenant Go-
vernor Hunter, on account of some difference, which was foreign to the duties of his office, between him and Count De Puisaye; and that Donald
MecLean, Esquire, was appointed his successor, by Lieutenant Governor Hunter. Upon the death of Mr. McLean, killed at the battle of York
in 1318, Grunt Powell received the appointment, us your Committes urderstoed, by commission under the Great Seal of the Province, during
pleasure ; and this gentleman, without any previous communication to the House, has been removed and appointed Clerk to the Legislative
Council. Jumes FRz Gibbon, Esquire, has been appointed in his place.

Ia England, the Clerk of the House of Commons has the office granted to him by the King for life, by letters patent, to be exercised, by him-
sell or deputy. It will be observed by the annexed copy of Mr. Fitz Gibbon's appointment, that he holds his effice under the Great Seal of the
Province, during pleasure only,

* The King cannot appoint to au oftice in other manner or form, than was usual, if the form be not altered by Parliament, as creating by writ,
when before it wasby patent; or for life, when always before granted at will only,” and in the opinion of your Committse, the coaverse of that
proposition will hold even more strongly ; namely, that aa office cannot be limited to the pleasure of the granter, when, by usage, itshould be
for life. The king cannot enlarge his prerogative or make it otherwise in this Provinge, than it is in England, without the consent of Parlia-
ment. ‘

The person kaeping in his custody the records and proceedings of the House should not be subject to the influence of another branch of tho
Legislature ; and, the importance of preventing it is strikingly exemplified by the removal of Mr. M-Donell for a dispute with another gentle-
man, having no relation to the duties of his office.

An appointment, during pleasure, which ought to be for life, is not, in the opinion of your Committee, a valid appointment.

In the event of a vacancy, not filled according to the law of the lund, and the privileges of your House, the appointment must of necessity
devolve upon the house itsclf, whose duty it is to see that the record of its proccedings is duly taken and preserved.

According to Hatsell, the Clerk, ¢ by virtue of his office, has not only the right of appointing a deputy to officiate in his stead, but has the
nomination of the Clerk Assistant and all the other clerks without doors.” The form * of appointing the Clerk Assistant, is, the clerk informs
the Speaker, that, with the approbation of the house, he has named such a person to be his clerk assistant. The speaker acquaints the house
with this nomination, and that the person su appointed attends at the door; he is then called in and takes his seat at the table.

"¢ The clerk appoints all the other clerks without doors, and their deputies, not by any writlen or formal appointment, but by his nomination
only.”

According to the information afforded by Alexander M*Donell, Esquire, Mr. M'Lean, when clerk, appointed copying clerks, first asking leave
of the house; and your committee are of opinion that the practice should not be discontinued. They also think that no officer or servant of

the house should be dismissed without its knowledge or approbation. -

Jobn Beverley Robinson, Esquire, now Attorney General, and a member of your honorable house, states that, in the year 1212, he was ap-
pointed clerk assistant, by commission under the privy seal, by Major General Sir Isaac Brock, then administering the government. He thinks
that Mr. M-Lean, (the clerk) mentivned this appointment to the house, and that it was approved by the house. 'This assumption of preroga-
tive is not warranted by the usage in England, as will appear from the foregoing extract, from Hatsell, respecting the mode of appointing the
clerk assistant.

The present sergeant at arms was appointed by Sir Gordon Drummond, then administering the government, by commission under the great
seal. It will be seen, that, according to this commission, he holds his office during pleasure ouly. The mode of appointment---the person by
whom, or the terms upon which, the appointment is made in Eagland, the committee have not been able to ascertain. There appear to be se-
veral officers of that name. * Thers may not be above thirty sergeants at arms in the realm, who shall not oppress the people on pain to lose
their offices, ard be fined. Stat. 13, R. 2 Stat. 1.'c. 6. Two of these, by the. King’s allowance, do attend on the two houses of parliament
the office of him, in the house of commons is the keeping of the duors, and the extcution of such commands, touchmg the apprehenslon and

taking into custody of any offender, 2s that house shall enjoin him.”

The present door-keeper was appoiuted by His Excellency, Francis Gore. Esquu-e. then lieutenant governor, by commission under his hand
and seal, at arms, during pleasure.

With respect to the messengers there appears to have beenno uniformity in the source or mode of appoiniment. John Rile§ was appointed
sutcessor to John Hunter, deceased, by 1lis Excellency Sir Peregrine Maitland, by commission under his hand and office seal, during pleasure.--
James Bridgland has been a messenger for about ten years and was appointed, as the commuittee have reason to believe, by Grant Powell, Esq,
to wait upon the clerks office. Williain Hallowell states, that he was appointed by the sergeant at arms by verbal nomination ; and Thomas
Hickley states that he was appointed by the late speaker of your honorable house, also by. verbal nomination, Samuel McMurray was appoin-
ted by Mr. Powell (then clerk) in the first session of the present parliament, by verbal nomination, as house messenger. There is no other
house. messenger, the other messengers attend to messages for members out of the house. Joha Riley is the only messenger who bas -a written
appointmeat.

