To His Excellency the Right Honorable Sir Epmunp Warker Heap, Baronet,
Governor Generel of British North America, &c., &c., &c.

May 17 PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,

In conformity to the Statute, Returns are herewith submitted to your Excel-
lency, to be laid before the Legislature, shewing the operations of the Post Office
Department during the year ended the 30th September, 1858 ; and in the course
of this Report will be noticed such other matters of interest in relation to the
Post Office as are connected with the Departmental transactions of the year.

EXTENSION OF POST OFFICE SERVICE.

The generally unprogressive character of the past twelvemonth throughout
the Province, combined with the necessity for the observance of the closest econ-
omy in the management of the Department consistent with the efficient fulfilment
of its functions, has tended to check the expansion of the establishment as respects
the addition of new post routes and post offices.

The number of offices added to the list has been 60, bringing the number in
operation in September, 1858, up to 1566,

The number of miles of new post route organised was 350, with 140,000
miles of additional yearly mail travel.

The nuniber of letters annually passing by post was 9,800,000, and of news-
papers, 13,500,000 ; the newspaper circulation having apparently decreased some-
what since last year’s Return.

When considering post office statistics, and their importance as indications
of the progress of a country, it must always be interesting to look back upon
the records of past years, and mark the comparative advance made.

The Post Office organization, pervading as it does, every town, village and
settlement in the Province, oflers facilities not to be obtained by the public through
any other agency, for the reception and distribution, in the raral districts more
especially, of packets and parcels of small matters of a class unfit for trans-
mis=sion in open covers under Book Post Regulations, yet not of a character to
seek conveyance a letter rates of charge.

A Parcel Post forms part of the Post Office system of other eountries, and it
having been thought that the want of such a convenience was felt in Canada, and
that the time bad arrived when the Canadian Post Office was capable of supply-
ing that want—the Department has, from the 1st January, 1859, put in operation
an arrangement for the conveyance of Parcel Packets between any two Post
Offices in Canada with the ordinary mails.

Care has been taken to associate such conditions with the Parcel Post system
as seem adequate to restrain the use of it within proper limits.

The charge for a parcel packet is 1s. 3d. per lb., within the maximum
weight allowed 1o a single purcel of 2 Ibs., and pre-payment is enforced.

A parcel may be registered on payment of an addition 3.

The Revenue yielded by the Parcel Post will probably amount to £600 in the
first year.

[t will be desirable that this new feature in the Post Office system should
receive the sanction and protection of special legislation at the first opportunity.

The erection of 1he new Post Office building at London is in active progress.

The new Post Office at Kingston has been completed, and will be occupied for
business so soon as the internal arrangements are ready.

The attention of the Department has been turned to the improvement of the
facilities at present existing in the principal cities for the delivery and posting of
latters, &ec.

It is intended to adopt the system of street boxes, placed at convenient points
in the city, and open day and night for the reception of letters, and to be visited
at {requent intervals by Post Oilice Messengers, for the purpose of conveying the
letters dropped therein to the Post Office to be mailed or delivered.

Arrangements will also be made to ensure a more frequent and regular delivery
of letters within the cities, and especially to serve more effectually than at present,
the convenience of the public as regards the local or town eirculation of corres-
pondence.

The system of delivery at a City Post Office hitherto followed in Canada, may
unquestionahly be much simplified and improved where the correspondence has
attained a certain magnuitude, by the entire separation of the letter from the news-
paper delivery.

To provide room in the letter boxes for the more bulky newspaper, as is now
done, precludes the economy of space, which, by concentrating the business, would
wonderfully accelerate the letter delivery, If the present offices can be adapted to
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the purpose, it is intended to introduce this improvement in the Toronto and Mon-
treal Post Offices at the earliest convenient date.

The growing interests of Canada in connexion with the Red River settle-
ments, and regions of the North-west, induced the Government during last sum-
mer to authorise the establishment of a mail commaunication directly throngh our
own territory and waters with the Red River country, by way of Sault Ste. Marie,
Lake Superior and the voyageur route, thence to Lake Winipeg and Red River.

