Gossip About the Queen.
Victoria’s Tastes and Habits—Her Treat­

ment of Prime Ministers—The Books 
She Beads-Her Dally Occupations.

Most Premiers have been extremely de­
ferential toward the Queen, and the only 
one who was not so—Lord John Russell— 
had no reason to congratulate himself upon 

ree hun- his orabbedness, for he got into very ill 
neotien odour at court, and found no support there 

some in trying times. He was one of the very 
lith’s few statesmen who ever received a down- 

right sharp answer from the Queen. This 
was in 1860. after the Italian revolution, 
whonf the different Grand Dukes w«m being 
dispossessed. The Duchess of Parma, in 
great distress, wrote to the Queen, beseech­
ing her to intercede with Victor Emmanuel, 
so that her private property might not be 
confiscated ; and the Queen, compassionate- 
ly willing to do what was asked, showed the 
letter to Earl Russel. " The Carnstitnshion 
demanda that I should asnwer that," re­
marked hia lordship, in hia piping ungenial 
voice. “Well, then, answer it, said the 
Queen curtly, and turned away much of­
fended. It hae often been slid that the 
Queen liked Lord Palmerston, but this is an 
error. Her favourite Mininsters have been 
Lords Melbourne and Aberdeen. Sir Rob­
ert Peel she at first disliked intensely, but 
her aversion wore off when she came to know 
him better ; and exactly the same thing oc­
curred in' the case of Disraeli. Lord Bea- 
constield is perhaps not aware that until he 
acceded to the Premiership in 1868, the 
Queen had only read one of Jus novels— 
“ Henrietta Temple." She read all the 
others in the course of the three months af­
ter Mr. Disraeli bad become her chief advis­
er ; and in due time enjoyed “ Loth air," 
though the present Premier has never rank­
ed among her favourite authors. For this 
his lordship may console himself, seeing that 
Thackeray and the late Lord Lytton are un­
der the same ban as himself. The Queen 
likes Dickens* novels, one or two of George 
Eliot’s, but chiefly Wilkie Collins’ and Mr. 
Black’s—the latter’* description of Scotch 
scenery being very dear to nor. The Queen 
also roads and re-reads Walter Scott’s no­
vels—which is more than most of her sub- 
jeots do now—more’s the pity. On the 
whole, though, she inclines more towards 
the serious reading of history and theology, 
and the libraries of all her palaces are richly 
stocked with books of chronicles and me­
moirs, though it has been noticed that she 
never calls tor a French book, having a deep 
objection to French literature in all its 
branches. Every one who has conversed 
with the Queen on theological or historical 
subjects has remarked how thoroughly Pro­
testant is her religiousness, and how she 
keeps up quite a sentimental feeling of sym­
pathy with the Stuarts. Going one day in- 

he library at Windsor Castle, she disco- 
vered the librarian engaged in reading some 
strongly Jacobite memoirs. " Oh, you need 
not put them away,” she said, with a plea­
sant smile. " You know I am Jacobite my­
self."

From the various reports submitted at 

the annual meeting of the Company held 
at Woodstock last wedk, we glean the 
following particulars in reference to the 
present state of the Company's affairs, 
financially and otherwise. Following is 
the table of receipts and expenditure 
for the year 1878 :

Application was read from the Secre­
tary-Treasurer ef the Lis towel High 
School Board, for the the sum of $6,000, 
for the purpose of erecting a High School 
building. The Mayor, after briefly refer­
ring to the object for which the grant 
was required, invited Mr. Draper, Chair­
man of the High School Board, to address 
the meeting. Mr. Draper stated that the 

gh School now occupied three rooms 
in the Public School, and it was probable 
that at least one of them would be re­
quired by the P. S. in September ; 
hence the necessity of erecting a new 
High School building. The building 
which the Board proposed to erect would 
be about 45x65 feet, giving five class 
rooms. As a Ward school would be re­
quired in the east partef the town before 
long, two of these rooms could be appro­
priated for that purpose. He considered 
that less than $6,000 would be insufficient 
to meet their requirements, and as he 
did not wish to come back to the Council, 
it was thought best to ask for the full 
amount in the first place.. Mr. D. D. 
Campbell, Sec.-Treas. of the II. S. Board, 
corroborated Mr. Draper's remarks, stat­
ing that it was the desire of the Board 
to act in the interest of the town in the 
erection of a school building. He did 
not think a suitable building, with fur­
nishings, fencing, etc., could be erected 
for less than $7,000. He thought that 
the townships would make a small grant 
also. He did not think it advisable to 
press the sale of the old school property 
9,1 tha present time, as mere could be 
realized for it by waiting until another

The growing scarcity in the 
number of women who are willing to accept 
service in a household where they will not 
be treated as “ one of the family," but 
hired help, has made it extremely 
even for those who are abundantly able to 
pay, to secure and retain satisfactory 
domestics in their service ; and if the de­
position of men to come into the work shall 
have the effect of weakening the tyranny 
of the kitchen, a good work will have been

There ia scarcely any work falling 
domestics of the household which men 
not doing. Able-bodied men are to 
found in many kitchens washing dishes, 
scouring silver, lifting pots and kettles, and 
doing what has hitherto been done by fe­
male domestics. Down in the washrooms 
men are bend ng over the wash-tubs, wield­
ing the clothes-pounder, and labouring at 
the crank of the wringer. They are even 
learning the difficult art of putting a gloss 
on a shirt front or imparting the requisite 
rigidity to a shirt collar ; but instances of 
such ambition are not very frequent.
