Monsignor Misciatelll, sub-prefect of
the apostolic palace, and Monsignor
Bisleti, Major Domo of the vatican, at
once hurriedly entered the pontiff's
chambe~, They were so pale that the
Pope immediately asked: ‘‘What has
happened ?”

“Do not be alarmed, holy father,”
was the answer. “A bomb has ex-
ploded in the basilica, but fortunately
there are no deaths to deplore and no
one has been wounded.”

The pontiff asked anxiously if the
church had been injured. Upon being
reassured, he fell on his knees, say-
ing he must implore mercy for the
misguided perpetrator of the deed.

Soon after this announcement was
made to him the Pope went to the
throne room, where he held a private
audience, and then proceeded to the
hall of the consistory, where he receiv-
ed about 300 other persons, including
twenty-five students of a South Ame-
rican college, to whom he delivered a
short address. None of these persons
knew anything of the explosion,

The explosion produced no alarm
outside the Basilica, the sound being
taken by everybody for the noonday
gun, but by aftermoon the news was
known all over the city and a stream
of people went through the church to
view the result of the explosion,

A FEARFUL WEAPON.

THE ANGLICAN HYMNAL has
called forth a vigorous protest from
the Bishop of Liverpool because the
hymns on the communion and those
relating to the departed are contrary
to the teachings of the Church of
England. ‘“There is,”” he says, ‘no

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- GETHSEMANE.

By Dr. John Kumpstone

Dr. John Humpstone, pastor of Em-
manuel Baptist Church, Brooklyn, N.
Y., preached Sunday morning on
“Gethsemane; the Open Secret.” He
took his text from Matthew xxvi:42:
“O, my Father * * * Thy will be
done.” Dr. Humpstone said in the
course of his sermon:

There are two attempts to depict on
canvas the experience of the Master
in Gethsemane. Theware equally great.
Both are true to the gospel records;
yet each is the antithesis of the other.
In one the artist seeks to veil the
agony he would yet reveal. The marred
visage of the Man of Sorrqws is hid-
den from sight. Only the prostrate body
suggests the anguish that {s breaking
over the sufferer. The picture seems
to suggest the seclusion of a grief too
sublime for particulars; the mystery
of woe indefinable; the shadow of a
suffering too deep for portrayal. Rev-
erence has put a restraining hand upon
genius, which can do no more than im-
ply, “‘The place is holy ground,’ pro-
fane not the shrine; behold the sanc-
tuary, but peer no further. The secret
is the sufferer’s alone.” Thus, inevitab-
ly, we must restrain ourselves when we
approach “the awful silence of this
sleeping wood.” For the central mys-
tery of our faith is here. This is the
agony, of the Holiest in His wmortal
nssoci‘.tion with the Min of the world.
There hath been *“laid on Him the in-
iquity of us all.” Here begins the sac-
rifice of Calvary. “Surely He hath
borne our griefs and carried our sor-
rows.” And yet as the child’s hymn
says, “We may not know, we cannot
tell, what pains He had to bear.” So,
we hesitate; a hush of wonder falls
upon the heart, kindred to the suffer-
er's own “amaze.” Thought is baffled;
silence is our only tribute—the silence
that is worship at its highest. This is
what Sidney Lanier puts into the first
strophe of the most original poem on
Gethsemane ever written:

Into the woods my Master went,
Clean forspent, clean forspent;
Into the woods my Master came,
Forspent with love and shame,

But the other picture of Gethsemane
is in direct contrast. Jesus is bowed
above a great rock, upon which, in
part, He sustains Himself. His hands
are outstretched in prayer. His face i8
uplifted; it is radiant—for, from the
cleft heaven above Him a beam of
light transfigures both His counten-
ance and His spirit. The calm of a

great peace is manifestly abiding with-.

in, as the light of His settled purpose
rises to meet the rays of the love that
illuminates Him from above. The day
is breaking and the shadows are flee-
ing away. This is Gethsemane as Lan-
ier depicts it in his final strophe:

Out of the woods my Master went
And He was well content, content;
Out of the wood my Master came,
Content with death and shame.

In one aspect, Gethsemane is an
inscrutable mystery of sorrow: ‘“‘Be-
lieving where we cannot prove” is our
only resource. In another aspect, Geth-
semane is an open secret of submission
which whoso will may read and under-
stand and emulate. To this feature of
it as revelation. let us devote our fur-
ther thoughts. Here is anticipated our
own experience] The sorrow of Getl-
semane, hgwev. impenetrgble as
element in the redeeming work of
Christ, is yet the sorrow of the Son of
Man. It is suffering of One who took
not the nature of angels, but “laid hold
of the seed of Abraham,” that ‘“in all
things He might be made like unto His
brethren.” If, indeed, He was ‘‘the only
begotten Son of God,” we, also, who
are ‘led by the Spirit of God, are the
sons of God.” If it is written that as
‘““the Captain of our salvation He was
made perfect through sufferings,” it is
also written that “if we suffer with
Him we shall also be glorifled to-
gether.” Let Gethsemane, therefore,
teach us that experience of suffering
is certain in all life, human and
Christian. If the Master escaped not,
much less we. Sometimes we set up
the false test that life is most
Christian when free from sorrow, and
speak as if we thought all suffering
to be a sign of Divine disfavor. Let
Gethsemane dispel that illusion.

The Son of God, well pleasing t‘ Him
in every particular, was a man of sor-
rows and acquainted with grief. The
Holiest of the ages was the most fami-
liar with suffering of all who have
lived. He could not in such a world,
wearing our flesh, appearing for our
salvation, bring to pass our deliverance
from sin and death, except throtdgh
suffering. This was His own inter-
pretation of the inevitability of His
sufferings: ‘“Oh foclish men and slow

Christ to have suffered these things
and to enter (thus) into His glory.”

tween Him and us as would have made
saviourship an impossibility. The
Saviour was of necessity a sufferer.
We in turn bear His name. We are
“Christians,” His followers, walking in
His way; His disciples, learning in His
school; His servants, reproducing, in
our differing sphere and finite degree,
is ministry. And shall He suffer and
we escape? Not so! As the antiphon
of Stephen, the Sabaite, assures us, for
answer to our question, ‘‘What His
guerdon here?” the only possible reply
is, “Many a sorrow, many a labor,
many a tear.” Every soul loved of
God is dealt with as a son. “If we are
without chastening, then are we not
sons.” Somewhere, some tPme, each
Son of God must pass into the shadow,
and bow beneath the burden of His
Gethasmane. In one sense there is
only one cross, as there is only one
Christ; but in another sense there are
as many crosses as there are Chris-
tians; and each of us sooner or later
must come to the place called Cal-
vary, to flll up that which is yet lack-
ing of the sufferings of Christ. If we
are to be saved from ourselves; if life
is to be commensurate with His; if
vision is to be clear and character
symmsetrical; if we are to become and
ntinue Numble, reverent, spiritual,
pnust needs suffer. The redemptive
life of our Lord is the archetype of the
redeemed life of His people.

