" Russians Report an Increasing
Toll of Captured Cannon—
(zar’s Forces Now Nearing Tre-
bizond—An Important Turkish
Black Sea Port

PETROGRAD, March 3.—The Rus-
gian advance in Asia Minor is proceed-
ing along the three main lines, from
Erzerum towards Trebizond, Sivas
and Bitlis, meeting with equal success
jn all three directions. Since there
has been no serious Turkish resist-
ance since the fall of Erzerum there
is little to record in this theatre of
operations, except a continued for-
ward sweep of the Russian armies,
retarded only by the rugged charact-
er of the cduntry, and the severity of

weather. In th®ir retreat the

‘urks appear to have been mainly oc-
cupied with attempis to save their
guns and equipment, in which they
were only partially successful as the
Ilussians report an increasing”toll of
captured cannon, which the Turks

re forced to abandon.

The Turks are said to be strength-
ening the fortifications at Sivas, which
is about two hundred miles west of
Jrzerum, this point being the only
one considered here as likely to be a
serious obstruction to the westward
progress of the Russlans. It is be-

lieved to be improbable that the Turks

will attempts tof make a stand until
Sivas is reached. Turkish reinforce-
ments. are pouring daily into this
centre:

In the north and south passes the
Russians are’ progressing. Their
forces are close up to Trebizond and
Bitlis and the Russiano ccupation of
both these cities is momentarily ex-
pected. This successful co-ordination
between the different Russian army
groups is enabling the main army,
which is proceeding due west from
Erzerum, to continue its advance
without reaching out too far ahead of
its supporting wings and becoming
subject to flanking attacks from the
Turks.

There is no recent official news re-
garding the progress of the Russian
forces in Persia, but with Kerman-
shah safe in their hands, they are
now reported moving towards the
British forceg in Mesopotamia. The

In the sector of Douaumont
Village, after several unsuccessful at-
tempts, which were repulsed with
very heavy losses for the enemy, the
Germans succeeded in gaining a foot-
ing in Douaumont Village, \\here
fighting continues with great 1nten-
sity. A little to the east, the Vaux
Village was at the same. hour attack-
ed by .thé enemy. Assaults made to
t}xe north and north-east of .that vil-
lage were checked and stopped ‘by our
crossfires and by our machine guns.
The Germans had to withdraw, after
leaving a great number of corpses in
our wire entanglements.

In the Woevre yesterday and during
the night bombardment was kept up,
but enemy activity was stopped . by
The enemy did not
come out west of the Meuse, Malan-
court and Hancourt regions. The
Germans continue active bombard-
ment.

PARIS, Mar. 3.—It was announced
by the French Ministry of Marine to-
tday that there were nearly 4,000 men
on board the French auxiliary cruiser
Provence, when she was sunk in the
Mediterranean on Feby. 26th. It is
stated that on board were the staff of
the third Celonial infantry regiment,
the third battalion, and second ma-
chine gun company, as well as one
extra company—in all, nearly 4,000
men.

The Ministry of Marine on Feb. 29th
announced that the number of sur-
vivors of the disaster was estimat-
ed to be 870. It is indicated from the
foregoing despatch that upwards of
3,130 lives were lost. The loss of
more “than three thousand lives by
the sinking of the Provence is. the
greatest ocean disaster of modern
times up to the present.

The largest number of lives ever
lost - in one wreck was when the
White Star liner Titanie struck an
iceberg off Newfoundland Banks on
April 14th, 1912, and sank with a
death loss of 1,595; the rescued num-
bering 743. , |

Story in Detail of Capture
Erzerum Reached Petrograd

of the Russians

Turkish Garrison of Inner Forts Made Feeble Re
sistance and Beat Hasty Retreat on Approach

PETROGRAD, Feb. 22.—(Via Lon-
don)—The first story in detail of the
capture of Erzerum by the Russians,
reached Petrograd seémi-officially to
day. It shows complete co-operation
of Russian troops over a wide area,
which made useless resistance on the
part of the Turks. Apparently the
Turks ‘realized the fall of Erzerum
was inevitable, and withdrew most of
their forces before the final onslaught
leaving the garrisons of the widely
separated forts to their fate.

The campaign began to reach its
climax in the last days of January.
The troops of General P—— from
the north and those of General K
moved against the first line forts,
under most severe weather conditions.
The -Russiang dragged their artillery
to the heights surrounding the fort-
resses, and when all was ready be-
gan to bombard forts Kara, Gundek,
twenty miles, and fort Datan Gez, 15
miles nor#heast of Erzerum, prepara-
tory to the bayonet assault.

