OTTAWA, Ont.. Jan. 21.—Three 

persons were killed, half a dozen ser­
iously injured and property loss on 
the building and prize live stock to 
the amount of about $100,000 caused 
by an explosion of the heating plant 
at Howick pavilion this morning, 
where the eastern Ontario live stock 
show is being held.

Life of Strathocna.
The late Lord Strathcona was the 

son of Alexander S. Smith and his 
wife Barbara and was born in Forres, 
Morayshire, Scotland, on August 6, 
1820. He was educated there and in 
1838 came to Canada as an employee 
of the Hudson Bay Company. Don­
ald Alexandra Smith as he then was, 
spent, thirteen years on the Labrador 
coast and was afterwards stationed 
in the Canadian northwest, with 
whose after-history and development 
he had much to do. Ultimately he 
became a chief factor of his company 
and subsequently was made its resi­
dent governor and chief coifimission- 
er in Canada.

Mr. Smith first came into promin­
ence as a public man during the Reill 
rebellion in the Red River district of 
Manitoba and as special commis­
sioner of the Dominion Government 
inquired into the disturbances. For 
his exhibition of tact he was thanked 
by the Governor-in-Council. He was 
returned to the legislature of Mani­
toba for Winnipeg and St. John, was 
called to the northwest territorial 
council' and was later returned as a 
member for Selkirk in the House of 
Commons. He was defeated at a 
bye-election for the Dominion House

LORD STRATHCONA.

The following resolution has been 
passed by the official board of Wel­
lington Street Church, relative to the 
call received by Rev. R. D. Hamilton 
to St. Catharines.

“XVje the members of the official 
board of the* Wellington St. Meth­
odist Church, desire to place ou re­
cord out licarty appreciation of thfe 
splendid services our beloved pas­
tor.

At the regular meeting of the Far- 
rin.gdon Debating Society, on Tues­
day evening, the government ,intro­
duced the following resolution: “Re­
solved that legislation be enacted .to 
provide for the establishment of a 
co-operative mortgage association 
for the raising of funds on mortgage 
bonds and the granting of loans to 
farmers on mortgage security for ap­
proved agricultural productive or im­
provement purposes only."’

The government pointed out the 
importance of cheap money to the 
farmers of the West, enabling them 
to develop their land and improve 
their stock and buildings. At the.pres­
ent time they are compelled to pay 
from 8 to 15 per cent (interest on first 
mortgage.

The government proposed to make 
a grant of $50,000 to establish a Do­
minion co-operative .mortgage associ­
ation and to guarantee their bonds 
for a number of years. Any farmer 
desirilng to borrow would then form 
an independent society under the par­
ent association. Money would only be 
lent up to 40 per cent, ot the value of 
the farm, although the farmer would 
■he liable to sq per cent, more than 
he borrowed in order to make good 
any loss. The money" thus obtained 
could only be expended on improve­
ments, and as each farmer is liable 
to make good his neighbor's loss, he 
would see that it is properly used. 
The association is not founded for the 
purpose of profit, merely sufficient to 
pay running expenses and to provide 
for a small rest account, will be 
charged.

It is estimated that the borrower 
will save about 2 per cent as the gov­
ernment guaranteed bonds will be gilt 
edge security. When the association 
is firmly established the government 
purposes to entirely withdraw and al­
low the farmers to carry it on.

The Opposition attacked the reso­
lution on the grounds that the State 
has no right to lend its credit to one 
particular class of people,and that the 
manufacturer and the merchant have 
just as much right to use state credit 
as the farmer.

QUEBEC, Jan. 21—The death of 

Lord Strathcona will have a material 
effect on the revenue of the province 
for the current year. It is under­
stood that the immense buildings of 
the late high commissioner will fall 
under the succession law of Quebec, 
and calculations are easily made that 
the revenue from the estate will 
amount up to millions of dollars.

It is said it was anticipated that 
the value of the holdings was about 
$80,oco.ooo, and if so, the succession 
duties at eight per cent, would amount 
to $6,400,000. This amount will very 
likely be modified when the value of 
the estate in Quebec is known, as 
this very point has arisen over the 
judgntent of the Privy Council in the 
Cotton case. At all events the pro­
vince is expecting to benefit to the 
extent of several millions by the death 
of Lend Strathcona.

WINNIPEG, Man., Jan. 21—Pro­

found regret was expressed in the 
Legislature last night when the mem­
bers were apprised of the death of 
Lord Strathcona and public tributes 
were paid from the floor of the house 
for the government by Sir Rodmond 
Roblin, and for the opposition by 
their leader, T. C. Norris.

DETROIT, Jan. 21.—“Operations 
upon the heart and lungs, within a 
very few years will be performed as 
commonly and as successfully as op­
erations upon the abdominal cavity, ’ 
said Dr. B. Merrill Ricketts, the emi­
nent Cincinnati surgeon and patho­
logist, in explaining his method of 
producing artificial respiration by 
mechanical means, the essential fac­
tor in operating upon the thorax, be­
fore the Wayne County Medical As­
sociation here last night 

“I have sewed up stiletto wounds, 
taken bullets from the heart and pa­
tients have recovered,” said Dr. Ric­
ketts, who also demonstrated his in- 
tra thoracic operations on a dog, 
which was first put completely under 
the influence of ether with ‘the anae- 
thetizing apparatus. This apparatus 
would resuscitate people who had 
been drowned and restore patients 
who had been poisoned by any of the 
poisons which cause paralysis of the 
respiratory muscles. In one case of 
morphine poisoning the apparatus, 
which was so simple that any doctor 
could make it for himself, was used 
for four days before action of the re­
spiratory muscles was restored.

“Within a few years," he said, “[ 
believe that every factory, every drug 
store, every ambulance will be equip­
ped with this apparatus and many 
lives will be saved by it§ use.’

Smith, in 1873. at his first session in 
parliament. He was then a compara­
tively young ntan, rugged, well set 
up, and with red hair and red whis­
kers: I noticed -one of his peculiarities 
which was that he stood aloof from 
all the members of the ljouse, a cir­
cumstance in striking contrast with 
the hospitality which he showed to 
both members of the house of 
Loins and the senate. He spoke sel­
dom, but when the Interests of Mani­
toba were concerned he spoke wiith a 
great deal of energy and with full 
knowledge of the facts.

Though a party politician, he evi­
dently was not as -much under party 
control as the average members of 
parliamentt and on more occasions 
than one he resisted the party Whip 
and took his own course. A nofable 
speech made just before the fall of 
Sir John Macdlo-nald's government’ in 
1873 showed his independence of po­
litical subserviency.
