Summer--Natives Ask Protection Against
Missionaries--Superior Band ‘True to
Old Traditions :

Secluded from the haunts of the
white ‘man through the inaccessibility
of their solitude, and where fish and
game abound, a band of Cree Indians
are preserving the best traditions-of
their race and resent the intrusion of
the settler and - ask 'protection
against missionaries.

The reserve referred to is situated
south of Star City, on the Melfort
line of the C.N.R.. 'Inspector Gra-
ham of the Indian department re-
lated to The ‘West his experiences
during a forty day
country to locate these Indians. This
summer he received word -from Otta-
wa to proceed north to find Indians
who were supposed to' live on a re-
serve the proper survey bounds of
which had never beeri given them. He
consequently had a  caravan fitted
out consisting of five- teams and veh-
icles which was in charge of hali-
breeds. Mrs. Graham accompanied
him and they took their Indian ‘ser-
vants with thems . Proceeding irom
“their. home at File Hills they made
their way north through a very in-
hospitable piece of country and at
times - were driven almost tfo the
point %f despair so frequent were the
obstacles to team travel. " Big mus-
kegs had to be crossed and the spruce
forest was - alive with flies. The
roads were peorly indicated, and
were not travelled , in the summer
season. The horses would often get
down and the vehicles were for miles
axle deep in mire. Bent on accom-

plishing his mission however, Inspee-:

tor Graham, supported by his plucky
wife, stayed with the trail and final-
ly reached the native haunt which
they set out to locate. The Indians
were surprised at the approach of
the caravan but Inspector Graham
addressed ~the- chief in Cree and
friendly greetings were exchanged.

One evening after the relatioms of
the Indians and the official were fully
established and after the inspector
had successfully impressed them with
the good intentions of the govern-
ment, the chief called his, counsellors
together and entertained ~Mr. -and
Mrs. Graham. He said he never be-
fore sang a song, but he infended to
on that occasion, He " first recited
the early traditions of the band and
their final location at their present
reserve. = He expressed his gratitude
to the official, whom he recognised as
their White Father, for what he had

given” them for the future. Then the
old Chief sang in Cree a verse of
Thanksgiving, after which he hade a
ibrief speech. He told his counsellors
. that the occasion was- the brightest
day in  his life, for now he had no
fear as to the future of the little

GERMANS WON
BALLOON RACE

" Greatest Aerial Event in Hist-’
ory—Most of Machines were
Out Forty Hours--Story Full

of interest

St. Louis, Oct. 23.—The second in-
ternational balloon contest is over,
the cup going to the German naviga-
tors of the Pommern, Oscar Erbslor
and Professor -Clayton,  who landed
this morning at Ashbury party, 880
miles on™an - air line from the start-
ing .point. :

Intense interest in the race was
evident throughout the two contin-
ents and the result was in doubt.up
tilt a late hour this alternoon.

“Great sympathy is expressed on all
sides for the unfortunate circumstan-
ces which compelled - Griffith Bromer
and Lieut. Claude Brabazon to make
a landing in Ohio, only 875 miles
from St. Louis. “Brabazon showed
signs of illness shortly after the
start and his condition was such that{
his companion deemed it advisable to
secure medical attendance for him
without any unnecessary delay. In
spite of the protests of Brabazon,
Bromer made the landing, fully real-
izing at the ‘time that the action
meant his losing all chance of win-
ning the cup. :
