' Rlodes is credited with being re-
sponsxble,.for -the. present war by many
 pupers atd-people, gaid -Mr. - de Noon;.
but every right-minded man in Africa
knows that there would have been war
just the same had there never been any
Cecil Rhodes. Many are only ready to
seé the bad points of Rhodes—and it is
admitted that he has many—but still
he has many good ones, and thére is no
man in thé world who has a keener in
sight into the future of Sonth Africa
than the. same Cecil Rnodes. He has
made a fortune in. the country, hut un
like many, he has not “trekked home to
spend it. Much of his private capital
has been  used in the bulding .up of
many of his African enterprises. Take
for instance the Beira-Fort “Salisbury
{railway, giving Rhodesia communica-
tion with the east coast. . He could not
get the .government to build this.line,
and rather than let it drop, he came
forward with his own money.
