NATIONAL SCHOOLS

The Terms of the Agreement
With Manitoba

AS REPORTED FROM THE CAPITAL

Uniformizy Must be Observed in the Text
Beoks -Provincial Government Will
Have Control and Teachers Must
be Properly Qualified—Mr.

Sliton to be sworn In.

Ottawa, Nov. 15.—(Special.)—Mr, Sit-
ton will be here to-morrow, but his
stay in Ottawa will be brief. He will
be immediately sworn in as Minister
of the Interior and at once retwn to
Manitoba to seek ¢lection. Noumina-
tion in Brandon is fixed for Friday,
Nov. 27, and polling for Dec. 4.

»Oné of the Ministers informed me
yesterday that documents showing the

exact nature of the compromise will
not be* published until Wednesday or
Thursday of this week, but public in-
terest in themm has been largeiy dis-
counted. To-night I am in a position
to give a fuller synopsis of them than
heretofore made public.

All * the schools in the province
are to be under the control of the
Education Department, existing regula-
tions to apply to schools in Catholic
equally as in Protestant districts, and
provincial inspectors to have complete
jurisdiction. Uniform text books must
be used, and teachers must be properly
qualified, being compelled to take the
prescribed normal school course and
pass the usual examinations. All
school work is to be of a purely secular
character, and to occupy the whole f
the schoool day with the exception of
the last half hour, when a minister of
any r_ollglous denomination may visit
the school to instruct the children of
parents belonging to his religious de-
nomination, provided the parents are
willing. In cases where a parent ob-
jects to such relizious instruction, re-
gular school work is to continue until
the close of the school day. In dis-
tricts having dn average attendance
of 25 Roman Catholic children the
teacher is to be a Roman Catholie, but
fully qualified according to the require-
ments of the IRducation Department,
while in districts where children speak
French wholly they are to have a
teacher . speaking both French and
English, so that they may learn Eng-
lish as rapidly as possible. The read-
ers to be used in such schools must be
bilingual, that is, the gelections are to
be-printed in both languages, as now is
the case with the readers used in the
French districts of Eastern Ontarlo, 50
that children will grow up from the
first accustomed to the English lan-
guage. The principles involved in the
settlement will be incorporated into
the Provincial Education Act, but no
Dominion legislation will be necessary.

How the Capabilities of the
Children are Tested.

New York, Nov. 15.—(Special.)—Hon.
Geo. W. Ross, Minister of Iducation
for the Province of Ontario, who is on
a visit to the United States in search
of light upon educational methods,
visited the Workingmen's School of . the
Society for Ethical Culture Thursday,
and inspected the system of manual
training pursued there. Canada has
its problems like the United State:
One of them, according to Mr. Ross, is
the ever-growing neglect of the farm
and the shops by the young They
rush to the office, to the desk and to
professional life. They make the citics
grow when the farms are de=erted.
The symptom is not unfamiliar on this
side of the lakes. It is with the hope
of developing a new interest in the
slighted, but vital pursuits, that the
plan of introducing manual instruction
in the Canadian schools is under cun-
sideration, and it was this that brought
the Minister to the States. He had
visited Boston, and came straight from
that city to see Dr. Felix Adler's work.
He told the doctor that they hoped in
Canada to begin with the youngster at
16 years old.

Dr. Adler shook his head. “It is 100
late,” he said ; ‘“better late than never,
to be sure, but why not begin earlier ?
Why not let the faculty develop with
the rest, grow like a tree ? Don't saw
it off. You have kindergartens, and
you start the plan there. Al kinder-
gartens do. Then let it go right alonz
with the school instruction after the
child enters the primary class. It will
take no time from the other instruc-
tion, only make it easier to digest. L
is merely developing the whole boy ir
stead of only one side of him. If yoa
drop the manual training to resume it
after four or five years, it is as if you
had sawed off the young shootl. It
will grow again, but not as straight
and symmetrical as if you had not
sawed it off.” .

Mr. Ross nodded thoughtfully. The
idea was new to him, evidently, but it
had taken root.

With Dr. Adler, Mr. Ross went OVer
the school from top to bottom. The
building at 109 West Fifty-Fouith-
street-was-erowded_with pupil intent
upon their various tasks. The soclely
educates 400 children in round num-
bers, about three-fourths of them
children of workingmen. The other
fourth are pay-scholal who have heen
admitted within the st few years.

