WAR NEWS.

Paris, Nov. 2.—The Havas agency 
this evening published the following ex­
traordinary despatch from its correspon­
dent at Brussels, who probably obtained 
at from Mr. Leyds, the Transvaal repre­
sentative:

Cape Town—The news of the Boers' 
two victories around Ladysmith has 
created considerable excitement among 
the Afrikanders, who do not conceal 
their joy. Sir Alfred Milner, the British 
high commissioner, is much perturbed it 
their attitude. General White in these 
two engagements lost about 350 men, 
killed, woundèd and prisoners. The sec
ond victory waa won by the French. 
State troops, commanded by Lucas 
Meyer, who seized Colon so, thus cutting 
off the retreat of Gen White, who was 
wounded. The investment of Lady­
smith is complete, and the Boers are 
masters of Pietermaritzbury and the 
Durban railway.

“News has reached Gen. White that 
Mafeking is closely beseige.1 and A at 
the Boers have successfully repulsed the 
sorties. The surrender of Mafeking is 
expected.

“It is also confirmed that the Free
Staters have seized Colesburg.”

London, Nov. 2.—The secretary of 
the war office, who was shown the Cape 
Town despatch of the Havas agency, 
said the statements made were utterly 
baseless. It is thought the Cape Town 
despatch may be an exaggerated Boer 
version of the recent fighting..

London, Nov. 2.—Gen. Sir George 
Stewart White has cabled the war office 
that in the engagement on Farquhar’s 
farm, near Ladysmith’s, on Oct. 30, 
with Lieut. Col. Carleton’s column was 
compelled to surrender, six officers were 
killed and nine wounded. Among the 
non-commissioned officers and men the 
casualties were 54 in killed and 231 
in wounded. Gen White promises a list 
of the missing later.

London, Nov. 2.—Geo Windham, 
parliamentary under secretary of state 
for war has replied to Col. Sir Charles 
Howard Vincent’s offer of a thousand 
volunteers as marksmen for South Africa, 
that it would be against the regulations 
to send volunteers abroad or to enlist 
them for a shorter period than three 
years.

He adds, however, an assurance that, 
in the event of a crisis requiring a large 
increase of the home garrison, of which 
there is at present no sign, volunteers 
will be used and enlistment will he per­
mitted for a short term.

London, Nov. 2.—The war office this
afternoon issued the following despatch :

Ladysmith, Nov. 2.
“Chief of Staff, Ladysmith, to War Se­

cretary: •
“Lieut. Edgerjon, II. M. S. Powerful, 

dangerously wounded this morning by a 
shell, in left knee and right foot. Life is 
not in danger at present."

It was inferred from this despatch that 
the artillery duel between the Boers and 
the British continues, as Lieut. Edgerton 
was a gunnery lieutenant.

Hopetown, Cape Colony, Nov. 2.— 
Magistrate Htrmsworth has arrived from 
Klipdam and reports that there are six 
thousand Boers around Kimberley and 
that all the roads are strictly patrolled. 
He say* lie passed close enough to Kim­
berley to see the searchlights' and was in­
formed that the defenders of Kimberley 
were satisfied they could hold out, but 
were wearied with the inactivity and liop- 
en i hat a relieving force would soon ar­
rive.

Stories of Buev victories have spread 
rapidly along the western border and 
Magistrate Harmsworth estimates that 
over half of the Dutch residents of Be-

chuadaland and Gripualand will join the
Boers after the declaration of annexa­
tion.

London, Nov. 3.—Special despatches 
from Ladysmith, dated Tuesday, give 
further details regarding the renewal of 
the bombardment. The Boers, having 
re-occupied their old position, re-mount­
ed big guns. Their firing was accurate, 
but almost harmless. Some of the troops 
were slightly injured by splinters.

Lieut. F. G. Egorton and his men 
from the Powerful did splendid work 
and quickly silenced the Boer guns.

The Boers acknowledge having suffer­
ed heavy losses in men and horses in the 
previous battle.

Gen. Jan H. M. Kock, who . was se­
cond in command in the Transvaal forces 
and who was wounded in the battle of 
Elandslaagte diha in the hospital at 
Ladysmith on Monday night.

