FARMING MATTERS.
HINTS USEFUL TO THE FARMER.

Notes For Cheeso-Makers for August.

By Jas. W. Robertson, Dairy Commissioner.

A cheese factory’s reputation is largely 
determined by the quality of its August, 
September and October output. The 
1 >eginning of August is a fit time for every 
cheese-maker who has had only partial 
success during the hot weather to redeem 
his reputation and that of his factory. A 
comparison of the prices realized for the 
summer cheese of Ontario with the figures 
reported from the United States market 
shows that Canadian cheese are in demand 
at higher rates than American cheese will 
sell for. That we have gained in reput­
ation and in market favor with British 
inqiorters and consumers is evident. That 
this advance and advantage are the result 
of the applied skill of less than half of our 
cheese-makers is well known to those who 
visit the factories and handle their pro­
ducts. To reach and to speedily help those 
who work in cheese factories without any 
ambition or aspiration for improvement is 
well-nigh impracticable.

However, we desire to make helpful in­
formation not only attainable but unavoid­
able to such.

In a short time there will be numerous 
cable orders from England, calling for 
“ cool August cheese.” That brief descrip­
tion implies a mild, rich flavor that may 
be preserved for the winter trade, a firm, 
solid body “full of meatiness,” a fine out­
side finish, with clean, bright rinds, free 
from cracks, and bandages fresh-looking 
and not likely to appear mouldy.

To help the cheese-makers in manufact­
uring a class of goods that may be satisfac­
torily shipped on such orders, I call atten­
tion to some things, both outside and in­
side of the factories which need their 
immediate and special personal care.

Around the Premises.—Insufficient or 
inefficient drainage facilities, unless en­
larged or remedied, will show their worst 
effects during this month. At the cost of 
only a few hours of labour and a few dol­
lars of expense, the immediate vicinity of 
every factory can be kept free from the 
noxious oders that arise from stagnant 
slop pools. The frequency and foulness 
of these about the factories in some sec­
tions is not only a menace to the perman­
ent prosperity of our cheese mamiiâcturing 
industry, But a disgrace to the men in 
charge of the factories.

At factories from which whey is drawn 
back to the patrons’ farms in waggons, 
the leaking and spilling near the whey 
tank too often leave. its vicinity in an 
almost impassable condition. A few loads 
of trravel will abate the nuisance and 
leave the place fit for approach during the 
succeeding months when the roads become 
bad.

The shrinkage in the milk supply will 
leave a shortage in the whey tank. In 
order that the whey may have more feed­
ing value, the tank should be thoroughly 
cleaned and washed at least once a week.

At factories where hogs are fed, provision 
should be made for supplying them with 
one feed a day of some green fodder, such 
as clover, oats and vetches, oats and pease, 
or cornstalks. Salt should be fed liberally 
during this month.

In the Making-room.— This month 
seems the one when flies become most 
numerous and troublesome.) Some after­
noon after the cheese are in the hoops, it 
will be a good plan to close up the making- 
room windows and doors, and to burn a 
small quantity of sulphur for the purpose 
of fumigating the place. If a teblespoon- 
ful of alcohol be mixed with the sulphur, 
it will burn more freely. Care must be 
taken to prevent the fumes from getting 
into the curing room. The tins of the 
milk vats and the insides of the sinks 
should also be washed afterwards before 
they are used. All vats, presses and 
utensils should get a thorough quarterly- 
cleaning-up early this month. The use 
of a solution of borax on the hoops will 
help to prevent mouldiness on the sides of 
the cheese.

Every cheese-maker should presistently 
fight untidiness and filth in every form, 
and he ought to have a woman’s passion 
for cleanliness and a similar antagonism 
for dirt.

In the Curing-room.—There will be 
difficulty in curing the cheese made during 
July at a sufficiently low temperature. 
Ventilation of the room during the early 
mornings, as well as during the evenings 
and nights, will be of benefit. Floors 
should he sprinkled with cold water 
morning, noon and evening. While the 
cheese are being turned on the shelves 
there should be an abundant admission of 
light. August is the month when the 
“skippers” are apt to do damage. A plen­
tiful shaking of fly powder in the room 
before it is shut up for the day will destroy 
the cheese flies.

Cheese boxes should not be stored in 
the cnring-room. The odor from the elm 
wood penetrates the cheese and affects 
tlieir flavour.

Patrons.—Since the milk is richer and 
less in quantity, there will be an increased 
temptation to “even up” by the addition 
of water, or to “even down” by the re­
moval of cream. You will be doing the 
community moral service, as well as the 
cheese trade some good, by reminding the 
patrons that the dominion act on adul­
teration of milk is in force and will be 
enforced against all discovered delinquents.

Patrons are more likely during this 
month than at any other times to forget 
to provide salt for their cows, and to 
neglect to supply an abundance of pure 
cold water. Cool evenings are no excuse 
for the neglect of «ration. All milk 
should he most thoroughly aired immedi­
ately after it is strained.

The making of cheese for exhibitions is 
usually undertaken during the first two 
weeks in this month. Send a circular to 
every patron, making mention of those 
matters that are referred to in this bul­
letin, and inviting their co-operation, in 
order to aid you in the manufacture of 
cheese fine enough for exhibition and 
prize-taking. If some patrons pay no heed 
and no improvement results, don’t get 
discouraged. Keep right on insisting on 
a better state of things in their practice.

Making the cheese.—When the evenings 
are cool and the milk needs ripening, 
don’t fail to leave it in the vat until it 
reaches the proper state of maturity, be­
fore the rennet is added. Usé enough 
rennet to coagulate mature milk to a state 
fit for cutting in forty minutes when set 
at 88° Fahr. Dilute the extract to the 
extent of one pailful of water for every 
vatful of milk, and then mix it thoroughly 
by vigorous, rapid stiring.

When you are troubled with gassy 
curds, allow a development of acid, such 
as will te indicated by threads from the 
hot iron test a quarter of an inch long, 
before the removal of the whey. It is a 
good plan to run most of the whey off at 
an early stage, and to leave only enough 
whey on the cure to permit a free stirring

of it. After the whey is drawn, air the 
curd thoroughly and make provision for 
keeping it warm. When a curd sink is 
used, if need be to retain the heat put the 
curd hack into the vat, but let the tern 
perature be kept above 94°. Frequent 
turning and «ration will facilitate the de­
velopment of acid, providing the temper­
ature is maintained. After the curd cut­
ter has lieen used, the curd should te 
stirred and aired for fifteen or twenty 
minutes before the application of salt. 
From 2.1 to 2} pounds of salt per thousand 
pounds of milk should be added to curds 
that are fairly well dried by the previous 
stirring. They should te put in the hoops 
within twenty minutes after the salt has 
been mixed in.

Pressure should te applied very gradu­
ally. The cheese should te bandaged 
neatly when they are turned in the hoops 
within two hours after they are put in the 
presses. They should again be turned in 
the hoops some time in the following 
morning. Where practicable, cheese 
should te pressed for at least twenty 
hours.

Endeavour to get anyone who sends 
milk to your factory, or who is concerned 
in its management, to try to bring it to 
the very front in point of reputation for 
the excellent quality of its product. Work 
conscientiously for that end,then talk your 
factory up always and wherever you go, 
and get your patrons to do likewise. In 
short, think and work to make your fac­
tory and its product worthy of a higher 
reputation, especially for August cheese.

WHAT YEAR IS THIS.

A German professor says our calculation 
of the Christian era is erroneous. I find 
the above item gotng the rounds, with an 
an added line which meekly informs the 
reader that we are off four or five years in 
our mode of reckoning time. For centuries 
there has been doubt as to the correctness 
of the accepted calculation of the Christian 
era. Learned historians cannot agree 
whether Christ was born in the year 747, 
749, 754, counting from the foundation of 
Rome.

Prof. Sattler, of Munich, has published 
an essay in which he tried to reconcile the 
testimony of the evangelists with other 
historical data on this point. He has ex­
amined four copper coins which were 
struck in the reign of Herod Antipas, one 
of the sons of Herod the Great,from which 
he deduces the conclusion that Christ was 
not born in 754,but in 749,after the found­
ation of Rome, and therefore that 1890 is 
1895. This opinion the professor substan­
tiates by what he takes to be corroborative 
testimony of the evangelists.

According to Matthew, Jesus was born 
toward the end of the reign of Herod the 
Great, and that when Herod died Jesus 
was yet a little child. Luke says that 
James was born in the year in which the 
governor of Syria made the first census 
was made during the reign of Herod ; this 
census must have been ordered in the 
year 746 of Rome.

Probably it was begun in Judea in 747. 
Professor Sattler thinks it was not made 
in Jerusalem earlier than 749. He finds 
that the four coins enabled him to made 
clear the testimony of the evangelist as to 
the fifteenth year of the Emperor Tiberius. 
Though Augustus died Aug, 16, 767, the 
reign of Tiberius must te counted from a 
year and a half earlier,from Feb., 766,when 
he was appointed co-regent, therefore the 
fifteenth year of Tiberius falls in 780,when 
John baptized Jesus, who was then about 
30 years of age.

One of the evangelists says that Jesus 
began to preach forty-six years after the 
building of the temple by Herod at Jeru­
salem. Now it is know that the temple 
was began eighteen years after Herod was 
appointed regent by the Roman senate, or 
in the year 734 from the foundation of 
Rome. Adding forty- six to that year it 
gives 780 as the year in which Christ began 
to preach. If all these calculations of Pro­
fessor Sattler are correct then the Christian 
era began five years earlier than is usually 
supposed.

SLAVES RELEASED.

