| SERIOUS CHARGES

Are Made Against Two Queen’s
County People in St. John.

Thos. P. Hetherington and Miss Bost-
wick Under Arrest.

(Monday’s 8un).

On the night of the 1st inst., John Camp-
bell, who resides on Rodney street, Carle-
ton, found a child about three weeks old
in his yard. The child was handed over
to Officer Gosline, who arranged to have
it cared for till the next day. Then it
was sent out to the alms house where it
died on Saturday last. The mother of the
little one, Eva Bostwick, has been under
arrest since Tuesday charged with the
abandment of the child. She is in the
hospital where she has been ever since
she was taken into custody. Upon her
information Thos. Palmer Hetherington
was dfrested yesterday on a charge of
bigamy and adultery. Miss Bostwick,
who is only 21 years of age, is the daugh-
ter of Capt. Bostwick, of Wickham, Q. C.
She is very respectably connected and

IS A HANDSOME WOMAN.

She says that Hetherington was the
father of the child. Hetherington, who
is 31, is a married man, his wife residing
with several children on his farm at
Thornetown, Queens Co. He was married
gome ten years ago to Miss Agnes Arm-
strong, daughter of the late Wm. Arm-
strong. :

During the past few years he has been
away from home a great deal as he repre-
gented:some agricultural implement man-
ufactories. As agentfor these people he
used to travel all through the upper river
counties. In the summer of 1892 he
visited Wickham, where he made the ac-
quaintance of Miss Bostwick, and it was
not long before the two were on very in-
timate terms.

In September Hetherington went to
Boston and about the same time Miss
Bostwick left home. She says the object
of their departure from New Brunswick
was to get married. They were married,
according to her story, in Boston, and
travelled all over the United States as
man and wife. After atime Hethering-
ton, she says, told her that he had a wife
in Thornetown. This,she claims, was the
first intimation she had of this fact. . Then
he left her (in Butte city, it is said), and

RETURNRD TO HIS WIFE AND FAMILY.

Not long after that Miss Bostwick arrived
home: Since that time she has lived
with her parents.

Miss Bustwick came to St. John about a
month ago and put up at a house on Duke
street, a house which does not bear a very
enviable repatation. Hetherington was
with her .at that house. Later on her
twin sister joined her.” She was with her
when the child was born. Just when
that occurred the police refuse to tall. By
whonrthe child was left at Carleton, can-
not be stated at this stage of the case. As
goon as the mother was able to do se she
and her sister went up home. It issaid
her people are not aware of the birth of
the child. ]

Chief Clark directed his men to leave
no stone unturned in their efforts to dis-
cover the unnatural mother. The boat
which left Indiantown on Monday last,
carried among her passengers Capt. Jen-
kins. He got off at Wickham, and when
he returned to St. John on Tuesday Miss
Bostwick cime with him. Hs arrested
her at her fathet’s hoige. Asstated above
she

WAS SENT TO THE HOSPITAL.

The information against her was made
by Officer Gosline. It is in substance:
That on the first day of September, 1894,
in the city of St. John, she did unlawfully
abandon and expose her infant child un-
der the age of two years, that is to say of
the age of three weeks, whereby the life
of the said child was endangered, con-
trary to the statute in such case made and
provided.

Since her arrival here Miss Bostwick
told the police all about her intimacy with
Hetherington. She says they met at
Wickham, that they ran away to get mar-
ried, that they were married in Boston in
the fall of 1892. They spent some months
in the states as man and wife. Hether-
ington, she says, had lots of money, but
where he got it is the wonder of those
who know him. At last he told her he
was a married man and that his wife and
children lived in Queens county, not far
from her home. Then he left her and
came home, and she followed suit.

She made information against him the
other day, charging him with bigamy and
adultery.

Hethetington, who now travels for Van
Meter & Butcher, the Moncton carriage
and implement firm, came down . from
Moncton on Saturday night. The police
got after him at once and he was arrested
on King street yesterday afternoon. He
says he did not expect to be arrested, al-
though he knew

THERE WAS GOING TO BE TROUBLE.

He was locked up and is now in the
central police station. He denies Miss
Bostwick’s story of their marriage, but
admits that they were together in the
United States. He says she knew he was
a married man at the time they first met.
He does not deny the paternity of the
child, but says Miss Botswick was not a
virtuous woman when he first met her.

Miss Bostwick is pretty well known in
St. John. She came down here a couple
of years ago with another young woman.
Their actions were such that their people
were notified and the result was that the
couple were taken from a city hotel by
the police and sent to their homes.

The police have been in communica-

| tion with parties in the United States,

and it is expected some information as to
the movements of Hetherington and Miss
Bostwick while they were there will be
received in a day or two. L, A. Currey
hag been retained to look after Mr. Heth-
erington’s interests, and the preliminary
examination begins on Monday next.

