But we must hasten on to other 
missionary fields. What shall we 
say of the missions throughout the 
vast continents of America ? The 
last census gives to the Canadian 
Dominion and its adjoining mission 
more than 2,000,000 of Catholics. 
A British explorer not 1 >ng ago re­
ported that even in the remotist 
districts of frozen Alaska he. found 
the devoted Catholic missionary 
sharing the hardships of his flock 
and leading them to Heaven. In 
his “ Great Lone Land ” (published 
by Sampson, Low, Marston, Lon­
don, 1873), Sir William Butler, aid- 
de-camp to Lord Wuleel .y, an 1 re­
cently Military Governor of Alex­
andria, speaking of Edmonton, ssys: 
“ It is a wild, lone land, guarded by 
the giant peaks of mountains, whose 
snow-capped summits lift them­
selves 17,000 feet above the sea 
level. It is the birthplace of waters 
which seek in four mighty streams 
the four' distinct oceans—the Polar 
Sea, the Atlantic, the Gulf of Mexi­
co and the Pacific. A lew miles 
northeast of Edmonton a settlement 
is presided over by a mission of 
French Roman Catholic clergymen 
of the Order of Oblate?, headed by 
a Bishop of the same order and no; 
tionality. It is a curious contrast 
to find in this distant and strange 
land men of cnl'.ure and high men­
tal excellence devoting their lives 
to the task of civiliging the wijd In. 
dians of the forest and prairie—go­
ing far in advance of the settler, 
whoso advent they have but too 
much cause to dread,” The growth 
of the Church in the United S a'es 
is one of the marvels of the oen- 
tury,

This geographical nanye embraces 
more than 2.000 islands varying ip 
size from a continent to a tiny speck 
on the bosom of the pathless ssas. 
The island world has been divided 
into no fewer than thirty-sight dis­
tinct groups, the most numerous of 
which, the Phillipine group, has 
4Ô0 itfands and jnore than 4,000,000 
of inhabitants, 3,600,060 of whom 
are Catholics. In mapy of these is­
lands our missionaries, unknown to 
the world, are spreading around 
them the blessings of religion and 
ÇùristiRn enlightenment amid un- 
tofd privations and with a heroism 
that hss never been surpassed. For 
instance, the Tonga group now 
reckons its 7,000 fervent C- tholics.
A writer, Mr. IJrowne, who, under 
the name of Rolf Boldrewood, has 
done so much to promote Australian 
literature among ns, thus writes of 
this interesting mission : f‘ ff.t the 
Marist mission in Tongatabu I wsB 
received most kindly by the vener­
able father Chevron, the head of 
the Church in Tonga. His had been 
a life truly remarkatli. For fifty 
yeais he had labored unceasingly 
among the savage races of Polyne­
sia ; he had hair-breadth escapes 
and passed through deadliest perils. 
Like many of his colleagues, ho was 
unknown to fame, dying a few 
years later, beloved and respected 
by all, yet, comparatively unhonor- 
ei and unsung. Daring the who'e 
course of my experience in the Pa­
cific I have never heard the rough­
est trader speak an ill word of the 
Marist missionaries. The lives of 
ceaseless toil and honorable poverty 
tall their otyn t$le. The Qathofio 
Church may well feel proud of these 
her moft devoted servants." Two 
islands of this group, Wallis and 
Futuna, have been rendered illustri­
ous by the martyrdom of their 
Apostle, the Blessed Chanel, the 
first missionary that ever landed on 
their shores. Tbr01?Sh the passing 
of his apostolate they are wholly 
Catholic, and are looked to as the 
model islands of the whole Pacific. 
The Samoan group has its 6,000 
Catholics, and it would be diffioult 
to find anywhere braver or more re- 
ligious men. They have shown 
their bravery when engaged in con 
fiict with trained European troops j 
hey have given proof of thei 

Christian spirit when they hetpeo 
kindness on their would-be enemies. 
When the Countess of Jersey, who, 
during the Viceroyalty of her wor­
thy husband, won such golden opin­
ions here among ourselves, visited 
these islands in 1892, she remarked 
to me that shy was particnliily 
struck by the fervent piety of the 
Catholic natives, who, every r 
ing at the first dawn of day, used to 
assemble in their neat ohurob and 
there perform their devotions and 
chant their sweet hymns before set­
ting out for their daily wrk. ‘ The 
same may be said of the Fiji Is­
lands, with their 12,000 Catholics 
of the Gilbert group and its 6,00 
converts; of the Garnir er Islands, 
almost entirely Catholic, and of the 
Marquesas A-chipelago, with about 
half i s population Catholic. The 

j yle hodist missionaries who landed

Missions on the Marquesas soon quitted it in 
despair.

