He sew her go upon the rocks ; he 
then got e rope and let himself down over 
tbe precipitous cliffs, so that by the time 
some of the coastguard men had arrived to 
lend a band the men coaid be safely hoisted 
up. Mr. Poppleatone further took them to 
hie own home and gavejthem food and shel­
ter, For this example*^if courage and hu­
manity he has been rewarded by the Queen 
with the first of the Albert Medals, a
decoration, militated by the Royal Warrant 
of March 7, * for pepone who have helped, 
at the hasard of their owe lives, to save the 
lives of others from shipwreck or other perils 
of the sea.” An illustration of the design 
of this medal appeared in our No. of March 
31. It is understood that her Majesty, on 
being mode acquainted with the story of the 
wreck at the Start Point, at once resolved to 
send for Mr. Poppleatone end give him the 
medal with her own, hands. This gracious 
purpose was carried into effect on Monday, 
the 14th nit., when Mr. Poppleatone. having 
been desired to attend the Court at Bucking­
ham Palace, was introduced to her Majeety 
by the President of the Board of Trade, the 
Right Hon. T. Milner Gibeon, and received 
the medal, which coaid not have been more 
honorably bestowed.

The N. Y. Times says, we mav usefully re­
call tbs notice of oar mercantile men to a 
suggestive table which we recently copied 
from the Financial Chronicle of this city. It 
was a tabular statement showing the relative 
position ol Canada and the other provinces 
among the thirty-two foreign countries to 
which the great bulk of exporta are sent ; the 
established results being, in the language of 
the Chronicle, that “ with reference to some 
articles our exports to the Province* exceed 
the total exports to all other countries ; and, 
in more numerous instances, our exports to 
the Provinces surpass in value our exporta to 
any one of the most populous countries ol the 
old world.”

Of the right of the Provinces to the title of 
being, absolutely, our second best customer, 
and, relatively, the beet of all our customers, 
there can, then, be no . doubt The fact ia 
demonstrated, not by provincial agents or 
authorities, but by the official returns of the 
Treasury Department With this evidence 
on record, sorely Congress will not separate 
without taking some step in the direction of 
a renewed reciprocity. Tbe Evening Poet 
remarked yesterday that " Congress ought to 
do something toward reopening commercial 
relations with Canada: aod we apprehend 
that any man who will study with ordinary 
care the nature and extent ot these relations 
under the treaty,now ended, will acquiesce in 
the judgment of our con temporal y.

Official Announcement or tbe 
Fmllere of Negotiations in 

Enrope.

In tbe House of Commons, on the 5th of 
June, General Peel said : I wish to ask the 
Chancellor of the Exchequer or tbe Under 
Secretary of Foreign Affairs whether it is true 
that the proposed Congress has been given 
up?

The Chancellor of the Exchequer- -I am 
sorry to state that I must give an answer 
substantially in the affirmative to the question 
of the right honorable and gallent gentleman. 
The first communication made to the British 
government was a telegraphhic message re­
ceived last night from France, staling that in 
the opinion of the French government, the 
conference was at an end, In consequence of 
the answer from Austria imposing conditions 
that were regarded as impracticable. We 
are now in possession of the Austrian despatch 
upon the subject, and the substance of it ie 
this ; She required a definite assurance that 
all the Powers which were to take part in the 
projected conference should be ready to re­
nounce the pursuit of any specitTOr particular 
Interest to the detriment ol the general Iran 
qui I it v ; and the Austrian government went 
on further to explain that mntiment by 
saying that in order that the work ot peace 
which the cabinets had in view might be in a 
condition to be accomplished, it appeared to 
them indispensable that it should be agreed 
beforehand to exclude from the deliberations 
of the conference anything that would tend to 
give to any of the States who were then yivit- 
• the meeting any territorial augritéatation

