The information set forth that John
‘McBride did on the 13th day of June,
1885, at his i known as the
“Albion Hotel,” town of Goderich,
county of Huron, sell intoxicating liquor
in vio{-tiono( the second part of the
Canada Temperance Act of 1878 and
amendments. .

FOR THE PROSECUTION.

John MoBride, sworn, said—I am
tewant of the Albion hotel ; Frederick
Dale, bartender, 1s in my employ; I
don’t remember having any conversation
with you at any time about Mr. Davis's
Blue Ribbon having 2 per cent of
aloohol in it; I remem something
about saying that Mr. Davis intended
having an analysis of the Blue Ribboo
Beer ; 1 was surprised it had nol been
published by that date.

W. H. Ball, License Inspector, d
ed--On Saturday the 13th of June .
accompanied by Dr. McMiéking, Bro
ceeded to the Albion Hotel, and called
for twe glasses of the new drink, having
been served ] put my glass in & bottle,
and called for another, which I drank
myaself ; I paid the bartender 15 cts. for
the three glasses ; accompanied by Dr.
MoMicking I proceeded to Rhynas's
drug store, having asked the doctor vn
the roaa if he could analyse that ; he
answered thht he could nﬂ;ut I'?::t the
druggist might, on asking Mr. ynas,
he ssid he could not; I then had the
bottle sealed in the presence of the three
of us and sent it by express to London
to the public analyist Mr. SBaunders,
from whom I received the analysis here
handed in. Document received and filed.
1 afterwards proceeded to London and
wroaght back the bottle and the box in
which it had been enclosed ; my reason
for sending the liquor to Lendon to be

was that it was a liquid some-
wh;iwmﬂnr to :!tlronq lager ;nor, h;:zhly
imp! with hops, as I thought to
destroy the taste ot the alcohol. [The
bottle and the box were ~then put in,
and also a copy of the seal. |

By Mr. Biggar—I trought the bottle
with me to the hotel from my own house;
it had contaimed before that time tomato
catsup, and I washed it out with warm
water myself and dried it; the bottle was
about half full when I sent it away; I
got the bottle back from Mr. Saunders
himself on Saturday, the 27th of June ;
I brousht. the bottle to Rhynaa's uncork-
ed, and got a cork there ; I don't know
whether it was a new oork or an old
one. I took the bottie home, and kept
it in my private room under lock and
key, until two days afterwards, when I
expressed it to Lendon; I got it about
noon on Saturday and sent Monday fol-
lowing, the 16th June ; the box was not
sealed, but simply tied, but the bottle
was sealed ; I told nobody what was in
the box. It was too late on Saturday
to send the bottle away to the analyst,
hence the sending it away on Monday.

Dr. McMicking,sworn—1I accompanied
Mec. Ball to the Albion hotel, but don’t
remember the date, was present when
he called for three glasses of ‘‘blue rib-
ton beer,” and paid for it ; I drank one
glass, and saw Ball bottle another ; went
to Rhynas’ drug store and saw the bottle
sealed ; I thought the fluid resembled
beer ; don’t know whether there was
alcohol in it ; did not think I was drink-
i:.g' ginger beer, it more resembled lager

r.

To Mr. Biggar—Didn’t know the de
rivation of er, this beer was a light
beer—very light ; ordinary beer, I un-
derstand contains from 4 to 8 per cent.
of alcohol ; Brande is an authority on
per centages in alcohol, in different
grades of beer.

Do not know whether the quantity of
alcohol in a quart bottle of this liquid

what amount of alcohol would intoxicate
a man ; I think it impossible to give any
defimte answer to that question ; what I
todle didn't not intoxicate me nor was
Mr. Ball intoxicared by what he drank ;
I cculd not say it was an intoxicating
liquor.

To Mr. Ball—Different quantities of
liquor will intoxicate different men ; one
man can drink a galion of strong beer
and be fairly sober, and another might
drink a quart and show symptoms of
drunkenness ; a great deal depends upon
the constitution of the person ; some-
times a very small quantity will intoxi-
cate ; I cannct say whether there was or
was not alcohol in the beer I partook of
that day.

