Bogus Count
Gets Castle.

Carries Bluff Well. and Takes His
Plage in German Seciety—Leaves
Polite Note to Officials.

Ofteé “of the mdst accomplished and
plausible swindlers in Germany is at
large again after serving only a few
monthg of his last term of imprison-
ment. - He was incarcerated in Heil-
bronn prison, but on Monday morning
when the warder went to his cell the
bird had flown. The bars of the cell
window, which looks out on to a nar-
row lane, were filed through.

The swindler, who goes under many
names, was serving a sentence as
General Count von Passy. He first
became prominent about five years
ago as Major von Schiemangk, :and
called himself an American major of
cavalry, His uniform was that of the
United States .cavalry, plus several
bits of gold lace and numerous gild-
ed ‘buttons, which were not in the
army regulations. He cynically ex-
plained afterwards that ladies liked
these gilded additions, and that they
enabled him to reach their hearts
more speedily. Be this as it may, he
carried on his adventures for some
time with impunity, and was said to
haye netted considerable sums from
guileless maidens and from widows.

At last he anade #tHe m:nuamtanﬂe
of the widow of a naval officer, Wwho
wag on the point of handing him over
three thousand marks as guarantee
money, when she thought better of it;

The count, finding Berlin too hot
for him, fled to Frankfort, where Ne-
mesis overtook him and he was re-
moved to Heilbronn.
