HENRY BLAIR’S.

CANAL STREET, NEW ORLEANS.

By GEORGE FITCH,
Author of “At Good Old Siwash.”
Canal Street isn’t so remarkable for 

Its -height as for its breadth. It is 
one of the few so wide that the lan­
guage of a city changes from its north 
to its south side.

•In fact Canal Street is at once a 
street and a frontier. It is the boun­
dary line between American New Or­
leans and the old French ‘quarter 
where the baseball bulletins are In a 
foreign language and the people still 
mourn over the tragedies of the 
French Revolution. It took the En­
glish language two hundred years to 
get across Canal Street and it hasn’t 
entirely succeeded yet.

Canal Street is the main business 
thoroughfare at New Orleans. Once 
it was lined with fine, imposing public 
buildings and stores and looked like 
a forest of green verandas. Now the 
skyscraper has taken root on it and 
is spreading like the dandelion in 
June. It is now a greater street than 
ever, but the oldest resident weeps 
when he sees It because the automo­
biles have driven away the magnifi­
cent carriage parade and the nice 
homey smell of the open sewers- has 
departed.

CanîjJ Street begins at the Missis­
sippi River and ends in a cemetery, 
three miles east It has four street­
car tracks downtown, and all the 
street cars of New Orleans pass up 
and down its length. A New Orleans 
resident who has practiced crossing 
Canal Street all his life declines to be 
impressed when he comes north and 
tackles State street Chicago.

Canal Street is so named because 
it is as dry as a prairie. But in the 
old days it had a large gutter on 
either side for the disposal of sewage 
and after a severe rain it was navi­
gable half way to the center by small 
beats.

The flags of five nations have float­
ed over Canal Street. Slaves have 
been sold on its corners and French 
nobility has sunned itself in its clubs 
waiting for another revolution in 
Paris. It has had- more history than 
any other American street and the 
northern tourist passing along its 
length still sees many things which 
make him think he has an ocean be­
tween himself and home. On the 
whole, its skyscrapers are not as im­
pressive to the stranger as the three- 
story cisterns which soar aloft on 
every -hand in its residence section.

Damaged By lee.

Ship is too Largo for Dry Dock—Re­
pair^ will be Made Afloat.

The mammoth ore carrier Tellus. 
Gapt. Jojtsen, put into port at eight 
o’clock’ this morning in a damagrd 
condition. The ship came front Bell 
Island where she arrived from Rot­
terdam .yesterday after a two weeks’ 
passage. Boisterous weather was met 
and crossing the Grand Banks steam­
ed through considerable ice. When 
about one hundred and sixty miles off 
this port the ship struck a “growler” 
and had a number of rivets loosened 
in the plates of her forepeak, causing 
a leak. That happened three days 
ago and the following day more half 
sunken ice was contended with, and 1 
in consequence two blades were brok­
en off her propellor. On arrival at 
Bell Island it was decided tc have re­
pairs made here.

The ship is 7,305 tons gross and is 
too large to be dry docked.

As soon as repairs are com­
pleted she will load ore at Bell is­
land for Rotterdam.

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The Federal 
Basis oi Settlement

In view of ihe fact that a federal 
settlement of the Home Rule question 
has been revived by Winston Church­
ill and endorsed by the Prime Minis­
ter. Mr. Asquith, after suggestions on 
the same lines had been offered at an 
earlier stage in the deadlock by other 
public men, it becomes of special in­
terest to follow the pronouncement 
made on this subject by Mr. John 
Redmond. This pronouncement we 
have before us. It was made recently 
in the debate on the second reading 
of the Home Rule Bill, which is now 
at the third asking stage in .the Honse 
of Commons. He said, in part:—

"I myself have been all my political 
life preaching in favor of federalism.”

“From O’Connell’s day till this the
federal arrangement has 'been the 
basiB of the Home Rule movement, I 
may say In passing that Mr. Parnell 
came into this House as a supporter 
of Mr. Butt and of the federal ar­
rangement, and the most remarkable
published correspondence between Mr, 
Parnell and the late Mr. Cecil Rhodes
on the question of the retention of the 
Irish members in this House after 
Home Rule shows clearly that Mr. 
Parnell was absolutely in favor of set­
tlement on a federal basis.

“If I may be allowed to refer to a 
very small matter, I would like to re­
call the fact that I, myself, in 1886, 
when discussing Mr. Gladstone’s pro­
posal in this House for the total ex­
clusion of the Irish members from the 
Imperial Parliament, took exception 
to it and stated that I could not sup­
port it, if it were to be regarded as a 
permanent arrangement shutting out 
the possibility of the federal system 
for the whole of the United Kingdom.

