Gracefulness is not1 the only charm 

your hands must possess. They must 
show care and cleanliness. Dirty nails, 
or. rough, red skin would take every 
last particle of graceful out of grace­
ful gesture. After washing your hands 
be sure and dry them thoroughly, 
hands that are half dried will become 
rough and red, especially when one 
goes into the open air.

Protect your hands as much as pos­
sible. When doing housework wear 
gloves. Rubber gloves should be worn 
when the hands are in water, and 
loose fitting kid or cloth gloves when 
doing other work. If your hands be­
come stained, rub them with lemon 
juice or alcohol to remove the stains. 
Dry mustard rubbed on your hands 
will remove disagreeable color's.

At night before retiring the hands 
should be given as careful treatment 
as the face and neck. Scrub them 
good with a brush, a pure soap and

warm water. Rinse thoroughly and be 
sure to dry them thoroughly. If they 
are rough, rub a good cold cream, olive 
oil, or almond oil, into them, then put 
on a loose fitting glove. This will 
soften the hands and keep them from 
becoming dry and chapped.

A splendid hand whitening formula 
to use after washing is fifteen grains 
of powdered borax the same of com­
mon table salt, one half a dram of 
spirits of ammonia, one dram of oil of 
orange, two ounces of glycerine, arid 
six ounces of alcohol.

For daily care of the hands use a 
tablespoon of green soap diluted with 
two tablespoons of water and ten 
drops of peroxide of hydrogen. Use 
on an orange wood stick to clean out 
under the nails, being carefiil not to 
push the under skin away from the 
nail or in anyway to bruise the nail 
itself.

Have Proved 
Their Mettle!

We notice in the April 
Number of the “United 
Empire,” the Royal Col­
onial Institute Journal, 
that a picture of some of 

the Newfoundland Contingent on the 
eve of their departure for the front 
occupies the place of honor, the fron­
tispiece of the issue. The story of 
tlie Newfoundland Contingent is told 
briefly on pages 276 and 277 of the 
number. This includes the Gallipoli 
exploit at Caribou Hill and the subse­
quent recognition of their work in the 
Brigade Order, issued by Brigadier 
General Cayley, C.M.G., which runs as 
follows:—

“The G.O.C. wishes to place on re­
cord his appreciation of the excellent 
work done by the Newfoundland Regi­
ment during the last few days. By 
their conduct in this, their first im­
portant work, they have brought dis­
tinction to the brigade, and have 
proved themselves to be possessed of 
self-reliance, bravery and tenacity, 
the first qualities of a good soldier. 
C Company lias gained honor for its 
battalion and for Newfoundland. At 
tlie same time it is a certainty that 
other companies will do equally well 
when they get their chance. The 
whole battalion has been called upon 
for special exertions during the past 
week, and it has responded finely. 
Thanks to Newfoundland, an appreci­
able advance has been made against 
the enemy.”

The story concludes byi the follow­
ing paragraph :

"It is a source of pride to New­
foundlanders that tlie men of their 
regiment are almost without excep­
tion, native-born. Never before, dur­
ing its several centuries of eventful 
history, has the Colony enlisted a 
force for foreign service ; but in the 
present crisis the call of Empire was 
strong, and the loyal response it re­
ceived will have earned for Newfound­
land a place of distinction in whatever 
scheme may be developed after tlie 
war is over for promoting closer Im­
perial Confederation.”

This monthly is circulated widely 
through tlie Empire, and the story of 
the glory won by the Newfoundland 
Regiment will be spread by it 
throughout the length and brcadtli of 
the Empire. This should be an in­
centive to those who have not yet en­
listed and who are of military age and 
fitness to buckle on their armour and 
follow in the footsteps of those who 
have proved the mettle of their pas­
ture. In France where British Regi­
ments have won great honour, there is 
a full battalion of the Newfoundland 
Regiment for the fray. At Ayr there 
is the greater part of a reinforcing 
battalion, ready to supply drafts as 
they may be needed. For the past 
two months, recruiting has been 
brisk, and in addition to the rein­
forcements sent from here in the last 
draft, nearly two companies have been 
enlisted towards the four companies 
which will form a new active batta­
lion. Far more men are wanted, and 

‘the response of tlie past two months 
in soldiers and sailors give earnest to 
the belief that they will be forthcom­
ing. Those who are able to do so, 
should enlist at once. The more men 
Kitchener has available this fall, the 
greater the chance of a decision this 
year. There should1 be no delay. The 
hour is now at hand when men should 
get ready to be in at the finish.

Scaling Voyage Closes 
a Week Hence.

