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A Potential Industry

A prominent Westerner, who
has been in close touch with
the salmon fisheries of the
Northern Pacific, gives this ad-
vice to producers on the Atlan-
tic side, “Pay more attention to
the canning of fish and fish pro-
ducts.” This suggestion, the
importance’ of which will not be
diminished /by either considera-
tion or analysis, may very well
be accepted by Newfoundland-
ers with considerable benefit to
themselves and the enlarge-
ment of an industry, hitherto
carried on by small processes,
but one which offers consider-
able potentialities for the fu-
ture, and consists of no small
portion of the undeveloped fish-
ery resources of the dominion.
The salmon canning industry is
one which has not been carried
on to any large extent by New-
foundland: A story is told of
an Eastern visitor to one of the
big British Columbia canneries
on the Fraser River, who upon
seeing a very large catch of
salmon in the cleaning sheds,
agked the foreman what they
did with thém all. . “Oh!” said
the latter, “we eat what we can,
and can what we can’t.” 'There
is this difference with New-
foundlanders, that they don’t
eat what they can in the fish
line, neither do they can what
they can’t. The punning fore-
man’s joke, of course, was up-
on the visitor. At’ the same
time there was a deal of truth
in it.

Newfoundland could be made
a great producer of fresh fish,
but unfortunately we lack two
necessary outlets for disposal—
immediate sale and cold stor-
age. The local market is not

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General of’ Canlry, Ferdinand,
Count Zeppelin, died at Charlotten-
burg, near Berlin, from inflammation
of the lungs, on March 8, 1917, at one
of the lowest points that the curious
ebb and flow of his fortunes ever
reached. Count Zeppelin was born at
Constance on July 8, 1838, and be-
came an officer at the age of 20, and
later took part as a volunteer on
the Northern side, in the American
war. It was there, perhaps, that his
taste for aeronautics originated from
his experience in spying out the posi-
tion of the Confederates from a bal-
loon. In the Franco-German War, he
distinguished himself by a dashing
piece of reconnoitering work
a few hours after the de-
claration of hostilities, by =
rapid raid into the French territory,
with four officers and seven men. One
of his companions, Lieut. Winsloe, an
Englishman, was the first to be kill-
ed on the side of the Germans; and
the Count was the only member of
the party who succeeded in returning.

He continued his military career un-
til 1801, when he retired. Thence-

of constructing a dirigible balloon,

{ every form of difficulty, moral and
He expended all his money
in costly experiments, until he was
reduced to make desperate 'appeals
for funds in the newspapers. The
German Boclety of Engineers gave

formed a Company, the capital of
which enabled him to build his first
floating airship docks. In 1900 one of
his airships succeeded ip rising from
earth and remaining in the air for
nearly twenty minutes, but it was
wrecked on attempting to land. His
resources were not sufficient to carry
out repairs, and he had to resume his
gearch for money. In 1904 the pro-
ceeds of a lottery given him by the
Government of Wurtemberg, enabled
him to complete his work, and in-Oc-
tober, 1906, he made two successful
flights, covering sixty miles in two
hours. The Government was dis-
posed to help him, on condition that
he should fly for 24 hours without
alighting, and cover 450 miles in that
time. He was several times disap-
pointed, but his disaster, on August
5, 1905, when his ship was wrecked
and burned at Echterdinzen, was real-
ly the turning point in his fortunes.
A National Zeppelin Fund was start-
ed, and subscriptions rapidly poured
in, which almost put an end to his
financial troubles. In 1910 one of his
ships was wrecked in the Teutoburger
‘Wald and another was burnt at Ba-
den-Baden. In 1912 two were de-
stroyed, and in 1913 no fewer than
four perished, including the first two
naval Zeppelins. The German Navy,
however, adopted the Count’s system,
and when the war began, the Service
possessed a dozen of his airships,
which speedily proved their great val-
ue for scouting. They were also put
to baser uses, as we all know.  The
German people believed that the su-
per-Zeppelins, the construction of
which began late in 1915, would lay
London in ruins and bring Great
Pritain to her knees; and immense
preparations were made, a great raid
being delivered late in 1916. Count
Zeppelin just lived to see his bubble
burst by English airmen in the hour
{of his seeming triumph. His chief
,feat is to have killed and wounded
|1‘500 British citizens, most of them
! non-combatants, and to have given
!’Germany the greatest disappointment
of the war. But for the neglect of
Government officials in England, how-
ever, few of these lives would have
been lost. British brains had been at
work and a well-known Bisley marks-
man named F. A. Hanks, invented
an aerial range-finder by the use of
which he guaranteed to bring down
any enemy aerial target.

His Majesty the King has been grac-
ciously pleased to signify his pleasure
that the British War Medal which has |
been granted to His Majesty’s Forces,
be granted also to the British Domin-
ions, Colonial and Indian Mercantile |
Marine. This Medal in silver will be
given to those who can supply such
evidence as may be approved of hav-
ing served at sea for not less than six
months, between the 4th day of Au-
gust, 1914, and the 11th day of No-

II

His Majesty the King has also been
graciously pleased to signify his
pleasure that a Mercantile Marine War
Medal be granted to the persons speci-
fied in the previous paragraph, who
are qualified for the British War
Medal and who can also supply such
evidence as may be approved of hav-
ing served at sea on at least one voy-

The result of the foregoing may be
put as follows:—

1. The British War Medal will be
granted to applicants who have
served at sea for six months be-
tween the 4th of August; 1914, and
the 11th of November, 1918, in-
clusive.

. The Mercantile Marine War Med-
al will also be granted to appli-
cants who during the period of
six months referred to above have
served at sea on a voyage through
