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Mollere Mystery
Still Unsolved.

The tricenteuary of Moliere’s birth,
which - -has just Been celebrated
throughout “Europe, has revived the
Tumors tm Paris that perhaps an in-
vestigation of the Moliere case by &
learned cOmmission might provoke a
literary riddle as great as that sur-
rounding Shakespeare and Bacon.

As a matter of fact only three signa-
tures of Moliere are known to exist
and while the author was prolific in
his early career, not a single manu-
script of any of his plays can be
found. Does this signify that Mollereg
merely bought plays from writers
poorer than himself in order to c¢limb
to fame under the king’s patronage.

To suggest this to the a.vamgeI
Frenchman is to invite a roar of pro-
test, for if there is one tradition to
which the French cling it is adoration
for the risque lines which the fol-
lowers of Moliere have adopted as the
highest standard of France's stage
art.

There is a century old rumor, how-
ever, that Moliere left all his docu~
ments hidden in a country house in
central France with imstructions that
they be delivered to the king after the
author's death. 7

For 200 years apparemtly the in-
structions were not carried out and
{ then one Sanday morning a peasant
;carrying a huge trunk appeared at
| the door of the National Library of
: Paris and said he had been instructed
| to _ deposit “these. Moliere papers

A Wonderful Monument.

DR. R. B. WETHERELL DESCRIBES
THE ROCK TEMPLE OF RA-
MESES THE GREAT.

A member of the Telegram staff re-
cently received a letter from Dr. R. B.
Wetherell of Lafayette, Indiana. ~ Dr.
Wetherell, who visited Newfoundland
last sammer, writes from Abu Simbel,
Nuble, where he is studying the Rock
Temple of Ramesea the Great. He en-
closed several snapghots of this great
temple, which is one of the wonders
of the world, but unfortunately, these
cannot be reproduced. The letter was
written in January and Dr. Wetherell
then intimated that he would be leav-
ing shortly for Assuan and will return
to America about the middle of April.
It is possible that he may again visit
Newfoundland in the summer.

The following extracts from his let-
ter will undoubtedly interest readers
of the Telegram giving as they do, first
hand information concerning one of
the most marvellous examples of
monumental architecture existing
within the world to-day.

THE ROCK TEMPLE OF RAMESES.

“I left Cairo three weeks ago, taking
the Nile steamer to Assuan which. is
situated at the first Cataract, then
changed to a smaller boat, to come
here, for the purpose of studying the
Rock Temple of Rameses the Great.
I am familiar with the ancient re-
mains of Memphis, Eseia, Deiedera and
Thebes but this temple és quite differ-
ent from those of lower Egypt, and
is most interesting, both, from the
standpoint of Art and History, for af-
ter the death of this great king, the
power of Egypt declined to be at last
followed by the Assyrian, Persian,
Grecian and Roman dominations. The

The report of the Board of Trade fof
1921 dealing with telephones and wire«
less makes interesting reading to one
tonnected ‘with either telephone, wire-
less or land line Systems, but it is vain
and incompletg. without some reference
to the Postal Telegraphs.

The improvement in the telephone
system is commented on and rightly
8O, a8 its superiority over the old ser+
vice. is very marked and appreciated.

The report, naturally, deals at some
Tength with the Labrador wireless ser«
vice; but why the compilers should
deem it necessary to make special re-
ference to a private wireless station
erected at Port auX Basques to enable

touch with their Gulf boats, and to the
installation of a direction finding ap-
paratus on the S.S. Rosalind while
ignoring completely the local telegraph
system, is beyond my comprehension.
