Using a Nail &
as a Compass

It you hanpen to be -lost a!n tnq
woods without a compass yeu Oln
readily find ‘your direction provided |
you have an iron nail in your pockets,
according to Dr. A. Kiesel, who tells
how to da it in a Tecent .nmumber. ..of
Kosmos (Stuttgart)., Steel. tools are i
frequently markedly magnetic. - Bqtt
fron is not supposed to be so, but his
experiments with ordinary nails, altho
these are usually made of soft iron,
how that almost without exception
these are magnetic, though but fecbly,
He says:

“If one floats a nail upon water its
magnetsim is sufficient to make it
take a north-south direction like the
compass needle. A nail of consider-
able length should be chosen and
thrust through two bits of cork, one
at either end, and then laid on water.
At first it will be pulled about by the
currents in the water, even when
these are weak.

In the
last budget he brought down, that of
1023—Mr. Fielding, although still
Minister of Finance, has heen on the
sick list for some monthg—he made
provision for reciprocal rates be-
tween Canada and the United States
op caftle, wheat, wheat fleur, oats,
barley, potatoes, onions, turnips, hay
and fish, His measure previded that
if the President of the United States,
under the authority of the iariff apgt
of 1922, reduced duties on the “ar-
ticles mentioned, when imperted from
Canada, the Canadian government
would be aunthorized to make re-
eiprocal compensation. And there, so
far as Canadian legislation i8 con-
cerned, the mattgy stgnds at present.

Tariff legislation which followed
on the last presidentigl eleetiop dealt
a severe blow to the flow of Canadian
ggricultural products to the United
States. In the ten menths ended July
1921, or before the Fordney emergency
hill showed its effect, Canada export-
ed farm products to the United States
to the value of $1652,101,000. In the
carresponding period a year later,
with the Fordney bill in effect, agri-
cultural exports had dropped to $45,-
106,000. Under the present United
States tariff this class of products
has shown some recovery, but it is
gtill far from what it was before the
emergency tariff. In the ten months
ending July last farm produce export-
ed from Cangda to the United Stgtes
totalled $58,267,000,

Heayy falls in prices of farm pro-'

ducts which fellowed the conclusien
of the war have no doubt been partly
responsible for the reduetiop in the
value of Canada’s exports of these
nroducts ta the United States. At the
same time there is no attempt - to
minimize the e(fect which TUnited
States tariff legislation has had en
Canadian exports septh of the bouns
dary.

“Where were they
born?” is often asked of motable peo-
ple. “In what kind of homes?” is an-
other important question. Professor
Visher writes:

“A study of the returns reveals that
6,288, or 25.9 per cent., of these were
born on turms 5,944, or 24.6 per cent.,
were born in villages and towns with
a population of less than 8,000; 6,045,
or 248 per cent., were born in small
cities; 5,001, or 20.6 per cent., were
born in large cities (over 50,000);
and 996, or 41 per cent, were born
in suburbs of large cities.

As vigorously, the Wash-
ington Post asserts: “The prompt
restoration of General Pershing to
active service as General of the Arm-
jes, with duties corresponding to that
rank is obviously called for. Jus-
tice to him and to the national de-
fense demands that he shall be kept
in command of the Armies.” So

“His retirement 1s a loss to the
country, and there is no-doubt that
when the public becomes acquainted
with the circumstances of his retire-
ment; especially the ‘sharp reduction:

Pershing has never,
stooped to the more obvious. devices
to obtain popularity; and this Sery

The “sharp reduction in —pay”
leaves him only $10,1256 a year,
whereas hisg active-duty income was
$21,500.
