Each contains an Election Committee
chosen by nobody, responsible fo nobody
wielding an authority all over the king-
dom,which is imperfect, yet despotic, and
which #t any rate has no rival in its own
party. Of these two the Carleton Com-
mittee is considerably the best organized.
The Tory part, isa clap, yielding obe-
dience to party behests far more readily
and naturally than its opponents. The

A Long Walk.

Mr. Edward P. Weston-—who walked,
& year since, from Portland to Chicago,
and who, during that trip, failed én two

‘several - attempts to walk ona hund
miles within twenty-four consecutive
hours, but who, after a decided failure to
walk one hundred miles in twenty-three
hours on a race track at Troy, did, on the
6th of last month, walk ten times over a
measured distance of ten miles (100 miles
in all) on the highway from White Plains
to Rye, Westchester County, N. Y, in
the remarkably short time ofg22 hours,
19.minutes and 10 seconds, including two
rests of 15 minutes each, and two of nearly
5 minutes each—will siart from Bangor,
Maine, on the 1st of December next, to
walk to St. Paul, Minnesota, and thence
by such routes as he may select to the
extent of 5,000 miles, closing at this City
within 100 days from the time of starting.
As he i8 to liestill every hour and minute
of each of the fourteen intervening Sun-
days, he has but eighty-six walking days
in which to traverse the entire distance, |
at the severest season of the year, when
he is certain to encounter heavy storms
and drifted roads, and for a good part in
a most rigorous climate. He is to have
no bet depending on his success, whether
total or pattial, nor shall any one who |
attends him; but Col. Dan Rice, who ;
proposes the walk agrees to raise for him |
by subscription not less than $20,000 in 1
case he accomplishes the feat. To doit, |
he must average over 58 miles per day in |
all weather for eighty-six consec utive |
week-days. His feat is a simple test of
his powers of enducance. We could wish |
that & good horse, carrying no weight, |
were put on the track beside him, to de-
termine whether man or horse be really |
the fleeter on a protracted trial.—New |
York Tribune.
