Outrages In Texas.

A Reign of Terror.
Sanfrancisco, 7th Aug.—R. Winslow, 

son of Admiral Winslow, U.8. navy, 
committed suicide by shooting himself 
through the head at the Occidental hotel.

Detroit, 7th Aug.—A fire occurred this 
morning in the extensive saw mill of John, 
McGregor, Portsmouth, Mich. The mill, 
together with 800 barrels of salt and 
4,000,000 ft. of lumber, was destroyed.—- 
Insured for 8175,000. Loss 8800,000.

Brownsville (Texas), Aug^7.—(Five wit­
nesses were before the Commission yes­
terday. The cases are accumulating.— 
Full details are presented of the firing on 
the pleasure boat, the insult and injury 
to an American citizen, who was shot at 
and put in the guard-house, and details 
of the fact of stealing cattle, by which 
men are made poor in a single day, by 
the crossing of their herds over the river, 
which is a weekly occurrence. Men are 
killed for a dollar tribute, and there is a 
reign of blood in the country. People are 
armed day and night. There is evidence 
of the complicity of nearly all the ranchè 
owners on the Mexican side.

l’he Reform Cause in the South 
Riding.

mb. j. p. McMillan ex ebin.

On Wednesday night a meeting of Re­
formers was held in Chisholm’s Hall, 
Erin Village, it being understood that 
Mr. J. P. McMillan, of Guelph, would be 
present to ventilate his grievances, and if 
possible to got the Reformers of Erin to 
sympathize wi th him. About thirty were 
present, among whom were several of the 
most influential and intelligent Reformers 
in the Township. Mr. D. McMillan, 
Reeve of the Township, was called to the 
chair, and* Mr. Robert Wood, druggist, 
was appointed Secretary.

The chairman aflked Mr. McMillan to 
inform the- meeting what was his object 
in coming out to Erin, and why this 
meeting was-held. He said he had come 
out to take eounsel with them in regard 
to the representation of tho Riding, and 
to ascertain whether or not they were 
satisfied with the action of the Reform 
meeting held at Guelph on the 9th ult. 
He did not consider that that meeting 
was properly called, nor did he think that 
it fully or fairly represented tho Reform 
element in the Riding. When he said 
this, however, he assured them that he 
always had been,- and was now, a Re­
former, and intended to remain with the 
party. He had not a single fault to find 
with Mr. Stirton as a public man or a re­
presentative, for he hod faithfully and 
honestly discharged1 his duty. But he 
would ask them if it was right or fair that 
Mr. Stirton should continue for ever» to 
be the member for the South Riding. If 
so, then all the ambitious' young men in 
the place would bo driven out of the 
country, for they would be afforded no 
chance to display their abilities or gratify 
their desires to rise in the world. He did! 
not think he had been fairly treated by 
the Reformers in Guelph. Because he 
went to the Reform meeting in Guelph, 
and freely expressed his"Views, he had 
been spoken of as too insignificant to be 
taken any notice of. On another occa­
sion, when Mr. Stirton held a meeting in 
Morriston,he was asked to attendit a few 
minutes before the other gentlemen who 
went from Guelph to it had. started. All 
this showed that there was a political 
ring, and that he was purposely kept out 
of it. Now, he did not deserve this, for 
he had been long identified with the Re­
form party, and had on more than one 
occasion worked hard for it. He went on 
to tell them of his antecedents in Corn­
wall, and that his father seconded Mr.

“ That the present system-under which» 
the Intercolonial Railway is being con­
structed as-a Public Work of the Domi­
nion is expensive and unsatisfactory 
That it is not in the public interest that 
the Government should be charged with 
the maintenance and working of railways 
—and that, in the opinion of tikis House, 
it is desirable steps should be immediate- 
ly taken to ascertain whether arrange­
ments oannot he made with responsible * 
parties for tho- construction of the Inter­
colonial Railway as a private enterprise , 
—including existing contrasts—and for' 
the acquisition of existing DominioniBaf A-. 
ways in part payment thereof—where by* 
a very large sum may be saved in vthe 
cost of the work,, and the Government " 
relieved from.the difficult and- expeni ;ive 
duty of managing- an extensive Rail way 
system.”

This was voted down by order of Mac­
donald and Cartier. By rejecting, that 
resolution the country was put to a use­
less expense of ten or twelve milli ons of 
dollars, and burdened with the chargent 
a railroad that will never pay expenses.

Pboviscial Exhibition.—A few days 
ago we noticed a meeting of the Local 
Committee of the^Provinoial Exhibition 
to be hold here in September, at which it 
was determined to inform the Associa­
tion at Toronto that the County Council 
would grant $1,200, and the City Council 
$5,000, towards the expenses of the 
Exhibition. A letter was received on 
Saturday from the Association, appoint­
ing yesterday as a day of meeting, and 
so, by tho morning train, the President, 
Secretary and Treasurer of the Assooia- 
came here from Toronto, and met with 
the Local Committee. A very fair num­
ber were present, and a general discus­
sion ensued. At the adjourned meeting 
at four o’clock, the officers told the Com­
mittee that the Association would have 
over $2,000 to fit up the interior of the 
buildings, and it would1 be done better 
by the Local Committee than by them­
selves ; also advising the Committee to 
proceed at once with the buildings. We 
now have the opportunity of assuring the 
people generally that all arrangements 
are concluded, and that everything will 
now progress fairly towards the holding 
of the Exhibition. The contractors for the 
building will go on at onee.—Hamilton 
Times.

