Coxrursony Epucatiox 1x ExeLAND,—

them made excuses that were deemed
suflicient, and escaped with only an ad-
mouition to. obey the by-laws; but the
fifth, being contumacious, was fined five
shillings. He said that his children were
not under his control, and that he would
not pay for them. One of the defend-
ants pleaded that, being only a ** casual
dock labourer,” he had not the means
fer clothing his childfen and sending
them decently to school ; but the Solici-
tor to the Board said that there was a
school quite near the defendant where he
could educate his children for a penny a
week,
