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TIio Atlantic Investigation.
The judgment, which is to be given 

-jn the above ease to-day, can easily 
be anticipated. There cannot be the 
slightest doubt in any one’s mind 
asi to where the chief,if not the entire 
blame, will be laid. Whether deserv- 
etl or not, the one who will suffer 
most in public estimation, will be 
Captain Williams. This unfortunate 
man lias already woh public pity for 
liis unhappy condition, and he must 
now submit to an official condemna­
tion for having, through his caveless, 
liess and bad seamanship, caused the 
fi ïghtful disaster which sent such a 
thrill of horror throughout the 
length and breadth of the land.

But, while we pity, and may sym­
pathize with him in the unhappy 
positidh in which he is now placed, 
we cannot shut our eyes to the great 
isr-ue at stake in the matter. Serious 
responsibilities were placed in his 
hands, and he did not lessen them 
by Uirnmg from h's proper course. 
We need not particularly allude to 
what the evidence so plainly shows, 
that none of the ordinary precau­
tions necessary in the naviga­
tion of such a dangerous coast 
were adopted ; that the captain 
appears ‘ to have run without any 
correct knowledge of his speed, for 
fourteen hours—there being n mis­
take of at least one knot.in his cal­
culations, besides other items of se­
rious import as bearing upon the 
terrible catastrophe, and all of which 
indicate both ignorance and mcapa- 
city, on the part of the Captain.

But', while we mpst in st rict justice, 
lay the great and chief blame upon 
the cpptain, whose conduct, however, 
in t he moment of the disaster, ap­
pears to have been all that could 
.have been desii.ed, we cannot re­
frain from expressing our opinion 
that the White Star Company are by 
no means exonerated from a partici­
pation in the condemnation which 
ha* fallen upon their Captain. Ac­
cording to Captain Williams, if the 
supply of coal had. been of the usual 
•j UtlUy, the t/miitfiO/ would have been 
sufficient. A short. supply 
easily have been remedied : but a 
bad quali ty could not have been dis­
covered . .itil too late’to remedy it. 
Who then, responsible for this 
bad coni ? Primarily, of course, the 
coal agent at Liverpool : secondly, 
undoubtedly the Company them­
selves," who must, certainly have been 
■avare of t he tact .and through a mis- 

'"érable-feeling of culpable parsimony 
and f'al-o economy, did not take any 
steps to have it remedied. There 
ate other items in the casé, which go 
to prove.that the Company were not 
altogether blameless": but not even 
all this will excuse the captain tfor 
liis acknowledged negligence and ig­
norance in liis approach to the dan­
gerous Nova Scotian coast. We 
would willingly judge him in sorrow 
and pity, rather than in anger : but, 
nevertheless, he mus t be judged.

• £219,326 10s 91. From Dûs amount, 
however, has to be deducted, for loss on 
conversion of American currency, Ac., 
the sum of £82,81f 8s 7J, leaving £136,- 
509 8s 21 available for dividend. From 
this- balance the Directors recommend 
that a dividend at the rate of fi per cent, 
per annum bo declared, leaving £3,381 
ISs 7{1 to be carried forward to the next 
half-year.

It is mos. satisfactory to find that this 
great Canadian enterprise is in' a position 
to make such an exhibit as this at the 
present time. The past season has been 
one that in many"respects was very.trying 
to all Canadian Railways, but more par­
ticularly to the Great Western, which 
was clogged with an amount of traffic 
which, in conjunction with the extreme 
severity of the earlier winter months, led 
to a large increase in the working ex­
penses of the road, and to many disasters 
which most seriously tried the resources 
of the Company. The report from which 
we have quoted above is made up to the 
31st January of the present year, and 
thus includes the most severe months of 
the winter ; and it must therefore be 
looked upon as a great source for con­
gratulation that, notwithstanding the 
drawbacks we have mentioned, the Great 
Western has succeeded in earning for its 
stockholders the liberal dividend of 6 per 
cent, per annum. May it go on and

Clifford and Durham Railway.
Our readers will remember that when 

the By-laws granting aid to the proposed 
branch of tire W. G. & B. Railway frem 
Durham were brought before the several 
municipalities interested last winter, Dur­
ham, .Bontinck and Glenelg cheerfully 
voted the respective amounts asked of 
them ; btyt Normauby, which has ever 
obstinately refused to contribute to any 
railway project, proved true to,her repu­
tation, and voted down the By-Law. A 
mew By-Law was talked of, with a slight 
change in the amount, or a remodelling 
of the municipality, but the election of 
Councillors hostile to the scheme warned 
the. projectors that such an attempt wouhl 
be fruitless, and the project has been al­
lowed to lie ip abeyance for several 
months. The Durhamites, however, 
feeling keenly their present isolated posi 
tion, and seeing that the very existence 
of their town depends on obtaining rail­
way facilities, have resolved upon a new 
move, and hope by striking off the most 
hostile portion of Normanby, and bring­
ing in the most favorable portion of 
Egremont under a grouping scheme, to 
carry a By-Law for 930,900.

The necessary preliminary steps hav­
ing been taken, the Warden has sum­
moned a special meeting of" the County 
Council for the 22nd inst., to submij; the 
By-Law, and we shall soon see the result. 
We have no doubt our Durham friends 
will make strong exertions, but whether 
they will be. successful we have not suffi­
cient infurmitiin of the portion of the 
townships included in the By-Law to ven­
ture to predict.—-Oiccn Sound Times.
