Mr. Elliott put the matter in another 
way.

Mr. Coffee replied tha't he had done 
so when the other members of the Com­
mittee could not. His instructions to 
the overseer were that he was to do the 
best he could, but to charge nothing to 
one ! street which was expended on 
another.

A Cruino Among the Northern Lakes.
Six years ago when the Press Associ­

ation undertook a trip to Lake Superior, 
this now popular route w as but little 
known, and still lees appreciated. Now, 
thanks to the efforts of the conductor» 
of the press, to the onward westward 
march of civilization, and to a fuller 
knowledge of the splendid scenery that 
abounds throughout all this north-west 
region, thousands of pleasure and health 
seekers visit the shores of the great 
northern lakes yearly, some to indulge 
for a time in the primitive, lawless life 
of fishermen under canvas, who know 
no law but their own sweet will ; while 
others content themselves with a view of 
ttje scenery from the steamer as it sails 
over these great inland seas.

This year, the Press Association de­
cided to make their annual excursion 
over the same route, and on the 21st of 
July, a party of about 40 left Toronto 
for Collingwood, bound for Lake Superior. 
On reaching Collingwood the members 
were handsomely entertained by tho 
Town Council,and the same night got on 
board the steamer Cumberland. There 
were besides the members a large party 
of excursionists, and about 350 Men- 
nonites—being the first lot of immi­
grants of that class who had travelled 
over this route on the way to Manitoba. 
Their destination was Duluth, where 
they were to take the Northern Pacific 
Railway for Moorhead, and from thence 
take the steamer on the Red River for 
Fort Garry. These occupied the main 
deck, and though huddled together in 
the most promiscuous fashion, with 
scanty accommodation ani but little 
opportunity of ensuring comfort or 
cleanliness, they looked remarkably well 
after their long journey by sea and rail. 
They are for the most part very intelli­
gent and well informed, and seemed 
most anxious to learn all that they could 
about Canada and their new home. 
Seme of them might be seen day by day 
patiently scanning the German-English 
Dictionary—for they all speak German— 
and when helped in the proper pronoun- 
ciation of a word, they express their 
thankfulness in their own fashion, and 
set to work again in their studies with 
redoubled earnestness. They were strict 
and regular in their religious observances, 
and their singing—slow, solemn and 
monotonous as it was—had a peculiar 
altractiou iu it, and reminded one of the 
sweet yet plaintive music even sometimes 
yet heard in the Highlands in Scotland 
when the people meet for religious ser­
vices. Wo were most favourably im-' 
pressed with these strangers, and feel 
assured that in their new home they will 
soon become intelligent, industrious and 
wealthy citizens. They travelled alone 
without an interpreter or guide. This 
we think is a great oversight on the part 
of the Government, whose duty it is to 
see these strangers safely not only 
through the Dominion but also through 
the States, where they are liable to be 
cheated, and all sorts of means usedto 
detain them in that country.

Our routo lay from Collingwood to 
OwenSound,thence to Presqu’Isle, known 
as Sarawak P;0.,where we found our old 
Puelinoh man, Mr. John MacKenzie, 
who, in his versatile capacity of store­
keeper, postmaster, lighthouse keeper, 
manufacturer of prèssed hay, telegraph 
ajfent, and we don’t know what else, 
merits special notice for his enterprise in 
settling in thm once desolate region, 
and for his indomitable perseverance, 
which we are glad to know has been re­
warded with success.

