Previous to his career aa a hold-up 
man and murderer in Chicago, Peter 
(Neidermier was a murderer, according, 
to a story told in the Harrison street 
police station tonight. According to his- . 
story, his first victim was a trainman, 
in Canada.

To the police officers and railroad de­
tectives who were questioning him he. 
related the circumstances as follows:

“In 1896, I was beating my Vay west, 
freight train loaded with c-oal 

bound from Portage La Prairie. When 
riding on top of the train I was ordered 
to get off by a man, whom they called - 
“Captain," but whose name I never 
learned. I heard afterwards he was a 
railroad detective. He ordered me from 
the train and when I refused to get off 
he threw coal at me. I threw back at 
him, and one of the lumps struck him 
on the head. He then drew a revolver 
and fired twice at me. Both times he 
missed me, and then I drew my revolver..
I fired six shots and three of them hit 
him. I shot him in the head, ii* the 
abdomen and in the side. He ran a 
few feet and fell dead on ,top of thé- 
car. I searched him and tound no 
money. Later the train crew came along 
and I heard they found $40 in his pock­
ets. I was ‘sore’ when I learned what 
I had missed.

“I was only a boy then, but I did not 
intend to be run over by any officer, and 
when he tried to make me get off thé 
train I decided it would be my life or 
bis. After shooting him I got off the 
train and went from there to Winnipeg 
and heard no more about the case.”

THE CEDRIC ARRIVES.
Vessel Reported Sunk in Mid-Ocean

Reaches New York Safely.

New York, Nov., 26.—The big White 
Star steamship Cedric, which, accord­
ing to an English rumor, had been sunk 
in mid-ocean, arrived at her p.er to­
night. Her voyage was uneventful and 
without accident. The officers and the 
passengers were astounded when in­
formed of the reported collision with the 
steamship Titian.

MONEY MARKET STRINGENT.

Kamloops, B. C., Nov. 25.—(Special)— 
The Executive Mining Association in 
session yesterday and today. President 
'John Keen presided. Those present 
were Vice President John B. Hobson, 
of the Consolidated Cariboo Hydraulic 
‘Company, Bullion; H. Mortimer 
‘Lamb, Victoria, secretary-treasurer ; A. 
!C .Galt and E. B. Kirby, Rossland; 
'William Brown, Kevelstoke; A. E. 
Howse, Princeton, and A. McN. Jones, 
of Victoria, secretary to the president.

Mr, Galt moved and Mr. Howse sec­
onded a resolution expressing apprecia­
tion of the president’s gratuitous labors. 
(Fees demanded from the branches are 
cut down to twenty-five per cent. Sev­
eral amendments to the by-laws were 
proposed for consideration at the con­
vention. The banquet last night was 
Hvell attended. Today’s greatest inter­
est centered in a resolution, moved by 
!Mr. Kirby, seconded by Mr. Howse, 
providing for relief of taxation on 
mines by instituting graduated taxation 
on land as in New Zealand.

iwhereby the revenues of the province 
would not suffer loss.

“Be is tlieretore resolved, that this as- 
isociation desires to reassert that it has 
no wish to be relieved at the expense of 
other industries, but on the contrary is 
now, and has always been, ready to pay 
its fair and equitable share of the taxa­
tion necessary for the economical and 
ibusiness-like conduct of provincial af­
fairs.

1° S. Moore, which has arrived at Seattle 
from the North. They are convinced that 
there Is not a survivor of the missing ves­
sel. No ship, large or small. Ent says, 
could have lived through the storm of No­
vember 7, which swept up and down the 
stretch of open sea from Kayak to Cross 
Sound, and in which, in Ms opinion, the 
Discovery went to her doom. The wind 
blew from sixty-five to seventy 
hour Such a storm. Mr. Ent. * who is an 
old man, declares he never, saw. Not a 
bod^ was found throughout the entire 
eighty-five mile stretch of beach from Yak­
ataga to Kavak which Ent and his party 
tramped In order to catch the Excelsior.

The find of thç* tell-tale wreckage was 
made November 9. So the loss of the Dis- 

ry must have occurred between Novem­
ber 2, on which date she Is known to have 
sailed from Yakataga. and November 9.
That is certain. There can be no question 
that the vessel made Yakutat and left that 
port on her return voyage November 2.

“We were mushing along the beach 
from Yakataga to Kayak, where we ex­
pected to and did board the Excelsior. It 
was on November 9 we found at the month 
of Seal river, about half wav between 
Yakataga and Kayak, several life-preserv­
ers. three doors, some windows, pieces of 
the hull and a piece of mast with, a bit of 
canvas attached. Tbe life-preservers and 
one of the doors were marked ‘Discovery.’
The mast projected slightly above the 
water.

