CHRONIC BRONCHITIS.

Bronchitls is an inflammation of the mucous
membrane of the bronchial tubes, and is one of th'e
most common of the pulmonary affections.

MORE ARRESTS.

LoNpoN, May 12.—James McGrath has
been arrested at Shrewsbury, England, on
snspicion of being concerned in the assassi-
nation.

Ryan, who returned a year ago from
America, has been arrested at Dungarvan,
Ireland, on suspicion of complicity in the
assassinations.

Allen, a discharged soldier who arrived
at Mill Street from Dublin last evening,
has been arrested on suspicion,

Forrest Walker, supposed to be an Am-
erican, has been arrested at Belfast on sus-
picion of being concerned in the assassina-
tion. He has been remanded for a week,

Palmer, who has acted as a volunteer
detective in several important cases and
writes over the signature ‘‘War Hawk,”
says he has reason to know that the arrest
of the assassins will be facilitated if the
government gives a guarantee not to sar-
render the informer in the event of his
being claimed by the Russian or German
police.

THE REPRESSION BILL,

LoNpox, May 11.—In the house of com-
mons last night Sir Stafferd Northcote,
speaking on the bill for the repression of

crime in Ireland, said the opposition desired
to give the government all the assistance in
their power, but held them responsible for
the way they discharge their duty.
Mr. Forster said that force was no rem-
edy, but it was often necessary, and never
more necessary than now.
John Bright said the bill was not aimed
at political ogponeut.s, but against crime.
If he were an ' Irishman he should rather
welcome a measure enabling the people to
pursue their daily duties in confidence, that
protection should be afforded them by law.
Mr. Parnell said he wished to join in
the expression-as to the temperate spirit
shown by England during the Kt few
days. But that spirit was not displayed
ia the proposed bill, which he regarded as
the most stringent ever proposed, and
which would result in a hundred fold
greater failure than what had gone be-
fore. -
Mr. Dillon characterized Mr, Forster’s
speech as *‘bloodthirsty,”but withdrew thé
word on the speaker’s demand. He fierce-
ly denounced the bill. He said that the
assassination of Saturda; was  the
fire that tested Ireland. e warned the
government that it might be renewed. No
man could effectually denounce crime in
1reland until he was able to go among the
eople and say ‘‘ justice has been done to
Yrelmd.” The present bill would bring,
disaster and destroy all faith in ultimate
justice. To carry out the present policy
would be merely to play into the hands of
assassins, The only way to deal with Ire-
land was to accept the aid of himself and
his friends. As the government refuseii,
they could only stand aside and watch the
result of a conflict between two nations-—
one England with repression, the other Ire-
land with retaliation. .
Mr. Goschen repudiated the notion that
the kingdom was to look to members steep-
ed in treason for the protection of life and
property in Ireland.
This objectionable phrase being challen-
ged, Mr. Goschen substituted ‘‘ members
who signed the no rent manifesto.”

The represion bill passed its first reading
by 327 to 22. The minority was composed
entirely of home rulers.

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IRELAND IN NEW YORK.

AN IMMENSE MEETING AT COOPER
INSTITUTE.
————

The 0'Donovan Rossa Faction—The Assas-
sinations Defended and Denounced—
A Wild Meeting—Speeches of the Mayor,
Mrs. Parnell and Others.

NEw York, May 12.—Cooper Institute
was crowded to-night with those desiring to
participate in the expression of the senti-
ments of Irish Americans concerning the
Dublin assassinations. Anticipating trouble
from the O’Donovan Rossa faction 100
policemen were distributed throughout the
hall and land leaguers placed so threy could
assist the officers. Rossa sat in the centre
of the hall with several policemen near him,
Mrs. Parnell appeared on the platform and
received an ovation. The mayor presided
and in a long list of vice-presidents were
the names of prominent land leaguers, of
politicians, members of the judiciary and
leading Irish Americans. During

