The Opening Cercmonies.

The subject of universal comment to-
day is that the fates are propitious to
the new Premier, as not for 20 years has
there been a more brilliant inaugurition
of a session than that witnessed this
afternoon. The people of Ottawa dear-
ly love & show.. One would have sup-
posed that long ere this they would
bave tired of the pomp and ceremony
attendant upon the opening of Parlia-
ment. But, tempted by warm, spring
sunshine and beautiful surroundings,
thousands congregated on Parliament
Hill to see His Excellency arrive, and
Wwitness as much as possible of the out-
side ceremonial which usually accom-
panies a function of this kind.

For a wonder Lord Aberdeen was a
little late in arriving. But shortly ai-
ter 3 o'clock the Vice-Regal carriage
was seen entering by the eastern gates,
surrounded by dragoons and preceded by
outriders in their essentially  English
outfit. On arriving in front of the
Parliament Buildings His Excellency was
received by a guard of honor from the
Governor-General’s Foot Guards. The
band of the regiment was in attendance,
and the assembled multitude sent up
bearty cheers upon the arrival of the
Yice-Regal carriage.

The Aberdeens Do Things Differently.

Lord Aberdeen proceeded to the Sen-
ate Chamber amid the booming of cannon,

Black Rod having been duly announced,
the members repaired ito the Upper
House, where His Excellency was await-
ing them, and the following Speech from
the Throne was read:

Speech From the ‘l’lu-onef

Honorable Gentlemen of Senate ;
Gentlemen of the House of Commons: It
is with much satisfaction that I again
have recourse to your advice and assist-
ance in the administration of the affairs
of the Dominion.

By the sudden and lamented death of
the late Right Honorable Sir John
Thompson, Canada has sustained a griev-
ous loss. The deep.and heartfelt sym-
pathy expressed by Her Most Gracious
Majesty the Queen, and the manifesta-
tions of sorrow with which the distress-
ing intelligence was received throughout
the empire, as well as tokens of esteem
and respect everywhere paid to the
memory of the deceased statesman, have
been gratefully appreciated by the people
of Canada

The Franco-Canadian Treaty.

Satisfactory assurances have been re-
ceived from Her Majesty’s Government re-
specting the interpretation of certain
clauses in the treaty of commerce with
France. Ratifications will be exchang-
ed as soon as necessary legislation has
been passed. The recent action of the
Imperial Parliament, enabling the vapi-
ous Australasian Governments to enter
into preferential trade relations with-the
other self-governing colonies of the Em-
pire, affords gratifying proofs that the
suggestions of the colonial conference are
being favorably entetained by Her Ma-
jesty’s Government.

Blanitoba Scheols.

In conformity with a recent judgment
of the Lords of the Judicial Committee
of the Privy Council, to the effect that
the dissident minority of the people of
Manitoba have a costitutional right to
appeal to the Governor-General in Coun-
cil against certain acts passed by the
Legislature of the Province of Manitoba
in relation to the subject of education.
I have heard in ecouncil the appeal, and
my decision thereon has been communi-
eated to the Legislature of the said pro-
vince, The papers on the subject will
be laid before you,

The Depression in Trade
which has prevailed throughout the
world for the past few years has made
itself felt in Canada, but fortunately to
a less degree than in most other coun-
tries. Although this has not resulted in
any considerable decrease in the volume
of our foreigu trade, yet, owing to low
prcies and recent reductions in and re-
moval of taxation, it has been followed
by a serious decrease in revenue deriv-
ed from .customs and excise. In order to
produce equilibrium between revenue and
expenditure for the coming year, it will
be necessary to observe the greatest pos-
sible economy in the appropriations for
the various branches of the public ser-
vice. .

The Pominion’s Future.

During the period that has elapsed
since the last session of Parliameunt I
have had an opportuaity of visiting many
portions of the Dominion, including the
Maritime Provinces, Manitoba, the North-
west Territories and British Columbia.
Throughout these tours I have been im-
pressed and gratified by madnifestations
of an abounding loyalty and public spirit,
and notwithstanding the phase of trade
depression already referred to, I observed
everywhere unmistakeable signs of that
confident hopefulness in the future, based
on a thorough belief in the greatness
of the resources of Canada, which is one
of the characteristics of her people, and
which furnishes a good augury and
pledge of further development and pro-
gress

. Newfoundland Union.

