EASTER

(By Rev. J. H. Hosford, M.A., Rector, Watford)

“If Christ be not risen!” What an amazing thing to even suppose! .

“Then is our preaching vain and your faith is also vain.” What! &
shocking outcome for Holy Week! : j

So very soon after the Crucifixion of our Lond there were ithose who
threw doulbits on Hfs Resurrection, even though it is on this great Doctring
the Church is both built and exists to this day. If Christ be not risen the
entiire structure of Christianity would decay and fall in ruins to the ground,
“What we believe” as somebody said “is not_that faith created the Resur-
rection, but that the Resurrection produced faith.” ‘“The third day He rose
again from the dead’—that is what we actually profess to believe. . It was
not merely a doctrine that the idisciples taught, it was “Jesus and theg
Resurrection’ that they preached—a faet, not a theory.

We look for a moment at the evidenice of Holy Scripture. ' The four
Gospels recond it as something that happened. They speak of those whio
came in contact with Jesus after He was risen from the dead. The Epistles
many of which were written before the Gospels and in particular the
Paufime BEpistles to the Romank, Corinthians, Galatians and Thessalonfians,
make it very clear that within a quarter of a cemtury of that first Easter
Day the doctrine of Christ’s Resurrection was the accepted flaith of the
Universal Church. In St. Paul’s Epistles to the Corinthians which contain
the well known Resurrection Chapter, he was wriiting for the most part to
sharp and questioning Greeks who could mnot be put off with any tale,
flemisy or flalse, He has his proofs ready, he gives chapter and verse so
to speak. {@n fact the Greeks would not be satisfied with less. i

Other evidences to be found everywhere around us we can follow ‘and
investigate for ourselves, ;

Now this faet is our philosophy. It is the philosophy of our religion.
As Christ arose so will His people rise with Him. That is our faith. Will
any be so foolish as to ask “With what body do they come?” There are al-
ways foolish people who ask the question and the answer is so plain: with
what body shall we come? God giveth it a boldy as it hath pleased Him and
to every seed His own body. 'The resurrection of our bodies belongs to the
almightiness of God.

And if it is our philosophy it is our inspiration. It is the inspiration
of immortality. - The greatest gift to mortal dying men is immontality—im-
mortality in Chaflst. We have seen =0 many graves dug lately, and we
have buried away those whom we loved in the deep dark holes, We put
them in and leave them. As we go on in life this shadow of bereavement
and separation would cloud our life and make us miserable did we not see
it all in the Nght of the risen Christ. ,Look at it, all who have the pang of
death at heart—Ilook at it all in the light of the risen Christ, and admit
Easter Day is our inspiration,

Easter Day too is our poetry. 'The beautiful Spring! Every flower
that opens, every leaf, all the movement of nature seems to us to say,
“He is risen again.” It is in the air, it is in the breeze, it is in the flower—e
tm our heart and soul, also, we hope—new with Christ forever and ever.

We remember the darkness of utter despair that gathered around the
Cross of a dead Christ, and we remember the Easter dawn that followed ft.
To the man who believes in: the Resurrection of Christ, despair can never
be a permanent condition. For we are like weavers working with only the
underside of the web visible. But long pessimism—hopelessness regarding
the final issues is not permissible. It is impossible to believe in the Resur-
rection, and to believe at the same time that the spidit of this world will i
the long run conquer the gpirit of Christ. We know as we gtand before Hig
empty tomb that Right vs. Mighit, that to be on the side of good is to be on
the winning side, and that evil can in the long run secure nothing but its
own destruction. Nothing can ever happen worse than what happened om
Good Friday, ‘The Resurrection of Jesus is the living proof that somehow
and some day Good shall triumph over Evil. It proclaims the #ay that is
to be, when the whole world shall be filled with the knowledge of God as
the waters cover the sea. ;

Nor can we wonder that the unbelieving Empenor Julian who spent the
whole of his life in tryling to wreck the Chrigtian faitth—when he came to
die and found the cross everywhere—should have exclaimed as it is re-
ported “O Galilean, Thou hast conquered.” ‘The primiitive Christians used
to salute each other on Easter Sunday morning as they do in Russia yet,
with these words “The Lord is risen.” Happy indeed are those who know
the sacred meaning of that sentenice, for it comes to mean to all believing
thearts the voice of Jesus, saying o each of them

“Because | live ye shall live also.”

Alleluia ! Alleluia ! = Alleluia !
The strife is o’er, the battle done;
Now is the Victor’s triumph won;
O let the song of praise be sung.

habits of this insect enemy of/ wal-
nuts and hickories, and mecommends
certain control methods. Farmers,
nut growers and others who may be
interested may obitain a copy of this
leaflet by writing direct to the Pub-
lications Branch, Department of Ag-
riculture, Ottawa. This insect has
been specially destructive in western
Ontario during recent years.

