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— A resolution providing for the
termination of the Fishery Clauses of
tha Washington Treaty, was passed in
Congress on the 26th ult., and favorably
reported on by the Committee on For.
eign allaira.

‘Tne Philadelphia American referring
to the unanimity with which this reso-
lution was received, says : —

“ This throws open once more the
fisheries question, but it expresses the
bope that when we come to negotiate
abother agreement, it is to be hoped
that we shall be represented by a sober
commissioner before an unpacked tri-
bunal, and that no cooked evidence
will be handed in by either side. At
any rate it is time to stop the business|
of paying a guinea a pound on'cod.
fish.”

The report in reference to the termi
nation of the treaty states:—

“ 'he Canadian fisheries are no
longer of special use to us since our|
fishermen have learned to fish in thei
deep sea successfully, and by the use of
seines and trawl hooks to catch cod
and halibut, and to take mackerel by
intercepting the fish off our shores:
that they would prefer to pay the $30
license required for fishing on Canadian
grounds should they want to fish there
rather than be su'jected to the vexa-
tious condition of the treaty, which
admits Dritish fish lreey This free ad
mission of fish amounts to $400,000 a
year, or $4,800000 in twelve years,
which really goes to stimulate the Ca-
nadian fishing interest and to corres-
pondingly discourage our own, while
our fishermen are better and more ex.
pensively equipped in boats and ap-
pliances.”

Lady Florence suppos
ed she unconsciously struggled with
the men, assisted by her dog, until the
scoundrels were disturbed by a cart
passing  the wood.

The veiled man attempted the assassi~
nation, No arrests have been made.
The police have a slight clue to the
scoundrels. It is believed the men

This was an election case tried at
‘Digby in December last, before Judge
Savery of the County Court. It will be
remembered that the case grew out of
the last Municipal Election in Digby.
At that election the respondent Russell
was elected by a large majority over
Holdsworth, who petitioned against his
nomination and return, and sought to
obtain the seat for himself on the
ground that he (Russell) was Collector
of School Rates in a school district in
that Municipality. The learned Judge
of the County Court sustained the pe-
tition and unseated Russell. But Mr.
R. G. Monroe, counsel for respondent
Russell, not concurring in Judge Sa-
very's construction of the law bearing
on the case, appealed to the Supreme
Court at Halifax, which allowed the
appeal and dismissed the petition with
costs in both courts.

We congratulate Mr. Monroe on his
success in the suit, and in baving his
congtruction of this much discussed
statute sustained bythe Supreme Court

on appeal.

Collection of Rates.

Below we give the Collectors of
County Rates for the ensuifig year,with
the rate per cent. for collection and
the names of their bondsmen. The
rate per cent. for collection it will be
observed, comes under two heads, as
an order of Council provided for ten-
dering in two ways, viz:— First, the
rate per cent. to guarantee the whole
amount of the rate roll, and second, the
rate per cent. on amount collected.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY:

PREVENTION OF FRAUDS UPON CREDITORS BY
BY SECRET BILLS OF BALE.

Mr. Ross said he would beg to move the
second reading of the bill introduced by
him the other day, relating to preventing
of frauds upon creditors by secret ‘Uills ot
sale. Under the chapter upon the Revis.
ed Statutes it was only necessary that the
bill of sale should be duly signed and seal-
ed by the parties before a witness, and then
filed in the Registry of Dceds. But that
bad not been found satisfactory, avd Inst
session an Act was passed to awmend the
law upon the rubject, Lut that act applied
only to cases where there wasa change of
possession, and that change of possession
had continued. The bill which he bad
introduced went a little farther, and with-
out restricting the provisions of the other
Act, it stated that every such Dill of sale
should be accompanied by dun affidavit ot
both the party giving and the party taking
the same, thaut the consideration therein,
set forth, was justly and honestly due from
the grauter to the grautee. The object of
the bill was to render void bills of sale
where the nominal consideiation was much
larger than the real consideratjon, and to
prevent such bills of sale being given as a
man would hesitate before makivg an affi-
davit, that more was due to him than real-
ly was the case. He would ask that the
bill be referred to the Comwmittee on Law
Ameudmvnts,

Hon, Mr. FigLpive mtroduced a bill res-
pecting the regisirations of co-purtnerships
and business firms. The bill, he said, was
almost exactly a transcript of an Act in
force in the Proviuce of Outario, where he
believed it was found very useful. The
object was to require firms doing basiness
to register the namcs of the partners.
Sometimes. erroneous impressions were
caused by the use of a firm name. It was
important that persons should know with
whom they were dealing, and it was des-
irable that parties wishing to commence
legal proceedings against any firm should
have convenicut means ot getting at the
pames of the members of the firm, The
bill has been printed, and would be distri-
buted, and on its second reading he would
move that it be referred to the Committee
on Law Amendments.

