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—THhg reports from the different sections
of the county concerning the crop outlook
are not altogether encouraging. The spring
has been somewhat backward and cold and
the early part of May was extremely dry, and
slthough the late rains have been'very bene-
ficial, yet the dry season was so protracted
that a great deal of vegetation was so stunted
that it will not now attain to its ordinary
and normal quality. This is especially the
case with the grass and grain crops, and in
sections of the county where the soil is light
or sandy the hay crop will probably be very
light. In some sections, too, farmers com
plain that their already short crop of grass
on the usaally fruitful marshes is being
rapidly devoured by the grasshoppers, which
they state have not been so plentiful for
many years past. This is also traceabl: to
the dry weather which is always propitious
for the propagutio’n of these insects. On
deep upland soil the crop will, doubtless be
up to the average, as it has made rapid pro
gress during the last few days.

Grain will be below the average, as it, too,
was badly affected by the early drought,
though on heavy land there will be a fair
yield, but there is little now to indicate
that the cereals will be beyond an average,
or for that matter scarcely up to it.

I: is little early yet to prophesy what the
root crop will be, but it is in a fair way now
to be good as the wet season will make the
roots and weeds flourish. Itisan old saying
that,— \

“ A dry May and a leaky June,
The farmer sings a merry tune,”
and when he pulls his turnips and digs his
potatoes he is likely to be in a bappy frame
of mind.

The apples are the most promising feature
of this season’s crops, and unless the destruc-
tive canker-worm creates considerable havoc
there will be an immense yield. Nearly every
tree was loaded with blossoms, and now that
the fruit has begun to set, everything points
toalarge harvest. However, there are many
things to interfere with the successful growth
of apples even after they get started well
along in life, add it may be that the crop
will be only an average one afterall. There
are some reports of the voracious insects and
bugs destroyipg the leaves and blossoms, and
if they have been allowed to get much start
on the farmer they will take the very life
out of the trees. The'spray pump and liquid
poison seem to be the proper medicine for
these pests, and if the farmers have given
their orchards about three applications they
will be little troubled with bugs; if not, and
the bugs have appeared in their trees, they
will create considerable havoc. This evil
should be kept in the strictest subjection by
the farmer for the apple crop is in this re-
spect'to a large extent under the farmer’s
control, and an early and complete surveil-
lance of his orchard will reward the indus-
trious farmer for his teil and put him on his
guard.

In this conaty the hay and apples are the
all-important crops, and last season’s exper-
ience with the apple yield must convince the
farmer that the immense prices obtainable
in the English market for our fruit is a suf-
ficient inducement to stimulate him to make
every exertion to secure a good crop, for the
big prices come when one hardly expects
them, So like the wise virgins, they should
have their lamps filled with oil every season
and so be ready to take advantage of the
good prices if they are to be had.

Supreme Court.

The June session of the Supreme Court
opened here yesterday morning, His Lord-
ship, Mr. Justice Townshend, presiding.
Ritchie, Q. C., H. D. Ruggles and DeBlois,
of Annapolis, and Roscoe, Q. C., of Kent-
ville, were present, in addition to the local

bar.

His Lordship when addressing the grand
jurors called to their attention the fact that
this was his first visit to this part of the
county, and he could not refrain from observ-
ing on the great natural beauty of the valley
which well deserved the name of the ** Gar-
den of Nova Scotia.” He was sure there
was no other section so pretty in this pro-
vince and he doubted in the Dominion. His
Lordship thought they ought to be a happy
people living in so beautiful a land. He
mentioned with regret the fact of so much
criminal business coming before the court
and then proceeded to address them concern-
ing the matters with which they had been
summoned to deal.

