tinent. Passage of the bill would
mean that only about twenty-five
thousand Canadians would be able
to enter the United States annually.

Montreal—According to James Car-
ruthers, Montreal Grain Broker, the
Bay route is impracticable
for grain r-‘hi'pmont, but ‘Vancouver
will eventually ship all grain West of
Medicine Hat, Alberta. Mr. Carruth-
ers based his belief on observations
made during a Western trip which he
has just completed,

He gives three reasons for his be-
lief. First, official reports show that

Grain would accordingly have
to be carried for one year before ship-
ment out of the country: Second, ice
exists even luring the three months
the Bay route would be open, which
would mean the necessity for special-
ly constructed boats for the Bay grain
trade.
