The amount of fermented hguors is
stated as being 40517075 barrels, an
increase of 1,186,229 barr:ls,

Has Never Had a Saloon.

The eity of Hoapeston, 11, is an ideal
temperanco town, for it has never had a
saloon. This has not intesferad with its
growth, for in Ia90 it had a population
ol lexs than 2,000 and to day 1ts mhabit.
ants number 3,523, The Mayor receives
a salary of ftifty cents a year; the re
muneration of each of the Councihmen is
one-half that amount and no feesare ne-
cepted. Hoopeston has paved streets,
electric hghts, a system of water works,
u well-organized fire department, and
more and beiter sidewalks than any
other city of her size in lllinois, and the
boast of her citizens is that liquor does
not contribute one dollar of license
money to these improvements,

Public Ownership. ,

Natal, S.4., Legislative Assembly has
passed an Act authorizing the municipal-
ization of the liquor traflic in Durban.
All liquor sellers are to be given five
years’ notice of termination of their
privileges. In the meantime their rights
may be purchased at a valuation, in,
which nothing is to be allowed for good
will. The liquor t1aflic 1s to be carried
on by civic officials in ail hotels and
clubs, on the basis that the proprietors
of these places are to have the profits
belonging to the hotel or club business,
and all profits from sales to the geneoral
public are to go to the city.

Protection for Children.

An Act prohibiting the sale of intoxi-
cating liquor to children has been passed
by the British Parliament. It is not an
extreme measure and has some weak
po.nts that will probably prevent its
being of much value. The fact of itsen-
actment, however, is in itselfan evidence
of an advance in temperance sentiment,

‘the new measure prohibits the sale of
liquor to any person under the age of
fourteen, uniess the liquor s dehvered
in corked and sealed vessels, containing
not less than one pmnt each. Penalties
are a fine of not more than ten dollars
for a first offence, and not wmore than
twenty five dollars for any subsequent
offence. Any person sending anyone
under fourteen years of age to purchase
liquor is liable to similar penalties.

Under Dispensary Law.

State control ot the hLquor traftic in
South Carolina does not seem to be suc-
cessful n superseding illegal liquor
selling, although strenuous efforts are
made by the officials to enlorce the law.
A recent issue of the News and Coutier
of Charleston states that within a few
days the police had raided forty “blind
tigers” in Columbia, the capital of the
state, and captured one hundred gallons
of whiskey and 840 bottlesot beer. ‘ihe
News and Courier goes on to say: “lt
is actually charged that the municipsl
authorities and police force of Columbia
have an understanding with the *blind
tigers' in that city,and that the police-
men of the capital city have rendered
no assistance to the ofticers of the dis-
pensary, because 1f they should do so
they would imperil their positions.”

Prohibition Progress in the
South.

In the recently issued annual report
of the American National Temperance
Nociety there is contained some valuable
information regarding the extent
prohilntion  the Southern States.
Some of the forcible facts set out are the
following :

In New York State there are 2u00
more saloons than i all the tifteen
States of the South. In the Southern
States there are 27,000,000 people, and
17,000,000 of them are hving under ab
solute prohibition. In Georgia there i«
one sauloon to every l,830 people: in
New York there 13 one saloon to every
276 people.  In Mississippi there s one
suloon to every 2780 people. in New
Jersey there is one saloon to every 2.0

people.

There are 137 counties 1n Tennessee,
and 119 of them are under absolute pro
In Kentucky. the land of fast
horses, beautitul women and ol bowm
bon, there are {ifi counties, and 76 of
them are under absolute prohibition.
Two thirds of the population of the
South and four-tifths ot the terntory
have already abolished the liquor tratlic,
and it looks as if the friends were deter
mined to run it out of the whole tern
tory.

In the state of Tenuessee there is u
law which prohitats the opemng of any
drinkshop within tour uules of any
- school or chureh outside of incorporated
towns By this law fourtifths ot the
"territory of the State is under ahsolute
prohibition.  Two years ago this lnw was
amended by extending the fournule
hmit to all towns of less than 2,00 in
habitants * hereafter incorporated, " and
provisions were made by which all exist-
ing corporations of that size nught
surrender their charters, with the con-
sent of the Legislature, and re-incorpor-
ate, 80 as to get rid of the saloons. Since
the present Legislature began its session
thirty two towns hiave petitioned to be
allowed to exercise this privilege. Here-
tofor> some whiskey dealers have been
in the lLabit at every session of the
Legisiature to send to members dona-
tions of whiskey, s0 a bill was passed
make 1t & misdereanour to sell or give
away any sort of intoxicating liquor in
the Ntate capital.
