T went
with the cluldren to the famous church of
Guadalupe to see the amimals blessed.

On the promenade we saw many people,
principally of the poorer classes. Doys
were leading dogs with bats of bnght-
coloured paper stiching all over them and
twisted mto tho tal; men were leading
sheep and guats with paper, ribbon, an
artificial flower, or a great pateh of blue,
red or yellun pamit on the head or side:
There were horses with wide bands of the
national colours abuut the body and bits of
fancy paper on their heads ; and there were
binds 1 their cages without number. One
stall maiden carnied a gaily-decorated cage
in her hand, and on her head was perched
a Inrge green partot. All this crowd wis
moving toward the church. i

Whenwe reached the circular walk around
the fountain, just in front of the church
cntrance, we found itswarning with people.
There were fruit-venders, candy-sellers, and
tables with smoking hot dishes of meat;
onions, pepper, and garlic.  Boys balanced
trays of mice-looking cakes on the top of
their heads or on the palm of the raised
hand.
