MODERN INELUENCE
IN THE FAMILY LIFE.

In St. Michael's Cathedral on Sun-
day, at Vespers, Rev, Dr. Treacy open-
ed the course of Winter Lectures for
1898-9. There was a large congrega-
tion. The subject of the dizcourse
was “ Parental Duty,” and the words
of the text wete as follows —

«Unless the Lord bulld the house,
they labour in vain who buid it Un-
leps the Lord keep the city, they
watch in van who keepeth it "—U28
Psalm).

He sald :—Fgom this text and many
other ptaces in the Sacred Seriptures
we learn the stupendous truth which
human experience has but  too well
confirmed, that no tamily can prosper,
no city can flourigh, ne  nation can
ever preserve its true molal great-
ness unless 1ts life and policy are e3-
tabitshed on the law of God and the
precepts of religion.  In our preceding
instructions we have dwelt at cdn-

. giderable length on the manifold fam-
ily duttes that children owe thelr
parents  Henceforth we shall  con-
slder together the reciprocak dutles
which parents owe their childven, ac-
cording to the law of nature and the
precepts of God. As i the Fourth
Ccmmandment Almighty God has im-
pressed on chilaren the duties of love,
ovedlence, aud reverer » for thelr
parcnts, so also I the same com-
mandment He has implicitly enjolned
the veclprocal obligations on parents
to take care of their childven, to glve
them a good cxample, and cducate

the Cathollc Church. Why then does
not Almighty God speclly expressly
In the Fourth Commandment the oblt-
gations of parents towards their chil-
dren The reason ls obvious. The
law of nature so strongly impels all
creatures to take care of their young,
to watch over and protect them that
it could not boe doubted that men oand
women who are created to the image
and lkeness of God would be ever
found wanting in these dutles which
the very animals, gulded by natural
Instinct, perform with such asstduous
fldelity. Although the duties of
