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EDITORIAL NOTES.

Tre Hawanax Que-tioNn —Tho annexat'on of Hawaii to the United
States came within an ace of being an zccomplished fact, but the old adage,
that there is wany a slip ‘twixt the cup and the lip, has proved true in this
instance, azd to-dsy the matter is in & very utcerfain position, with the
chances rather unfavorable to snuexation. President Cleveland's first step
was to withdraw the treaty from the Senale, snd a Comumissioner has been
sent to theis'and tw investigate a'l tho circumstances in conuection with the
movement, and to report the result of bis labors te Sceretary Gresham.
Vo believe that thero wi.l be some s'artling and interesting rove ations, and
that the outcome of the wkho'e matter will bo the cat.blishment of a protector-
ate over the i-land.

Civic Evecrioss —The Civie elections are close_at hand, and it would
bo the pait of wisdom for the citizons to take an active inerest in 1ho selec-
tion of A dermen for the differeat Wards. Tho poll-tax vote has been very
wisely abo'ished, and the tax-payers, tho parties vitally interested in good
city government, now have it in their power to olect only gosd men to office.
It is a caso where the office shou!d zoek tho man, not the man the office,
and 2 goad rale to act on would be to vote ogainst the man found vigorously
capvas-ing on his own belslf. In pine cases out of ten it will be found
that all such have their own interests at heart, and care little how much the
1ax-payers have to suffer, if only they can gain their point. Mayor Keefe
has proved himself an able and conscientious Chief Magistrate, and his
go'ection for o second term is & well-merited tribu'e to the honesty and
impartiality with which he has performed his, in many cases, deliesto duties.

A Patextet Most SeLr.—Thero i3 a good deal of agitation going on
Just now inthe United States with respeet to tho u e and abuse of patents.
In the ou'set it 18 recoguised that ap inventor is entitled to receiveo amplo
compensaion fur his labors in mechanising an idea; but it is wow very
genenally conceded that an inventor under the protection that the patemt
laws affurd has poright to fleece the public to tho extent that some patente-s
or their assigns havo done during late yeas. Tho Cavadian patent law is
rouch more v th advantage of the public than that of the Unit=d Stut s.
Tn this country a mas may hold a patent of some desirable artic’e, but he
canrot monopolise the use of that article, for under the law of the lund he
is obliged t» manufacture and sell the articlo patented by him at a reason-
able profit  Thi« matter of patents hias been befuere tho Canadian c.urts

B many times, but in what we have just eaid will be found the gist of the law

according o its latest interprotation.

Wio Cay TeLL~—Tho question as {o what is te becomo of the colored
race in tho United States is one which has beon vory ably handled by the
magazine wiiters. Boiled down, the general opinion appesrs to bo that the
whito raco will continue to dow nate the earth until it alono oxists. The
wiakor races, such as the Australian bushmon, the North American Indians
and the Laps will firet disappear. Then in tho course of centuries the
Mongol ans and Africans will dwindle away before tho onward march of
the Caucasisns. This, accordicg to our idea, is a b’y conc'usion. No
allowance is made for tho fus’on of tho races, and it is simply brought
down to a question of existonco or oxtormination. From thoe standpoint of
a white man it may tickle his pride to know that the posterily of his raco is
to inherit tho uttermost parts of the esrth, but wo fancy that the idoa of
the fusion of the races is the one that oxperience will prove is the correct
theory. The North Awmerican Indian is not dying out, he is simply being
absorbed by the other races of tho countinent,

Tue Berrer War.—No gun his been fired and no oxcitoment has
been cauzed by tho anuouncement that the Bering Ses Arbitrators sro just
now to meet in Paris to soitlea great Intornational complication. Many a
bluody disastrous war has been caused by a difficuity of much less wagni-
tude than that which has arisen over the Bering Sea dispute. And yot
upon this occasion the sword has been lil aside and tho two countries
particularly interested Lave agreed to bave their representa‘ives meot and
fiud a friendly solution to this question. To our mind tho spectacle of an
arbitration is much more grand snd vastly more to the credit of intelligent
human beings thsn all the pomp, parade and prestige of a victorious army
returning home at thy closo of a campaign. At least two score of fricndly
arbitrations vpon great International questions have been he'd during the
present century, and who caa sxy that the world has not gained immeasur-
ably by haviog them thus quietly so'ved instead of baving them settled by
the sword. Some day, when civiliza'ion becomes broader and deeper, our
humanity wil 1n1ze up and rove't against war and all its macking attrac-
tiveness, and thea the Utopia foreseen by John Bright and the membe:s of
tho peace cungress will be appreciated by mankind.

Tue Faevca Treaty.~—Tho action of the Dominion Government in
refusing to entert,in tho Lleciprocity Treaty recent.y negotiated by Sir
Charles Tupper in Paris has caused au apparent cstrangement between the
High Comumissisner and ths Cabinet, and it is now reported that SirCharles
will resign if the tieaty is not confirmed. Ilo claims to have actod ontirely
within his instructions, and to have negotiated a treaty in many respects
more beneficial than the Franco-United States Treaty. It does seem that
ho i3 being rather cavalierly treated, and he is not the min to submit with-
out a protest to either an intentional or unintentional slight. It is, wo
believe, the first inst.nco in which a Colony has been privileged by the
Home Governinent to negotiite through its ov a representa ive a treaty with
a foreign power ; and if this first case proves a riusco, it is wore than likely
that the privilege will not be again conceded It is probable that tha
reported strained relations between the Government and the High Commis-
sioner have been greatly oxagerated, and wo trast there wiil be no open
ruptue, as the Dominion would find it slmost impossible to find a suitable
successor to Sir Charlos, who is, without doubt, the ablest Stateawnan in the
Conservative ranks.

