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The eouveniences provided for travellers
to and from the great motropolis are very
wonderful  Ho may breakfast leisurely 1n
Tondon, and by the help of the *flying
Scotchman,” or “the limited mail,” he
may sup in Edinburgh or Glasgow, ov if ke
prefer night travel, he may reverse the
ordor of his meals, Or if his course be
westward by rail to the outward knuckle
of Auglesea, he may Jand in the Irish capi-
tal in time for six o'clock dinner. The
latter was my course last Saturday and I
had agaie an opportunity of testing the
superiority of the Holyhead packeta in
size, equipments and comfort to all other
British consters of which I know anything
The question of harbours, and the cor
flicting intereste which hinder their en-
largement are the great hindrances else-
wlere, especially in communication with
tho continent. Though there was as usual
considerable sea running, the ¢ Connaught”
landed in four hours at Kingstown, with
out a taint of sea-sickness, and an cxpross
train standing waiting on the quay, in »
fow minutes whirled us into Dublin, seven
iles distant.

The kindred Irish and Romish questions
are over the most interesting to a visitor
to the Green Isle, and in this its capital
aity he will find on every hand manterial
full of suggestion and instruction. No-
where else in the British Isles have I seen
in one month such an abundance of beg
gars, TAgs or poverty, as liere in one day
Dublin is spoken of a8 a fine city,and it can
boast of come fine streets, squares and
terraces, especially in its southern and
western parts; but leave these for the older
and lower neighborhoods,and you find such
hovels as are rare even in the Old World
towns. This, no doubt, is owing greatly to
the Celtic want of thrift, aggravated by the
eurse of Popery, and yet agan intensified
by the curse of sirong drink. The greatest
industries of Dublin are unfortunately those
most deceitful and destructive ones of the
distillery and the brewery. It is more
than & chance coincidence that the finest
Protestant Churches here, St. Patrick's
Cathedral and Christ's Church,in the hands
of the ez-Establishment, and Rutland
Square Presbyterian Church, are built with
the proceeds of the still. It was a subtle
thrust on the part of Cardinal Cullen to
ask an explanation of this fact when recent-
1y the venerated ex-pastor of the last named
churoh ealled upon him tu propose co-opex-
ation in Temperance Reform, which,by the
way, was declined. As the representative
of the Church of Rome, however, he could
{1l afford to cast the first stone in such &
csage, although personally we must do him
thejuatice to eay he hns the reputation of
being & man of very pure and self-denying
1ife, and une who seoks to enforce the same
among his clergy. For exesmplo, upon
frat coming here, & priost who had sur-
rourded himself with luxuriss wrung from
the struggling poor around him, succeeded
in getting his acceptance of an invitation

o dinner. As his eminonce passed from
stroets full of want and wretchedness
through the hall of his reverences sumtu-
ous abode, his eye caught a glimpse of glit-
tering plate and crystal in the well-ap-
pointed dinning-room, and whon presented
tohis host up stairs, he only staid long
anough to administer & sharp rebuke and
declare his intention of refoxming such
abuses. Tlus treatment is said to have so
overwholmed the ambitious offender that
he pined away and died of a broken heart.
Ceriainly hig eminenco need huve no great
fear of want if popular rveport be correct
that something like half & million sterling
stauds opposite bis name in the national
fands—the proceeds mainly of legacies to
$he church entrusted to his care to avoid
the leiter of the reeently parlinmentory acts
on the subject, Such s man, though =&
feljow-countryman, is not popular with

. ‘mapy of his cleryy, and that for othor

*

reasons than his severity. His long resi:
denve in Rome has given him a thorough
Vatican training, and the underhand and
wusernpulous manouvering which achioved
the recont appointment of his nephew,
Bishop Movan, not only to the Bishoprick,
but to the vacant Vicarags of Cullan, has
noé heen produetive of increased xegard.
The objost seems to have been to extin.
guish Father O'Keefe and bis schools aud
aiher liberal schomes, by fair means or
foul, This soems to have been pretty well
achieved, though at acost which theBishop
may yei find 400 great.  0’'Keafo does not
Sppor & very lovely character, but who
o regard without abhorrenoe the tyrauny
sd eroelty with which be has been trected.
Heis evidently s man of great boldness,

woll versed in ccclosiastionl jaw, and fear-
lesa to resist oppression, yot not sufficiently
onlightened in his rebellion to make free-
dom a matter of conscience, &nd gpurn all
compromise.  Evidontly he continues to
rosist, not so much because his causo is
right, ag because the roward of submission
is benenth his estimate. Howover, if thore
is pluck enough among his sympathizers, to
back him with the “sinews of war,” ho may
vet give his adversaries much troublo, but
thers can bo little doubt of the issue in
dealing with such an implaeable and pow-
orful foe. Tho following is the body of Ius
lotter to tho papors. It speaks for itself,
T ealled,” &e.. to “rejected with scorn” i—

“T cptled upon his lordship on the 15th
instant to nsk him on what terms he wonld
become reconciled with me, when he re-
coived me most kindly, and promised o
give me this informatiou on the 24th, as-
suring me that he was » friend, and requir-
ing me to have no cclebration of mass in
my church in the intervening Sunday.
Whon I saw him on the 24th he informed
me that I was to beg absolution from the
censures I had inourred, retire from my
parish, and live on a pension which, he
said, would be liberal. I was to put in my
answor on this day.  After our first inler-
view, Dr. Moran communicated to the pub-
lic press that T had unconditionally placed
myself in his hands, and acknowledged the
validity of the censures by closing my
church on Sunday. But there is as much
truth in this communication as there is in
the chargos of forgery and embezzlement
which he brought against me before the
Commissioners of Education. Everybody
knows that the censures that I am required
to respeot as eanonical wore all passed upon
me without any knowledzo on my part, or
the slightest ides that’ they were even in
contemplation ; but what some people call
sthe common law of the canon law" is able
to cure any defect in merciless power. I
have not got from the public the support I
required to continue my struggle with peo-
ple of unlimited means; and. if it will be
gaid of me, “yielded,” ¥ must insist on ad-
ding “not conquered.”  As yot, however,
there is not a yielding nor a conquest; ae,
when I was informed this day, that on re-
signing my parish and withdrawing my ac-
tion against the bishop, I would be given &
curate’s share of the parochial income
whilo T econducted myself to the satisfaction
of Bishop Moran, these termsI rejected
with soorn.”

Not in such conflicts, nor in the agita-
tions of rabid Orangemen, nor yet such
controversies s thoso of the *‘Protestant
Defence Association,” though ench may
sorve apurpose, is there so much tv hope
for a8 in the quiet, but now more than
over, earnest and active efforts for the en-
lightenment of the people 1 divinoe truth
put forth by the Colportage Society, aod its
great friend and ally, tho Presbyterian
Church. Thoy have now about 50 colpor-
tours in the field, and are engaged in the
admirable work of ¢ratning thoroughly all
recruits who can be found for the work. It
was my privilege yesterday to spend an
bour mn Rev. Hamultou McGee's olass for
tins parpose, where I was pleased to find
eight young mon engaging with much in-
torest and promise 1n the exercises provided
for them (upon the Westmnster and Rom-
1sh Catochisms, &c.) by their enthusiastic
teacher. By a most wonderful providence
some of the friends of the Socioty have got
possession of tho stereotype pintes of the
Douay New Testament, without the usual
notes, provided at the tume of the old Re-
pesal agitation, to enable the defenders of
the R. €. Church to meet theassertion that
the Scriptures wero withheld from the peo-
plo and thrown aside s soon as the
occasion had passed, and now the book,
with Episeopa! mprint, i beng sold
fresly ynder cost for threo pence.
Under such influence,aidsd by more general
edueation, tho R, C. Hierarchy seem to
find it neeessary to offer now and higher
oids for popular favour, espceinlly as their
opposition to Fenianism;was loosening their
hold upon the lower classes. Heonco their
recent mdications of favour to the demand
for Home Rule. The famous *‘John of
Tuam,” Archbishop McHale, has broken
atlenco upon. tho subject in no doubtful
strams. Others of the hierarchy openly
countenance tho movement, though at the
samo time profeesing & wish that the native
parliament should be in loyal relation to

the Imperial and superior ono, doubtless
in the hope, should the effort by any chance
succeed, that they may bo still ropresonted
aad influential iu she wider and higher
sphere. Howaver it may be with Mother
Churel, there can be no doubt of the sin-
cerity and carnestuess of the “sous of Ire-
land,” to any observerof the recent monster
Jdemonatrationat Clontarf,or of such sceneas
that in the R, C. Cemetery in the northern

suburbs of the oapital where G'Connel’s ye.