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Report on the Petition bf T. Appleton.

e J

To the Honorable the Commons’ House
of Jdssembly.

The Sclect Commiittee to whom swas referred the petition of Thomas Appleton, of the Town of York, beg leave to report—

That it appears that Thomas Appleton, a British born subject, emigrated to this province in the year 1819, and commenced teaching school ;
and, from that time hitherto, has been, and still is, engaged in that occupation, with much credit to himself, and to the satisfaction of those by
whom he has been employed. ‘

That he received his share of the legislative appropriation, for common schools, for two years and a quarter; and, without any reason to
expect a discontinuance, he applied for his allowance, for the six months he subsequently taught ; but, upon presenting the usual documents
and testimonials, he was refused the usual allowance. He still, however, continued to teach the common school, and made another application,
and was again refused.

The petitioner then applied to the trustees, Mr. Jesse Ketchum, Doctor Morrison, und Mr. Jordan Post, to interpose in his behalf. These
gentlemen, impressed with the justive of his claim, made an application to the general board, from whom it appears they never received any
answer.

The petitioner then preferred a memorial to His Exeellency, Sir Peregrine Maitland, setting forth the circumstances ; to which he received
the answer annexed to this report. But, notwithstanding the reasons assigued, for withholding the sum {rom the petitioner, it has been proved
before your committee that there were only niueteen common schoels in operation at the time, although the sum appropriated Ly the legisla-
ture would have been suflicient to have paid £10 each to twenty-two teachers.

Your Committee further report it as matter of regret, that tried ahd faithful teachers who bhad devoted themselves to the occupation for
vears, and looked forward to it as the labour of their lives, should be superseded by the crection of what is termed a national school, which is
neither needed by the stute of the country, or the extent of the populaiion.

"Lhis national schoal, it appears, has been supported out of the revenues of the province, without the knowledze and consent of parliament |
aud your committee regret, that it should have been further supported by an injury to other common scliwols, which, notwithstanding the in-
Justice, have, from their usefulness and merit, met with public support.

The teacher of this national school was invited from England by his excellency ; and, upnn his arrival, it appears that an application was
mide to the trustees by the Hon. and Venerable Dr. Strachan, in the name of his excellency, for their school house, occupied by the petiti-
oner. The trustees refused to comply, upon the honourable ground, that it would interfere with the just claims expectations and merits of the

petitioner.

Mr. Spragg, as teacher of the Central School, receives £250 sterling, per annum, which, with the contingent and other expences advanced
out of the revenues of the province, amounts to about £300, and the average number of scholars every year, from its institution to the present
time, has been sixty-three, which appears to be the number now actually present, according to Mr. Spragg's statement, which, however, is not
altogether corroborated by the statements of others.

"Upon examining the progress made bvb some of the children in the natienal school, and comparing it with the progress made by others in
the common schools, ina fur shorter time, your committee find the latter have made a far greater proficiency.

If the sum appropriated tn the Central School were distributed as an Enwurc"ement to schools ia the interior of the country, where money
is scarce, and the patronage both needed and deserved, it would be most beneficially felt in every towaship in the Home District, and in every
other district also.

From the tenor of the act, 60 Geo. 1I. ¢. 7., making the provision in question, it appears the board have exercised an arbitrary power.
The Rev. Mr. Alexander Stewart appears to be another suflerer, excluded from the legislative bounty.

The nationul school is founded upon Mr. Bell's system, and is professedly adberent to the church of England-—and, therefore, ought not to be
supported by the revenues of 2 country struggling against ecclesiastical exclusion.

Your committee report an address to his excellency, requesting him to order that the petitioner be paid what is due to him, according to the
provisions of the law.

That your petitioner was in the year 1820 legally chosen teacher of the common school in this town.

That some time in the month of July, in the same year, the honorable and venerable Doctor Strachan applied to the trustees, in the name
and on the behalf of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, to obtain the said school immediately, for the use of Mr. Spragg—-thls the L
Reverend Doctor did, without consulting your petitioner or obtammg his consent to remove. . c

That at a meeting of the subscribers to the said ‘school, the Reverend Doctor's demands were taken into consideration, when it was resolved:
that to comply therewith, would be an act of great mjustlce to your petitioner. In this opinion the trustees fully (.oncarred

That the lieutenant governor was addressed, thx‘ough the chairman of the spid meeting, concerning the appllcatlon which’ hud been mad' i
his excellency’s name, by the Reverend Doctor Strachan, to which his excellency replied, through his secretary, Ma;or Hxlher, that no s
plication had been made by him on the subject matter of the address.
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That although your petitioner had not, at amy time, less than twenty scholars, but frequently more than thirty ; he was notwithstanding de-
prived, by the Board of Education, of his proportion of the public money, after having received it for a year, (which also his predecessor had

received,) witheat having had any previous notice given, and without any reasou being assigned. The trustees subsequently addressed the
board of Educativa on the subject, but never received any answer.