Whilst navigation lasted on the Upper Lakes the mails were carried by
steamer, twice a month, between Collingwood and Fort William (at the upper end
of Lnke Superior), and thence as frequently by canoz, to and from Red River.

Since the navigation closed a monthly service has been kept up, under arrange-
ments adapted to the difficulties attendant on winter travelling on the north shores
of Lakes Huron and Superior, where, in the absence of roads or any approach to
continuous settlement, all movement afier the snow falls is perforined only by the
aid of snow sheesand dog trains,

Another new line of communication, of considerable importance in many res-
pects, was likewise opened last summer, through the medium of a sea-going
steamer, the Lady Head, which plied regularly between Quebec and the Gulf of
St. Lawrence Ports of Gaspé, New Brunswick, and Nova Scotia ; giving a speedy
and much needed connexion for postal as well as for travelling and commercial
purposes, with the District of Gaspé and the Gulf Counties of the Lower Provinces.

The yearly addition to the number of Post Offices and Post Routes, the spread
of Railway Mail service, the requiremients of the Money Order system, and other
causes connected with the growth of the Department, have multiplied the demands
upon the Inspectors’ branch to an extent which all the exertions of the able and
zealous officers employed have been unuble fully to cope with,—no augmentation
having been made to the number of Inspectors since 1854,—whilst 400 new Post
Offices and 3000 miles of new Post Route have been established, and the Money
Order and Railway Mail service added in the interim.

As a consequence, it has been impracticable for the Inspectors, for some time
past, without neglecting other and more immediately urgent duties, to make the
frequent journeys of inspection amongst the country Post Offices and Routes
which are nevertheless essential to the maintenance of the establishment at a high
standard of efficiency. Every Post Office in the Province should be visited, and a
careful examination had into the manner in which the duties are understood and
performed, at least once in every year.

This condition of things has caused the Department much solicitude, and
more particularly as regards the Liastern Section of the Province, where- the wide
range of territory included under one Inspector’s charge for travelling purposes,
embracing the whole of Lower Canada, made the weakness most apparent.

Western Canada is divided into three travelling districts, with an Inspector to
each.

To apply, as far as circumstances permitted, a remedy where the evil was most
felt, an officer was recently detached from the Postmaster General’s own office, to
act as an Inspector (chiefly for the purpose of travelling duties) in the twenty-two
Eastern Counties of Lower Canada ;—withont increase of salary, however, and the
expense of this temporary measure of relief will therefore be but trifling, as the
duties of the officer detached will, during his absence from Head Quarters, be dis-
charged by assistance taken from other branches of the service.
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REVENUE AND EXPENDITURE.

The Postage collected from ordinary sources exceeds that of last year by
upwards of £3,000, and, considering the depression under which all kinds of
business labored during the year, it is doubtless a matter of legitimate surprise and
congratulation, that the Postage Revenue should not only have made head against
its share of unfavorable inflnences, but should have advanced, even to this extent,
upon the Revenue of 1857.

In conformity to an Order in Council, the sum of £16,000 has been assumed
as Post Office Revenue in the yearly statement, in lieu of an cstimated eguivalent
amount of postage, which would have been due at ordinary rates, on the Legisla-
tive and Exceutive correspondence transmitted without charge during the year.

The Revenne of the current year will, it is anticipated, advance considerably
upon that of 1858. The revival of business, the commencement of weekly mails
Ly the Canadian Occan Steamers in the approaching Spring, the Parcel Post
Collections, and other causes, may be calculated on to aid in producing this result.

This year’s dishursements exceeded those of last year in the items of Mail
Service and Salaries and Commissions.

The expenditure for Mail Conveyance includes a large payment for Railway
Mail Service, on account of this and previous years ;—that’ item, with the cost of
service to and from Railway Stations, being £33,111 2s. 2d. this year, aguinst
£98,117 12s. under the same heads last year. As hereinafter stated, the general
rate of payment for Railway Mail Scrvice has been decided, and all unsettled
claims are now in course of adjustment.
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The excess in the item of Salaries and Commissions is caused partly by the
commission charge upon the additional postage collected, and which all accrued at
the country offices where Postmasters are paid by commission,—partly upon the
addition of Assistant Postmasters to the six City Post Offices, under the Act of
1857,~—and partly by the adjustment of salaries to the officers and clerks through-
out the Post Office establishment, under the same Act.