But far more than this bare fact is
to be learned in Gethsemane. One of
the most subtle certainties of sorrow as
an experience is there revealed: Loneli-
ness in sorrow is as inevitable as sor-
row itself. Our Lord could not bear to
part with His disciples. But strong as
was His craving for companionship and
sympathy, sorrow effected separation.
All the eleven crossed the Kedron in
the Paschal moonlight, but only the
three of his intimates entered the gar-
den fitself. Sorrow separated Him, at
last, from even these. His own will
was active in determining the solitude,
of course; but the narrative of Luke
seems Yo imply a certain constraint
from within, What moved His will
was such compulsion toward isolation
as suffering always makes part of
human feeling. “He was withdrawn
from them.” It intensifies the lone-
someness of the Master in His anguish
that, not even at a distance, did His
own keep Him company. From sheer
weariness they slept. But had they
waked and known, He would have been
none the less alone. Is it not written,
“Every man shall bear his own bur-
den?’ And the experience has its
counterpart in every human life, great
or simple,

It is in and by sorrow that the lonely
aspects of individuality are made
manifest, Strange and surpassing mo-
ment when we saw, for the first time,
how solitary the soul really is! Sorrow
showed us self, standing isolated and
apart, as- darkness reveals star, diff-
ering from star. We found out what
it meant by being alone, Friends were
kind and near, but that knowledge did
not make their words of sympathy
seem less empty or more availing.
‘‘Each heart knoweth,” in such an hour,
only, “its own bitterness.” It is this
featuré of sorrow as an experience,
which, more than any other, perhaps,
awakens our aversions to suffering,

and arouses our resentment on its ap-
| proach. Poets

sing to us as they
will. ‘“Why should we faint, and fear
to live alone?” but shrink we do, and
were it in our power to determine the
event, sorrow would never be permitt-
ed to push us out into that awful soli-
tude of thought and feeling we trem-
ble to contemplate. Let us take cour-

e then that our Lord’s experience in

ethsemane is the evidence that this
shrinking from suffering is alike nat-
ural and blameless. What was His
first act, when thus separated unto
Himself in the ultimate recess of Geth-
semane? He expressed the shrinking
of His human soul: “Let this cup pass
from me,”” was His prayer. We need
not agree as to the meaning of His
phrase “the cup,” nor be of one mind
only as to its mysterious content, to
feel the certainty of this shrinking as
natural and necessary. Had He been
less human He might not have uttered
such words. Because he was 8o per-
fectly a man this aversion of the soul
to sorrow, or failure, or sin, or death,
or to all commingled, entered as an
element into His consciousness and
found expression in this prayer. And
vet “in Him was no sin:” as little then
as ever. Because he had a body, and
in Him was a truly human soul, his
petition was without offense to God.
When Paul said he ‘‘glorified in tribu-
lations” he did not set himself above
his Lord, or deny the truth I urge. He
gloried 4dn such experiences not because
he preferred suffering and sacrifice to
their opposites. It was rather the tri-
umph of grace he acclaimed and not
the choice of nature. He gloried in
tribulations because he saw the ends
which sufferings endured, accomplish
for character, patience, experience,
hope, and many a like achievement.
But Paul was no more wistful for his
“thorn’” than Jesus for his ‘‘cup.”
Thrice, after the manner of His Mas-
ter, did he pray for its removal. And
how else could suffering be a benefit
and a discipline of the spirit, if this
aversion from sorrow were not with
us and of us, to be subjugated and
controlled. To shrink from suffering
is an element of human nature as con-
stituted. Be reassured then, if you
have doubted, or desponded of your-
self, because, when the trial hour
came, you found the fire more fierce,
or the flood more affrighting than you
had before supposed they would be.
Away with the false and wunnatural
sentimentalism which would have men
stand with open arms and eager faces
asking God to fill them with sorrows.
Such attitude and desire is as far from
being Christ-like as is resentment it-
self.

The uttermost revelation made in
Gethsemane is in the fact that the
adoption of suffering from which we
shrink, is possible. Contemporaneous
with His shrinking there arose in our
Lord heroic and unflinching purpose
to become obedient, even unto death.
With absolute and unconditional sub-
mission He bows Himself to assume
the burden and to endure the sorrow
from which his soul draws back. Let
us see again that it cannot at all ef-
fect the significance of this submis-
sion should we be unable to determine
exactly what it was to which Christ
was now submitting himself. It may
have beenthe failure, He feared through
physical collapse, before the cross was
reached. It may have been the deep
and to us unknown realities of the
cross itself.

Contrct With Allans Left
No Alternative

But Passengers, Freight and Orliental
Mails Will be Shipped and Land-
ed at St John.

>

MONTREAL, Nov. 16.—The follow-
ing offi¢ial statement of the C. P. R.'s
| pogition with reference to the winter

the Atlantic mails was given out last
night :

“The government entered into a con-
tract with the Allan Line for the car-
riage of the mails, Subsequently when
the Canadian Pacific put its two new
Empresses into service they became a
party to the arrangement under an
agreement made with the Allan line as
sub-contractors. It was quite under-
stood by the parties to this agreement
that during the winter months the
Empress of Britain and the Empress
of Ireland would run between Liver-
pool and St. :John, receiving and de-
livering the mails at the latter port.
Were it not for this understanding the
Canadlan Pacific would not have parti-
cipated in the contract, because if
these ves3els are to be kept on the At-
lantic rouate they must serve ports
reached by the Canadian Faeific Rail-
way lines, However, the local influ-
ence at Halifax was apparently sufii-
cient to induce the government under
& téchnical clause of thc original
agreement between the government
and the Alans to rule that the Em-
presses must go-from St. John to Hali-
fax to recetve the mails before putting
out to sea and must stop at Halifax on
the return trip to deliver the mails be-
fore proceeding to St. John. The Can-
adian Pacific was quite willing to sur-
render its share in the mail contract
rather than subject its passengers to
the delay and to have the Canadian
winter route for passenzers seriously
‘prejudiced by this roundabout service.
But this could not be done unless the
Allan Line could secure the consent of
the government. They failed to do so
and therefore the Canadian Pacific
in order to observe the terms of the
contracts with the Allan line was com-
pé€lled to accept the situation. As a
consequence during the present win-
ter season the Empresses will stop in
Halifax harbor to receive and deliver
‘mails. This of course will delay them,
and to that extent frustrate the ef-
forts of the Canadian Pacific to estab-
fish & sePvice équal tp that betiveen
New York and Liverpool. Save for
this call at Halifax on thelr outward
and inward voyages the Empresses
will confine themselves to St. John, the
winter port of the Canadian Pacific,

it can be decided by a judicial tribunal
how a legal and equitable distribution
is to be made.

Mr. Cox considered that the victory
lies with the Steel Company in so far
es it has suceeeded in getting the Coal
Compaay to sell its coal at the same
price as it is receiving from other large
customers.

“The actual price is one of the mat-

TORONTO, Ont, Nov, 16. It is
8carcely likely that in all Canadian

the same loose form of inspec-
tion as obtained in tHe tario Bank

" prevalls, but stiil, from the testimony

of Robert B, Caldwell, formerly in-
spector of the defunct institution, giv-
en today, there appears to be a num-
ber of amendments required to the Ca-
nadian bLanking act.