On January 29, both forts capitul-
ated. The taking of Datan Gez made!
a. breach in the outer line defences
along the Deve Boinu range n front
of the city. The capture of Kara Gu-
dek opened a direct passage through
the Karabagas Pass to the city pro-
per from the north-east’

Fort Tafta lies midway Dbetween
these two fortresses. In a night at-
tack on January 30, this - fort was
captured, leaving only Chaban Debe
between e two armies operating
from this quarter.

Dear Sir,—I read in a late issue of
your paper the article on “The Mi-
gration of Codfish:” In suppert of
the contention or admission that cod-
fish migrates as the season advances,
not merely moving from place to
place, from a small:area where they
live during the winter, but go in their
quest of food hundreds of miles. .

A story came to my mind in which
an old and well-known cod and seal
fisherman figured. In the old days
from Cape Dollard Bank and all al-
ong the Southern Shore, from Cape
St. Francis, or in fact Baccalieu, to
Cape Race, - were all favorite fishing
grounds for the Western hoats from
places in Conception Bay. Those
Western boats were used up to some
forty years ago, the last man that
carried on the fishing was John Bar-
rett of Bishop’s Cove. 4

The story as told me, was that a
vyoung man of Bay Roberts” was fish-
ing with his father at Cape Bollard
Bank during the month of August, and
herring-pigs were being used as bait.
This young man in getting a pig for
his hook threw his knife overboard
instead of the offal. He was put out
by the loss of his knife and always
the subject of a joke for sometime
afterwards. :

The same fall the Bacalieu grounds
were visited, and. one ‘day the young
| man caught a large fish, and as he
threw it on the -gang boards -of the
boat something fell from the mouth
of the fish,” which proved to be the
very knife that he had thrown over-
board the previous August on Cape
Bollard Bank. The distance from
one place to the other is about 120

being perfectly reliable. This is
especially true of men who are re-
sponsible for the moulding of pub-
lic opifiion, as journalists are sup
posed to be.

What a difference there is be-
tween the power of a man who is
telling-the truth and is conscious
that he is backed up by the eter-
nal principles of right and justice,
and the man who is lying, and is
conscious of it? Every time he
deceives he knows that he has to
cover his tracks. Mosdell cannot
even cover his tracks, for litera
seripts Manmet; he is convitted by
his own utteramces, as we have
proved hundreds of times. He is
constantly on thorns for fear of
dtscovery, for everything in his
‘own natare is trymg to befray
him.

The truthful man can look the

Wiy is it that a single man with-
out wealth or position has so often
exercised such marvelious power
in the world? Simply because he
was supported by principle; be-
cause one man WHILE THE
RIGHT IS ALWAYS A MAJOR-
ITY and can stand against the
world for principle—is INVIN.
CIPLE. One man in the right has
often béén more than a match for
thousands in the wrong.

This is what made such .men as
Abraham Lincoln (not Abraham
Kean) such a giant;. he always
stood for truth and justice. He
believed what he 'said; and he
knew. that the very structure of
the universe was backing him. He
knew that behind him there was
soniething greater than oratory,
mightier than words, and which
multiplied his -ability a thousand-
fold. |

Right speaks with the force of
law. When a man feels that he is
buttressed by the right, entrench-
ed in truth, he does not feel weak,
though the world be against him.
He feels the everiasting arm about
him, because he knows that noth-
ing can be so-mighty as the right.

This is practically what lends
strength to the British Empite to-
day which is fighting the.cause of
justice and right against Prussiah
militarism; were it othérwise,

Britain would not' have the moral

support of the.millions of. intell-
gent neutrals who'are not worship-
pers at the shrine of. the pocket-
book.

The man who goes through the
world sailing under falsé colors,
trying to make black appear
white, apologizinng for iniquitous
polities, or bolstefing up tottering
reputations will have a hard time
of it. Nobody will believe him no
matter how facile his pen, How
smooth his tongue, how intelligent
Things
are so ordained that if a man is
ever to get very far, or to accom-
plish very much in this world, he
must be honest for the whole
structure of natural law is pledged
to defeat the lie, the sham, and
the time-server.

Does it pay to sell one’s birth-
right for a little mess of pottage?
Can a little pittance which is the
lot of a newspaper editor in this
courtry, or even a little temporary
satisfaction born of vindictive-
ness, compensate for the contemipt
of one’s better self, for the isola-
tion which one feels when con-
demned by his felow-mén and ex-
iled from his own self-respect be-
cduse of his own self-inflicted in-
famy?

The time will come, when a liar
will be despised and ostracised by
all decent people. The liar is a
mere butrlesque of a manh, a per-
vertéed hufhati being. Weé might
as well call a' composition full of
‘discordant notes, played on an in-
strument out of tune, by the name
of music, as to call him a man who
has violated the fundamental prifi-
ciples of his God-given ‘nature.