To per-
form it properly, they were obliged to
remove a large portion of the roof of
the patient's. head, and advantage
was taken of the opportunity to make

Different parts of the exposed cere-
bral cortex were touched succe vely
with the points of two electrode con-
veying a mild current of electricity,
and the experimenters found that by
this means they could cause the sick
man to move whatever muscle of his
body they chose. For example, the
left big toe could be made to wriggle
in response to slight irritation at a
certain small spot on the brain sur<
face.

Professors Schaefer and Horsley
knew just how to go about it, because

The dead Archbishop, Edward White
Benson, sprang from an old Yorkshire
family, settled for several cénturies at
Patély Bridge. An ancestor, Christo-
pher Benson, was next of kin to Rob-
ert Benson, Chancellor of the Exche-
quer to Queen Anne, created Baron of
Bingley in 1713, and a Privy Council-
lor. He seems to have held the balance
so evenly between the Whigs and the
correspondent, writing to
Swift, - said “he-had disobliged both
sides so much that neither will once
own him.” Notwithstanding which pro-
he was made Ambassador Ex-
traordinary to the Court of Spain. He
was buried in St. Paul's Chapel, West-
minster, not far from Archbishop
Ussher.

His lectures went through many edi-
tlons.  He has the credit of having in-
vented the term “Tractarians” for the
disciples of Newman, Pusey and their
gchool. He himself belonged to the
broader side of the Evangelical party.
A sermon he preached during the Cri-
mean war is touching for its elogquence
and pathos.

The family of His Grace has already
a historic connection with this coun-
try. Captain White Benson, his grand-
father, having served with his regi-
ment, the 6th Royals, during the rebel-
lion of ’98. It may be mentioned that
a sister of this gentleman married Basil

Montague, the learned editor of Bacon. ‘

By a previous marriage she was the
mother of the wife of Bryan W. Proc-
tor, better known as “Barrry Cornwall”
—a “schoolfellow of Byron at Harrow;
and author of “English Songs"—and
grandmother of the equally famous
Adelaide Proctor, author of “Lyrics
and Legends.”

Archbishop Benson’s father, like the

present Prime Minister, was devoted to |

the science of chemistry, and made
some valuable discoveries therein. He
was also a student jof the Botanical
Society of Edinburgh. The Archbishop
married in 1859 his second cousin, &
daughter of the Rev.. Willlam Sedg-
wick of Skipton, Yorkshire. This lady
is a great grandniece of the Rev. Wil-
llam Carr, who was rector of Bolton
Abbey, and who received the warm
commendation of Wordsworth for what
he did on behalf of that historic spot.

The Primate was born near Birming-
ham in 1829, and went early to King
Edward’s school, then flourishing under
the tutorial reign of Prince Lee. There
he laid the foundation of his sound
classical scholarship, and there he has
as brilliant compeers the late Bishop
Lightfoot, four years his senior, and
the present Bishop Wescott, one year
his junior. He enjoys a distinguished
record at Cambridge, where.he gained
a scholarship and afterwards Fellow-
ship® at Trinity. He graduated B.A.
First Class in the classical tripos in
1852, and senior optime in the ‘mathe-
matical tripos. On the invitation of
Dr. Goulburn he became an assistant

six years, latterly under Dr. Temple,
now Bishop of London.

Afterwards when installing him in
Truro Cathedral Dr. Temple bore this
noble testimony to the new bishop: *I
have known him for nearly twenty
years, with ever increasing intimacy.
I have known
him as a brother, a scholar of the first
rank, a man of the very widest read-
ing, a man of the most genial sympa-
thies.” The Bishop went on to speak
of Kis deep religious life.

In 1853 Wellington College was found-
ed for the education of the sons of de-

ceased officers in memory of the
Duke, with the motto “Heroum 111
and Mr. Benson was elect first

head master. There he did a splendid
work, building up a great'school on the
bare heath, with noble suites 6f houses,
a chapel, library, masters’ houses, five
courts, etc. He left it a flourishing
institution, and bid farewell to tutorial
life in a volume of sermons he publish-
ed conjointly with Dr. Temple. On the
{nvitation of the late Bishop Words-
worth we next find the future Arch-
bishop at Lincoln, where he became ex-
amining chaplain to the bishop, and ac-
cepted a Prebendal Stall in the cath-
edral. Here the ministerial side of his
character came out. His preaching
was gréatly valued, and his wonderful
personzal social influence told on all who
came In contact with him.