Little light is thrown on the actual 
situation by the news at hand today.

The magnitude of Monday’s fight, how­
ever, is more than ever evident. Virtu­
ally three actions were raging simultan­
eously, but it is obvious that the inten­
tion to roll back the Orange Free State 
troops was not achieved.

London, Nov. 4,—The War office has 
issued the following announcement: 
“The Colonial office has received infor­
mation to the effect that thé British 
troops have withdrawn from Colenso and 
have concentrated further south. But 
we have no news of any engagement in 
that neighborhood ”

Later—It has been officially announced 
that the British have evacuted Colenso, 
south of Ladysmith.

The Outlook announces that Lady 
Randolph Churchill is going to the Cap e 
to attend the wounded.

Burohersdrop, Cape Colony, Nov. 2 
(delayed in transmission).—The Boers 
crossed Bathulie bridge this morning; 
about 300 more of them are expected to 
cross this afternoon.

Ladysmith, Nov. 1, afternoon, (via 
Cape Town).—Four naval long range 
guns have been mounted here.

Paris, Nov. 3.—The London corres­
pondent of the Liberté says that the 
Boers, in "strong force, under. General 
Lucas- Meyer, are occupying the town of- 
Colenso, thirty-five miles south of Lady­
smith. thus completely investing the lat­
ter" place. The correspondent adds that 
General Meyer took part in Monday’s 
battle, but continued his flanking move 
ment until-he reached Colenso, with the 
result that there was renewed' fighting 
south of Ladysmith, in which the Brit­
ish lost another 1,000 in killed, wounded 
and prisoners. General Meyer, accord­
ing to the French correspondent, now
holds the railway from Ladysmith to
Pietermaritzburg and Durban. <

Port Tuli, Rhodesia, Nov. 1. (delay­
ed in transmission). —There have been a 
few skirmishes with the Boers, whose 
main body has retired southward.

Colesburg, Cape Colony, Nov. 2 (de­
layed in transmission).—The bridge is 
intact. The explosions heard yesterday 
were signals.

New York, Nov. 3.—The Sun has 
the follow ing special cable from London 
this morning;

The Boers have achieved the first im­
portant step towards the complete in­
vestment of Ladysmith by cutting the 
wires which connect that place with the 
south.

Though the form of the War office’s 
announcement <>f the fact admits the 
inference that the breakdown is acciden­
tal, such un explanation is nowhere enter­
tained.

The grave anxiety for the safety of 
General White’s force must now be in­
definitely increased.

Sensational reports of further British 
disasters reached London from Paris, 
Berlin and Brussels last evening. These 
asserted that Colenso had been captured 
and that the Boors were holding the 
railway bridge there, which is the most 
strategical position in Natal, in view of 
General White’s predicament.

Considering the sources of the alarm­
ing rumors, it might lie wise not to at­
tach too much importance to them un­
til they are confirmed, though it cannot 
lie said that the main facts are inherent­
ly improbable even if the details are ex­
aggerated.

Tlir army of the inv.-ders so greatly 
outnumber the British forces that con­
firmation of such successes would not sur­
prise those acquainted with the true situ­
ation.

The British War office, when question­
ed in regard to the startling reports from 
Ladysmith, sanctioned the issue of the 
following:

“It is not necessary or desirable to re­
fer to these sensational reports more par­
ticularly. It is sufficient to say that tile 
government received despatches from 
Ladysmith, dated asiate as noon Thurs­
day. The town and camp were then 
perfectly safe. The telegraph lines were 
cut two hours and a half later, presum­
ably between Ladysmith and Colenso. It 
is obvious that no serious disaster could 
have occurred in that period of less than 
three hours without the knowledge of 
Her Majesty’s government.

“It is equally obvious that after tele­
graphic communication was severed no 
news could have got out of the isolated 
town by the time it was published in, 
the evening.