There is an interesting story back of the 
cable report from London that the British 
East African Company has released 4000 
slaves who had teen dragged to the coast 
from their homes in the interior. The 
company, in fact, invented a new way of 
dealing with the slave trade over a year 
ago, and it has worked very well. They 
decided to establish friendly relations with 
the Arab merchants on the coast controlled 
by the company. These Arabs had about 
4000 slaves, the fruits of former raids, in 
their establishments. The British com­
pany offered to buy these salves, and in 
t he past fifteen months about 4000 of them 
have received their papers of freedom,the 
company paying $25 a piece for them. 
Tracts of land where they could support 
themselves were given them, and many of 
them are workiog for wages around Mom­
basa. Then the company told the Arabs 
that if they would agree not to seize any 
more slaves, their caravans would be pro­
vided with trade goods to take into the in­
terior, and the company would buy the 
ivory they brought to the coast. The Arals 
accepted the offer, and to-day all the 
capital needed in trading enterprises, that 
is not supplied by the Arabs themselves, 
is advanced at a small rate of interest by 
the company,and it buys all the merchan­
dise brought down to the coast. In short, 
the company has become the partner of 
the former slave dealers in their trading 
operations, and Mr. Mackenzie, the com­
pany’s superintendent, expresses the opin­
ion that the slave-trade question is settled, 
as far as the British east coast is concerned. 
When while enterprises like this corpora­
tion and the African lakes company are,in 
one way or another, lessening the evils of 
the slave trade and refuse to sell liquor or 
fire arms to the natives,it cannot truthfully 
be said,as an English magazine has assert­
ed that all the white trading enterprises 
in Equatorial Africa are increasing the 
degradation and misery of the inhabitants.

$5,000 FOR HER HUSBAND.
Mrs. Adelaide Breeke, widow, of No. 275 

Twenty-third street, South Brooklyn, has 
begun an action in the supreme court 
against Dr. John H. Trent of No. 196 Seven­
teenth street for $5,000 damages. In her 
complaint she alleges that Dr. Trent first 
caused her husband’s death by negligence, 
unskilful and improper treatment, and 
then, without any pretense of authority, 
mutilated the corpse “against her will and 
desire and without her knowledge” by 
making an. autopsy.

The defendant, in his answer, denies all 
the allegations respecting his want of skill 
and the performance of the autopsy with­
out the knowledge of the plaintiff, and says 
she is not legally qualified to sue, as the 
complainant alleges that the death of her 
husband was caused by the wrongful act 
and negligence of the defendant, and there­
fore the action should te brought in the 
name of the personal representative of the 
deceased.

BLIND ANGLERS.
The Want of Sight Compensated for by 

Keenness of Touch and Feeling.

The late Professor Fawcett was not the 
only trout-fisher, who, although blind, 
was able to wield his rod with precision 
and success. A few years ago there was 
to te seen on Tweedside, actively engaged 
in piscatorial pursuits, Mr. William Ran- 
kihe, wim was known in the country round 
as the blind angler of St. Roswell’s and 
who became by practice a proficient mas­
ter of the art, able to cast a fly or land a 
trout as well as any of his contemporaries. 
Rankine lost his sight whilst working in 
tendon as a journeyman shoemaker,where 
he was attacked by smallpox. It was 
hoped that by returning to St. Boswell’s, 
of which place he was a nativej his sig1 ' 
might in time be restored, but that hope 
was never realized, for as time passed it 
became only too certain that “his days 
were always to te nights,” and that the 
seal set on his eyes

WOLUD NEVER RE BROKEN.

When this fact became apparent he went 
to Edinburgh, and blind as he was learned 
the rather complicated business of a maker 
of fishing tackle. It proved to te the test 
thing he could have done, as it enabled 
him to obtain à living, and to keep him­
self and family in comfort and respect­
ability. He had since his boyhood teen 
a keen angler, and continued during his 
lifetime to enjoy his favorite recreation, 
knowing each cast of the Tweed as well as 
any of his contemporaries, and being blind 
he was not particular as to the hours dur­
ing which he fished ; his baskets of trout 
were envied by many à brother of the rod 
A brother fisherman who encountered 
Rankine on Tweedside and at once dis­
covered by his style of throwing the fly 
that he was a complete master of the gentle 
art, thus speaks of the scene : The picture 
was a strange and weird one—that solitary 
fisherman, shut out forever from the light 
of heaven, pursuing his path steadily far 
in the deep flowing Tweed, with no earthly 
help at hand in case of need except his 
faithful dog ; and, as all sound of him died 
away in the distance, I could not but re­
flect on the mercies of him who, while 
shutting off from his servant the glories of 
light, had granted him an intensity of 
perfection in the senses of hearing and 
feeling which went far towards

SUPPLYING THE LOST BLESSING. 

Henceforth I have associated the blind 
fisherman of St. Boswell’s with the blind 
naturalist whom Wordsworth commem­
orates in “The Excursion,” each affording 
proof

That faculties which seem 
Extinguished do not therefore cease to be 
But to the mind among her power of sense 
This transfer is permitted; not alone 
That the bereft their recompense may win, 
But for remoter purposes of love 
And charity.

The blind man’s many exploits as an ang­
ler and his proficiency in the busking of 
flies and the making of tackle soon pro­
cured him patronage and business in the 
line of work he had taken up, but he was 
also an expert gardener, and could weed a 
ted of onions or a row of carrots with 
great success. His life throughout was a 
notable instance of the triumph of the man 
over an affliction which to many would 
have proved insurmountable. Rankine 
was of a quiet and unassuming disposition 
and was never once heard to bemoan his 
his fate. He suffered during the last few 
years of his life from a painful disease, 
which he bore with great fortitude ; on 
the 18th January, 1887, liis remains were 
consigned to the grave in Lessuden kirk- 
yaird, where a concourse of mourning 
friends had assembled to evince their 
respect. _______________

The Crown Prince is aware that he will 
one day be Emperor. He discovered the 
fact for himself, although he is always 
styled Prince William, and by his father’s 
command has never been told that.

between himself any his brothers. He is 
a clever boy, full of fun, but with a great 
idea of his own importance. Prince Eltel 
Frederick is a favorite with every one, 
partly because he is so handsome, partly 
on account of his sweet disposition. He 
is a born soldier and delights in making 
mimic war with his tin soldiers, who re­
present all the nations of Europe. The 
Princes are devoted to there, father and 
mother.

But 
the presents never reach the nursery- 
Probably few children are so simply fed or 
dressed as the little Princes. They are 
taught to despise luxury and to look down 
upon affectation.

day. He referred to some little playmates 
who always visit him in velvet.

TO TAKE CINDERS FROM THE EYE.
>*{ine persons out of every ten with a 

cinder or any foreign substance in them 
will instantly begin to rub the eye with 
one hand, while hunting for their hand­
kerchief with the other. They may, and 
sometimes do, remove the offending cinder; 
but more frequently they rub until the 
eye becomes inflamed, bind a handker­
chief around the head and go to bed. This 
is all wrong. The tetter way is not to 
rub the eye with the cinder in it at all, 
but rub the other eye as vigorously as you 
like. A few years since I was riding on 
an engine. The engineer threw open the 
front window, and I caught a cinder 
that gave nie most excruciating pain. I 
began to rub the eye with both hands. 
“ Let your eye alone, and rah the other 
eye ” (this from the engineer). “ I know 
you doctors think you know it all, hut * if 
you will let that eye alone, and rub the 
other one, the cinder will be out in two 
minutes,” persisted the engineer. , I felt 
the cinder down the inner canthus, and 
made ready to take it out. “ Let it alone, 
and keep at the well eye.” Shouted the 
doctor pro tem. I did so for a minute 
longer, and looking in a small glass lie 
gave me, I found the offender on my 
cheek. Since then I have tried it many 
times, and have advised many others, and I 
have never known it to fail in one instance 
(unless it was sharp as a piece of steel, or 
something that cut into the ball, and re­
quired an operation to move it). Why 
it is so I do not know ; but that it is so I do 
know, and that one may lie saved much 
suffering if they will let the injured eye 
alone, and rub the well eye.

MAKING ICE-TEA.
In the first place, take Congo tea, com­

monly called English breakfast. Take the 
best quality. Do not use Japanese tea, for 
it is not drinkable to a well-regulated pal­
ate. Oolong is good, and so is young Hy­
son, for those whose nerves can stand green 
tea; but Congo has an especially agreeable 
flavor, iced. Having got your tea, the next 
thing is an earthen teapot — a black Betty 
is the best. No metal pot brews tea as well 
as an earthen. Put the tea in the bottom 
of the pot, and pour boiling hot water upon 
it until the pot is nearly filled. Then let 
it steep a minute or two, but don’t let it 
boil. That is a fatal error. Boiling gives 
even to the test of tea a disagreeable, herby 
taste.

As soon as the steeping is done with, 
strain the liquor out of the earthern pot 
into any convenient receptacle which has 
a tight lid and put it into the refrigerator. 
In a few hours it will te ice-cold, and 
can te used as wanted. It should te made 
fresh every day. A nice way serving tea 
made and cooled in this manner is in cups, 
with a slice of lemon floating on top. The 
Russians do this with hot tea. It is equally 
delicious with cold tea. Unless you feel 
that you must from long habit, don’t 
flavour iced tea with milk or sugar. It is 
the bitter flavour which you need, and 
which tends to quench the parched feeling 
of the palate and throat.—New York Star.

BETHESDA'S POOLS
Recent Explorations Said to Have Re­

covered the Water.

A Washington special to the St. Louis 
Globe-Democrat says: The American Con­
sul at Jerusalem, Mr. Gillman, sends to 
the State Department an account of the 
recovery of the famous pool of Bethesda. 
As is well known, the Birket Isreal lias 
in the past been considered as the site of 
the Bethesda, but the excavations of the 
Algerine monks under the ruins in the 
rear of the Crusader Church of St. Anne 
have gradually transferred opinion in 
favor of the latter locality. This was 
strengthened by the discovery of a rock- 
hewn pool containing water beneath

THREE SUCCESSIVE STRUCTURES.