KATIE SULLIVAN'S LUCK.

From Poverty in New York, to a Coach
and Pair in Ireland.

Ever since Katie Sullivan, the fourteen-
year-old daughter of the late Patrick Sul-
livan, hod carrier of New York, left for Ire-
land to obtain the fortune left her by her
grandfather her friends in N. Y. have an-
xiously awaited the arriyal of the British
mails. Katie, in her present luxurious
surroundings, has not quite forgotten her
mother, and she sends letters weekly that
gladden the heart of the widow, and ex-
cite at once the envy and admiration of

the other occupants of the tenement ab

1,458 Third avenue. According to legal
documents which Mrs. Sullivan received
early in July, Katie is heir to an estate
valued at $1,000,000. This was left,her so
Lawyer Donohough of Derry, Ireland,
wrote, by her grandfather, Patrick Salli-
van, a miserly old miller of Cookstown,
county Derry, who died intestate. Katie
and a cousin are said to be the only heirs.
The lawyer asked that she be sent to Ire-
land to be educated as befitted her new
station. .

Prior to the child’s departure there was
a celebration in® the rooms of Mrs. Mur-
phy, the Sullivans’ next door neighbor.
It was a real old-fashoned mixed ale party,
and Kate promised all the guests that she
was goingto buy the tenement and let
them live in it rent free. That is one
reason why the neighbors are so much
interested in her movements abroad.

The widow Sullivan was bending over a
wash tub when a reporter called upon her
the other day. She wore a loose-fitting
wrapper and was bare-footed. Another
woman, similarly attired, stood on the
other side of the tub. The Sullivans oc-
cupy two back rooms on the top floor of
the tenement.

“It is true, air,” said the widow, refer-
ing to Katie’s goed fortune. “ She’slivin’
in elegant style an’ has become a fine girl.
She gave away all the Sunday clothes ehe
took over, an’ th’ last we heard from her
she was ridin’ about Dublin in & carriage
buyin’ the finest silks an’ satins she could
find. Yes, indeed, she tells us she has a
fine carriage and horses and footmen, like
she used to see here in Central Park.
She says the lawyer is going to send me
$500 to go to Ireland before Christmas.”

When she gets the money she is going
to distribute her few belongings among
the neighbors and buy $100 worth of
clothing.

“Then,” she added trivmphantly, asshe
passed a can of beer to her companion lab-
orer, “we will be ready to ride in our
carriage with the rest of the millionaires.”

$13,000 LEFT TO MRS. TALMAGE.

By Elisabeth Lord, a Former Factory
Operative, to Whom She Was Kind.

A despatch from South Berwick Me.,
says that $13,000 has been left to Mrs. T.
Pe Witt Talmage, wife of the Brooklyn
preacher, by Elizbeth H. W. Lord, who
died in Brooklyn on June 28. Miss Lord,
who was seventy-four-years-old, went to
Brooklyn about two years ago from Dover,
N. H. She was suffering from eczema in
one of her feet, and, being a stranger, cal-
led upon Mrs. Talmage. She was advised
to .go to the Brooklyn hospital for tieat-
ment. After leaving the hospital Miss
Lord rented the first floor of the apart-
ment house at 685 Sackett street, at which
she lived until herdeath. Her neighbors,
who soon noticed that she was eceentric
frequently helped her in her household
work. Bhe was reticent about her person-
al history, and would not tell where she
came from. Finally she told one of her
neighbors that she came to Brooklyn to
rid herself of her relatives, who were try-
ing to get her money. She lived in a
miserly way, eating of an old soap box
with a broken knife and a cracked plate.
She oiten, it is said, went hungry rather
than spend the money for feod.

Miss Lord was visited occasionally by
Mrs. Talmage and her daughters. These,
so far as can be learned, were the only
callers she had, except the neighbors.
During her illness Miss Lord wasattended
by Dr. J. E. Richardson, which is said to
be Mrs. Talmage’s physician. Shortly be-
fore her death Miss Lord became delirious
and in her ravings she frequently men-
tioned Great Falls, N. H. On her death,
word was communicated to Mayor Wells
of Sometworth, N. H.and it is learned
that Miss Lord was a daughter of Han-
nah Lord,a former resident of Somers-
worth. She had relatives in Berwick,
Me., and Lawrence, Mass.

She worked in mills before the civil
wars, and invested her savings profitably.
They are deposited in the savings banks
in Berwick and Lawrence. It is reported
that the relatives of Miss Lord will en-
deavor to break the will. Her body was
placed in a vault in Greenwood Cemetery
awaiting Mrs. Talmage’s return from
Europe.