Did time permit, I would wish-Jto 
refer at some length to the Sand­
wich or Hawaiian group, the his­
tory of which is perhaps one of the 
saddest in the whole range of mis­
sionary annals. Protestant mis­
sionaries early in the century ap­
propriated to themselves this mis­
sion field, but under their rule the 
poor natives have gradually dwin­
dled away from a popula ion of 
about 3,000,000 to little more than 
50,000, and of these about 1,400 are 
lepers. There was in particular 
one most lamentable feature of their 
enterpiise; they appropriated 
themselves the richest lands and 
built up fortunes on the misery of 
the poor natives. The one bright, 
sunny spot in Hawaiian history is 
its Catholic mission, the heroism of 
il s missionaries, and the fond affec­
tion cherished for them by their 
27,600 converts. The name of 
Father Damien will not be soon for­
gotten, nor fihe heroic devotednees 
and self-sacrifice of the zealous mi, 
sionaries and nuns who, following 
in his footsteps, spend their lives 
ministering to the wants of the poor 
lepers,of Molokai. What shall I 
say of the other Protestant missions 
throughout the Pacific ? There are, 
we are told, 2,260 stations in 350 
islands, and yet according to the 
latest reliable report by Rev. James 
Dennis of -the American Presbyter­
ian Mission (“ Foreign Missions 
After number of Protestant commu­
nicants is Century,” London, 1893), 
the whole set dQwn at §8,1.00, 
which is little more than half the 
number of the Catholic converts. 
From a'll the Protestant missions in 
these islands the same story comes, 
that the native rates are dying 
away. The contrary is seen in 
Wallis and Futuna and the Gam- 
bier Islands, where, under the be­
nign influence of the Catholic 
Church, the native population has 
steadily grown in numbers and 
material prosperity.

rum, much more than in the num 
ber of Bibles. A Sydney paper of 
March 20, 1880, gives the following 
bill of lading of the missionary ship 
_ ohn Williams, then sailing from 
the port of Sydney: “Ooe case 
wine, 1 case port, 2 cases ale and 
stout, 1 case schnapps, 6 cases wine, 
65 cases stout, 25 cases claret, 25 
casks whiskey, 65 oases beer.” This 

truly a spiritual cargo. We 
gt-e also told of missionaries who, to 
swell the number of adherents, have 
ovei looked the irreligious usages of 
the natives and allowed immorality 
;o wear the mask of the Çhiistiap 
name. To all suoh things Gatholios

SCOTLAND.

The golden jubilee of St. John’s 
Church, Glasgow, was celebrated on 
a recent Surday, with great aelemn- 
lty. What (ant an additional in­
terest to the celebration was the 
fact that the services, morning and 
evening, were to be the last services 
held in the present building, which 
is to be at onpe demolished and re­
placed by a more commodious and 
handsomer edifice, so that with the 
celebration of the golden jubilee of 
the church its record is brought to 
a teimination. During the week a 
retreat for the members of the con­
gregation was conducted by priests 
who were formerly stationed in St. 
John's, ineludidg Very Rev. Canon 
Mackintosh, Very Rev. Canon Oar 
miobael, Rev: T. P. O'Ri-.lly, M. R. 
Rev. Father Van Heeke, Rev- 
Father J. L. Murphy, etc. The 
mission of St. John is one of the old­
est in the Archdiocese of Glasgow, 
and has been prominently associated 
with the developement of Catholi- 
ci|m in and around Glasgow. The 
ground upon which the church 
stands was occupied in the early 
years of the present century by a 
chool, one of the class known as 

Lancastrian, from their fpqoffer, 
John Lancaster, a famous edneation- 
st. It was purchased by the iate 
Bishop Scott, and was qpened as a 
Catholic school for Gorbals in 1826, 
and also served as a chapel for a 
considerable number of years, being 
served by priests from Si. Andrew’s. 
The building was extended iq 
and a house tor clergy was bhilt : 
they took possession in the same 
year, solemn high Maes being cele­
brated on the first Sunday in Lent, 
1846. Johnstone Town Council has 
for the first time in its history elect­
ed a Catholic magistrate—Bailie 
Allan—who is sure to fnlnl the 
duties of the office creditably, both 
from a religious and civic point of 
view.

Assistance Jias been given to the 
Irish Industries Association in de­
veloping the spinning and weaving 
home industries in South Donegal 
and have made advances to weavers 
for the purqhase of looms. Among 
Other good works the Board has as­
sisted the telegraphic extensions by 
oontributing to guarantees jfor tele­
graphic offices at five places in the 
counties Donegal, Mayo, Galway 
and Cork.

Manhood 
suffrage, education and growth of 
prosperity among the people are the 
facts that account for Belgium's 
emphatic protest against Socialistic 
tyranny.—Catholic Register.

During Friday last, Sir Mac- 
Kenzie Bowell had scores of call­
ers who wished to extend their 
congratulations to him upon the 
great victory in North Ontario, 
on the previous day, while tele 
grams of congratulation poured 
m upon him in such volume as 
almost to lead one to believe that 
the victory was one personal to 
himself. Being asked his conclu­
sions regarding the vote in that 
election, the Premier said : “ The 
result of the election in North 
Ontario shows thât the common 
sense of the people in dealing 
with all questions vitally affecting 
the) welfare of the state is sound. 
It ,is an evidence to me that a 
majority of the people of Ontario 
are desirous of seeing the consti 
tution under which we livfl main 
tained in its entirety. *fte vie 
tory was all the greater when we 
consider the aggregation of ele­
ments which were brought into 
play in order to secure the elec 
tion of an opponent of the Gov­
ernment”