readiness to enter into confidential negotia­
tions, and discuss the possibilities of agree­
ment, but the expressions of the influen 
tial Austrian statesmen and councillors of 
the Emperor, have been reported to the 
Ring from an authentic source, which 
leave no doubt that the Imperial Miois- 
ters desire war at any priie, partly to 
tide over domestic difficulties, nay, even 
with the «pressed intention ot assisting 
Austrian fipqpces by Prussian contribu­
tions, or by honorable bankruptcy. We 
can only see a decided intention on the 
part of Aastria of forcing war with Prus­
sia, and ot almost making use of negotia­
tions as to a Congress to gain time by 
procrastination for her own not entirely 
completed arrangements, but espncially 
for those of her allies, but especially for 
her own not entirely completed arrange­
ments, but especially for those of her 
allies. The fact of war is a settled deter­
mination at Vienna. The only farther 
poiut is to choose the favorable moment 
to begin. Referr.ng to the Duchies, Bis­
marck says :—“ Perhaps we shill at least 
be believed when we solemnly* protest 
against an? notion of wishing to make 
good our claim to the Duchies by foroe, 
or of disregard to the rights of the oo- 
posaeeeor. Now, too, probably, it will not 
be difficult to understand the real motives 
of the irmameota by which Austria has 
given rise to the present crises, and whose 
removal by means of the Congress she has 
further taken care to render impossible by 
the attitude she has assumed.” The cir­
cular is dated June 4th.

But 
toaspense a whole dam—our class for ex­
ample, or the French Canadians—an disloyal, 
is a crime against Canada, of the deepest 
dye. 1 speak only that I know and have 
seen, that the French and lush Catholics 
here, and in Moctraal, with every, very odd 
exception, acted splendidly under the late 
emergency, and deserve all honor and appro­
bation from their fellow-subjects generally 
for their pablicapiritad and patriot con­
duct.”

1 Terrific Store on Lake Erie.
Alaemixo Disasters, n

From the Cleveland Neruld, Monday 
Evening, June 18.

One of the most terrible storms ever known 
in this latitude, at this season of the year, 
commenced on Sunday morning, and is still 
raging at this writing (Monday, 12 M>— 
Among the effects of the storm we have to 
record the complete destruction of two ves­
sels at this port, and the loss of seven lives.

The barque Arabian, owned in Port Bur 
well, on Saturday took on a cargo of block 
stone at the.dock of Gardner Burt A Ovisit, 
and Saturday evening sailed for Port Darling­
ton, Canada West. She was commanded by 
Captain Bentley Haskins, and had a crew of 
five men and one woman. Tbe barque sailed 
for her destination, and had made good head­
way towards the Welland Canal, when the 
storm struck her, and at seven o'clock Sun­
day evening she changed her course and made 
for this port. The wind was blowing'’* per 
feet tornado, and the noble barque flew be­
fore th* storm with the ipeed of the wind,— 
About midnight she attempted to make the 
port of Cleveland, but missed, and was driven 
with great force on the beach just below the 
eastern end of the new depot

As soon as she struck she commenced fill­
ing with water, and it was soon ascertained 
that nothing could be done to save Jier, and 
that she must go to pieces. TheOWtera were 
washing over her decks continually^ and she 
was pounding on the bottom with tremendous 
force.. The persona on board were as fol­
lows :—Captain, Bentley Haskins, Port Bur- 
well ; 1st Mat*, Wilson McDermot, Port 
Burwell; 2nd Mate, John Vance, Tonawaoda; 
seamen David Haskins and Isaac Titus, Port 
Burwell : a young man shipped at this port, 
name unknown ; and tbe cook, Mrs. McDAr- 
mot, wife of the first mate. Of all this num 
ber, the only person saved was John Vance, 
the second mate, from whom we have learned 
the particulars of this terrible disaster. Mr. 
Vance does not knew exactly how the erew 
were lost but thinks that the moat of them 
were washed overboard. Tbe last he saw of 
the Captain he was taking off his elotbee, as 
he thought preparatory to making an attempt 
to reach the shore.