Wm. Saunders, sworn- -1 reside in
London ; I received a letter and box
from H. W. Ball on Taesday morning,
the 16th June; the bottle contained a
liquid with the seal unbroken ; I analys-
ed the contents of the bottle ; I sent the

Wher'e a bottle is imperfectly corked,
there would be a danger of secund fer-
mentation, and that would increase the
quantity of aloohol at the expense of the
saccharine matter ; for the result of the
fermentation is the formation of alcohol
of carbolic acid ; a bottle half full and
well corked would not readily sour, al-
though the alooholic fermentation would
be likely to go on ; fermentation is acoel-
erated by heat, and would take place
more rapidly in warm weather than cold;
I don’t think this would account for the
entire aifference between the ssmples
which I analysed ov June 22nd and July
2nd ; it might t for a decimal. but
not for one per cent.; I estimated the
alcohol on the 19th or 20th of June, in
Mr. Ball's sample ; I think I first opened
it on the day I examined it for alcohol ;
I think the effect of an appreciable quan-
tity of sour tomato catsup would be to
zour the beer and hasten the formation
of alcohol ; if kept in & warm place the
sourness of the beer would bé hastened,
and the amount of alcohol increased ; it
would be the same if the bottle had been
carried uncorked ; the specimens of
“Blue Ribbon Beer’ I examined yester-
day had rather less aloohol than lager ;
perhaps one-fourth or one-fifth less ; it is
avery light beer. [Mr. Biggar here
took up a book, and held forth as
follows : — “‘Porter as drunk in
the metropolis,” Mr. Bl{;h says, ‘‘is a
weak malt liquor ;” Mr. Blyth also says :
‘‘that the amount taken by temperate
Feo;ﬂe in the 24 hours, varies generally

rom one to two ounces. More than this

in the great majority of people causes
slight alcoholic symptoms ; if the excess
of this quantity i» small the symptoms
will be in no way evident to others. The
couple of pints of beer, four or five
glasses of wine or two ounces of brandy
that men or wom#n engaged in the ordi-
nary business of life take daily have not
been proved to exercise the slightest in-
jury—in most people, indeed, digestion
is aided and more work doune by these
moderate doses.”’]

Mr. Saunders—I object to that going
in as my evidence; I hold a different
opinion, So far as Mr. Blyth is con-
cerned I think he is the best authority
we have on food and its adulterations ;

;| he is one of the best authorities. As

compared with Scotch ale this beer
would contain about one fourth as much
alcohol.

To Mr. Ball—I do not agree with
Blyth that ale or porter containing 5 or
6 per cent. of alcohol is a ‘‘weak malt
liquor ;” the sample I examined con-
tained less than one half as strong as
Edinburgh ale ; it is 3.5 as against 8.5;
and as compared with London porter it
is about half the strength; is strong
liquor if mixed with an equal bulk of
water, I should expect it would intoxi-
cate as quickly as if taken undiluted ;

E. G, Ogden, sworn—] am a brewer ;
I have been connected with brewing 21
ears ; I know how ‘‘Blue Ribbon Beer”
is brewed ; we take malt aud grind it,
then mash it in the mash tub and water
it, then 1t runs from the mash tub into
kettle where it is boiled ; after it is boil-
ed toa certain gravity to what we term
‘‘bloat mash,” or clear, a “‘shadow” if
hops are put imto it, and boiling con-
tinued until it reaches a certain specific
gravity, it is then allowed to cool down
and run into a fermenting tub, where
the yeast is added ; then it goes intoa
fermentation until it is finished ; we can
tell by a saccharometer when we have
the correct specific gravity ; we test it
often during all tho stages; from the
mash tub until it is finished ; we can
tell to a quarter per cent. by it; we
always determine the percentage of
apirit this way ; there is no other way
outside of the chemical analysis; after
it is finished we pump it into hogsheads
until it is clarified ; we then bottle it and
“Pasteurize” it; we bottle, cork and
wire by machinery ; the process of dis-
tilling liquor is entirely different from
brewing ; one gives spirituons and the
other is fermented liquor ; this is not
spirituous liquor ; Davies’ Blue Ribbon
Beer is not a spirituous liquor ; there is
nothing in our trade known as mixed
liquors, but there is in the spirit trade ;
this beer is not a mixed liquor; vur
beer called Blue Ribben Beer cannot
make much variation in strength ; we
bhave made it right along so as to not
have more than 2 per cent of aleohol in
it, and always test it with that in view ;
and have succeeded 1n keeping it down to
2 per cent; the sample tried by Mr.
Saunders yesterday must not have been
properly Pasteurized ; the three bottles
analyzed by Messrs. S8aunders, Hays and
Ellis were of three different brewings ;
there would be about 90 barrels in a
brewing, about 12 dozen in a barrel ;—
some 12,960 bottles ; I have been drink-
ing it myself ever since I began to make
it ; I began one night at half-past six,
and between that and twelve o'clock I
drank 48 glasses, and it had no effect
whatever or me ; no feeling of exhilira-
tion ; I see this nearly every day in the
case of a man who works for me; ne
Blue Ribbon Beer when it left my hands
contained 3} per cent of alcohol.