“If any federal scheme contem­
plated by our friends opposite I take 
it for granted, for the present at any 
rate, that giving Ireland priority as 
they do they also have no intention of 
attempting to water down the powers 
in the present Home Rule Bill so as to 
make the constitution conform exact­
ly with what may be asked for after­
wards by Wales or Scotland.

“I take it also for granted that it is 
the intention that in the completed 
federal scheme Ireland will be a unit, 
that is. they do not suggest that Ulster 
shall be one federal unit and the rest 
of Ireland another. I understand fur­

ther that those who put forward this 
scheme do not suggest interfering 
with the time limit of six years.

“Let me say at once that if the sug-. 
gestion was that a statutory commis­
sion should be appointed and do its 
best to settle the question in six years 
and if it failed that then Ulster should 
be indefinitely excluded until that fed­
eral system was completed—that is a 
suggestion which, of course, we could 
not listen to for one moment.

NO ADVANCE.
“But if the scheme is tins—that Ire­

land is to have priority to remain un­
der federalism a unit, that there is 
to be no watering down of the powers 
of the present Home Rule Bill, and 
that the six years’ limit is to stand— 
if that is the scheme we certainly : 
raise not the slightest objection. But 
is such a scheme any remedy for the 
present difficulty about Ulster? So 
far it has been received with scoffing 
by the Opposition. What remains? 
The Government offer has been spurn­
ed; our sacrifice in asquiescing in it 
has been useless. No advance what­
ever has been made by the represen­
tatives of Ulster. They claim perma­
nent and total exclusion.

“We have gone half way ; they have 
not advanced one inch. Under these 
circumstances all that remains for the 
House of Commons is to proceed with 
the Bill as it stands. But even yet I 
do not despair of a settlement. The 
eleventh hour has struck, but the 
eleventh hour has not passed, and l 
certainly will do and say anything to 
preclude the possibility of a fair and
honorable peace at any stage,"

"That is total surrender, you* 
mean?" said Lord H. Cecil.

"The total surrender is asked from 
us,” replied Mr. Redmond."

The last few paragraphs quoted

show where the parties were at is­
sue a few weeks ago. In view of the 
acknowledged crisis, a state of politi­
cal civil war in the North of Ireland, 
and the conciliatory spirit shown by 
Asquith, Carson, Balfour and Bon xr 
Law In the Commons, it should not 
be outside the resources of the diplom­
acy of the leaders to bring about such 
a compromise as will be recognized as 
a fair way .out by the people of the 
North as well as the South and West 
of Ireland.

LONDON, To-day.
Asquith, by disavowing Churchill’s ; 

suggestion of larger concessions to 
Ulster in the Commons, yesterday 
afternoon, relieved the anxiety of ex­
tremists and bitterly disappointed 
moderate men of both parties. The 
Premier stated he was sympathetic 
with the spirit of Church ill s offer, 
but the Cabinet could not endorse it. 
Members of all parties are convinced 
that Churchill made the' offer as a 
test of the feeling of both sides, but 
Radical and Nationalist discontent 
compelled the disavowal. Sir W. By- 
les, Radical, gave notice of motion de­
manding the Premier to enforce his 
threat and take steps to vindicate the 
law in Ulster. The Unionist press 
object to treating with a Government 
already convicted of treachery, but 
the views of moderates as voiced by 
the papers are diverse. Moderate 
Unionists fear Home Rule will be on 
the Statute bco.’ts in a month, if no 
settlement by mutual consent can be 
made. Although the act is inopera­
tive until next year, it would be hard 
to repeal, unless the Unionists were 
returned by an overwhelming major­
ity at a general election. Moderate 
Liberals fear bloodshed will occur 
unless larger concessions are made, 
and foresee the consequent rqyi QÏ-. 
the Liberal Party and the consequent 
destruction of the last hope for Home 
Rule. Belfast and Bangor are decora­
ted with a flotilla of eleven warships 
which entered the Belfast Lough to- ! 
day. The ships returned the Ulster 
Volunteers’ salute.

Did net 
hear what .conversation went on. 
When they started I followed on un­
til I saw two divisions jn the crowd 
ahead. Dawson led one and Jones 
the other. 1 did not know then what 
way the wind was blowing. When 1 
come to where the two divisions were 
made I waited . for George Tuff te 
come up. When be came. I asked 
him where we were going, he replied 
“what odds is it to you." 1 told him 
I wanted to know what Course we 
were going.