This day week, May 1st, will see the 
Gulf sealing fleet on their way home 
as the ships are prohibited by law 
from killing seals after that date. 
Though the outlook for the Gulf fish­
ery was very gloomy at the outset, it 
is now- almost a probability that the 
catch for the four steamers operating 
in that territory will be :10;000, prac­
tically all secured by the Viking, 
Ranger and Diana, the Halifax seal­
er Seal only having got 3-000 of 
them which latter amount has been 
landed by the Seal at Channel. As­
suming that the aggregate catch for 
the Gulf fleet will be slightly less 
than 30,000, that will bring the total 
catch for 1916 seal fishery to the quart­
er of a million number, as virtually 
223,000 seals were brought in by the 
eight northern ships. Again, this 
year's seals as is well known, are 
abnormally heavy and in addition to 
the prevailing high prices would 
make 250,000 of these pelts equivalent 
to if not more valuable than 300,000 
of any previous ordinary year.

Walter wishes to be remembered to 
all his old friends at St. John’s, and 
says that he is doing his best for the 
old flag and that he will be back again 
in the firing line as soon as he is 
sufficiently recovered.

A Nuisance and
A Menace

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—The presence of a pack of 

icious dogs on Brazil’s Field and the 
surrounding neighbourhood is fast bo­
oming a menace to pedestrians whose 

business brings them in touch with 
that locality. Those half starved ani- 
-nals arc allowed to roam at large 
at their own sweet will. Nobody 
seems to have any conlrol over them 
and they are a source of untold trou­
ble to country people and others 
who come there to dispose of their 
produce. It is doubtful whether the 
owners of these vicious animals pay 
any taxes for them. Even if they do 
pay for them it is no reason why they 
should be allowed to wander around 
as a source of terror to the commu­
nity.

Old B F C. Boy
Heard From.

Mr. W. H. ('rowdy is in receipt of a 
very discriptive and interesting letter 
from Staff Sergant W. W. Weaver, B. 
Battery, 114th Regiment, R.F.A., an 
English Regiment now at Salonika. 
Staff-Sergeant Weaver is a son of 
the late Rev. Weaver who was C. of 
E. minister of Bell Island twelve or 
fourteen years ago. The Sergt. Writes 
that his regiment is now fifteen miles 
outside Salonika, and encamped on a 
large plain beneath the hills, which 
surround the city. This locality was 
devastated by the last Balkan war, 
and bodies of the victims of that war 
are daily unearthed by the soldiers 
digging trendies. A vast number of 
wild dogs infest the district and are 
ready to devour anything in sight. 
Hot springs abound and afford re­
freshing baths to the tired soldiers. 
Those springs, the origin of whose 
waters are unknown, were in use by 
the ancient Greeks who erected large 
stone baths around them.

The “Balkan News,” a trench pa­
per, published every morning by the 
army printer, contains much of inter­
est concerning army life, was also re­
ceived by Mr. Crowdy. Previous to 
leaving here to reside in England 
about two years ago, Staff-Sergt. 
Weaver was a student at Bishop 
Feild College, a member of C. Co., C. 
L. B. and a general favorite among 
his associates.

Callahan, plumber, and now working 
at Sydney, N.S„ lias enlisted in 'lie 
St. Xavier's unit. He is an English­
man and as his brothers arc all at 
the front lie could not resist tlie “call” 
any longer.

NEW YORK, To-Uay.
Rattles of heavy proportions have 

liren in progress in all the war the­
atres except the Balkans. Successes 
for the Entente Allies and the Teu­
tonic Allies have varied. Four ves­
sels—an Italian steamer, a French 
barque and two British steamers— 
are reported to have been sunk by 
submarines. All the crews arc be­
lieved to be saved. On the Verdun 
front, where for two, months the Ger­
mans and French have been almost 
continuously in battle, the Germans, 
according to estimates of the French 
War Office, up to April 22 used 30 
divisions, or about 600,000 men, in 
lighting or reinforcing units, which 
suffered heavy losses. The Germans 
claim capture of a French trench in 
Verdun region, southeast of Hau- 
-court and west of Deadman’s Hill, 
while Paris records the taking of 
several German positions in Avo- 
court Wood. Hill 304 is again under 
heavy bombardment by the Germans: 
Artillery duels have everywhere fea­
tured the fighting in France and Bel­
gium, being particularly severe on 
Belgian sector between Hieuport and 
Dixniude and south of the Somme, 
where the French concentrated its 
fire on German trenches.

Burned Huns to Death 
With a Flame 

Thrower.
A Hideous Incident of Assault on 

German Position hi the llOHaunionf 
Sector—Caught Like Rats In Trap 
Formless Heap of Blackened Ashes 
Left of .Men Whose Mcphistophcliun 
Weapon Fell Into Foe’s Hands.
Hamlet of B, near Verdun, April 7, 

via Paris, April 10!—The past few 
days have seen no great battle’; but 
fighting littie less bloody or furious 
continues east and west of Verdun, 
especially near the slopes of Douau- 
mont, where, despite their sacrifices 
the Germans cannot enlarge their nar­
row peninsula in the midst of til 
Frknch sea. Rather they are losing 
ground, and at the price of ceaseless 
efforts and heroism beyond imagina­
tion the French advance, literally 
foot by foot.