Compulsory Education in England.— 
Compulsory education is making head­
way in England, the London School 
Board having begun to put in force their 
power against negligent and refractory 
parents. Quite recently five persons were 
summoned before the Thames Police 
Court for having refused or neglected to 
send their children to school. Four of 
them made excuses that wore deemed 
sufficient, and escaped with only an ad­
monition to obey the by-laws ; but the 
fifth, being contumacious, was fined five 
shillings. He said that his children were 
not under his control, and that he would 
not pay for them. One of the defend­
ants pleaded that, being only a “ casual 
dock labourer,” he had not tho menus 
for clothing his children and sending 
them decently to school ; but the Solici­
tor to the Board said that there was a 
school qtiite near the defendant' where ho 
could educate his children for a penny a

The latest official statements show the 
cholera epidemic to have spread already 
so far as to embrace most of tho new 
governments. Up to the 11th July there 
were 560 cases in St. Petersburg,of which 
210 were fatal. In Moscow there have 
been only few cases of cholera. Poland is 
still untouched by the epidemic. Small­
pox is very virulent in St. Petersburg. As 
many as 76 cases have been reported in 
one day, 22 proving fatal.

And whereas it is necessary to rebuild 

the bridges at Arthur : at the Four Mile 
Or$ek and across the Irvine River on the 
road assumed by and belonging to the 
said County, known as the Gnelph and 
Mount Forest Road, and the sum of four 
thousand, two hundred dollars Is rtqnir- 
red to rebuild the said bridges.

And whereas for the purposes afore­
said it is necessary to create a debt of 
twenty thousand dollars to be raised in 
the manner hereinafter mentioned.

And whereas it will require the sum of 
three thousand and nineteen dollars to 
be raised annually by special rate for i 
the payment of the said sum of twenty 
thousand dollars and interest. j

And whereas the amount of the whole 
rateable property of the said County of 
Wellington, irrespective of any future 
Increase of the same, and Irrespective of 
any interest in or income from the said 
offices, and the said County Roads and 
Bridges, and also irrespective of any in 
tereet to arise from any temporary in­
vestments of the sinking fund herein a f

ter mentioned, or any part thereof, w 
according to the last revised and tquflF 
zed assessment rolls of the said County 
of Wellington, $13.896,298.

And whereas for paying the interest 
and creating an annual sinking land for 
the payment of the principal of the said 
sum of twenty thousand dollars it will 
require an equal annual special rate of 
one-fourth of a mill in the dollar to be le­
vied in addition to all other rates.

And whereas the amount of the exist­
ing debt of the Corporation of the Coon 
ty of Wellington is for principal the stun 
of $99,649.00, and for Interest the sum 
of $80,680.32.

And whereas there is no interest In ar- 
rear.

And whereas the Corporation of the 
County of Wellington hath not In this 
municipal year contracted any debts or 
loans over and above the sum required 
for its ordinary expenditure which, Inclu­
ding the said sum of twenty thousand 
dollars, exceed twenty thousand dollars.

And whereas a copy of this by-law 
bath been duly published according to 
law, Therefore the Corporation of the 
County of Wellington, in pursuance of 
the powers in it in that behalf vested, 
and by the Council thereof enacts as fol­
lows : That the Warden of the said 
County for the time being, be, and he Is 
hereby authorized, empowered, and re­
quired for the purposes aforesaid, to Issue 
in due form of law the sum of twenty 
thousand dollars in debentures ol the 
said Corporation of the raid Vcunty m 
anus of not less than one hundred dol­
lars each, payable In twelve years at far­
thest from the day on which this by-law 
ir appointed to take effect, at the i ffice 
of the Treasurer of the said County, and 
that every inch debenture snail bear in­
terest at the rate of six percent, per 
annum from the date of its issue, payable 
half yearly at thesaid office, and shall be 
signed by the Warden, and coantentlgn- 
ed by the Treasurer for the time being 
of the said County, and shall hare at­
tached thereto coupons for the payment 
of said Interest, which debentures the 
Warden Is hereby authorized to negoti­
ate and dispose of.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, for the 
purpose ot forming a sinking fund for 
the payment of said debentures and in­
terest, an equal special rate of one-fourth 
of a mill in the dollar in addition to all 
other rates be raised, levied, and collect­
ed in each year upon all rateable proper­
ty in the said county during the contin­
uance of the said debentures.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, the pro- 
ceeds of the said debentures shall be ap­
plied and apportioned to the several pur­
poses hereinbefore mentioned, and in the 
amounts and proportion aforesaid, the 
grants of the said local municipalities to 
be paid to the Treasurers thereof respec­
tively, to be applied by them strictly to 
the purposes atoresaid, and an account of 
such application to be returned by each 
Reeve to the Council of the «aid County, 
at the next December Session ol this 
Council.

No person lending money upon or pur­
chasing said Debentures shall be bound 
to see to the application of the proceeds 
thereof.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, this By 
law shall take effest upon, fr>m and af­
ter the first day of October, la the year 
of our Lord one thousand eight hundred 
and seventy-two.