From this point the route lay direct 
for the north shore of the Grand Mani­
toulin Island,and after twelve hours’ sail 
over the spacious bosom of the Georgian 
Bay, the steamer stopped at Killarney, a 
fishing station in one of the numerous 
channels, with half-a-dozen houses, and 
a few wigwams on the opposite Bile of 
the water. Another hour’s sail brought 
us to Little Current, a small village on 
the Manitoulin, with a comfortable 
hotel, kept byMr. Griffiths, an old Guelph 
man. He is also a successful farmer, 
and informed us that the emigration to 
the Manitoulin was steady, and that now 
comers wero well satisfied .with tho Is­
land. After examining the many Indian 
curiosities and fancy work kept in Mr. 
Abrey’s (a Halton man) store, the 
steamer breasts once more tho strong 
current which here prevails, and soon

We must make special mention of the 
kindness and urbanity of Capt. Parsons 
of the Cumberland,and of all the other 
officers on board. The Press party marked 
their sense of the Captain's kindness by 
making him a present, and their thanks 
are due to all under him. If any one 
wants to take the most pleasant trip in 
all this broad country, let him go to the 
Upper Lakes, and if he wants a staunch 
comfortable boat, and a fine set of offi 
cera, let him go by the Cumberland.

this place, we skirt St. Joseph's Island 
less rocky, better wooded and more fer­
tile—soon get into St. Mary’s Biver; pass 
Garden Hiver, with its various Missions 
and Indian settlement, and before sunset 
reach Sault St. Marie, capital of the Al- 
goma district. Here we took on board 
the recently ordained Episcopal Bishop 
of Algoma. and after stopping for a little 
on the Amciioan side of the river, pass 
thf-ougi the canal. During our progress 
through the locks, wo had time to view 
the rapids, and also the bed of the new 
canal, which the Americans are making 
at a great expense. When completed 
there will be two distinct canals, one of 
which will be used for vessels going up­
wards and the other for vessels going 
downwards. It was sunset ere we reach­
ed the north end of the canal, and when 
we rounded White Fish Point — at the 
entrance of Lakd Superior — the fuU 
moon had risen in all its majesty, 
and welcomed us as we entered the broad 
waters oflhe Lake»

On Friday morning when the passen­
gers came on deck they looked in vain 
for land, and began to realize the fact 
" tat they wtro near the centre of the 

‘"'-Urgest lake on the continent. The 
water was calm as u mill pond, the air 
was cold and crisp like ou a November 
m--ruing, the sun rose an hour earlier 
than he does in Ontario, all of which 
gave evidence that we were in the high 
latitudes. A steady run all day Fri­
day brought us in the evening to Silver 
Islet, and we watched with interest the 
low reef—now cribbed on all sides and 
covered with houses—which has become 
a real El Dorado to the lucky share­
holders. The Company’s docks, board­
ing houses, <fcc., cn the mainland are on 
a large scale, and everything betokens 
life, spirit and success iu connection with 
the mine. This is more than can be 
said cf any other mining enterprise in 
this region this season. Un the main­
land and on the Islands operations are 
stopped; in others they are but languidly 
carried on. The season of excitement 
and rash and over-hopeful speculation 
seem to be over for a time. A reaction 
lias set in, which will do good in knock­
ing the bottom out cf valueless cntcr-

It was dark ere we left the lauding, 
and while- rounding Thunder Cape, the 
huge outline of the mountain, which like 
a giant sentinel guards the entrance to 
the Bay, could only bo seen in the dim' 
moonlight. With its long ridge and 
frowning peak—which rises nearly 1,400 
feet above the level of the lake, it is a 
conspicuous lankmnrk frem sta or shore. 
Prince Arthur’s Landing was made iu 
the early morning, but the little town 
seemed to be full of life, for the citizens 
were holding high carnival in the shape 
of a ball, in the largo hotel. After stay­
ing for a short time our steamer started 
for Duluth. For a time our course lay 
between the numerous islands which 
atud the rcuthf rr part of Thunder Bay 
—chief ol which is.Pio Island, with its 
huge cap which gave rise to its name, 
and which iu altitude is not far behind 
Thunder Cape. On Jams Island there 
arc active mining operations, with a 
fair show of silver. Soon we arc opposite 
to Pigeon Itiver, tho boundary lino be­
tween Canada and Minnesota; and with 
Isle Royal to our left and tho shore lino 
of this State to our right,, wo steam on. 
It was night ere wo reached lluluth, but 
the iuvate curiosity of Canadians 
prompted us to inspect tho town—wc 
beg pardon— city which Bayard Taylor 
in its infant days styled “ The Zenith 
City of tho unealted Seas.” If in its in­
fancy it was sprightly and prosperous, 
it now, in its early youth, looks dull and 
depressed ns if it hud seen its best <Vns'. 
It is built on a bare treeks» waste—the 
part next the lake being on low, marshy 
ground, and the other on land which 
quickly rises, making tho streets steep 
and difficult of ascent. There are some 
good buildings, bat the majority ur > of 
the mushroom kind peculiar to quickly 
built-up western towns. The Northern 
Pacific Railway possesses excellent 
stations and station room.au extensive 
pier has been built, and the docks are 
commodious; but until the prospects of 
the railway revive, or until it is built 
across the continent, Duluth will never 
realize tho dream uf its founders. It has 
an abundance of churches and lager 
beer saloons—the latter being the only 
seemingly prosperous institutions in the