“There can be no donbt about the loss 
of the vessel, and. in my opinion, of every­
body on board. We found no bodies.

“If the vessel was at Yakutat I believe 
she was blown back and wrecked beyond

Durham, Stlckeen and MciLaughlan, so it

abandon e ewas decided at headquarters to 
Fort McLaughlan and Millbank Sound, and 
concentrate the forces there with tbe sup­
plies, and remove them to the south end of 
Vancouver Island, where a new fort was 
ordered to be built. Finlayson was remov­
ed from Fort Simpson, with Chief Factor 
John Work (perhaps not so gladly this 
rime—J. S. H.) which I found a comfort­
able, pleasant place, embârked on the 
Beaver which, with the schooner Cadboro, 
had the Stlckeen and the Taco parties on 
board, on their way south. In passing, 
Fort McLaughlan was dismantled and its 
inhabitants taken on board. Mr. ‘Douglas 
had command of the whole party. We pro­
ceeded south, and reached Victoria harbor 
(selected in the spring as the fort site) 
landed thereon June 1st, 1843, and com­
menced building a fort with the forces 
from the abandoned stations named, con­
sisting of about 50 men and three officers, 
one of whom, as chief trader, was appoint­
ed to the charge, with myself as second, 
the Beaver and Cadboro remaining as 
guard vessels until the fort was built. The 
weather being fine and pleasant, the oper­
ation of building went on rapidly with 50 
men employed. .At this time there was 
a dense forest along the water on the har­
bor and Camoosin Inlet, as the “Arm” was 
then called. Where the fort was built 
there was ati open glade, with oak trees of 
large size, where a space of 150 yards was 
measured off each way. When the fort was 
built the natives for some time kept aloof, 
and would not come near, 
some of these came round gradually, and 
finding them inclined to steal anything they 
could get, a watch was kept night and 
day, whilst we lived in tents before houses 
were built. The natives, however, soon 
got rid of their shyness, began to remove 
from Cadboro Bay village and erect bouses 
for themselves along the banks of the 
harbor as far as the present site of John­
son street.

He asks plaintively why London 
smart society runs after American and 
South African women and ignores Cana­
dians and Australians. Warming to 
his work, he then remarks with severity 
that Loudon has become a colony of 
Americans, and demands that a Ladies’ 
Empire League should immediately be 
formed to remedy the grievance. Prob­
ably, after recovering from the first 
.shock of surprise, most people, ponder­
ing upon this suggestion, so remarkable 
-as coming from such a quarter, would 
be reminded of the ancient foreboding

In the autumn Mr. Douglas left us, taking 
the Beaver and Cadboro away. After the 
fort was built, consisting of cedar pickets 
18 feet high, round a space of 150 yards 
square, with houses and stores within, and 
two large brick houses, bastion at two 
angles with nine pounder cannonades, 
blunderbusses, cutlasses at centre, taken 
from the dismantled forts heretofore 
named. Some of the men were employed 
clearing the ground to raise vegetables and 
cereals for the use of the place. Horses 
and carts were imported from Nlsqually.

In the spring of 1844 poor Mr. Ross, who 
had been left in charge of the fort (then 
called Camoosin—J. S. H.) died ln March, 
and was burled in tbe old burying ground 
near the gully on Johnson street. Finlay­
son is appointed in his stead, with John 
Ross, the son, as my assistant.

The only store not in the combine.I (The reason tor building the fort was not 
for immigration purposes, but to make it 
take the place of Fort Vancouver, situate 
on the Columbia river. The Hudson’s Bay 
Co., foreseeing that they would not be 
able much longer to carry on their bus1 ness 
from the Columbia station. They foresaw 
the tide of immigration Into Oregon, and 
the probability of the country falling into 
the U. S. of America, which actually came 
to pass by reason of the Oregon Treaty, 
1846. It is further believed that the H. B. 
Co. built the Fort Victoria in order that 
the British government might claim pos­
sessory rights. This move to Victoria ne­
cessitated their making a road to Fraser 
river from the interior, in order to avoid 
American customs duties and interference, 
and to remove some of their American posts 
for a similar reason, 
spoken of in ray previous letter, had to be 
so changed as to go to Fraser river, I 
think by Tete Jeannes Cache, now called 
Yellowhead Pass, and in writing about the 
first arrival of the furs ln Victoria by the 
new route via Fraser river and Fort Hope, 
the Hon. Roderick Finlayson casts a not 
generally known reason for the formation 
of the Vancouver Island colony.—J. S. H.)