THE MAYOR’S OPENING ADDRESS
in which he said they had assembled to ex-
press publicly abhorremce of the crime and
condemn the men who conceived it—(Voice,
““ three cReers for their killing.”)
RESOLUTIONS WERE ADOPTED

declaring that “she assassination of the chief
secretary and under secretary of Ireland
was a crime calling for the strongest con-
demnation of all the friends of Ireland. We
unite with the people of Ireland in an in-
dignant repudiation of any complicity in
so black a deed, and proclaim the convic-
tion that such owtrages tend to injure the
projects of the Irish land league, retard the
adoption of the necessary amendments to
the land act, damage the cause of Irish
nationality. The Irish people should not
be held responsible for the acts of unkuown
criminals with whom they have no com-
munity of interest or sympathy, and that
the imposition npon Ireland of the law last
night offered by the government will be a
greater wrong than any to which Ireland
has yet been subjected. The employment
of brute force, whether by the dagger of
the assassin or by organized military power,
and by whomsoever used against the unarm-
ed and defenceless, ag instanced by the
murder of the secretaries and the slaughter-
ing innocent women and children at Bal-
lina and elsewhere is a crime against hu-
manity and the civilization of age. We
call on Gladstone if he desires conciliation
in Ireland to put a stop to, the outrages in-
flictéd by the police on the people as tend-
ing to produce and continue the irritation
and antagonism, §to. remove magistrates
whose conduct is unnecessarily offensive
to the people, and cause the immediate
cessation of the attempts:on the part of the
police to prevent the efforts christian
charity in providing temporary accommo-
dation for tenants evicted and left without
shelter or home. We pledge to the people
of Ireland and their trusted leaders our
united earnest persistent and active sup-
port in their just and legitimate efiorts to
their grievous wrongs and
secure their indefeasible rights. Gladstone’s
promise of conciliation is proved by the last
acts of his government to be vain and
empty, and his determination to adopt s
policy still more coercive than one he
claimed to have abandoned is politically
unwise and justifies resort to every legiti-
mate means for frustrating the purposes of
English tyranny and securing the- realiza-
tion of self government for Ireland.”

Dresden’s Famous China.

The history of Dresden china dates back
to the year 1810. Uatil recently the work
has been carried on in the old castle where
the charmed secret of ‘“how to make it”
was discovered. A number of commodious
buildings are now used for the work and
occupied by 700 workmen, we had almost
said artists, for they certainly deserve that
name. The china is composed of a mixture
of feldspar and ‘‘kaolien.” The process of
making is very similar to that used in
making any china. The principal charm
is the skill and care which is
used. When one sees the numberless pro-
cesses of molding, trimming, baking, deco-
rating and polishing fthrough which each
piece of china, and indeed each tiny flower
passes, we do not wonder at its great cost,
This china has been imitated very widely,
but one can always tell the genuine arti-le
by the royal mark, which is two swords
crossed,

There are two qualities of Dresden china;
the second can be distinguished from the
first by the addition of two little grooves
running at right angles with the swords,
The difference between these classes arises
simply from the fact that in baking the
second-class articles have not restrained
their form. The demand for china is greater
than can be supposed, and the majority of
these orders comes from Fngland and the
United States.

The Werk of Destruction on the Island—
Signs of Wreek all Round.

The island presented a sorry spectacle
yesterday after the storm. Colopel Grasett,
Jolonel Arthurs and about {wénty-five
other gentiemen owning property on the
island left the York street slip at 3.30
yesterday afternoon on the Ada Alice
(Captain Parkinson) to ascertain the amount
ot dasmage dome. After w stormy and

buffeting passage, the little vessel made the
Royal dian yacht club house where
about twenty of the party disembarked. The
Ada Alice then steamed to the eastern zsg.
The strip known as Ward's island is sub-
merged with the exception of the high bar
upon which the cluster of cottages stand,
and the marsh has entirely diuapgenred,
thus uniting the waters of Lake Ontario
,and A-hbridge’s bay. Ward’s ice house
was wshed away. An old building known
as the ‘boys’ home” was more or less dam-
aged )y the violence of the waves.
From a point four hundred feet
east of the yacht club house to the eastern
gap, t" are are no signs of the island visi-
ble, wi h the exception of a small patch at
the gap. The island in this section was
under ‘eight inches of water. Mr. J. A
Fraser'’s cottage is submerged. Mr. Me-
Murray’s house was completely swept
away. The centre of tge island re-
mains intact, but a few yachts are
thrown up in front of Mead’s. The
storm created sad havoc at thewest point.
Jack Hanlan's ice house was completely
demolished and its contents were carrie
away, His loss is about $300. On Thurs-
day night the waves washed right up into
Hanlan’s big hotel and debris of every
description was cast upon the beach. The
highest velosity of the wind on Thursday
night was 53 miles and the lowest was 42
miles. This was ascertained by a register
oa the top of the yacht clnb-house.