The Government of Newfoundland, hav-
ing intimated its desire to renew ne-
gotiations looking to the admission of
that colony into the Dominion of Can-
ada, a sub-committee of my advisers
have wecently met in conference a
delegation from the island Government
and discussed with them the terms of
union. It will be a subject of general
congratulation if the negotiations now
pending result in the itcorporation of
Her Majesty’s oldest colonial possession
into the Canadian Confederatioun.

Measures relating to bankruptey and
insolvency and to joint stock companies
will be laid before you. You will also be
asked to comsider certain amendments
to the Insurance Act, to the, act respect-
ing Dominion notes, to the Dominion
Lands Act, to the Indian Act, to the
Northwest Territories Representation
Act, and also a bill respecting the land
subsidy of the Canadian Puacific Railway
Company. ;

Gentiemen-of the House of Commouns:
I have directed that the accounts of the
past year shall be laid before you. The
estimates for the ensuing year will also
be piesented. They have been fram-
ed with every regard to economy, com-
patible with the efficiency of the public
service,

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Commons: I
now leave you to the discharge of the
important duties devolving upon you,
with an earnest prayer that, being guid-
ed by the spirit of wisdom and patriot-
ism, your deliberations may, under the
Divine blessing, conduce to the unity and
well-being of Canada.

Black Rod on His Mettie.

It was noteworthy that during the
reading of the speech His Excellency sat
uncovered. ' Previous Governor-Generals
have always kept their hats on, but as
previously remarked the Aberdeens do
things differently. While His Excel-
lency was reading the speech in French,
the people were evidently not supposed
to listen, and there was .quite a buez of
conversation all through the chamber.
Lord Aberdeen was visibly annoyed and
stopped the reading of the speech Black
Rod walked the whole length of the
chamber, and forgetting his official bows
called out in pretty sharp tomes, two or
three times, “Silence in the galleries.”
As a result one could hgve heard a ' pin

drop for the next two or three minutes.

It waa rather cruel on the part of Black
Rod to bring the galleries to time so
sharply. There wcre dignitaries on the
floor equally at fault.

After the conclusion of the opening
proceedings Lord Aberdeen held a recep-

Senate Adjourns Until Monday.

The formal business transacted by the
Senate was brief. Mr. Arsenault, the
new Senator from Prince Edward Island,
was introduced by Sir Mackenzie Bowell
and Hon, Donald Ferguson. Mr. Ar-
senault took the oath of office at the
table.

It was decided to take the address
into coumsideration on Monday, and then,
on motion of Sir Mackenzie Bowell, sec-
onded by Mr. Scott, the Senate adjourned
until Monday, out of respect to Sir
John Thompson. The Premier, in mak-
ing the motion, said he was sure that
it would commend itself to the judgment
of the Upper House, although Sir John
Thompson was not a member of that
body. Mr. Scott concurred. The mo-
tion was adopted and the Senate ad-
journed.

Debate on the Address In the Honse To-Day.

Our exports to Great Britain were
valued at ($68,688,866 and again the
figures of comparison with the United
States are instructive. They show that

To Reduce the Governor-Gereral’s Salary.

Mr. Mulock will re-introduce his bill
to cut down the salary of the Governor-
General from £10,000 sterling ‘to half
that figure, which sum shall include-all
moneys for traveling expenses, wages of
servants, allowance for light, heat, ete,,
at Ridean Hall, other than all proper
charges for maintenance of buildings
and furnishings in proper state of re-
pair. .“Mr. Mulock prefaces his bill by
a statement that from the establish-
ment of the office this country has
spent $2,851,917, or an average an-
nual expenditure, until June 80, 1892,
of $114,076, being an average annual
expenditure of $65,410 in excess of the
annual salary. He thinks this is an un-
reasonable sum to be paid in respect of
the office, and public interest demands
a feduction, but the proposed reduction
is not to apply until the iuco@g Goy-
ernor-General is appointed.

Anti- lway Pass Bill.

Mr. Mulock proposes to strike at the
railway passes aisp, and will introduce &
bill to provide that'wno member of. the
Senate or House of Commons shall be
carried by any railway, to and from Ot-
tawa in connecticn with his attendance
at a session of Parliament, either free
or at any rate less than that allowed to
the general public. A form of declara-
tion is added to the bill for each mem-
ber to make when claiming his mileage
allowance.