Last Saturday fresh eggs descend-
ed in price down to the lowest level
they have struck in a long time.
Nineteen «cents was the universal
quotation that day. This was due
llargely to the heavy shipments of
southern eggs coming into Canada
duty free. The country is: getting
more eggs than it can ondinarily con-
sume, so down goes the price to in-
duce people to buy. But while eggs
were being bought from the farmer
in Watford for 19c a dozen the con-
sumer in Toronto was paying mearly
twice that amount for the eggs he
bought for his Sunday morning
breakflast. Friday evening’s Toronto
Telegram carried a large advertise-
mient for one of the chalin store com-
panies in the city in which fresh eggs
were quoted at 30 cents. The adver-
tisement did not state whether these
eggs were extras, firsts or seconds,
and it is quite safe to assume that
they were seconds. Extras and first
cost more money and at ome of the
high «class houses in the centre of the
city Saturday afternioon a lady ask-
ed for a dozen of the finest fresh
eggs they had. She nio doubt got firsts
as the eggs, to use her own expres-
sion, were “great, big, clean ones.”
But she paid 42 cents for the dozen.
There is a disparity between 19 cents
and 42 cents into which it is worth
wihile inquiring. Of course, the 19
cents paid here was for ungraded
eggs. But why canmiot the egg pro-
ducer in the country have at least
35 cents of that 42 cents? It is not
an impossible thing to accomplish.

Reminiscenses of the Old Days by
Mr.tJames Craig, of Watford.

b - lave}'to hear the Old Pioneer tell
of the days of yore,

And there to build his cabin home
some sixty years ago.”

Some weeks ago the Guide-Advo-
cate dug up some records of Forty
Yeéars Ago. They were not buried as
flonig as King Tut's treasure, but for-
ty years is long time for Watford.
There seemed to be an abundant
supply of Auctioneers wand Black-
smiths. 1 presume those biacksmiths

of forty years ago were the succ-
essors of the Old Pioneers of Sixty
Years Ago, who came with the early
settlers, located homes, built their
shops at the roadside, pounded iron
and shod horses, while their boys
cleared the farm and bumed char-
coal. These were men whio had learn-
ed to make things. They spent three
long years at their apprenticeship(
and more lif their trade was learned
in the Old Country.) They were ex-
perts at making and tempering kniv-
es and other edged tools and they
were always to be found at their
forge when a customer came in.

The first of these old-timers whom
I remember as a boy was Joseph
Goodhand, His farm and shop was
mear 27 sideroad om the 4th line
south. He must have been there as
early as the year 55. He conducted
a shop for several years until he was
disabled by an accident. The business
was then taken wowver and continued
by a man named ‘Bantlett. He it was
whom I remember seeing making
horseshoe mails from the back of an
old grass scythe.

To the west he had Richard Morris
on Lot 12. He was a typical English-
man. He had several boys, some of
them learned the trade, but none of
them remain in the mneighborhood
now.

The fight preceding this ultimate
happening, however, was full of ex-
citements, not the least of whilkh
came about when the government,
sponsoring an amendment by W. F.
Carroll (Liberal, 'Cape Breton), was
defeated, on a vote of 82 to 81. The
division stood on the first, count, &
tie (82.82) but conservative protests
that Honourable R. E. Finn (Liberal
Halifax), had entered the Chamber
after the question had been called,
were upheld. The government ' lost
Mr. Finn’s vote, lost the division and
onstained its first reverse. This, how-
ever, it quickly repaired by a brilli-
ant piece of strategy.

Mr. tMelg‘hen favoring a “National
Policy” in coal or anything else—but
a little afraid of placing -duties on
anthracite coal needed "in Ontario,
was in a desperate strait. He could
not suppont either of the amend-
ments, nor the motion as it stood.
He awsdited defeat of both amend-
ments and, just when the speaker
was ready to call the main motion,
nodded to one of his followers to
mowve it—Iless the duty and preferen-
tial rates -clauses. A -Liberal (Frank
Cahill) “beat him to it”. He caught
the eye of the chair, moved exact-
ly the amendment Mr. Meighen plan-
ned to move, adopted for the gov-
ernment ‘a Conserative resolution
(now shorn: of its objectionable fea-
tures), and gafily carried with ‘him
the tide of battle under colors tem-
porarily ‘borrowed” from a less-
clever enemy.