Mr. Harrixaron said he had asked the
other day if it was the intention of the
Government to bring in & bill to abolish
the Legislative Council. When he got an
answer he wanted to move in the matter.
A discussion took place, on the 8th
inst. , in reference to a Bill introduced Uy
Mr. Longley, entitled « A bill to amend
the County Incorporation Act and Acts in
Amendment thereof.” The purpose of the
bill is to secure & representation of two
from Ward one in the Municipal Council.

EXPLOSION AT WESTMIA-
STER.

EXCITEMENT IN THE HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Loxpox, March 15.—A terrible gas
explosion uccurred in the Local Gov-
ernment Buard Otfice, Westmiuster,
at 9 o'clock to night, destroying much
property. s

London, Mar. 16.-Every part of
Westminster Abbey, House of Parlia-
ment_great structures of public offi~
ces, clubs and dwelling houses were
violently shaken last night by the tre-
mendous explosion. At nine o'clock
precisely a great detonation was heard,
tollowed by a crash of glass, falling
from thousands of windows. A deli-
berate attempt had been made to blow
ap part of the government offices occu-
pied by Sir Charles Dilke and the Local
(Government Board in the immense
building bounded by Parliament Street,
Downing Street, Charles Street and St.
James Park. “The apartments in ques-
tion tront on Charles St., and are al-
most level with Parliament. The walls
are of great thickness and of solid ma-
sonry, and the windows are protected
by massive stone balustrades. Oppo
site, fifty yards away, is King Street
Police Station ; lifty feet away are the
sentry guards of Parliament. St. Front
Charles Street is dark and unirequent-
ed at night, which partly explains
the fact that no lives were
lost. The dynamite was placed on the
window sill inside the balustrade
where the fuse, when burning, would
be concealed from the view of any one
passing. The force of the explosion
was territic. The great stone balus-
trade was obliterated, the mussive
masonry rent in fragments and the
pavement shattered and ground to
powder. The wood structure opposite
was blown into splinters and a mass of
stone driven through the wall of a
house beyond it. Inside the offices
there remains nothing but splintered
wood and broken plaster, and the walls
burst asunder. It is an indescribable
scene of destruction. The street. is
completely covered with fragments of
broken plate glass. blown bodily out
and shattered atoms. The doors of the |
King Street Police Station were burst
in by the blast of air and a detachment)
present prostrated. Broken timbers
and masses ol stone were sent flying
into King Street. People crossing at
Parlinment Street were knocked down.
A hansom and horse were flung across
the sidewalk against the front of
Whitehall Club, in which great plate
glass windows were driven nto the
rooms. Everywhere the greatest con
sternation prevailed, people poured
out of the houses, the broken glass
cracking uunder their feet. In the
Commons the alarm was general. Many
members lelt immediately, the lobby
was emptied and people rushed out at
Westminster Hall.

Some - two hundred police and a detach-
ment of fire brigade took possession of
Charles St., and drew a cordon around the
building which no one but members of
Parliament and police officials were allow-
wd to pass. As the alarm spread thousands
flocked trom all parts towards Westmin-
ster, and the most intense excitement pre-
vailed.

Mr. BeLs objected to the passage of this
Act, because the house should not legis-
late in such cases without the fullest in-
formation. The rule in the late House had
been that whenever snch a measure as this
was introduced, of & local nature, the ques-
tion was asked whether it had been sub-
mitted to the Conncil, and he could recol-|
lect at least three instances where mea-
sures had Leen withdrawa because that
question could not be answered in the
afirmative. He was not disposed to insist
upon the sanction of the Council being
obtained, but that they should be read be-
fore the Couucil 8o as to give that body an
opportunity of making snch representa-
tions as it chose to the Hounse. With re
ference to this bill he bad information
which led him to believe that the change
proposed would not be acceptable, but
would lead to a change in the balance of
power in the connty. He (Mr. B) bad
always refused to attempt to carry out ap-
plications for such cbanges in his own
county, unless the Council - was informed
of the proposed change. This was, how-
ever, more a matter for the Government
than for the Opposition in this House,
Everyone knew the temptation to alter
and carve constitutencies, and it was well-
known that it was the deliberate opinion
of the last House, frequently expressed,
that uothing of the kind should be allow -
ed.

The above line of arzument pro and con
was followed throughout. The bill pass-
ed its second reading.

Mr. McCurpy asked th? Government if
it was their intention to take steps to ob-
tain from the Dominion Government a
r. fund of all moneys under the head of
navigation securitics expended by the
Province of Nova Scotia simee Confedera~
tion.