A true bill was returned sgainst Norman
A. Moore for embezz'ement from the Singer
Sewing Machine Co., and Ritchie, Q. C.,
moved to quash the indictment on the
ground that the grand jury was drawn from
lists which did not include the names of
those legally qualified to act as grand jurors
who live in the town of Anpapolis. His
Lordship thought the point well taken but
refused to quash the indictment as he thought
no prejudice had resulted to prisoner, but
reserved the question for the Court of Ap-
peal. A similar question in respect to the

constitution of the Petit Jury was likewise |

reserved and the trial procceded.

The only civil business was the retrial of
the suit of Thomas vs. the Town of Anuapo-
lis, and Crosskill vs. Messenger. Roscoe
challenged the array in the former suit on
the same grounds that Ritchie urged in the
Queen vs, Mocre, and the challenge was al-
Jowed and case went over till October term.

An English paper says; “ A step which
illustrates the growing tendency to tighten
the bonds between Great Britain and her
dependencies has just been resolved upon.
Hitherto the word *‘foreign” in Acts of
Parliament relating to imports has been in-
terpreted as applying to goods coming from
the British colonies as well as to goods com
iog from foreign countries. Infuturea clear
distinction is to be drawn, instructions hav-
ing been issued to the Government drafts-
men to employ the term ¢ colonial’ whenever
the sense demands it, and in no circumstances
to describe a British posession, colony or de-
pendency as a foreign country. In all con-
solidating Acts efforts will be made to get
rid of the misleading sense attached to the
word *“ foreign ” in statutes passing at a time
when less regard was paid to the over-sea
possessions of the Empire.

—The Nova Scotia Fire Insurance Asso-
ciation has given notice to the agents in-
terested of a resolution adopted by the Asso-
ciation, ‘‘ that on and after the first day of
July 1896, twenty per cent. be added to the
rates on all specifically rated risks in the
Towns of Bridgewater, ’arrsboro, Liverpool
and Pictou until such Towns be provided
with Water Works to the satisfaction of the
Association.”

J. R, Elliott’s Fourth Letter,

He Visits the Resting-Place of Some of the
Illustrious Dead,

ENJOYS A TRIP ON THE RIVER THAMES, AND
LEAVES HIS READERS AT HAMPTON
COURT.

DrAr MoxN1ToR,—From Evesham I go to
the city of Worcester. The country about
this city is very fine. The Severn here is
skirted by quite extensive intervale and the
land all about seems rich, and as we see,
verg productive. The parks are richly cov-
ered with lofty trees, and a thick coating of
grass, of which the fine cattle and sheep
grazing here about give good evidence.

Worcester, as we know, ia quite celebrat-
ed for its earthware works, its Lee and
Perin and Worcester sauces. It has also
quite a glove industry. I take a look at its
Town Hall, its. monuments and some of its
street sights and curiosities. There is al-
ways something to see different from what I
have ever seen in .n{ travels in America.
The great attraction, however, which Wor-
cester affords the visitor, is its famous cathe-
dral.

As we approach this venerable pile from
the city lige-—the more modern side—we are
not impressed with its greatness, but when
we have gone through it and noted its grand
memorials of ages of history and patriotism
to church and to state and the foundation
walls and old massive parts still intact, we
gaze in awe and wonder.

Its architecture, as now seen, in parts is
Norman, decorative and perpendicular,—
11th, 13th and 16th centuries. Its length is
450 ft., its cloisters 485 ft., and its tower is
185 feet high. This does not near cover the
ground occupied by the old abbey. We are
able to see, however, on the river side some
grand reminders of its former proportions in
the ruins which are now being carefully pre-
served as a promenade upon the banks of the
Severn—fully 200 ft. from the cathedral.
Nor does it include Edgar Tower, the origi-
nal entrance to the outer ward, now occupied
as clerks’ offices and Bishops' registry. The
flooring is exceeded by only one other cathe-
dral in all England. Itisof various designs,
in white and black marble, white and black
mansfield stone and other fine stones. Its