Cextrar HERE 70 STAT.—A novel invention has recently been mads,
by the use of which it is propoied to do away with the central offize in tele-
phouning, tho connection being mads automitically. A company has beon
formed in the Ubnited States and another im Canada t> carry on busioess
under the common nawo of the Automatic Telophonoe Co. The invontion
is very ingenious, though somewbat complicated.  Mr. A., desiring to
telephone to Mr. B, tslephone number 673, must press tho button under
hundreds six times, the bution nnder tens soven times and ths button
under units eight times. 1f Mr. B. i3 not engaged, this will give Mr. A.
tho connection be desires, and after conversing with him ho pushes each
button the requi-ite number of times as before, and then ho is ready for te o-
phonic connection with any other snbscriber. Should Mr B 's telephono
ba ongaged, or shou d he be abzent from his offics, Mr. A. rem»ins in bliss-
ful igoorance as to whether tho central mechanism i3 out of order or what
is the matter. In sn oxchango such as that of Halifax, three wires would
havo to bo run from tho central office to tho subscriber's imstrument. We
have investigated this automatic telephione exchangs protty thoroughly, and
wo are convinced thst tho elemonts of uncertaiotly invo-ved, as compared
with the hbuman inte:ligence which notw contro s telephone connections, will
render the automatic idea, however protty in theory, quite impracticable i
practice.
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Tue First Insuraxce Co. AT CoNSTANTINOPLE—AnN Insurance Co.,
with a capital of £400,c00, has been formed st Cunstantinople. The pre-
sent is the fitst instance of the cstablishment of an enteprise of this kiod in
Turkey, and it is hoped that advantageous resulte may result. The Com-
pany will do all kinds of insurance businsss, and is alrcady assured of a
lsrge clientéle among the financial and industrial institutions of the country.

DisesTAnLISHMENT 18 'WALES.—The bill now before the British Parlia-
ment for the discstablishment of the Church in Wales hias called forth rozme
very vigorous epeeches on both sides of the House. Lord Raudolph
Churchill, who appears to be coming to the front egain, criticised the Biil
as an cffort {o disestablish by piecemeal  Mr. Gladetone, in reply, stated
that the bill was framed st the request of the majority of the Welsh people,
and that when a majority of the Eoglish people made a eimilar demand, a
bill to disestablish the Church of Eogland in Epgland would uudoubtedly
be introduced. The question of disestablishment is likely to be heard
of again bofore it is finally settled.

Tus SLave Trapx oF To-pay.—On Auvgust 1st, 1834, all enslaved
persons throughout the British Emplre were set at liberty, and nearly thirty
years later, on the 1st of January, 1862, six million slaves were freed in the
Unplted States. France, Russia and Brazil bave In turn emancipated their
bondmen and bondwomen, and to-day the slave trade of the world is nar-
rowed down to 8 comparatively small extent of the earth’s sutface. Yet in
Morocco and Tripoli the buying and selling of slaves s to-day practised
with as much assurance and indifference as was displayed thirty years ago
in the slave marts of New Oirleans. This cannot long contioue. Civiliza-
tion is marching forward, and Morocco, Tripoli, ard many other parts of
the dark continent will have to give way before mcdern altruism.

Tne Ack oF THE EaRTH.—A battle royal is just now being waged by
scientific men as to the sge of old mother earth. Sir V. Thompson and
his school prove to their own satisfaction that four hundred million years
bave transpired since the globe was in a plastic state, Other geologists are
prepared to prove beyond all question of doubt that six hundred milllon years
bave transpired since the earth first commenced to form. These figures
simply stagger the imagination and knock one out in all ordinary calcula-
tions. To what litticness does it reduce us that the efforts of the majority
of mankind sre bent upon getiing threc square meals per day, and that we
have little time to contemplate the grandeur of geological epochs which
cover from four hundred to six hundred million years. If messurable time
can be sireiched to such lengths, what imagination can grasp the infinity of
eternity.

Rartaer Risk 1T THAN Pay Sanvace.—The arrival of the Sarnie in
port on Sunday cvening last was a great relief to those who were anxious as
to her safety. Just bere the pertinent question arises, Upon what good rea-
son cao a csptain of a disabled ship, with seven bundred passengers on
bosrd, refuee aesistance? From shippiog men the answer comes promptly,
it was simply a question of saving salvage charges. In other words, that is,
owing to the exorbitant charges which can legally be made under our sal-
vage laws, the commander of an ccean steamer thioks it his duty to s
employers to take upon his shoulders the responsibility of losing many lives
and much valusble property, rather than submit to the extortionate charges
which would be the result of sccepting assistance. It is sbout time that
shipping men the world over should investigate the salvage laws and decide
whether itis just and equitable for the fortunate to levy taxes upon the
unfortunste,  Certainly the principle is wrong, and would not for a moment
be tolerated in the affsirs of the business or social world.

Foop yon ToousHr.—Several correspondents of the Halifax daily
papers are dealing very vigorousiy with the curriculum of the modern high
school, snd are condemning in no measuored language the extent and scope
of the studles prescribed.  The best method as to training boys and girls
is a subject that well-deserves the thooughtful copsideration of parents as
well as educationists. In educational as in other matters we are very con-
servative, and while the public may recognize that something is at fault in
our syatem of education, it will take much thought and still more courage
to so amend that system as to make it applicable to the varied wants of all
classes of the community. As THE CniTio has frequently pointed out, the
methods adopted in our modern public schools have for the most pait been
evolved from the methods employed in former years to train the profes-
sional classes. In other words the training in the public schools of to-day
is well adapted to the requirements of those who are to become clergymen,
doctors, lawyers, and professional teachers, but it has little practical bear-
ing upon the calliogs of the merchant, the farmer, the mechanic, the house-
wife, snd the hundred and one varied occupations included under these
heads. Take a given school in the city of Halifax, in which two hundred
boys are under instruction.  Of these it is safe to say thst not more than ten
per cent or twenty boys will enter the lcarned professions. If this is true,
{s it fair to the remaining one hundred and eighty boys that their school
hours, day in and day out, should follow the same lines? Should not a falr
proportion of the time be spent in tramiog the eye, the car and the hand,
and sowe cffort be made to direct their studies in that special department
for which they bave shown aptitude or inchinauon. The professions are
over-crowded, but there is plenty of room in this Province for intelligent
farmers, mechanics, fishermen and miners, What are our public 2chools
doipg that will enable those who are to carn their livelihoods by these
callings to do so more successfully ?