maing lie in Lonored stato beneath thoir
clumsy round tewer monument ; snd; near
by, another prefentious ercetion, which
marks the tembs of th. .o Fenians hanged
at Manchostor, and receives the laurel
wroaths and {mmortolle of demonalrative
admirers.  Still, after all said and done, as
Archbishop Manmng said in his now fam
ous lotter the uther day, Ircland was never
so prosperous g« she is to-day, though for
very difforent 1easons from those lie assign-
ed, ard no worso fate could befall her than
to bo left to the tender marcies of her dom-
agogue patriots, and of the Romish Hior-
archy. It would be a sorry time for the
interests of the latter too if they only knew
it—as perhaps, indeed, they are shrewd
enough to foraes, and hoence only give their
sanctior: from secondary motives to an agi-
tation they know tv be without any prola-
bihty of success. But lot us not be hardenad
against this unhappy land for its follies and
misfortuues, but on our knees and in all
sincerity lot us appropriate fo our own use
the ‘‘national” cry, and pray “God eave
Iroland!” -

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MISSIONARY SKETCH FROM
MANITOBA.

There is something like romance in some
of the experiences of the Misaionary ; there
is something of the feeling of the discoverer
present as for the first {ime the missionary
penetrates some new settlement hitherto
unvisited by the Christian minister. This
is not only felt by himself, but by the get-
tlers ns well, a8 they recognize among
them the Christian teacher for the first
time, The present sketch is of such a visit
to a now settloment, which was begun dur-
ing the present summer, at least with the
exception of one settler, who “went in,"” as
the technical phrase goes, last fall. The
settlement s0 new is of considerable size,
through having much more land ““takenup”
or located than it has settlers. Like most
new places, the township, with the legal
title No. 15, has two names, each sirug-
gling for pre-eminence. Greenwood and
Ridgeway are the rivalnames. 4salrendy
remarked, Greenwood township ! as been
homesteaded this summer, i. e, settlers
have teken eachh 160 acves as free grant.
Some havo their fannlies already settled
on their olaims; some bave returned, as
we sny here, to “Canada,” to bring out
their families and effects in the spring;
some consist of the lacge class in this pro-
vince of “single men,” who hiave come from
home to push their fortunes, and who
either attempt to do their own domestic
work, or who build a house and leave it
for o year or two; till better supplied with
money and friends they are content to oc-
cupy the land. It comsequently happeus
that » township which in two years may
have 80 or 40 families, with no land frec to
be taken up now, may have some 10 or 15
families at the present time. Those things
understood, let us begin our journey.

To-morrow I am going to township 16.
Indeed—where is that? Is it near Winni-
peg? Ol, no; it is 80 miles to the North-
west, I8 it noar any othei settlement ?
Yes, 1t is 10miles beyond Rockwoud, whero
we have & preaching station, and are now
about to build a church. Oh, I kuow, I
wish I could go with you; I take an intor-
est in all these new places, I wish they
could all be reached by our missiunarios,—
Such was the conversation betweea the
missionary and the Christian banker, both
of whom, intorested in Presbyterianism,
had been adverting tv the remarksble
arowth of Winnipeg, the great commercial
depot, and the great centro (fo be) of re-
liggous and educational force in the British
Northwest. Friday morning has come,
and betimes the inissionary is astir. His
faithful companion *Baldi,” who bas been
roaming the prairies for two months, gxin-
ing strength for the coming winter, had
been captared, and full of life was got
into shape Ly “DBaptiste,” and stands ready
for Ins journey, atleanstas far as Rock-
wood. It is a little earlier thar usual, but
the usual maxims “of people generally
spendingone half of the day in bed,” ete., ure
n sufficiont compensation for the carly start,
A drive of five miles brings us to Kildonan,
where the pioneer minister of our Church
Lias so long and so successfully labored. A
littlo coneultation here with a fellow-labor-
or, as to how Winnipeg and the other sta-
tious are to be supplied on the coming Sab-
bath, rad wo are out on the prairie, towards
the “Stony Mountain,” near which the
“Rockwood scttloment” is situated. An
open prairie of 10 miles brings us to the
wmouutam.  This 10 miles is mostly re-
served land—reserved for certain claeses of
minors—but why the develnpment of the
country giould be hindered by land being
reserved for those who cannot mew, nor

Plobal.ly ever will ocoupy it, is o hawd

question to answer.  The Stony Mountain

is an outerop of limestune, 60 or 80 feot

high, in some places zovered with sul and

trees, having o perponddioular escnrpment

on the west side. But Rockwood is
160chied,  The bluffs or wood-islands capti-

vate Conadinns, who must lave plenty of
wood, and su hore 16 large settlement of
reople from Western Ontario ; some from
Ontario direct ; some who have wandered
through the Western States, and disliking
both the country and the watitutious, have
come to Northwcstern Canada. Yo the
home of une of these lntter families, from
Oxford County, Ontarie, the missionary
wenls Jus way, Here ko meets a hearty
wolcume, amd after lus  drive the traveller
finds himself ready for dinner. The house-
wife undersivod the rest, * Baldi” is well
looked after, and dinner over, one of the
settler's Liorses i putin  the buggy, and
township 15 is to be gained.  Eight mules
of prainie bring us  to the new setilemont.
We visit a farmly ; drive a mile and visit
another, a half a mile to another, and so
on till the shades of eveming warn ws that
the prairie may bo our 1esting place for the
night unless we hasten. The people have
seen the missionary ; they have talked
“Ontario” over, have compared notes;
have perhaps spuken of some minister at
home whom both knew ; havespoken about
the prospects of the countiy; of the
settlement ; of the coming winter; of the
preparation for it; of the necessity for
church and school; of the service of the
coming Sabbath at 8 o’clock, aud the like;
time forbids anything like a regular pastoral
visitation; and as the evening falls we ap.
proach the first settior’s house where we in-
tend to etop for the night, guided to it by
the lantern banging outside of the door, no

ahend. Next morning (Saturday),the trav-
elers are astir.

visited on the way back.

the two advenfurers are puttingup o house,
The hope that tho Canadian Pacific may
pass that way has drawn these Canadians
thither.

It isan import-
ant moment as for the first timein the wor-
shippers of God thus “enter his gates with

praise.,” Oh, how many souls may be bora

The sermon is an earnest
presentation of the gospel from Matt. xi.

The People who mean to Resign.

In nearly every Church and Sabbath.
shool, in fact in nearly overy bencvolent
organization, there may be found one or
two people immaensely valaable, often of
yare executive ability, wseful and willing,
wlio yot manage to nentralize all their good
gifts, and rendor them of small account, by
continually threatening them to remgu.
6 by-law is passed, o resolution oflered, a
change made without their heing deferenti.
ally consuited, they hand in their resigna.
tion. If their scrvices are in any way over-
looked, or taken without thanks or speeial
notice, thoy are slighted, and refuss any
longer to work. In twenty ways they ren-
dor thetnselves unhappy, and keep their
{friends in a ferment.

Take them at their word, and receive
their action a8 a matter of course, and thoy
aro deeply wounded, for they do not ac-
knowledge it even to their own hesrts, thay
rather enjoy, in anticipation, the fuss that
will be made over their withdrawal, the
solieitations to return, aud the eonciliating
things that will be said.  Fly to them with
opon arms and tears in yeur eyes, and beg
them to reconsider and remain, and you
may be certainthat tears and entrenties will
bo your part, and sweet forgiveness theirs,
for periodical times in the yoars to come. I
have often thought that I would like to say
s few plain words to those people who mean
0 rerign, when things do not suit them. In
the firat place. for whom are you workmg ?
For the Master ? Then why give np labor
it your fellow workers offend you? = Shall
Christ’s cauke be hindored while his people
stand siill to dispute?