That the Board of Education instead of dispensing the public money agreeably to the express provisions of the School Act, have deter”
mined that a certain sumber of schools only, in this district, shall, as your petitioner is informed, participate therein; the said schools so par-
ticipating, being of course arbitrarily selected, comtrary to the intention of the legislature in passing the said act, which expressly provides,
that a certain sum shall be equally apportioned to the teachers of common schools in each district, without limitation of number.

That your petitioner is qualified to receive his portion of said mouney, iu terms of said act, to which he considered himself justly entitied
during the continuance of the act, and of which he conceives himself to have been unjustly and improperly deprived for several years,

That schoel fees not being uniformly well paid, your honourable house must be aware, that the deprivation of the public hounty, afforded
to the teacher of a common school, must very materially affect his interests.

That your petitioner respectfully petitinned his excl:lluriéy in 1823, but received no redress whatever.

That your pelitioner also complained to a former parliament, through W. W. Baldwin, Esq. The claims of your petioner were thought to
he just and reasonable, but that. honorable house seemed to be of opinioa, that your petitioner might find redress at law ; and, W. W. Baldwin,
Fsquire, in a Jetter to your petitioner intimated the same.

That your petitioner is uot in circumstances to contend at law wxlh ‘the Board of Education, and a"amst the mﬂuence concemed in the issue
of the case.

May it therefore please your Honourable House, who are the constitutional guardians of public education, and the protectors of those who
instruct the youth of this prov ince, to cause strict enquiry to, be made into the truth of these statements, which your petmoner is {ully pre-
pared to substantiate ; and to gr"mt such relief as your Honourable House i in its wisdom may deem meet.

Your petitioner further prays, that your Honourable [ouse will take measures fo prcrent.the board of Education in this District, from
diverting from its proper purpuse, and bestowing or withholding hercafter-at its own pleasure, the bounty of the legislature; a prgg':,cdcnt
fraught with evil consequence lo schools and teachers, destroying the independence of the latter, in a certain degree, and necessarily mililating
against the former. :

THOMAS APPLETON,

States, that he is the petitioncr—that he was born in England, in Yorkshire, and emigrated to this provinee, via, Quebec. in 1819, and has
resided continually in this province—has never. been ane, night out of it—has been a teacher of schools ever since the year 1819, First taught
in Scarberough, a public cominon school, and reccived. the goverament bounty. having.taught.it twelve months, He next taugbl; a cgmmon
school in the township of King, for four months, and received the public aid as given hy law. " He then taught rhe common school in the town
of York, (to which he was duly appointed,) twelve months, and reccived his proporuon of the public money, according to law. He then
taught for six months, and applied for his pay, and presented to the ‘clerk the same documents he had heretofiire done when:he’ ‘procured his
pay. It was then for the first time refused He then taught six months longer, and wus again refused any thing for it. Upon- this second refusal, the
trustees, Jesse Ketchum, Jordan Post, and T. D. Morrison, applied to the board. to knosw the cause of his being struck off the list of teachers ;
the trustecs, he believes, never received any answer. He then memonaled hls excellency, setting forth the circumistances of his case, and pray-
ing for Lis interposition to do him justice. '

In answer to the memorial he received the answer which he presents to Lhe commlttee, and tbe extrdct from the records of. the board of
education. : oo . . .

After the arrival of Mr. Spragg. who keeps what his excellency calls the national school, Dr. Strachan made an application to the trustees
of the common school in York, for the use of the zchool house, greatly ta the petitioner's prejudice, which application wus made in the go-
vernor's name,

The trustees then, by order of a general meeting, convened for that purpose, memorialed his excellency, a copy of which is herewith pre-
sented, as also a copy of the answer. ,

e has ever since, except during sickness, kept the school in the market square, receiving occasional remuneration from the subscribers.
The pay was stopped in 1321,
* Heis a methodist.

His pay was not stopped tiil Dr. Strachan was refuzed the school house which he (the petxtloner) occupwd The Ductor attended the pub-
lie meeting, made an accusing spw-ch and then iminediately retired.

The sehool house, wished for by Dr. Strachan, was built by public sﬁbscription.

: JOHN FENTON,

Called i and saith, That he was an assistant or partner, and expected at that time to participate in the allowance of the monies, &ec. al-
towed by the act; but Mr. Appleton satisfied him, Mr. Fenton, and took all risque. upon himself. It was reported that a free school was
opened, which superceded the common school tdu"ht by Mr. Appleton—that was the ostensible reason why the money was withheld from
Mr. App‘eton : : ‘

Witness believes that the board of education withdrew the money from Mr. App]eton s school because of its conn"uxtv to other schools, and
especially to a free schuol taught by Mr. Spragg, and as they have ever thought it .\dnsable, to h.xve the common schools placed at such
distances as to accommodate the greatest number. of inhabitants.

Br. Fenton further states, thz\t sevmty uho!ars were then tau'ht by Mr.. Appleton and hxmself at ﬁ‘e shillings per month for each scholar