All the ordinary items of outlay have been carefully watched, with a view to
keep down expenditure as much as practicable, but every item of Post Office dis-
bursement so directly represents some distinct equivalent in public convenience,
that it becomes extremely difficult to circumscribe the objects of expenditure
without trenching upon the accommodation which the public demands from this
branch of the service.

And the extent of the service to be provided for being thus in a measure
arbitrarily fixed, fully 95 per cent. of the expenditure necessary to maintain it
takes place according to rates prescribed, either by law or by special contract, and
cannot therefore be influenced by the financial freedom or exigency of the moment.

After several years of rising prices for all descriptions of Mail Service, it has
been observed, with much satisfaction, that the more recent lettings of Mail Con-
tracts have shewn a decided tendency towards a reduction in the rates demanded.

FREE NEWSPAPERS.

The number of Newspapers transmitted annually free by post is estimated to
exceed ten millions—numerically more than the whole letter circulation—and, in
cost of conveyance, duties incidental to receipt, distribution, and delivery, probably
representing an equal proportion with the letters of the expenses of the Post Office
Service. Previous to 1854, all newspapers were rated at one half-penny each,
and at the same rate, the present free newspaper transmission would be charge-
able with upwards of £20,000 per annum. Such a sum, coupled with a charge at the
ordinary rates upon the Legislative and Executive correspondence (which also at
the same period paid postage), would make the Department at once self-sustaining ;
a result which it is now sufficiently manifest cannot be attained for years to come,
from the Postage Revenue, derivable only from the ordinary letter correspondence
of the country, at the present tariff of 8d. per half-oz. And even could a suffi-
ciently large revenue be raised upon a particular class of mail matter, it does not
seem equitable that the commercial and domestic correspondence should be expected
to bear a postage charge so high as to defray the whole expenditure of the estab-
lishment, and pay the quotas which should be contributed by the Legislative and
Executive correspondence and newspaper portions of the mail.

As a principle it would seem but just that, if newspapers are to go free, the
postage relinquished should fall as a charge upon the Public Treasury, and not
exclusively upon the letter-writing class of the community.

TRANSIENT NEWSPAPERS.

In pursuance of the Act of 1857, limiting the free transmission of newspapers
by post to such as might be posted directly from the offices of publication, a half-
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penny rate, pre-payable by postage stamp, has been taken, since 1st August, 1857,
on all trausient newspapers,—that is, papers posted by individaals other than the
Publishers. This rate Las produced, as nearly as can be estimated, (for a propor-
tion of the halfpenny stamps sold are used in pre-payment of other matters,) a rev-
enue in the last year of £2,000.

It is to be regretted that the convenience given to the public for the trans-
mission of single newspapers, at a small charge, is too frequently abused, by petty
frauds, in making the newspapers so sent the vehicles for concealing written corres-
pondence, to the injury of the lctter revenue. No doubt this offence is occasion-
ally attributable to ignorance, but there is abundant evidence that in the majority
of cases the fraud is wilful.

Exertions have been made to put a stop to these malpractices, and it is hoped
that to a certain extent they have been checked.

DECIMAL CUBRENCY.

The introduction of the new decimal coinage, and the enactment requiring
all public accounts to be rendered in decimal curreney, appear to make it necessary
that some alteration should be made in the Post Office Laws, by substituting
¢ cents” for pence and parts of pence, where these terms now occur, to enable the
Department to adapt its operations and records to the change in the currency of
the country.

CORRESPONDENCE WITH EUROPE.

The Canadian Steamers performed their contract voyages to and from Liver-
pool with great regularity during the past ycar.

The commencement of the weekly service in the approaching spring will, it is
anticipated, attract a large increase of correspondence to the mails forwarded by
these steamers.

The United States Post Office has been invited to concur in an arrangement
for transmitting letters either in or with the Canadian Mails to and from England.

It it is plain that for the European correspondence of Chicago and Detroit, and
of the North-western States having those cities for their centres of business, the
line through Canada offers great advantages.