At the present time, he pointed out,
the inspector has to accept things very
much as he finds them in various
branches, and he is allowed no super-
visory insight over the books in the
head office. Without this privilege, in
Caldwell's estimation, he is not in a
position to deal effectively with any
schemes to defraud that may be plac-
ed on foot.

In the case of the Ontario Bank,
Caldwell informed the court that he
had sometime previous to the two last
annual meetings, approached the pre-
sident with regard to the inspection of
the head office. Cockburn had given
his consent, but in each instance Mec-
Gill had postponed action until it was
too lage to undertake the work.

Magistrata Denison suggested that
the difficulty might be overcome were
a system of government inspection in-
augurated, but Caldwell said this could
only be made effective were the head
offices and all the branches of any
given institution inspected simultane-
ously. Wnder the Canadian system,
where the branch banks sometimes
numbered over one thousand, the me-
thod proposed would consequently in-
volve the retention by the government
of an unwieldy and expensive staff.

1306 CROP OF ~POTATOES

ROSTON, Nov. 16.—The 1906 crop of
potatoes, according to the New England
Homestead's final report is estimated at
277,000,000 bushels, compared with 253,
000,000 in 1905, and 289,000,000 bushels in
1904. The crop was rather uneven in de-
velopment, and while conditions were
far from favorable in the great Central
and Northwestern States during much
of the period of growth, September
brought, better things, and frosts held
off until nearly the middie of October,
so that the erop was practically mature
everywhere before a Kkilling visitation
was experienced. e

What is known as the distinctively
commercial potato lielt shows up with
a good many more potatoes than a year
ago. The States which are grouped by
the New England Homestead under the
general terms of the Northwest, the
middle northern States and New Eng-
land, have an estimated total of 162,000,
000 bushels, compared with 139,000,000
bushels for this group of States in 1905.
The aggregate for the other Stdates does
not differ materfally from that of last
season. Michigan and Wisconsin have
good crops, New York shows one of
the largast totals in years, and Maine
is harvesting an increased quantity of
potatoes from an acreage about 15 per
cent. greater than 1905. The average
yield to the acre for the United States
is placed at 96 bushels against 84 one
year ago, and 95 two years ago, Open-
ing quotations in the city markets are
lower than last year. Country buyers
have also named very low prices
through October, and farmers are
somewhat puzzled to know just what
course to take. In fact many of them
where storage facilities are available,
are holding for a time, hoping for bet-
ter markets later.

New England footwear manufactiir-
ers report especial activity in spring
lines of men’s Oxford shoes, medium
price specialties in patent leather, calf
and kid selling freely. Buyers in all
sections are taking large quantities of
staple shoes, producers are considering
another advance In quotations, owing
to the strength of sole leather. Local
jobbing trade is active, city retailers
seeking to anticipate any further rise
in prices. Leather is more quiet, but
most grades are very firm, sales of
packer hemlock sole being .reported by

OTTAWA, Ont., Nov. 18.—It has been
reported to the Dominion sovernment

that another Halifax sealing schooner
is in trouble with the government of
Uruguay, South America. On the last
occasion it was the Agnes G. Donahoe,
now it is the Gertrude, commanded by
Captain Ryan. There are four at least
of the crew of that vessel, one of whom'
is the skipper’s brother, in jail.

These four one day last month were
out seal fishing some distance from the
coast of Uruguay when they were over-
taken by a fog. Not being able to
make the ship they decided to pull for
the shore, but were in the territorial
waters of Uruguay at the time, but at
any rate the four men were made pri-
soners and taken to Roche, and from
there brought to Montevideo, where
they are now in jail awaiting trial.

The Canadian government has been
asked to intervene in their behalf,
and efforts will be made to get at the
facts.

In the case of the Agnes G. Donahoe,
the vessel and the officers and crew
were seized. The men languished in
prison for some months before the Brit-
ish government secured their release
on the ground that there was no law
in force prohibiting fishing in TUru-
guayan waters. A claim for damages
for unlawful seizure was afterwards
presented -and is now awaliting settle-
ment. The government learned that
the Uruguay authorities contemplate
the enactment of 13w prohibiting seal-
ing in territorial waters under penalty
of imprisonment for long terms. The
owners and masters of Canadian seal-
ing vessels clearing for South Ameri-
can waters are therefore warned
against the consequences of sealing off
the coast of Uruguay.

BOMB EXPLODED IN
NEW YORK TENEMENT

NEW YORK, Nov. 17.—Much excite-
ment was caused early today when a
bomb exploded in the hallway of a
tenement house at No, 33 Stanton St.
That the perpetrater was an agent of
the Black Hand Society is the ‘heory
of the police. They also believe that
Pletro Realmumo, an Italian who kept
a delicatssen store on the street floor
of the house of the house was the in-
tended victim. Realmumo told the
police that he had received numerous
letters from. the Black Hand demand-
ing money. The last received, one or
two days ago told the storekeeper that
unless he sent to the writers they
would kill his two children. The money
was not sent, and the bomb which was
hurled into the hallway today is be-
lieved to be a warning from the out-
laws that their threat was not an emp-
ty one. The house is occupled by 18
families. The explosion shattered
every pane of glass in the house and
smashed scores of windows in adjoin-
ing houses and tenements across the
street.

Rook Thinks the Companies Themselves

Are the Ones to Regulate Traffie if
They Would Only Do it.

KANSAS CITY, Nov. 20.—The most
interesting feature of the commercial
Club banquet last night had not been
announced beforehand, it being E. H.
Harriman's criticism on government
regulations of railroads and Secretary
of State Roots vigorously replied. In
the course of his address Mr. Harriman
said:—

“In his speech in Harrisburg; recent-
ly, President Roosevelt said that the
executive and legislative department
should be given additional power to
deal with public organizations.

“It is impossible for a raillway com-
pany or large organization to carry on
its businiess properly if the people are
constantly criticising and suspecting.
In the Union Pacific Company no one
may say what the company will or will
not do. I am untiring ,only because I
must be on hand to hear conferences
and try to bring a body of men to one
conclusion. It is not always easy if
you have to turn to the legal depart-
ment to find out whether you may or
may not.” Here Mr. Harriman paused
and turning to Secretary Root said:

“It is often important to a city or
country whether we do certain things,
whether we devolop a territory or leave
it dormant, often we cannot give de-
velopment a start because of the action
of certain people for prestige, I believe
there is to be a change of attitude
which will soon be felt. The people

are coming to a belief in Americanism,
and that means fair play.”

Secretary Root accepted Mr. Harri-
man’s challenge promptly, ‘‘before I
begin to talk on the subject which has
been assigned me,”’ said ke, “I desire
to make a few remarks In answer to
Mr. Harriman, who I believe would
have us give more power to the rail-
roads.