In 1872 he did his greatest work In

‘Lincoln, for which his name will long

survive in -the “city set upon the hill.”
Here he refounded and reconstituted
the Scholae Cancellarii between 1872
and 1876, and was made chancellor and
canon of the cathedral. The eyes of
many were now fixed on Edward White
Benson, and in 1877 the call came t0
him to “go up higher.” Until the time
of Edward the Confessor, Devon and
Cornwall had each its own bishop, but
poverty then compelled their union into
one Sce. The anclent diocese of Truro
had now been revived, and on the rec-
ommendation of the Earl of Beacons-
field Canon Benson was appointed its
first bishop. On leaving Lincoln he
published his “Single Heart,” which
was dedicated “To the dear people
of the congregation of Lincoln Cathed-
ral in memory of the last advent tide,
and in gratitude for their ‘Lerters of
commendation to the Church of Corn=
wall’ " The bishop was consecrated
in St. Paul's Cathedral April 25, 1877,
by Archbishop Tait. The occasion was
made much of. No less than nine
hishops were present, nearly -all of
them wearing their crimson convoca~
tion robes. The bishop designate walk-
ed between Dean Church and Canon
Lightfoot; the latter preaching the ser-
mon, which was one worthy of the oc-
casion. At Truro the bishop showed
himseclf a ‘material as well as a spirit-
ual builder.

He plunged into stone and mortar,
and never ceased till he saw the nucC-
leus of a good cathedral rising on the
Site of St. Mary's Church. The nave
was then built at a cost of £100,000. Tt
remained for Bishop Benson to take one
step mofe, and on the death of Arch-
pishop Tait he wae nomingped by Mr.

Ar had taken part
in many leading functions since he be-
came Primate, presiding at the Lam-
beth conference, preaching at church
congresses, uniting members of the
royal family in holy wedlock, and bap-
tizing their children, but probably his
greatest work was the pronouncement
of the famous Lambeth judgment, by
which he seemed to have given peace
to the Church of England and estab-
lished a regime of “Live and let live.”

SILENT “THE SINGER OF AN EMPTY
DAY.

The Famous English Poet a Man Whose
Heart Went Out in Fellowship For the
Poor and the Distressed-He Strove
te Make Life Brighter.

Willlam Morris, on€ of the most fa-
mous poets of his time, was born in
1834 at Walthamstow, near London. His
father, an English merchant, acquired

Jones, he started in London an estab-
lishment for the artistic designing and
manufacture of various articles, espe-
cially wall paper, stained glass, woven
goods and household decorations. The
manufacturing part of the business
has since been moved to Merton Abbey,
Surrey, where much success has been
achleved. At this business the poet
wrought as a designer down to the
close. of his life, devoting only his leis-
ure to the composition of the poetry
that won him wide celebrity.

A-lady who visited the qauint old
place wherein Morris toiled and sang,
thus wrote of her observations there:

In 1867 Mr. Morris published “The
Life and Death of Jason,” a narrative
poem, and in 1868-70 appeared in three
volumes his now famous work, “The
Earthly Paradise,” a number of legen-
dary and romantic tales in verse, re-
cited by a company of travelers who

forts and strangely suggestive of his
turn of mind. It is as follows:

The manufactory consists of a small group
of detached buildings where the vartous
processes of dyeing, stamping and weaving
fabrics of wool, cloth and silk and of stain-
ing -designs upon glass are carried on by
male and female operatives of all ages,
from 14 or 15 upward, and of different de-
grees of skill, runging from the uneducated
machanic or. dye mixer to the intelligent
artist. In the first outhouse that we en-
tered stood great vats of liquid dye, into
which some skeins of unbleached wool were
dipped for our amusement; as they were
brought dripping forth they appeared of
a sea-green color, but after a few minutes’
exposure to the alr they settled Into a fast,
blue. Scrupulous neatness and or-
der reigned everywhere In the establish-
ment; pleasant smells as of dried herbs
exhaled from clean vegetable dyes blent
with the wholesome odors of grass and
flowers and sunny summer warmth that
freely circulated through open doors and
windows. Nowhere was one consctous of
the depressing sense of vonfinement that
usually pervades a factory; there was plen-
ty of air and light even In the buslest
room, filled with the ceaseless din of whir
ring looms, where the artisans sat bending
over the threads;  while the lovely play of
color and beauty of texture of the fabrics
issuing from under their fingers relieved
their work of that character of purely me-
chanical drudgery which is one of the
dreariest features of ordinary factory toll.
Yet this was evidently the department that
entailed the most arduous and sedentary
labor, for as we went out again into the
peaceful stillne of the July landscape
Mr. Morris reverted with a sigh to the
great problem and asked why men should
be imprisoned thus for a lifetime In the
midst of such deafening clatter in order”
to earn a bare subsistence,; while the av-
erage professional man pockets in comfort-
able ease a fee out of all proportion to his
exertions. The obvlous answer, referring
to the relative scarcity of Intellectual as