“Such news, moveover, could not be 
cabled to Europe except by the Eastern 
Company’s cables after passing through 
the hands of the military censors at Cape 
ToWn and Aden, who would naturally 
have notified the War office, but up to 
12.30 o’clock this morning (Friday) the 
War office has no information whatever 
indicating any material change in the 
situation at Ladysmith,”

Notwithstanding the argument anent 
the cables, it is a fact that the 18th Hus­
sars after the battle of Glencoe was an­
nounced earlier in Paris than in London.

A man of the Fusiliers employed as an 

hospital orderly came in under a flag of 
truce with a letter from the survivors of 
the column, who asked for assistance to 
bury the dead. I fear there is no doubt 
of the truth of the report.

I- formed a plan in the carrying out of 
which the disaster occurred, and I am 
alone responsible for the plan. There Is 
no blame whatever to the troops as the 
position was untenable.

London, Nov. 6.--A special despatch 
from Ladysmith describing Thursday’s 
fighting says:

“The artillery duel at dawn, in which 
the Boer guns were silenced, was intend­
ed to occupy the Boers and to enable Sir 
George Stewart White to achieve his pur­
pose—the capture of the Boer Camp be­
hind Bester’s Hill.

“For this purpose the Lancers, Hus­
sars, Natal Carbineers, and Natal Border 
Rifles started under General French at 
sunrise and got within striking distance
before the enemy was aware of their 
presence. A field battery was also sent, 
and it secured a good position, command­
ing the enemy's camp, which was a large 
one, laagered with army wagons and other 
vehicles.

“Bester’s Hill was well fortified and 
provided with good guns. At 9 o’clock 
the British opened tire, the Boers reply­
ing with spirit but bad aim.

“The British quickly sent a 42 pound 
shell into the camp inflicting terrible loss 
and spreading panic among the enemy.

“Our cavalry then stormed the position 
the Boers fleeing precipitately, leaving 
many dead and wounded as well as the 
whole camp and equipment in the hands 
of the British.

“This success will upset the plans of 
the Orange Free State commander, and 
possibly will prevent them giving British 
further trouble from the west."

But we were 
surprised at the cargo which went abroad. 
I have heard of British ships going to 
Africa with missionaries in the cabin and 
a cargo of ruin in the hold, but I was not 
prepared to see no less than ten gallons 
of liquor sent to the Yukon, by the same 
steamer which took Wright to do mission 
work. That cargo will stir up more devil 
in a week than the missionary can subdue 
in a year. Our church’s work in the 
Yukon must be largely neutralized.

I asked the man who had charge of the
cargo if the Dominion regulations did not 
forbid the importation of liquor. 'There 
are regulations to keep it out, but,’ and 
he smiled as he said it ‘it still goes in.’ 
And it will continue to go in, until the 
men who send it and who sell it are sent 
to their own place. There is no use be­
ing moderate and mealy-mouth, these 
traffickers have neither justice, conscience 
nor bowels of compassion, and the Dom­
inion Government is criminally responsi­
ble if the traffic is not surpressed.

Farm and Household.

The Farm.

November days are at hand and the 
poultry houses should at onco be put in 
order for winter. If eggs are wanted 
while prices are high there must be an 
approach to summer condition, both in 
temperature and in feed, especially the 
latter. Not warm but comfortable,
buildings are wanted, where the win 
.dows are tight. Vegetables and sound 
grain, meat and pure fresh water, and 
clean pens and pure air are the essentials 
with every breeder. Supplying these 
in proper proportions there will be eggs
in the basket all the year.

It is very desirable that strawberry 
plants should be covered in winter. 
They are very much stronger in the 
spring for so doing, apd the covering 
prevents the frost from lifting them or 
throwing them out of the ground. The 
best cultivators always cover the plants. 
This covering does not need to be heavy. 
Coarse stable litter is undesirable from 
the fact that it is almost sure to carry 
weed seeds to the bed, which will prove 
troublesome the following summer. 
Well-rotted stable manure spread be­
tween the plants is the best material of 
all for the purpose.