Subsequent excavations revealed the re­
mains of two tiers of five-arched porches, 
the lower tier being in the pool. The 
intelligent labors of the monks who are in 
charge of the property have teen further 
rewarded by the recent recovery of another i 
pool containing a good supply of water \ 
to. the west-ward of that first discovered, 
the entire agreeing with the descriptions 
of the Bethesda as given by the fathers of 
the Bethesda as given by the fathers of 
the Church and Christian pilgrims and 
writers as early as the fourth century. 
The correspondence in number of the five 
porches to those mentioned in the Gospel 
of St. John will not escape notice. Steps 
cut into the rock lead down into the water. 
An ancient Christian church in ruins sur­
mounts the entire structure. The remains 
of the upper tier of porches extend above 
the pool at right angles from the north 
wall of the crypt teneatli the church, in 
which the apse, at the east end, though 
dilapidated, is still distinctly defined. On 
clearing away the debris that choked the 
fifth porch westward of the apse all these 
discoveries culminated in revealing the 
remains of a painting or fresco upon the 
plaster of the wall in the rear. The fresco 
represents an angel as if decending into 
and

TROUBLING T1IE WATERS,
which latter is depicted by conventional 
zigzag and wavy lines of an olive-green, 
shaded with black, more suggestive of 
Egyptian hieroglyphics than of modern 
art, and surrounding the figure on every 
side. The right hand of the angel was 
shown as uplifted, but this has teen care­
fully destroyed, probably by the Moslems 
after their habit in the early days of their 
power. So, also, the face of the angel, 
which has been battered so as to te com­
pletely obliterated. The glory or nimbus 
above the head, painted an orange yellow, 
still remains, hut little injured. The edge 
of the pool appears to be indicated by a 
broad red line, inclosing the painting, and 
having an occasional rectangular projec­
tion into the water, perhaps representing 
steps or the piers for the porches. On the 
east of this fifth barreled arch—the wall 
extending at right angles—are the remains 
of another figure, also in fresco, much de­
faced, and supposed to represent the 
Saviour. Above the head, evidently in­
tentionally mutilated, is a portion of the 
nimbus, and in the lower outer corner of 
the painting part of a blue rote.

CLAIMS DAMAGES.

Wyllys Benedict brought an action in 
the United States district court at New 
York against the New York Steamship 
company to recover damages for violation 
of contract.

In May last Mr. Benedict took passage on 
the steamship Velencia for Rockland, Me., 
where he was to be transferred to another 
vessel of the same line and carried to Ban­
gor.

It was also agreed, he alleges, that his 
baggage should he carried with him. He 
had his baggage in his stateroom but the 
captain of the Valencia ordered it removed 
and a baggage check given him.

On the 23rd day of May Mr. Benedict 
was transferred from the Valencia, at Rock­
land, to the steamship Penobscot, the com­
pany, as he alleges, detaining his baggage 
at Rockland, and in consequence he suf­
fered great inconvenience and annoyance 
being detained on his journey and his 
plans disarranged.

It was not until the end of the month 
that his baggage came to hand. For tele­
grams and other needful expenses resulting 
from detention of his baggage he claims 
$250 damages.

A GUATEMALAN REPORT.
A cipher despatch, received by an of­

ficial of the Guatemalan government, says 
Guatemala accepts the war provoked by 
San Salvador and will continue it until 
San Salvador elects a legitimate president 
in place of Ezeta. The battle fought on 
the 23rd inst., the despatch recites, result­
ed in the route of the San Salvadori­
ans, hut as Salvador commands the cable 
to Central America the government only 
allows despatches favorable to itself to be 
sent abroad. The telegram further as­
serts that the arms taken from the steam­
er Colima were taken with the consent of 
the pacific mail agent and the American 
minister by virtue of article seventeen of 
the Pacific mail contract. Honduras, the 
despatch says, will remain neutral for the 
present, but may join with Guatemala if 
events require her. Guatemala has 40,- 
000 men under arms, and Honduras 0,000, 
while San Salvador has only about 10,000.

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THE TRAIN SERVICE.

Mr. Timmerman was undoubtedly sur­
prised to find that so strong a feeling 
existed in Fredericton over a grievance 
which the railway jieuple could remedy 
by an insignificant outlay. The in­
adequate train service affects not Fred­
ericton alone, but Marysville, Gibson and 
a large part of Sunbury county directly, 
and the whole province indirectly, and we 
feel confident that the 1*. R will stand 
greatly in its own light if it does not 
redress the grievance immediately. All 
New Brunswick is interested in having 
prompt mail connections with the capital. 
The public departments and the supreme 
court records arc of no more importance 
to our local people than to the same 
numlx-r of people in any other county, and 
it is impossible to justify the continuance 
of a postal service that renders the an­
swering of letters by return mail an im­
possibility. Although Mr. Timmerman 
promised nothing definite, as indeed no 
one expected him to, he certainly ex­
pressed surprise at the smallness of the 
additional accommodation asked for, and 
his promise to meet as far as possible, the 
reasonable requirements of all places 
touched by the railway, can hardly be 
fulfilled by anything short of the restor­
ation of the early morning train from St. 
John.

THE ROAD SERVICE.

Our Andover friend, having seated him­
self in the Gleaner’s chair, does not appear 
to like our reference to the new road law. 
We drew attention ourselves to what we 
considered an unwise change in the former 
highway act, and now the Andover editor 
who had not heard and did not know 
anything about the law until his return 
from the Madawaska county court, thinks 
lie sees a chance to attack Mr. Blair on 
account of it. lie evidently cannot dis­
cuss an important question except for the 
purjxises of political partisanship, and 
docs not realize that there arc quite a 
number of people in the country who are 
willing to allow the present government 
to carry on affairs and anxious to help 
them do so to the best advantage. The 
Andover friend is not now in receipt of 
any public money for services rendered 
the government, and therefore his 
“ thoughts by day and dreams by night ” 
are “ turn the rascals out.” We believe he 
has felt that way since June ’87 ; he did 
not feel that itay for the four years pro­
ceeding.

WHAT DOES IT SIGNIFY?

He tells us that our article is an indirect 
threat of direct taxation for the road 
service. We do not think it a threat, but 
if a threat, we question if it can be called 
indirect. We pointed out that the roads 
are multiplying, that the bridges are also 
increasing and that less statute labor is 
being done this year than ever before, and 
we candidly confess that we intended to 
give, not an indirect, but a direct public 
warning, that no amount of money which 
the legislature has been heretofore able to 
grant, or will hereafter be able, will keep 
up the roads, unless more road work is 
done than people are now required to do.

MAINTENANCE OF BRIDGES.

It appears, according to the Gleaner, that 
rotten bridges are increasing and that 
government works are tumbling down all 
over the country. In support of this we 
are told that three bridges in different 
parts of the province have recently fallen, 
one of them, and the only one of which 
we have any information, being the Dur­
ham bridge on the Nashwaak. This 
dismal howl is made the prelude to the 
startling inquiry : How long shall the 
public he compelled to endure this state 
of things?

A genuine tornado in Maine a fortnight 
ago and now another one in Massachusetts 
are enough to set people thinking. Is the 
wild wind storm of the west to become a 
part of our weather? Or is the explanation 
to be looked for in the fact that the atmos­
phere is becoming more “ cyclonic ” all 
over the continent. This lias been a 
wonderful year for wind storms, and the 
long columns of disasters contained in the 
papers cannot be explained by saying that 
our facilities for getting news are better 
than they used to lie. The storms are 
undoubtedly more prevalent than they 
used to be. Any one at all familiar with 
geology knows that the condition of the 
earth has for many years been one of 
comparative quiescence. Periods of in­
tense activity have succeeded periods of 
rest for so many cycles of years that it is 
useless to try to estimate their number. 
It is therefore quite conceivable that 
through great influences, which we do not 
understand, a change of some kind is being 
brought about. Reference has already 
been made in these columns to the possible 
significance of the presence of so many 
icebergs in the north Atlantic. Open 
seasons in arctic regions alone can account 
for the breaking lopsc of these vast masses 
Whether there is any connection between 
what may be going ou in those high 
latitudes and the very extraordinary 
seasons we have been having in the Tem­
perate Zone, is of course only a matter of 
conjecture, and what is behind the whole 
of it is one of nature’s most closely veiled 
mysteries. But while we may recognize 
the inexplicability of what has occurred 
and is now taking place,and admit the ex­
istence and operation of great unknown 
forces, not many of us will go the length of 
the prognostication of a recent writer in the 
Arena, who tells us that we are approach­
ing a period of unusual disturbance which 
is to culminate in about a quarter of a 
century in a terrific cataclysm that will 
destroy the Atlantic seaboard of the United 
States. A period of cyclones and floods is 
to be followed by one of earthquakes and 
tidal waves, and when things arc quieted 
down again, North America will be much 
smaller than it now» is, but the survivors 
will find it a very satisfactory place to live 
on. Few of us will accept any such 
prophesying as reliable, hut it is a little 
singular that a periodical of the standing 
of the Arena should publish such an article. 
It is hardly possible that the writer of it 
is a nineteenth century Noah and that we 
all ought to go to ark-building.

“ This of course,” says the Andover 
editor, “ is the result of the wholesale ex­
travagance of Mr. Blair.” Well really, 
this is quite too remarkable ! AVe did 
not know a result had been arrived 
at, and if it had we do not just perceive 
where the wholesale extravagance comes 
in. If there lias been any extravagance, 
the Andover friend did hot succeed in 
bringing it to light during the session of 
the legislature last winter, although he 
sat just outside the rail with paper, pencil 
and the auditor general’s report in his 
hand, day after day when the supply was 
going through.

The forty-second member -did not un­
earth any wholesale extravagance last 
winter. The only thing he discovered 
was that the clerk at the lunatic asylum 
had paid 20 cents a pound for a half- 
dozen pair of chickens. But had there 
been a saving of four and one-half cents a 
pound made on those chickens, the saving 
would not have been available for the 
roads.

The road and bridge grant, we may in­
form our friend, is as large this year as it 
ever was any year and was larger last year 
than the year before. All of which being 
true, the extravagance could not have 
been “ wholesale,” otherwise the grant 
would have had to be reduced. The ex­
travagance could not have been even re­
tail extravagance without absorbing the 
road and bridge money to some extent at 
least, and as we have said it is not re­
duced. This is the first case of “ whole­
sale extravagance ” which has come under 
our knowledge that has not diminished 
the sums available for the great services 
of government.