To far asit canbe learned Miss Lord
only mentioned the name of Talmage on
two occasions —one when Dr. Talmage’s
church was burned, and the other was
when Mrs. Talmage sailed to Europe.
The neighbors, however,was uot surprised
to learn that Mrs. Talmage made the
beneficiary of Miss Lord’s will.

RECEIVES STACKS OF SMALL COIN.

It Usually Takes Four Men an Hour to
Count the Collection Taken up at Tre-
mont Temple Boston.

It takes Deacon Roundy four hours on
4n average to count the Sunday contrib-
utions at Tremont Temple, Boston, owing
to the flood of small coin. Perhaps it
would be more correct to say that it
would take him four hours, for he com-
monly has three men to help him, and
then the task is finished in an hour.
Some of the small coin is deposited in the
bank, but most of it is kept out to pay the
bills with. Mr. Roundy hasa peculiar
method of keeping pennies, nickles etc. in
crinkly edged pasteboard butter dishes,
although in other ways he isnot particu-
larly fanciful. Some days one will find
his desk groaning under the load of these
trays. Then a bill collector comes in and
goes oft round shouldered. If this bill
was big enough he might have got $100
in pennies, that being the smalles denom-
ination conveniently on hand. But the
deacon is usually more considerate, re-
membering that all do not bave flat-bot-
tom -cars at their command. He just
stacks the coin in the trays, and every
spare minute he can get he spends in rol-
ling it up. A rough calculation shows
that if the average Sunday offerings were
all in pennies and they wete laid in rows
around the outer edge of the floor of Mus-
ic Hall, they would go around about sev-
en times. The collector in a recent an-
uval report says he has received 250,160
nickles and 511,601 pennies. Figuring
will show that these nickles weighed
2750 pounds and the coppers 3427 pounds,
over three-quarters of a million peices in
all, weighing more than three tons.

Tremont Temple has the largest con-
gregation in New England and entertains
an especially large number of strangers.
The collectors say that nowadays compar-
atively little mutilated coin is found in
the boxes, but the number of buttons is
about normal. The buttons are not sav-
ed, if they had been for yearsthe Rox-
bury woman’s collection of twelve thou-
sand might have been beaten. In the
balconies small velvet bags hung on the
end of sticks are passed around, and it is
said a small boy recent deposited a few
marbles, which to him seemed more pre-
cious than his pennies.

The irain to
leave Halifax at 7 a.m. will reach Boston
in twenty-five hours, leaving St. Jobn at
4 p. m. and will run to Montreal in the
same time.

Two thousand pupils, not one of them
of yankee extraction,in one school di-
vision in Boston —and that one bearing
the name of Hancock — is a striking state
of things. Nearly a third of these chil-
dren are of Italian parentage, and the rest
of various nationalities.

While deploring the dullness of trade
Mr. Richard Glynn, the chairman at the
annual meeting of the Bank of British
North America, in London, paid a high
compliment to Canada, concerning her
banking system and the way the critical
commercial crisis kad been passed.

W. 8. Loggie, the well-known Chatham
merchant and lobster packer, is in finan-
cial difficulties. He has suspended pay-
ment, and a meeting of his creditors is
called to consider the situation. General
regret will be felt at his suspension. His
liabilities will be large, but there is a pro-
bability that arrangements will be made
for him to continue.

The secretary of the United States
Treasury having received official inform-
ation that Canada imposes no export duty
and no discriminating stumpage due on
lumber, logs, timber and articles mention-
ed in the free lumber schedule of the new
tariff act, has instructed collectors of cus-

-toms to admit such articles free of duty

when imported from Canada.

In a reply to a deputation of Winnipeg
prohibitionist, Mr. Laurier said he would
pledge his honor as a man that as soon as
the Liberals came into power at Ottawa
they would take a plebiscite all over the
Dominion. By that declaration the party
would stand, and the will of people would
be carried out were it to cost power for-
ever to the Liberal party.

Cardinal Vaughan, in opening a Catholic¢
conference in Preston, England, Monday,
spoke concerning the re-union of Christe-
dom. The movements have been so rap-
id in the Anglican church within the last
fifty years, he said that it had been diffi-
cult to distinguish the Roman and Angli-
can church. The movement was spread-
ing fast in the United Kingdom.

James Cleary,a farmer aged seventy-five
died on the operating table at the Hotel
Dieu Hospital Quebec, Saturday. He was
being operated upon to remove the upper
jaw bone for a malignant tumor, and had
been placed under the influence of chlor-
oform when it was all at once noticed that
had ceased breathing. Every effort he
wa3 made to restore animation but with-
out success.