The first of several bye-elec­
tions, to be held within a few 
weeks, for the Dominion House of 
Commons, took place in the North 
Riding of Ontario County, in the 
Province of that name, on Thurs­
day last, and proved a veritable 
Waterloo for our Grit friends. 
This Riding, as well as Haldimand 
and other constituencies in the 
Province of Ontario, formerly 
elected a Grit representative to 
the House of Commons. In 1887, 
however, Mr. Madill, the lateCon- 

(Srtive member, was returned 
i^eatyority of 158 votes ; and 

in the election of 1891 he increas­
ed his majority to 215. The seat 
becoming vacant, in consequence 
of Mr. Madill’s death a short time 
ago, the constituency was opened. 
The electors of North Ontario 
are, for the most part, Protestants 
and Orangemen, and our Grit 
friends made a desperate effort to 
capture the seat, especially on the 
Manitoba School question. In 
addition to the straight Grit can 
didate there was also a Patron 
candidate in the field. The Con­
servative candidate and his friends 
appealed to the common sense, in­
telligence, reason and judgment 
of'the electorate op the Govern 
ment’s trade poli^, as well as its 
constitutional cobrae on the Mani­
toba School matteH The result 
proved that the electors of that 
constituency are not to be deceiv­
ed by catch cries or specious pleas. 
At the close of the poll it was 
found that the Government candi­
date had a majority of nearly 
nine hundred over the Patron 
candidate, and more than a thou­
sand over the Grit standard bearer. 
The vote stood : McGillivray, 
(Gfev.) 2,146; Brandon (Patron) 
1,289; Gillespie (Grit) 1,122. 
The people of North Ontario have 
done nobly, and have set a good 
example to the electors of other 
constituencies where contests are 
soon to be held.

their calm judgment will lead 
them to endorse his action.

On Thursday, the day of 
the election, o»r contemporary 
was in fair spirits, and not with­
out some hope that the * Tory ’ 
cadidate would be defeated. Its 
hopes were based on the fact that 
there were three candidates in 
the field, “ a straight Liberal, a Pa­
tron and a Tory." From this 
fact the Patriot argued " that 
feelings of discontent with the 
policy of the Government were 
abroad.” Then again, on that 
very day Clarke Wallace resigned 
the office of Conrtoller of Cus­
toms, and, in consequence, ougr 
contemporary felt much encour­
aged ; for it expressed the opinion 
that his resignation “ must have 
depressing effect upon the Tories 
and would likely have some influ­
ence upon the contest.” But the 
Patriot's highest hopes rose from 
the fact that “ on nomination day 
a mass meeting was held at which 
the three parties were represent­
ed and the Toronto Globe reports 
the meeting about evenly divided, 
with the Conservatives somewhat 
in the minority. It noticecMüy 
the reports of late meeting^ that 
Major McGillivray, the Tory ndin- 
inee, is losing his temper vetay 
much and abusing the Patrons 
and Liberals. This was a goo(l 
sign. May the good news of the

In some quarters attempts are 
made to magnify the political 
consequences of Clark Wàllace’s 
resignation of the Controllership 
of Customs. It would be much 
to be deplored if Clarke Wallace, 
or anyone else, in consequence of 
his holding high rank in the 
Orange or any other order, should 
wield such political influence, as 
to^-make and unmake Govern­
ments in this Dominion. .fl.nd as a 
matter of fact, we do not believe 
Mr. Wallace’s position in the Or­
ange order, or his resignation of 
his office in the Customs 
should cause the least concern to 
the lovers of good government 
In the first place, Mr. Wallace will 
continue to support the general 
policy of the Federal Government ; 
and secondly, his ideas on the 
question of the Manitoba schools 
are not by any means to be attri­
buted to âll members of that or­
der. To begin with, Premier 
Bowell is himself a past 
Grand Master of the Orange or­
der ; but that does not prevent 
him from dealing fairly, fearless­
ly and constitutionally with the 
Manitoba School question.

Trade with the Mother Country.

The Toronto Mail and Empire of 
the nth contains an excellent article 
on our present and prospective ship 
ments ol food supplies to Great 
Britain. It points out that, through 
the watchful care exercised by the ad­
ministration over the producing inter­
ests of the country, the cheese indus­
try had assumed enormous propor 
lions, and a greatstep forward had been 
made in the butter industry. So 
much has this been the case that “ to­
day we supply Great Britain with one- 
half of its imported cheese, and our 
product is so good that it stands far 
in advance of that of competing coun­
tries. The assistance given to the 
butter trade, though objected to at the 
time by the ‘let-alone’ thinkers, has 
resulted in a doubling of our exports 
and a decided improvement in the 
value. Our price in England is now 
ten shillings nearer to the Danish 
figure than ever it was before. 
Through the introduction of the cold 
storage process, by which the surplus 
of creamery butter was moved towards 
the great market across the water, the 
home market for dairy butter was im 
proved in value, and the farmer se­
cured three or four cents per pound 
more for this product than he would 
have done had the Goeernment failed 
to take this helpful action.” The 
article then points out that, judging 
from the speeches of the Finance 
Minister and the Secretary of State, 
the great work of securing for the 
Canadian agriculturist his fair share of 
the .-trade in farm produce to Great 
Britain had only commenced. Thus 
trade with the mother country is not 
to be confined to any one particular 
line of farm products, but is to extend 
to horses, cattle, sheep and swine, as 
well as to butter and cheese. A line 
of trade of special importance is the 
dead meat trade about to be estab­
lished . In,this connection the article 
calls attention to what Professor Rob­
ertson had to say on this question, and 
points out that, in a speech at Guelph 
on the iotb, the Professor ‘‘ went fully 
into the project, dealing with it from 
the practical, and not at all frofn' the 
political point ol view. The Professor 
pointed out, first, that the English 
consumer wants good, tasty and whole­
some food $44,000,000 worth of live 
animals, and $110,000,000 worth of 
dressed meats. Of this hughe supply 
Canada furnishesu4m infinitesimal 
quantity. As regards fresh beef, tie 
British importation is over 2,100,000 
hundredweights. The United States 
supplies 1,775,000 hundredweights, 
and Canada sends none. Of mutton 
the British market takes 3,295/300 
hundredweights. Australia furnishes 
1 439,000 hundredweights, Argentina 
585,000 hundredweights, and Canada 
none. Of fresh pork, 180,000 hun­
dredweights are taken ; and Canada 
furnishes none. We supply some 
bacon and hams—much more than 
we did before we protected our pork