At 4 o’clock the cook, tin. McDermott, 
was wen from the shore, lashed to the rig­
ging, but shortly after that time the masts 
went overboard, and the vessel broke entirely 
up; and the poor woman went with tbe grand 
sraeb. «

Mr. Vance, the only person raved, staid on. 
board until about three o’clock, when he 
thought he would make an attempt to reach 
the shore. He took off hie clothes aod started. 
The waves were dashing against the break­
water with tremendous force, but he was 
luckily raised on the top ot a huge wave sad 
landed inside the spiles. He was considera­
bly bruised, but managed to reach the switch 
tender’s shanty in that locality, where he re­
mained until about seven o’clock, when he 
supplied with clothing and taken to the store 
of Captain John O'Neil, on River street, and 
yvery attention paid him by the captain and 
others. Although badly braised, he was not 
dangerously injured, and will be all right 
again in a day or two.

While the above disaster was taking place, 
the Canadian schooner Alice Grover, hailing 
from Oakville, was in the same predicament a 
few tods down the lake, off the Cleveland 
Woolen Mills. The Alice Grover took on a 
cargo of 325 tons of coal, at th* vard of 
Meflra. Morris à Price, and cleared for To­
ronto on Saturday night. She was in com­
mand of Captain D, Gray, and bad a crew of 
six, including a female cook. About halfpaet 
eleven she struck, aud soon broke and went to 
pieces. Fortunately, all on board were saved 
except the cook. The men were considera­
bly bruised in their endeavours to reach the 
shore. They remained in the switch tender’s 
house until morning, when we learn, the most 
severely injured were taken to the Marine 
Hospital.

The beach for two miles is strewn with 
pieces of the wreck of both whese vessels. Two 
or three trunks had come ashore, but up to 
the time when we left ttiWecene of these dis­
asters- none ot tbe victims of this terrible 
storm had eomo ashore.

We could not learn the amount of loss by 
the wrecking of these vessels, nor tbe amount 
of insurance on hulls or eargoee, except that 
there was no insurance on the coal shipped 
on the Alice Grover. The loss must be quite 
heavy, under the most favourable circum-

mao. Unhapptiv, qi

Ahothbb Imteftiov tv Gtmxxnv —Mr. 
Gale, F. C. 8., the discoverer of foe process 
by which gunpowder can be rendered non- 
explosive and explosive at pleasure, has just 
invented a very ingenious piece of mechanism 
which, on being applied to small arms, will 

■enable him to discharge them with far greater 
rapidity than has begp possible hitherto. It 
consists of a longitudinal piece of steal per­
forated for bullets and fitting intone pistol 
between tbe stock and the Darrel at n*ht 
angles to the weapon. A revolving screw 
worked by the trigger moves this bar on, and 
at each movement one of the holm in the bar 
is brought opposite the barrel of the pistol, 
and a shot is fired. The bar at last passes 
ont at the other side with all its shot expend­
ed, and can then be loaded again and used as 
before. Supposing each bar to contain ten 
•hot, and a soldier to be provided with half a 
doxeu such, he could lead aud discharge at 
the rate of sixty rounds a minute,if necessary, 
thus far outstripping the famous needle gun. 
The same mechanism can be applied to riflsa 
and even to artillery, and a proportionate in­
crease of rapidity in diachargé is obtained. 
Last week Mr, Gale had the honor of exhibit­
ing bis invention at the Horse Guards before 
his Royal Highness the Duke ot Cambridge, 
Commander-fit Chief, Tbe Commander-In- 
Chief expressed himself as highly delighted 
with Mr. Gale’s invention, and his Royal 
Highness declared it to be “ the most ingeni­
ous and clever invention he had ever seen,' 
an opinion which was shared by the other 
officers. The distinguished party compli­
mented Mr. Gale in flattering terms upon 
having contributed a second valuable discov­
ery to the art of war. The Commander in- 
Chief further requested Mr. Gale to bring 
the invention before the Ordnance Select 
Committee.

THE EFFECTS OF EUROPE­
AN WAM.