To Mr. Ball -There is a certain amount
of alcohol in all we brew ; alcohol is a
spirit ; alcohol is intexicating ; a bottle
or two in a tub that would not get the
full benefit of the pasteurization and
when taken out of the tub they might
ferment and form more alcohol ; there
are about 32 dozen in a tub; I picked out
the bottles for analysis yesterday just us
they came.

George B. Cox, sworn,—I have drunk
Davies’ Blue Ribbon Beer; I took eleven
or twelve glasses of it last mght in three-
quarters of an hour; it had none of the
effects of alcohol on me whatever ; the
quantity I drank would beabout three cf
the ordinary quart bottles.

Frederick Dale, sworn,—-I have drank
as high as 20 glasses in an hour ; T ex-
perienced none of the effects of alcohol ;

if the percentage did mut exceed 232
per cent. ] would have doubts whether I
would call it intoxicating.

George W. Wright,ngl. D.. sworn—
Am a practicing physician in Toronto of
18 experience, and professor of materia
medics and th ties in Toronte
school of medicine ; I am familiar with
the therapeutic effects of alcohol ; the
effects of aloohol vary with constitations;
generally they are exciting at first to the
circulation and the nervous centres ; an
increased dose generally produce sleep ;
the symptoms of intoxication I have
seen in my practice, are often drowsiness
or sluggishness, and senetimes maniacal
excitement resembling acute mania,
accompanied in most cases by giddiness
and nauseau ; the average dose of proof
spirit necessary to produce these symp-
toms on & man in ordinary health varies
according to the amoant of dilution ; if
the alcohol ted three per cent of
the mixture, I think it would take a
mallon of liquor to produce these symp-
toms, and 1 think it would be required
to be drunk at once ; the presence of
extracted matter such as is found in beer
would have a tendency to delay the
absorption of the aleohol by the coats of
the stomach and thus diminish the
intoxicating effects of the drink ; I
should mot call a liquor an intoxicating
driuk the average sample of which con-
tained only 2.32 of alcohol with 4.47 of
extracted matter.

To Mr. Ball—The average human
stomach cannot hold a gallon or over of
liquid ; a man who would drink a gallon
of any liquid at one draught would be
an extraordinary csse; the average
stomach would nut bear a gallon com-
fortably even if drank in 45 minutes ;
if & person would say he drank five
bottles of beer containing 4 5-8ths fluid
ounces of pure alcohel, equal to 15 or 16
ounces of the whisky of commerce, I
should say he wasa man Koueued of
very low susceptibilities to the effects of
alcohol ; I would not swear that an ounce
of pure alecohol or the same weight
diluted would not intoxicate that gentle-
man (Mr. Hayes); 1t is very unlikely
that a bottle of liquor containing § of an
ounce of alcohol would intoxicate an
average man ; if a person was very
highly succeptible to the effects of alcohol
I should say that two bottles of liquor
containing 174 ounces of alcvhol it might
intoxicate them ; alcohol is intoxicating
in sufficent quantities,

After an addreas from Mr. Ball for
the prosecution, in which some very good
points were made ; and an ingenious plea
by Mr. Biggar on behalf of the defend-
ant, His Worship the mayor suspended
judgment until Taesday, when he deliv-
ered the following : —

THE MAGISTRATE'S DECISION.

Ater carefully considering the evidence
in this case, it appears to me that the
only conclusion I can reach is that the
article sold as ‘‘Blue Ribbon Beer” is
intoxicating liquor, and 1its sale there-
fore comtrary to the provisions of the
Canada Temperance Act. As the sale
in uestion is n>t dispusel, and that act
was shewn to be i1n force here at the
time of the sale by the production of the
official Gazette, I must adjudge the de-
fendant guilty, and impose the fine of
$50 and costs. 1 may say that I have
not reached the conclusion that the
liquor in question is an intoxizant, with-
out much doubt. It appears to me that
if it had been proved that the liquor
never contained more than the lowest
‘per centage of alcohol given in the
different analyses, viz : that of Dr. Ellis,
it might be called nonintoxicating ; but
as I must accept the results arrived at
the other scientitic gentlemen as exact,
the only other conclusion upen to me is
that the liquor is one of somewhat varia
ble alcoholic strength, and as a matter
of fact the liquor actually sold, was upun
the evidence intoxicating. The object
of the act is, I take it, to exclule the
public sale as beverages, not oniy of
liquors manifestly intoxicating, but of
ll! liquors which may intoxicate. Of
course, many, perhaps mash men, could
with impunity from intoxication, drink
even in large quantities beer of the
!nlcuhn!ic strength of thatv in, question.
{ But it could not, I think in the evi-

affected without producing intoxication,