Tlie words, “We progressed in the 
Boyaus southeast of Douaumont,” 
have already appeared in the official 
communications ,and will appear 
again, for the French gains are con­
stant, even if slow. What tiiis phrase 
means, I will try to show by an ac­
count of one such local success won 
by a portion of a famous regiment in 
the course of last night. Their trench 
on the Douaumont hillside was bare­
ly sixty yards from the German 
trench opposite, and despite the 

* French cannonade it was death to 
raise a head from shelter. The up­
roar was so terrific that only shout­
ing could convey orders from man to 
man, and at intervals huge howitzer 
shells overwhelmed twenty feet of 
trench with the defenders. Yet as an 
occasional glance showed the trench 
line opposite smothered along its full 
length by smoke clouds and bursts of 
flame, they knew that the Germans 
were' suffering worse, which doubled 
Hie feeling of superiority.

BERLIN, To-day.
The American Note occupied first 

liages of the afternoon newspapers. 
The impatience with which the public 
awaited publication of the note is il­
lustrated by street scenes. When the 
afternoon editions appeared, crowds 
surrounded the newsboys on the 
treets to buy papers. The impres­

sion of the Note upon the readers 
was a mixed one. Many faces were 
grave as the readers persued the note. 
Comment also, was grave. The North 
German Gazette, front which unau- 
thoritative reflection of the Govern­
ment’s views can alone be expected, 
did not comment on the note. Other 
papers commented in varying tones 
of sentiment towards the United 
States, but generally without trucul­
ence or abusive language.

CAPE RACE. To-day. 

Wind F,. light, weather foggy; the 
3.S. Fogota and Nevada passed in yes- 
erday, a tore and alt schooner passed 

in at 9 a.m. to-day. Bar. 29.64; tiler.

As evening fell a change came in 
tlie fire of the seventy-fives, and the 
mathematical precision of that won­
derful weapon was demonstrated. 
For the shells fell in three distinct 
rows, one some live yards in front of 
the German trench, the next on the 
trench itself, and the third fifty yards 
hack to cut off all communication 
with the reserves. This was the ter­
rible curtain cf fire that bars advance 
or retreat with its wail of thunder­
bolts.

Meanwhile, the French troops, 
holding the point in question, were 
assembled, a:id volunteers for an as­
sault were demanded. Bo many offer 
ed that a choice was made, and soon 
the 150 selected men began crawling 
swiftly toward the German position.

The French shell-fire had torn into 
harmless fragments a sea of barbed 
wire covering the intermediate sixty 
yards, and live advancing men were 
hidden from the trench sentinels by 
the curtain of fire falling just before 
it, while the second wave of shells 
compelled the mass of defenders to 
take refuge in their deep underground 
shelters.

So the assailants progressed quick­
ly, soon pausing right on the edge of 
the first shell curtain and so close as 
to pay unconscious tribute to the 
gunners accuracy. Behind them an 
artillery lieutenant regulated the fire 
through a portable telephone, while 
to right and left similar bands of at­
tackers lay, waiting an identical sig­
nal.

House Alarmed 
at Rumor of German 

in Wireless.
Ur. Pngsley Arouses Brief Sensation 

by this Report.- Mint Turns tint a 
Newfoundlander.
Ottawa, April 15.—Tlie House was 

thrilled to learn last night' of the 
alleged presence of a German in

"Perhaps," Dr. Pugsley went on. 
‘perhaps he is one of those Germans 
vlio would not do anything wrong 
vithout letting the government 

know."
But at this point the superintendent 

of radio-telegraph entered tlie House 
and Mr. Hazen hurriedly informed 
tlie members that tlie operator's name 
was Myrick, and that he came from 
Newfoundland. He was not a Ger­
man.

T have been told that he is a Ger­
man,” Dr. Pugsley pursued. “It may 
not be correct. There is this satis­
faction— that the Minister has sever­
al censors. One of them is a lawyer 
one is an insurance agent, and there 
is another gentleman. I suppose tlie 
operator would not send any messa­
ges without letting these gentlemen 
know, as none of them knows anything 
about wireless.

“I have been told by one who pro­
fesses to know, that the operator is 

German.”
“The superintendent of wireless 

tells me there is no foundation for 
the statement,’’ Mr. Hazen replied. “1 
am told that he is a Newfoundlander, 
born of British parents.”

"Well, I am glad to learn it," Dr. 
Pugsley rejoined ; “my information 
was otherwise.”

Pugsley’s charge proved a boomer­
ang, as the man Myrick referred to 
conics from a universally known fam­
ily of Myricks at Cape Race and St. 
John’s. Operator Myrick is a New­
foundlander horn, a full pledged and 
true blooded Briton of many genera­
tions.