hate on Sunday night wc reached 
Fvvt William on the return trip, and 
next morning, on the invitation of Messrs. 
Oliver^ Davidson & Co., we took a trip 
up the Kaministaquia River in their 
neat little tug. The .party were accom­
panied by Mr. McIntyre, Chief Factor 
at the Fort,whose kindness to the party, 
along with the proprietors of the tug, 
deserves special, mention. We had a 
most pleasant sail up the river and a 
line view of/McKay's Mountain, visited 
the camp of the surveying party, who 
locating ate the line of the Canada Pacific 
Railway, which starts from the river 
bank three or four miles above the fort, 
and on the return spent à few minutes 
at Messrs. Oliver, Davidson & Co.’s saw 
mill, which is only a little way altove the 
fort. The sail was delightful, the hanks 
of the river , are closely wooded, the soil 
on both skies is good, and vegetables and 
green crops everywhere looking beauti­
ful. Wc next proceeded to the,landing, 
and sauntered about the streets of this 
rising town. The dulncsS in mining this 
season has somewhat affected it, but it 
seemed to bo thriving.

The Nepigon River was our next point 
of interest, and after a pleasant sail 
across tho south part of Black Bay, wc 
reached the entrance to Nepigun Bay 
early on Monday afternoon. It is im­
possible to give anything like an ade­
quate description of the wild and roman­
tic scenery which here meets the eye. 
The frowning heights of St. Ignace Is­
land tower for hundreds of feet on our 
light, the bold and rugged shore of the 
mainland on our left stretches out as far 
as the eye can see, while before us, in 
the basin of the great hay, wc have a 
wide-stretching and glorious panorama, 
unequalled lor grandeur and extent on 
the continent. Islands of all sizes and 
shapes—some only a few feet al>ove the 
water’s edge, others rising into moun­
tains, precipitous and rock-hound, all 
wuoded—loom up on every side, while 
over all the everlasting silence of nature 
; eigne, broken only by the splash of the 
steamer’s paddles. As the sun rises in 
the cast, a thin film of mist gathers over 
the scene which transforms the green 
shade to blue, rounds oil the ruggedness 
of the far-stretcliivg peaks, and gives to 
the whole a beauty—a softness and 
a glory indescribable. These scenes were 
repeated ia different forms as we pro­
ceeded “until their very sameness grew 
sublime.” Thus we sailed on, entranced 
by the sight, until we entered the River 
with its giant walls of rock on either 
bank, and after breasting the rapid and 
strong current, found ourselves quietlv 
landed at the foot of the first rapid, hav­
ing reached the ultima thule by ship na­
vigation, and the most northerly point of 
oqr trip. After inspecting the Hudson 
Bay Company’s premises, watching the 
Jingnid movements of the stolid Indians, 
end inspecting the operations of a fish 
ing party who were brooking up camp 
preparatory to getting on board, we turn­
ed our faces homeward as the steamer, 
plaited on her course down the nvcr.