“About this time (1848—J. S. H.) he says: 
I may mention that the lease which the 
H. B. Co. held of the country west of the 
Rocky mountains from the crown, was be­
coming of little or no use to them by rea­
son of American and other vessels coming 
to the coast to trade and interfering with 
their exclusive rights, and In the case 
of any of them being seized, which the 
company could easily do, as their vessels 
were then armed and manned like man-o-
war, the company applied to the Briti • 
government for protection. The minister 
of the day’s answer was, that they could 
not send men-o-war round the Horn for the 
purpose, and said the company might pro­
tect themselves. The company’s answer
was, that In ease of seizing any vessel there 
was no legal court of justice to try such 
cases short of Montreal, 3,000 miles away, 
when it was arranged to turn Vancouver 
Island Into a crown colony, and that a gov­
ernor would be sent out, and that the com­
pany would bind themselves to colonize it 
by granting them the whole island in fee- 
simple for the purpose, which was carried 
into effect the following year, 1848 to 1849.

BANKS IN HOLLAND.

A remarkable feature of the depres­
sion in Wall (Street securities is illus­
trated toy recent despatches from Hol­
land. They depict a state of affairs well 
calculated to excite the surprise of the 
student of national characteristics as ap­
plied to national finance and economics. 
The reputation of the Hollander for in­
dustry, thrift and shrewd business econ­
omy is a structure built up with care 
during the better part of at least four 
centuries. He is not surpassed, even if 
'he be equalled in this regard by any 
other nation; and it is consequently 
more than a little surprising to find 
that he has been “plunging” to the 
fall as recklessly as the less phlegmatic 
Anglo-Saxon and Anglo-Celt on both 
sides of the Atlantic. He chose princi­
pally for liis “flutter" American rails 
and steel, and, with the decline in value 
of these, the inevitable crash has come. 
A number of banks have failed, princi­
pally in Haarlem and Delft, tout also 
in the south of Holland, and last week 
the well-known Hollandsclie Bank at 
The Hague suspended payment.

London, Nov. 27.—Th« North London 
authorities have adopted a novel method 
for suppressing the over-crowding of 
btreet cars.

With his secretory, Row Ghee, the re­
former came to Victoria about a year ago 
on the Empress from Yokohama, whither 
he ls now bound, for that ls as near China 
as he dares to go. He went to Australia 
from here, and on hie return began a mis­
sionary campaign on the Pacific Coast In 
the interest of reform In China. He col­
lected large sums and enlisted many Chi­
nese in the society, in feet, two-thirds of 
the Chinese population were secured as 
members when he was there and $150,000 
collected In the Bay City.

Leung Kal Chew Is represented by a 
White man at Canton, and to him he will 
forward the funds for the establishment of 
the proposed school, work. on which will 
be commenced as soon as the reformer 
reaches Yokohama from, which point he 
will direct the establishment of the school, 
and, incidentally aid the revolution in 
South China, which is helped by the re­
formers and which now -bids fair to assume 
vast proportions in South China.

The reform movement ls growing consid­
erably In the Chinese settlements on this 
eoast, and it has more adherents than . 
those who openly preach reform, for there

London, Nov. 27.—Premier Balfour, pre­
siding at the annual banquet ol the United 
Service Club tonight, delivered a speech 
which was devoted entirely to the reforms 
instituted by the War Office, and which 
avoided the fiscal situation. He said he 
hoped from the War Office advisory com­
mittee they would quickly evolve a satis­
factory result from its Investigations. Mr. 
Balfour defended the Secretary of State for 
War. He said he had to face a more com­
plex .problem than that now before the 
war minister of any other nation, on ac­
count of the vast scope of British terri­
tory.

He blamed the Liberals, predecessors of 
the present government, for their deliberate 
policy of starving the army, which policy 
had resulted in the difficulties experienced 
In the South African war, notwithstanding 
the efforts of the present government, 
Which did Its utmost to bring the army up 
to an effective standard.

He contended that the army, as framed 
by the Unionist government, operating 
through Lord Lansdowne and Lord Wolseley 
had performed a feat in South Africa that 
no nation had ever attempted or had ever 
carried out, but he said no enthusiastic 
gratitude had been displayed to those who 
were responsible for this result.

If the army, in the condition in which it 
had been left by Lord Rosebery’s adminis­
tration, said the premier, had to go through 
the South African campaign, it would have 
met with illimitable disasters.