Masonic Disabilities.
Mr.White(Cardwell) proposes to re-intror
duce his bill to relieve the Masonic Grand
Lodge of Quebec from supposed disabili-
ties attaching to it under the act re-
specting seditions and unlawful associa-
tions and oaths. Under this act passed
by the Legislature of Lower Canada the
Grand Lodge of Canada is exempt, but
as the Grand Lodge of Quebec has been
formed since it is held to be essential to
extend the exemption to this grand
body.

Coming Legislation

Contrary to expectation, the insolven-
cy law as passed by the Senate last
session will be introduced into the Com-
mons. It will aiford the Commoners ma-
terial for much discussion.

Mr. Daly will have several bills in his
charge. The measure relating to Do-
minion lands will both amend and con-
solidate the present act. The bill re-
specting the land subsidy for the C.P.R.
extends the area from which they may
select the land subsidy due to them. The
present area extends as far east as Me-
dicine Hat. The amended bill will allow
a further extension east.

Notes Around the House.

Mr. Edgar, a staunch advocate of the
Canadian copyright law, will question
the Government on the subject next week.

Col. O’Brien is the only member of the
Third Party who has arrived.

Mr. McMillan proposes to attack the
principle of superannuation, and will
introduce a bill with that object in view.

Mr. Wilson (Lennox) will again intro-
duce his bill to amend the weights and
measures act.

Mr. Edgar will ask the entire cost of
the recent revision of the Voters’ Lists.

Mr. Charlton has given notice of three
bills: One to strengthen his Sabbath Ob-
servance Act, a second to repeal the
Electoral Franchise Act and substitute
the provincial lists therefor, and a third
to make more effective provision for the
punishment of seduction and abduction.

Col, Tisdale of Norfolk is freely men-
tioned as the next accession to the Gov-
ernment from Ontario. He is one of the
most sagacious men from that province.

Lemoine has not mwany claims upon the
Canadian public as a literary man. He
is a pretty good digger and del-
ver and hae been before the reading
public in Quebec for many years ds a
prolific newspaper writer. Possibly he is

the weakest man who has been president

of the Royal Society. H~ desires to 's.ig-
nalize his term of office by the election
of two politicians to membership, Hon.
Mr. Laurier and Lieutenant-Governor
Chapleau. Both these gentlemen are or-
paments in the public life of Canada, but
they are not regarded ms representative
literary men, although both can deliver
speeches which are ms in prose. Un-
der the constitution of the society neither
hag a claim to membership, and to elect
either as members will be unconstitution-
al and an innovation calculated greatly
to weaken the society’s influence. Mr.
Lemoine has given notice of motion for
the election of the two gentlemen named
as members, but it will be strongly op-
posed by those members who desire to
keep the constitution unimpaired.

A School For Parkdale.

In reference to the temporary premises
used for school purposes at South Drive
and Sherbourne-street, Trustee C. A. B.
Brown said that if the board received
the money required from the City Coun-
cil, a school for Rosedale would be erect-
ed ready for use by September next.

The Finance Committee recommended
that the owner of the house on the corner
of South Drive and Sherbourne-street,
baving refused to lease same on the expi-
ration of ‘the -present term, May
16 next, on the «basis of month-
ly tenancy, the Property Committee be re-
quested to secure 6ther accommodation
in lieu thereof, unless the owner of said
premises reconsider his determination.

After discussion the motion passed,
which, really gives the owner of the pre-
mises an opportunity, of reconsidering his
former decision.

Whko Shall Recommend Teachers ?

The Management Committee reported
against Trustee Starr’s motion, that all
appointments to the Public school staff
be made on the recommendation of the
inspectors in writing.

Trustee Baird said that, as the inspec-
tor was responsible for the efficiency. of
the schools, he should be held responsi-
ble for having efficient teachers. He
could not do this unless he had the power
to recommend them. More than this, said
Mr. Baird, “I would give the inspector
power to dismiss inefficient teachers.”

Trustee Roden said that virtually in-
spectors had all the powers asked for
them.