[ing the past week was, of course, the
presentation of the Budget. It was
this year a Budget that was more
canvassed in advance and more eag-
erly awaited than any since those of

pre-war days. g Yk g

The' stage was set fior Honorable
James' Robb, acting Minister of Fin-
anice, with unusual regard for ‘polit-.
deal dmmatioes. The miller from. Val-
leyfield, whose: real portfolio until
recently was that of Trade and Com-
merce, was deputizing for the first
time for thdt grénd old man of Lib-
eralism, Right Honorable W.S. Field-
ing; the galleries of parliament were:
filled with the semi-official lobbyists
of scores of manuflacturing interests,
very muich iconicermed as to the out-
come; the country mt large was in a
state of disquiet-—senisible that some-
thingwals to happen, but confused by
inzpivred propaganda to the effect
that t&ere would be itariff changes of
a dangerous character; while on the
other hand had been the prophesy
made at Windsor, two weeks ago, by
the Consemvative Leader, that the
Liberals would mot dare to tinker
ywith the fiseal scheme of Canada. All
these factors contributed to a stage-
setting unique in recent years, the
effect of which could not have been
lest upon an experienced Minister of
Finance, let alone one who was pre-
senting his very first Budget.

Mr. Robb’s Well-Told Story.

Mr. Robb acquitted himself aplen-
didly. To the extreme satisfaction of
the Press Gallery, he overcame the
handicap of a poor gpeaking-voize
and for forty minutes read from his
mianuscript in tones that carried to
every corner of the Chamber. Rapid-
ly and logically he built wp his clear,
conleise ‘sbatement,—a reduction since
last year, in Canada’s net débt of
$30,000,000; a proposed reduction in
taxation, during the ensuing year of
$24,000,000;  general reduction of
the sales tax from six to five per
cent; a fifty per cent reduction: of
the sales tax on boots, shoes, rubber
footwear, biscuits, canned vegetables
and canned fruits; complete remioval
of the sales tax on mining, farming
and lumbering machinery, binder
twine, milk foods, provisions and
breadisbuffs; a lowering of the cus-
toms  taniff, (both preferential and
genemal, and by “cuts” ranging from
thirty to fifty per cent, on agricul-
tural and dairying implements and
on mining and lumbering machinery;
and the placing of fentilizers on the
free list.

These were the high lights in the
most business-like Budget parliament
has heard in many years; a Budget
that «drew prolomged and thunderous
applause from goverrment and Pro-
gressive benches.

Popular Effect of the Budget

Amnd, in that respect, parliament on
Budget day was a cross-section of
Canada. In the House, three-quarters
of the membership wais satisfied, one
quarter was dissatisfied. In the
country, the propounderating mass
of citizenhood owing allegiance to
either Liberal and Priogressive prin-
ciples is pleased; a smaller element
—+that believing in high protection—
is displeased. The nation-wide re-
action to the Budget utterance has
been on the whole favorable to @ de-
gree. Farmers, fishermen, lumber-
men and miners see in it a welcome
relief from high prices for thelir ma-
chinery of production. Merchants,
tradesmen and salesmen welcome it
as'a release warrant from restricting
trade entanglements. Consumers of
the necessities of life and taxpayers
generally must \be impressed with a
cut of $24,000,000 in the cost of the
necessities of life. Buyers and sellers
of everything that is or ecan be
bought and colld are glad to be rid
of at least a part of sales tax oppres-
sion and welcome the general reduc-
tion in that impost. Even manufac-
turers. of some of the very lines from
which is removed a portion of their
protection are reasomable in their
criticism and are frankly admitting
that their loss in direct paternalism
may be more tham compensated for
in the free buying and selling that
must result from the sales tax
abolitions and reductions. The we-
action is favorable, and growing
more o @8 the days pass and the full
effect of the Budget resolutions are
comprehended.

Another Record Majority Likely.

And in the House itself? A fort-
night will tell, when the division bells
ring, but alread?y there is growing a
feeling that the majority of the gov-
ernment may be nearly that of the
record-breaking ome it sceured on the
Address. In other words, there may
be very few Liberal “bolters.” It had
been deemed inevitable, followine
their declarations on the tariff-clause
in the Speech from the Throne, that
Messrs., Marler, Euler, Raymond,
Mitchell, Laflamme and several other
Lxlbemlm, vote against their party in
the event of that tariff clause being
?m;ﬂe'men’ted The clause has been
implemented—but the government
may not loge these votes. There is a
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possibility—indeed, a strong pmoba-
bility—that the members named
above will content themselves with a
frank sbatement of their position,
from the viewpoint of their constitu-
ents, and let it go at that. They re-
gard tariff-reform as inevitable, even
if at the expense, (temporarily at
least,) of their particular constitu-
ency, and they may see no gain in
voting against the great majority of
their party who believe that fiscal
reform is in the best interests off
Canada as a whole,

More than that, the Prime Min-
ister may gain. He may sscure not
only the voting-strength, but the de-
bating-strength of the stmong Inde-
pendent, Amndrew MecMaster of
Bromo, ‘Andrew may come back to
the Liberal seat he left last session
and again attenld the party caucus.
Probably he will. Probably, too,
will ancilher Independent-Liberal
who has been sitting among the elect
but refusiriz to attend caucuses,
Honouratle A. B. Hudson of Winni-
peg. It is certain that both of these
gentlemen regard the Budget as an
expression of Liberalism, and wel-
come it as such.