ulpit, in marble and alabaster, is one of the
gnelt. The grand organ has pipes 50 ft.
high. It is 20 ft. wide and 19 ft. deep and
contains 62 stops. 1n the great tower hangs
sixteen bells, weighing 17 tons, 1 cwt. and
22 lbs., including the clock bell of 4} tons.
The clock, only equalled by one other in
England, can be heard ten milesaway. The
belfs play forty-two tunes, one each of which
at four different times in the day. Electric-
ity is being Agplied to the work of managing
the organ. see many iuteresting monu-
ments and tombs of the famous dead, of
which I have many notes and quotations.
King John'’s tomb is here and in the Chap-
tor House, an interesting room—is the will
of King John, in which he begins by stipu-
lating, *‘ First of all, therefore, I desire that
my body be buried in the Church of St.
Mary and St. Wolsten, of Worcester,” and
here he was buried. As I set upon the up-
per wall of old abbey, upon the banks of the
Severn, viewing the delightful picture before

‘| me, the bells play the six o’clock evening

tune.

From Worcester we pass through Kider-
minster, the great carpet manufacturin,
town. Next we have the * Black Hil
Country,” where we see hundreds of acres of
furnaces and mining operations, and then
we are in Birmingham.

Of course we all know that Birmingham is
the seat of the hardware interests of England.
We visit some of its hotels. We are par-
ticularly interested in the Cobden hotel, run
upon strictly temperance principles. Here
one can live, to us in America, marvellously
cheap. We take an hour at the Council
Hall and the Art Museum, and then we go
to Town Hall, which is said to resemble the
Corinthian Temple of Jupiter and Saturn at
Rome. This hall will seat 6,000. Here is
where John Bright had his great audiences.
I see much more in Birmingham of which
space will not permit me to say anything.
It has some fine fruit, vegetable and cattle
markets. I have letters of introduction to
some of the fruit dealers and find them very
pleasant and quite anxious to give me any
information I ask for. Of this I will write
more fully in a future letter.

From Birmingham I go to Kenilworth.
On this trip I see much that interests me.
But Kenilworth is more than descriptions or
imagination has ever pictured it to me. The
approach is not grand but beautifu: and as
you near the castle and see the high ruins
through the lofty trees against the sky it is
intensely fascinating. It is wonderfully in
keeping with the romance which hangs about
it. I try to get views of the castle and walls
from different aspects before I enter the
grounds. I search for the location of the
artificial lake of Earl Leiscester, find the
garden plot where Amy Robsart had the
interview with Queen Elizabeth, as Walter
Scott had it, and where the earl stood while
it was taking place. I enter the grounds
and my attention is first drawn to the old
and new ivy upon the walls. The Norman
walls outlive the ivy. We compare the
Norman towers with 13th period and Lester’s
towers, and the different styles of architec-
ture. We go to the remains of the Banquet-
ing Hall, the room which Scott set apart for
Amy Rebsart, to the oriel where Queen
Elizabeth is supposed to have had her cham-
bers, to White Hall, to the Presence Cham-
ber and to the Privy Chamber.

On January 20th, 1265, Simon DeMont-
fort’s parliament was ‘held in *‘ Parliament
Close” Kenilworth. To him we are indebt-
ed for the first English parliament elected
by the people.

I go out and view the castle from the hill-
side where Elizabeth,” on her famous visit,
approached it by the way of Mortimer tow-
er. Lester, at vast expense, you know,
made here a new entrance to the castle, that
she should pass by a way never before ap-
proached by any other visitor. Certainly
he chosé a grand way for her. I try two get
on the spot where she stopped her concourse
to view it. I left wishing I had more time
o study these reminders of past glory and
their lesson to human ambitions.