Prospemity N Tug Sourn.—The enormous development of the
Southern States of the neighboring Republic {or exceeds in volume and in
rapidity the development of the West, For mavy years after the war the
South appeared to be prostrated. 1ler people had lost their ambition, race
difliculties were constantly cropping up, and the inhabitants were slow to a
degrec almost beyond comprehension.  Ten years ofter the close of the war
the reaction set in, Noithern capital was invested in the country, manufact.
ures wete established and mives developed. In 1882 the South was
charscterized as being in a state of prosperity., Her agricultural and mio-
ing products aggregated yearly £1,200,000,000. Now note the advaoce of
a single decade. In 1892 the valuo of the products named above reached
the enormous sum of £2,100,000,000. Thisis going ahcad by lesps and
bounds in earnest, and shows a development which has never had a counter-
part in Christendom.

Couinc Hoxe.—A project Is on foot among a number of Nova Scotlans
and New Brunswickers, resident in and about Boston, to form 2 co-opera-
tive association upon a large scale. Good farming lands and suitable
manufacturing sites, where good water power can be oblaised, are to bz
purchased, factories are to be erected, and the farm lands snd factorles
worked on the co operativo principle by the members of the assoclation.
Every patriotic Nova Scotian will hall with pleasure the retutn of these
fellow-countrymen to their pative land. They are akilled, enterprising,
wideawake bluenoses, who have profited by the trainlog they have received
in the United States, and who believe by the exercise o7 enterprise and their
acquired skill they cansucceed in establishing good homes for themselves
in Acadia. The co-operative principle has worked well in many com-
munities. It has msny distinctive sdvantages, and if the proposed assocla-
tion is managed with ability acd economy, there is no good reason why it
should not prove a material gain to thoie interested, as well as beloga
dircct advantage to the Provinces by the aza. We requlre population, and
if one co-operative association can be successfully established and success-
fully carried out, it will doubtless lead to the formation of many kindred
uodertakings. There is plenty of room in Nova Scotia for all her sons and
daughters ; and if at bome they go to work with the same will and deter-
mination that they display when abroad, their success will be assured.

Tne Reason WHy.—The census returns of Great Britain and the
United States and Csnsda show a steady decrease io the rurs] populations,
and an equally steady increase in tae populations of towns and citics. In
Great Britain, where Iand rates are high and the conditions of climate very
uncertain, it is not surprising to find that the acreage undor cultivation has
diminished ; but in Canada and the United States, where the conditions
are favorable, the acreage under cultivation shows each year a very decided
growth. If this be true, that there is more farming being done in our own
country to-day than there was ten years ago, how is it, it may be asked,
that the population elther remains stationary or actuslly decreases? There
are two reasons for this state of affairs, which will suggest themaelves to
thicking men and women as explavations for an appareot anomaly. The
use of machinery upon the farms has cnabled agriculturists to accomplish
much more than they could have done prior to its introduction. Hence,
while the population absolutely engaged ia agricultural pursults remaios
about statiopary, the area under cultivation, owing to the iniroduction of
machinery, Is much greater. The second reason for the depopulation of the
rural districts is due to the establishment for the most part o clties or
towns of large manufacturing concerns. In former yesrs every smsll
country district had its quota of mechanics, such as the wheelwright, the
carriage blackemith, the shoemaker, etc., but, with the house loom and Mr,
Snips the tailor, these have dieappeared, and the rural districts draw their
supplies of cloth, clothing, boots and shoes, carriages, catts, farm imple-
ments, and a hundred and one small articles from the town factories, which
a few decades since were manufactured by their own local mechanics.

NickeL versus SILVER AND CopPer.—It is proposed, according to the
resolution which bas just been acopted by the Dominion Parliament, to
introduce a nickel coinage to replace oar copper colns and silver five-cent
pieces. The reason given for the change s, that by the introduction of a
nickel coinage our nicke! mines will be developed and an assured market be
secured. This Is all very well for the owners of nickel mipes, but how
about the proprietors of copper and silver mines. If the proposed change
reduces the consumption of these two metals, have they not 2 right to pro-
test that favoritism is being shown to the nickel mine-holders. During the
current year the valoe of the five-cent pieces to be struck off for use ia
Caoada will be about $65,000, no inconsiderable sum. Now this proposed
radical change strikes us in two ways as being, to say the least, nnnecessary.
First, our silver and copper coins are as frequently judged by size as by
the inscriptions upon them. At present our five and ten-cent pieces are
easily distingulshed, but a nickel five-cent pieco wlll be about the same size
as a ten-cent silver picce, and hence the adopticn of a nickel colnage wiil
lead to many vexatious mistakes among those whe are obliged to handle
small chapge. Again, according to Mr. Peter Imrie, Canada's onviable
position in haviog within her borders the Sudbury and other nickel mines
presaged a position in the world’s natlonalities of a great and prosperous
future. Those wto arc familiar with mining matters in Canada assure us
that the nickel kings are already making a goed thiog out of nickel min-
ing. If this be true, how is it that nickel miniog requires speclal eacour-
agement, and that the adoption of a nickel colnage is regarded as an
important factor in the developmeat of Canada’s nickel mines? Thereis a
gcrew loose somewhere.

A few of these ancient locomotlves, with some old-fashionod cars,
have been f rwarded to Chicago for exhibition at the Wurld’s Fuir, where
they will doubtiees attract attention.

St. Joux's Erectric STREET Rawvav.—Everything s ready for the
opening of .he Electric Street Railway in St. John, N. B., but a clesr rail,
and it 1s understood that just so soon as the streets are {ree of ice the people
of vur sister city will have the pleasure of sceing the new cars running
through their streets, driven by an invisible power. The Union s'reet sta-
tion of the Electric Company has been fitted with sll the necessary machin-
ery for first-class service, the arrsngements in all parts of the building being
well planned and very complete.

Mr. Monmson Arpoiniep Pire Inspector.—The Board of \Works of
this city hae, upon the rccommendation of City Eogineer Doane, appointed
Mr. Ewan Morrison, formerly of the water departm:nt, to go to Giaegow,
Sc-tlasd, to inepect the pipe to be manufactured there for Halifax. The
Cuy Epgineer considercd it very important that an inspector should be at
the foundry at all times while the pipes ate being made that he might look
after the sumerous detsils of the work, having always the interest of our
city in mivd. Mr. Morrison will lcavo immediately.