Tn the nexi place, don's yon think thad
you may be seiting 0o high a value on
your own services! It is wonderful, after
all, how well the world and the werk oan
got along, oven withous those who seem to
be of the greatest use and covsequence. A
man or woman is aclive in society in the
church, in the Sabbath-school or in the
Christian association,  *“What could we do
without—?" say friends aund fellow-toilers.
‘Bat God has other work for his servant, or
he calls him np higher. A pause, & litle,
spaco for tears, @ vacans place soon filled
that is, oeean of humsan activity. Liko the
old French proverb, “The kingls dead—
long live the king,” tho succeasion of God's
workers goos on, other hands take up the
weapons, othar feet stand where those feel
stood that are still forever. And while
from the earthly stand-point this is
humiliating, I think from the heaven-side
it is very comforting.  For, after all, what
are we ? If Christ's kingdom but comeo,
what differones doesit maks by what hands
its bunners are borne? In the long roll of
glory, no name will"be left out of all who
have served in his ranke.

Friends, think. Is there mot somethiag
unworthy, undignified, in being 3o ready to
be hurt and wounded P Rather think less
of self, and more of Him whe is the one
porfect type of catire unselfishucss.—8. £,

Tronblsssme Minorities,

Thers is hardly suy one thing beaving
npon the peacs, growth and usefalness of
onr aharoml which should so olaim our
esrnest and prayerful consideration as that
of minorities, I¢ 18 the sonrco of untold
tronbles, dopresslon aud losres 0 our
ohurches every year. Wo all know & fow
members of » shurch, or aven a single por-
son, unserupulons in the employment of
means to gain na end, and by constant agi-
fation, onn disturb the peace aud retard tho
progress of any elmrch.

This is one of the most prohfic canges of
short pastorates, pastoral resignations and
failure to settle pastors when destitute, that
has sy bearing upon these relations at the
present timo; and asat is high time that
churches eame to & reahizing sense of their
magnitude and ovil, and subject it to
prompt, decided, yot Christian  discipline,
Tt is not the duty of any church to aliow its
good name 1 the community,its prospenty
and usefulness, all to be destroyed by the
turbulence of a small pamority.

Hon. Franecis Wayland, of Connectiout,
the President of the National Educationsl
Convention, held in Philadelphia, last Mav,
anid in n speech made during the procced-
ings of that moeting, that it was ensy for a
fow discontented men in any society to un-
settle any mymister if they have sufficrent
persovernnce. An able, honest, worthy and
most fmthful clergyinan can, in six months,
be ejocted from his church and turned
adrift upon the world, without a dollar in
Ins pocket and with a family to support for
no other reason than the enmity of two or
threo mon, T hnve zeen jt over and over
again, I never knew it tried thoroughly
whoere it failed. Now, this certainly is not
the fawlt of the clergyman.

Multitudes of pastors,—good moen, able,
efficiont men, men who were held in Ingh
estcom by the community, men under
whose labors the ehurch was prospenng,—
have boon driven to resign by the unchris-
tian conduet of a smallminority,when nine-
tentns, or even more, of the whnla clmreh
nnd congrogation were his warmest friends
and admirers, and earnestly desired the
continuance of his labors with them. Fre-
quently, too, the men composing these mi-
norities have but hittle Christian character,
are strangors to the social meotings of the
church, but thoy have a little monoy or
gocinl position, are merchants, lawyers, or
teschors, and the church will consent to
sacrifice tho pastor, or let him be sacrificed
instosd of disciplining these agitators, I
know of <hurehes whose reputation in tho
sommunity la> been greatly tarnished, and
prejudices awakened that years will hardly
efface, becauso they would allow such mi-
norities to rule, and let their pastors lenve,
when thoy ought to have said to the minor-
xt‘y, “Behave or you must leave.” I know
of other churches that have been kept pas-
torless month after month, constantly los-
g ground, whon they could have secured
the services of good men, men who have
been successful leader's of Christ’s flock,but
n small minority was not pleased, or were
determined to have their own way, regard-
less of right or the best intcrests of the
churoh, Such instances ave not so rarc as
we might supposo or wish them to be.

Itis tho ulcer that is eating out the lifo
of many s churcih. If1t cannot be eured,
ought it not to be cut out? May not
elinrclios boar too long with such partics
and influences within their enclosures ? Do
not both the honor of the Master’s nawe
and the honor and usefulness of the church
require prompiness and decided action with

There are churches that will never com-
mand the respect or influence of the com-
munities in which they are located, until
they coase to a’low one man or a handful of
men to settle and nnsettle pastors :in short

CHINA,

Bishop Alford has contribnted a valuable
paper to The Missicn Field, in which he
gives his personal knotledge of China end
the missionary work there. The following
thonghts in his commmnieation are 1mport-
ant and enggestive - —* Mission 1 Clunn 15
sound andreal. As for numbers, had our
missionaries thoaght fit to baptize mdms-
criminately, and to admt to holy commun-
ion without examinaticr, the.number of
professing Chistians in our Ching missions
might have mmounted to ton times whot it
is. But applicants weve tested, and they
only who gavo marks of pure motives, of
true repentance, and of sincere conversion
were aceepted.  *The work is a growmng
work, growing genorally in proportion to
the strength and eflictency of the nuss.on-
ary ageney. It 1s wonderful how the Foo-
chhiow nussion has expanded through the
country districts; so that wo can number,
under the charge of two European mission-
aries and one native nussionary clergyman
at Foochow, eighteen branch stations with-
in a radius of about a hundrod miles.
Foochow, Shanghai, Hong Kong, aud
Pokin need inore missionaries, And I be-
lievo that, if we would hold the ground,
oxtension 15 & mnecessity,  Rotrogression,
oven 1n appearance, emboldens the advor-
eary {and he 1s *legion’ in China) to bestir
hitmself to drive the missionary out of the
land. ' Without depreciating the value
of tho European agency, and gladly testi-
fying that tho European and Ameriean
missionaries in China are genorally mon of
unusual ability, judgment, and entexpriso,
Tet us rejoico 1n the native agents. Let us
Brav to God largoly to increase the num.

or of native cateclnsts, Europeans can-
not preach ns they can. Buropeans cannot

cnotrate to the places they can viat.
Curopeans cannot  discriminate Chinese
character as they ean. Europenaus cannot
live on Chineso food nor bear Chineso
climate as they do. No matier how long n
missionary may have been in China; how-
evor well o may bo supposed to speak the
language of ins heurers; hotvever much
he sy live ke them and dress hike them,
there must evor boa great gulf—national,
at lonst~-between an Englishman and a
Chinawan—the one n sort of unintelligible
inystery to the other, The Chinece need a
Chinese ministry. Englishmen vannut, in
their own persons, supply the nevd. Itis
our duty tv intrust the sons of China with
these precious gifts, even as we ourselves
have been entrusted with them."”

No Human Confessors,

Canon Ryle, of the Church of England,is
publishing & series of Tracts bearing upod
tho present siate of that Clurch, which
have the true ring of Reformation. In one
entitled “Do You Confess ?” salled foxth by
the effort to revive the Confessional in the
Church of England, ho says :—

Wo honor the ministor’s office highly, but
we refuse to give it a hair's breadth more
digmty than we find given in the Word of
God. We honor ministers a8 Chrst's am-
bassadors, Clrist's messengers, Chnst's
watchmen, helpers of believers’ joy, preach-
ors of the Word, and stewards of the mys-
terios of God, But we decline to regerd
them as pricsts, mediators, confessere and
rulers over men's faith, both fonthe aake of
their souls and of our own.

Listen not to those who tell you that
Evangelical teaching is opposed to the ex-
oreise of noul-discipline, or heart-examina-
tion, or self-humiliation, or mortification of
the flcsh, or true contrition. Opposed to it!
There never was & more baseless asaertion,
We are entirely favorable to it.  This only
weo require, that it shall be carried onin the
right way. We approve of going to & con-
fossor; bn? it must be the only true One,
Clirist the Lord, We approve of subuniting
consciences to o priest; but it must be the
great High Priest, Jesng the Son of God.
We approve of unbosoming our secret sins,
and seeking absolution; but it must bo at
the fcet of the grent Iesd of the Chwrch,
and not at the feet of his weak members,
We approve of kneeling to receive ghostly
counsel; but it inuet be atihe feod of Christ,
and not at the feet of inan.

Reader, boware of ever losing sight of
Christ's priestly office. Glory in His aton-
ing deatl. Honor Him ae your substitute
and surety on the cross, Follow Him as

our Shepherd.  Hear His voige a8 your
i‘tophet.