Much dissatisfaction had long been caused by the adherence of the Imperial
Post Office to the practice of forwarding certain classes of Mail matter to Canada
vie Halifax, and consequently over the tedious and difficult route through the
Lower Provinces, where, being unavoidably more or less exposed to the weather
during conveyance by open wheel carriage for several hundred miles, the Mails
frequently suffered vexatious injury from wet and friction, and not seldom
portions of the contents were entirely destroyed. This grievance has happily
ceased, the Imperial Post Office having concurred in the total discontinuance of
the use of this Route for the transmission of English Mail matter.

As suggested in previous Annual Reports,

no single improvement would b

so valuable to the Post Office service as the introduction of the system of the pre-
payment of letters by Stamp; all the multifarious operations of receiving, assorting,

distributing, and delivering correspondence

would be greatly sxmphﬁcd and

accelerated ; the troubiesome and expensive machinery requisite for checking
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the accurate collection of Postage in its present shape would be superseded ;
the Revenue lust by dead letters economised, and in fine, a change effected perv-
ading all the business of the Department, for which it would be difficult to over
estimate the beneficial results both to public convenience and the well working
of the Post Office system,

It is not recominended that pre-payment by stamp should be made absolutely
compulsory, but where starps are readily procurable, pre-payment in that form
should be insisted on, and the principle of pre-payment should be enforced by
imposing an additional charge on letters posted unpaid.

RAILWAY MAIL SERVICE.

The Mails are under conveyance on 1630 miles of railway.

By existing enactments all railways are bound under a gencral provision to
afford conveyance to the Mails, but the law left the rate of compensation to be
paid by the Post Office indeterminate, and vested in the Governor in Council the
]éower of deciding what the rate of payment to be awarded to the railway should

e.

This question of what the rate should be, remained unsettled up to the date
of last yeur's Report,

The Department had not pressed fora decision, because the period of inflated
tprices through which the Province had been passing, and whilst our railway sys-
tem was comparatively in an incipient stage, was not deemed to be a judicious
time to urge the final adjustment of a question of expenditure which would mani-
festly in i's terms of settlement exercise a large influence upon the general cost
of maintaining this branch of the public service.

Pending the decision by Council of the general rate of railway mail compen-
sation, the Department had placed Mails upon each railway line as it opened for
traffic. In fact, as regards the use of the several railways, the Department could
have no option. The grant of a railway charter is tantamount to the concession
by the public of the monopoly of mail transport, on the line to be followed by the
railway, for, coincident with the construction of a railvoad, all the ordinary
facilities for mail conveyance are withdrawn, and the Department could not con-
tinue thereafler to make Mail Contracts in the line of country traversed, ai any
approach to the average rates formerly prevailing.

Moreover, there is this peculiar featare in the change to railway transport as
aflecting the Postal service, that whilst passengers and merchandise reap the
benefit of improved speed, with the other advantages of railway movement, and
at the same time enjoy a reduction in the cost of carriage, the change has threat-
ened to burthen ‘the public with a vastly augmented charge for the Mail service
necessarily transferred to the railways by the grant of their Clarters of Incor-
poration.

This increased claim upon the Post Office arises chiefly upon the special
provision required to supplement what is indeed indispensable to make railway
conveyance practically available for Mail service.

In the fust place, the stoppages of a railway train are too brief to allow time
for assorting the Mails carried by it, at (he way stations ; but this operation cannot
be dispensed with, and consequently the Post Office is compelled to train and
employ a distinct class of clerks to travel with the trains, and perform these
duties whilst the train is in movement. To enable them to perform their func-
tions, a portion of a car—generally about one-third—must be partitioned off and
fitted exclusively for Post-Office purposes. Now, the salaries of these clerks con-
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stitute a formidable item of expenditure, amounting to about £8,000 in this
present year; and yet the necessity created by the nature of railway service for
the provision of an office for these clerks in the train,dorms the principal ground
on which a comparatively high rate of compensation has been claimed by the
railways.