“The expecrience I gained from a
knowledge of the railroad business in
the state of Missouri at a time when
we were competing for business led me
to believe that the just means of regu-

lating traffic and railway affairs is
through the railways themselves. A

NEW HYMN BOOK
NEARS COMPLETION

s

The second draft of the ‘“Book of
Common Praise,” the new hymn book
now being compiled for the use of the
Anglican Church in Canada, has Jjust
been issued by Henry Frowde, Oxford
Press., under the signatures of the
Bishops of Ottawa and Huron, chair-
man and vice-chairman of the Hym-
nal Committee, and Mr. James Bd-
mund Jones, convener of the Compli-
ation committee.

It is a most interesting volume, con-
taining among other things copies of
original Canadian hymns submitted
for consideration, and although only a
draft, it will be of permanent value
owing to the immense amount of inA‘:
formation it contains as to dates,
names of authors and composers, and
sources of hymns. Tt exhibits a cathol |
icity of taste in literature and music |
is in /keeping with modern
thought. While the majority of the |
well known writers of hymns are or |

|

were members of the Church of Eng-
land, the committee did not confine
themselves to their productions, and |
scores of names occur in the draft be-
longing to the writers of other Chris-
tian bodies. .

The first work of the compilers at-l
ter the General Synod decided to pub- }
lish the hymn book was to take a
plebiscite of favorite hymns, and from
every diocese, in fact, from almost
every parish, in the Dominion lists
were sent in. These gave the names
of hymns which were most commonly
used and therefore indispensable.
None of those which showed any signs |
of popularity was excluded, so that |
as a foundation the hymn book con- !
tained-all the old favorites with
which everybody who has been raised
in a Christian home is familiar. \

In classifying the hymns, the com- |
pilers appears to have adopted therule
of putting all those which are not too

inseparably associated with certain ' the disgraceful affair

seasons into the section for general
hymns. This policy has -enlarged the
use of several beautiful compositions,
which have hitlierto been sung -only
on one or two Sundays during the
twelve months. For example, the two
hymns, “Jesus Lives,” and - “On the
Resurrection Morning,” are no longer
placed as thotugh only to be used at
Easter time.

Though the number ,of general
hymns has been so greatly Increased,
care has been taken to prevent the
impoverishment of the other sections.
For every saint’s day and season there
are many special hymns, and not only
has care been taken to remember all
the days in the Church’s calendar, but
suitable hymns have been selected for
such occasions as special national
days, men’s meetings, dedications, or
the many other gatherings which take
place in every parish.

Of course, the book naturally con-
tains the two most celebrated hymns
written of late years. As the majority
of the other publications which are
largely used in the Anglican Church
were compiled some years ago, they

FREDERICTON, Nov. 16—The crown
case reserved rg Clarke, convicted in
the St. John Circuit' Court, came be-
fore the Supreme Court this morning.
The Attorney General stated that the
stenographers’ notes had not been re-
celved. After the last sitting of the
court he had endeavored to communi-
cate with -Mr.DeVine, the stenographer,
and learned that he had gone to New
York and that he wa$ in.ill-health. He
wired Mr, DeVine that the case was
set down for argument Nov. 16th, and
that it was absolutely necessary that
the full praceedings _should be ready
for the court on that date, Mr. De-
Vine replied by wire that it would be
impossible for him to have them ready
by’ that time, The Attorney General
then wired again that if he would for-
' ward the judge’'s charge and one or
two of 'the witnesses’ evidence, the
counsél in’the case might be able to
make argument. He'had received a
letter from Mr, DeVine, dated Nov.
11th, written after he had sent both
telegrams, In this letter, which Dr.
Pugsley read to the court, Mr. DeVine
says: “Had I not been {ll,- you would
'would have had the Clarke case finish-
éd and forwarded before this. Am
now recovering, and if an adjournment
could be made for a fortnight, would
bé pretty sure to have the case ready.

The Attorney General said that this
is the way the matter stood. He did
not think it wag possible that the case
could he argued unless the full pro-

Mr. Baxter agreed with the attorney
general that the full report of the case
the argu-
ment was heard.

Justice  Hanington expreued himself
strongly on-the delay of court officials,
and hoped that the court woyld never
descend. to the level of humbugging
and delaying c¢riminal business' as
practiced in the United States. .

After many expressions of opinion,
the court said that it would issue an
order for Mr. DeVine to have all the
proceedings flled by Dec. 6th. This
would give him a few days longer than
weeks asked for, and the
argument in the case would be heard
the 18th of December. The court,
therefore, the chief justice announced,
would adjourn until Nov. 22nd, when
Mr. Justice Gregory will swear in the
barristers,

Mr. Baxter applied that Clarke be
admitted to bail. He said he had been
confined since Aug. 6th. Justice Han-
ington said: “I, for one, will not listen
to such an application. If any such
application is made, let it be done be-
fore the judge who trigd the case.”

The other judges expressed similar
opinions, and Mf. Baxter withdrew his
request.

The chief justice said that no cases
tried previous to this term now await-
ed judgment and that the court was
up to date. The cases remaining for
decision were tried before the present
sitting.

SEATTLE, Wash, Nov.

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THE LAW AND THE LIQUOR
TRAFFIC,

The necessity for the more effective
eontrol of the liquor trade is convine-
ingly evident to any man who walks
the stre{etl of our city. Nothing but
absolute social Indifference could in-
duce a spirit of contentment with the
present prevalence of drunkenness.
Moreover the dissatisfaction with ex-
isting conditions is intensified by the
conviction that drunkenness is a sin of
weakness, and that, at last, it is a
disease, Men who r’esent any attempt
at interference with the liberty of a
strong man feel a responsibility for al-
lowing the present temptation to be left
before the men whose moral weakness
or physical unfitness renders them un-
able to offer adequate resistance. There

‘fhat thrives upon the moral or prisi-
cal degeneration of weak men,

A dreamy idealism would lead us to
suppose that there are but a limited
number of men who would be willing
to follow such a business. But the in-
dications are that we mneed never ex-
pect the saloon to disappear through a
lack of saloon-keepers. Any efficient
control must be exercised by the peo-
ple.

In this respect the past should teach
us some helpful lessons. It has always
been difficult to enforce any stringent
laws looking to the regulation of the
Jt is customary to
charge this to governmental indiffer-
ence. But zovernmental indifference
is always popular indifference. The
*law that the people want written v:?l
get itself written; and the law that the
people want enforced will get itself en-
forced.

‘We have to recognize that laws are
of two sorts. Laws that define the
rights of the individual citizen have
abundant power behind them. They
rest upon the primitive instinet of self-
preservation., Laws that defend the

usually lack force. They depend upon
the development of brotherly love.
*Thoy shalt not steal” finds a police-
man In every property-holder and a
prosecutor in every man who suffers
loss. The instinct of a community en-
forces the punishment of murder. The
laws of the statute books and the ac-
tions in court concern themselves, very
largely with the rights of the individual
citizén. Human nature instinctively
provides powers for such enforcement.