to lose much of its pertinence when ad-
dressed to a man who had tested both
kinds of labor and could so accurately mea-
sure thelr relative claims. There 18 no
branch of work performed in Mr. Morris’
factory in which he himself is not skilled;
he has rediscovered lost methods and care-
fully studied existing processes. Not only
do his artisans share his profits, but at the
same time they feel that he understands
thelir difficulties and requirements, and that
he can justly estimate and reward their
performances. Thus an admlirable relation
is established between em

ployed, a sort of fra k comn

e¢d by mutunal respect and

this relation Mr. Morrls seems to have
borrowed all that was sound and admirable
from the connection between the mediaeval
master-workman and his artist apprentices.
The excellent custom, restored. from the
generally despised days th preceded the
invention of the ste: , Mr. Morris
has modified by adding thereto that spirit

of intimate, boundless sympathy whech un-
der the name of humanitarianism Is the |
peculiar product, as it is the chief dawning
glory of our age. The exquisite fabrics to
be found in his workshop: which have so
largely influenced English taste in house-
hold decoration, are intended to perform
another service less counsplcuous, but still
more lmportant, than the first.  That the
workman shall take pleasure in his work;
that decent conditions of light and breath-
ing space and cleanliness shall surround
him; that he shall be made to fecl himself
not the brainless “hand,” but the intelll-
gent co-operator, the friend of the man
who directs his lulmn' that his honest toil
shall inevitably, win’fair and comfortable
wages, whatever be the low-water record
of the market price of men; that illness or
trouble befalling him during the term of
his employment shall not mean dismissal
and starvation—these are some of the prob-
lems of which Mr. Morrls’ factory is a no-
ble and successful solution. For himself,
he eschews wealth and fuxury, which are
within easy reach of his versatile and bril-
liant talents, in order that for a few at
least of his brother men he may rob toil
of its drudgery, servitude of its sting and
poverty of its harrors.

His “Love Is Enough, or the Freeing\!
of Pharamond; a Morality,” was given
to the world in 1873. His later publi-
cations are: “The Aeneids of Virgil,
Done Into English Verse,” 1876, and
“The Story of Sigurid, the Volsung,
and the Fall of the Niblungs,”, a poem
in fourteen books, in 1877. In collabora-
tion with M. Eirikr Magnusson, he has
translated a few works from the Ice-
landic, and his translation of the Odys-
sey was published in 1887. In 1889 ap-
peared “The House of the Wolfings,”
and next year followed “hTe Roots of
the Mountains,”” both romances written
in mingled prose and verse. In 1890
he published “The Glittering Plain;’

SHOUTING V8. THINKING.

“Knoxonian” Says the Latter Has Ree
placed the Former in Canada.

We consider the present the best
time Canada ever saw. Business may
be dull in spots and money scarce
everywhere; the population is not in-
creasing fast, and there are no public
works of any account going on, and
yet it is a good time for Canada. Why?
Because.a large number of the people
/have stopped shouting and have be-
gun to think seriously.

There was an immense amount of
shouting at the birth of this Dominion.
Those excellent people called the
Fathers of Confederation shouted
themselves hoarse. Some future Mac-
aulay may tell posterity that Con-
federation had only one father. His
name was not John A. Macdonald, nor
George Brown. His name was Mr.
Deadlock. As a plain matter of fact,
the feeling between Upper and Lower
Canada had become so intense that
government became an impossibility
and Confederation was devised to re-
lieve the situation. The future Mac-
aulay may say that tying together
these provinces by an Act of Parlla-
ment without asking the consent of the
people was one of the /most arbitrary
things ever done by men professed to
believe in government by the people.
When the tie was formed the captains
shouted. A good many of the peo-
ple shouted too.” The ministers aid
something a little like shouting on the
following Sabbath and some of them
shouted very loud on Thanksgiving
Day. There is no shouting now ex-
cept by a man here and there who
wins an election or gets an office. We
have found out that nation-building is
a serious business. We might have
known that before, but our heads were
so swelled that we could not take In
the idea. We have found out for our-
selves that race problems are serious,
that creed.problems are dangerous,
and that school questions are hard to
settle in Canada,as well as in all other
parts of the civilized world. Now that
shouting has given place to serious
thinking, we may accomplish some-
thing.