The general advance in value of pro­
ducts of the farm, stimulating as it is to 
the industry, is not all gain writes the 
Maine Farmer. There is a general ad­
vanced in values along all the lines of 
human industry. This reaches not only 
what the farmer produces for sale but al­
so that which he must buy. Thus farm­
ing tools and farm implements must of 
necessity sell for higher prices another 
season than for the year past. Iron and 
steel which enter so largely into .the con­
struction of everything in the form of a 
tool or machine, have nearly or quite 
doubled in cost since the material of 
which the tools and machines now on 
the market in a complete form were pur- 
cnaaed.

ST. JOHN LETTER.

Great Britain has a squadron of eight 
battleships and six cruisers in the vicin­
ity of Gibralter with 10,000 men behind 
the guns. At the Philippines the United 
States has one battleship, five cruisers, 
two monitors and thirteen gunboats. 
Such an assemblage has rarely been seen 
before in the history of the world, and it 
h»» a mighty significance.

St. John. Nov. 4.
Heavy Storm.

New York, Nov. 1. -A hurricane 
came up from the Carribean Sea and 
swept ovçr New; York yesterday and last 
night. Its fury is expect ed to expend it­
self today. At times the wind blew be­
tween fifty and sixty miles an hour, and 
was accompanied by heavy rain, that
ceased about noon today.

Hurricane signals were set yesterday 
from Maine to the Carolinas, but not­
withstanding this warning, shipping suf­

fered heavily. Reports of wrecks were
frequent and the highest tide of the year
occurred at various places.

At Redoboth Beach, Delaware, it was 
reported that the steamer Falmouth, in 
ballast from Portland, Me , for Phila­
delphia, was stranded and lier crew of 
fourteen men, was rescued by the life
savers.

The Assatengue (Va.) life saving station 
reported an unknown two-masted schoon­
er ashore off Fisher’s Point. The crew 
was safely landed.

Along tbe New Jersey coast the tides
were the highest in years. Many 
wharves in Wilmington, N. C., were sub­
merged and considerable damage was 
done to merchandise in storage in ware­
houses.

Reports from Whightsville and tbe 
Carolina beaches told of much havoc 
wrought by the storm. Telegraphic com­
munication with South Port was cut off.
Nothing has been heard at Wilmington of
the the Clyde steamer New York, which 
was expected there yesterday morning 
but it was thought she is safe.

At South Port, N. C., thé Norwegian 
bark Johannes, which was being disinfec­
ted at the Cape Fear quarantine station, 
was driven across the river and washed
high on the beach. All the wharves ex­
cept the government coal docks were 
washed away and the tug Blanche and 
the passenger steamer South Port were 
driven ashore.

In Kingston, Jamaica, the banana cof­
fee and orange crops are badly damaged. 
Bridges and houses were destroyed. It 
the vicinity of Kingston the rainfall re­
gistered from 15 to 24 inches from Friday 
and Saturday, when yesterday’s storm 
passed over the island.

At Nassau, N. H., the American 
schooner Celina, Capt. Murray, of Bath, 
Maine, from Philadelphia, Oct. 9, for 
Galveston, was reported ashore off Aba- 
coan signalling for assistance.

In Charleston the wind blew 58 miles 
an hour Monday night,, wrecking a dwell­
ing. killing a colored child and injuring 
others.

Streets in Newborne, N. C., were 
flooded from the ocean, and fire* were 
caused by the wetting of barrels of lime. 
The river waa full of floating cotton.

She is a woman
of large means, about 40 years of age and 
popular in t he beat social circles of Wash­
ington. The date for the wedding has 
not been fixed.

Counterfeit Dom. Bill.

Moncton, Oct. 30.—The recent dis­
covery of the circulation of counterfeit 
two dollar Dominion notes in Moncton 
has developed into more than a local mat­
ter. As a result of the enquiries made 
by the Moncton officers a Shediac man 
by the name of Legere was arrested 
charged with circulating the money, but 
no evidence was forthcoming to connect 
the suspect with the passage of the money 
in this city. Legere, however, gave the 
authorities information to the effect that 
the counterfeit bills were being put in 
circulation through a Nova Scotia party 
living in Colchester county. It further 
appears that a considerable number of 
the same denomination of money as cir­
culation in Moncton has been in circula­
tion in the towns of New Glasgow, Stel- 
larton, Westville, Pictou and other vici­
nity, and I. C. R. Police Inspector 
Skeffington and his officers have been 
engaged on the case for the past month 
or more. A web of suspicious circum­
stances was being woven about the 
Nova Scotia parties whose names were
given to the Moncton officers .by the 
Shediac man, but owing to the evidence 
not being as straight and conclusive as 
was thought desirable arrests up to this 
time have not been ordered. A statement 
on the part of the Shediac man, Legere, 
that he had been commumioated with by 
the Colchester man with a view to his 
using the counterfeit money has been 
made.