It would be really interesting to the 
public, and he greatly appreciated by us, if 
the Gleaner and its Andover friend, the 
forty-second member, would kindly in­
form its readers what particular extrava­
gance the government is now' indulging 
in, which it was not guilty of during the 
period it enjoyed their unswerving 
support.

LATIN - AMERICA.

There is a grim grotesqueness about 
the fact that Mr. Blaine’s Latin-American 
proteges had not more than fairly got 
home from his Pan-American congress, 
which was supposed to he nothing if 
not an international love feast, than the 
nations they represented fell to fighting. 
If there was any place in the world where 
peace and prosperty were supposed to he 
permanent it was in Argentina. Millions 
of dollars had been spent in a transcon­
tinental railway and in consequence there 
was a grand boom. English emigrants 
were strongly advised to go there. A great 
many of them did. The country has 
much to recommend it. Lying under and 
south of the Tropic of Capricorn, produc­
ing therefore nearly everything needed for 
the support of life from sugar cane to po­
tatoes, splendidly adapted to pastoral pur­
poses and possessed of abundant mineral 
deposits of great value, within its 841,000 
square miles of territory there is undoubt­
edly room for a large and highly flourish­
ing population. The present population is 
about three millions. AVliat the cause of 
the recent rebellion is has not yet trans­
pired. It is singular that all the news we 
get of the happenings in that part of the 
world comes via London. Nothing more 
clearly indicates how far off the United 
States is from having the influence in the 
republics of South America which its 
public men consider it should exercise. 
The latest intelligence is to the efleet that 
there is a reasonable prospeckof peace be­
ing restored immediately.

If there is doubt as to the cause and issue 
of the Argentine revolution there is even 
greater uncertainty as to what is transpir­
ing in Central America. That serious 
fighting has taken place between the troops 
of Guatamala and Salvador is undoubted, 
but we are told by the latest despatches 
not to accept any account of the battles as 
correct, as each party tells the story to suit 
itself. There is probably one reason under­
lying all these outbreaks, namely the in­
capacity of the people for self-government. 
Nature has been prolific in her gifts to these 
countries and the inhabitants are indolent 
and not much else than grown up children. 
If a strong man gets in power lie can do 
about as lie pleases. There is no public opin­
ion, as we understand it, to restrain him. 
So things go on from bad to worse until a 
revolution at home or a war abroad comes 
as a matter of course. South America is a 
country of boundless jiossibilitics ; hut it 
needs to lie in the hands of Englishmen or 
Americans. There is a very strong senti­
ment among leading Peruvians in favor of 
an English protectorate for that country, 
and doubtless sooner or later the Anglo- 
American will have control of the whole 
southern continent..

Here is an opportunity for the party to 
distinguish itself, Since that convention 
has been indefinitely postponed and there 
is nothing particular just now to organize, 
we advise the party to get to work at the 
public accounts and show us either a 
wholesale or retail expenditure, which is 
thoroughly wrong now that was not 
thoroughly approved of then — barring 
the extra price paid for those chickens.

AN ABSURDITY EXPOSED.

Erastvs AYiman, w riting to a friend in 
this city, expresses great hopefulness as to 
the progress which reciprocity is making 
among United States public men.

The AVoodstock Press tells its readers 
that Mr. Blair is one of the persons hold­
ing the lease of the government Tobiqne 
plaster rock, and rather makes the state­
ment as if there was something wrong 
about it. The Press has not intended to 
state that which is not true, but some one 
has been misleading it. Mr. Blair, we 
are informed on authority, is not inter­
ested in the plaster rock either as lessee 
or otherwise. But we are not so much 
concerned to set the Press right upon this 
point, as to ask, assuming what it says to be 
the fact, where is the objection ? If the 
Press thinks that because a man is a 
member of the government he cannot 
properly attend a public sale, and in open 
competition, bid in a piece of crown land, 
a lumber permit, a mining license, cr a 
quarry lease, we are inclined to suspect 
that it stands alone in its opinion. To 
state such a proposition is to answer it ; 
and, moreover, to state it is to condemn at 
least ope half of the members of any gov­
ernment which has lieen in existence in 
this country since the province had a 
government. AVould it not strike our 
contemporary as absurd if the doctrine 
should be propounded that Mr. McLellan 
or Air. Turner, or any member of the gov­

ernment engaged in the lumber business, 
should go out of that business on enter­
ing the government, because it would he 
wrong for him to hold a timber license? 
There is no difference between a timber 
license and a mining license. The rule 
which would exclude one would apply to 
the other. AVe do not know that any 
member of the government holds any 
mining, timlx-r, or other crown license at 
present, hut we presume that if in the 
proper course of business a profitable 
venture offered in that direction, there 
are no known rules forbidding such mem- 
hoi's from buying the privilege if only 
they will give more than any txxly else. 
Borne people although, we do not accuse 
the Press as being one of the number are 
so hypercritical towards the government 
and so intensely anxious to smell out 
something wrong, that they are in im­
minent danger of making government 
impracticable in this sublimary sphere. 
The stringent lines of action which they 
lay down for the guidance of other people 
are better adapted to the atmosphere of 
another and a better world. The naughty 
people who exist outside of opposition 
newspaper offices are not well constituted 
to live up to the super-excellent prin­
ciples which our friends preach but do not 
expect or pretend to practice.

AVill somebody" tell us why the little 
village of Andover has two post offices, 
built and owned by the dominion govern­
ment within less than a mile of each 
other, while Alarysville a town of more 
than two thousand of population, and a 
business manifold greater than that of 
A’ietoria’s shire town, has only the same ac­
commodation as is accorded to the smallest 
country cross roads hamlet? Here is a 
first rate chance for somebody to rise and 
explain.

The inference to he drawn from this 
l>orte»tous question of course is, that if a 
bridge should chance to fall down it is 
the best evidence in the world that the 
government shall l>e pulled down with it, 
and that if only the Gleaner's friends 
were in power, no bridge would under 
any circumstance be allowed suddenly to 
give out. The new government, under 
the able but outside assistance of our 
friend from Andover, coupled with the 
moral support of the Gleaner, would make 
larger grants for roads and bridges than 
any government ever has made heretofore, 
and doubtless would augment the pro­
vincial appropriation by liberal contribu­
tion from their own pockets.

The general public have little, if any, 
idea of the strain upon the department of 
public works during the past three years. 
Not speaking of the rains and freshets, 
which have been most destructive upon 
roads and bridges, there has been a total 
giving out of all those inferior bridges 
built under the Kelly administration of 
the department. AATe do not wish to 
revive public recollection of that unfor­
tunate period of our public works admin­
istration ; but it is necessary to mention it 
in order that the people may appreciate 
the extreme demands Mr. Ryan lias had 
to grapple with.

CANADIAN NEWS.
The Week's Events In Brief-The Cream 

of our

AVe think when the administration of 
the present chief commissioner comes to 
be judged calmly and free from the pre­
judice of party rancour, it will be conceded 
that his work has been economically, 
efficiently and honestly done, and that he 
has accomplished splendid results with 
the means at his disposal.

Judging from the experience of the last 
few years, there is good reason to believe 
that this country is becoming more sub­
ject to violent and destructive freshets. 
AVhetlier this is due to climatic 
changes or to the axe of the settler and 
lumberman, it may not be yet possible to 
determine — perhaps in some degree to 
both causes ; but it will surprise the public 
to learn that $55,000 worth of new bridges 
have been swept away in two recent years 
by spring and summer freshets. It should 
not be wondered at if under such circum­
stances the chief commissioner had found 
his calculations disturbed.

One span of the Durham bridge, refer­
red to above, it is true did fell down, but 
through no neglect of the department. 
Persons in the neighborhood say that the 
span fell in consequence of having been 
lifted out of place by a whirlwind. That 
the bridge had not lieen neglected is cer­
tain, as only last year no less than eight 
hundred dollars were spent in renewing 
two piers, which was all that in the opin­
ion of competent persons needed repair­
ing". Had the Gleaner waited a few days 
to make its dismal wail, it would have 
found the span replaced in good safe con­
dition and everybody well satisfied.

AVhatever other complaints the grum­
blers may make in this county, they can­
not say that the government is not con­
stantly rebuilding and repairing our 
bridges. The work when it is done is well 
done, and if it may seem that the depart­
ment is slow in rebuiding in some cases, it 
is not due, in the slightest degree, to in­
difference or neglect. The work is often 
much better done, the character of the 
bridge improved over its predecessor and 
more satisfaction given the public than if 
the department had undertaken the work 
when crowded with other pressing 
demands.

POLITICAL NOTES.

“It is an old and trite proverb that 
abusing another will not make the abuser 
clean.” Our readers will he surprised 
to learn that we extract the above 
from a recent editorial in the Gleaner, 
and yet, perhaps, they will not lie so 
greatly surprised when it is considered 
that even the Gleaner may lear , by ex­
perience. It has been for years both 
scurrilous and defamatory in its attacks 
upon the attorney general, yet it has not 
become either spotless or pure. It has 
taken a long time to learn the lesson. 
To the credit of journalism let us liojie it 
is a case of lasting and genuine conversion.

This conviction, resisting a long for­
gotten though “old and trite proverb,” 
has very suddenly and recently seized 
upon the Gleaner, as will appear by a 
reference to its last week’s columns. In the 
small compass of less than a dozen lines, 
Air. Blair is charged with having private 
interests in all the public subsidies granted 
by the local government. He is also said 
to be guilty of j>eculation, which means 
the embezzlement or stealing of public 
funds. The charge of Mr. Blair’s sale of 
the Leary contract is again related, and 
although the hope is expressed that these 
gross breaches of office and public trust 
may cease, it contends that the sale of the 
public interests for private gain is still to 
be carried on by him.