Michigan has a commission which is
recommending needed reforms in munici-
pal administration. The chief feature of.
the new plan is its limitation of alderman-
ic power and increase in the mayor’s auth-
ority. Appointive boards let contracts
and perform all executive work, so that
the city council’s sphere is solely legislat-
ive. The responsibility for proper admin-
istration is so established that corrupt
officials can easily be discovered.

The long and bitter fight regarding re-
ligious exerciges in the public schools, and
the proposed abolition of all Roman Cath-
olic separate schools in the Canadian
Northwest, was brought to a close, for a
time at least, by the Northwest legislat-
ure last week, the legislature determining
by a majority vote that the Catholics shall
not be deprived of their right to establish
separate echools, and in districts where
they maintained euch separate schools
ghall not also be taxed for the public
schools. It has been determined farther
that the only religious exercise in the
public schools shall be the simple reading
of the Lord’s Prayer at the opening.

James J. Corbett and Peter Courtney, a
Trenton heavy-weight, who once fought
a four-round draw with Robert Fitzsim-
mons, indulged in a six-round contest to
a finish at the Edison Laboratory at
Orange, N. J. on the 7th. inst. The fistic
encounter was for the purpose of repro-
ducing all the moves of the men on Mr.
Edison’s new kinetoscope. The battle
was a secret one, only fifteen people being
in attendance. Corbett easily won the
contest. He knocked Courtney out in the
sixth round.

A most remarkable instance of blood
poisoning, resulting from the bite of a
family dog,is reported at Phelps, N. Y.
Mrs. Hackett, a lady fifty years of age,had
been at her work in her pantry and in the
darkness she stepped upon a large Shep-
ard dog that was sleeping upon the floor.
The dog jumped up suddently and seized
Mrs. Hackett by the limb, biting her se-
verely, and throwing her upon the fioor.
By the time help arrived, the carine had
stripped Mrs. Hackett of her clothing.
The injured lady’s limbs have swollen
to twice the normal size and she suffers
untold agony. She must either submit to
an amputation of both limbs or else die.

MARKS'S TERRIBLE RIDE.

Locked up in a Box Car For Seven days
Without Food or Drink,

A loud thumping upon the door of a
freight car on a Reading railroad eiding at
West Falls station, Pa., attracted the at-
tention of William Pflegler, a brakeman.
He opened the door and the gaunt, eman-
ciated figure of a man tumbled out upon
the tracks. He wasso weak that he could
not move and could hardly speak.

The man said he was Theodore Marks,
that he lived in Winchester, Va., and had

entered the car at St. Louis, where he had
been at work. He lost his place in that
city, and desiring to reach his home, and
having no funds, crawled in the car, which
was loaded with barrel staves and hoop
poles, on the Chicago, St. Louis and Alton
railroad.

He hid in the car for two days before it
was locked and started on its way he knew
not whither, taking his chances of reach-
ing a point nearer his home. He travell-
ed in the box car without a drop of water
or a crumb of food. Two days after the
start the train stopped at some place,
which Marks thinks was Pittsburg.

He pounded and thumped upon the
sides of the car in an effort to attract the
attention of the trainmen, but they either
failed to hear him or allowed him to pound
without paying attention. When the
train pulled out again histhirst drove him
nearly wild, and in his desperate craving
for food he gnawed the tops of his shoes.

Three days more and the train stopped
again, this time, he thinks at Biidgeport.
He was so weak and exhausted that his
efforts to draw attention to the car failed.
The train started off again with a rush,
and Marks abandoned hope. But he was
aroused into fresh activity by the stopping
of the train again, and the sound of voices
over him. He again beat against the door
of the car, and when it opened he fell out
in a faint.

Brakeman Pflegler lifted Marks up and
the other trainmen got him some milk.
He drank it with a feverish eagerness, but
hie stomach rebelled. The trainmen noti-
fled a policeman, who, summoning an
ambulance, had the starving man carried
to the Philadelphia Hospital. There it
was reported that Marks’s chances of re-
covery were not good. His stomach re-
belled against taking nourishment, and
he is so weak that he cannot stand.

SAFE CRACKERS [N JAIL.

L. A. Hopper, of Canterbury Station,
has returned from Machiasand says the
three burglars captured near Danforth
were the same that blew open his safe, as
two wallets, some gold pieces, a small box
containing 100 cents, and some $10 in Can-
adian bills, in all amounting to $220.93,
which were found on them belonged to
him. Mr. Hopper described his property
to the officers at Machias before it was
shown him, and his description corres-
ponded. His loss exceeds the sum by $40
He has to wait until the October court at
Portland opens and then expects to get
his property. He speaks very highly of
the manner in which his case was hand-
led by the two Sheriffs, the county at-
torney, and the post office inspector, the
latter being from Boston. The county at-
torney said after the prisoners paid the
penalty of the Danforth post office bur-
glary they would be handed over to the
Canadian authorities and tried for safe
robbery at Canterbury.