prices. It is bound to bring to a 
higher level the value Of the Cana­
dian produfct generally. Finally, the 
beef having secured a good name, 
and having elicited a strong demand, 
the enterprise will be firmly floated, 
and will be continued by private in­
dividuals, who necessarily were not 

a position to initiate it. In the 
end the trade will be established, and 
in all probability at no cost to the 
people. It is a case in which there 
is a good and profitable business for 
the farmer, if the Government will 
but give it a start. Professor Robert­
son sees great possibilities in the en­
terprise. It means much for our pro­
ducer, for the market is unlimited 
Nor is it without its importance from 
the industrial point of view. The 
slaughtering of the cattle on this side 
will give an impetus to the produc­
tion of leather. Following swifily 
upon the chilled beef undertaking 
will come like efforts in mutton, pork, 
and poultry. As a matter of fact the 
Administration is determined to 
spare no efforts to bring our farm 
produce into the great market now 
served so largely by foreigners. "She 
policy of aiding production and fa 
cilitating sales seems to be a good 
deal more reasonable than that of 
throwing down our own defences, 
and inviting our neighbors to destroy 
our agriculture by producing for us. 
It is infinitely better than the free 
trade scheme, which, whether applied 
to farming or to’ the urban industries, 
means ruin. A movement looking 
to the up-building of the country, it 
is essentially national, and thorough 
ly British.”

but the 300,000 hundredweights is 
not our fair share of the 4,700 000 
hundredweights that the market re­
quires. Prof. Robertson asks the 
question ; “ Why pot induce Great
Britain to depend upon us largely for 
supplies?” But one answer can be 
given, and that is the very thing we 
ought to do. The proposition that 
has been launched moves in this im­
portant direction. Work will be
commenced wiph the chilled beef 
enterprise. It is the purpose of the 
Government to initiate the trade by 
purchasing, say, five hundred cattle
at Montreal weekly. The cattle will
be slaughtered and shipped by the 
refrigerator process to Liverpool.
Thence the meat will be taken to a 
depot or retail spore the proprietor of 
which sells nothing but Canadian 
beef. Thgre will be such depots in 
Liverpool, London, Bristol, Man­
chester, Glasgow, and, in fact, in 
most of the large centres. Here, by 
selling prime Capatjian beef under 
its proper name, at a fair figure, cer­
tain great objects will be accomplish­
ed. In the first plice, the Canadian 
product wil} receive the character tor 
excellence which, owing to the fact 
that Canadian beef is not now invari­
ably sold under its rightful designa­
tion, it does not enjoy. Reputation 
a most ip/poftant factor in success, is 
thus to be gained, Nor will t^e rer 
puiation be otherwise than favorable. 
The chilled beef is distinct altogether 
from frozen beef. Frozen beef h=s 
lost its best qualities, whereas the 
chilled beef is in exact condition for

Glarke Wallace Resign*.

On Thursday last-, Hon. N. Clarke 
Wallace resigned the Controllership of 
Cnetoms in the Dominion Government 
Attention was drawn bv hie resigna­
tion to the anomalous position he has 
been occupying as Comptroller for 
months past. Students of the constitu­
tion agree that his posilion since July 
last has been an untenable one, In 
February last, Wallace consulted Dr. 
Bourinot as to the degree of responsi 
hility attaching to him for min 
istenal action. The learned Clerk of 
Parliament prepared an elaborate opin 
ion, setting forth exactly the position 
in which Comptrollers were placed. 
Summed up in a few words. Dr. Bou- 
rinot’s opinion was that the Comptrol­
lers were not members of the Cabinet, 
which alone is responsible for the poli­
cy of the Government on all public 
questions. But one" the policy of the 
Government has been declared, it is the 
duty of the Comptrollers, who are 
members of the Government, bnt not of 
the Cabinet, to support, like all pnblic 
officers, that policy, and neither direct 
ly nor indirectly to place any obstacle 
in the way of that policy heir g carried 
out. If the Comptrollers have any ob­
jections to the Government’s policy, it 
is their duty immediately to place 
their Assignations in the hands of the 
head of their department. It will be 
remembered that on the 8th July laet 
the Premier and Mr. Foster specially 
declared the policy of the Government 
on the Manitoba school question and 
four days later at an orange demons 
tration in Ottawa Mr. Wallace placed 
himself on record as opposed to reme­
dial 1 gielation. Having made such a 
declaration it is contended that he 
should immediately have stepped ont 
of the Government Istead of that he 
held on, and on Jnly 3Ut, at Halifax, 
the Grand Sovereign emphasized hie 
position on the school question. By 
what coarse of reasoning Mr. Wallace 
has been able to reconcile his positi n 
of late with the opinion of Dr. Bourinot, 
which he has had since February last 
is best known to himself. It may be 
that he had hope of settling this ques 
tion, and that as Ureenwayls declara­
tion on the 9th inet. ehowed this now 
to be impossible, the Comptroller had 
stepped ont at the earliest moment af­
ter this specific declaration had been 
received.