The following remarks, which we copy 
from the Buffalo Erprttt, apply even more 
forcibly to Canada:—”It ia an ill wind 
Which blows nobody good.” Europe may 
suffer as a great calamity the war which 
seems just oo the poiut of outbreak, but to 
America it can hardly fail to prove of on- 
mixed advantage, so far as material results 
are concerned. While its effect in Europe 
will be to disturb all industries, and derange 
the courses of trade, its consequent affect ie 
America will be to stimulate an unwonted ac­
tivity in every depr riment of productive la­
bor aud comroèrcial enterprise. To the. ex­
tent that the war spreads among the Europe­
an nations, involving others, as it is likely 
to do, besides the original parties engaging 
in it, this country will be called" upon to re­
place the labor which it suspends—to supply 
food to the combatants, and to produce in 
its own workshops much that has hith­
erto been imported from the other side 
of thy Atlantic. The stimulus to both 
agriculture aod to manufacturing enterprise 
which the first hostile gun fired in Holstein, 
or Silesia, or Venetia will impart cannot be 
estimated. If Europe fights, there will be 
busy timet ia America, and thriving times 

busy. Prices may hold high, bel 
wages will rule high as tvell, and it ia safe 
to predict a general reign of comfort gad 
prosperity.

The hand of Death hat fallen heavy up­
on the older eettlera ol thla district dar- 
iog the present spring. Bay after dey 
the call goes forth for the living to follow 
the deed to the silent tomb. Robxst 
Cootie, Keg., late Judge of three United 
Counties, departed this life on Tuesday 
vening the 19th inat., at the compara­

tively early ago of 45. Having been al­
most a native of this County,—a foot 
which he always alluded to with pride,— 
it ia almost auperffooea on onr part tq 
attempt t/tu the shortest sketch of his 

reer. The deceased waa 
«y-ronde mon—one iff those 
linda, of whieh Canada can 
number, who although reared 

amidst the eeeluatoo and quiet of agricul­
tural pursuits, looked forth upon the fancy 
world end resolved to strike ont for him­
self a career which something within hia 
breast taught him to fed he was able' to 
achieve. Many before him have tried 
the experiment of rising from the humbler 
walk» of agricultural life to » position of 
eminence .amongst the world's speakers, 
write», and practitioner», and, ala», how 
many have discovered when too late that 
the dream of greatness gave place to the 
«tern realities of penury and distress,. 
But yoong Cooper had the requisite 
qualities for advancement. Possessing a 
mind of much native vigor and elasticity, 
end an intuitive perception of “ the true, 
the "beautiful and the good," he thirsted 
after knowledge, and aa he drank ot the 
sweet spring, he resolved, aa we have 
stated, to rite, that he might be of nee to 
mankind in whatever sphere Ptovidenee 
might see fit to pi tee him.

This was not all. To hia other quali­
ties was added the grand touchstone of 
indomitable ptruotrance, without whieh 
a mao can do nothing great, and 
through which, other things being equal; 
he oao accomplish almoet anything with­
in the range of human possibility. Hia 
earliest aspiration waa to become 
lawyer, sod, hence, after acquiring a large 
amount of awful information, he entered 
upon the study of law with Mr. Stewart, 
who ml forward» removed to Stratford. In 
the study of this Wience he progressed 
rapidly, peering one by one those ever- 
remembered aleppiog-atone» of a lawyer’s 
life. Aa » lawyer he was considered 
sound and reliable, hia object ever being 
to eooatrue the weighty truths of Black- 
otooe and kindred authorities by the light 
of common settee—a practice which might 
be followed by many of his professional 
brethren with great advantage to all con­
cerned. About the year 1846 he added 
to hia professional duties the arduous 
labors of an editor, being engaged upon 
the British Canadian, of Toronto, it 
that time a leading conservative paper. 
As a writer he waa, especially in hia 
younger days, clear and laminons, his 
command of language being greater than 
that of almost any Canadian writer we 
have read. He found his labors in this 
capacity extremely trying to both mind 
nod body, but there can be no doubt that 
the position he thus occupied trough! his 
abilities and acquirements more promin­
ently before the public than could possibly 
have been the oiee under any other cir­
cumstances. Ho also wrote for the Lon­
don Herald, alter hia removal to that ( 
city from Toronto.