In fact, 
the winter before she almost had 
pneumonia because she perisisted in 
going to the office in spite of a very 
had cold. Yesterday I met her on the 
trolley and she told me all about the 
new state of affairs.
Up Wanted Them To Stay At Home 

For The Slightest Cold
At the beginning of the present 

winter, Iter employer had summoned 
the office force to a conference and 
surprised them by telling them that 
in the coming winter he wanted them 
to stay home whenever they felt the 
slightest symptoms of a cold.

Then he had a serious talk with 
tjiem. The substance of the talk was 
this :

“If you go to bed when you feel a 
cold coming on, take some simple 
treatment, keep warm, and rest, you 
have nine chances out of ten of 
breaking it up in a day or two. Of 
course hitherto you haven’t felt like 
taking a day off just because you 
were afraid a cold Was coming on. 
and so you have come to work and the

cold has grown worse and lasted per­
haps a week, perhaps longer. Maybe 
in the end you were sick and had to 
Stay out a week or two. Maybe you 
managed to stick to your post, but 
felt so mean that it w-as a big strain to 
work. Probably you gave the cold 
to two or three others, who went 
through the same experiences.
Asked Them To Be Less Devoted To 

Duty.
“Now I thank you all for your 

pluck and devotion to duty” (he is 
a man who really inspires these 
qualities) ; "but for both our sakes I 
don't want you to1 be so plucky or de­
voted this winter.

“Last winter I lost some months of 
time from serious colds, besides the 
general loss of efficiency where peo­
ple worked under the handicap of a 
cold. This winter I suggest that we 
co-operate in trying to nip these colds 
in the bud.

“Whenever any of us feels that he 
has a cold coming on, he is to tele­
phone the office and stay in bed until 
the cold is better. Don’t bring it in 
and pass it around. And don’t let it 
get the upper hand of you. I trust in 
your honour not to abuse the privilege 
either by taking time when you don't 
need it or by doing anything else with 
the time except going to bed and 
working just as conscientiously to go| 
rid of the cold as you would work 
in the office.”
Stopping The Efficiency Leak From 

Subnormal Health.
That was the substance of his talk. 

The results of it make Ellen, usually 
a quiet person, quite voluble with en­
thusiasm. Although this has been an 
unusually severe winter, only one 
person in the office has been out 
more than three days with any form 
of cold.

Newfoundland Heroes 
Gain Carnegie Awards
Bronze Medal and $500 for a Worthy 

Purpose, as Needtd.

Nathaniel Sheppard, aged sixty, 
fisherman, helped to save Nicholas and 
Thomas Keefe, aged sixty and sixty- 
two, respectively, fishermen, from 
drowning. Tilting, N.F., June 28, 1912. 
The Keefe brothers, who were in an 
open fishing boat, running before a 
gale on the Atlantic Ocean, struck a 
submerged block of ice at a point 
about three miles from land. Their 
boat began to sink. Sheppard and his 
son were in their fishing boat about 
half a mile to windward of the Keefe 
boat and were also running before 
the storm in order to reach shelter. 
They changed their course and sailed 
toward the Keefes. When they were 
thirty feet from the Keefe boat, Shep­
pard's son let the jib fly in the wind, 
stood on the bow with his arm around 
the foremast, and eapght the disabled 
boat with a boat-hook. Nathaniel 
Sheppard handled the tiller and main-' 
sail. The Keefe boat'had sunk s'o far 
that the Keefes were in water to their 
chests. Waves six or eight feet high 
broke over the boat. Young Shep­
pard pulled the bow of his boat over 
the submerged stern of the Keefe, 
boat. A wave lifted his boat and let 
it fall violently on the corner of the 
stern of the other boat,, and a piece of 
plank a foot long and five inches 
wide was knocked in at a point a foot 
above the water line. Nicholas Keefe 
scrambled into the Sheppard boat. 
Thomas fell into the water between 
the boats while trying to get on 
board. Sheppard dropped his boat­
hook and pulled Thomas into the 
boat ; then he used the boat-hook to 
work the bow of his boat to the lee of 
the Keefe boat. He mended the hole 
in the side, and he and the others sail­
ed three miles before the wind to port 
in safety.

Mark Sheppard, aged thirty, fisher­
man, helped to save Nicholas and

GENERAL LAKE’S REPORT.
LONDON, April 23.

General Lake telegraphs to-day: 
Attack made this morning on the 
Sannayyat position oh the left or 
north flank, failed. The position had 
been bombarded oh 20th and 21st at 
intervals during eacli night, and again 
this morning. Owing to floods it was 
found impossible for one brigade only 
to attack over a very contracted 
front. The leading troops of this 
brigade, consisting of a British com­
posite battalion advanced with great 
gallantry, and penetrated the ene­
my's first and second lines through 
bog and submerged trenches. A few 
got up into the third line. • The bri­
gade was unable to maintain it un­
der the enemy’s counter attacks. 
Other brigades pushed upon {he right 
and left to reinforce, but were unable 
to reach their objectives across the 
flooded ground under heavy machine- 
gun fire. Our troops on the right 
Jiank were also unable to make much 
progress.