Accident in Hamilton.- -The horses at­
tached to tho carriage of Mr. James Tur­
ner, of Hamilton, took fright on Monday 
and ran off, coming in violent collision 
with a hydrant, throwing the driver and 
Mr. Turner’s son out, both of whom re­
ceived injuries,those of the former being
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The Road and Bridge Work.
The doings of the Road and Bridge 

Committee and of the Street Super­
intendent have lately engaged a 
large share of the attention of the 
Town Council, and of that portion of 
the ratepayers who take any interest 
in town business. We were led to 
believe in the early part of the year 
that the Council in regard to the 
mode of doing the work on our 
streets and roads had initiated a 
new system, by which we would get 
mtire work done for the same money 
than heretofore, and by which some­
thing like a systematic plan 
of operations both in regard 
to repairs and new constructions 
would he followed. We 
sorry to say that so far the promue 
of the Council, and the expectations 
of the ratepayers, have not been re­
alized. How far the Road and 
Bridge Committee as a whole are to 
blame we cannot say. As far as our 
knowledge goes the> seem to have 
laid out the work judiciously and 
equitably, but were remiss in not 
giving that close attention to its 
being carried out that they should, 
leaving the Chairman or Superinten­
dent, or both, to do pretty much as 
they liked. Had these officers fol­
lowed out the instructions of the 
Committee, and had they acted on 
the reports adopted by the Council 
in spending' the appropriations as 
specified, there weuld have been no 
trouble and no unpleasant charges 
such as have been made. Bub from 
specific statements made, and either 
not denied or not explained, this 
was not done, and appropriations 
made for one street have been spent 
on another; some appropriations for 
particular streets have been exceed­
ed; a great deal more work has been 
done in some parts of the South and 
East Waids than they were entitled 
to; the North Ward we believe got 
about its own, and the West Ward 
will have to sutler. A peculiar 
system of double charging on some 
streets has been adopted, by which 
gravel or earth removed from or.e is 
charged to it. and again charged to 
the one on which it was deposited. 
Moreover, the Chairman has kept no 
record of the Committee’s proceed­
ings—thereby going contrary to a 
specific rule o,f the Council. No scrap 
of recorded, information in regard to 
its doings can be gleaned but by the 
reports, and nothing like an exact re­
cord of the particular expenditure on 
each street can’be obtained. And to 
add to\the confusion the Superinten­
dent’s books fail to give the required 
information, as they only give the 
totaf expenditure over the whole 
tow'n from week to week. The con­
tingent fund has been spent no one 
can tell how or where, the total road 
appropriations have been nearly all 
expended, and yet a great part 
of the work laid out at the begin­
ning of the season is not done.

The whole business seems tous to 
be in a mass of "confusion worse 
confounded,” and we don’t wonder 
that the Council at the meeting’ on 
Monday appointed a special com­
mittee to make a thorough invesliga 
iron into all matters connected with 
the Road and Bridge work, and in 
regard to the Superintendent's 
mode of carrying it on and of keep, 
ing his books. It is due to the rate­
payers that this Committee, institute 
a thorough and searching inquiry 
without fear, favour or affection for 
any one, and it will he their duty to 
lay the blame on the party or parties 
who may have been remiss in the 
discharge of their duty, It,ia a griev­
ous wrong to the ratepayers in any 
particular part of the town that their 
interests should—either through 
carelessness, w-ilful neglect or inten­
tional injustice—suffer, to the undue 
advantage of any individual rate- 
payer or number ot rate­
payers in any other part. 
A Committee or individual member 
of it, who misappropriates the funds 
of the Town by spending it in one 
place when it should be spent in 
another, can be held responsible for 
such sum, and it is right that it 
should be so. We wait the investig­
ation of the Committee and trust 
that it will set to work at once 
and sift the matter to the bottom

most severe.