The tea is then taken to the sorting 

where it is first spread on a cement 
floor, and women carefully pick out any 
foreign matter, such as little sticks and 
pieces of stone, which somehow find their 
way into the mass of tea. It is then 
put into a long sieve in which are wire 
meshes of different sizes. The tea which 
drops through the different meshes is 
called “unbroken tea,” which is the fin­
est grade, as it is made up of the tip of 
the bud and the delicate part of the leaf. 
The tea which does, not find its way 
through the meshes traverses the entire 
length of the sieve, and falls into large 
baskets from which it is taken and-placed 
iu a machine to he broken up fine and 
again sifted and automatically sorted in­
to various grades. The names given to 
the different qualities are as follows : 
The unbroken teas are divided into Flow­
ery Orange Pekoe, Orange 'Pekoe, Pekoe 
and Pekoe Souchong. The broken teas 
include Broken Orange Pekoe, Broken 
Pekoe -Souchong, Broken Pekoe, Fan­
nings, and Dust. The division into these 
classes is not uniform among the differ­
ent tea gardens ,and as the names given 
to,the various grades are more or less 
optional, some confusion arises when at­
tempts at comparison are made. Just, 
before it is packed into lead-lined chests 
containing 100 pounds it is refifed a 
short time to remove any traces of 
(moisture gathered while being worked.

Consul-General R. V. Patterson, 
(Calcutta, says that the area under tea 
at the end of 1902 was 535,252 acres, 
nearly two-thirds being in the valleys of 
the Brahmaputra and Surma, which con­
tain as much as 339,640 acres. In Ben­
gal the area under tea was 135,158 
or about 25 per cent, of the whole. Its 
cultivation is therefore to the extent of 
nine-tenths in the two provinces of As­
sam aud Bengal, the other tenth being 
divided between northern and southern 
India. The area added to tea growing 
during the -last five years was about 
55,000 acres. Under thg\discouragement 
of low prices of tea, caused by placing 
on the markets more than their consum­
ing capacity, endeavors have been made 
to restrict the cultivation and produc­
tion, and to supply a better quality iu 
smaller quantity, so that the addition.to 
the tea area in the last two years was 
only about 2,000 acres,

One of the reasons Jonathan is ahead 
of John is that he has an abiding con­
fidence he cannot .be other than success­
ful. The average Englishman has a 
touch of the pessimist in him. If you 
meet him abroad it is generally by acci­
dent you discover what his profession 
is.. If he is a business man he probably 
tries to hide it. He is self-depreciatory, 
and disposed to minimize the achieve­
ments of his firm. For anybody to say 
of him, “He does not advertise,” he re­
gards as a compliment.

On the other hand the American "busi­
ness man is absorbed, heart and soul, 
in his work. He loves to talk “shop.” 
He loves to tell you all he has done, 
abd what his firm haw done. Thie buoy- 
ency of good spirits and Aelf-ccétrfidënbe 
do not induce the minimizing of any­
thing. He bas got the exuberance of 
young manhood. He tells himself, and 
his newspapers tell him, he is the most 
magnificent fellow iu the world, that 
he invented everything, and. that the 
rest of the world are played out tod­
dlers in his wake. Of course he is 
wrong. What the European student of 
American affairs finds perplexing is the 
lack of proportion and perspective in 
appreciation of their country’s advance­
ment by Americans thpmselvee.

When, however, this is put aside, 
when all has been said about bragging, 
there remains in the American charac­
ter an enthusiasm, an absolute sureness 
of success which is part of the battle 
towards success itself. Failures in 
business make the Englishman hesitate. 
Failures in the United (States satisfy 
the American that so many competitors 
fare now out of the way, and he has a 
better chance.
THE DARING OF AMERICAN 

METHOD'S.
Another reason the American is more 

successful than his English brother is 
that he is more daring—I almost "wrote 
he is more of a gambler. The English­
man won’t move unless he is sure of 
his footing. The American is inclined 
to make a spring, peek or nothing, posi­
tive in his heart, though many men 

'come croppers, that he will land safely 
on his feet. The- Englishman is dispos­
ed to take the attitude, “What was 
good enough for my father is good 
enough for me.” Nothing is good enough 
for the American, save something far 
better than he has at present. He is 
alert and filled with a wholesome dis­
content. The Englishman is slow mov­
ing. sure and safe, and possesses the 
belief that he is not on the earth to tear 
himself to pieces for the sake of money.

This difference is the outcome of 
■climate, environment and conditions of 
society. Affairs are settled in England, 
and rapid changes do not commend 
themselves—just ns in the eastern parts 
of the' United States the same settle­
ment is taking place, .and there is 
a hesitancy towards adopting the rip- 
and-tear. and go-ahe"dness so preval­
ent in the Western (States. America is 
young, and has all the impetuosity of 
youth. England is middle-aged, pros­
perous, with a big banking account and 
disnosed to take life easily.