Trustee Starr: We waste our time
month after month talking about the
claims of teachers. For the past three
or four months we have not been able
to do a single thing except squabble over
the appointment of teachers. It is trustee
seeking to run ahead of trustee to see
which teacher shall be appointed. This
is done in the Teachers’ Committee. We
do the same thing in the Committee  .of
Management. This is how we spend our
time, till we have none left for the great
educational system of the city over which |
we preside. Time and time again we
override inspectors’ reports. This is not
done in the best interests of the schools,
but in the interests of those who repre-
sent the respective wards.

Trustee H. A. E. Kent replied to Mr.
Starr, maintaining that the committees
dealt fairly with the appointment of
teachers in spite of ward interest, and,
he was sorry to have to add, it had been
printed in spite of lodge interest. (Laugh-
ter.) The proposal of Trustee Starr
should not be entertained for ome mo-
ment, as it was a reflection on the work
of the committees.

Dr. Noble was against Mr. Starr’s mo-
tion, on the ground that it was putting
the appointment of 500 teachers in the
hands of one man. That was too large a
piece of patronage. Trustees would be go-
ing down on their knees to the inspectors,
and if they could use lodge interest they
would get their favorites appointed.

Trustee Roden disapproved Mr. Starr’s
motion. He thought the committees
knew best the teachers fitted for the re-
spective schools. In the West End were
little imps who would make an archangel
blush if he were to attethpt to teach
them. (Laughter.)

The board supported the
against Mr. Starr’s motion.

WHY THESE DELAYS ?

It is difficult to understand why a
certain few aldermen have refused. to
adopt Engineer Keating’s recommenda-
tion for the installation of fuel-saving
appliance at the waterworks pumping
station. The only excuse given so far
is that these appliances have not proved
guccessful in certain places where they
bave been tried. This statement as to
the failure of the appliances comes, we
believe, from Ald. MeMurrich, who at &
recent meeting of the committee pro-
duced a couple of anonymous letters to
that effect. On the other hand, En-
gineer Keating states most emphati-
cally that the appliances, if adopted,
will save the city 30 per cent. on its
outlay for coal at the waterworks sta-
tion. Strange to say, the aldermen
decided to act upon the so-called anony-
mous letters as against the positive in-
formation and recommendation of their
own engineer. Yesterday the Hawley
Down-Draught Furnace €o. made a
written proposition to the city, in which
they agreed to imstall the necessary
plant and to pay the city $5000 a year,
provided the city in turn would give
the company the saving which it would
effect in the present cogal bill. We would
like to know what Ald. McMurrich - has
to say to this proposition.. As a mat-
ter of fact, we believe the aldermen are
well aware of the economy of the pro-
posed furnaces, but some of them have

a sinister purpose to serve in delaying

their adoption. It is an open secret
that several of the aldermen are opposed
to permitting a vote to be taken on
the civic lighting plant. All sorts of

schemes are being put up to delay the.

taking of -the vote. At one time it
is said the lists are -mot ready;
at another time it is claimed that the
bylaw cannot be advertised until it is
definitely kmown,what of interest
the debentures will be floated at. These
are mere subterfuges. = And now an
effort is being made to prevent the
fuel-saving appliances being purchased,
because it is thought the great saving
they will effect in the consumption of
coal will be a strong argument in favor
of the city operating” its own electric
light plant. In none of the estimates
for coal that have already been made
for operating the plant has there been
taken into consideration the saving that
could be effected by using the fuel-sav-
ing appliances. When this saving is
reckoned a reduction of from $5000 to
$10,000 a year ean be made on the esti-
mates that have been submitted. This
means a saving of five or more cents
on each lamp per annum. We have no
doubt that it is in view of its bearing
on the electric. light plant that the
aldermen in question have donme their
best to prevent the engineer’s recom-
mendation being adopted. At any rate
the interests of the city arg being de-
liberately sacrificed by our representa-
tives.

RAILWAY LEGISLATION ‘XND PASSES,
An item from Ottawa the other-day

was to the effect that 42 bills respect-

ing railways and canals would be intro-
dficed during the present session of Par-
liament. The great majority of these
bills, of course, refer to railways. The
gentlemen who will deliberate on
them come from all. parts of Can-
ada, to Pttawa, and most of them make
use of the free passes which have been
furnished them by the railways. These
railways_are interested in the legisla-
tion that is sought. The mniembers
from the distant constituencies, such as
those in Manitoba and British Columbia,
will save considerable sums by utilizing
the railway passes. The members who
live nearer Ottawa will, in the course
of the year, if they are accustomed to
travel to any extent, also benefit .con-
siderably by the favors the railways
have placed at their disposal. It is
simply absurd to say that the granting
of these passes by the. railways will
have no effect upon railway legislation.