Attacking The Nationa] Railway

Practically all the resolutions cov-
ering branch-line construction on the
Canadian National Raflways were
given approval last week Iby the
Comimons and now will appear before
the Railway Commfittee. ‘The bitter
oppoisition that met the first few
resolutions conftinued during the dis-
cussiion of practically the entire lot,
growing in bitterness, if anything, as
it progressed. The feature of the
whole - debate—apart from the solici-
tous attitude of scores of members
as to the encrcachment of the Na-
tionals upon “holy ground’” already
ocdcupied by the Camnadian Pakific

‘was ‘the glaghing attack on Sir Henry

Thornton's Directors by Homourable
H. Stevens of Vancouver. Mr. Stev-
ens spared no words in his condem-
nation of the members of the Board
and his wonds were echoed by many
others in his group. It was some
what slgmﬁcant however, that, fol-

lowing his 'diatribe, the resolutipns
that remained on the order paper
went through with very little debate.
The Home Bank Depo®itors.

Bank depositors ‘in Canada may
walit a while for the scheme of L. J.
Ladner (Ccmservative, Vancouver),
to guarantee deposits up to a value
of $3,000. The House debated the
proposal for an entire affermcon but
stmngely enough, showed little inter-
est in the idea. There is little likeli~
hood that the debate will be Lomclrud-
ed this session.

Courage to Say “No.”

The Prime Minister concluded &
week of signal achievement by giv-
ing icourteous but firm refusal to
the prayer of a huge and influential
deputation from Toronto which came
to demamd the expenditure of mil-
lions of dollars won the waterfront
viaduct in that city. The deputation
—which came 120 strong, by special
train, and which comprised represent
atives of every political, social, civic
and business circle in the Queen’s
City—was told very plainly that
economy ‘“‘to the bare bone” was the
pollicy of the government; that public
works throughout Canada were being
held up for lack of funds; that the
government was finding difficulty in
securing from parliament approval
of Sir Henmy Thornton’s ‘branich-line
program and that first things must
come first, The government, he
assured his hearers, was in no sSeLse
repudiating its contract with Tovonto
but (this very decidedly) it was not
going to be stampeded dnto imple-
menting that contract immediately
and at the expense of other parts of
Canada.

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Early To Sow,
Early To Harvest.

Q:'.xperiment-l Farms Note.)

While the expression,
Sow, Early to Harvest,” does not
apply to all kinde of vegetables, it
does to many. Such heat loving
plants as the bean, cucumber, melon,
pepper, eggplant and corn make
little if any progress if sown or
planted in the open before the
ground is warm and danger from
even the lightest frost is over, but
there is little danger of too early
seeding of wcarrot, lettuce, onion,
peas, radish and spinach, and if caul-
iflower and cabbage are well
hardened off before setting out, the
early planting of them will usually
ensure much quicker returns than if
they were planted late, Even with

“Eanly to )

i some of those plants which require

muich heat for rapid development, an
early start in hot-beds is desirable
so that they will ble well advanced
before setting out.

Promptness in getting the hard-
ier vegetables into the ground in the
spring, providing the ground is well
drained, will usually result in earlier
crops. Even in the case of corn, if
one has a warm, well-drained pieice
of land where the seed is mot likely
to rot before germination, on at least
a small area, it will pay to sow the
seed relatively early and take chan-
ces of frost if conditions are flav-
ourable afterwards, the crop will
beat out the later plantings. Should
the weather prove very unfiaviorable
and the seed rot or the young plants
freeze, another seeding can be made.
If tomato plants are well advanced
and properly hardened off (before
they are set in the field, they will en-

sure an earlier crop thaw if plants
are started late and set out  when
very small, though it is necessary to
bear in mind that the tomato will
stand no frost. The importance of
starting melons early in ' hot-beds,
so as to have the plants well advanec-
ed and many melons set by the
time the hot weather of summer
comes, so that the glass may be
taken off, has been well demonstrat-
ed by the growers of the noted Mon-
treal melon, which is @ rather late
variety. To have the earliest potat-
oes, sets should be sprouted and
planted early in the warmest soil
available. It has been found that
even if the sprouts should be frozen
they will come again and new potato-
es obtained early.