On the way to London we pass through
the beautiful and famous towns,of Warwick
and Rugby. The former, famous for its cas-
tle still occupied by an Earl of Warwick,
and the latter for its school. The country
is beautiful and rich about Rugby. We soon
come upon the limestone range. On our left
we see it cropping out looking like snow-
banks. Soon we are in London and comfort-
ably lodged off the Strand, having within
twenty minutes of us the Thames, Cleopa-
tra’s Needle, Somerset House, Westminister
Abbey, Parliament Buildings, Covent Gar-
den Market, the Temple, the Law Courts,
the Horse Guards, White Hall and Charing
Croes and four river bridges. ButI will say
nothing more of London now,

The next morning after arriving in Lon-
don two gentiemen from Manchester and a
freight manager of London and North- Wes-
tern railway meet me at the Gran& Southern
railway station for a trip to the gardens of
Kent. In this, by rail, we pass Rochester,
Dickenstown, with its castle on the banks
of the Medway. We next pass Chatham
with its forts and citadel. The Medway
is broad and fine here At Feversham,
about fifteen miles from Canterbury, a Can-
terbury coach meets, with liveried driver, to
take us through some thirty miles of this
garden county—Kent. We are on Lord
Sond’s domains, and before starting we visit
Sonds’ hostelry and thase who drink have the
inevitable beer, and all have a lunch of cheese
and bread. I see much of the English coun-
try inn to-day. We pass through the day
hundreds of acres of hops. The hop-drying
houses and the sh d: for the hop-pickers are
somethivg new and novel. The strawberry
acreage is very extensive and also that of
the currant and gooseberry; hut what aston
ished me most was the extent of the cherry
and plum orchards. I am beginning to rea-
lize also that the apple production here is of
niore importance as a competitor than any
other which we may have in the English
market for early fruit. The cherry and the
apple are in bloom, but the plum bloem is
long past. But the beauty of country is
here in rich profusion—the holly hedges,
the winding country lane and road, the

rand parks over the swelling hills, the

loom of chestnut, the laburnum and white
and pink hawthorn. I could not have visit-
ed this beautifu] country in a better time, so
every one says. The farmers are, however,
wanting rain.

The drive in to Canterbury from Borton
Hill is five miles over one of t#® fine old Ro-
man roads,—one of the finest drives I ever
took. Approaching the city we pass the old
artist, Cooper, sitting by his window paint.
ing. His work is very popular in England.
I take an hour at Canterbury cathedral,—
““ the splendid stone pile.” Tt is fine to look
upon outside and inside it isgrand. Its lof-
ty vaulted nave, its lines of symmetrical

At 10 o'clock
the steamer Cardinal Woolsey leaves the
Temple pier, just about three minutes walk
from my' hotel, for Hampton Court. We
soon find ourselves rapidly gliding past the
Parliament buildings and the Thomas Hos-
pital, Lambeth bridge and Chelsea suspen-
sion bridge. Upon our left is Battersea
Park, where once the Duke of Wellington
and the Earl of Winchester met in a duel
conflict; then comes the Manor House,
Chelsea, where Queen Elizabeth lived in
girlhood. Here Erasmus visited Sir Thomas
Moore. Then we come to Cheyne Walk
where the novelist, George Elliott, lived and
died. Thomas Carlyle and Leigh Hunt also
lived many years here. Then we pass Al-
bert suspension bridge and Chelsea iron
bridge and Putne{ bridge. On the left, past
Putoey bridge, Oliver Cromwell encamped,
and near here William Pitt died in 1806.
On the opposite side of the river Bulwer
Lytton lived and entertained Louis Napoleon.
Now we are upon the race-ground of the
Oxford and Cambridge schools.

Elizabeth held many merry fes-
tivities here. It has never had a moat and
drawbridge, but it has many special attrac-
tions. ere it was that James 1. held his
conference with the view of reconciling Pres-
byterianism with Episcopacy. The grounds
about Hampton Court are specially fine.
Bushy Park is the most magnificent chestnut

rk in England. Here I see chestnut trees
ully five feet in diameter, and yet the lawn
is perfect under them. I look upon hun-
dreds of these trees in full bloom. Magnifi-
cent avenues lead out from park entrance to
the court and lovely gardens are upon the
river side. I have a good look at the grape
vine which bore 1,300 lbs. of grapes last sea-
son, and here I must leave my readers for
the present.

of the syringe resting in it. This is easy to
carry on the finger while the bulb of the
syringe is being manipulated with the right
hand. I take the calf from the cow atter he
has had his first meal, thinking it best to let
Nature supply the first medicine and teach
the animal what the tongue is for. I have
never lost a calf and never had but one sick
one. This I cared with sweet-oil and milk
punches, together with massage treatment
twice a day. The trouble was lung fever.