A Sap Mistaxe.—On Mondsy afternoon Robipson Smith, his son
George and his son-in-law William Fenton, of Harmony Col. Co. went out
bunting. ARer arriving at the grounds the men seperated, cach takiog a
different course. Not long sfterwaids George Smith saw a movement
among the shrubs not far off and supposiog the moviog object to be a moose,
took aim and fired. His horror may be imagined wheu he found he bad shot
his brother-in-law, Fenton. Upon examination {t was found thst the bullet
had entered Feston’s right side, breaking a 1ib, and he now lies in a critical
condition. ‘The effair is an excedingly sad one.

Bostox Fires.—About two weeks age the city of Boston was the
victlm of a disastrous fire by waich some $4 000,000 worth of property and
four or five lives were lust.  On Sunday last the aucient city was sgaln the
scenc of a fierce and destructive blaza, This time the fire had gained a
hold in Tremont Temple before the alarm was given, and in a remarkably
short time, notwithstanding the c¢florts of firemen aod others, the Temple
presented a sad scene of ruin. The Parker House and adjoiniog buildiogs
were sufferers more from the effects of the water than of the fire. The totel
loss Is eatimated at about §300,000 including 850,000 damage to the Parker
House.

Tue Fracnast Weep,—It may not be generally knowp, even among
the smokers, that tobacco Is extensively grown In Quebec, though as yet it
does not enter into serious competition with the imported article. It is
proposed that to encourage the cultivation of the fragrant weed the system
of collecting the duties on it be changed. At present the revenue from
thls source is collected by excise daties. The {oreign lesf is imported in
bond, and when it is made up ioto cigars a tex of six dollars per thousand
is patrd. Io the opivion of farmers the result of this has been to prevent
the use of Capadtan tobacco. By way of remedy it is proposed that the
excise duty, the collection of which is very cxpensive, should be abzlished,
and a Customs duy substituted. By this means tobicco raised in the
country would have an advantage. The Toronto JMail points out that
while thero is some force in the objection to exclse duties, it must be borne
in mind that the present system has special advantsges, inasmuch as it en-
ables the government to supervise the maoufactore and protect the
revenue.

Sages have edid, and poets have eung, that the foe to be most feared is
he who bas broken bread with us and known us in season and out of season
around the family heartb. The outgoing of Mr. Dalton McCarthy from the
councils of the Minlsteralists has demonstrated the truth of this aphorism in
a most striking way. In moving his trade resolutions on Tuesdsy last, be
fornished the enomies of the National Policy with en indictment so un-
answorable and ovor-wholming that the rank and file of the Opposition as
they sat aud listened to it asked themselves what thoy had been doing with
their opportunities during tho past ton yoare. Tho strength of his speech is
all the moro to bo wondered at when wo romember that until now Mr, Mc
Cartby has dovoted very littlo attontion to fiscal matters. True, in some
instances he slipped in bis figures, but nover so as to impair the force of hia
argument,—which even the Empire, in tho course of a violent attack, is
compelled to admit ** was cogent cnough at ail times.” He has given the
Libers] party material for campaign literature for tho roxt decade, and Sir
Richard Csriwright's dreary distribes will hereafter bs a drug in the market.
Mr. McCarthy commonced his address a fow minutes after 3 o’clock, snd
spoke continuously until the adjournment for dinner. After dinner o ro-
sumed speaking, and did not close until 9.10 p. m., It spoke volumos for
the absorbing in‘erest conceded to tho subject of tariff reform when a well-
filled chamber sat in silent attention listening to tho words of the champion
of the movemont for 20 long a time. Mr. McCarthy, morcover, is not an
orator, a8 the popular conception of the term goes ; he is straightforward and
logical, but nover indulges in rhetorical phrases. Xor a long time his remarks
were recelved on both sidos of the House without demonstration, but by-and-
by the Opposition woke up to s sonso of what he was doing for them, and
timo and sgain they cheored him to the echo. Then came murmurs of dis-
sont from his old-timo comrsdes on Mr. Speaker's right, and daring tho rost
of his speech tho actions of the House proved a great source of amusement
to tho gellerica. He began by saying that when tho question of protection
was mooted in 1876, those who supported that policy never contended tbat
the syatem was a good ono in itselt. It was simply called for in Canada by
the exigencies of the situstion. Ho ssid the late Sir John Macdonald was
in the abstract a frec-trador, but, by slow degroes he camo to the conclusion
that, under the circumstances of the time, protection was the best policy for
this country, He proceeded to say that Mr. Colby’s spoech was the ablest
dolivered iu the great N. P. debate, and Mr. Colby bad then laid it down
that protection was esrentially necossary in a country like Cansds, in order
to enable it to compete with countries whoso manufsciures wero alteady

osloblished,  Further ho held that judicious protection bonefited the
nation st largo, that it crested s home markot for tho farmer, and that the
purchasing power of labor was increased, 1o furthor held that tho tendonoy
of protection vwas not to incroise, but to choapen prices to the consumor, and
that rings would not bo formed., ‘I'ho inference to bo drawn from Mr,
Colby's epecoh was that tho systemn of protection was not to bo pormanont,
that it was only for tho purpceo of establishing industries that could bo jus-
tifled, and as soon as thoso industrics would pay tho country should have
recourss to the ordinary principles which ho admitted to bo in tho abstract
corroct, namoly, tho principlos of freo or freer trado. Contiouing, Mr. Me-
Carthy said that the timo hsd now come when Canada should asy to thoso
industzies that were cstablished in 1870, that if thoy could live ia this young
Dominion, they ought to bo ablo to live without any further proteotion than
might be the result of & rovenue tarifl. That was the koy-noto of bisspooch
snd of his rosolutions. Aftor msking an exhwustivo review of tho presont
commorcial and fndustrisl position of the country, and indiesting in what
rospects continued unduo protection was hamporing our bsst intorests, ho
touchoed upon bis own position in rolation to tho question. Ho said if his
arguments wero fairly founded, it mado little differenco what his record had
boon in tho past. Ho claimed that ho had never been far astray from the
viows which ho held at prosent. I did not protend to argue that this
country bad beon standing atill for tho past ten years, but ho did moan to say
that tho distribution of wealth waa not as gonoral as it was ten yosrs ago.
Tho wealth had gone into the pockets of the few. He olosed amid uproar-
ious applauso from the Opposition benches, the gaunt MeMullen pounding
his dosk with great thumps exprossive of his unboundod plessare at tho
member from Simcoo's sumersauit,—to the huge entertaiament of tho
gellerios.