InrenvaTIONAL TexT.—I love them that
Jove mo; and those that seck me early
shall find me.—~—Prov, viii. 17.

The place s which these two striking -
cidents oceurred, desorves notico. It was
Parea--beyond Jordan, far fromn Jerusalem
and i tne domunions of Herod Antipas,
It was & kind ot refuge for Jesusn, when
oppoaition to lum was strong i other
quarters, &8 1t was alterwards for the m-
tant Cuurch, Even here, Jesus was ro-
garded with,veneration ; and even here the
malice of the gect ot the Phansees followed
him. John had beon a sufferer from his
faithfulness as to Herod. Perhaps the
enemies of Chirist sought to draw Inm mto
a like quarrel by the question of v. 3. But
if they did, hio defeated their plan.

From the treacherous cross-questioning
of these enemies of Christ, one tarns with
interest to s dealing, first with paronts
regarding their children, and then with a
young man regarding himself,

The lesson divides itself into {wo por-
tions : the teacliers of the younger vupils
will dwell on the former, those of the more
advanced, on the latter.

I. We have, in the first, eager parents,
hasty disciples, and apatient and merciful
Saviour.

1. The parents : for we infer it was the
ents wlio brought the little ones (“1u-
fants,” in Luke), though others ars not ex-
cluded. ‘Teachers and friends may stand
in the place of, or along with, parents, in
bringing children to Jesus, Whoever they
were, they believed 1n the holy character
of Christ. They were familiar with the lay-
ing on hands as a means of blessing, not
y in wish but in effect. (See Gen. xlviii,
14; 2 Kings iv. 84.) They shared in the
expectation of good through this great pro-
phet; and if they did not clearly know his
true dignity, at least they owned his worth
and goudness, Tbey were anxious for the
good of their children. Thoy set an wx-
ample to all the friends of children in all
time. Dring them to Jesus.

2. The hasty disciples, They showed
their displeasure with the mecvement, and
discouraged the approach of the children
and of those who brought them. We need
mot be concerned to find out, whether they
rebuked the children or their friends. They
wmade it plain that they did not like the
step, rebuking those that brought them,
Mark x. 18.  So the friends of the young
have often been found fault wicn, for upset.
ting old wnys, making trouble, disturbing
the church, &c. Even good men, at first,
looked coldly on Sunday-schools.

8. The patient and merciful Redecmer.
He defends the step, Iays down tho princi.
o that justifies it, and complies with the
edire, “Suffor little children,” &c., v, 14.
Probably wo should wrest this general state:
ment of our Lord, if wo used it to decide
any disputes as to the Church's treatment
of childvei, as if the Saviour were here
making a rule. Probably we read it aright,
if we understand Him to say, “It is noithor
improper or unbecoming in mo to receive
mg bless the children; for children aro
not shut out of the kingd>m, and indeed,
all who will bo in it must be of a childlike
disposition,”  This last idea is mado prom-
inent in Mark {x. 16), and in Luke (xwil,
17), and is clsewhere dwolt upon by our
Lord.

That no supexstition influenced those who
brought the hittle ones, nsif ainere *touch”
would necessarily do them good, is clear
from Christ's compliance, v. 15. *Ho laid
his hands on them.” *And he took them
up in his arins, put his hands on them, and
bleseed {hem.” “Happy children!” one
would say. But the same happiness way
be enjoyed by all childron that will come
te him.

We mnay learn from this, among many
other lessons :

{@® That good men are expected to love
the little ones.

(4) ‘Chat it is not unworthy of the highest
dignity to tonch and bloss the little ones.

(¢) '[hat they can receive blessing, They
are usuntly confiding, simple, unaflected,
as comparod with the adult,

(d) And all who have the opportunity
shonld seck to bring them to the Redecmer.

Now we pass from the infants to the
young man, of whom we know that he
was rich {v. 92), “ho had great possess-
jons;” that he was well-conducted, “all
theso have I kept from my yorth
up,” v. 20; that ho was a spnler,” (Luke
xvili, 18, and that herespected the Saviour,
v, 16, “Good Muster, what good thmg
shall I do.”  All theso things were in his
favor, and an ordinary teachor would have
encouraged his approach.  But Jesus did
not rely on numbers or appearances. He
séeks qunlity more than quantity, in disci-
ples. He would teach men to know them-
aelves. Ho uses tho law to briug them to
fool the need of grace.

So he leads this young runler to think,
firsd as to the nature of God, v. 17; then
us to the nasnre of real rightcousncss, v.
91; and #hus in the third place nsto the
condition of hiz own heart, “Scll all that
thou hnst,” &¢., v. 21, Ho tlattered him.
self thnt he was wliolly devoted to spiritual
things, but the Redeemer applicsn test

ich he cannot endure. “He went away
sorrowful,” &2, v. 20 )
* Yrom this interview (which we would fain
hope was net the end of this youny man's
intspwonrse with Qhrist;) we mny learn

8. Jesus did not invent & hard and spe-
cinl test for him, but applied to his partion-
lar caso the general rule for all who will
come to Christ, “If any man will be my
disciple, let him deny hiunself and take up
bia cross.”  To pnrt with his possossions,
was the cross for this young ruler.

4. To put Christ and his cross away,
does not make one happy. “Ho went away
gorrowful.”

5. We know our hesrts but slightly . and
the nearer wo come to Christ, the more dis-
tinetly we sec oursclves.

The great matter of interest among Can-
adians has beon the meeting of Paxlinment,
and its decision en the great question of
# gonfidence” or “no confidence,” That
decision ig not known as we go to pross.

Our readers are aware that in the disturb-
ances dnrin g 1869-70 inthe North-West of
British America, a young man of the name
of Bcott was put to death in circamstances
of peouliar atrocity, by the Provisionnl
Goverumeont, under the authority of Louis
Riel. There has ever since been n more
or less earnest demand that the perpetra-
toxsof this deed should be bronght to
justice. At lengthmatters were apparcntly
iu a fair way for this being a.complished.
General Lepine, one of Riel's chief associ
stes has been seized and is sent down to be
#ried for murder. But, strange complica-
tion, Riel instead of being apprehended has
been by acclamation eolected M. P., for
Provencher, and has come on to Oftawa to
olaim his seat. There is not & doubt ap-
parently that the ex-President has the
hearty supp =t of almost all the French
speaking portion of Canada. It is likely
that & Royal Amnesty will be secured, and
it would not atall surprise us to see Riel a
‘member of the Canadian Cabinet before
many years pass over his head.

"Many of those who attended the New
York meeting of the Evangelical Alliance,
are already on their way home to Europe.
Others are travelling through the States,
and a few among whom we notice the Rev.
Naragan Sheshadri, are dnding their way
o Canada for a flying visit. Every day
makes incroasingly manifest the mighty
influence for good which has been exertsd
by that series of meetings, and will continuo
to be.

ELECYTORAL CORRUPTION.

Wo have had some hesitation about
printing tho lotter from “A Presbyterian
Politician,” but as it is in itsolf ns striking
an example of “xabid” partizanship and of
consequenily perverted judgment as wo
have como across for some time past, we
give the most of it.  Its many references
to one partiocular nowspaper and man weo
cannot admit.  As far as possible we wish
to doal with prineiples rather than with in-
dividuals, thongh when it comes evidently
in our way wo shall not bo slack to discuss
the public actions of individuals also. We
are not aware that any of the assailants
of Mr. Dodge ovor confessed that