Further ; the Railway not being able, like the Mail Stage, to exchange the

Mails directly to the Post Offices of the Towns upon the line, Mail service of an
expensive character is required to maintain the connexion between the Post Offices
and the Stations ; and the expenditure for this object, coupled with that for the
employment of Railway Mail Clerks, apart from the compensation to the Railway,
exceeds in wmost cases the whole of the previous expenditure of the Department
for the superseded service by Mail Stage.
% The rate of compensation asked by the principal Railroad lines varied from
$100 to $110 per mile of Railway per annum—upon an arrangement including
the use only of the ordinary Traffic Trains, and of such stopping places for the
exchange of Mails as could be selected from the Way Stations at which the
Trains might stop for traffie, and not conveying to the Post Office any coutirol over
the working of the Trains used for the Mails, either as regards speed or hours of
departure or arrival.

It is evident that when to such rates came to be added the expenses required,
as above explained, to supplement the Railway service, a total charge would have
been created of £60,000 per annum for Railway Mail service alone.

The Department considered these rates to be higher than the public should be
called upon to pay for the services rendered ; and, until such time as a decision
should be pronounced in the manner pointed out by law, continued to pay only
such sums, on account, to the several Railways as were considered to fall within
the rates to be eventually determined on. A decision has been made by the Gov-
ernor in Council, establishing the following rates of compensation for Railway
Mail transport, A

For a daily service with a travelling Post Office over any line of Ruailway
once per day each way, $30 per mile of Railway per annum, if by Day Trains;
and $40 per mile, &c., &ec., if by Night Trains.

For Mails sent by Railway as ordinary baggage or freight in charge of Com-
pany’s or Post Office Guard, without travelling Post Office, when not excecding
two cwt. in weight, two cents per single Train mile.

Any additional service or weight to be paid for in proportion to the above
rates,

If a comparison be instituted between the rates to be paid for Railway Mail
conveyance, and the Railway Tariffs for other matter, it should be considered that
this item of traffic will be constant and regular; and that, unlike ordinary freight,
almost all the incidental labor of handling, of receipt and delivery, and of surveil-
lance, whilst en roufe, is performed by the servants of the Post Office; and further,
that the weight of Mail matter would not average one-tenth of the freight which
would be loaded within the space for which the Post Office pays.

Troe the Mails are conveyed by Passenger and not by Freight Train, and
that the difference of speed is a valuable element in the service ; nevertheless,
when consideration is given to the above noticed incidents affecting Railway Mail
service, and to the just claims of the public to have the Mails conveyed at moderate
rates, it is believed that the scale of payment authorised by the Governor in Council
will be found to include a sufficient compensation for the advantage given in the
transport of the Mails by the more speedy Trains.

Progress has been made in clearing off’ arrears of Railway Mail service, and
all will now be finally disposed of in accordance with the decision of Council in the
course of a short time,
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REGISTRATION.

About 500,000 letters were registered last year.

It is considered that it would be an improvement on the system if the charge
for registration were made pre-payable by a stamp, instead of by money as at
present.

The benefit of the system to the public, in securing letters of value from loss
or miscarriage, is very great. Except in cases of absolute theft, associated with a
betrayal of trust from which no system of registration counld afford protection, a
missing letter, if registered, can always be satisfactorily traced, and the due
delivery assured against the many sources of accidental error to which correspon-
dence 1s liable, from vagueness or imperfection of address, absolute misdirection,
removal of the party addressed, or denial, from forgetfulness, of the reception ot
the letter. Bach of these causes the cxperience of the Department shews to
operate largely in producing the complaints made, from time to time, of the mis-
carriage of unregistered letters.

In ¢connection with these remarks, it may be observed, that nothing tends more
to the safe and rapid transmission of a letter, and to its due delivery, than a clear
and full address,

Post Office carelessness and crime is mainly bred and fostered by the action of
the public in posting letters, many of them containing large sums, addressed and
sealed in so negligent and impertect a manner as to afford a plausible excuse for
error, and, unfortunately, opportunity tor dishonesty, where the moral character is
not proof against temptation.