But the laws for the regulation of
the liquor traffic are not regarded by

tection of his rights. They exist for
‘the defense of the weakness of a class.
They will not be enforced by the in-
stinct of self-preservation. They de-
pend upon the altruistic spirit. They
¢ 'll‘l be upheld with the same vigor as
the laws against stealing and murder
when men come to love their neighbors
as they love themselves. That, too, is
buman nature; but it is a rare type.
The instinct of self-preservation is
eonstant. ‘It remains a permanent fac-
tor after every fit of emotion. It is to
be deépended upon. But men are cap-
able of moments of intense emotion in
which they feel keenly the weakness of
other men. In such moments they con-
struct a veritable kingdom of heaven.
For the moment they love their neigh-
Pors as they love themselves. TUnder
the stress of such emotion they very
frequently pass lays of an ideal char-
moter. Unfortunately, however, the
force that passes the law does not al-
ways persist to enforce the law,

ment of a spirit of brotherly love, that
is as dependable as the spirit of self- |
ishness. To create such a state must
be the funiamental aim of any move-
ment looking to a genuine and lasting
réform. There must be an enlargement
of that group of citizens who are will-
ing to exercise the Christian spirit sev-
en days in the week and three hundred
and sixty-five days in the year.

CHINESE LABOR.
—

The Transvaal labor question is
again a live issue in the British Par-
liament, and judging from the meagre
reports received in Canada of a debate
on this question which took place in
the House of Commons last week,
radical changes will be made in the
method of securing and handling lab-
orers. The Chinese, it would seem,
must go. No definite decision has as
yvet been announced, but the minister-
ial policy as outlined in the house
would lead to this conclusion. The
debate arose out of the publication by
accident of a confidential report re-
ceived by the government on condi-
tions existing in the compounds in
which the Chinese laborers are kept.
This revealed the prevalence of immor-
ality so disgusting as to be almost be-
yond the bounds of belief, and  the
question was looked upon by several
leading legislators, as a ‘moral disaster
of national importance.

It is difficult to condeive how any
conditions other than those described
could be hoped for. At the gold and
cold mines on the Rand each pit has
its own gang of laborers. These men
are quartered in compounds near the
works, these ecompounds being Very
similar to horse sheds at exhibitions,
arranged in a circle, the outer walls
being high to prevent the escape of
the inmiates. In the open space in the
centre are the cookhouses, and along-
sgide of these a sort of turnstile ar-
rangement through which the men
pass in single file three times a day,
when they are being fed. Each man
is given a plate of food, rice or meal-
fes, as the case may be, and he is al-
lowed to eat it in his own quarters or
fn the open. The plate must be clean-
ed and returned.

In éach of the stalls fronh four to
ten Chinese are housed, ti X
dation being such tha
crowded together even
There is partically no
which can be at all thorough,
tendance being almost altogether in
doing the cooking and marching the
men to and from work. The life is
slavery In its' worst form, there is
nothing to do but work, and in the
fdle hours it is no wonder that men
of such a race as the Chinese become
These creatures are of
the lowest classes to begin with, they
are frequently sent out to Africa by
relatives who hope to draw their pay,
and from such crowds only the worst
resuls may be expected.

The existing state of affairs is so
unhealthy, and  so unnatural in the
British Empire, that Chinese labor will
undoubtedly be done away with in the
near future. South Africa is on the
eve of responsible government, and if
the Imperial Parliament does not settle
this labor question soon the colony

will be expected to do so.

WAGES DECREASING IN BRITAIN.

A recently issued report of the Labor

Department of the British Board of
Trade provides an index to the pros-

perity of Great Britain more significant
than any figures relating to trade re-
turns. For these statistics deal with
the wages, and they show that last
year and every year since 1900 there
has been a steady decrease in the earn-
ings of the laboring classes.

The report only refers to organized
labor and the changes included only
affected some 689,000 workmen out of &
posible seven or eight millions of toil-
ers of all grades, trades and oecupa-
tions. But, considering the greater re-
sistance organized labor is capable of
presenting to capitalistic efforts at
wage reduction, it is fair to assume

that, had all laboring classes been in-
cluded the figures would have been even

more strongly indieative of waning
prosperity. Of the aggregate number
affected—689,000—a total of 319,000 ob-
tained advances in wages amounting to
£16,300 per week. On the other hand,
about 250,000 sustained decreases In
wages amounting to £18,500 per week,
while some 120,000 had upward and
downward changes in the year which
left them in about the same position
as at the begininng of the year. The
net result was a decrease of abeut
£2,200 per week in wages. The net
decrease in the previous year (1904)
was £89,200; in 1903 it was £88,200; in
1902, £72,600; and in 1901, £76,000. Thus
the five years’ reductions aggregate
£228,300 per week, or almost $60,000,000
per year.

EXPORTING RAW MATERIAL,

At the annual meeting of the Lau-
rentide Paper Company a few days
ago, Sir Willlam Van Horne made
strong protest against the mistake of
this country in allowing the export to
the United States of spruce and spruce
pulp for paper manufacture. He cal-
culated that a cord of pulp wood
ylelds to all interests in Canada, the
individual, the government and the
transportation companies, only $6. The
same cord converted iMo ground
wood pulp would yleld $13; if made
into sulphite pulp; $21; and if made
into paper, at ledst $36, ™

From these premises Sir Willlam
made the logical and eminently prac-

_MWhat we most need js the develop-

_process of manufacture is carried the
greater the profit to this country, and
hence that it would be in interest
of Canada If & small duty were
placed on pulpwood and pulp. BSuch a
measure would undoubtedly lead the
American capitalists who are now
buying in Canldl._r much of the raw
material for paper manufacture, to es-
tablish paper mills in this country.

Timber limits in the States are be-
coming narrower every year, Already
a great part of the paper manufactur-
ed in America is made from Canadian
wood, Soon the States must depend
upon this country for nearly all the
raw material used in this great indus-
try. Why should they not be depend-
ent upon us for the paper itself ? Why
should not the profit in the manufac-
ture be made by Canadian factories
and Canadian workmen ? Canada has
a great opportunity right here,

It would be fortunate for soclety it
men were brought less In contact with
the =silly maunderings of the drunk-
ard, and more into touch with the suf-
fering and despalr of the drunkard's
bhome, Then we would understand that
the serious danger from intemperance

CLIMATIC CHANGES, - ‘;
-l i
The Canadian  sclentists who have
been arguing, from the discovery of
tropical fish in the Northern Atlantic
waters and from recent changes in the
movements of drift ice in the Gulf of
St. Lawrence that the course of the
Gulf stream is swinging nearer the At-
lantie coast and that as a consequence
& permanent climgtic amelioration s
taking place ‘which may eventually.
qualify Hastern Canada for a place in
the banana pelt, meet with strong con-
tradiction from a contributor to the
Popular Sciencs Monthly. The article
‘tonténds that popular belief, in these
elimatic changes, within a few gener-
ations, is not supported by facts of
meteorological record, notwithstanding
the fact of considerable evidence iIn
favor of changes of climate within his-
toric times.
Much of this evidence, the writer
states, is unreliable and contradictory,
and “has been interpreted without suf-
ficlent regard to possible controls other
 than climatic change.” Without deny-
ing the. possibllity, or éven the prob-.
ability, of the establishment of the fact
of secular ¢hanges, there is yet not sut-
ficlent warrant for believing in con-
siderable permanent changes over largs
areas., Henrl Dufour, the eminent
Swiss writer on military and meteoro-
logical subjects, after a thorough study
of all awailable evidence; concluded
that a change of climate has not been
proved. There are periodic oscillations
of slight amount. An 1l-year period
has been made out, with more or less
certainty, for some of the meteorologi-
cal elements, but it 'has been of no
practical importance as yet.
A 35-year period is less uncertain, but
Is nevertheless of"considerable irregu-
larity, and cannot as yet be practically
applied in forecasting. Longer periods
are suggested, but not made out. Pos-
8ibly cultivation of the land, the con-
tinued increase in the préducﬁon ot
artificlal heat, and some like causes,
are slightly modifying the rigor.of the
seasons in some localities. These are,
however, artificial and not natural
causes. - .