The Americans shouted vociferously
when they formed the Union and they
kept up the shouting for about a
hundred years. No one could blame
them for shouting loud and long. Had
England been governed as wisely as
Sir John Macdonald or Sir Oliver
could have governed it, the United
States might still be under the British
flag. Our neighbors don’'t shout much
at the present time, except on the
Fourth of July. They know that the

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Mottled Butter.

I have made butter for years which
has sold at the highest price to priv-
ate customers, and I have never heard
a word about its being mottled or
streaked. My manner of operating is
as follows : While the granules are
the size of shot, they ar carefully
washed with water coldinough to
prevent massing. Then after it is
drained the salt is added while the
butter 1s in the churn, turning the
churn from side to side so as to
sprinkle it evenly over it. It may
be necessary to use a large wooden
fork to stir the butter and salt to-
gether; but the point is, whatever the
means employed, to have as many of
these granules as possible come in
direct contact with some of the salt.
When the salt has all been added,
replace the cover of the churn and re-
volve slowly (if a barrel churn), so
that the salt may become thorougHly
incorporated with the butter.

Then drain the butter in the churn
a few minutes, take out upon the
worker and press out the brine suf-
ficiently, leaving the butter in a firm,
waxy mass. When finished, a bit of
it broken (not cut) apart, should pre-
sent the appearance of broken steep,
the pebbly appearance of the latter
being much the same as perfectly-
worked butter.

As ‘will be seen, Vvery much less
manipulation of the worker is requir-
ed by this method than when the but-
ter is churned to a mass before wash-
ing, in order to remove the butter-
milk, and also to Incorporate the salt,
Each granule receives its quota, and
the salt instantly dissolves when it
comes in contact with the moisture of
the butter, thus enclosing the globule
in a film of brine.—Mrs. E. R. Wood, in
Country Gentleman.

THE RESURRECTION.

{
THE SAVIOR’S RISING FROM A LEGAL
POINT OF VIEW.

Qonsidered as & Question to Bbé Tried in
a Court of Law, This Is the Way the
Points in the Lawyer’'s Brief Would
Read -A Clear Defence Case.

L

The first proposition therefore is that
there was nrﬁ§ﬁétIVe for the pagpetra-
tion of a fraud. In all trials involving
crime or fraud the ‘absence or presence
of motives is an important factor.

There was every apparent motive
why Christ should not take the course
He did. He assailed the accepted re-
ligion, a course fraught with danger of
social ostracism, personal violence, ju-
dicial and religious persecution. He
assailed an institution which, the)J0-
mans protected. He could not have
aspired to wealth. His life proved
that. It was not power He sought, for
He preached and practised humility,
and selected as assoclates the poor and
humble. It was not desire for luxury,
for He courted hardship, deprivation
and peril. The evidence shows Him an
honest believer in the importance, di-
rectness and truth of His mission.

Christ's conduct previous to His death
1s inconsistent with the theory of the
fraudulent intention beecause He openly
and repeatedly stated that on the third
day He would rise again from the
dead. .

It is absurd that a man should con-
ceive and carry out a fraud that was
to result in his own death. No motive
but the one the Christian attributes to
Christ is consistent with such a pur-
pose. The man intending to commit
a crime, aims at concealment, other-
wise his purpose would be frustrated.
Christ made no secret of the intended
resurrection. He preached about it
openly. His teaching reached the-ears
of all classes, and were held of enough
importance to demand that efforts be
made for their suppression.

This publicity was not the act of one
intending to commit fraud.-

IIL

When arrested, accused, tried and
executed, Christ’s demeanor was not
that of a guilty man, but was that of
a person wrongfully accused, but who
knew that He must be condemned in
carrying out His mission.

He knew His danger, but made no
effort to escape, nor to rally His ad-
herents to defence of Him. Through-
out His trials He was almost entirely
silent. Pilate, it was plain, was oOb-
posed to His condemnation, but Christ
neither sought nor encouraged his clem-
ency. During the ordeal of execution
He said nothing which showed other
than perfect faith His mission and
perfect honesty of é;pose. Before His
death and during is torment. He
prayed for His persecutors. All these
things are inconsistent with fraudu-
lent intent. He had foretold His death
and was enduring merely what He had
prophesied. His was not the behavior
of -an imposter.

IV.