aRIS, Oct. 24:—One' feature of the 
Dreyfus case has not been fully touched 
upon—the exceedingly large sum of 
money which the Dreyfus family has 
been forced to spend. The trial of 1894
cost a very fair sunt, limited chiefly, how­
ever, to lawyers’ fees. The large outlay 
was caused by the efforts of the family to 
discover the real culprit after the depar­
ture of the unfortunate prisoner for 
Devil's Island. M. Mathieu employed 
two sets of detectives. The French de­
tectives were watched by a set of English 
detectives, and the family, of course, 
footed the bills in both instances. 
This work went on for two or three 
years, until the discovery of the famous 
petit-bleu, designating Esterhazy as the 
culprit. Then came the expenses lead­
ing to the revissofi of the case, the law­
yers and the memoirs and other docu­
ments which had to be published. But 
the deserved compensation given M. 
Mornard, M. Demange, and M. Labori 
was not the only outlay which the Drey­
fus family had to support at Rennes. 

As they lost their suit, th ey had to pay 
all the witnesses, a round sum of nearly 
$10,1)00. Thus Dreyfus was placed in 
the curious position of paying the car 
fare and the board bills of his deadliest 
enemies. It is estimated that up to the 
present mere than $200,000 has been 
employed in this brave fight.

Rise up ye Women that are at Base

REMEMBER THE SABBATH.
“Remember the Sabbath.” It is the

message and voice of our Father—yours 
and mine, and full of the tender yearn­
ing love of His great heart for His chil­
dren. created in His likeness and adeem­
ed by His love. He knows our proneneas 
to forget, and so in one form or another
He gives the message repeatedly.

He first, gave it in Eden, where He set 
the example of rusting after six days 
work, and better still laid His quieting 
hand on His eager children to whom the 
world with its beauty was new and at­
tractive, and set apart for them that 6rst 
day of their married life and each weekly 
return of the day, for the quiet inter­
course with'Him which should keep them 
mindful of their high birth and destiny, 
and full of love for their Father. So
“God blessed the Sabbath day a id hal­
lowed it" forever.

Litter the message was written by God’s
own hand mi stone tablets that it might
be preserved among the nation’s treas­
ures. It was thundered on Sinai, that it 
might echo round the world with the 
majesty and authority of the King of 
kings. In bondage and captivity as well 
as in the land of premise, the prophet 
continually reminded the chosen people 
that the Sabbath was sacred to *God, a 
sign by the observance of which His peo­
ple should always be known, their loyal­
ty to Him be tested, and their security 
and prosperity be assured.

When the Son of God came, and found 
His rest day made an unspeakable bur­
den, He restored it to its rightful place, 
the day pre-eminently “made for man,” 
to save him from tyranny and provide for 
the needs of his soul, the crown of his
life, the day hallowed and blessed for
rest, and worship.

In these crowding, restless days in 
which we live, when the Sabbath is more 
than ever needed and more than ever 
practically forgotten, there comes to each 
of us the command, the very words of 
which are full of entreaty: Remember 
the Sabbath. It is as though the heart 
of God was filled with compassion for the 
world, because it is missing the sweet­
ness and grandeur of life by being ground 
down by unceasing toil, or corroded by 
constant cares and frictions, or crusted 
by selfishness, and He says. Remember 
the Sabbath and what it can do for you; 
embrace it, and let it lead you to peace 
and gladness, to God and heaven.