To call a man a swindler and embezzler, 
to say that he is guilty of peculation of 
government moneys, to charge him with 
selling public contracts and of being guilty 
of gross abuse of his public trust is, 
according to the Gleaner and the vin­
dictive persecuting coterie surrounding 
it, not to he abusive. It is fair com­
ment and honest criticism of the 
official conduct of a public officer. 
To say that the patron of the Gleaner 
and “ our friend from Andover” are one 
and the same, and that lie and his 
organ are spiteful and malicious 
is to he abusive ; hut to call a member of 
the government an embezzler of the pub­
lic funds is mild criticism. To ridicule 
the vain boastings and laugh at the silly 
threats of the great things the Gleaner 
people are going to do is to l>e abusive ; 
hut to say of the attorney general that 
he barters public contracts and puts up 
the interests of the province at auction 
for his personal and private pecuniary 
benefit is fair and legitimate comment. 
AVe hope to he saved from falling into 
the moral condition, which in the absenqp 
of convincing evidence, can suspect and be­
lieve any representative man in this 
country to he so depraved.

The Gleaner and the vindictive spirits 
who arc behind it, know that these charges 
are utterly false and malicious. Nothing 
hut the most atrocious bitterness could 
prompt the circulation in print of such 
shocking and disgraceful accusations. If 
Air. Gregory, who for twenty years was 
identified in the closest and most con­
fidential relations with the attorney gen­
eral, can drag into the light of day any 
transaction, of which Air. Blair to his 
k nowledge was guilty, of the character here 
deliberately charged, we are sure lie lias the 
attorney general’s full permission to dis­
close it. For five years he remained with 
the latter after Air. Blair became leader of 
the government. Is it not reasonable to 
assume that, in his venomous hate, if he 
could t>oint to an incident, occurring dur­
ing that period when lie had means of 
knowledge, which would damage the 
leader of the government personally, 
privately,officially, or in any other way, he 
would Have long since done it?"

The AVindsor cotton factory has been 
closed for six months. President Curry 
says over-production and n stagnant mar­
ket have caused the present depression.

Leda Lamontagne, arrested at Boston on 
a charge of having Ireen accessory to the 
murder at Sherbrooke,Que., of her husband 
Napoleon Michel, by her brother Remi, 
lias been ordered to be extradited. —

At AVeldon, A. Co,, recently, children 
playing with matches set fire to the barn 
of Hazen Sleeves, and both barn and house 
were bn ued down. Most of the furniture 
was saved but there was no insurance.

An interesting ceremony took place Fri­
day at Laprairie. It consisted of a solemn 
service to inaugurate a monument to Cathe­
rine Tegakonita, the first Indian maiden 
baptized into the Christian faith. The 
baptism was performed in 1676. About 
prelates were present.

AVhile passing Calhoun’s mills, coming 
east the other day, brakeman McLeod, of 
conductor Bass’ train, was struck by a 
stone thrown by some person and render­
ed unconscious for a time. He was stand­
ing on the rear platform at the time and 
but for the timely assistance of conductor 
Bass would have fallen from the train.

The nine-year-old son of Findlay Mac­

The 
Newcastle Advocate says : _ “ The reason 
Rev. Air. Clark did not go to Shediac was 
because he could neither rent a home suit­
able or even get hoard for himself and 
family in Shediac, and he has therefore 
gone to reside in Carleton, St. John. The 
stationing committee of the conference 
ought to know better than to send a 
married man and family to places where 
there is no parsonage, or accommodation 
of any kind for them.”

“ Con ” O’Brien of St. Catharines; Ont., 
who attempted to commit suicide a few 
days ago by taking laudanum, but who 
was saved by the doctors and put in goal 
made an another attempt Alonday night 
and was successful. He took the sheet 
from his bed, tore it into strips and wove 
it into a rope, and tied one end to the iron 
bars in the ventilator. Climbing up he 
wound the other end around his neck and 
allowed himself to drop until his feet were 
within three inches of the ground.

A St. John pilot created much consterna­
tion on board the “ Cmulierland" on Mon­
day. In getting into his boat from the 
steamer, lie fell overboard, and was swept 
away by the tide. The passengers on the 
steamer thought he would surely be 
drowned, but when they saw him bobbing 
around like a cork, and heard him remark 
that there was no particular hurry . about 
lauehing the steamer’s boat, they became 
calmer. " After floating ground for a few 
minutes, a tioat reached him, and he was 
dragged on board. He shook the water 
off himself like a water dog, and after be 
ing placed in his boat rowed shoreward as 
if a plunge in the cold waters of the Bay 
was an every day occurrence with him.

A well known Halifax druggist and a 
young man lrelonging to Kingsport had a 
thrilling escape from death on Cape 
Blomidon. They were descending the 
mountain at a very dangerous part and 
had to slide down on their hacks in a sort 
of gully washed out by water. After de­
scending some distance an obstruction 
brought them to a stop, and on looking 
ahead they were horrified to discover 
themselves on the brink of a precipice 125 
feet high, at the edge of which was a 
stump that had kept them from sliding 
over. Had it not been for the obstruction 
they would certainly have been precipi­
tated to the shore below and dashed to 
pieces on the huge boulders at the foot of 
the cliff

F. Best, chemist, of St. John, 
was in St. Stephen on Tuesday inspecting 
the deposit of pyrites which has been dis­
covered on the farm of F. Hall and 
portion of which is now under lease to 
J. Carroll. Mr. Best expressed him­
self as well pleased with his inspection 
and pronounced the ore very valuable, if 
it can he found in sufficient quantities to 
warrant the establishment of works to de­
velop it. Air. Carroll informed a Courier 
reporter that there is a very large deposit 
of ore, and hé is satisfied that, if it all 
proves as good as the specimens examined 
he has made a good find.

Dixon has always been held in respect in 
the community, and was always consider­
ed an inoffensive man. The strangest 
part of the story is that Airs. Graham and 
othen* who saw the whole affair could 
no knife in Dixon’s hands.

FOREIGN NEWS.

Famine prevails in the Soudan, and in 
some parts deaths average 100 a day.

The Times’ Buenos Ayres despatch says: 
“Financial chaos and anarchy reign.”

The AVhite Star steamer Majestic made 
the voyage from Queenstown in five days 
and 23 hours.

Joe Maguire, beach guardian at Cape 
May and an intrepid life saver, was 
drowned while swimming.

Many persons have been drowned and 
much property destroyed by the over-flow 
of the Zalzach river, in Austria.

A Cherokee Indian murdered deputy 
marshal Sizemore at Muskagee on Thurs­
day while resisting arrest for horse steal­
ing.

An official report that the wheat harvest 
in the southwest provinces of Russia 
shows deterioration in quality. The pros­
pects for summer and winter cerals in other 
districts are very good.

Two steam tugs arrived at Adtieyard 
Haven on Thursday with the Leary raft. 
The raft is all right. The tugs will pro­
cure coal and proceed to New Y'ork after 
the weather moderates.

A constitutional amendment, providing 
for the issue of $5,000,000 bonds by Chica­
go for the world’s fair, has been adopted 
by-both houses of legislature.

AVhat is claimed to be the first correct 
list of the dead by the flood at Johnstown, 
is given by the local paper. The total is 
given at 2,187, which leaves over 200 
bodies not yet recovered.

Thirty-eight houses were consumed Fri­
day at Braddock. Loss $100,000. The fire 
was started by a Hungarian woman, who, 
finding her bed over-inhabited, carried it 
out into the alley and set fire to it.

The town of Ossipee and North and 
East AVakefield were visited on Thursday 
afternoon by a cyclone. Trees were blown 
down, barns unroofed, coaches overturned 
and heavy bodies carried through the air 
for a considerable distance.

The steamer Rhenauio, from Hamburg 
reports July 19, latitude 40.35 north long. 
32.56 west having passed the steamer 
Egypt. Her mainmast was hanging over 
the port side. Other masts were standing. 
The vessel was still burning.

Much excitement exists in the south 
of Russia over the story brought by a Rus­
sian woman, escaped from a Turkish harem 
at Rizah, that many Russian women, de­
coyed or abducted from their native 
country, are prisoners in harems.

George Francis Train has arranged with 
the Tacoma Ledger to make an attempt to 
beat the record for another trip around the 
world. He will leave Tacoma, August 7, 
on the steamship China, and calculates 
he can make the circuit of the gloire in 
fifty-seven days.

The English Royal Niger company has 
prohibited the importation or sale of in­
toxicating liquor in its African territory 
north of the seventh parallel of north lati­
tude. They do not claim to he actuated 
by moral motives, but are proceeding on 
business principles.

Gerouimo Pou, agent of San Salvador, 
says in the eleven battles fought up to date 
the Salvadorians have come out victorious. 
The remainder of the Guatemalan army 
is fleeing in all directions towards the in­
terior and not a single Guatemalan soldier 
is left on the frontier.

AVhen Mrs. Caroline Glaser, a septuag­
enarian, suddenly died at her home in 
AVells Street Chicago, the valise which was 
lying under the pillow on her lied was 
opened and within were found books and 
papers proving her to be the possessor of 
a fortune of $50,000, largely in 7, 8 and ft) 
per cent, mortgages.

Captain Barker, of the steamship Ob- 
dam, reports that on the 27th July, in a 
heavy fog off Newfoundland banks, he 
ran down anct sunk the French fishing 
schooner Christopher Colombo. Of the 
twenty-six men that comprised the crew 
of the schooner twenty-two were rescued. 
The Colombo hailed from Cette, France.

Mr. Chaplin, president of the English 
board of agriculture, replying to questions 
in the house of commons, Monday de­
clined, in the absence of authoritative 
proof, to consider the United States free 
from pleuro pneumonia. He said that 
within a short time animals suffering from 
the disease have arrived at Liverpool from 
New York.

The police have arrested Frederick O. 
Simonds, aged 14, son of police officer 
Simonds, of Chelsea, on a charge of having 
attempted to wreck the Flying Yankee 
train AVednesday night. The boy con­
fesses to frequently putting stones on the 
track to see the train jump. He is believ­
ed to have had accomplices in the last 
affair, but will not disclose who they arc.