The body of Richard Ellicott was on
Saturday interred at Oakland Cemetery
Westchester, pa., aftear having lainin a
vault for nearly a month. Ellicott who
was wealthy, had often feared that he
would be buried alive, and shortly before
his death he made a peculia1 request,
which was minutely carried out. The
casket was placed in a vault, and on the
inside of it near the corps hands was fast-
ed an electric button. This was con-
nected with an electric bell in the house
of the keeper of the cemetery. Mr. Elli-
cott asked that this be done in case that
he should come to life he could push the
button and the cemetery keeper would
hurry to his relief. The electric bell was
not sounded, however, and the time was
limit of the arrangement having expired
Saturday the wire was cut and the body
was placed under ground,

A NINE-OUNCE BABY.

George From, of New Orleans, is the
father of perhaps the smallest living
baby in the world. The childisa boy,
perfect in form, with regular features. Its
weight is about nine ounces. From the
crown of its tiny head to the soles of its
feet is about ten inches. Its arms are no
larger than a man’s thumb and its legs in
proportion. The child is in the best of
health, and its mother says can ciy as
vigorously as other babies. Mr. Form, the
father is about forty-five years of age,
weighing 175- pounds, and is hale and
hearty, the mother is forty-four and
weighs 125, the couple have had seven-
teen children, two of them besides the
baby are liliputians.

Mrs. Gamsby with her daughter,
aged eighteen, a son of sixteen, two little
children aged two to four years, and a
baby six months, started on foot for Rainy
River, three miles distant by the cord-
uroy road, through a narrow outting.

All six were suffocated
and the bodies of all, except the mother,
when found, were nothing but charred re-
mains. Mrs. Gamsby was alive when
rescuers arrived, but she died on Sunday.

The C. P. R. express from St. John to
Montreal, narrowly escaped a seriously
accident, Sunday night, one mile this side
of Westfield. Some miscreants had
placed on the track obstructions that
would have thrown the train over an em-
barkment, but the design was discovered
by Postmaster Ballentine who while he
was removing the sleepers was fired at,
evidently by the men who sought to
wreck the train. Ballentine had only
time to complete his brave act when the
train came thundering along at the rate

of forty miles an hour.

TUESDAY’S VOTE.

The citizens of Fredericton on Tuesday
next, will have an opportunity of voting
on an important principle of civic manage-
ment, and ought to go to the pollsto vote
one way or the other. Under the present
law unless holding property in other wards
the voter can only vote for two aldermen
in the ward in which he resides. The pro-
posed change would give him the right to
vote for ten aldermen or for the entire
membership of the council. There are
those who think the change would ensure
a better class of aldermen, and as it would
give every voter a choice in the elections,
all would be responsible for the selections
made.

THE HEN QUESTION.

Not in its relations to the McKinley or
Wilson tariffs, but with respect to the
comfort, convenience and respectability
of Fredericton’s sidewalks. The careless
manner in which hens are permttted to
run at large in this city is a positive dis-
grace, and it is quite time the municipal
authorities framed a bye law to abate the
nuisance. On St. John street the hens of
half a dozen different people practically
live on the street and sidewalks, and in
many other sections of the city, the upper
end of Charlotte street for instance, the
abuse is quite as bad. The owners should
have sufficient public spirit and decency
to keep their broods on their premises
when they can daily see the filth on the
sidewalks, but we suppose only the law
will compel them to do that.

THEY NEED WATCHING.

The bicycling craze has reacheJ Paris,
and a French physician directs attention
to the deaths of three persons from heart
disease while bicycling. In Fredericton
the bicyclists are not the ones to suffer
from the sport, but the people they are
likely to ride down on the sidewalks and
at the crossings. The police authorities
made a spurt a few weeks ago and fined
some of the offenders, but the danger is
just as great now as ever. A man or
woman riding a bicycle has no more right
on the sidewalk than a man or a woman
driving a carriage. The bicyclists them-
selves ought to know that; doubtless
they do know it, but they think they can
trifie with tbhe authorities. There are
many of the young men and women who
are never offenders, and it is very unfair
that the class should come under con-
demnation because of the actions of a
reckless few.

AFRAID TO FACE THE MUSIC.