Hon. Mr. Ives, Minister of Trade and 
Commerce, was asked in Montreal on 
the 18tb. what effect the resignation of 
Hon. Mr. Wallace would have. “It 
will have the effect of satisfying the 
Roman Catholics of Quebec on the one 
hand as indicating that the Govern­
ment is in earnest, and on the other it 
wilt have considerable effect on the 
Orangemen of Ontario in another di 
rection ” “ The Government, then, is 
absolutely determined upon introduc­
ing remedial legislation?" “ Unqnes- 
tianably the Government is bound to 
carry ont the law whatever the result 
It is prepared to stand or fall by obedi 
ence to the law.” “ And should yog 
fall"’ “ Then the platform we occupy 
is one from wfiiçh à Government can 
fall with1 credit. A Government can 
afford to be defeated in an attempt to 
parry out the plain law." “Bat the 
law is a declaration | it is not manda­
tory.” “ The Privy Council has de­
clared that a grievance existe; that 
grievance, if not redressed, will grow, it 
will foster, it will become a tnmor it 
will at last become eaneerons. The 
Government simply undertakes to carry 
out the law in order to redress a griev­
ance felt by certain portions of tbe 
population, which grievance has been 
declared to exist by the highest tribu 
nal of the empire. In other words the 
Government simply proposes to apply 
the principles of fair play to all classes 
of the country. If upon that issue the 
Government be defeated, it is a mission 
upon which jt can %-oll afford to suffer 
defeat,”

LOCAL AND OTHER ITEMS-

The steamer Coban, from St. John’s, 
Nfld., arrived at Victoria Pier, Syd­
ney, C. B., on Monday last. Capt 
Fraser reports passing the wreck of a 
schooner of about fifty tons, lying on 
her port side with bottom painted 
copper color. There was too much 
of her submerged to see her name. 
She was apparently not more than 24 
hours wrecked.

Six barques are leading lumber at 
St John, N. B for Buenos Ayers. 
One has just sailed and another is 
expected at once to load. This is 
the largest movement of lumber for 
River Platte ever seen in that port. 
Lumber in the neighborhood will be 
pretty well cleared up before a fresh 
supply comes in. There are very few 
logs left over.

The severe cold snap has frozen all 
small streams from which the Pennsyl­
vania railroad has been pumping water, 
and the company’s shops at Altoona, 
employing 5,500 men, closed Satur­
day afternoon. The company has 
difficulty in getting enough water for 
its locomotives. The Duncansville 
rolling mill, employing 300 men, shut 
down for tbe same cause.

Susan Wright, a 15-year-old color­
ed girl, residing with her narents at 
Suffolk, Va., died on Wednesday 
afternoon last. On the lid of the 
ccffin being removed the girl sat up 
and began laughing, throwing those 
present almost into a panic. The 
girl says she could hear everything 
that was said around her bier, and 
knew she was to be buried, but she 
could not move or speak.

Lord Salisbury’s answer to Secre­
tary Olney on the Venezuelan ques­
tion will not be made public until the 
return of President Cleveland to Wash­
ington. It appears that Mr. Cleve­
land was aware of the nature of tbe 
answer before be left, and it is believed 
he had the entire text cabled from 
Ambassador Bayard. This, however, 
was a private communication, and was 
not the formal submission of Great 
Britain’s answer.

The overdue Dominion liner Scots­
man arrived at Halifax on last Thurs­
day evening after battling with storms 
for twelve days. She left Liverpool 
Nov. 20, and encountered a succes­
sion of westerly gales, some of them 
developing into genuine hurricanes, 
To an Associated Press representative 
who was (Me first person to go up the 
gangway, Capt. Maddox said it was 
the worst experience he had ever had 
For eight days in succession the wea­
ther was so bad he was unable to take 
a sight, and some days tbe s'eamer 
could not make steering way. During 
24 hours the ship only advanced 108 
m las, and during another 24 but m 
Wednesday and Wednesday night the 
wind was terrific and the snow was 
very thick. Tremendous seas ran 
and one struck the Scotsman astern, 
smashing in every door and destroy­
ing nearly all the ehtp’s stores. She 
brought 175 passengers, about half of 
whom àre lor the United States.