On the Judgeship of Huron and Brace 
becoming vacant by the death of Judge 
Stracban, whieh took place on the 22nd 
of October 1856, Mr. Cooper was appoint­
ed to that impoijpnt office. He entered 
upon hia duties in the November follow 
iog. That those labors were most ardu­
ous may be inferred from the vast extent 
of the district to be travelled over, and 
the immense amount of labor required iu 
the performance ol the duties directly and 
indirectly attached to the office. But the 
new Judge went into bis work with a de­
gree of hearty cheerfulness which com­
manded respect, while it lightened many 

tong, rough, dreary ride, and won for 
him a host of warm personal friends

Judge Cooper, howeser, did not confine 
himself to the mere routine of official life.
In every movement of a charitable or 
patriotic character he took a prominent 
part, and when the “ Treat affair ” arous­
ed the blood of the Canadian people, he 
waa one of the first men in this County to 
step into the volunteer ranks. He loved 
the servies—was enthusiastic in hia ef­
forts to advance it,—and when the Fenian 
trouble broke out, it was witlr the great­
est difficulty that he could be roe trained 
from joining hia company at Sarnia, al­
though it waa apparent to all that hia con­
stitution waa rapidly breaking down.

London, June V, 1866. 

The war is to begin on the 10th of 
June; so it has been «aid. To-morrow is 
the 10th, and the outbreak of hostilities 
seems to be close at hand. Count Bis­
marck has ‘just sent a despatch to all the 
Courts of Europe, so full of gall and gun­
powder, that nothing seems to remain but 
hard blows.

Austria did not decline the conference 
she required only that the Powers engag­
ing in it should renounce any pretensions 
to territorial aggrândisemenV Bat 
Italy and Prussia were both determined 
to get more territory, and France and 
Russia would not engage not to take some 
if offered, a conference ou such terms be­
came an absurdity. Austria is blamed 
because she does not want to lose part of 
her own possessions, nor to have Prussia 
appropriate to herself what belongs to 
Germany in coroipon.

Austria has thrown the settlement of 
th» question of the Elbe Du- hies upon the 
Diet, Prussia thereupon attaches the 
fund* of Hoisÿein in the Hamburg banks, 
and marches her forces into Holstein.— 
Austria is detei mined that the Duchiea 
shall be independent members of the Ger 
man confederation. Herr Von Bismarck 
seems more than ever determined that 
they shall be annexed to Prussia ; and 
there we stand at tnis moment, with great 
armies threatening each other «oros* the 
frontiers of Saxony and Silesia.

The Austrian army now amounts to 
800,000 men, of whom 350,000 oppose 
the Prussians and 250,000 tbe Italians, 
with reserves for either. Gen Benedek 
has striokly f- rbidden army correspond- 
erce. Tbe army opposed to Italy, e-»m 
manded by Archduke Albrecht, consists 
of infantry of tbe line, 106,000 nflem-n, 
16,000; Croats; 36,000; cavalry, 5,000; 
coast artillery, 4,000; fivld batteries, 14,- 
000. The Austrian navy in the Adriatic 
now consists of 63 vessels of all classes, 
10,000 men, 826 guns. .It is reported 
that the Turkish navy will also defend 
the eastern shores of the Adriatic.

The Prussian army is the largest ever' 
sét on toot, and it is armed wrh very su­
perior rifles and artillery. The rifles are 
among the most rapid used in war, and 
the cannon of superior metal. The Prus­
sian army consists of 452 battallions of 
infantry, 321 squadrons of cavalry, 1,086 
field pieces, 72 companies of fortress artil­
lery, 9 bat talions of pioneers, Ae.