ON THE MACEDONIAN FRONT.
PARIS, April 23.

Artillery duel along the Macedonian 
front continued yesterday. The Hav­
as correspondent at Salonika tele­
graphs no activity on the part of the 
infantry, except for usual clashes be­
tween patrols. The aviation corps is 
very active. A French aeroplane 
which flew over Sofia returned un­
scathed from its 400 mile trip. If 
dropped four bombs of targe calibre 
on a Zeppelin shed at Sofia. Two 
French aeroplane squadrons bom­
barded German camps at Petritch 
yesterday, and another squadron 
dropped bombs on German troops, 
concentrating in the region of Doiran. 
German fliers attacked Qrassclti. but 
did no damage.

x BERLIN, April 23. '

Ambassador Gerrard called on For­
eign Minister Von Jagow this evening 
and was closeted with him for almost 
an hour.

Sight of the First War-Worn Soldiers 
Home From Flanders With Never 
a Soul to Welcome Them Nearly 
Broke Her Heart, She Says, and so 
the Free Lunch Counters Came Into 
Being.

first time how the free buffets for sol- 
Tlie Countess of Limerick in an 

article in London Tit-Bits tells for the 
diers at British Railway stations ori­
ginated. The lunch counter^ which 
are exclusively for incoming and out­
going soldiers have proven a blessing 
to the men, and are one of the most 
remarkable features of the war.

It was soon after the start of this 
terrible war, she says, when Belgian 
refugees were flocking to this coun­
try, and when some of our firs 
wounded soldiers were returning to 
their native land.

The scene: Victoria Station, lat- 
at night, over a year ago when I was 
helping my good friends Mrs. Butler, 
Mr. and Mrs. Clapham, and Miss Hil 
liard, who worked for the Belgian re 
fugees there.

I shall nçver forget that nigh 
when some of our soldiers came back 
from the front on their first leave. 
Men who walked like machines, with 
wide-staring eyes gazing in nothing­
ness and cheeks, oh! so horribly grey 
and drawn, and tlie mud of Flanders 
still upon their khaki.

No voice was raised to give them 
welcome, there was not a note of mu 
sic, not a solitary cheer. It was ter­
rible, ghastly. I could not bear it. It 
nearly broke my Irish heart. I wept 
I could not help it, and the third 
night I could stand the strain of tlie 
numbing silence no longer. I walked 
over lo them. I put my hand on the 
shoulder of first one and then an­
other, and said, “God bless you! Wei 
come home, you splendid fellows!"

Oh, how grateful they \\erc for the 
little refreshment that I was able to 
obtain for them, and, oh! how a word 
of cheery welcome home made an in­
stant and electrical difference in their 
wearied bodies and their wan faces: 
how tiie light came into their eyes and 
their tongues found utterance.

“We've only done our little hit, 
lady,” they said, “and we’re going out 
again to do a hit more," and tHoy 
laughed merrily.

From that moment I did not pause 
until free station buffets had lice-i 
established for tlie men, and to-day 
they are all over London at the-great 
railway termini.

My own especial one is at London 
Bridge, and I have a band of willing 
lady helpers in this labor of love.

Often and often from 1,000 to 1.500 
men have been served in a day; and 
you should see them. They are so 
pleased, so grateful, and the welcome 
home they get or the speeding words 
on departure bring the joy into their 
eyes when they realize how much ■ 
they are appreciated. WIiat wq strove 
for and what we have succeeded in 
securing is the real “human" side ir. 
our enterprise.

It is not just demanding “What will 
you have—tea or coffee?" but the 
putting the .question with a smile. It 
is our pride and honor, as we tell 
them often, to wait upon our glorious 
soldiers who are doing so much for- 
the women of England.

What exists to-day has grown to 
my delight out of w:hat happened that 
night at Victoria Station. The men 
are just wonderful—that is the only 
word for it—whether they are back 
from the trenches or returning to 
them—wonderful! simply wonderful!
I have never seen anything like it. 
and it rejoices my heart.

I've had all sorts of curious inci­
dents with the “Tommies” at Lon­
don Bridge. One man insisted on 
bringing us flowers, another was not 
contented to depart until I had spok­
en to his dear mother, who had been 
told all that the buffet had done for 
himself and his comrades. ■ "She 
treated me like a mother, mother,” he 
said.

One man said, “I • never believed 
this was true. I was told, 'Oh, these 
society ladies do nothing at all but 
just look in during tlie day.’ Now I 
know to the contrary." 1 He was right, 
for evan Queen Alexandra and Hie 
Princess Victoria helped Tommy At­
kins to tea and cake and cigarettes 
one Saturday afternoon, and on that 
day a civilian was so delighted that

Report of the Principal 
of the Technical School

APRIL 18 th, 1916.
T beg to submit to the trustees my 

second annual report:—
The best thing I can say about our 

school is that our Roll of Honor com­
pares very favourably with that of any 
other institution in the city. It is 
probably over the "century mark by 
this time. Sometimes it almost ap­
pears to me as if the school register 
was but a stepping stone to the Roll 
of the Newfoundland Regiment.