The American business 
faculty, whioh the Englishman has not, 
of "keeping his . best goods in his shop 
window.

The new vessels, which 
were built by him last summer, are the 
Edith R. Balcom and Agnes G. Dona- 

. hue, both of which were built at Lun­
enburg and left for the sealing grounds 
off Cape Horn on their initial cruise 
in September. The Edith M. Balcom 

vessel of 78 feet in length, 25 feet 
beam and 10 feet deep, with a tonnage 
of 118 tons, winle the Agues G. Dona­
hue is a vessel of the same dimensions, 
although registered at 122 tons.

With the addition of the two vessels 
built by him this summer, Captain Bal­
com has now a fleet of six schooners 
hunting off the Argentine coast. He 
has the Edward Roy, the pioneer of 
the sealers off Cape Horn, which last 
year took 3,700 skins in her two cruises, 
and of which Capt. Robbins, of this 
city, is now master; the Beatrice L. 
Corkum, Captain Baker, which took 
4,000 skins last year; the St. Clair, 
which arrived off the grounds at the 
close of the season last year and made 
a small càtch of 380; the Ola M. Bal­
com, built last year at Halifax, which 
is commanded by Capt. R. Balcom| of 
Victoria, and wiiich took 3,700 skins in 
last year’s cruises. And with the two 
vessels now on the grounds, he has six 
schooners hunting there.

All told there are nine schooners now 
on the sealing grounds off the south­
ern continent, tor there are also the 
schooners Florence M. Munsie, owned 
by William Munsie, of this city; the 
Marvin, of the Victoria .Sealing Com­
pany; the Leslie L., Captain Gilbert, 
owned by McFettridge, a Halifax man, 
who secured 1,700 skins in one cruise 
last season, and the L. Larder, owned 
by Mr. Moulton, a Newfoundland man. 
It is her first season.

(Letters have been received from 
Montevideo by Capt. Balcom telling of 
the sailing of the schooners from that 
por* -for tne sealing grounds, the Ola M. 
Balcom ha'-’-’g left there on October 
10th and the Edward Roy and Beatrice 
L. Corkum about the same time. All 
the vessels are now on the sealing 
grounds, and will remain until the mid­
tile of February, when they will go 
to Port Stanley, in the Falklands, with 
their catches. They will remain in port 
until the middle of March, and will 
then return to the sealing grounds. The 
fur is not good during the February and 
March months. The Florence M. Smith, 
wnich went from this port, has been 
tied up at Halifax, as she could not be 
got away in time.

Capt. McLeod, the poet shipmaster, who 
was at one time mate of the Danube 
and master of the bark Rufus E. Woods 
on tills Coast, is having success in his 
gold-hunting expedition. As was re­
ported some time ago, he went from 
Halifax in the schooner Hattie L. in 
search of gold-bearing sounds on the 
Pategonian \coast in a small bay near 
Cape Horn. According to letters which 
have reached Halifax from the schooner, 
the gold hunters had found gold and 
were busy washing. They had taken 
salt and intended to go sealing if they 
had not found gold, but, says Captain 
Balcom, they will not go sealing now. 
They were said to be doing very well 
and were washing much gold from the 
beach.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 26.—The flood,

tise. Large firms, such as the dry 
goods stores in New York and Chicago, 
give premiums for ideas. Anything 
that is good will be liberally paid for. 
At the head of most of the advertising 
departments are experienced journalists 
drawing large salariés, men »wlio can 
present brightly and interestingly the 
attractions of the wares for sale. Pick 
up an American magazine, and read its 
pages of advertisements, 
will see art, inventiveness, candor, open­
dealing, the very things which strike 
right to the mind of the reader. Pick 
up an English magazine and look at 
the advertisements. Generally they will 
be heavy, stodgy» unattractive, the same 
month aftbr month. I don’t say the 
same style of advertising is suitable for 
both countries. The Englishman is a 
sceptic and advertisements are things 
he regards with a quizzical eye. The 
American is more receptive. He is 
easier moved, and the two things—good 
advertising and the convincibility of the 
American—argue good returns for the 
cost of advertising.

The adaptability of the American is 
a thing which all British business men 
will do well to study. I have traveled 
in many parts of the world, and. though 
British goods are to be seen in the most 
out of the way corners, it is neverthe­
less a fact that a considerable volume 
of trade has been lost simnly because 
the British manufacturer will not adapt 
himself to local circumstances. He is 
prone to say, “I make a good article, 
and I am not going to make a bad one