The railway lobbyist is able to exert no

little influence on members who have
received what to many of them is a walu-
able consideration. Several of the
States of the Union have made it a crime
for a member of the Legislature to re-
ceive a railway pass. It is time that
a similar law was passed in Canada,

AN INVESTIGATION DESIRABLE.

In his remarks to the gentlemen who
waited upon him yesterday in regard to
Upper Canada College, Sir Oliver Mowat

stated that no charge against Principal
Dickson had

YARSITY COMMISSION TIRRD OF
. CONJECTURE.

The Students Receive sm Intimation
“Which There is No Possibility of Their
-Misunderstanding—Professors Ramsay
Wright and Gulbraith Give Thelir Testi-
miony - Registrar Brebner To Be Heard
To-Day.

AX the sitting 'of the University Com-
mission yesterday morning Chief Justice
Taylor intimated that when the charges
detailed below are taken up facts, not
opinions, must be stated. The charges in
the historical statement he pronounced
88 not specific enough. The new charges
against members of the faculty are:

Prof. Mavor:

1. That he has not sufficient knowledge
of the subject which he is expected to
teach.

2. That if he is possessed of sufficient
knowledge he lacks the capacity to ex-
press what he does know and to impart
information upon these subjects.

8. That his manner and person are re-
pellant.

4. He does not inspire respect or con-
fidence in those whom he teaches.

5. He is in the habit of nagging and
worrying students without any or suffi-
cient reason therefor. -

Prof. Vandersmissen :

He is indolent, neglects his classes,
fails to attend during the full hours of
lectures, and, while he may know his
work, he fails through indolence and care-
lessnéss to teach properly.

Prof. Loudon :

1. He has entirely failed to win and
keep the respect or confidence of the
u.ndgrgra.dmtes during his incumbency of
the office. of president.

2. He has not been frank and candid
or conciliatory in his dealings with the
students.

8. He is destitute of the personal dig-
nity which ought to characterize the
president of a great university.

The witnesses against Prof. Vander-
smissen will be chiefly ladies.

' The council’s side of the case on the

Prof. Ramsay Wright.

Another member of the medical faculty
was put on the stand at 10 o'clock. Prof.
Ramsay Wright bore out for the most
part the testimony of his colleague,

rof. Pike. Although Mr. Riddell raised

considerable objection, some evidence re-
lative o the practice of hazing as it
existed some years ago was introduced.
Mr. Blake stated that he proposed to
show that the suppression of the praec-
tice of hazing was responsible for the
friction that had grown into the present
difficulty.

He had sat on the College Council with
FPresident Loudon since 1874 and had
always found him worthy of belief, and
the statement that bhe was not was
absurd, Furthermore, he had never
formed “the opinion that Presideant Lou-
don was otherwise than anxious to
smooth over all difficulties.

No Professed Skepties on the Counelig

Under cross-examination by Mr. Rid-
dell, witness admitted that the hazing
took place before any of the present
body 'of undergraduates were at the Uni-
versity, aud that it could have but little
bearing on the present difficulties. Var-
sity, so far as he had observed, “had
never coutained an article in advocacy
of haging, He had never himself observed
a hustle, There were no regulations in
the council as to the decorum
of students. The President directed the
policy of the council on the matter of
discipline. He objected to Mr. Mont-
gomery’s statement that there were
“professed skeptics” on ithe council.
The combination of the two ‘words con-
stituted the offence. 5

“As a matter of fact some members
of the staff are ekeptics ?” queried Mr.
Riddell.

“I have no knowledge of it,” said Prof.
Wright, who further swore that he was
30 skeptic, but on the contrary ortho-

ox.

“I might furthermore add,” continued
the witness, “that I should consider it
extremely unfortunate if there was
anyone on the stafl who expressed views
to his classes that might be offensive to
those who &at uuder him.”

“I thoroughly agree with you,” said
Mr. Riddell.