—————

Milking Rules.

Following are the directions for milking
which are the standing orders at the Geneva
(N. Y.) Dairy school.

The udder of the cow and the hands of the
milker should be as clean as it is possible to
get them to keep bacteria from getting into
the milk.

Milk should be removed from the stable as
soon as possible to prevent absorption of sta-
ble odors.

Milk should not be put at once after milk-
ing into closely covered cans, because the
odors will be retained.

Milk set for cream or put into cans for
immediate delivery should be aerated to re-
move animal and other odors.

Milk should be set as soon as possible af-
ter milking to stop the action of bacteria.

The temperature of milk for creaming
should be reduced as soon us possible to pre-
vent the tormation of fibrin and the growth
of bacteria.

Milk pails, pans, cans and every utensil
used in a dairy should be kept scrupulous
clean to keep out bacteria.

The room in which milk is set should be
made perfect in its sanitary conditions to keep
out undesirable bacteria and bad odors.

D —

Setting Out Fruit Trees.

In setting out & new orchard the trees
should be placed at least 30 feet apart in all
directions. If the soil be deep and strong, 48
feet is not too much, as the trees will attain
a very large growth. If you are setting out
different kinds of trees, you should plant to-
gether those that attain the same size and
have the same manner of growth. Some
trees are erect and spreadiug, others are up-
right, compact and round. The Baldwin is
a good example of the former; of the latter,
Early Harvest. Varieties that ripen at or
about the same time should be planted to-
gether. The tree should be carefully cxam-
ined before it is planted. All injured or
broken parts should be cut off, the .roots
trimmed, if not already done; and the top
cut back to correspond with the roots. The
hole which is to receive the tree should be at
least 2} feet in diameter and from 1} to 2
feet deep. A layer of manure may be placed
at the bottom of the hole. Place the treein
the centre of the hole, spread out the roots
in their natural position and cover with earth.
The earth skould be well trampled and made
firm. If the trees are much exposed or large
they should be staked. Trees should not
be planted deeper than they had been in the
nursery.

Manure Compared With Fertilizer.

The superiority of fertilizers over stable
manure has been again demonstrated by
George Vile, the celebrated Frach experi-
menter, whose work is more or less familiar
to all students of this interesting subject.
His results for a series of years, as set forth
in the American Fertilizer, a paper devoted
to fertilizer manufacturers, shows that from
900 to 1200 pounds per acre of fertilizer pro-
daced better results than the application of
26 3-4 tons of stable manure, estimated to
contain several times as much actual plant
food as the fertillzer used. The editor of
the journal quoted writes us that Rohamsted
experiments for 52 years, and other reliable
data, prove that the crop-producing power
of farm yard manure is less than one-half as
great as commercial fertilizers, pound for
pound of the manaral ingredients. ” Healso
maintains that reliable data disproves the
claim the residual effect of farm yard man-
ures counterbalances the expeimental® evi-
dences of superiority of commercial fertili-
zers. He regards $1.50 per ton as *“ probably
the maxium value ” of average stable manure.

A

How to Set Cuttings.

In setting out cuttings, the first and most
important point is to make the goil firm and
solid around the base. This does not mnean
that the cutting is to be simply pushed down
into the ground. Willows, it is true, will
often grow that way, but grapes, currants,
quinces and the more desirable plants that
can be grown from cuttings should have a
trench opened five or six inches in depm,
and the cuttings placed in it, slanting slight-
ly to the north. Then with the hands the
earth is to be pressed closely around the base
for two or three inches up. When more soil
is filled in the foot may be applied, but the
last two or three inches on the top should be
left loose, with the upper bud of the cutting
at the surface of the ground or very elightly
below it. The distance apart in the row
may be three to six inches.