SEED TESTING AND DISTRIBUTION OF SEED GRAIN.

To the Editor of the Crilic,

Sin,—Koowing that farmors generally aro much iatorested in the above
subject, permit mo to place before your resders tho following :—

Seep TrsTiNe.—The work of teating the germinating power of grain and
other agricultural sceds s now in activo progress at the Contrsl Experi-
montal Farm in Ottawa,  Up to tho present over 1,600 samples have besn
teated and reported on this soason, and on tho whole with vory gratifying
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rosults, showing o good porcontagn of vitality, Thore are, howover, some
distriote in tho Dotninion from which samples havo boon recolved of very
poor quslity and quite unfit for scod. In somo parts of Msnitobar the har.
viat soason of 1891 was vory unfsvorablo and considerablo quantitics of grain
wero loft out in stook or atack all winter and throshed in tho spring of 1803,
A numbor of ssmples of such grain have been testod oud thoy show a very
low percontagoe of vitality, mauy of them rangiog from 15 to 40 por cont.
only, and ara quito unfit for szed. In somo other parts of the Dominion,
sud ospecislly in somo sections of Ontario and Quebec, the weathor during
tho lsst harvest potiod was very wot, and tho grain ju the stook was subject
to repoated wettings beforo it conld bo housed, and in the moeautimo . some
of it sprouted. A largo proportion of such samples also show a low degroo
of gerwinating powor, and if sown as sced will bo likely to rosult i poor
crops.
[Auy farmers desiting to sond forther samples for tost ahould forward
thow without delsy ; tho packagas ehould contain about ono ounco each, n‘nd
they can bo sont to the Experimontal Farm frec through tho mail. Tho
samplos ato tested and roports osn usually bo furnished in sbout ten days
aftor tho gratn is recoived. .

Srxn Distrisurion.—Last yosr 16,905 sample bags of promising sorts
of grain, weighing 3 lbs. each, wero sent froo through tho mail to 9,114
fatmets residing in diff-ront parts of tho Dominion. This latge qusntity of
grain, over 25 tons, was ail of first quality snd consisted of the most promis-
{ug soits which have been t sted on the soveral Experimental Farms. By
fnstruction of the Hon. Minister of Agriculturo a similar distribution is now
in progress for this yosr, and already over 3,000 ssmplos have been sont
out, and a largo nuwmber are beiog mailed daily. The object of this distel-
bution is to placo in tho bands of good farmers in all parts of the country
samplos of the best varictics of oate, batloy, whoat, peas, etc., so that they
may shortly bo availablo for soed in overy district in tho country, and oven-
tually resuit in tho dieplaciog of poor, mixed and cnfeebled sorts, with vari-
tios possnssed of grester vigor and fertility. ‘The numbor of samples eent to
ono spplicant is limited to two in each caso, and on this basis a vory largo
number can still bo supplied. With careful and judicious hsndling ti:ese
3 Ib. eamplos will gonerally produco from one to threo bushels tho frst
yoar, and at the ond of the second sasson tho grower ueually has reed epough
for a largo field, Tho advaotages rosulting from this largo distribution of
tho best sorts of grain obtainable will no doubt in a few years be gonerally
manifest in sn improvement in tho quality and an increaso in the quantity
of tho aversgo grain crops of tho Dominion. A circular is sent with each
sample which tho recipients aro expected to fill up aud roturn at the close
of tho scason, with particulars as to the character and growth of the grain.
Tho request is also made that & sample of not less than one pound of the
product be returaed to tho Central Experimontal Farm, so that information
may bo had as o tho measuro of success sitending its growth. Samples are
sent to applicants aa long as the supply lasts, Lsttora can be sent to the
Experimontsl Farm at Ottawa freo of postage.

Nino out of ton of the mon who have beon omi-
nently sucoossful in their esllings bave fought the batule of life up bhill
sgainst many opposing foices. Instoad of bemoaning thele hard lot, they
have bowed to the inuvitab'e and used it to their advartige. Inatead of
asking for sn impossiblo chess-boatd, they havo taken thoe ono before them
and played the gamo. Look at that tirolees worker, Lord Brougham. Can
anyooe beliove that by any combinstion of circumstances his talonts could
havo beon kept from assorting thomeolves and winving recognition1 It has
hoon said that if his station had boon that of a shooblack, he would never
have rested contont till Lo had becomo the first shooblack in Logland, The
luck of Napoleon and Nelson consisted, thoy said, in being a quartor of an
hour beforo thoir time. When, in tho darkest hour of the Indiin Mutiny,
a handful of Englishmen, pcorly asrmed and provisionod, but splendidly
led, won cight victorios in succession, the revolted sopoys siid their con-
querors had ¢ tho dovil's luck ;' but the only tuck in tho caso was that of
force of will, invinciblo courage and skill in arms.

Good luck is desirable even when you have dono your Lest to succeod,
but remeaber that the most favorable circumstances or strokos of fortuno
aro of littlo valuo unless you havo propared yourself to tsko advantage of
thom. Of what advantsgo would Iayno's fiery specch have been to Daniol
Webstor if ho had not with the instinct of genius, Jung beforo equipi.ed
himself for the assault which ho repolled with such crushing onergy 1 IHad
ho not previously weighed and refuted in his own mind tho chsrges of his
opponent, his reply, instead of rankiog nmong tho greatest mastorpiccos of
oratory, might have rovosled his own woaknoes., Thousands of men hsd
soen the prints of s horso's hoofs in tho 80il before Faust discovored by them
tho art of printing, Tho discovery by Edison of tho carbon by which be
porfeoted his tolephone seoms a happy accident; but such accidonts nover
hsppen to common poople.

The groat invontor ecraped some soot from the blackened chimney of his
lahorstory lsmp, and in a spirit of curiosity tested its properties. It proved
to be the very thing for which he was searchiog ; but behind this fortunato
discovery was a series of exhsusting and oxhaustive oxpeoriments with all
kinds of likely materials, stsorbing the energics of mony months.

Could my friond remember whom he saw in tho bank oz ¢he day he
made his deposit.