‘I they would have let him go fres had

he voted differently. All thet was paid,
however, against that individual was fairly
desorved, and if our correspondent does
not thinkso wooan only attribute his
stato of mind to the perverting influence of
that very partizanship he cherishes and de-
plores. We can say nothing and wish to
say nothing in extenuation of tho use made
of tho intercopted letter, It was both a
orime and a blunder.  But surely no one
but » blinded partizan on the other side,
can fail to seo that the plannings and pro-
posals i that lotter were simply infamous,
viewed from anything like a Christian
stand-point, however much they may be
switable to the ordinary meridian of Cana-
dian politics. Wo persuade ourselves that
we are not by any means rabid in our po-
litical leanings, but most certainly we fully
believe tLat the Paoific Railway Charter
was awarded, on the understanding, ex.
pressed or implied, that those who had the
disposal of it should be pecuniarily helped
to corrupt the electors. 'With the sworn

statements of the prinoipal parties
to that matter before us, we can.
not oven imagine any one comng

to any other conclusion, and of
sll the paltering with conscience we can
think of nono more deplorable than the
many and most wrotched attempts which
have been made to show that bargain
or understanding in the case thore was
none. The “rabid partizanship” of politi i
newspapers is greatly to be deplored, but
wo do not see how this either naturally or
necessarily results in bribery,oxcep# it bo by
the efforts made on this side or that to show
that giviag and taking money for votes is
not wrong, or that, at the worst, it is a pain,
ful but necessary evil not to be judged too
severely, or condemned too harshly, Woe
are fully persuaded that there are many
upright and honorablo men on both sides
of our Canadian politics, and are very sor.
ry that these do not do more than they
have done to frown down the merest ap-
proach of bribery for the purpose of secur-
ing political support. 'We are not called
upon to say who began the infamous prac-
tice among us, or which party has earried
it on most lavishly and systematically. It
15, at any rate,time that 1t should ceaso, for
it has already more than sufficiently “dis~
graced the country and demoralized all
parties concerned, more ospecially those
who have not only followed the course
themselves, but havo defended it as a mor.
ral, or at any rate apologized foritasa
necessary. We shall not cull any elegant
extracts from the fyles of our neighbors, or
thank God that we a. ot a3 others are.
Ve could wish, however, that all the jour-
nalists of Canada ehould have as much re-
speot for their own manhood asnot even o

try to mako a defenco for anything that is
indefensible, anrd not deal tenderly and ap-
pologetically with what is infamous,because
it may happen to have been done by those
whose general politics ave approved of and
adopted. Ifa general and righteous feel.
ing of indignation against all corrupt prac-
tices be awakened by the miserable disclo-
sures and wrotched confossions of the past
months, even the Pacific Scandal, and the
stolen letter, and the Dodge forgery may
not have been unmitigated aud shamoless
evils aftor all.

The Prosbyiery of Guslph mot in this
town on Tnesday the 14th Oct, Thero wae
5 largo attendance of both Ministers and
Ruling Lldera, Auditora wore appointed
to examine the Treasurors' bocka, which
wore laid upon the table. Ata subgequent
stage of the proceodings tho Anditors 1o~
ported and furnished the dofafled atate-
monts of the arrears duo to thoe Ordinary
Fund of the Prosbytery. The Stafistical
Roports and Financinl statemeont of congre-
gations in the bounds wore oxamined, and
oxplanations reqnired of those ropresenta-
tives prosent whoso congregations were
default to one or move of the schemces of
tho ohurch. The sommittes appeinted at
Inst ordinary meoting to arrange for the §.
S. Conferenco fixed to be hold in Enox
Chureh, Acton, on the second Tuesday of
January next, prosented their repost, con-
sisting of o programme of subjeots to he
discussed atanid Confarance. After cone
sideration it was agroed that tho report be
roceived, nnd that the Committee be re-ap-
pointed with instructionsto procure statis-
tical information from the Sabbathschools
in the bounds and mako all othor necessary
arrangements for rendoring the proposed
Conferanco intoresting and profitable, In
pursuance of & previous a%pomtmont the
Committoe on the State of Religion report-
od n number of topios for discusion, which
worv approved by the Preabylery, and
mado the subjects of & vory pleasant confer-
ence, immadintoly on the commoncoment
of tho afternoon soderunt, Mx. Noil Currie
wag taken on trinls for License, and, have
ing passed these tosatisfaction of tho Courd,
he was duly hoeensed to preach the Gospel
wherover he might be orderly oalled, and
hig name was ordered to be forwarded te
tho Assombly’s committos on the distribn-
tion of probationera for employmont, and
the Clerk was instructed te give him a cer-
tificate of license when askod. Mr. Tor
rance reported thot he hiad apponred before
the I’xosﬁytory of Chatham 1 prosecution
of the call given by the ocongregation of
Duff's Church, East Puslinch, to Mr. Alox-
ander McKay, of Elmira, Illinois, U. 5,
and that that Presbytery had unanimousl
agreed to nllow the translation to  proceed.
1t was theroupon agreed that the Presby-
tory moot in East Puslinch, on Tuesday,
80th Oct., at 10 o’clock a.m., forMr. MoKa s
induction ; Mr. Torrance to preside, induct
and address the -‘miniater, Mr. D. D. Mec-
Lennan to preach,and Mr. Wardropo to ad-
dross the poople. Mr. Smellie reported
from the committee on the superintendonce
of studentsin the bounds, when 1t was
agreed that the report be received, that the
comumitteo be commended for their diligenoe,
and that, swhen necessary, Presbytorial cer-
tificates bo furnished to those students re-
quiring the same. Thoro was r«ad a corti-
ficato of transforence in favor of Mr. 8. W,
Figher from the Prosbytery of New Bruns-
wick, N. S, to the Presbytory of Guelph.
There was also a petition read from ‘the
congrogation of the Canadn Presbyterian
Church, Galt, for the moderation in  a call
which they proposed to give to a minister—
promising a sulary of two thousand dollare,
Tho petition was granted, and Mr. Ball ap.
pointed to preach and moderate on Tues-
day, tho 29th inst., at 2 o'clock in the afler-
noon. In accordanco with a roport submit-
ted by tho committee, the Proshytory ar-
ranged for holding o series of 1missionary
moeotings, having missionary sermons
pronched in tho difforent congregations un-
der their care. Tho gession records of tlre
Thrat Congregation, Eramosa, were submite
tod, and a committee appointedto examine
the snme. This committee subsequently
reported that said records were, carefully
kept and the business transaoted in an or-
derly manner, and they were orderod to be
attested accordingly. The Presbytery noxt
proceeded to hold a conference on the slate
of roligion, and, having spont some timoe in
the same, taking for tho subjeets of conver-
sation certain topics recommended in the
roport of their committoe, formally agreed
that when, in tho judgmoent of ministers
and sessions, continuous religious serviges
are desirablo, the Presbytery approve the
holding of such 1meetings, and that the
wholo mattor, incladng the questions  dis-
cu.sed, be sent down to sessions for cousid-
oration and report. The committea ap-
pointed to visit Elmira, Hawksville and
Winterbourne, and to confor with Mz,
Thompson, with the view of uniting the above
congregations into one pastoral charge, re-
ported. After deliboralion it was nagreed
that further consideration of the matter bo
delayed till nextordinary meeting, and that
these congrogations be summoned to appoar
then for their intorests. A lofter from Mr.
Hagh Thomnpson, late minister at Winter-
bourne, claimingarrears of stipond due him
hy the congregation there, was referred to
that congregation,with the request that the
clarm bo discharged. A scheme for mission-
.y sermons and meetings wras submitted
aud adopted. Tho Clerk was instructed
to get a sufficiout number of copies printed
for distnibution. It was agreed that appli-
cation bo made to the Home Mission Com-
mitte for a grant, for three years, of two
hundred dollavs to enablo thew, with a
subscription of their own to tho amount of
four hundred doliars, to obtain the services
of a sottled minister. The caso of North
Luthor congregatien, inveiving difforones
of opinion respecting the site ou which they
shounld erect their new church, was next
taken up. Mr. Anderson and Mr. D, D.
Mcliennau wero heard.  Papers bearing on
the case wore read. After deliberation 1t
wasrosolved that a Committee bo appuinted
to visit all thego atations to ascertnin all
tho facts of the caso, and report to the Pres-
bytory at thoir next ordiunry moeting.