Moreover, whilst the list of Canadian towns and settlements, and their respec-
tive places on the map of the Province, could readily be embraced by the memory
of any intelligent Post Office Clerk, a careless style of addressing letters was not so
apt to mislead ; but now the condition of matters is very diffecrent. Of names of
Post Offices alone we shall soon approach 2,000, with many unavoidable repetitions
of the same name, or of names bearing an inconvenient similarity one to another,
and it is beconiing daily more and more impossible that any Clerk should be able
to assort, with desirable rapidity and accuracy, a quantity of letters addressed pro-
miscnously through so wide a range, unless assisted by a clear and easily legible
style of direction, and by the acquirement on the part of the public of a habit of
designhating, as part of the address, the County in which the place intended is
situated. Kvery letter should bear—

1st. The name of the person addressed.

2nd. The Post Town, or place of residence.

3rd. The County in which the Post Town or place is situated, written in more
prominent characters than the rest of the address.

MONEY ORDERS.

The Money Order System has continued to occupy the vigilant aitention of
the Department,

After watching for some time with much solicitude the result of the experi-
ment, commenced in 1857, of advancing the limit of the amount to be granted on
a single order from £25 to £100, circumstances led to the conclusion that, though
the change might occasionally have promoted the convenience of remitters of large
sums, it was on the whole prejudicial to the safe working of the system.

Moreover, it appeared manifest that the experience already had was suffi-
cient to demonstrate that the rate of charge at which Money Orders were being
granted to the public, was too low to yield a revenue adequate to make the sys-
tem self-sustaining within any reasonable perjod ; and furiher, that even with
such a moderate advance in the rate of charge as could be maintained, the result
aimed at might yet be undesirably postponed, unless the sources of husiness and
revenue could be enlarged by extending the sphere of operations.

To give effect to these views several measures have been adopted,—

First, as regards the re-modelling of the business already originated. The
limit of a single Money Order has been reduced from £100 to £23, the former
maximum ; stringent rules have been enforced to secure prompt transference to
the credit of the public, of the funds, as they accrue in the hands of the Post-
masters ; and also to forbid a practice which it was discovered had begun to creep
in at some offices, of granting Money Orders upon credit, or upon uncertified
cheques.

Further, the charge for a Money Order has heen advanced from one-half to
three-quarter per cent. on all amounts over £7 10s.

The result of these alterations has, it is believed, been most beneficial : the
business has been freed from a class of doubtful transaetions which appeared to
have grown up under the high range of Money Orders, and has been brought into
sefer channels; whilst the regular and legitimate course of business is in a pro-
gressive state, and yields » considerably larger rate of contribution towards de-
fraying the expense of management, ,

To cnlarge the field of business and of profit, a number of new Money Order
Offices have been opened at advanageous points, and a further number will be
added from time to time as the public convenience appears to require it. Those
recently selecied have justified the choice by the amount of Money Order business
already transacted by them.

Further, a negotiation has been opened, with every assurance of a success-
ful issue, with the Imperial Post Office, for the intioduction of a system for the
mutual exchange of Post Office Money Orders, for small sums, between this
country and the United Kingdom ; a measure which, when perfected, will, it is
hoped, conduace materially to the public convenience, and prove a valuable source
of income towards the general maintenance of thé system.
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No loss, by fraud or otherwise, has been sustained in Money Order opera-~
tions, during the past year.

It is understood that the attention of the Governments of the Lower Provinces
and of the United States has been turned to the desirability of adding a Money
Order system to their respective Post Office establishmen's. A movement of this
nature, will, of course, be watched with interest by this Department; for the
existence of a Money Order system amongst our neighbours would probably ren-
der it easy to agree upon some mutually convenient plan for the interchange of
Money Orders between our respective countries, and thus afford to the people of
Canada a valuable extension of Money Order facilities, and relieve our Mails
from large amounts of money remittances which now pass to and from the United
States, New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, &c., in the shape of bank notes.

I am desirous, in bringing this Report to a conclusion, of expressing to your
Excellency, the sense I entertain of the extent to which the improvements I have
noticed, and the satisfactory condition of the Department during the year, are to
be attributed to the energy and zeal of the Deputy Postmaster General, sustained
by a Staft devoted to the welfare, best interests, and well-working of this branch