PARIS, Nov. 20.—Senator Gaudin De
Villaine created a sensation in the
senate today by making a viclous at-
tack on the foreign and interior policy
of the government. After expressing
regret at the fact that the Catholics
had not had the courage to reply to

their persecutors, as the Terrorists did |

in Russia, M. De Villaine charged the
government with playing into the
hands of Great Britain and demanded
to know whether the report that a
military convention had been signed
between Great Britain and France as
a . prelude to the great adventure Min-
ister Pichon and War Minister Pic-
quart had embarked with Premier
Clemenceau was true.

M. Clemenceau, in reply, after warm-
ly defending M. Pichon and General
Picquart, announced that he could not
say anything regarding France-British
understanding. And he did not believe
a military convention existed, but he
declined to be drawn into a trap
which would place him in the position
of discouraging the hopes of all
Frenchmen. Rather than indulge in a
warlike declaration he would prefer
not to reply.

M. De Villaine thereupon denounced
M. Clemenceau’s ignorance as to
whether such a convention actually ex-
isted as being outrageous, and insist-
ed that parliament should be enlight-
ened, Foreign Minister Pichon merely
said that a man like M. Pichon, who
belonged to the party who has brought
France to the brink of a precipice, had
no right to speak in such a manner,

The senate then by the great major-
ity of 213 to 82 votes, rejected the in-
terpellation and passed the vote of
confidence in the government.

PARIS, Nov. 20.—The net result of
the Inventory operations conduocted
throughout the country today and to-
night show that a total of over 1,500
inventories were made.

Wil Land Mails at
Halifax by Tender

fPassengers Will be Examined on Trip
Here, and Rushed to Montreal
By Fast Special

W. B. Howard, district passenger
agent of the C, P. R.; Dr. W. L. Ellis,
medical examiner of the immigration
department; Jas. P, Lunney, of the im-
migration department, a baggage-
master, and two C. P. R. checkers,
will leave for Halifax tonight to meet
the steamer Empress of Ireland on her
arrival in Halifax.

Magistrate Anxious to Secure Evidence
of New York Broker In Regard
to Loans There

* >

TORONTO, Nov. 20.—FEvidence of-
fered in the investigation of the charge
against Charles McGill in the police
court today opened up new grounds.
Frank Pope, a bank clerk in the head
office, who first made the misappro-
priation of the bank funds known, was
cross-examined by R, E. McKay.

Pope swore to hearing discussions
between the general manager of the
bank and some directors upon the sub-
Ject of certain stocks. He heard Mec-
Gill and Mr. Walmsley talking of
“Schloss’” one day, but he was not sure
they were discussing stock in connec-
tion with the bank.

Manager Hagerman, of the Yonge
street branch of the Ontarifo Bank,
testified to the condition of McGill's
account and to loans made through his
branch to President Cockburn for the
purpose of the purchase of new issue
of Bank stock by the president.

At the opening of the session Pope
took occasion to correct some errone-
ous reports of his evidence. He said
the impression had been given that the
directors had ordered the writing off
of $860,000 of bad accounts in Septem-
ber. The impression was also given
that the amount was written off by
McGill with the intention to deceive.
Witness had tried not to give this im-
pression. The amount was written off
to simplify the statement.

Witness declared in answer to ques-
tions that the directors had not dis-
cussed the matter of the bank buying
or selling its own stock. The only ex-
ception to this was the time just be-
fore the crash, when the directors re-
fused to permit the witness to support
the stock in the market.

In the course of his evidence Braith-
waite, the newly appointed general
manager of the Ontarfo Bank, said he
found & surplus in two accounts of
McGill's New York brokers amounting
to one hundred thousand dollars. The
offices were Charles Head and Co.
and Cuyler, Morgan and Co.

The magistrate took up the subject
of New York evidence.

“Upon Sept. first, say, there were on
the books of the bank a number of ac-
counts with brokers, showing loans to
brokers,” said his worship to the wit-
ness. “Now what evidence have we
that the brokers do not actually owe
that money now?

““There is no evidence that they were
not loans,” sald the witness.

‘“And there i8 no evidence to show
a large part of these moneys may not
still be in the hands of the brokers.”

“I believe the present general man-
ager of the Ontario Bank went to New
York and saw brokers,” returned the
witness,

‘“Well, we must find out for our-
selves,” returned his worship.

“It will be absolutely impossible to
get at the rest of this matter without
the evidence of New York brokers.”

‘“We found in the case of Ames that
the Bank’'s money was invested in
stocks through Ames’ office, but that
some of the money came back to the
defendant. I would not commit the de-
fendant for theft in connection with
these three or four thousand dollars in
Ames’ account without discovering
whether this man -made much larger
thefts,” continued his worship. “I
hope that there will be no delay in
preparing the commission, Mr. Corley?
There is great necessity and import-
ance in securing that evidence in New
York. It is in the interest of the share-
holders that we learn if there is any
is any of the bank'’s money stowed
away.”

‘““There are certain details which must
be arranged.” said Corley. “But I can
assure your worship that no time is
being lost.”

“I’'m glad to hear it.” returned the
bench.

The court adjourned one week, Mc-

OTTAWA, Nov. 20.—Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier, premier of the Dominion, recefv-
ed congratulations today on the occa-
sion of his sixty-fifth birthday. Str
Wilfrid was born at St. Lin, Quebec,
Nov. 20, 1841, and has been active in
public life since 1871, when he was re-
turned to the Quebec legislative as-
sembly. In 1874 he entered the House
of Commons and two years later he
was appointed minister of inland re-
venue in the Mackenzie administra-
tion, but was defeated on going to his
constituents for re-election. Quebec
Bast, however, elected him and has
remrained faithful to him ever since.
He assumed leadership of the Liberal
party in 1887 and in 1896 he became
premier,

Rev, Thos. Marshall, president of the
N. B. Temperance Federation, then
welcomed Mr. Smith. He spoke briefly
of the recent organization of the Fed-
eration, comprising as it does all the
temperanze organizations in the prov-
ince. He spoke briefly of Mr. Smith’s
work in Campbheliton and the engage-
ments which he has made to speak at
Moncton, Amherst and Newcastle and
the general revival of the work
through the province. The object of
the Federation, he said, was to find a
method through which majorities can
rule. The same majority, he asserted,
which is enough to elect a premier, is
not enough to keep a saloon out of the
city of St. John. This aim they hope
to accomplish at no distant date. “The
Federation also aims at the enforce-
ment of the laws of the country. It
was not for the people of St. John, he
said, to say that the Scott act could
not be enforced because the non-en-
forcement of the law was due to the
city which allowed the rest of the
province to be flooded with liquor. He
would also make the statement delib-
erately that St. John had been swind-
led out of the Scott act, which the ma-
jority has asked for. What the Fed-
eration wishes is a majority so clear
and distinet that there will be no ques-
tion that the people wish prohibition
as they have it on Prince Edward Is-
land.