The execution of Christ was in pur-
suance of a judicial sentence, and we
must presume that it was fully carried
out. He was examined by the persons
whoee duty it was to see that He was
killed, and was declared to be dead.

His prophecy that He would rise on
the. third day, led to the sealing up of
the/Wwrave with a great stone, and the
plating of a strong guard there to pre-
vent the theft of His body. But the
body disappeared. There is no evidence
that anyone was near the tomb hefore
the disappearance. The soldlers, it is
contended, slept. But is it reasonable
that Caesar's soldiers slept when ap-
pointed to a special mission, the out-
come of which was watched by all
fhe world? They must have been in-
duced to testify that they slept. And,
if they slept, what is their testimony
worth?

V.

Thirteen witnesses, unimpeached and
unimpeachable, and whose names are
known, who were well acquainted with
Christ, having met Him many times
before His death, saw and conversed
with Him after the resurrection.

One witness, not an accomplice, is
suffickent to prove the highest offence
known to the law—murder. Under the
Constitution of the United States two
witnesses are required to prove high
treason; three witnesses is the highest
number required to prove the execution
of a will, and even an oral or noncu-
pative will can be proved by seven wit-
nesses. There could have been no miss
taken identity. It is urged that the
500 witnesses were liable to err through
hias. But where was the motive? Their
cause was condemned, their leader
killed, themselves outcasts, Would
they swear falsely to his identification?
It is incredible.

VI

It is sometimes urged that certain
discrepancies in the separate mnarra-
tives of the witnesses tend to weaken
their testimony, and that, having made
some mistakes, they may be mistaken
throughout. This is a very common ar-
gument in court by lawyers dealing
with ignorant or credulous jurors and
appears well calculated to deceive the
thoughtless and inexperienced.

No two witnesses in court, to any
{ncident, will tell precisely the same
story. No two of them will agree on
the details. The reasons are plain.
Every lawyer knows it to be true.
Some people see more in a given time
than others; some are more self-pos-
sessed than others; some have defec-
tive memories and forget minor details,
while others are able to relate more
clearly and precisely what they did see
and hear. So as to the narrators of
Christ’s career on earth and His resur-
rection. o

VIIL

The witnesses to the resurrection of
Christ never contradjcted or denied
their testimony in relation to it, bhut
told the same story as long as they
lived. Their subsequent conduct I8
therefore consistent with the truth of
their story.

This is always competent
especially where the number of wit-
nesses is large. These witnesses all
led exemplary lives. Their reputations
were stainless. As long as life lasted
they lived in poverty, humility and
virtue, as their Master had taught.
Most of them suffered martyrdom, af-
ter preaching the gospel all thelr lives
long, at great personal hazard and
discomfort. Had they not been sin-

cere ‘they would not have p?*rslsled as
they did to the end, nor would the re=
sult of their labor be feit throughout
the civilized world to-day.—Banner of
Gold.

A man in Tallahassee sends to the
Buffalo Express the following curious
account of the use of a divining rod :

“In boring a water well we usc an
auger-twelve- inches in diameter, pull-
ing it out when full and extending
with rods as we go down. The man
who does the most of this work about
here was near my plantation, seven
miles from town, where he had put
down a well eighty feet in a much
lower, place than I wanted mine, and
did not get a good well, as he told
the man he would not. He came to
my place, cut a forked peach tree limhb
ung began walking about where I
wanted the well. At last over went
the peach tree sprout, not far from
where 1 wanted the well. He crossed
the line where It turned, went a few
rods beyond and came back. When
he got to the water line over N went
again.

“I called the man to me, told him
to let the rod run through each hand
an inch or two, told my foreman to
take hold of the end on his side with
his thumb and finger and take his
other hand anw squeeze his thumb and
finger around the end of the rod as
hard as he could with both hands. I
did the same on the other end and we
started for the water line. I kept my
eye on the well man's hands to see
that he did not manipulate the rod
As soon

turned over. as before, in spite of all
three of us holding it. At one end
the bark was wrung off and the small
end was twisted.

“We bored down about fifty-six feet
and found water. We went down to
sixty-five feet and could go no further
on account of so much water.

‘“The rod would not work in my
hands or those of my foreman, but in
the hands of his son, twelve or fifteen
years of age, or in those of an old
negro who was there, it worked well

“One mile west of this place was
an old well forty to forty-five feet
deep and dry part of the time. The
rod would turn slowly over near it.
About 100 rods from the well the fork
turned quickly and there we bored
thirty feet and found plenty of water
all the time.”