'As I write these words there arises be­
fore me a vast arm)’ of railroad men, 
compelled by their calling to work on
Sabbath; and they have said to me, 
“We are not included; we who perha}is 
need it most, are shut out from religion 
because we have no Sabbath.” Nay, my 
friends, in a blessed sense we are not un­
der the law, but under grace. Paul 
wrote to a servant, “If thou mayest be 
free use it rather;" but if not, “doing 
service as to the Lord and not to men.” 
So I believe he would say to you—if you
can secure the Sabbath do so, if not, 
still serve the Lord heartily, keeping a 
conscience void of offence toward God 
and man, and whether on the train or in 
the shop or at home, Remember the 
Sabbath to do no unnecessary work, and 
use the remaining hours for rest and to 
secure the greatest moral benefit from 
the day.

Do all you can by words and petition
to secure a national legal rest day, and
throw your whole influence in favor of 
Sabbath keeping. It is a duty you owe 
to your families, your comrades, your 
own soul, and to God.

The same message would be given to 
such help in our kitchens as are compel­
led to do much work that in itself is need­
less on that day. Do not thereby feel 
excused for nut using the rest of the day 
aright, but attend public worship and not 
places of dissipation and amusement.

And let me urge all our young people 
not to let their bicycles tempt them to 
desert the house of God or desecrate the 
day by long excursions on their bicylces 
or attendance on baseball. And in 
choosing employments, so far as possible 
choose those with the most Sabbath 
privileges. God honors those who hon­
or Mis day, even at great personal sacri­
fice; and the tradesman who closes his 
shop on Sabbath is almost certain, other 
things being equal, to secure in the long 
run the best financial success, though his 
faith is sometimes long tested, and some 
accounts are left to be squared in the 
next world ; but the Lord is a sure pay­
master and He says: “Blessed is the man 
that keepeth the Sabbath.” Would that 
all wage earners would earn and receive 
this offered blessing.

Sisters,—home makers, and society
moulders, oft-times well nigh distracted
with the ceaseless problems and burdens 
of life, needing the rest that seldom 
comes—upon you the master urges, 
“Remember the Sabbath, and make it 
the days of blessing designed." Make it 
your rest day. Do not, I beg, counten­
ance Sunday visiting and receptions, 
that make it for many a day of social dis­
sipation; refuse to give place to the Sun­
day newspaper; furnish a simple dinner, 
remembering if you have help, with what 
jealous care God guards their rights, say­
ing “that thy man servant and thy maid

servant may rest as well as thou.” They
may not use the time as you approve; but 
can you not win their confidence and 
teach them hoW to use it? remembering 
in any event, God commands you to giv e 
them rest.

Set your face resolutely against all 
’Sunday excursions, and make it the 
sweet attractive home day for husband
and children, with music, reading rest, 
and talk commingled; and whether you 
be a Christian or not, remember it is a 
saertd day, and accustom the family to 
attend church and Sabbath school regu­
larly, yourself leading, and not sending
them.

On the ministers and active workers 
for Christ of every name and organization 
He relies for help. In order to remem­
ber the Sabbath in all its relations we 
need to be often reminded of it by our 
pastors; and in these days of unsettled 
convictions, v.e beseech you, emphasize 
frequently the sacredness of the day, and 
never, never by your own example, dear 
Christian friends, lead others to think 
you esteem the fourth commandment as of 
less obligation than others of the ton, or 
that you are willing by your patronage to 
encourage Sunday work ot our public 
servants in cars or postofSce. Christian 
Eudeavorers are especially urged to work 
with literature, example, and influence
to save our endangered Sabbath, botli as 
a civil rest day and a holy day.

As a nation we are at the parting of 
the ways. The line is being drawn, not 
between the church and the world, but 
between the conscientious and patriotic, 
who use the day aright, refuse to employ 
labor, to patronize the public and Gov­
ernment desecrators, (the railroads, post- 
office, and Sunday paper,) or to demand 
that freight or mail shall be transported 
for them on Sabbath; and the larger class 
in the church and out, who put pleasure, 
convenience, and money making before 
God’s law of the Sabbath. On which 
side of the line are we?