Cholera of a very virulent type has brok­
en out in Djexire and two other provinces 
of Bagdad. Deaths are numerous and the 
malady is spreading rapidly. M. Halliant, 
the civil engineer who was reported last 
week suffering from cholera in the Jennot 
Hospital, Paris, died on Sunday. A post 
mortem proved it was a genuine case of 
cholera. Cholera is epidemic in Mecca. 
There have been thirteen cases, seven of 
which were fatal.

Charles Thomson, his wife and son’s 
wife, of Great Chebeague Island, rejiort 
that while berrying on Goose Island, near 
Chebeague Maine they came across the re­
mains of two children. On a rock were 
found four hands and four feet recently 
cut off. A large fire had been built near 
by apd among the charred wood were 
bones, as if the children’s bodies had lieen 
burned. They left them without disturb­
ing them.

The Prince’s letter is dated 
from Marlborough House, July 22, and 
says that it is quite correct that, upon 
being consulted as to the precedence of 
the church over diplomatic dignitaries, 
his royal highness had expressed an 
opinion that, as a matter of courtesy, the 
name of Cardinal Manning should rank 
immediately after his own.

Too Much Scott Act.

Over in Moncton the liqiror parly com­
menced an action against one Armstrong, a 
witness in a recent Scott act case, as a 
parlieeps crimiiils. The action is brought 
under section s of chap. 11.7 of the revised 
statutes of Canada, which declares that who­
ever aids, abets counsels or procures the 
commission of any oifenee punishable on 
summary convictions, shall lie liable' to the 
same penalty or punishment as the principal 
offender. Under this section, stipendiary 
magistrate Smith found Armstrong guilty 
and lined him $5U and costs. If magistrate 
Smith’s judgment is good law, and any one 
buying a drink where the Scott act is in 
force is really liable to a line of $-70 for the 
first offence, $100 for the second and two 
mnith:,’ imprisonment for tlie third, the 
effect of a proper enforcement of the act 
would lie startling. Fancy everyone in 
Fredericton who has purchased his third 
glass of Iiipmr since the Scott net election, 
being sent to the hotel de Scott act for two 
months ! What would become of the town ? 
And yet if magistrate Smith's judgement 
cannot he reversed, they are opudly liable, 
with the gentlemen whose terms of confine­
ment recently expired.

Something About the Stanley Seott 
Act Case.

A well-known and reliable resident of 
Stanley called at The Herald office on 
Thursday and stated that the letter pub­
lished in a recent issue of the Gleaner, re­
lating to the sale of liquor in Stanley by one 
Hunter in the employ of Miss Wilson, was 
gross misrepresentation of the matter and 
did Miss Wilson a great injustice. The 
gentleman assures The Herald that Miss 
Wilson and her family have a good reputa­
tion in the locality where they reside, and 
that there is not an individual out there 
who believes she would knowingly sell in­
toxicating liquor. That there have been 
some drunken men around the place, 
lie says, is true; hut he alleges that a shop, 
which is situated within a short distance of 
Miss Wilson’s, is responsible for the scenes 
described by the correspondent of the 
Gleaner. The latter’s reference to the per­
version of truth by The Herald is all bosh. 
The only statement made by The Herald 
in connection with the matter which was 
not strictly accurate, was that the owner of 
the store is a widow woman. This is Tiie 
Herald's mistake, however, and not a mis­
representation made to anyone by Miss 
Wilson, as the Gleaner’s correspondent 
states. If the statements, concerning the 
condition of affairs in Stanley, as represented 
in the letter to the Gleaner, are true, it 
seems passing strange on the face of it, that 
when there was even a single individual 
who could come to the rescue of the truth, 
with such readiness as the correspon­
dent to the Gleaner, and blow his horn so 
loudly and pathetically in defence of piety, 
no effort was made to bring the offenders to 
justice, until the information was laid by 
an individual who swore lie took the pledge 
for the purpose of deceiving the temperance 
people and was drunk two days after lie 
took it. It is a good thing to be active in 
a just cause, but it would he much more to 
the credit of the Gleaner’s correspondent, 
instead of accusing The Herald of untruth- 
fulness, to pay a little more attention to the 
evils that, according to his own story, are 
running rampant nearer home, and not al­
low the enforcement of the Scott act to fall 
into such disreputable and unworthy hands, 
while he is exhalting his horn.

The gentleman, who called at The Herald 
office says he will giye his facts under his 
own name if the Gleaner’s correspondent 
will do the same.

Ventilating the Grievance.
Mr. Timmerman, the new superintendent 

of the new Brunswick division of the Can­
adian Pacific railway Co., visited Fredericton 
on Tuesday evening. At his request a large 
number of the citizens met the new manager 
in the parlor of the Queen hotel to discuss 
the matter of a better railway service for 
Fredericton. In the absence of mayor Allen 
through illness, city clerk Beckwith wel­
comed Mr. Timmerman to the city, and 
stated briefly the main grievance- of the 
present railway service. Attorney general 
Blair was the next speaker. He pointed out 
the injustice of the present service not only 
from a private, and business standpoint, 
hut from a public point of view, calling 
particulaiKattention to the fact that the busi­
ness, in connection with the various depart­
ments government service, was retarded 
and delayed to a serious extent on account 
of the present unsatisfactory and totally 
inefficient mail service. * He presented a 
strong case for the city and his words evi 
dently made a deep impression upon Mr. 
Timmerman.

Wm. Wilson,-M. P. P., J. J. Weddall, A. 
Lottimer, J. S. Neill, H. A. Cropley, Tlios. 
Temple, M. P., J. A. Morrison, Jas. 
Hodge, sheriff Sterling and others also made 
short addresses.

Mr. Timmerman listened most attentively 
to the speakers and the points they made. He 
was very glad to meet the representative 
citizens of Fredericton, and to make their 
acquaintance, and he would make frequent 
efforts to renew and improve the same. He 
admitted the justness of our case, and with­
out making any definite promise thought 
some arrangement could be made that would 
meet our wishes without injury to the C. P. 
R. company. That corporation was run on 
business principles and it would be his aim 
to cater as largely as possible, to the wishes 
of so important a community as Fredericton, 
which his company recognized as a very 
prominent point in their great system of 
railway communication. He was at present 
preparing a new train schedule, and he as­
sured the meeting that Fredericton would 
have his very earnest consideration, with a 
view to removal of any grievances that may 
exist.

Pleasant Time at Oromocto.
The social and tea held at the beautiful 

grounds of flic Messrs. Clowes on Wednesday 
afternoon at Oromocto, under the auspices 
of the ladies of St. John’s church at that 
place, was a very pleasant and successful af­
fair, and netted quite a handsome sum for 
the fqnds of the church. Over a hundred 
persons attended from the city going down 
on the Florenccville, accompanied by the 
hand of the II. S. I. No more convenient or 
picturesque situation could have been chosen 
and outside of the pleasures of the social it­
self, the visitors greatly enjoyed the beauti­
ful panorama of land and water spread out 
to their view from the lovely heights of the 
Clowes homestead. Rev. Mr. Dibblee, the 
popular and energetic young rector of St. 
John’s church, was most assiduous in his 
attention, and worked-like a Trojan to se­
cure the success of the social. The ladies of 
the church, including such indefatigable 
workers as Miss White, Mrs. Henry Wilmot, 
Miss Wilmot, the Misses Clowes and many 
others, set tempting tables out doors, the 
hot coffee being served from the Clowes 
culinary department adjoining, and the 
ice cream, cigars and light drinks, were 
served from tents. Prominent citizens of 
Oromocto, Belmont, Sheffield and Mauger- 
ville were present ill large numbers; these, 
included R. D. Wilmot, Jr., M. P., W. E. 
Perley, M. P. 1’., sheriff Holden, and Dr. 
Keirstead. The city visitors returned at 
ten o’clock very much pleased with the 
afternoon’s enjoynujiit and voted the social 
an unqualified success. The music of the 
hand was much appreciated by the country 
folk ; hut it was too hot for dancing, other­
wise this exhileraling amusement would 
have been indulged in.

The Gas Company's Improvements.
The citizens of Fredericton will be pleased 

to leant that the gas company, under its 
new management, has completed arrange­
ments for large improvements in its plant. 
There will be laid down this fall new eight- 
inch mains from the gas house up to and 
probably along Qfieen street, for a consider­
able distance. New machinery for .im­
proving the quality of the gas is on the way 
from Scotland ; and an incandescent plant, 
capable of furnishing 1,000 lights, is con­
tracted for, to lie placed in the company’s 
Carleton street station within a month. It 
is to tie hoped that the enterprise of the 
company, involving as it lias a large outlay, 
may lead to larger patronage by our 
citizens. The stockholders, as tiie result of 
the new plant and machinery, will not he 
likely to realize much, if any, dividend on 
their stock for two or three years, unless 
a very larger amount of gas is consumed 
than at present; hut the directors felt that 
we could not alibi'd, as a city, to put up with 
the gas service as it has been in the past, 
and without a large expenditure no sub­
stantial improvement eouhl be guaranteed.

A Word About the Post Office 
Regulations.

Some of the recent innovations to the 
postal regulations at the Fredericton office 
are creating an endless amount of dissatis­
faction among the citizens, and are cause of 
daily complaint, and in many cases the 
fault finding seems justifiable. It may he 
that the postmaster is not directly respon­
sible for the orders that have lately been is­
sued to the clerks in that department, and 
those who blame him for the inconvenience! 
delay and trouble that necessarily follow, 
are no doubt hasty in their condemnation of 
someone, who certainly seems to have acted 
with more energy than judgment. But 
while the postmaster may not he responsible 
for the trouble, he is well aware of the in­
convenience and annoyance of the present 
arrangement, and should endeavor to have 
the matter satisfactorily arranged. There 
could he no fault found with an order for­
bidding two or three families to use the one 
box, and no one could claim the right to 
have his letters placed in the box of another, 
with whom lie has no connection, for con­
venience sake ; but when it comes to re­
fusing to place in the same box the mail of 
persons in the employ of others, or doing 
business in the same office, or holding other 
social or business relations that closely 
identify them, it seems to he spinning the 
thread a little too fine. Instances can he 
named where a part of a person's mail was 
placed in a post office box, because it hap­
pened to have the number of the box on the 
address, or came in care of the box holder, 
and the remainder of his mail placed in the 
general delivery. There is no need of such 
distinction as this. In this small city where 
everyone is known, there is no danger of 
mistakes occurring, and the cases where the 
officials would he called upon to discrimin­
ate. would be few. The postal department 
is intended for convenience and dispatch 
and under no circumstance should he made 
the instrument of annoyance and delay. 
The present arrangement certainly causes 
more t rouble to the officials and to the public, 
than the old system, under which no serious 
complaints were ever heard.