The Government party have got into
such a disagreeable snarl in Cardwell, that
the administration, it is declared from
headquarters, will not open that constitu-
ency very soon. Mr. White has been
slated for the collectorship of customs at
Montreal, vacant now nearly two years,
but the Government is afraid to fulfill its
promige to him, lest Cardwell should slip
from their support. Had last week’s
nomination gone to the Government’s
liking, in all probability the constituency
would have been open now, but the con-
servative nominee, Mr. Willoughby, would
be beaten out of sight by the McCarthyite,
and so the Government are to hedge a
while longer. One would tbink that if
Montreal can do without a collector for
two years, the office might very well be
dispensed with altogether, but it is the
Government’s plan to prostitute the
highest offices in the country to the exig-
encies of the political situation.

V TO PARENTS.

The figure relating to the attendance
at the Fredericton public schools, publish-
ed in Tur HeraLp recently, show
that nearly one fifth of the entire popu-
lation of the city i receiving instruction
in those institutions, and while much of
their success depends on the pupils them-
selves and the teachers who are directing
their efforts, the parents of the children
arein a large measure responsible for the
way the schools advance. Without the
corporation of the parents, much of the
teacher’s work is useless. He must have
the support and sympathy of the homes
from which the children are drawn, and
in this connexion the ten suggestions
of a Maine poilosopher are to the point.
He believes the best results will be se-
cured if parents observe the following :

Let the attendance of your children be
prompt and regular.

Interest yourself in their studies, and
examine them from time to time.

Do not insist upon your child going in
too high a class.

Uphold the teacher in all reasonable at-
tempts at discipline.

Do not in any way find fault with the
teacher in the hearing of any of his pupils,
and especially in the hearing of your own
child.

If you think you have any ground com-
plaint asa parent, and patron of the school,
see the teacher privately, and talk it over
in a spirit of kindness.

Never listen to the complaints of chil-
dren till you have heard the other side
of the story. You need notexpect achild
to see more -than one side, and that will
be his own side.

Do not agk any favor for your child that
cannot be granted to all under like cir-
cumstances.

Start your children for school so as to
get there only five or ten minutes before
the time of beginning.

Make the round of the school premises
occasionally. Remember that it is your
business to keep a sharp lookout for your
child’s moral surroundings.

There is no doubt we have as good a
school system as can be found on the con-
tinent of America; we have earnest and
enthusiastic teachers, excellent school
buildings, and appliances, but the parents
must do their part as well. Let them
study the Maine man’s suggestion as
above, and put them into practical effect.

LUMBER.

The most satisfactory feature of the
new American tariff for Canada, at least,
is the lumber schedule. The American
market is practically thrown open to the
Canadian lumbermen. The new schedule
reads as follows:

Logs and round unmanafactured timber
not specially enumerated or provided for
in this act.

Firewood, handle bolts, heading bolts,
stave bolts and shingle bolts, hop poles,
fence posts, railroad ties, ship timber and
ship planking, not specially provided for
in this act.

Timber, hewn and sawed, and timbers
useu for spars and in building wharves.

Timber, squared or sided.

Sawed boards, planks, deals and other
lumber, rough or dressed, except boards,
plank, deals and other lumber of cedar,
lignum-vitae, lancewood, ebony, box,
granadilla, mahogany, rosewood, satin-
wood and all other cabinet woods.

Pine clapboards.

Spruce clapboards.

Hubs for wheels, posts, last blocks:
wagon blocks, car blocks, gun blocks,
heading and all like blocks or sticks,
rough hewn or sawed only.

Laths. .

Pickets and palings.

Shingles.

Staves of wood of all kinds, wood un-
manufactured : Provided, That all of the
articles above mentioned when imported
from any country which lays an export
duty or imposes discriminating stampage
dues on any of them, shall be subject to
the duties existing prior to the passage
of this act.

Compare the above with the McKinley
tariff and the advantage will readily be
seen. The schedule under that act was
as follows:

Timber, hewn and sawed, and timber
used for spars and in building wharves,
10 per cent. P

Timber, squared or sided, one half of
one cent per cubic foot.

Sawed lumber of hemlock, white wood,
sycamore, white pine or basswood, $1 per
1,000 feet; other sawed lumber $2 per
1,000 feet.

Cedar ties, posts and poles, 20 per cent.

Pine clapboards, $1 per thousand.

Spruce clapboards, $1.50 per thousand.

Laths, I5 cents per thousand pieces.

Pickets and palings, 10 per cent.

Shingles, 20 cents and 30 cents per
thousand.

Canada has always sold largely of her
forest product to the United States. In
1893 we exported to that country logs to
the value of $1,508,000, lumber, $9,916,000,
shingles, $735,900, railway ties, $212,600,
stave bolts, $103,000, laths, palings and
pickets, $464,500; but the removal of the
duties should greatly increase our exports
in these lines.