A violent gale from the northeast, 
with snow, set in at Canso, on Wed 
nesday forenoon, increasing in vio­
lence until midnight, when it backed 
to the north northeast and became 
almost a hurricane. Several vessels 
dragged their anchors, but so far we 
hear of no serious damage. Two or 
three fishing boats sank at the moor­
ings and others were driven ashore. 
The fall of snow was the heaviest ex­
perienced there for many years so 
early in the season and tbe roads are 
impassible for teams In many places. 
Two men belonging to the fishing 
schooner Stella, of River Bourgeoise, 
had a severe experience and a close 
call. They were setting their trawl- 
offOpe Hogan when the bLw com­
menced at ten a. m. When they 
had secured their trawls their vessel 
was obscured by the blinding snow­
drift, and At four p. m., they found 
themselves at Fox Island main, the 
first land they saw. Here they made 
themselves as comfortaLl: as possible 
for tbe night in an abandoned fishing 
hut, and walked into Canso this Wed­
nesday afternoon.

Despatches of the 12th from St. 
Pierr-, Miq, to Gloucester, Mass., 
say a hurricane of great violence pre­
vailed there on that day, doing tre­
mendous damage to shipping. The 
schooners Mabel R. Bennet, 115 
tons; Hattie D. Linnell, 90 tons; 
S. P. Wiliard, 122 tons; Jennie 
Severns, 107 tons, belonging to that 
port, engaged in the frozen herring 
fishery, have gpne ashore and will 
probably be a total loss, A french 
steamer also ran ashore. The fish­
ing vessels, insured, were the finest 
sailing from that port. Loss severe. 
Crews all saved. Furtrer particu­
lars from St. Pierre, say the schooner 
Hattie D. Linnell, after goipg ashore, 
caught fire and was nearly destroyed.' 
She was insured for $6,000. The S. 
P. Willard was insured for $6,200 ; 
-he Jennie Seavernt, for $3,553, and 
the Mabtl R. Bennett, for $6,075 1 
with about $1,500 on the outfit of 
each. Toe steamer that went ashore 
was the French pable ship Ponyer 
Quertier. The w.eatber at Thé time 
was extremely cold, with a severe 
northeast snow storm and wind at 
hurricane force. The crews were 
with great difficulty saved.

The Pope Holde the Key to 
the Situation.

A Genose lawyer named Giulio 
Giribaldi, bas issued a pamphlet under 
the title_of “ Pro Deo, pro patria, pro 
familia, ” in which he advocates 
among other things the withdrawal 
of. the Pope’s injunction against 
Catholics giving support to a p-- litical 
condition of affairs that involves the 
spoliation of the Holy See. This 
lawyer sees how evil reigns in Italy, 
and one of his ideas of relief is a com­
promise with evil. He means well, 
no doubt, ’"die desires that the great 
mass of Italians, who now, liyal to 
the Pope ana obedient to his injunc­
tion (ne eletti, ne elettori—neither to 
vote nor held office), abstain from 
taking part in Italian.politics, should 
give up this course of action and in 
the name of|religion and morality 
(bust the horde of infidels and secret 
society tools that are now in posses­
sion of the government. His argu­
ments are those which naturally com­
mend themselves to the kind of 
common sense that is competent to 
face the difficulties that arise out of a 
normal state of affairs. No doubt 
this well-meaning Genoese lawyer 
thinks in his inmost heart that the 
Pope is just a Utile stubborn in not 
yielding his gdlicy to passing con­
tingencies. It must be admitted that 
one studying thç politics of Italy is 
at first amazed and then disgusted 
on perceiving that the Catholics of 
Italy, who form the vast majority 
of the people, could bring about 
speedy amendment of the laws under 
the present regime if only they would 
vote and take office; but they do 
neither, and thus the enemies ol 
religion and morality maintain control. 
But a little further study is sufficient 
to show the wisdom of the Papal 
policy in this regard, and that it is not 
stubborness, but a clear perception of 
the real facts and a virtuous determina­
tion to make no comptimse with in­
tentional injustice, which is essentially 
evil, that guides the Holy Father in 
refusing to sanction usurpation. In 
the meantime, it is true, the people of 
the Italian States are suffering 
grievously, but the' proper course is 
evidently something quite different 
from a surrender of principles and'of 
rights in order to assure a more peace­
ful and apparently more moral enjoy­
ment of power to a King and govern 
ment that owe their present tenure to 
conspiracy, fraud and the merest 
brute force. If the Pope were the 
centre and head of a superstitious 
organization, as he has been represent 
ed to be by the enemies of the 
Christian religion, he might end his 