The number on the school register 
at present is fifty-two, but some pu­
pils included in that number have 
volunteered during the past week or 
two.

The best attended classes are the 
wood-work classes, held at the work­
shop in Parade .Street. There the 
pupils have the necessary benches 
and proper tools, and some of the 
pupils are turning out really decent 
work.

I paid a visit to the wood-work 
shop last Tuesday night (April 11th) 
and I found twelve young men work­
ing at top speed so as to finish tables, 
wash tables,, screens, etc., ’by next 
Tuesday night, , when their term 
comes to an end.

There are five pupils attending the 
Marine Engineering Class at the pres­
ent time. On the 25th of the month 
two pupils from this class are going 
up for their Second Engineer’s certi­
ficate. and one pupil is going up for 
his Chief’s Certificate at the same 
date. Mr. Kelt tells me that they 
stand a fair chance of obtaining their 
certificates.
' The other classes are also going oi), 
but the number of pupils is. already . 
dwindling rapidly, and if this weath- . 
er continues 1 think we may as well j 
close the school term at the end of the 
present month.

The agriculture‘class lias never 
been a success—the farmers prefer 
tackling me on the road, if-they want 
any information, rather than attend 
a course in Agricultural Chemistry.

My report, I ani afraid, is not very 
encouraging, but sometimes I l'eel sur­
prised that so many pupils attend the 
various classes.

The best type of young man in the 
city has already left to do his bit 
abroad.

We had seventy on the register in 
June 1914. The greater part of that 
number left with the first and second 
contingents. I am not exaggerating 
when I say that at least twenty of 
these that left the school at that time 
would otherwise be most regular in 
their attendance, and would probably 
In» members of most of the classes 
conducted by the school.

I do not know what to advise with 
regard to keeping the school open 
next winter. At the present rate of 
recruiting, there v/ill he hardly any 
potential pupils left in the city. We 
might keep our Marine Engineering 
Class, the word-work Class, itnd two 
of my classes going, so a A to kcep^he 
school oppen all the time.

Last January I advertised a short 
:;ourse—four or five lectures—on ex­
plosives. I expected to see a good 
many pupils turning up. but I did not 
succeed in obtaining even one pupil 
outside of my regular chemistry pu­
pils.

Though things arc rather gloomy 
from the Technical Instruction point 
of view at present, I may say that in 
the near future Technical Education 
will lie in great demand.

One of the lessens already brought 
home t'J the British people by the 
great European struggle is, that their 
past neglect cf Technical Instruction 
has very nearly proved their undoing 
in the present crisis. There ijs a 
good deal of writing in the English 
press to-day about the great import­
ance of Technical Instruction. Hal­
dane lias expressed the opinion that 
lie is' more afraid of the system of 
Technical Education already being or­
ganized in Germany than he is of the 
42 c. m. gun.

The mass of the people at home 
have treated Chemistry and the other 
experimental Sciences as simply 
means of affording pleasant intel­
lectual occupations to those who dc- 
oted their time to such pursuits. Al- 
eady things have changed in that re­

spect.
There are a good many reserved 

occupations in the Old Country where 
the employees' receive stars to show 
that they are exempt, for the present, 
from military duties; but analytical 
chemists, pilots, and those that look 
after the coastal lights are the only 
two classes of people that cannot he 
attested. Chemists, from being regard­
ed as following a plesant intellect­
ual occupation two years ago. are now 
looked upon as being absolutely, indis-* 
penable to die nation.

It is my firm belief that Technical 
Education will soon be made compul­
sory in every country, and I believe, 
that it is quite time, though the great 
war is still raging, to organize a suit­
able system of Technical Instruction 
in this country, so that we shall be 
prepared for the strenuous times that 
are to conic. 

The youth * of Newfoundland have 
any amount iof initiative and ingenu­
ity in experimental work—What could 
you expect otherwise when thyr 
forefathers for generations have had 
to do everything for themselves, from 
mending their own boots to building 
their own houses and boats.

A good Technical School, properly 
housed and equipped, will materially 
help "the young people of this country 
to take full advantage of their inher­
ited characteristics.

The demands of such a school are 
many. A building or a roomy flat is 
the first essential requirement. The 
building or flat should contain a phy­
sical and chemical laboratory, and 
also a laboratory for experimental 
work in connection with our fisheries. 
At least three seperate class rooms 
would be necessary, so that different 
classes might be held at the same 
time.

The school should be çpen for two 
and evening classes during the winter 
months.