Tucker's Previous Writings Did Not In-

fluence Him.

Prof. Wright further swore that Tuck-
er's previous writings had not influenced
him personally, when his case came be-
fore the coumcil. It was the failure to
apologize for the article of Jan. 16 that
led to Tucker's suspension. He could not
say why the editorial board, which dic-
tated Tucker’s action, was not summoned
to explain. He believed that the coun-
¢il should deal with the editor-in-chief
only.

He objected to the
reference to a “labyrinth of rules,” and
to the claim that the undergraduates had
a right to exercise their own judgment
on who should address them as disre-
spectiul.

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UPPIR CANADA COLLEGE,

§ir Oliver Mowat Does Not Give the De~
putation Much Encouragement, Al-
though Me Promises That the Guverm-
ment Will Consider the Application—-A
Strong Case Made Out For the Principal.

A large and influential deputation wait-
ed upon the Ontario Government yester-
day to protest against the action of the
Upper Canada College trusteesin gerying
Principal Dickson and the other masters
of the college with notices to quit atithe
end of three months. Among those pre-
sent were: Prof. Campbell, A. L. Gibson,
Dr. Thompson, ex-Ald. Defoe, Principal
McMurchy, Rev, Dr. G. M. Milligan, Rey.
Mr. McDonald, St. Thomas; Rev. W.
Wallace, Dr. Stewart, Dr. J. J. Maclaren,
Chancellor Burwash, Dr. Caven, Prof.
Alexander, Dr. Mullen, A. T. Wood, Ham-
ilton; William. MeCabe, Hon. J. B. Robin-
son, !

A Plea For Mr Dickson.

Dr. Maclaren was the first speaker.
At the outset he pointed out that Mr.
Dickson accepted the position of prin-
cipal at the invitation of the Government.
He was not an applieant, and he leit the
Hamilton Collegiate Institute, with
which he bad been connected for 18 years;
to take up the appointment. Mr. Dick:
son’s record in Upper Canada College sintey
1885, showed, ha contended, to great
advantage when compared with any:
previous period in the history of the
school. In every point—attendance, fees,
university honors and revenue, compared
with expenditure—it was largely in Mr.
Dickson’s favor.

“Some of his less successful predeces-
sors,” went on Dr. Maclaren, “retired
with a pension for life. The others re-
ceived handsome bonuses. He has receiv-
ed an ignominious notice of dismissal in
precisely the same words ag the janitor
and the stoker of the coUepe. Nothing
but gross misconduct or /ipcompetence
could justify such treatmenf. Mr. Dick-
son’s friends demand an investigation of
a disinterested tribunal, and he is sure-
ly ,entitled to at least this means of vin-
dicating himself.” .

William McCabe said he had always
regarded Mr. Dickson as one of the most]
successful teachers in Canada, and he
thought that the figures showed that he
had been pre-eminently successiul at Up-
per Canada College. The decrease in the
pumber of students was attributable, he
argued, to the financial depression and
to the establishment of first-class edu-
cational institutions such as the Colle-
giate institutes.

Rev. Mr. McDonald, St. Thomas, spoke
for Mr. Dickson “in the name of those
who bhad sat under him.”’

Hon. J. Beverley Robinson, ex-chairman
of -the Bowrd of Trustees, followed. As
a trustee, he said, he had always found
Mr. Dickson a most capable teacher. In-
sinuations had been thrown out against
him, but, said he, “I have heard poli-
tical insinuations against yourself, Sir
Oliver.” (Laughter.) He felt that anoth-
er course entirely ought to have been
pursued. In the case of the University
troubles the masters had not received no-
tice to retire, but a commission had been
appointed to make enquiries. Why had
not the same course been adopted in re-

"\ gard to Upper Canada College? If Mr.

Dickson was to be discharged, then he
thought those who-had the interests of
the college at heart should know who
was to be appointed in his place.

Dr. Caven, Chancellor Burwash nad Dr.
Mullen also spoke. The first-named said
he had not hedrd anything against Mr.
Dickson’s personal character or teaching
qualifications, else he would not have ap-
peared in his behalf.

The Whyness of the Change.