- ————————

—In every long-settled locality where the
soil is sandy, farmers quickly learn after the
original forest is cleared away to plant wind-
breaks to protect their soil from blowing
way. Such a windbreaks do good, which
more than offsets the waste of the land which
they occupy. Not only is soil blown away
after being plowed, but during the summer
there are frequent violent sand storms where
the winds have full sweep, which uncover
the seeds and plants or blow sand against
the foliage of plants, cutting and spoiling it.
These windbreaks serve another important
purpose in winter in keeping the snow even-
ly spread over the fields. They should be
evergreen wherever possible, so as to make
a protection for winter as well as for the
summer season.

Harness Galls.

Well-fitting harness is the best preventive
of galls on horses. Harness should never be
bought when the animal is not at hand to be
fitted. This is true of all parts of the har-
ness, and particularly, of the collar. There
is as great variety in horses’ shoulders as
there is in men’s noses, and because the col-
lar fits one horse is no reason why it should
fit another. Before a collar is purchased
every part of its face should be carefully
pressed, so that if there are hard lumps in

the collar, or if it is harder in some places
than others, it may be rejected.

—Be sure that all the fences are up and
strong now that your stock is turned out.
It will prevent the cattle from getting bad
habits impossible to cure and ysrhaps an ex-
pensive lawsuit.

The Household,

Household Hints.

A fire extinguisher which may easily be
made and kept stored in bottles ready for
use consists of three pounds of salt and 1}
ds of sal iac dissolved in a gallon
of water.

Wormwood boiled in vinegar and applied
ag hot as can be borne on a sprain or bruise
is an invaluable remedy.. Theaffected mem-
ber should afterward be rolled in flannels to
retain the heat.

A simple and very efficient disinfectant to
pour down a sink is a small quantity of char-
coal, mixed with clean water. A little char-
coal, put into the water containing cut
flowers, will keep the water fresh for some
time,

Grease stains on cloth may often be re-
moved with magnesia. The stained place is
first d d; then the magnesia is mois-
tened and vigorously rubbed on the stain.
It must be allowed to dry thoroughly. Then
the powder can be easily shaken off.

To stain wood to look like ebony, take a
solution of sulphate of iron, and wash the
wood over twice. When the wood becomes
dry, apply two or three coats of a strong de-
coction of logwood. Wipe the wood dry,
and polish with a flannel wet in linseed oil.

A clever contrivance for holding and pro-
tecting delicate parasols not in use is made
of pretty cretonne and lined with silesia.
It is made like a shoe bag, with long pockets
the length of the parasols having a lap at the
top to keep out the dust. Fixed upon the
inside of a closet door, it is convenient to get
at and out of the way.

Ink may be taken out of paper in the fol-
lowing way if the stain is not too old; Take
a teaspoonful of chlorinated lime, and pour
just enough water over it to coverit. Take
a piece of old linen and moisten it with this
mixture, and do not rub, but pat the stain,
and it will slowly disapp If one appl
tion does not remove the stain let the paper
dry and vhen apply again.

Antique figures in marble and porcelain
often show little cracks on the surface, which
in{time become filled with dust till the figures
have the appearance of being veined with
tiny black streaks. Toremove these prepare
a bath, consisting of nitric acid and water,
in the proportion of one part of acid to five
parts of water. If the article to be cleaned
is small it may simply be left to soak in the
bath for a short time, when the cleansing
will be done, and rinsing in cold water will
complete the operation. The article should
be put to dry where dust cannot get upon it.

The article to be cleaned is
held in the solution five to fifteen seconds,
after which it is washed with water, rinsed
with alcohol and wiped dry with a clean rag.