¢ Oh, yes ;' he said, ¢ I will swear I saw so-and-so a8 I entered the door.’

‘ Hant him up, theo,’ said the bank people ; *see if he remembers sce-
ing you.’

The porson could not recollect such an ovent.

Said the bank people, ¢ Can you recollect who else was near the teller ¥

¢ Oh, yes;' ssid my fiisnd , ¢ that young man (pointing) there.’

Bat thst young man merely smiled, and suavely said that be bad no
remembrance of the occurrence.

COMMERCIAL,

(enorsl trado shows a fair degreo of activity at tho leadivg contres in the
Duminion both csst and west, tho favorable change in tho weather seoming
to havo givon an impetus to tho ssveral branches of commerce, and orders
aro coming in quito freoly from tho various country points coveriog all
kinds of staplea, In wholosalo circles in this oity a fairly good business has
transpired dutiog tho past woek, the only diawback boing tho continued
slowness of remittancos, which is partly accounted fur by bal country roads
ond tho difficulty of gotting in collections.

Bradsireot’s Compsuy havo just published an intoresting little pamphlet
ontitled * A Record; Not a Prospectus,” which furnishes somo vasluable
fucts and statistics, nnd the work of compiling thom must have been very
great, Iur instancy, it involved taking cogmiziuco of 1,331.246 namos of
individuale, fitms and corporations hnlding a plice in the business world in
1892, of which 1,129,808 woro in business at tho cluse of thit year. ‘The
tutal number of failures in the Uoited Siatos and Cinads last year was 11,-
952, of which 1,682 accurred in this ciuntry.

In waking an annlysis of tho figures adduced one is forcibly struck by
the valuo of consulting reliable ngenoy records in ordor to ascortain tho
etanding of thoso with whom you ara dealing in business, for 93 por cont.
of thoso v ho failed laat year had cithor no credit rating, ot their credit was
designated as being only vory mioderste, Oa tho othor hind only 6.9 por
cont of thoserated ns * good " failed, while of thosa calied ¢ very good
only 1.09 per cont, bocamo bankrupt, Tho lack of cipital contnass to
bo tho most prolific among the ciuses of failuro—headiog the list with 32
per cent. 10 tho United States and 65 iu Canada, Tho nex® largest ciuso
was disaster, being 11 por cent. and 19 2 per cent rezpectively for the two
countries. The third on the list is incompetoncs, but Cinada showas an
improvement of over 1 por cont. in this respect over 1891.  Frauduloent dis-
position comes fourth, the p rcentigos being 5 2 for Canada and 19,3 for
the Uopited States. This, it is rogretable to nots, is an incroase in both
instances—particularly in tho United States, whero this causo of failure was
3.3 por cent. larger than it was in 1891. Io the matter of unwise crodits
Cavada shows up much moro favorably than doos tho United S:ates, tho pot-
centages of failure« from this cause being .8 in this country and 4 acress
tho line. Outside speculation also led to more failures with our neighbors
than io this country, and in the mistter of oxtravagauce the differenco is
exactly 1 per cent. in favor of Canada. In rogsrd to tho proportivn of assets
to hiabthities the United States (exclusive of New Yoik, whero the percentago
wss only 34) lead with 50 por cent. agasinst 42 in Csnada. Can-dian aro
shown lo bo lees pegligent of busintss, and unduo compotition has ciused .7
loss failures here than across the border.

WEeEkLY Fixancian Review or Hesry Crews axp Co., New York,
March 18, 1893.—** Wall Street remains principally dependent upon the
derangemont of the Lreasury linances, tho uncertainty as to what may he
done or ot done for their somedy, snd the stringercy in tho muney markot.
Sumo features in this situation show a dogroe of ic.provement, —especially
tho abatement of tho gold oxports, tho willingness of Luropo to employ bal.
ances temporarily here at the current high rates of intorest, the sales of
secuzitiea to London, and the willingness of country banks to excharge with
the Treasury a posticn of their gold for greenbacks. These symptows of
olasticity in tho situstion are encouraging, as they affurd an opportunity for
making temporary readjustments until affairs can bo subjected to a radicat
trestment, Still, there csn Lo no cuncealing the fact that the position is far
from being a cheerful one. It admits uf somo hope from pa.liatives ; but
the question, at the momex., is whether transiont reliefs wi'l hold affsirs to-
sther until it is found possible to got Copgress to apply the noedful treat-
ment. Wall Screet is wiiling to cuncede really needful time for the now
Administiation to deliborato upon the unusual difticulties aad complexities
of tho situation, bat it will certainly bec.wno restive snd slarmed if como
steps lockiog to a ficancisl fiaa.ity aronot taken after a lapso of a rossonable
period for such sazvey. It is lue to the public, under the circum-stances,
that they should know whether the c.untry will be oxpected ts wait un'il
noxt December for tho treatment of tho silver question, and w'.other the

copdition of tho Tressury gold balsnce is to bo left to tho morcy of chance
uctil that period. Piesident Clevelind may find it vory desirable to have
abundant time for preparing bis plans and bringing the disposition of Con-
gressmen into s proper attitude towards theso quostions ; but he would
commit a fatal miatake were ho to suppose that an acute financial crisis will
await tho convenivnces of political expediency. The difficultios aro of the
most delicate and intractable kisd. Thney are not of the sort that arise from
tho ordinary workings of credit and finance, or it could bo ossily seon how
thoy wore to be met and when they might bo cxpected to disappesr. They
grew out of fixed stautory onactments, and therofore nothing short of legis-
Istivo treatmest can romove them.

Ifthoy imiginothore isanythingof their own
which they can zansorve by lotting the Givernmont ceedit go by tho board,
thero are somo things which it hehooves thom to loarn, Thero can bo uo
doubt that the Assasiated Bioks have tt camly withia theic power to very
lsrgely roliove tha situstion and restore confidenco in the monoy market, if
thoy can be induced to put thoir wholo power behiad tho treasury. Itisall
very woll to ‘ toaoh lessuns ! to intractablo politicians ; butl somo kinds of
taaching may cost altogether too much.”