The Presbytery of Huron held its

uarterly meeting at Clinton, on Tuosdny,
ff}th inst. Mur. Barr gave a roport ﬂauin'g
forth that he declared thoe pulpit of Duff’s
church vacant according to instruotions of
Prosbytery. My, MoLean reported thatho
dispensed the Sacrament of the Lord's
Supper at Ethel, that the congrogation
thero is very prosperots under Mr. Thomp-
son,thurty enrolling themsolves as membors
in full communion, and that three Elders,
Mossrs, Spence,MoXalvie and Bowoes, wore
ordained in due form. In view of the
prayer of n petition of Rev. Charles Flotch-
er, of Goderich, tho Prosbytery agreed to
gommend his cnge to the favorable eonsider-
ation of the Assembly’s Committeo on the
agedand infirm nunisters’ fuud, in order
that he may be dealt wath as libersliy as the
funds would admit of. Muoh of the time of
tho Presbytory was spent ovor a case of
roference of the congregation of Duff’s
Church, McKillop, in regard to recoiving
sipply, and tho state of the congregation
gonorally, when at length it was agreed to
requost a{l'r. MecLoan to give throe Sabbaths
to that eongregation within the next three
months, the Presbytery meanwhile agroeing
a supply Mr. McLioan’s pulpits in the event
of his going. A snitable minute was adop-
tod expreagive of tho Presbytey's regard for
Mr. MceDinrmid, whose resignation was
accopted at last regular meeting. Mr,
Gracy, on behalf of the Committes appoin-
ted to visit tho congrepation of Egmondbvillo,
gnve a report settunaforth that the congrog-
ation was exceedingly anxious to maintain
there presont organization, aud rosolvedto
romove the presont arrears, and to do their
wtoaost in the future to pay the Ministor's
stipend. but that in the event of their not
being able to do so thnt they wonld look to
the Presbytery for aid. Mr. MeCunig gave
sroport on Home Missions, givingalength-
ened statement of the mission work, &e.,
within the bounds of tho Uresbytery. In
accordance with the prayer of a petition
from Cranbrook and Ethal, it was resolved
to send Mr. Thomson, a student, to labor
there for the winter months.  Mr. Young
wes appointed  Modorator ad inferim of
the secssion of Dungannon, and Moessrs,
Jackson and Carnochian, elders, were asso-
cinted with him as assessors. Power was
granted to Mr. Youngto modorate in a call
at Duungannon, if he should sce eauso bo-
foro noxt meeting. A committes, consist-
ing of Meassrs, Goidsmith, Ross, and D, D.
W%lsou, wag appointed to arrange for mis.
sionary meetings to be held during the
winter. The cousideration of the financial
report of the congrogations was delayed
tﬂ{) noxt meeting.

Prosbytery of Stratford.

Thig Presbyter, met in the Widder-st.
Ghurch, St. Mary's, on the 14th inst., for
the purpcse of deciding upon the eall
from St. Dawid's Church, St. John,
N. B., to the Rov. Dr. Walers,
Thore was a fullmoeting of Presbytery, tho
merabers present boing the Modorator, tho
Rev. Potor Musgrave, and the Rev. Mosars.
Macpherson, Drummond, Boyd, Allan,
Mitchell, Scott, Findlay, Hamilton, Hall,
Dr. Waters, and the Rev. Mr. Fothering-
ham, clerk., Elders prosont—Messra. Web-
ster, Dunbar, and Baird., After the dis-
posal of some routino busimess, tho matter
of the onll was taken up. The papers m

—

the case being read, Mr. Thomas
MeCrae, of QGuelph, and the Rov.
James  Mitchell, of Mitchell, woere

heard on bohalf of the congregation
of St. David's and the Presbytery of St.
John respectively.  These gentlomen pro-
sonted tho claims of the congregation and
Presbytery in a clear and forcible manner,
and ably stated thie reasons for Dr. Waters’
translation.  There appeared on behalf of
the Widder-st. session and congregation,
Messrs. T\ O. Robson, John Adair, Robert
Harstone, sr.,, John MecLean, John Web-
ster, Androw Kuox, George McIntyre, and
Dr. Harrison. They all spske in highly
complimentary terms of their pastor and of
the success which had attended his minis-
try among them. In the course of the
pleadings it was stated that during tho
eriod of Dr. Waters' pastorate the church
ad been enlarged twice, and that now
rreparations had been made for tho erection
of a new chureh, sebseriptions for that pur-
e amounting to nearly $1,200 having
gg:n taken up. It was also stated thay the
membership of the church had incrossed
from 210 to 840—ths latter bengthe actual
membership at the ﬁ)resent tune. One of
the openkers espoeoinlly referred to the large
number who had united with the church
under Dr, Water’s miniatry, the total num-
ber being 242,  Of these the lnrge number

of 135 had united with the church on a l{»w
fossion of faith. It was strongly urged by
all the speakers that & vacancy would be
highly detrimental to the best interests of
the Churoh.  After the representatives of
the vongregation had been heard, Dr.
Waters was then called upon for an expres-
sion of his views. He began Ly stativg
tuat when he acceptrd the call from St.
Mary'e, hie did so from an imperative sense
of duty, but with soine auxioty on account
of the state of the congregation at the time
whan he was callod to be theirpastor. ‘Chat
anxiety, ho said, soon pnesed away. ‘The
congregation lhiad greatly inoressed and
prospered, sud peace and lavmony gre-
vailed. This state, bo saul, was as much
owing to the kindly Christian Teeling and
mutual forbearance of the members of the
comgragation s to any efforts of _hil. Ha
farther siated tha, during the peviod of his

reaidonos in 8t. Mary's, ho had re.  red
vory great kindnesa from  his pesple not
only did they fulfil all their business en-
gagoraonts, but that, in their treatment of
him, they had been movra than gonerous,
Aftor spoaking in a very feoling manner of
his rolutiona to the congrogation, o said
that s - far as he conld seo tho path of duty
ha had boen led mo‘: by step not to rejoot
tho call wlueh hiad  been tondored to him,
but at the samo tims Lo woald chaorfully
submit to whatever docusion tho Preshytory
might soe to ho right, whether to transinto
ham to 8t. John or retain him in St.
Mary's.  Thereafter the various members
of Presbytory oxpressed thor viewa in re-
gard to the matter, all of them speaking
the vory highest terma of their co.proaby-
ter, and - exprosiing regret at the prospoet
of losing him.  Soveral of his more jmne-
diate neighbora expecinlly reforred to his
willingness to help in any way in his power,
Reforonee was made by all the sponl‘:ms to
the public work of tho Clureh in which Dr.
Wators had taken an activo part, and the
lozs which would be sustained by his re-
moval. After all the mombers of Prosby-
tory had oxprossed their views, Mr. Mac-
phorson moved, soconded by Mr. Allan,
that Dr. Wators should be translated to the
Prosbytory of St. Johu in order that ho
might be inducted juto tha chargo of St.
David's Church. Mr. Mae heraon, in sup.
porting his motion, ospociaﬁy noted the faet
that in so far as mero peouniary gain was
concorned, nono could accuse Dr. Wators
of being nctuated by mercenary motives, ns
inasmuch as ba had declined’a call from
Brooklyn. only a fow months ago, present-
ing much groater inducoments, and not
only that, but when the relative cost of liv-
ing in 8t. John and St. Mary's was taken
into considoration, thero was no advantage
at all. The Rev, R. Hamilton was appeint-
ed interim moderator of the Widder.st.
session, and tho -session was appointed a
committoe of supply, to make arrangoments
for the supply of fhe pulpit until tho next
meeting of Pmﬂhytnvy. A commilteo was
then appointed to drasr up a minute ox-
pressive of the fecling of the Presbytery
towards their brother Dr. Waters, After
the transaction of some routine business
the Proshytery then adjourned to meet at
Stratford.

Proshytery of Cohonrg.

This Prosbytory met at Port Eopo on
the 14th of Octobor. The principal items
of business were the following:—It was
agreed that the induction of the Rev. W. A.
McHKay should take place at Cold Springs
on tho 4th of Nov., at 2 p.m., Mr. Bennett
to prench, Mr. Douglass to preside and ad-
dress the ministor, and Mr. Murray, of
Woodville, to address the peoplo. It was
agroed that the Presbytery should wmeet at
11 o'clock on the day montioned above, at
Cold Springs, to hear the trial discourses of
Mr. Donald Sutherland, who has signified
his acceptanco of the call to Percy and
Compbellford.  Arrangoments ware made,
in the ovent of Mr. Sutherland’s examina-
tion and diseourses boing sustained, tor his
ordination at Warkworth on the 11th of
Nov., at 11 aan.  Mr. McKaywas appoint-
ed to proach, Mr, Duncan to preside, Mr.
Smith to address the people, and Mr. Mac-
william the minister. Ifwas also resolved
that the clerk should arrange for a service
being held at Campbeliford, on the evening
of tho day of ordination, for the purpose of
introducing tho minister to the congrega-
tion of that place, ifit should be found
ptacticable to hold such service. It was
furthor agreed that tho ministers engnged
at the ordination should take partin the
proposed servico at Campbeliford.  In ac-
cordancs with a resolution come to at last
meeoling, the Presbytery procooded {o ro-
consider a former decision in roference to
the United oharge of Perrytown and Ken-
dal. After hicaring partios, it was unani.
mously resolved to disjoin the station at
Kendal from Porrytown and place it under
the caro of the Presbytery of Ontario. The
noxt regular meoting of Presbytery was ap.
pointed to be held nt Peterboro’ on the
third Tuesday of January, 1874, at 11 a.m.