MR. SMITH'S REPLY.

Mr. Smith then responded to the
various welcomes which'had been ex-
tended to him. He said that it made
a great difference to him to thus have
a _welcome by his friends before be-
ginning his work. He was a member
of all the different organizations which
have welcomed him, but none of them
were strong enough for him and he
himself had organized the Temper-
ance Ironsides, and if steelsides were
organized and they dre stronger, he
would join them also. He congratu-
lated the city on having a mayor with
, enough courage to come to this meet-
{ ing, although, of course, he knew the

mayor would@ not consider himself re-

sponsible for the utterances such a

firebrand as he would make. If he

did, something “really awful” would

likely happen to him.

During the course of his remarks he
held up a wallet filled with letters of
sorrowing people whose homes had
been broken up by liquor. No person
he said could weigh-the awful load of
misery which it contained. He wished,
he said, no jellyfish prohibitionists.
“I hate the liquor traffic and will give
it no quarter in this town.” There are
breweries in the city, and he said that
he intended to read out the names of
every public man who holds shares in
them or i8 in any way connected with
the traffic. If there is to be any libel
suit let them look to him.

We want first to tear down the
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liquor traffic, he said, but there is also
good work to be done in building up.
The rescue of the drunkard is splen-
did work, but most of all we must get
at the source of the evil.

He scorned the idea ‘that a law had
better be repealed because it could not
be enforced. In England such an idca
would not be tolerated. He had heard
this argument in the United States and
told them that no Englishman would
tolerate it. At Chicago he stated
Mayor Dunne was a perjurer because
he had not enforced the law as he had
sworn to, and had been called an “In-
solent English pup” by the press. Now
e learns with surprise that people
positively suggest here also that a law
on the books cannot be enforced.

During the evening a number of mu-
sical selections were carried out, in-
cluding solos by Mrs, Tufts and Miss
Seaton and a clarionet solo by Fred
Jones. At the conclusion refreshments
were served and Mr. Smith was intro-
duced to the people present.

THE CURTAMN LIFTED.,

York Theatre was crowded to the
doors yesterday afternoon to hear Mr.
Smith speak on “The Curtain Lifted.”
The speaker was introduced by Dr.
Stockton, M. P., who spoke of the good
Mr. Smith had done, and said that he
was glad to be upon the platform with
him.

Mr. Smith in beginning said that he
was pleised to see such a magnifi-
cent audience. He knew that there
were many temperance people in the
dudience and he hoped many of its
oppanents, The latter he welcomed
the more heartily. He said that he
came not so much to inform the
minds of his audience of the evil
which lay around them, but to show
its significance. It has been said
against temperance workers that they
put their work before the Gospel. This
might be true of jndividuals, but he
was a tee-totaler because he was a
Christian, and this is true of the tem-
perance people generally.

Let the people of St. John know now
that war has been declared, war on
the liquor traffic. He put his gun on
God’'s Word and took accurate sight

and fired. If any public man or any
church gets in the firing line
they are likely to get hit.

He wished at this meting to raise the

curtain of comedy which covers the
tragedy of the drunkard. He gave
some personal experiences to show

what he meant. Once a gentlemanly
looking man had come up to him, very
much the worse for liquor, and had
asked him if .he would do him a per-
sonal favor. Mr. Smith said that he
would be glad and had his hand in his
pocket to get out a pledge card, think-
ing that the man inteded to take the
pledge. ‘“Well, thanks very much, old
couple,” said the drunkard and his
hand seached unsteadily for his pock-
ket, then pulling out a sixpence he
aesked Mr. Smith to get a hair cut.
(Mr. Smith wears his hair fairly long,
and the audtence laughed). This is the
comedy, said Mr. Smith, but if anyone
had gone to the home which had been
broken up that would have been the
tragedy.

Mr. Smith spoke about the danger
which the moderate drinker was in
even with the strongest of wills.

JM. Courlneu Afraid Canada
IS Spending Too Much

Ex-Deputy Finance Minister Gives Inter-
esting Address Before the
Canadian Club

° o

TORONTO, Nov. 19.—A note of warn-
ing was sounded by J. M. Courtney,
C. M. G, ex-deputy finance minister
of Canada in an address before the
Canadian Club today upon the fiscal
system of Canada. In reference to
the »>ublic expenditure, Mr. Courtney
said that certain classes of expendi-
ture, properly regulated, are eminent-
ly desirable to be made and should be
encouraged. He could even allow that
in the recent great development there
may be excused a little swagger®and
extravagance, but, allowing all this,
he was afraid Canada was spending
too much. -

It seemed to him that Mr. Glad-
stone’s favorite formula might be ad-
opted. Canada out of its abundance
might redeem its indebtedness, or
might reduce its taxation, or it might,
without adding to its debt, pay for its
great national works.

At the present time every effort
should be made to save. There are
large maturing liabilities to be met of
loans made some 25 or 30 years back,
and it will require all the wisdom of
the government to meet the future and
preserve our high credit. For these
reasons he thought that expenditure
should should be critically scanned
and that a halt should be called in
many instances

Mr. Courtney uttered a word of cau-
tion regarding the possible danger to
Canada that might arice from the un-
due exploitation of foreign capital in
developing Canadian interests. It be-
nhooved Canadian financiers to be care-
ful in floating Canadian enterprises
abroad, and, above all things to keep
Canadian credit at a high level.

FORT WILLIAM, Nov. 19.—In the
same terrific gale which drove the Ca-
nadian steamer Theane on the rocks
and totally destroyed her, the Canadian
steamer Strathcona and the American
steamer Phillip Minch were also blown
ashore. Both crews are safe. The
Minch may be a total loss.- She is a
steel ship 480 feet long, 52 feet beam
and owned in Cleveland. The Strath-
cona is owned by the Hamilton and
Fort Willlam Navigation Company
and was built in 1900 and is 255 feet in
length and 43 feet beam

The steamer Winona, which went
ashore on Manitoulin Island, has been
released and is returning to Colling-
wood to go into a dry dock.

Wants Fuller. Information from Rival
Company In Regard to Kind of
Coal They Want,

MONTREAL, Nov. 19.—The Dominion
Iron and’ Steel Company today re-
‘ceived a letter from James Ross, pre-
sident of the Dominion Coal Company,
in reply to the former’s proposition of
November 15 with reference to coal re-

quirements. Following is the letter:
Dominion Iron and Steel Co. Ltd,
Montreal:

Gentlemen—With further reference
to your letter of November 15th, I beg
to say that we are making inquiries
with a view to determining what coal
we may have available for sale to you
after providing for our present custom-
ers.