There is increased interest in this ques­
tion, and the tide of public sentiment is 
rising; and yet the whole trend of affairs
is toward a complete secularization of the 
day. In that way the Jewish nation 
went down as God foretold, and that way 
leads to disaster for us. Upon Christian 
business men the responsibility largely 
rests, because they to "so great an extent 
control legislation, and exert so wide an 
influence ; yet every voter, every Chris­
tian, every patriot has a duty to the 
public that may not be shirked, and each 
of us will find our own lives and those of 
our own dear ones helped or marred ac­
cording to our treatment of the Fourth 
Commandment.

“Remember, the Sabbath day to keep 
it holy. Six daws shalt thou labor and 
do all thy work; but the seventh day is a 
Sabbath unto the Lord thy God; in it 
thou shalt not do any work, thou nor 
thy’ son nor thy dauditer, thy man ser­
vant nor thy njH^servant, nor thy

'the sea and all 
the seventh

day, wherefore the Lord blessed the Sab­
bath day and hallowed it."—Ex. 20: 8- 
11.

“If thou turn away thy foot from the 
Sabbath, from doing thy pleasure on my 
holy day; and call the Sabbath a delight, 
the holy of the Lord, honorable; am? 
shalt honor him, not doing thy own 
ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, 
nor speaking thine own words; then 
shalt thou delight thyself in the Lord;
and I will cause thee to ride upon the 
high places of the earth and feed thee 
with the heritage of Jacob thy father; for 
the mouth of the Lord hath spoken it." 
—Isaiah 60: 13, 14.

Light Lunch for an Invalid.

Good sponge cake served with sweet 
cream or a glass of milk is an excellent 
lunch for an invalid. A simple and ex- 
client rule cails for two cupfuls of pastry 
flour, one cup and a half of powdered 
sugar four eggs, one spoonful cream tar­
tar and a scant half teaspoonful of soda, 
two tablespoonfuls of lemon juice and a 
half cup of cold water, or if preferred a 
half cupfui of boiling water put in last. 
Measure the flour after sifting once, then 
sift four times. Beat the yolks until 
lemon colored and creamy and the whites 
until stiff, adding the cream tartar to the 
whites, stir will, then the yolks, flavoring 
soda dissolved in the water, and flour. 
Beat until light and bake from 20 to 30 
minutes in a moderate oven.

Health and vigor depends largely upon
the action of the lungs, and when this im­
portant function is impaired disease and 
weakness must ensue.

A celebrated health club enjoins upon 
each member the duty of taking one hun­
dred deep breaths every day. advising 
that these be drawn in sections of ten 
each, at convenient seasons. Those who
practice learn to take advantage of the 
freshest air to be taken in the course of 
the day The first ten are enjoyed after
leaving the morning bath. The shoul­
ders are thrown hack, the chin is level 
or slightly raised, the arms held tightly
at the side, the lips are firmly closed. 
“Never breathe with the mouth open,” 
is an admonition which cannot be too 
rigidly enforced.

The ten breaths are drawn from new, 
live air, not that which has stagnated all 
night in the house. Each inspiration is 
slow and steady, filling the lungs 
to their depths, the live air is held a few 
seconds, then respired as slowly as it was 
drawn. To throw it out in pants is 
hurtful to muscle and tissues.

Ten breaths taken in this way will not 
only strengthen and refresh the respira­
tory apparatus, but quicken the blood 
into a livelier flow so naturally and 
healthfully that the action of the heart is 
made irregular. The skin all over the
body is tinged with a clear pink, the sys­
tem having been awakened all along the 
line of life. In cold weather ten deep 
breaths, taken on the ferry-boat, the 
keen salt air tingling in the nostrils, or 
in the teeth of a north wind tearing down
the street, will warm one from bead to
too. The thought and the action become 
an instinct in time, the duty a pleasure 
which is missed when omitted,

Ago and Sleep.

He believes that a man has just so many 
hours to be awake, and that the more of 
them he uses up in day the shorter his 
life" will be. A man might live to be two 
hundred if he could sleep most of the 
rime. The proper way to economize 
time, therefore, is to sleep whenever 
there is nothing better to do.--Medical
News.