More of Truth than Poetry.

“What a beautiful little city you have 
here” said an American gentleman to a 
Herald reporter, in the office of the Queen 
hotel, a few evenings ago.

“Yes” said the reporter, “it is a pretty 
place.”

“ You say yes,” said the tourist, 
“but do you really feel it, in fact do you 
realize and appreciate it, or do you only say 
it out of courtesy or a matter of conree?"

Something in the gentleman’s abrupt and 
earnest manner caused the reporter to give 
him a more positive attention.

“I am afraid I don’t quite understand you 
sir,” was the somewhat guarded reply.

“Well,” said the tourist tilting back in his 
chair, and sending a wreath of smoke curling 
from his cigar to the ceiling, “it makes 
me tired every time I talk to anyone in this 
city. They will acquiesce most agreeably, 
it is true, with every word of praise or ad­
miration that you may say about the place, 
they will agree with you that it is a pretty 
place, and a pleasant place to live in, that 
it lias many natural and accrued advantages, 
and that it Ought to be more enterprising 
and better known to the traveling public 
than it is. But that is about the extent of 
their patriotism.”

“Yes?” said tiie reporter rather doubtfully 
“hut perhaps you have not been here long 
enough to speak advisedly.”

“Oh, one does’nt need to be here long, and 
besides I have been here before.”

“Then I’m to gather that while you like 
the place you don’t like the people,” ventur­
ed the reporter,

“Oh! I like the people Well enough,” said 
the tourist, “no one could help liking them. 
They all treat us as well as could be asked 
for, indeed they treat strangers better than 
they do themselves. I travel around con­
siderable in the summer,” he continued, 
“and I am quite a close observer, and I find 
this striking difference between the people 
of the United States and of the maritime 
provinces. In the United states it doesn t 
make any difference what kind of a wheel­
barrow town one visits, if it is noted for 
anything on top of earth, the people are 
running that one thing and booming it for 
all it’s worth, they don’t wait for you to 
speak to them about it, but they hammer it 
in your ears every chance they get. To put 
it briefly, they advertise their town, and 
they won’t hear a word said against it, nor 
suffer any unfavorable comparison to be 
made. They look upon their towns a good 
deal as a Canadian does upon his dog, no 
matter how mean a yellow cur he may be, 
he’s as good as any other man’s dog and a 
good deal better if one happens to say any­
thing against him.

“Now with their cities and towns the people 
down here are ditferene. They don’t boom 
them, they don’t advertise them, they don’t 
show any enthusiasm over the land of their 
adoption. In fact they don’t seem to know 
a good filing when they get it.”

The reporter intimated that the compari­
son seemed stronger than the facts of the 
case warranted.

“Do you want proof of it?” queried the 
tourist. “What for instance are your news­
papers for? Now I have been reading New 
Brunswick papers for some time, and while 
some make a sort of a feeble defence of their 
country, as though they were half ashamed 
of it, others are actually running it down. 
Since coming to Fredericton I have picked 
up two Fredericton papers, both of Which 
have the first good tiling I have seen on that 
beautiful sheet of water out there,” nodding 
towards the broad St, John which was 
glistening in tiie moonlight, “and the im­
portant places it reaches, and where do you 
suppose they got it?”

The reporter was busy lighting his cigar 
which seemed to draw hard.

“ They copied them both out of a Canadian 
paper published away up in Toronto or 
somewhere” said the tourist with a comical 
smile. “With enough newspapers publish­
ed in your own town to shingle a Baptist 
meeting house, you wait for some foreign 
paper to write yovf up and show people that 
you are somebody. Does’nt that look as if 
you did’nt know a good thing when you 
saw it ?”

The reporter was forced to admit that it 
was evidence in that direction.

“You’ve got a good country,” continued 
the tourist, “and a beautiful and well located 
city and it has as good men in it as any city 
has got. All they want is some patriotism 
of a little more aggressive nature, and a good 
deal of enthusiasm and push, and they are 
hound to get there some day.”

And as the reporter bid the tourist good 
night, he felt there was more truth than 
poetry in much lie had said.

What Alls the Oats Î

On Wednesday oats were selling in 
Toronto at 52 cents a bushel on the rail, and 
it becomes interesting to inquire whether 
this high price is likely to be maintained. 
The U. S. department of agriculture says 
that the decline in the condition of the oat 
crop during July was unprecedented, and 
the general condition of the crop during 
that month was lower than it had been in 
twenty-five years. If it had not been that 
in the northwest state and on the Pacific 
coast the crop maintained its condition the 
average for the whole United States would 
have been far worse than it lias been. As it 
is, in, the great oat producing section the 
crop is, if not a failure,

SOMETHING VERY MUCH LIKE IT.

Tliis condition of things is by no means 
confined to the United States, but extends 
to Canada as well. As to whether it reaches 
Manitoba and the northwest we are with­
out advices ; but from Ontario to the Atlan­
tic coast it is the rule. The “ blight," as it 
is called for want of a better name, is a dis­
ease which appears in the principal leaves 
of the plant. These dry and turn brownish 
at the tip, and the change gradually extends 
up until it reaches the stalk. The whole 
leaf assuming a reddish color and appar­
ently becoming absolutely useless to the 
plant. The stalk itself does not die, but 
goes on heading out. The question is 
whether there will be

SUFFICIENT VITALITY IN IT

to enable the grain to fill. The disease has 
materially affected the growth of straw. 
From all parts of this province come the 
same reports ; the only exception being 
that in some places oats on new land are 
found not to he affected. It is said by some 
that barley has been attacked in the same 
way, though not to the same extent. The 
U. 8. department of agriculture attributes 
the blight to spring frosts and plant lice, 
and the occurrence of a green louse on the 
grain is reported from several parts of this 
province. There is reason to doubt if this 
is the true cause. Dr. Hoisted, of New Jersey, 
says :

“ Therefore it seemed advisable to make a 
microscopic examination of the diseased 
plants, in order to discover whether 

THE CAUSE OF THIS DISASTER 

was r.ot some parasitic fungus. Specimens 
in root, stem and leaf from several localities 
have been examined, and nothing in the 
nature of a rust, smut, mildew, mold or 
blight was found. It may be true that a 
low form of organism belonging to the 
group of bacteria is the cause of the un­
healthy growth. Bacteria were found 
present, but no attempts were made to de­
termine the bacterial origin of tiie disease. 
But small bodies were found within the 
substance of the smaller roots, and these at 
once suggested undeveloped worms of 
minute size called nematodes. As the 
scafcli continued, the mature worms were 
found in full activity."

The present conditions arc that the oat 
crop will he far below the average, over the 
continent as a whole, and hence it is reason­
able to expect the price to keep up.

How beautiful in Autumn they would 
stand, a bright tinted border to the measured 
land ; and in the springtime, how fair to see 
the fresh green border to the flowering apple 
trees.

And beauty alone would not be their best 
yield j we might gather sugar in the open 
field. We should look further oh than just 
for oUr own day, and live in part for others, 
who are following on our way. If my father 
had planted as many maples as he had fruit 
trees, he would have left a better, sweeter 
legacy to his children. Let us persevere 
and plant maples and fruit trees for the bene­
fit of the coming generations, and they will 
stand as living memorials, even better than 
monuments of lnarble, And if wish, our 
name shall tell that by our hand this tree 
was planted here. Then carve it in the 
hark and carve it well ; bid that it shall be 
trimmed anew each year, that it may not 
grow out of sight, but always fresh appear.

I have walked in the shade of the horse 
chestnut trees, that hands of men have set 
in order by the sidewalks of many American 
cities, and have felt thankful to those hands 
whosoever they might have been, for in thfe~ 
heat of summer days they are blessings in­
deed. But often to myself I have said, if 
they, the walnut or the maple tree, had 
planted there ; they had left a more pleasing 
memorial, a richer legacy for their children’s 
children everywhere.

“ You may wish it in welcome,” cried 
Kirby, “but if I ruffle the gobbler’s feath­
ers, how are you to get it? Is money so 
plenty in your deer-skin pocket, that you 
pay for a chance that you may never 
have?”

“ How know you sir, how plenty money 
is in my pocket?” said the youth, fiercely. 
“Here is my shilling, Brom, and I claim a 
right to shoot.”

“ Don’t be crabbed, my boy,” said the 
other, who was very coolly fixing his 
flint. “They say you have a hole in your 
left shoulder, yourself, so I think Brom 
may 'give you a fire for half-price. It will 
take a keen one to hit that bird, I can tell 
you, my lad, even if I give you a chance, 
which is what I have no mind to do.”

“ Don’t be boasting, Billy Kirby,” said 
Natty, throwing the breech of his rifle in­
to the snow, and leaning on its barrel ; 
“you’ll get but one shot at the Greater, for 
if the lad misses his aim, which wouldn’t 
to a wonder if he did, with his arm so 
stiff and sore, you’ll find a good piece and 
an old eye coming a’ter you. Maybe it’s 
true that I can’t shoot as I used to could, 
but a hundred yards in a short distance 

/ for a long rifle.”
“ What, old Leather-Stocking, are you 

out this morning?” cried his reckless 
opponent. “Well, fair play’s a jewel. I’ve 
the lead of your, old fellow ; so here goes 
for a dry throat or a good dinner.”