H. O. Smith, manager of the Bartlett
Lumber Company, at Bartlett, N. H.,
asked as to the effect the removal of the
duty would have upon the lumber in-
dustry of the United States, said he
thought it would practically cause the
shut down of some of the eastern mills
which are dependent upon the trade in
New York, Philadelphia and on the
Sound, because they come into direct
competition with the New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia mills in spruce lumber.

Mr. Smith feels a little curious to know
what effect the removal of the Canadian
export duty would have upon the shingle
trade. Shingles are furnished largely
from the lower provinces,and the duty
has been thirty cents a thousand. This
business has gradually gone into the
bands of the Canadians,and very few
American mills are now engaged in the
industry.

The annual return of the British Army
for the year 1893 shows that the effective
strength of all ranks in the regular Army
on the 1st. of December last was 219,994,

at home — 76,170 in England and Wales,
3,573 in Scotland, and 26,331 in Ireland —
and 111,202 abroad, namely, 36,511 in the
colonies and Egypt and 74,694 in India.
The total number of recruits who joined
the regular Army in 1893 was 35,202, of
whom 1,128 were under 17 years, 230 un-
der 18 years, and 14,410 under 19 years.

In the water works arbitration at
Moncton, Tuesday, Hon. Mr. Emmerson
extracted from C. P. Harris, treasurer of
the Moncton Water Works Company, that
in the local election of 1892, the company
contributed $750 towards the election
fand of Powell, Sumner; Wells and
Melanson, Opposition candidates, because
the company thought these gentlemen
would best serve the company’s interests.,

James Fairly who for a numbher of years
has successully carried on a large lumber
business, is now erecting a fine new saw
mill a few miles*from Boiestown. The
mill will be equipped with a rotary, plain-
er and two shingle machines, and it is ex-
pected that it will be ready for work early
next spring.

Mr. Laurier’s campaign is making such
a stir, that the Conservatives feel them-
selves constrained to do something to
counteract its influence. This week they
held a big pow wow at St. Vincent de
Paul, Quebec, at which three cabinet
ministers delivered addresses.

The financial returns of Canada for the
year ending June 30th. 1894, show the
enormous deficit of $1.156.620. The net
debt has increased in the past year nearly
five million doHars. Mr. Foster is an ex-
pensive luxury for this country, and
ought to be turned down.

The North-West local elections will be
held next month, and already the Patrons
are preparing to put up candidates in
every constituency. The politicians ex-

THE DOMINION CASH BOX.

—

Returns for the Past Fiscal Year Show
& Big Deficit.

———

A great deal of ink has been used and
many lungs exercised in telling the peo-
ple that Canada is superior to the gloomy
circumstances recently surrounding both
England and the United States. The
trade returns and the financial returns
have been used to dress up the image of
prosperity reflected in ministerial speeches
and ministerial journals. We have now
coms, however, to cast up accounts for the
last fiscal year and the returns are all in
showing a great decline in receipts and a
congiderable increase in expenditure as
compared with the previous year. The
finance minister now reports a deficit of
$1,156,619. It also appears that the pub-
lic debt was increased during the last
fiscal year by the vast sum of $4,483,948;
in other words the Thompson adminis-
tration spent $5,640,567 more than they
received for the year which ended on
July 1st. There is nothing to support the
the assertions in the last budget speech
from the statement that there would
not be any ‘ugly and ill-visaged
deficit’ on the assertion that everything
was lovely and the people happy, pros-
perous and contented with the National
Policy.

Chauncey Depew said recently that the
best index to the state of trade and the
success or failure of a fiscal policy was the
receipts of the railways. The C.P. R.
earnings haye been for many months de-
creasing at the rate of two million a year,
and the Grand Trunk has recorded very
much the same experience. Many hun-
dreds of men employed on the eastern di-
vision of the C.P. R. have been laid off
indefinitely.

The foreign trade of Canada has largely
declined this year, imports have declined
and exports have fallen off. Now the
finance minister has to acknowledge total
failure of his predictions and a deficit and
heavy increase of debt. Mr. Foster has
again and again declared that there was
no reason for any farther increase of debt,
and yet he has increased it by nearly five
million dollars during one year. Follow-
ing is a statement of the receipts for the
year just closed, compared with the pre-
vious year :

The net public debt on June 20, 1894,
was $246,163,920, compared with $241,679,-
972 the previous year, an increase for the
last fiscal year of $4,483,948. These fig-
ures are according to returns received at
the finance department up to Aug. 31, and
are, therefore, final.

The capital expenditure amounted to
$5,078,000 against $3,881,000 in 1893.

CONVERTED TO CATHOLICISM.

The Rev. Mr. Clapp Leaves the Protesant
Episcopal Church at New York.