\l difficulties by a word of command 
>h*t-tfould arouse the real peeple of 
Italy to put an end to Umberto’s 
regime and drive out the unclean 
and unscruplous horde that have been 
plundering Italy for the twenty-five 
years or more. But instead of being 
what these,enemies represent him to 
be, he llNtbe Vicar on earth of the 
Prince of Peace. Catholics do not, 
of course, believe that the Pope’s 
infallibility extends to his action as a 
sovereign, enjoying sovereign rights 
acknowledged by even the Protest­
ant powers of Europe. But yet, from 
a purely human view, the Popes 
have nearly always displayed an extra­
ordinary amount of wisdom in political 
affairs. The Christian Church has 
always hated war, and the Popes, as a 
rule, have embodied this hatred in 
their conduct as temporal rulers. 
What other Princes have secured by 
war, with its incidents of brutality and 
viciousness, the Popes have generally 
been able to bring about by means of 
peace, patience, gentleness and 
sagacity. At this very moment 
Umberto (its solitary in his palace, 
for no European sovereign will visit 
him in his captured capital of Rome 
unless with the consent of the 
Sovereign Pontiff, who has no army 
or navy, but only the world’s recogni 
lion that he is the Vicar of Christ, 
and that he is suffering a deprivation 
of his rights as such, and that at the 
next shuffle of the cards in the dealing 
out of power and boundaries to the 
European States the Holy £lee of 
Rome has alone nothing of^amger to 
foresee. No one look* ftu any 
permanency to the kingdom ofMtaly 
as now constitvtefJVWTone, not even 
a reasonable non-Catholic, but believes 
that the Papacy will go on and endure 
long after all the present dynasties are 
extinct, and their States broken up 
and remodeled. After the oeace of 
Vienna in 1815, when infidelity and 
indifference prevailed among the 
governing classes throughout Europe, 
the one act upon which all the 
diplomats aggreed at once was the 
restoration of the Pope to bis own. 
Who shall say that in our day, when 
a reaction in favor of religion is setting 
in everywhere, another similar restora­
tion will not folloÿ*'the settlement of 
the issues growing out of the next 
European war? The Pope holds the 
key of the situation, Besides the 
maxim of St. Paul not to do evil that 
good may come, it is the traditional 
wisdom of the Holy See, and not 
stubborness, that dictates bis non 
possumus and guides him thus to 
refuse a compromise with an evil that 
is fated to live but a short {jay.— 
Catholic Standard and Times.

institutions, but, according te the A. 
P. A. programme, tax them into the 
bargain, and yet claim the privilege of 
superintending them. The Govern­
ment ought to be thankful thgt such 
institutions exist and that the care 
and expense in such matters is so 
largely removed from it without 
attempting to dictate policies and 
modes of operation. fhe only 
possible excuse for such interference 
on the part of the State would be the 
detection and punishment of crime,

political Paul Pry with A. P. A. in­
stincts and a nose for scandal. 
Concede, if you please, that the 
Catholic hospitals in this country, 
and there are hundreds of them, are 
conducted for the sole purpose of 
propagating the Oatholic religion, and 
that when those pure and gentle 
women minister to the sick, it is in 
hope that the patient may live or die 
in the Catholic faith.

Concede, also, if you 
please, that the Catholic shools teach 
four R’s instead of three ; that to read 
ing, ’riling and ’rithmetic they add 
religion. Are not Protessant denomi­
nations following their example? The 
truth is that thoughtful men the 
world over are beginning to question 
the wisdom of non-religious educa 
lion. They are coming to the belief 
that the child must be spiritually de­
veloped as well as mentally and phy­
sically in order to make the complete 
man or woman and the perfect citi 
zen. 1 Despotism, ’ says de Toc­
queville, ‘ may govern without faith, 
but liberty can not ’ That great 
statesman and historian, Guizot, 
speaking on the subject, once said 
‘ In order to make education truly 
good and socially useful it must be 
fundamently religious ’ And his 
compatriot, M. Thiers, ex-prime 
minister of France, said in his report 
to the Corps Legislatif : ‘ We must 
make education more religious tihan 
it has been up to the present moment 
We must put it upon its former basis, 
or if we do not, I tremble for the 
future of France, ’ Gladstone is 
equally emphatic, * Every educational 
system, ’ he says, ‘ which places 
religion in the background is pernici 
ous. ’ During his argument in the 
Girard will case, Daniel Webster 
vehemently exclaimed : ‘ In what age, 
by what sect, when, where, by whom 
has religion been excluded from the 
education of youth ? Nowhere, never. 
Everywhere, at all times, it has been 
regarded as essential It is of the 
essence, the vitality of instruction. ’ 
These men, whose words I have 
quoted, are among the greatest in 
modern history. They are unani­
mous in sentiment and all are Pro­
testants. ”—Sacred Heart Review.

A Woman’s Tribute.