The day school should be confined 
to fishery classes for young men, who 
are, during the summer months, di­
rectly engaged in the fisheries. The 
classes should be conducted by a fish­
ery expert.

The school should be open ofr two 
periods of thirteen weeks each, each 
period to form a complete short 
course in fishery matters.

One scholarship of $50.00 should be 
assigned to each electoral district per 
period, so as to enable the pupils from 
the outharbors to maintain themselves 
while in the city. This would mean 
an outlay of $100.00 per district, per 
year, or $800.00 altogether.

It would be money well spent. We 
would have two pupils from each dis­
trict here every winter. These pu­
pils would have the advantage of be­
ing in daily contact wilji a fishery ex­
pert for thirteen weeks.

Advantage might also be taken of 
their presence is the city to give them 
weekly or fortnightly lectures on mat­
ters pertaining to hygiene and pul­
monary diseases.

I would, of course, be prepared to 
give them weekly lessons on minerals.

The effects of such a scheme should 
be very- far-reaching after a certain 
number of years. In ten years time 
twenty young men from each district 
would have had the benefit of 
scientific instruction in fisheries and 
oilier sciences. These young men 
would disseminate the knowledge 
gained by them among the inhabitants 
of their respective district.

During the summer months the 
fishery expert might be more profit­
ably engaged in making personal in­
vestigation of our fisheries.

1 have only given suggestions. 
There might he many difficulties in 
the way that I know nothing of which 
would make such a scheme impracti­
cable. The want of money should not 
prove a stumbling block to such a 
scheme, though Technical Instruction 
is not apparently a good business pro­
position. It is a business proposition 
nevertheless, and in time it will re­
pay the country a high rate of interest 
with the money expended oil it.

The great war has shown that the 
Experimental Sciences arc the foun­
dation stones on which a nation's 
progress rests. If we continue to 
neglect Technical Education it will ul­
timately mean disaster to our several 
natural resources and industries.

The evening classes should he con­
fined more or less to the experimental 
sciences.

Some might say what use would the 
experimental sciences be to an office 
or a store hand. Experimental work 
has the tendency to develop the pow­
ers of observation and self-reliance of 
the puipls, also, by insisting on accur­
acy and neatness in the experimental 
Work of the laboratory, it might help 
to make the pupils more careful and 
reliable in their daily avocations. 
Such results can only be attained by 
means of properly equipped labora­
tories, where the pupils could learn 
the fundamentals of the various 
sciences through the medium of their 
own experimental work.

Gentlemen, it is through your gen­
erosity and interest that the school 
has been kept open during the very 
adverse circumstances of the past 
two years.

During the next t*elve months our 
attention should be confined to the 
future possibilities of Technical In­
struction, so that we may be able to 
organise' a good system of Technical 
Education with the necessary capital 
at its back for a good start as soon 
as Peace is declared.

Buried to a Sap.
Through the awful darkness , of 

their dreadful tomb the three French 
sappers heard a new sound—drip— 
drip—drip! In that place so? op­
pressive with its possibility of death 
drawn out to the limit of human 
agony the sound, of those drops was 
like the popping of guns, and yet not 
at all the sattie. There was lacking 
the rapidity of rifle fire which on the 
battlefield gives some promisé of a 
lively death. This slow dripping, 
like blood oozing from some gaping 
wound—pit—pat—put—as the ruddy 
tide’ of life ebbs from the veins. God! 
To the listening men in that terrible 
darkness it -sounded as their own 
death knell, or the footsteps of the 
grim reaper himself stealthily ap­
proaching for the final blow. Yet 
stealth was not needed for these men 
were trapped, and death could not end 
their torture too soon.

It was only an inmident of the great 
war, these three men being entombed 
alive. They were posted in a trench 
at the edge of the Vauche woods in 
France. The enemy showed a disposi­
tion to attack and according to or» 
ders, tile three of them, with a charge 
of powder fuses and tools, started 
down a mine gallery to fill the cliarfi- 
ber, to lay the wires, and to pack the 
gallery.

“Let us wait patiently for our mine 
to explode,” said one. “ff it makes a 
big enough hole we can dig through to 
safety."

In the awful silence of waiting they 
could hear all the sounds of battle 
above them, for the earth is a good 
conductor of sound. Keenly noting 
the character of the various sounds, 
the anxious men listened for the vi­
brations which should follow the ex­
plosion of the mine they had placed. 
Finally it came, and they rushed for­
ward through a wave of hot air. They 
plied their picks with furious energy 
but their packing had been so well 
done that it took two hours for them 
to break through into the empty mine 
chamber, behind it. On their way- 
back a heavy explosion shook the 
earth.

“I hear stones falling,” cried one. 
“Has our mine exploded already?”

Rushing forward they found the 
narrow passage full of gravel anti 
realized the horrible truth. They were 
walled up, an enemy shell having- 
driven in the gallery roof by its ex­
plosion. In -feverish teste they ex­
amined and soon found their worst, 
fears were true. These men were not 
afraid of death—it was all part of tiie 
game. Bqt to die there in the dark­
ness—ah, God of mercy, what a fate!