Sir Oliver, in reply, pointed out that
there was no doubt the eollege had not
been as prosperous of late years
as formerly, and he reminded
the - deputation that not long
ago it required all the efiorts of a
strong Government to keep up the col-
lege, so strong was the public feeling
against it. That feeling had not yet
entirely disappeared, and it had to be
considered. A commission would be
of no practical service, for they were
already in full possession of all the in-
formation they required.

With regard to the principal there was
not, he maintained, any charge or any
suggestion of charge against Mr. Dick-
son. The trustees proposed 'to change
the principal, not because of any fault
of Mr. Dickson, but because they believed
that by so doing they would be able. to
draw a larger number of students to
the collegc. The facts were in Mr.Dick-
son’s favor and deserved. very careful
consideration, when thé matter would
receive at the hands of the Government;
but he did not care to say whether, see-
ing that the Government had handed
over the management of the college to

the Government to interfere in any ar-
rangements made by the trustees. How-
ever, they would consider the question.

The noble animals were
perfectly at home in the tan bark ring,
and pranced, galloped and jumped to the
throng's delight.

L. Fel-
lowes, C.E,, Edmund Bristol, Henry
Wagde, Stewart Houston, secretaries.

In all seventeen classes were judged,
the majority of them being very well
filled. Only one class was declared off,
Hackney stallions, foaled subsequent
and on Jan. 1, ’93, neither of the two
entries appearing.

The show. of horses, all things con-
sidered, was good, some of the classes,
as regards quality, being equal to the
Great Industrial Fair. Horses, how-
ever, are at a disadvantage at this
time of year, cannot be
expected to “look as they do
im the fall, but notwithstanding
the display on the opening day was fully
up to expectations, The judging in some
instances did not meet with favor, but
on the whole the gentlemen acting in
that eapacity were most just in their
awards ,and showed no partialityq The
judging commenced yesterday morning,
with the junior members of the heavy
classes, which the judges had little trou-
ble in deciding, as the entries were small.

In the afternoon the entries in the
various classes were more numerous and
of & more attractive nature for the spec-
tators, while the competition was keen.
The horses in harness over 15.2 were
the first in the ring, and a fairly good
lot. Mr. John D. Hay’s chestnut gelding,
Brilliant, driven by his owner, secured
first prize, while Messrs. Silver & Smith's
bay gelding, Artist, was awarded second
D. ’ﬁ Lowe’s chestnut gelding, London,
third.

The saddle horses which always prove
the greatest attraction to the general
public, were to say the least a bad lot,
and not what one would expect in Can-
ada.

TRADRE IN CANADA.

ez
A Quiet Week in Montreal and Improve-
ment in Toronto.

The Daily Bulletin (R.G. Dun & Co.)
says: In Montreal the week has been

rather a quiet one as regards general
business. The raw, rainy weather
which marked last week, and the begin-
ning of this, was most unfavorable to
dry goods retailers, who had looked for
a good Easter trade, and with whole-
salers in this line . sorting business is.
just moderate. In general wholesale
trade there is no particular briskness.
The late heavy rains, while doing good
in some respects, by taking the frost
out of the ground, have occasioned dam-
aging freshets in some quarters, and
made country roads almost impassable
in ‘& good many sections. General col-
lections are reported very poor, even be-
hind last month.

The improvement previously noted in
wholesale cireles at Toronto continues.
There has peen a further advance during
the week in cotton, petroleum, hog pro-
ducts and beef: The high prices for
hides have resulted in a better tone to
the leather trade, and, in sympathy, a
small advance is reported in boots and
ghoes. The sentiment prevailing seems
to favor an improvement in general
trade in the future, but aside from the
advance in commodities heretofore noted
there is as yet little evidence of a prac-
tical character that is very encourag-
ing. The earning power of mouey shows
little increase, and the demands for
funds for new enterprises are limited.
Transportation companies make no bet-
ter returns, and the movement of gener-
al merchandise probably falls short of
that of the past few years at this par-
ticular -season. However, the higher
prices that now prevail will help stimu-
late production, avhich must lead to a
better demand for money.

Mr. Justice Street found the plaintiff
had failed to instruct some of the junior
classes, and had neglected to keep a
book to show the attendances at the
classes also that he had been disrespect-
ful to Capt. Harston, and that the dis-
missal was fully fustified.

Bristol was counsel for plaintiff and Mr.
H. J. Scott, Q.C., for the club.