The
old hattery system (writes tho Rockh.mpton Bulle{in) failed to get 30
or 40 per cert of the gold. The chlonnation process overcame this diffi
culty, but st great cost ; and the aim has been to sccure the same results at
a much lower charge The attempts mado have been very numerous,
thoe directoss affo:ding fall opportunities of trial to all who had a feasible
«ystem to offer. Tho latest has been th~ Bohm patent, which is the pro
perty of the Refractory Ores Reduct:on Cowpany, Limited, London.

Tho p ant showa first an iron cy.inder lived to suit chemical solations
which it is intended to pass through it In some cases, especially where
iho ore to bo trested is very difficult of filtration, a filter of peculiar con-
structivn is arranged at either cud. The dimensions of tho cylinder
between filters are—diamoter 5 feet, length 12 feet. The cylinder is sup-
rorted on standards, eo that it c'n be turned on trucnions attached to its
ceatro by means of a worm wheel and gear.  Covers attached 1o either ends
by means of bolts coutain tho closely gruoved, perforated filter board, over
which a {no woven cloth i3 stretched and secured to its outer edge To
introduce the powdered oro the tupmost cover is rais~d by 2 unning serew
gear, and run un oue side.

from which tho tailings are washed by meana of a high pressure water con-
nection and another having a hinged drop-down bottum, also with the object
of rapidly di~pering of the refuse matter.  Theso vesscls aro boing employed
for the rapid trentment of ores by means of cyanide of potassium at Sheba,
and W hi in New Z-a'and. It may here bs bo mentioned as a significant
fact that tho returns frem this mine prir to thoe introduction of tho plant,
wire only a little over £2,000 a mouth  On its erection thoy went up to
£5,0u0, aud have been fairly steady at thatsince. The priuciple is, howaver,
adapted to any lvaclang process, and has been applied to an improved
methoed of chlurination adopted by Mr. Buhim two orthree yeara ago, with
extraordinary r.su.ts. 1e tells us that samples of the Mount Moigan ore,
supplied to his testing works ia L-ndon, were chlorinated and turned out
in the short spaca of five hours, ata cost of only 3a. 9d. per ton of
ore with an extraction of 98 per cent of go!d.

The geeret of the cheapness of the process lies in the fact thst on'y
suflicient chlutine to dv tho work is ompleyed, aud all the waste attached t>
tho use of a barrel precess and its nauseating smel's is avoided. Whilo
conducting operativus in the wall-known Hungarian Government Wotks at
Fernczeley, nesr Nagybiuya, Mr. Bohm found that a solution of chilorine in
water acted more rapudly and economica'ly upon gold than the gas did, and
after studying the various leachivg processes at Capnikbanya and Chem-
nitz, he went over to London, and perfectod and patonted his process all
over the world. It is his opiuion, an ¢pinion shared in by many eciemific
men in England, that the pressure neccessarily genorated in rapid leaching
causes the solutions, chlorine or other, to act more readily on the ore, by
keoping the su face of tho metal free from saturated solution, and causing
the solution {o insinuate itse!f into any interstices that may exist in aurif-
erous particles which may have been insufficiently fractured ia crushing.
Of courso the gravitation of t' ¢ ore acting against the upward {low of the
solution ciuses a perfect separativn of tho mass, 8o that the best possib e
conditions fur rapid work p-evail. Iocluded in the chlorination patent i
a now precipitant for recovering gold from chlorine liquor (now being
tested on the Mount Morgan so ution) in & metallic state, which is workiog
very successfully with a mapid chlorination plant in the east of Europo
This inventivn enables the goid to be tsken from the piccipitator in the
forin of a cement, tho medium employed being attacked and dissolved by
the zolution as it rapidly passes through, to be recovered for re-use at a later
s'age. The sivirg of fuel, of loss by handling, and the immense gain by
ita c eanliness and efficiercy for small buik, should recommend this precip-
itant to all users of ch’orination procosses.

On tho Mount Margan direc’ors visiting tho wine tho other day, tho new
filter (12 in. square, and contzining only 3 in. of precipitant) was passing as
much solution as six largo charcoal fiiters.  Mr. Bobm. who returas shortly
10 New Zesland, whero he is forming a company 1o take up some rich re-
fractory mines for hus process. has been at Mount Morgan for somo time,
aranging for the disposal of his plant, lately purchased by the Mount Mor-
g Cempany, which as stated has entered into an arrangement fur the use
of the procese.

Mr. Iohm has recently purchased for his company tho rights to a pat-
ented 1nvention o f tho chermist to the Russian Government, which ensbles
chlorine to boe produced from a sast solution direct at ono-foarth of the cost
of any knuwo methed. The company have jus? received by cable an offer
uf £10:,000 fur the uso of their process in one district of South Africa,
which they have sc:epted under certain conditions.-—Awstralian Mining
Standuard. .

THE OCCURRENCE OF MANGANESE ORE IN VEINS.

Writlen for the Engineering and Mining Journal by Edwcard Halse, A.R.S, M.
Being an abstract of two papors read at s recent meeting of the North of
England Instituto of Mining and Mechanical Eogineers.

Near Mulege, Lower California, soveral veins of manganeso oro may be
seen {raversing trachytic rocks. At Guadslupo the provalent direction of
the veins is N. W, to 8. E. (msgnotic declination E. 11°53') varying, how-
over, from N.27°E. to E42°S., The thickness varies from a knife blade up
to four feet, and the contents aro psilcmelane, gypsum, crystslline quariz,
oxido of iron, and ¢ country,” often arranged in layers parallel to tho walls,
In the hard trachyto tho veins are very poor, and show little or no quarlz.
Here also a number of sruall veins, dippiog flatly to the east, form a kind of
* gtockwork.” At Los Pilaris a similar appearance is presented by a number
of small veios varying from mere threads up to a few inches thick, They
chiefly run N.35°W. to S 35°E., and dip W. at a high angle, sometimes the
dip is contrary. The veins course in wavy Jines, and occasionslly junctions
occar botweon therr. The ore is much purer thin at Guadalupe, being
generslly free from sulphate of lime,

At L2 Trinidad, whore the best ore has been found, two almost N. and
S. velns intersect. The rock, having the appearancs of mottled clay at the
surface, is probably decompozed trachyte. One vein runs N 14°W., turns
about 13°, and then crosees the chief one, which runs N.83°E.—both dip
weeterly. At the juoction there is soft red rock impregnated with manganese
ore about 12 ft. thick. On the banging side is 14 ft. of pyrolusite of good
quality ; but the ore toward the czntro of the vein and foot wall is much
mixed with iron. The ore eppears to occur in lenticnlar masses with axis
parallel to the dip, and which close rapidly hoth vertically snd horizontally.