The Proposed Bagis of Union.

Edator BrITISR AMRBICAN PRESUYTRAIAK,

Diar Sir,—Many of yonr roaders must
bo aware of the controversies that for the
past two years have sgitated the Free
Church of Seotland, concerming the Union
Ehgbihty Schomo, Tho controversy was
vory keon—much was witton, both for and
against—many meotingd, Union and anti-
Union were hold, and much strong feoling
was oxlnbited on both sides. The measure
having passed through all the Proshyterics
of tho Ohuroh,—thoro was & largo majority
in favonr of Union, but there was also a
vory influsntial mmority against it, of mine
istors, eldors, and mombers of the Freo
Churoh. Among these wero Dra, Bogg and
Miller, of Glasgow, Moody Stuart, Iforatio
Bonar, &e., &o., » number of the mos!able
and plous minunters of the Disruption times
who opposed the Union, belioving that the
viows held by tho U. P. Church weroe at
variance with prineiples for swhioh they had
formerly testifiod. So high did the tide of
foohng rise that & second disruplion wes
threatoned, end many looked forward to
tho lnst Assomblv with fear and trembling,
foaring that o division in the Church would
be the ireot calamity,~—separation being
now felt to be a much greator evil than 14
soomed thirty years ago. Dr. Duff, how-
ever, was chosen Moderator, and his power-
ful and Leart-stirring address seoms to have
beon the means of averting the dreaded
calnmty.

I beg you will insert the following ex-
tracts from his addresses,which sliow olear-
ly the true prinoiples of toleration, nocord.
ing to tho Word of God and the mind of
Christ. They have some bearing on the
prosent discussions ooncerning Union in

Canada, and ail interested in the questions
would do woll to ponder them.

“Emphatically therefore, have we now
learnt, on Divine authority, that what the
law of love demands is not the sacrifice of
any conviotions on any subject whatever,
honestly ontertained; no, but mutual
brotherly forbearance. The grand function
of true charity or love, according to our
Lord and His inspired apostles, 18 not to
oxpact, still less demand the uneconditional
surronder of any conviotions, so long as
they are sincorcly cherished, but to expect,
and imporatively demaud the oxercise of
nbsolute, nuconditional, brotherly forbear-
anco, to walk togethor in blessed commu-
nity of spirit and aotion, so far a3 we are
agroed, andn lovingly doing so, to rest as-
sured that in points wheremn any of us may
ho otherwiseo minded, or continue still to
diffor, God, Humself, by His word or provi-
lenco, or tho mimistry of His servants, will
roveal or mako clear even these things un.
to us, &0 ns, ultimately, in tho exeroise of
patient waiting and mutual forbearance, to
cauge us to see oyoe to eye, as well as faol
heart to heart. And thus, in the ond, the
real and most offoctive solvent of all doubts,
tho real harmonizer of all differences of
judgment will bo found to be not hard and
gnarled and unfeeling logic,but love, Divine
love ; or if thora be logic in the matter at
all,—logic freely lubricated with tho oil of
Divine love.

“Such is tho grandeur, the triio sublimity
of Divine love, not to display selfish littlo-
ness, in demanding the unxeasonable sacri-
fice of convictions merely to please and
humor itself, but to display its unselfish
greatness, in loudly doclaring that, not-
withstanding acknowledged differences of
judgment, it can not only overlap the walls
of suparation which theso might erect, but
skip over tho very mountains of possible
separation ; and in the exercise of kindly
brotherly forbearance,even confor addition-
ol benefits and favours, on very purpose to
prove its own absolute reality, 23 well aa
the {ranscendency of its loving nature.

“Were, indeed, tho Almighty, omniscient
God, the Creator, to demand tho surrender
of any loudly cherished convictions on any
subject whatsoover, we might gladiy make
it. And why? Just because Ho, and Ho
alone, is Liord of econscience, and being om-
niscient, knows, with uberrng Pprecision,
whether the convictions be right or wrong,
well or ill founded. And were He to make
the demand, wo should be very sure it was
because He infallibly knew them to be
wreng or ill-founded ; and that it would bo
bost for ovrselves topart with them, aven
if wo were not made acquainted with tho
roasons. [t 1is proper, however, to notico
that, though logitimate within the province
of the Creator to make, and within the
province of the creatures to respond to or
obey such a command, 1t 1s yot one of a
kind winch oven the Almighty Creator, so
far as we know;in poini of fact,naver makes;
since it would plainly involve a violent and
even miraculous subversion of the constitu.
tion of tho human mind. And this is what
tho myighty jand blessed God, in all His
dealings with biy creatures, has with unde-
vintiniuniformiey shunned.  And if it be
s0 in tho case of tho great Creator, what
ought itto bo in the case of auy frail,fallible
follow mortal like ourselves,, were he to
pross the demand 2 1t is he in hig fallibil-
ity who may be wrong and not we; or in
our common {allibility or liabihtv to err,
both of us may be more or less wrong to-
gether. Aud for one falhbility, therofore,
to make such a demand on another fallibil-
ity-a ‘lemand whiclt even tho infallible God
is not known to make-—~would be, however
uniatentionally, little shoxt of not oniy pre-
sum;;moualy usurping,but profanely exceed-
ing the inalienable function aud prerogative
of the omniscient judge and Supreme Lord
over all!”

The following extraet is from Dr. Duff's
coneluding address, after the minority had
submitted to the rulingof the wmajority, eon-
len!t.ing themsolves with entering their dig-
sant.

“With respeet to the beloved brathren
who belonged to what was wont 40 Le eal.

Jod the minority, and who in tue end saw

their way eloar to reranin with us, undor a
dissont whioh relieves consoienco of all yo-
sponsibility in passing tho Afutual Tligi-
bility Act,’Y hava nu words snificiont to sa-
press my ndmiration of the gaod rense and
good fecling whioh have prodominated and
detormined their julzment in ihe mattor,
or my gratitiide to God for having inclinod
fheir boarts and their wills to act aa thay
have dona.  Their conduet hag gone fay,
and will do much to #eve the eredit of our
common Christianity, and eupocially our
commnon Presbyteriatumsm, which was m im-
minoent jaopardy. They had acted »3 the
groat and good Dip. Hodge—the greatest,
perhaps,of living Prosbytorian divines, had
dono under somewhat similar oirsumstan.
cos,  No man wroto more poworfully
againgt, or more persistently opposed the
projected ro-union of the two groatest
branches of the Prosbyterian family in
America. But when the dosires for auch
re-unfon was found by him decidodly to
preponderato, ho abandoned all opposition,
was satisfied with a Jdissent, hoartily thraw
in his lot with the happily ro-united Church
—aayinglin subatance, I do so becauss I
am a Presbyterian.’ Words like thess are
pregnant with simnificance,  All constitu-
sional bodios, soeial or mmmnioipal, literary
or seiontifle, occlosinstioal or politioal, muss
be ruled by majoritica—affording rolief to
sonssionce by the right of recording a dig.
sent or protest. When, thorofore, any ques-
tion ig finally disposed of by the Genoeral
Asgombly, in a rognlar, legitimate, constitu-
tional way by a manjority, howover smunlil,
that matter is, or ought to be considered as
conclusivoly settled, and as absolutely bind-
ing on all mombars as if it were disposed cf
unammouasly ; and ought never, never to
be spoken of as the ast of a majority, but
through 1ts constitutional represontative the
Assombly, the aet of the Chureh at large.
This style thorefors, of continning to refor
to acts passed by small or iarge, or over-
whelming majorities, as if tho degres of
obedionce or submussion theroto, or of thoir
binding foree of obligation, might be heald
as rogulated by the larger or smallor pre-
ponderancs of votes on the side of ths mn-
Jority, ought at oncs and forever to be
banished from our newspapor artislos, our
gamphlets and magazines, our speeches and
d obato«_, ayo, and if possiblo from our yory
memories,

“Now, then, that the Muiual Eligibility
Aot hoa been passed,with apponded declara.
tions and explanations, in a way the miost
Ingitimato and constitutional, it ought to be
felt the bounden duty of every lonl hearted
Presbytorian to seo to its being properly
and fairly wrought out in praetice. If it
should bo Freved thal, in its practieal work-
ing, itis altogother inncouous, the brethron
who have now recorded their dissent will,
I am sure, rejoice in tho proof thus afforded
of its innoentousness and become as cordi-
ally as ever remnited in spirit and loving
co-oporative aotion with the brothren from
whom in judgment, they have differed.”

bids fair to dono less in the presons through
his traets and journals.