With regard to that part of your let-
ter in which you state that you require
45,000 tons per month for two months
from this date and 75,000 tons per
month thereafter, we beg to say that
what we may be able to do will depend
on whether the specificatioh for coal
permits us to use all our pits and all
seams or only some of them.

You do not, however, give us any in-
formation as to what kind of coal you
wish to purchase beyond saying that
it is to be coal suitable to your re-
quirements, We do not in any of our
contracts undertake that coal sold will
be suitable to requirements of parti-
cular customers, as we cannot control
the quality of coal that comes from
any of our mines, but we are willing
to consider a contract to sell run-of-
mine or slack at our option and to de-
Hver either or both at the same time,
all coal to be reasonably free from
stone and shale and from specified
mines or specified seams, We would
like to know also whether or not you
propose to wash the coal.

Most of your directors have not been
at Sydney in recent years and are not
familiar with the situation there since
your company abandoned its lease of
our property and threw upon us, under

FRIENDSHIP WITH GERMANY

Premier Clemenceau Tells What His Country Has Done, and

How the Vacillating

Policy of Germany

Has Upset All Plans.

BERLIN, Nov. 19—The Tageblatt to-
day printed a despatch from Paris de-
tailing an interview which its corres-
pondent at the FrencH capital had with
Premier Clemenceau and Foreign Min-
ister Pichon the day before Chancellor
Von Bueclow delivered his recent speech
in the Reichstag on Germans foreign
relations.

M. Clemenceau after referring to the
attacks of the German press on the
new French ministry, is quoted as say-
ing:

“The Germans have one fault. They
treat us one moment with exquisite
politeness and the néxt moment with
exaggerated brusqueness. Before the
Moroccan affair the feeling here had
greatly improved and there were many
people among us who regarded a
rappreachment with Germany as very
desirable and I readily admit that the

Emperor personally played a large part |

in bringing this state of affairs about.
Then, although we discarCed M. Del-
casse, (as foreign minister) the Ger-
man press attacked the papers even
asserting that Germany could get from
the United States the milliards neces-

sary for a German-French war. Thus
lthe Moroccan affair resulted in the

loss of the ground which had been

gained in previous years.

“I do not want war and no one else
here wants war., We desire good rela-
.tions with all foreign countries and if
| these relations are not satisfactory we
| are desirous of improving themi. Of
course we must always be strong and
y prepared for everything, but that does
not mean that we want war. On the
| contrary, aayone who desires war
would be regarded as demented and it
was because we thought so that we
i overthrew M. Delcasse who did not
| want war but whose policy might have
led to war. 1t would be impossible for
us to pursue a warlike policy for par-

Claimed Vessel Was Unsea-
worthy and Crew Starved

Letter From Member of Grew States
ateamer Is Practically @ Wreck
and too Light for Arctic Work

A despatch to the New York Herald
from North Sydney says: A letter to
his brother from Harry Shortall, one
of the crew of the Roosevelt, Commo-
dore Peary’s Arctic steamship, gives
particulars of a strike among the crew
of the vessel at Hopedale, one of the
most northerly ports on the Canadian
Labrador, when the expedition was at
that place on October 22, Shortall
states in his letter that the mate, boat-
swain, four sailors and four firemen re-
fused to go further in the Roesevelt on
account of her unseaworthy condition.

She was leaking badly at that time
and had her stern crushed in. They
had then the third rudder in use, two
having previously been lost in the ice
floes. The crew were in a state of star-
vation and were living 'in such squal-
lor and filth that their physical condi-
tion , would be permanently impaired.
The hardships they endured in the po-
lar regions were indescribable.

Members of the crew demanded a
survey on the Roosevelt, but neither

lett would consent to this, and neither
would they consent to the crew going
home to St. Johns by the steamer Vir-
ginia Lake, as they wished to do.
Shortall says they had the hardest time
of any ship that ever was afloat, that
the story of their sufferings and hard-
ships would fill a volume and that un-
der no circumstances would any of
them ever again go north on a similar
expedition.

‘When the Roosevelt left North Syd-
ney she had three bollers, but before
she reached Greenland two of them
had burst. He also stated that the
ship was anything but strong, was un-
fit for arctic work, and, as he express-
ed it, ‘“‘after getting into heavy ice she
used to go together like an accordion
playing music.” She was altogether
too light for the work of forcing
through the floes to the pole, and when
she reached Hopedale there was only
one pintle in her rudder, and the crew
objected to going further in her, fear-
ing that she would be lost.

On the way mnorth, he says ,they land-
ed part of the stores, Commander
Peary telling them that in fifteen
months’ time there would be a relief
ship down to them, but such a ship
never came nor did they get the stores
promised to come by her. Since August
last they had been living on two meals
a day, and criticised the commander in
the strongest terms possible.

DENY RUMORS OF
WIRELESS DEAL

her arrival spread quickly, and the re-
port followed that she was a new pur-
chase by the C. P. R.

The officials at present in St. John
confirmed the report, but say they do
not know just where the néw tow boat
or tender will be used, t that it is
possible she will be sent to Halifax to
act as a tender for the landing of the
mails. It is learned, however, from
good authority that the tug will re-
main right here in St. John harbor,
where she will have the most work to
do. In Halifax there will be only the
Canadian mails to handle, while in this
port there are the passengers, eastern
mails and baggage, and she will also
assist in the docking and other towing
for the C. P. R. steamers. Local tug
boat owners lilke some others expect
that the Cruizer will go to Halifax
and do not discuss further the matter
of towing for this season. :

The new purchase of the C.'P. R. is
one of the finest and most powerful
tow boats that has ever visited the
port. At eleven o’clock she docked at
the new McLeod wharf and is the cen-
tre of interest along the harbor frout.
When a Star reporter climbed on
board he was kindly met by Captain
Richaré J. Walter, who is in com-
mand, and Captain John Edward
Hicks, who was the navigator of the
steamer on her voyage to this port.

The Cruizer flew to the breeze from
her foremast a white flag with her
name in green letters, bordered with
Shamrocks. In answer to the report-
er's inquiry if the ship was an Irish
boat, Captain Walter laughed and
Thomas Lipton, ‘“‘and,” said the Capt.,

She is schooner rig, constructed of
iron and has accommodation for 364
passengers outside the harbor and in-
side the harbor for 700 passengers and
20 of a crew. Her officers and men now
number 15. The officers’ quarters are
aft and the firemen and sailors fore-
ward. The Cruizer was built in 1895 in
Glasgow by Wm. Hamilton and Co. for
the Clyde Shipping Company, Ltd. She
was then purchased by the Liverpool
Steam Tug Company, Ltd., who owned
her for the past seven years with the
exception of the year Sir Thomas Lip-
ton had her. She was purchased only
about three weeks ago by the
C. P. R, and before she left the
Old Country transferred passengers at
Belfast to the C. P. R. steamer bound
for Canada.