The countenance of the negro evinced 
not only all the interest which his pecun­
iary adventure might occasion, but also 
the keen excitement that the sport pro­
duced in the others, though with a very 
different wish as to the result. While the 
wood-chopper was slowly and steadily 
raising his rifle, he bawled :.

“ Ah ! it’s but money thrown away, lad,” 
said Leather-Stocking. “A turkey’s head 
and neck, is hut a small mark for a new 
hand and a lame shoulder. You’d best 
let me take the fire, and may he we can 
make some settlement with the lady about 
the bird."

“ The chance is mine,” said the young 
hunter. “Clear the ground, that I may 
take it.”

The discussions and disputes concerning 
the last shot were now abating, it having 
tocn determined that if the turkey’s head 
had been anywhere but just where it was 
at that moment, the bird must certainly 
have been killed. There was Viot much 
excitement produced by the preparations 
of the youth, who proceeded in a hurried 
maimer to take his aim, and was in the 
act of pulling the trigger, when he was 
stopped hv Natty.

“ Your hand shakes, lad,” he said, “and 
you seem ovcrcager. Bullet wounds are 
apt to weaken flesh, and to my judgment 
you’ll not shoot so well as in common. If 
you will fire, you should shoot quick, be­
fore t here is time to shake off the aim.”

“ Fair play,” again shouted the negro ; 
“fair play — gib a nigger fair play. What 
right a Nat Bumppo advise a young mail? 
Let ’em shoot — clear a ground.”

The youth fired with great rapidity, but 
no motion was made by the turkey ; and, 
when the examiners for the ball returned 
from the “mark,” they declared that he 
had missed the stump.

Elizabeth observed the change in his 
countenance, and could not help feeling 
surprise, that one so evidently superior to 
his companions should feel a trifling loss 
so sensibly. But her own champion was 
now preparing to enter the lists.

The mirth of Brom, which had again 
been excited, though in a much smaller 
degree than before, by the failure of the 
second adventurer, vanished the instant 
Natty took his stand. His skin became 
mottled with large brown spots, that fear­
fully sullied the lustre of his native ebonyi 
while his enormous lips gradually com­
pressed around two rows of ivory that 
had hitherto been shining m his visage 
like pearls set in jet. His nostrils, at all 
times the most conspicuous feature of his 
face, dilated, until they covered the greater 
part of the diameter of his countenance ;

“ I was down in the Dutch settlements 
on the Schoharie,” said Natty, carefully 
removing the leather guard from the lock 
of his rifle, “just before the breaking out 
of the last war, and there was a shooting- 
match among the boys ; so I took a hand. 
I think I opened a good many Dutch eyes 
that day ; for I won the powder-horn, 
three Bars of lead, and a pound of as good 
powder as ever flashed in pah. Lord! 
how they did swear in Jarmin ! They 
did tell me of one drunken Dutchman who 
said he’d have the life of me before I got 
back to the lake ag’in. But if he had put 
his rifle to his shoulder with evil intent 
God would have punished him for it ; and 
even if the Lord didn’t, and he had missed 
his aim, L know one that would have 
given him a» good as he sent, and better 
too, if good snooting could have come into 
the ’count.”

By this time the old hunter was ready 
for his business, and throwing his right 
leg far behind him, and stretching his 
left arm along the barrel of his piece, he 
raised it toward the bird. Every eye 
glanced rapidly from the marksman to 
the mark ; but at the moment when each 
ear was expecting the report of the rifle, 
they were disappointed by the ticking 
sound of the flint.

“ A snap, a snap ! ” shouted the negro, 
springing from his crouching posture like 
a madman, before his bird. “A snap 
good as fire — Natty Bumppo gun he snap 
— Natty Bumppo miss a turkey ! ”

“ Natty Bumppo hit a nigger,” said the 
indignant old hunter, “ if you don’t get 
out of the way, Brom. It’s contrary to 
the reason of the thing, boy, that a snap 
should count for a fire, when one is noth­
ing more than a fire-stone striking a steel 
pan, and the other is sudden death ; so 
get out of my way, boy, and let me show 
Billy Kirby how to shoot a Christmas 
turkey.”

“Gib a nigger fair play!” cried the 
black, who continued resolutely to main­
tain his post, and making that appeal to 
the justice of his auditors, which the de­
graded condition of his caste so naturally 
suggested. “ Eberybody know dat snap 
as good as fire. Leah it to Massa Jone — 
leab it to lady.”

“ Sartin,” said the wood-chopper ; it’s 
the law of the game in this part of the 
country, Leather-Stocking. If you fire 
ag’in you must pay up the other shilling. 
I b’lieve I’ll try luck once more myself 
so, Brom, here’s my money, and I take 
the next fire.”

“ It’s likely you know the laws of the 
woods better than I do, Billy Kirby,” re­
turned Natty. “ You come in with the 
settlers, with an ox-goad in your hand 
and I come in with moccasins on my feet, 
and with a good rifle on [my shoulders, so 
long back as afore the old war. Which is 
likely to know the best? I say no man 
need tell me that snapping is as good as 
firing when I pull the trigger.”

“ Leab it to Massa Jone,” said the 
. alarmed negro ; “ he know eberything.”

This appeal to the knowledge of Richard 
was too flattering to be unheeded. He 
therefore advanced a little from the spot 
whither the delicacy of Elizabeth had in­
duced her to withdraw, and gave the fol­
lowing opinion, with the gravity that the 
subject and his own rank demanded :

“There seems to be a difference in 
opinion,” he said, “on the subject of 
Nathaniel Bnmppo’s right to shoot at 
Abraham Freeborn’s turkey without the 
said Nathaniel paying one shilling for the 
privilige.” The fact was too evident to be 
denied, and after pausing a moment, that 
the audience might digest his premises, 
Richard proceeded. “ it seems proper 
that I should decide this question, as lam 
bound to preserve the jieace of the country;

“Iv’c 
known the squaws give very good counsel 
when the Indians had been dumbfound­
ed. If she says that I ought to lose, I 
agree to give it up.”

“ Then I adjudge you to tic a loser for 
this time," said Miss Temple ; “but pay 
your money and renew your chance ; un­
less Brom will sell me the bird for a dollar.
I will give him the money, and save the 
life of the poor victim.”

This proposition was evidently but lit­
tle relished by any of the listeners, even 
the negro feeling the evil excitement of 
the chances. In the meanwhiic, as Billy 
Kirby was preparing himself for another 
shot,Natty left the stand, with an extreme­
ly dissatisfied manner, muttering :

“ There hasn’t been such a thing as a 
good flint sold at the foot of the lake since 
the Indian traders used to come into the 
country ; and, if a body should go into the 
flats along the 'streams ill the hills to 
hunt for such a tiling, it’s ten to one but 
they will be, all covered up with the 
plough. Heiglio ! it seems to me that just 
as the game grows scarce, and a body 
wants the test ammunition to get a liveli­
hood, everything that’s bad falls on him 
like a judgment. But I’ll change the 
stone, for Billy Kirby hasn’t the eyo for 
such a mark, I know.”

The wood-chopper seemed now entirely 
sensible that his reputation depended on 
his care ; nor did he neglect any means to 
Insure success. He drew up his rifle, and 
renewed his aim again and again, still ap­
pearing reluctant to fire. No sound was 
heard from even Brom, during these port­
entous movements, until Kirby discharg­
ed his piece, with the same want of suc­
cess as before. Then, indeed, the shouts 
of the negro rang through the bushes, and 
sounded among the trees of the neighbor­
ing forest like the outcries of a tribe of 
Indians. He laughed, rolling his head 
first on one side, then on the other, until 
nature seemed exhausted with mirth.

“ If it be me that you have reference to,” 
said the young hunter, “I shall decline 
another chance. My shoulder is yet weak, 
I find.”

Elizabeth regarded his manner, and 
thought that she could discern a tinge on 
his cheek that spoke the shame of consci­
ous poverty. She said no more, but suf­
fered her own champion to make a triai. 
Although Natty Bumppo had certainly 
made hundreds of more momentous shots 
at his enemies or his game, yet he never 
exerted himself more to excel. He raised 
his piece three times: .once to get 
his range ; once to calculate his distance ; 
and once because the bird, alarmed by 
the death-like stillness, turned its head 
quickly to examine its foes.

The smoke, the re­
port, and the momementary shock, pre­
vented most of the spectators from instant­
ly knowing the result; but Elizabeth, 
when she saw her champion drop the end 
of his rifle in the snow and open his 
mouth in one of its silent laughs, and then 
proceed very coolly to recharge his piece, 
knew' that he had been successful. The 
boys rushed to the mark, and lifted the 
turkey on high, lifeless, and with nothing 
but the remnant of a head.

of parliament.

phenomenon in the shape of a girl not 
quite 10 years old, who has already attain­
ed the height of five feet ten inches.

The girl, who was, her 
parents say, an unusually small, sickly 
baby, began to grow when she was about 
6 years old, and in four years has gained 
two feet and a half, an almost unprece­
dented growth. She is stout and developed 
in proportion, and has the strength of a 
man, but her mind is feeble, or else has 
been so outstripped by her body as to 
give it no chance to develop. The young 
giantess presents a most remarkable spec­
tacle with her childish fiice and dress, 
seated playing in the sand or amusing 
herself with a doll.

But the officers oi 
the companies themselves are positive 
when asked about the matter.

“ An accident is due to violent external 
agencies,” said one of these officials last 
week. “ Sunstroke or freezing are visita­
tions of Providence. An accident cannot be 
caused by lack of vitality or the visitations 
of a Divine Providence.”

Mr. Dawson, M. H. for Algoma, says 
that the Minneapolis syndicate which 
proposes to utilize the enormous water 
power of the Kakabeka falls has already 
commenced operations. The ground is 
being cleared preparatory to the erection 
of flouring mills, and matters are booming 
at the mines, an extraordinary find having 
recently been made at the Badger.