Walter Clayton Clapp, who was until
recently a prominent clergyman of the
high church party in the Protestant
Episcopal Church in New York, was re-
ceived into the Roman Catholic commun-
ion last Friday by the Rev. Father Elliott
of the Paulist order at the chapel on Fifty-
minth street and Ninth avenue. He in-
r,éndé to join the Paulists and will soon go
to the St. Thomas Aquinas College at
Washington to begin his novitiate.

Mr. Clapp who is about thirty-two years
old, was born in New York where his
father was a prominent business man and
a deacon of the Baptist Church of the
Redeemer in Harlem. He was graduated
from Amherst College in 1883, studied
medicine for a year, and then entered the
General Theological Seminary of the Epis-
copal Church in New York, where he re-
mained two years, finishing his studies
elsewhere. After his ordination he be-
came first assistant to the Rev. Robert
H. Paine of Mont Calvary, Baltimore,
where he succeded the Rev. Henry Rufus
Sergent, who is now the father superior
of the Order of the holy cross at West-
minster, Md. In 1892 he was appointed
professor in Nashotah Theological Semin-
ary, Wis. When the seminary school
closed, last spring. Mr. Clapp went to
Europe and spent some time in Rome.
He resigned his chair Nashotah on Aug. 1,
and came back to New York on Friday,
going immediately to the Paulist fathers.

MR. LAURIER AT VICTORIA.

An Enthusiastic Meeting on the Island—
Address of Welcome — Reception at
Government House,

Hon. Wilfrid Laurier addressed an au-
dience of 1,000 people in the New Market
building at Victoria, B. C., Monday. The
enthusiasm was tremendous. Conserva-
tive as the people of Victoria have hither-
to been, they gave Mr. Laurier such an
ovation as it is seldom the good fortune
of political leaders to receive.

Inter-Provincial Cricket.

A few weeks ago when the Canadian
eleven was chosen to play the Intetnational
match at Philadelphia next week, and it
was seen that the team to represent this
country was made up from Upper Province
players only, Maritime Province cricketers
loudly protested, and organized an eleven
to go to Toronto to show the people up there
that we know something about the game
down this way. The eleven which was
composed of six of the Halifax Wanderers,
one -from Garrison, and George W.
Jones, Sir..on Jones, Hansard and Clake,
of the St. John club, played three matches
in Toronto this weck, meeling with fair
success. With the Tcronto team they
played a draw, they defeated Rosedale 138
to 78, and were only defeated by the Canad-
ian International eleven by thirty runs.
As a result of their good play, Geo. W.
Jones and Simeon Jones of 8t.John, and
W. A. Henry of Halifax, bave been taken
on the team to play at Philapelphia, and
hence the Maritime province protest has
not been in vain.

The !'omal Opening.

The Normal school formal opening exer-
cises took place Wednesday afternoon in
presence of quite a large attendance of visit-
ors. Addresses were given by Governor
Fraser, Dr. Harrison, Chancellor of the
University, and Principal Mullin, who gave
statistics of the school. At the preliminary
examination in July the applicants for first
class were 179; for second class, 340; and
for third, 58. Of those 75 obtained first
class; 186 second ; 168 third class, and 146
failed to get any classification at all. The
total number enrolled by counties is: Al-
bert, 12; Carleton, 25; Charlotte, 26; Glou-
cester, 4; Kent, 18 ; Kings, 28; Madawaska,
3; Northumberland, 29; Queens, 12; Resti-
gouche, 5; St. John city and county, 19;
Sunbury, 8; Victoria, 4; Moncton and
Westmorland, 25; Fredericton and York,
39; outside the province, 1. Total, 258
The common schools send 131; secondary
schools, 124; normal, 1; university, 2.

Assaulted at Levis,

Sheldon, Doyle, and Byers, of the R.R. C.
I., sustained quite serious injuries in the
riot at Levis, a few nights ago. The Quebec
Chronicle says that the bad feeling of some
of the roughs of that town against the red-
coats now in camp evidently still contirfues,
for on Saturday night a bottle and a stone
were hurled at one of the soldiers, who had
a parrow escape, one of the missiles just
grazing him as it passed. Some of the vic-
tims of the recent assault have not yet re-
covered, but from all reports the assailants
appear to have fared almost worse than the
assailed. Four pickets, numbering in all
fifty men, nightly parade Levis, escorting
men to and from the camp ever since the
first assault.

Fell From the Bridge,

Abraham Ramier, a Jew peddler, fell from
the railway bridge Monday afternoon and
was seriously injured. He was walking
past a train’ which was standing on the|
bridge near the Gibson shore, when his pack |
struck a car, causing him to lose his balance
and fall to the river. He was picked up
unconscious and Dr. Coburn summoned.
One leg is broken below the knee and the
other injured. Ramier has a wife and
family in St. John.