In an article which she contributed 
some time since to the Woman’s 
Voice, Ellen Battelle Dietrick, the 
well known writer on questions affec­
ting woman’s intrests, and a non-Cath­
olic, had this to say on a subject 
whereupon gros; ipi^renresentations 
are not infrequently made by people 
who are prejudiced against the Cath­
olic Church. “The assertion,’’ sa>s 
Mrs. Dietrick, “ that there is a larger 
pretentage of illegitimate births in 
Catholic than in protestant countries 
is the climax of untruth, the precise 
reverse being the case. For instance 
Protestant Switzerland has an annual 
average of 4.6 pereenfum illegitimate, 
Ireland 2.9 per centum illegitimate, 
in the birthrate, England and Wales 
4.6 per centum, and Scotland g 34 
per centum (the rate varying from 4 
to 18 per centum in different parts of 
Scotland.) In 1886 the annual aver 
age of murders recorded in the world 
showed thaf ip patholic Ireland in 
every 10,000 deaths there yere 
murders. In Protestant America in 
every (0,900 deaths there were 21 5 
murders ; in Catholic France in every 
10,000 deaths there were 8 murders ; 
in Protestant Switzerland there were 
13.8; in Catholic Aurstra there were 
in every 19,099 deaths 8.8 murders ; 
in Protestant Australia 1 y murders; 
but, as I s»id before, this' proves no­
thing at all, until we know what at 
present no one knows, which of these 
countries includes most murders and 
which only the largest portion of mur­
ders committed yearly. Again it 
roust bp remembered that illegitimate 
births are sometimes not so much an 
inication of the morality or immorality 
of a people as they are of the wicked­
ness or stupidity of the lawmakers. 
If we were to accept that proportion 
of illegitimate girths as indications of 
morality, then Sweden, Denmark, 
Ausfraia, Norway, Scotland, Germany' 
Belgium and the United States would 
have to be ranked on the immoral 
side; while Greece would lead the van 
of morality, followed by Ireland, Rus­
sia, Spain and Portugal, Canada and 
Itlay. I have long felt like giving the 
Woman's Voice a peige of sjqterly ad­
vice, and that is this, spend more time 
in searching for some of your Cath­
olic neighbors’ good qualalities, and 
you will not be agitated by so much 
Contemplation of evil. Both Protes­
tant nnd Catholic, in reviewing history, 
have only too much cause to pray, 
‘Lord, be merciful to me a sinner 1’ 
and neither has yet reached the point 
of having any occasion whatever to 
be thankful he is not like other men,l! 
—Catholic Review.

St. John’s Nfld. advices of the 6th., 
say the Allan line steamer Assyrian 
arrived there on the 5th., bound from 
Philadelphia to Glasgow. She en­
countered a succession of gales, and 
sixteen head of cattle perished and 
were thrown overboard. Fears are 
entertained for the shooner Diamond 
now 21 days out from Labrador, with 
fourteen souls on board. A special 
term of the supreme court for the trial 
of the bank directors begins on Janu 
ary 8th.

A man named Alex McDonald 
was instantly killed at the plaster 
quarry at Hi-lsboro, N. B., on Friday 
last. He was in the act of liberating 
some paitially loosed rock plaster on 
the side of a steep bank, when the 
rock beneath him gave away without 
warning and be went down with the 
mass. His skull was crushed and 
death was almost instantaneous. 
Deceased was 28 years of age and the 
support of a widowed mother and 
younger children.

The fourth letter of James Fisher, 
liberal member of the Manitoba 
legislature, on the school question, 
appeared Saturday night It discuss­
ed fully the commission for further 
inquiry proposed by Mr. Laurier, 
stating that this enquiry would be 
supererogation, as all the facts and 
circumstances have beeu already 
brought out and stand on record. 
There are indications that Premier 
Greenway intends calling a session of 
the provincial legislature very shortly.

James W, Campbell, brother of 
Archibald Campbell, M. P., for Kent 
County, was working on the third 
floor of his brother's mill at Toronto1 
junction, and went into the huge 
shorts bin to get a scoop-shovel. 
Just as Campbell got into the bin 
several tons of grain fell on him, com. 
pletely burying him. He was taken 
out as quickly as possible, but was 
unconscious with onjy a spark of life 
remaining, his mouth, nose, ears and 
eyes being packed full of shorts, He 
died in a few minutes, in spite of every 
effort of the medical men, who were 
quickly on hand.

A Paris despatch of the 6th. says 
a decided seqastion was caused in the 
chamber of deputies on that date. 
At the conclusion of the debate on 
the budget a stranger in the gallery 
fired two shots from a revolver. 
Thereupon the electric bells, which 
were placed all over the building after 
the bomb outrage committed by Yal- 
liant, the anarchist, who was subser 
quently executed for the crime, were 
rung throughout the house and the 
doors were iustantly closed and guard­
ed, After his arrest the man who 
fired the revolver said that his name 
was Gilbert Lenoti. His pistol, slill 
containing four cartridges, was taken 
away from him. He was found to be 
a respectable draper’s clerk, 23 years 
old. Upon his examination by a 
magistrate he ijeplinefl to respond to 
the queries which were put to him. 
Nothing has yet been discovered as to 
the motive of the outrage.

In view of the breaks to the govern­
ment cables in the maritime province 
waters this year Supt. Keely will issue 
a circular from Ottawa to vessel 
owners indicating the precise location 
of the cables and asking them to 
endeavor to avoid fouling the wires 
with anchors of their vessels. Five 
times in six years has Pelee Island- 
Lake Erie cable been broken from 
this cause, and a notice was publish­
ed in 1893 pointing out that wilful 
injury to a telegraph cable was punish­
able under law. In case, however, of 
accidental fouling of the cable, owners 
of vessels who to avoid breaking it 
sacrifice their ship’s anchor, are com­
pensated tbprefqr, and Mr. Keely 
proposes that the same offer shall be 
brought to the attention of vessel 
owners of the Atlantic provinces. He 
says it is far cheaper for the govern­
ment to pay for an anchor at the rate 
of two or three cents a pound as 
against telegraphic cable worth $60,- 
goo a mile. When a break occurs 
generally half a mile of new eable is 
required.