The first shuddering horror having 
passed, they began to discuss the sit­
uation. All was confusion, as ex­
pected, yet only discovered through 
feeling around in the Stygian dark­
ness. No ray of light penetrated the 
rent mass to give them hope. The 
sound of firing seemed so far off that 
they judged there must be a thick 
layer of earth between them and the 
freedom in tile outer world. Despair 
was followed by silence, which was 
broken by the patter of drops at their 
feet.

Well, so much the better, for 
we shall die more quickly.”

Poor man, he wanted the agony ov­
er with.

Then the miracle.
“Something trickled down on my 

face,” says one. “It reached my lips 
and I recognized the taste of blood. 
Blood ! Ah, the horror of it! Yet it 
meant our deliverance. If blood was 
seeping through the earth above, we 
could not be for from the surface.

“With renewed hope we set to 
work again but rather clumsily, for 
we started a fall of earth which near­
ly buried us. x

“Wç were all injured. Bernard's 
leg being broken, Jean's head cut, 
and my left arm broken. Despite the 
pain we continued our efforts and 
after a while we came on a number 
of dead bodies of Germans which had 
rolled to the bottom of the crater 
made by the mine explosion.

“After an hour of digging and 
crawling among these corpses we get 
out into the open air. Both my com­
rades were so exhausted that they 
fainted. I watched over them, being 
sheltered from shells and bullets by 
the steep side of the crater. After 
eight hours’ waiting, ambulance at­
tendance found us and by that time 
we had little life left.”

Brave Troops.
General Petain Reviews the Fighting 

on the Western Front—Furious
Assaults of the Crown Prince's Ar­
my Have Been Broken l'p.

Paris, April 16.—A semi-official note 
issued to-day, reviews the recent op­
erations about Verdun, and gives an 
order of the day of General Petain, 
commanding at Verdun, in praise of 
the resistance of the French troops 
to the recent offensive of the Germans. 
The note concludes:

“The Emperor, some days ago, re­
viewed one of the divisions engaged 
in the region between Douaumont and 
Vaux and it was there that he -said, 
‘the war of 1870 was decided at Paris. 
The present war must end at Ver­
dun.’ ’’

General Petain’s order is as fol­
lows:

‘The ninth of April is a glorious 
day for our arms. The furious as­
saults of the soldiers of the Crown 
Prince have been broken up every-

where. Infantrymen, artillerymen, 
sappers and aviators of the 11th Ar­
my were rivals in heroism.

“The Germans, without doubt, will 
attack again. Let everyone work and 
watch to obtain the same success as 
yesterday. Have courage; we will 
get them.”

Discussing this movement, the semi 
official note says:

“During the period from April ninth 
to fifteenth the German army made r, 
double effort in the region north of 
Verdun, on both banks of the Meuse. 
Following the operations begun on 
March 19 the enemy, master of Malin- 
court since March 30, and of Bethin- 
court, evacuated voluntarily by us, 
held points of passage on Forges 
brook and was able to debouch there- 

•from.
“On April 9 he began a general 

offensive along the entire front be­
tween Haucourt and Cumierer. At the 
same time he attacked west and 
north of Avocourt, in Malancourt 
wood, and on the right bank of the 
Meuse as far as the farm of Haudre 
mont.

"The German troops were repulsed 
everywhere except south of Bethin- 
court, where they succeeded in gain­
ing an advanced work, destroyed by 
heavy artillery. On Cote Poivre they 
obtained a foothold in a trench east 
of Vacherauville.

“The fighting continued on the 10th 
in the region of Bethincourt and to­
ward Le Mort Homme. On the 12th 
the adversary made a local attack on 
Can reties Wood, east of Cumieres.

“Large forces were used. Between 
Haucourt and the Meuse alone we 
identified through prisoners, twelve 
regiments belonging to different divis­
ions, two of them were engaged for 
the first time.”

If Britain ’’Went” Dry
Their (the British) drink bill for 

last year was $909,790,000, and prob­
ably they are now spending a billion 
dollars a year on something which 
many people in the United States and 
England manage to get along with­
out. The war has cost Great Britain 
about $7,500,000,000. If we substraet 
from this the loans to other countries, 
which will presumably be repaid, and 
the money spent on feeding the sol­
diers, who would have had to be fed 
and clothed anyhow, though not so 
well in time of peace, we should have 
left, using the estimate of Sir George 
Paish, a net loss to the country of 
about $2,500,000,000. If then, Great* 
Britain should go dry, as Russia has, 
its total war losses could be paid up 
within the next three years, not al­
lowing anything for the gain in indus­
trial efficiency and the saving from 
the crime and impaired health which 
(incidentally results from the con­
sumption of a billion dollars’ worth 
of liquor a year.—The. Independent