At Sant Rosa red trachytic tufa strikes N.S. and dips W.57%. Here the
maio joints run E. W.to E. N. E.and W. N. W, dips S., and are freqaently
stained by manganese, and are sometimes costed with several inches of it.
Cross joints, dipping E.80°, »re also lined with the ore.

In snotner locality red porphyritic conglomerato contains oxido of iron,
and little veins and patches of manganese. Hero and thars joints contiin-
ing clay open out into pockets of blue and green carbonate of copper, gypsum
and tale.

The manganess ore probably comes from the trachyte, and the filling is
believed to be more or less superficial, and no doubt the rasult of surface
erosion so¢ decomporition. The veins at Gusdalope, wheh contaia gypsnm,
may owe their origin to hot springa.

Tho ore is very varisblo in composition, containing 1 to 7 per cent. of
iron, 3-10:hs to 25 per cent. of eilica, 5-100ths to 27-100ths percent. of
phosphorus, and 39 to 59 per cent. of metallic manganese. Tuo ore contains
also some aluminum, copper, lead, and occasiomally silver. An ollimste
analysis would seem to show that in this ore lime takes the place of baryta,
and msagnesia that of potash in the ordinary psilomel«ne

In the Lower Silurian formation of Eist Merionethshir-, Wales, various
patches of trappean ssh and felspathic porphyry or trap czcur, having &
general notth and eouth (true) trend. The bedded ashes vary from a hard
bluish end jointed to a soft reddish rock which sometimes has the appearanco
of a bedded trap and sometimes is decomposed into white clay. Oao voin
of manganese oro crossed E.17°S. to W 17°N. (magauelic declination W.21°),
through greenish yellow felspsthic ash much stained with oxide of iron, snd
consisled of about ono foot of solid ore, the rest being a network of stringers.
On sinking, the rock became barder and was much stained with oxide of
iron ; the dip changed from S.to N., and the vein was characteriz:d by
whito opaquo quarlz. At 43 ft. the sinking was stopped, the appearances
beipg extiemely unfavorable.

Another vein ran E.36°S. to W.36°N. dipping S.W.75° to 85¢ in vesy
soft felspathic ash. The oro in this insiance was pyrolusite chiefly in two
ribs, 21 snd 9 in. thick, respectively, and separated by 10 fi. of ¢ conntry™
impregnated with mengsnesn ore. Hsrder rcck was met with in both
dizections of the drivage, ard the 1ibs dwindled away to almost notbiog.

In driving 8 crosscat a small pocket was struck consisting of nodoles of
mspganeso and iron ore in soft clay, striking N. E. to S. W, snd dippicg
flaily S. E. Tho rcdules conristed of blue mapganese ore veined with
quarlz, or of mangsnese and iron ore mixed, or of impure earthy brown iron
ore ;leubecqnently the doposit proved to bo the enlargemont of a joint
meroly.

Ope vein wss explored 3 ft. wide snd coursicg E. end W. in ksolinizad
ash. The contents wero impuro osrthy brown oxide of iron with spots and
patches of pyrolusite and peilomelane. The iron ore appeszed to bo pseu-
domorphous after tho latter. One ssmplocoatsined .35 per cent, of phos-
phorus, but nomanganese.

The most promieing vein wis mined in a regulsr msnner for about 250
ft. in length at a depth of 100 fi. from surface. It was found that the vein
was ususlly maoganiferous : (1) when cerlain rock joints formed acute angles
with it ; (2) when tho dip was about N.65° and regulsr, and thoe hangiog
wall emooth and well defined, and (3) when the ettike of the vein was N.
30°VV,

On the other band, the vein was poor when certain joints formoed obtuse
anglos with tho vein, or crossed it at right angles, whea the rock.was hard
and much jointed, whea the dip was bigh (750 to 85°), and when tho strike
was & fow degrees mors northerly. Tho vein wes extremely irrogular in its
filling, both vertically and horizontally, being sometimes 5 ft. in width, snd
in tho next foot or so it would bs almcst entirely cut off. The oro gensarally
came in bunches dipping northweat, and usuilly as hard and quartzoss psil-
omelano, was present as striagors, in lamps, or in more or less regular layers
parallel to tho walls. (Zo b¢ Continued.)

Howerver, the O¢pbeus members have settled the maiter snd bave added
materislly totheir fame. The concert wwas a success, and though thoroughly
trained mu ical critics, may bave di:covered a few defects in the rendering of the
magnificent productione, sll must sgree that the Orpbens musicians fully
merit unstinted praise, and no Halifaxiap who is intcrestod in the musical
cultare of our citiz:rs feels aught but pride in the orgoization which
acquitted iteelf g0 creditsbly 1o its difficalt task. By a quarter past eight
o'clock the usus! Orphous audience had assembled, snd the nsual smount of
animated conversation was being induiged io, but at the signsl of the Jeader’s
baton all was quiet, snd tho melody of the beautiful chorus, * All Men, All
Things, All tbat has Life and Breatb, Sing to the Lord, Hallelojsh,” filled
the hall. Miss Homer and Mr. Gillis tock the solo parts of the hymn, and
Miss Homer with Miss Wilsun the duet. Mies Homer's undoubledly fine
voice did Dot seem quite up to the mark, std I beg to differ wi.h the writer
in one of tho dmilies who thought it weil suited to sacred music. Certsinly
wo bave all beard Miss Homer to greater advantage then on Tue:sday over-
ing. Miss Wilson showed herself possessed of a sweet voice. Mr. Gillis
on this cccision, as ever, did well his part and delighted his hearers. This
beaatiful pieco was followed by Bruch's * Flight of the H.ly Family,”
which being of a much lighter vein was very acceptable. The music
islovely and it was cxpressively rendered. Afier a few minates breathing
space the grand old ** Stsbat Mater ** was begun, and it is not fulsome praise
to sey was maguificently rendercd, siogers and instromentalists apparently
throwing their whole heart into their undertaking.