The history of this man is full of interost
to every Christian who bolioves that the
Master has o place and work for every child
who has faith and oourage to do what I
appoints.

Twonty-five yoars ago Pater Drummond
was i trade with his' brothers. But his
soul was stirred within him ag he saw the
Sabbath desecration which abounded in
Cambuskermeth, a suburb of Scirling. By
expostulation ax}d entreaties he had douns
what he could {ocheck this evil, but ap-
parently in vain, Atlength it occurred to
him to prepare a tract ou the subject.
This he did with great earo, making  ex-
extracis from thobest sormons ou Sabbath
obgervsnce which ho could procure, Thee
success of his undertaking amazed him,
An edition of 10,000 was exhaustedin a fow
days. His assistants went forth from the
prayer-meetings still praying and distei-
buting tracts. These efforts soon produced
a great change, not only in Sterhng, but in
all the surrounding country, He naow pub.
hished an edition of 100,000 succeeded hy a
socond of like number before the expiration
of a singlo year. This effort led him to meet
au inroad of strolng players in the same
way. ‘Tracts, showming the evils of the
theatre, wore scattered nok only in the town,
but eapecially among those entering tho tent,
The result was that the company remained
only a few days. and for yoars Stirling wae
relieved from all such visitations.,

Thess are bub illustrations of the meth.
ods employed by this earnest Christinn to
push forward the work of tho Master. He
was soon oonvinced that h¢ must either
give ug his trade or tract worlt. Providence
again directed him. His brothers took the
business, allowing his monoy to remain.

Very oftens o ohild gets the im.pression
that there is something in his physioal,
raental, or moral condition, unlike that of
other children, that places him a o disad.
vantage, and ko js disheartened by the
thought, Very likely there may be soms
peculiarity, but the pointis to overcome
that disndvantage, ondto iise above it.
Unhappily, however, we often aggravato
and jrorease the troul:> by our couras of
troatment,  We feal with the child as o
rude and thoughtless persons do with one
who has o blemish en his face, or some
other bodily defect, noticing and comment.
ing upon it untillit is made tonfold more hard
to bo borne, and the sufferor mado sensitive
oven to look upon his infirmity. A soldier
who had lost o leg, wrote out some fifty
questions with which he had been qoston\d
Dy impertinent porsons, concerning his loss,
how and when it happened, and how much
he suffered. And sometimes when theve is
any obliquity in a child, pavents and bro.
thers and sistors will bear down upon it,and
twit him with it in a way to aggravate and
increage it, rather than to cureit. They
will say before his face that he is an odd
one in the flock. that he is poculiar, that ho
is foolish, that he has not the capacity of
tha rest for learming, and that ho will never
be or do anything in the world, until the
ohild himasolf believes it, and grows up un-
dor the discouragoment thercof ; and so the

rophecy works out its own fulfiiment, and
Ee grows up to manhood the vory eccentric
or useless character it was foretold he would
bo. If judicious friends had notised lightly
his peculiarities, and taught him that he
was not so very unlike or inferior to the
rest,led him to look more hopefully upon his
case, and appreciated and drawn out his
real excellencies, he might have ontshone
all hig kin. The reputed duncoe of the fam.
ily and the sohool, has often risen to high
honor, to the astonishment of his early com.
peers. Boautiful is the story of “The Ugly
Duck,” that when a fledgeling, was picked
at and persecated as a strangoe creature by
barn yard fowls, but which, at last, when
grown, proved to be n swan, and took its
place with arched neck and snowy plumage
among its own kind on the lakelet, admired
by all. Many a person, no doubt, has been
helped on to the lunatic asylum by having
hiseccentricities of mind inereased by wrong
treatment, until the full result was insanity.
And many & person hasg been kopt down in
low stations of life, or driven to evil habits
and companions, by some fancied or roal
hindrance or disadvantage not treated wise-
Iy at first, Even born idiots, under skilful
training, learn to know God and so repay
toil for their good ; and maniacs are somo-
timos restored to reason, while many might
have been kopt from madness by wise care.
If one feels that he has the mark of Cain
upen him, ke will, like Cain, be apt to feel
that his punishment is greater than he can
bear, and to fles to a distant place ; though
it is to bo observex, that even Cain’s mark
was set upon i in mercy by God.—Rev.

WHAT TO DO IN OASE OF ACCIDENT.

Professor Wilder, of Cornell University,
gives theso short rules for setion in caso of
sccident.

For dust in the eyes, avoid rubbing; dash
water in them; removo cindors, eto., wilk
the round point of a lead-pencil.

If an
artory is out, compress above the weund ; if
a vein is out, compress below.  If choked,
go upon all fours and cough. For slight
burns,dip thepart in oold water; if the skin is
dostroyed, cover with varnish. For apo-
ploxy, raise the head and body ; for fainting
Iny thoe person flat.

Hygiens suggests that “architeots ex-
smine into the feasibility of construoting
tho Mansard roofs, of dwellings at Isast, ef'
iron and glass. 'T'his upper sloky, as now
constructed, is generally devoted to the
billiard-room, ssrvants' chambers, or some
other secondary purpose. If made, ns sug-
gested, of iron and glass, either with or
without General Pleasanton’s violot-colored
paues, it would renlly bo one of the most
valuable features of a modern city reside..ce,
and would furnish a hygienic agency of ac-
knowledged importance. The influonce,
not only of light, but of direct rays of the
sun, and of breathing and bathing in sum-
ned air, on vitality and health, is too wall
understood to noed detailed mention, The
nursery, childron’s piay-room, family gym-
nasium, even the billiard-room, should be
placed in this human conservatory as well
ng suitable apariments where, with the ne-
eessary privacy, the various membors of the
family might rover) to the primeval con-
dition for an hour or fwo, and so, to & larga
extent, remedy the ill.effects of privation
from sun und air that ordinary oity lifo en-
tails. The substitution of & frame.work of
iron, covered with glass, and provided with
the ncoessary screens or shades, for the
wood and slate of which the Mansard is now
built, ought nvt to presont any diffioulties,”

THEORY OF “TAKING COLD.”

Professor Rosenthial gives the following

explanation of tho pathegenis action of ex~

osure to cold. Suppose a1 individual to
1ave boon subjected to an elovated temper-
ature, such as that of a ball-room or theatre,
or to have engaged in violont muscular ex<
ercise; the cutancous vessels are dilated,
and in a state more or less akin to paralysis,
and in nll cases more slow to contract than
usual. If at this moment the same person
be exposed abruptly and without any in-
termediate transition to a low temporatnre,
ospecinlly to a current of cold air, a con-
siderable loss of heat will be observed upon
the surface of the body. The blood which
has been thus cooled externally cores back
into the internal organs and cools them
suddenly ; which cireumstance alone wmay,
1n an organ predisposed to dissase, become
the active cause of some sovere malady.
The cutaneous vesdels, on their part, be-
come contracted,driting ovt the blood whiels
they contained,.-and thus prouuce a kind of
liypercemin, which in itsel® may exercise a
morbyic action. This 2ause, however, is
ustaily only an accessory one, at least in
cases where tho temperature has beer. much:
elevated. Tho vessels have lost their toni-
city, and do not contract suddenly. DBut if
the danger from collateral lhyperemia is
thus diminished, that from refrigeration is
inoreased.—Harper's Magazine.

It appears that during-
an cpidermic which prevailed in Savoy,
Dr. Garret observed that all the inhabitonts.
who were infected by it used cast-iron’
stoves which had recently been imported
into tho country.  On the otber hand, hé
observed that all those who used other kinds.
of stoves, or adopted other modes of firing,.
escaped the disease. Another circumstance
beareg on the same interesting question
occurred in the Lyceum of Chambery,where
an epidemic of typhoid fever broke out.
