{o entirely loft, as juftly. to perpetuate the name. of him who in:thatiage
made it known, -and to entitle Columbus to all the merit of a rcal difcovery.
Indeed the difputes which have arifen concerning the place of-his nativity,
whilt they mark the lownefs of his origin on one hand, ‘on the other, . are
@n-honourable teftimony of the opinion of the world refpeéting his-merit.

fon fhould have the firft rudiments of Literature and kept him for {fome time
at {chool, where thofe ideas which afterwards led him to conceive the ex-
iftence of a new world and to go himfelf to find it out, began to unfold,
Navigation was the principle objeét of his mind, and thercfore, even at an
early.age, heinclined toit. He muft have left Génoaabout the year 1471,
for it is faid in a paper of 1481, that he had already been abfent from that
city about ten years, Bartholomew his brother accompamgd him; and it
is worthy of notice-what Senarega and Gallo two Genoele writers relate, that
Bartholomew having gone to Lifbon, applied himfelf to draw geographi-
cal maps for the ufe of navigators; in which he marked, in propottioned
difances, the fcas, harbours, bays, fhores, and all the iflands; that therefore
heoften entertained himf{elf in converfing with thofe who had returned
from the navigations undertaken by the Portuguefe tothe Eaft Indies; and
that communicating the accounts which they gave him to hisbrother Chuis-
topher, he who had much greater knowledge in nautical aftairs, began to re-
fle&t, that if any one, quitting the coaft of Africa, would turn to the right
. towards the weft, he would certainly find a very extenfive continent.  In -
- the mean while Chriftopher had taken to cruife the feas, and moreover join-
ed, as Ferdinand writes in thelife of his father, a famous pirate called Co-
lumbus, junior, his kinfman, with whom happening to engage 2 Venetian
fhip, that in which Chriftopher was took fire; and he, with grat difficul-
ty, fupporting himfelf on an oar, at laft reached the land, and went to Lis-
bon. “'And, indced, the Venetian hiftorians give us an account of the en-
gagement of four of their gallies againft feven of the pirate Columbus, ju-
nior, about 1486; but inftead of the misfortune of the cnemies fthips, as re~
lated by Ferdinand, theytell us, that the Venetians had the worft, that
* three hundred werekilled, and all the reft raken prifoners.  They after-
wards miention, however, the above-faid pirate; but of Chriftopher, and
the relationthip, they fay not a word. Hence Salinerius fufpefts, and per-
‘haps with good reafon, that Ferdinand may have given Chriftopheras a com-
jpanion and relation to the other Columbus, whoever he was, on account .
that aTelationfhip witha man who, though by profeflion a pirate, muft have
bcen, neverthelefs, powerful -and rich, might have exalted the lowncls
‘of his birth. More cértain is that which he afterwadsadds; which is, that
‘Chriftopher had the good fortune to charm a young lady in Lifbon, daugh-
ter of Petre:Mugniz Pereftrello, who married him, By her he had Diego,
his eldefi‘c- fon; fhe dying in a few years, he married Beatrice Enriquez, from
-whom iflued ' Ferdinand, the writer of his life. He, in the mean while,

Ferdinand Columbus
has prefcrved thefe letters; and from them we (fee, that the firlt idea of
Chriftopher-was, to find out a fhorter paflage to China, -hy means of thg-
Weltern Ocean; to which ideaa fecong fucceeded, which was executed,
of difcovering the lands, which in that immenfe Ocean appeared to him,
might be found out. . He therefore did not doubt but his defign would be
fuccefsful. Being very expert in navigation, and the ufe of the compafs, he
wasa man the beft calculated to carry it into execution; but he was noe
able alone to bear the expences, and it was neceflary for him'tofind'a Prin-
ce, who, from thc hope of the great treafures that fuch'a difcovery might
bring with it, might not be deterred from making the expenfive preparations.

Columbus firlt of all propofed his fcheme to Genoa, his native céuntry;

in preference to any other; but it was there confidered as. a mere dream, .

Morc favourdble appeared the reception he had at the Court of Portugal,

where King John II. .appointed fome commiffioners to examine what was -

projctted by Columbus.  But they, whillt feigning to weigh every cir-
cumftance maturely, having fecretly fitted out a caravel, and given the iden~
tical maps of Columbus to ‘a'pilot, ordered him to proceed to fea, He,

however, being very inexperienced, and inadequate to {o great an enter-’

prife, at the firfk blaft of contrary. winds turned back to portugal, :Col.um- .

bus, irritated by {uch a proceeding, privately quitted that kingdom; and
having {ent Bartholomew, his brother, to England, to propofe to that Court
the difcovery of the new world, he went to Cordova,' where the Court of
Spain then refided. There was nomethod which he did not make ufe of, in
orderto bring many of thofe who had the greateflt powcrthere into his {cheme,
and fome indeed yndertook to favor him. But, notwithftanding this, he
could obtain nothing; and after five years hadno other anfwer, but that
Spain was then too much cngaged in the war againft the Moors, to think of
other expences. ' Rejefted by this Court, he hdad recourfe to that of France,
where he propofed his planin writing; but {carcely was there any one who
deigned to think about 1t. He preparcd to {et out for England, from whence,

for many years, he had reccived no newsfromhis brother. But being detained. |

by Fra John Perez de Marchena, a Francifcan, he was perfuaded to propofe’it

again to that Court. It thenmet witha receptionlefs unfavourable; but as it

appeared that he prefumed too much, by requefting to be mode an Admiral

and Viceroy perpetual and hereditary of the countries which he might difeo- "

ver, itonce more remained ineffeftual. What fortitude was requilite to with-

ftand fuch repeated repulfes!  He was more refolute thaneverto quit Spain,

Detained once more by the intreaties of the gbove-faid monk, and of fome

-other perfons, it was again attempted to.induce the Queen Ifabella to favor
the ideas of Columbus; and again the attempt was ufelels. He_thercfore

reached -the . Port of Pinos, and' was. ready to depart, when Granada, in

‘the mean while, falling into the hands of the Spaniards, amidft the joy of fo
glorious a conquell, 'the project of Columbus being renewed to,the Qucen,

was at laft adopted; and he beirdg called back to the{Court,’ 2nd received

with thie greatsfthonour, finallh obtained letters patent, by which he was

. The third of Auguft, 1492, was the memorable day- when Columbus
weighed ancher with three caravels from the port _of Palos, ori the grandgﬁz
expedition that ever was attem tg:d: 1 cannot minutely relate .all. the_‘v.1-‘
ciffitudes of fuch a voyage; and it is {ufficient for me to mention thpsc.uj-g
cumftances, which will point out the dexterity and courage of the.Italian
Hero, On'the fevénth ¢f September they loft fight of land; and the ap-
pearance of the immenfe ocean began to difturb the minds of the inexpe-
rienced failors. But when, after thrée other wecks failing; they percei-
ved no fign of new land, and moreover, {ufpe€ted that they had not advans

_ced much farther, théirfedition rofe to fuch a height, that fome feared not

to fay, in'avoice loudenough to be heard by Columbus, that they eught to
throw into the {eathat foreigner who had, from taprice, led themtofo des-
perate’a navigation. At the appearance of fuch terrible danger, Columbus
did not thew himfelf the leaft alarmed; afluming a cheerful and refolute
countenance, he knew fo dexterouily how to adapt menaces, promifcs, and:
hopes, that the marinersand paflengers confented to'go ftill’ forward for
fome days, - Thus they continued fo the eighth of Gétober, when not e-

“wen yet feeing land, the fedition beeamne more furious than ever, Noother

fafety temained for Columbus, ‘than to make a promife, that if within three

days they fhould not difcover land, he would conduét them back to Spain.

He from many figns had already percieved that hc fhould not be miftaken.
In faét, about midnight, on ‘the eleventh, was difcoveted far off a light,
which, being pointed out by Columbus to the mariners, changed their des-
pondency into joy and triumph, and ‘made them confider the Admiral no
otherwife then aaa prodigious man.. The land firft difcovered by him was
the ifland Guanahany, or, as he called it, of St. Salvidore, one of the

Particulars of the Life and voyages of Chriftopher Columbus,” 5
wherc.the Court then was, and where he arrived aboutthe middle of April, -
1493. The hiftorians I have already quoted knew not how to exprefs its
magnificence and pomp better, than by recalling. to mind the idea of - the'
ancient triumphs.- But that of Columbus was far more glorious, as it was
not attended with the flaughter or hurt of any human being., .The honeurs;
conferred on Columbus were worthy of the magnificence of the auguft' So--
vereigns:  He, however, did not fuffer himfelf to be fo flattefed by them,
as not to think of {peedily putting again to fea, for new difcoveries.. L

- Seventeen veflels were deflined for this fecond voyage, freighted with
every thing that could be neceffary for the new colonies; and.on-the = 5th
of September, ‘of the {ame year 1493, Columbus failed a fecond time; and
keceping more to the fouth, on the 3d of November, he difcovered the firf
of thefllands called Antilles, which was named Dominica. After having
feen and examined the others, he turned to the ifland Hifpaniola, where;
though 'he had the mortification to find murdered all‘.thofe_ﬁe left there, he
had at the fame time the pleafure to-difcover fome gold mines, and there-
fore haftened to difpatch back to Spain the fleet, inorder to carry the good'’
news of 1t to the Court. In themean while, Columbus continued-his dis-
coveries; and in the year 1494, befides many other iflands, ke took pos-
teflion of Jafnaica.” To the plealure of progrefiions fo propitious, ' that of
unexpeétedly feeing his brother Bartholomew wasadded; who, having goné
from England into France, and there hearing of the glorious fuccels of
Chriftopher, went to the' Court of Spain; and being highly honoured by
thofe Severcigns, he was difpatched by them with other {hips and provifions
to the-neiv iflands.  But, in the mean time, whilt Columbus was ufing
fometimes his courage, at other times his {kill, in order to reftrain thofe ve-
ry turbulent iflanders, the {carcity of provifions, with which the Spaniards-
were {fometimes diftrefled, the rigour that he was conftrained to exercife’
againft fomé of .them, for the example of others, and that envy which iy
ufually inféparable from gxtaordinary honours, excited againft him the hat-
red > ~ rage of many; and two amongft them, oneof whom, on account
of s profeflion and charaéter ought, more than all the reft, to have abhor--
red fo unworthy a proceeding, {fecretly failed for Spain; and, being arri-
ved at the Court, reprefentéd Columbus asa rogue and impoftor: who, un-
der pretext of imaginary advantages to the Crown, afpiredtonothing more
but to gratify hisambition, and vent his cruclty, Such accufation .raifed
fome fufpicion in the brealls of the Sovereigns; and therefore a Spanifh
commiflioncr wasapeinted, who, failing'to the iilands ,of Columbus, was
to examine the flate they were in. They defigned, for this purpofe, to
make choice of a wile and impartial judge; but the iffue did not correfpond

- to their intentions:  The commiflioncr being arrived there, fecemed more
_defirous to humble Columbus, and'gain the favour of the malcontents, than
i to promote theadvantages of the publicand the. Court. Chriftopher {hew-.
ved, in this perilous trizl, afirmnefs and moderation which filled even his
,very cnemies with altonithmeént. The commif{fioner, having taken his in-
.. formations, failed back t¢ Spain ; Columbus determined to follew him; and
{ in the month of Junc, 1496, he arrived at Burgos, -whére Ferdinand and
t Mabella then refided. On no occaffonwas there ever {feen.more clearly the
% power of the prefence of a man, whefe magnahimous enterprifes have .ob-
t tained him the veneration and the éftecm of alltheworld, Columbus pre-
: : ' ' ' o prefented
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“fented himfelfto the King and Queen, and they received him with the high™
¢ft honour; and it feemed as if they did not darc to mention to him the accu-~
fations againft him, which had rcached their throne. He alfo _\;vavcd them.
He cxplained the fate of the colonies, requefted neceflery provifions, obtain-
ed whatfoever heafked,and then prepared himiclfs fora third navigation :
leaving his encmies, I know notwhether more mortxf_icd !_or the il fuccels of
theirconfpiracies, oraftonifhed atthe greatnefs of mind in Columbus, who,
having forgot their injurics, feemed likewife to have forgot cven their very:
names; nor did he demand of the Court any fatisfattion {or the infults he
had received. ) .

Having furmounted many obftacles, which the envy and rancour of his
cnemies never ceafed to thwart hin with, he at laft departed on his third
voyage the goth of May, 1498. In this headvanced cven farther than
before towards the fouth; and, after having difcovered the 1ﬂ::.nd of TT!.!“.‘.!}{,
and many others, hcagain reached terra firma, or the provinces of _Cara-
cas, Comana, and Paria, though for {ome time he bclicved it to be an ifland.
The firflt of Auguft, of the fame year, was the day when he he dlfcov_ered
it. Having afterwards obferved the country round 2bout, he went again to
fec hisbrother and his people at St. Domingo. ] .

But though he was received there with joyful acclamations, he notwith--
ftanding found affairs in a very deplorable {tate. -The malccontents did
not ceafe to excite feditions, and cven turn theirarms againft the Columbi;
and at the fame time it was neceflary to quell their rebellion, and curb the
barbarians, ever ready to revolt. In the mean while they did not cealt to
2{lail the ears of Ferninand and Ifabella with accufations and calumnics a-
gainlt the faid Columbi; and at laft they fucceeded in awakening new {ui-
picion in the minds.of thofe Sovereigns. The firft confequence which re-
fulted was, the commiflion given to Alphonfo d’Ojeda to go and make fur-
ther difcovery of the continent, which was already commenced by Colum-
bus; -in which voyage Amerigo Vefpucci likewife embarked, of whom we
fhall {pcak by and by.

his misfortune. Being arrived at St. Domingo, he completed the ¢
ration of the minds of every one againft the Admiral; and this great man,
who a few years before had been received in Spain with folemn triumph,
‘wasthen {een loaded with chains, and put on thipboard, to be conduéted to

- give an account of himfelf. to the Court. Ferdinand and Iabella heard with
difdain, thatd man, to whom they were all convinced they were {o-much

- indebted, had been fo unworthily treated. Scarcely was hearrived in Spain,
than they immediately ordered that he thould be fet at liberty; and, as an
alleviation for the outrages he had endured, -they ordered him a thoufand
.crowns of gold. They . ;.ifterw.ards graciouily received him, annulled
all that had been done againft hin, and. promifed him due fatisfaltion; and

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he therefore confined himfelf to requeft, -that he might be permitted to
make a fourth voyage, and to continue his difcoverics, and he obtained its
.though even on this occafion the ill-will of his cncmies thwarted for a long
time the execution of the royal.commands, ' -
.The lalt voyage, which took place the gth. of May; 1502, and whofc
Principal refult was the difcovery of Martinique, proved a fource alfo of
affliction and vexation to Columbus, through the implacable rage ofhisene-
‘mies, who didnot ceafe to make ufe of cvery opportunity to diftrefs him.
But I cannot enlarge in relating more fully the various viciffitudes. Nothing
howecver gave him a greater fhock than the news he received on his return-
to Spain, towardstheend of 1504, which was, that the Qucen Ifabella had
a little beforc ended her days: a princefs truly worthy of thofe- culogic
with which fhe was honoured both in life and death;  and to whofr praife’
it may particularly be faid, that in nothing fhe fhewed herfelf more anx-
ious, than in the mildeft treatment towards the indians, of which fhe
left an cxprefs memorandum in her will;. Columibus {oon perceived how
fatal this lofs was to him, as he kmew King: Ferdinand had not ‘the fameé
{entiments of him as the Queen. He was, notwithftanding, recéived b
him with marks of honor; and to various memorials which Columbus
prefented to him, reprefenting the important fervices, he had- rendered _
the Crown, and the unworthy-treatment he had fuffered, the King anfwer-
ed in general terms; encouraging him to cxpet every thing from his royal’
beneficence. But, in a little time, he made propofals for him to rencunce
all his \‘privilcge's, offering him, in recompence, fome lands and penfions.
This blow accomplifhed the fall of Columbus, already worn-out; not io
much by old age, as the fatigues he had endured, and the afli@ions he had
fufterdd, as his recampenfe. A memorable inftance of the inconflancy of
popular favor, and the inftability of human greatnefs! This great man on -
the eve of life, toufe the expreflion of a Spanifh writer, was deprived of
all fuccour'and neceffaries, whillt Cattile became more and more enriched
with the treafures which he had dilcovered: He {urvived this misfor:
tune a few months; and preparing himfelf for death with that chriftian piety
which accompanicd him through'the whole courfc of his lifg, he cncf:‘.d it
the 20th of May, 1505, aged 65 yzars: aman {prung from 16w crigin, Vet
appeared to be forincd by nature for the moft arducus und crtakings ;—
~ thus in him were united a promptitude and force of genius, conftancy of
mind, dexterity in the moft perilous trials, a dignity, and at the femettime,
2 gentlenels of manners, moderation zmidft honours, and, in fhort, 2l
 thole qualitics which form an.Hero. The only fault which was marked i¥
him was, a feverity, fometimes cxceflive, in maintaining difcipline among

deligns for the advantage of Caftile. Ilc alfo had cultivated the. {ciences,
and principally navigation and altronomy: mnay,. the hiftorian’ Ovicdo,
relates, that he had collefted a very fine librery, It appearcd, that Kiag
‘Ferdinand was {oriv that he had not. known better: he ordered f{oleron
“honours to be paid ixim, and-an honourable tomb tobe ercfted tor him, He
confirmed to his fons the honours which their father had' enjoyed;. and
Don Diego, his eldeft fon, in the year 1508, obtaincd the reltoration of -

Whilft Columbus, amidft fuch various viciffitudss, continued the dif-
covery of the new world, another Italian prepared himfelf for the fame-:
enterprife, and had the good fortune to give to that immenfe continent his -
own name, that is, Amerigo Velpucci.—The lifeof this cclebrated navi-
gator has been ! arnedly written by the famous Canon Bandini; who, after
having thewn that the noble family from which he {prung was originally of
Peretola, near Florence, mentions thofe decendants who were eminent;
either for their dignity or learning; and, amongft others, Gcorge Anthony
Vefpucci, uncle by the father’s fide to Amerigo, firlt Frovoft of the cathe.
drat of Florence, afterwards a Dominican Monk in St, Mark, a great friend *
of Marfilio ‘Ficine, and a man -well verfed in Greek; and the accounts
which the above-mentioned writer gives us, with thofe of the Abbé Me-
hus, may {erve as a fupplement to the little which the Fathers Quetif and
Echard have faid of him. Amerigo was {on of Anaftagio Vefpucci, and
Elizabeth Mini, born the gth of March, 1451. Being inftrufted by his
faid uncle, he happily advanced in his ftudies, as the writer of his life af-
firms. Neverthelels, a lctter, which he givesus as a proofof it, written to
his father the 18th:of Oftober, 1476, that is, when he was in the twenty-
fixth year of his age, -gives us no great idea, cither of the progrefs he had
made in the deeper ftudies, or the.elegance of ftyle he had attained ii. that
of grammatical knowledge; - as he fays of himfelf, that he dared not write
Latin letters without the mafter, and that he was employed in tranfcribing
the rules and Latin authors: :

If any one among them put another to, death the Chicf of the Tribe, or
other perfons, who bear no relation to the deceafed, have no concern in
punifhing the murderer; but, if the murdered perfon have a brothcr,. or
other heir, he may take blood for blood; nor hasany man whatever aright
to prevent or oppofe {uch retaliation. :

‘When a man is detefted in the commiflion of theft or other atrocious of-
fence, the chieftain caufes a recompenfc to be given to the complainant, and
reconciles both parties; but the Chief himfelf receives a cuftomary fine; and
gati)h party gives a fealt of pork, or other meat, to the people of his refpettive
tride,

In ancient times it was not a cuftom among them to cut off the heads of
the women, whom they found in the habitations of their enemies; but it
happened once, that a woman afked another, why the came {o late to her
- bufinefs of fowing grain: fhe anfwered, that her hufband was gone to bat-
“tle, and the neceffity of preparing food and other things for him had occa-

fioned her delay.. This anfwer was overheard by a man at enmity with hes -
. hufband; and he was filled with refentment againft her, confidering, that,’
as the had prepared food for her hufband for the purpofe of fending him to
~ battle againft his tribe, fo in general, if women were not to remain at home,
their hufbands could not be fupplied with provifion, and confequently could
not make war with advantage. From that.time it became a conftant prac-
tice, to cut off the heads of the enemy’s women; efpecially, if they happen
- to be pregnant, and therefore confined to their houfes; and this barbarity
1s carried fo far, that, if a Cici affail the houfe of an enemy, and kill a wo-
man with child, f{o-that he may bring two heads, he acquires honour and
celebrity in his'fribe, as the deltroyer of two foesat once.

- As to the marriages of this wild nation; when arich man has made a con-
tratt of marriage, he gives four or five head of gaydls (the cattle of the moun-
tains) to the father and mother of the bride, whom he carrics to his own
‘houfe: her parents then kill the gaydls, and, having prepared fermented
liquors and boiled rice-with other eatables, invite the father, mother, bre- .
thren, and kindred of the bridegroom to a nuptial entertainment.  When:
2 man of fmall property is inclined to marry, and a mutual agreement is
made, a fimilar method is followed in a lower degree; and aman may marry
any woman, ' except his own mother; " If a married couple live cordially'
together, and have‘a fon, the wife is fixed and irrémovable; but, if they have.

. divorce his wife, and marry’afiother woman, : o )

They have no idea of heaven or hell, the reward of géod, or the punifh-
ment of bad aétions; but they profefls a belief, that, when a perfon dics, a
certain {pirit comes and feizes his foul, which he carries away; and that,

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whatever the f pirit promifes to give at the inftant, when the body dies,
will be found and enjoyed by the dead; but that, if any one fhould take
up the corfe and carry 1t off, he would not find the treafure. B
The food of this people confifts of elephants, hogs, deer, and other ani-
mals; of which if they find the carcafles or limbs in the forefts, they dry
them and eat them occafionally. ‘ _ . , .
When they have refolved on war, they fend f{pies, before hoftilities are
begun, to learn the ftations and firength of the enemy, and the condition of
-the roads; after which they march in the night; and two or three hours be~
fore daylight, make a fudden aflault with {words, lances, and arrows: if
their enemies are compelled to abandon their ftation, the affailants inftantly
put to death all the males and fcmales, who are left behind, and firip the
houfes of all their furniture; but, {hould their adverfaries, having gained intél-
ligence of the intended affault, be refolute enough to meet them in battle,
and fhould they find themfelves overmatched, they {peédily retreat and
quictly return to their own habitations. If at any time they {ee a ftar very .
necar the moun, they fay; “to-night we fhall undoubtedly be attacked by
¢ {fome enemy ;" and they pafl that night under arms with extreme vigilance.
They often lie in ambufh in aforeft near the path, where their foes are ufed .
to pafs and repafs, waiting for the encmy with different forts of ‘weapons,
and killing every man or woman, who happensto pafsby: in this fituation,
if alecch, or a worm, or a {nake {hould bite one of them, he bears the pain
in perfe€t filence; and whoever can bring home the head of an enemy,
which he has cut off, is {ure to be diftinguifhed and exalted in his nation.
When two hoftile tribes appear to have equal force in battle, and neither

with gay ornaments; - the hufband and wife alternately pour fermented
liquor into each othet’s mouths, and fhe wafhes his bloody hands with’
the fame liquor, “which they are drinking: thusthey go revelling, with
exceflive merrimént, to their place of abode ; and, having piled up the
héads of theirennemies inthe court-yard of their chicftain’s houfe, they fing
and dance round the pile; after which they kill forne gayals and hogs with
their {pears, and, having boiled the flefh, make afeaft on it, and drink the
fermented liquor.

He, who brings back the head of a flaughtcred
cxemy, recives prefents from the wealthy of cattle and {pirituous liquor;
arid, 1f any'captives are brought alive, it is the prerogative of thofe chief-
tains, who were not in the campaign, to ftrike off the heads of the captives.
Their weapons are made by particular tribes; for fome of them are unablé
to fabricate inftruments of war, '

+In regard tothe civil inflitutions; the whole management of their houfc-
hold affairs belongsto the womenj;. while'the men are employed in clear-
ing forefts, building huts, cultivating land,: making war, or hunting ‘game
and wild ‘beafts. Five days (they never reckon by months or years)
after the birth of2 male child, and three daysafter that of a female, they en-
tertain their family and kinfmen with boiled rice and fermented liquors
and the parents of the child partake of thefeaft; they begin the ceremony -
with fixing a pole in the court yard; and, then, killing a gaydlor a hog
with a lance, they confecrate it to their deity; after which all the party
cat the fleth and drink liquor, clofing the day with a dance and with {fongs.
Af any one among them'be o deformed, by naturc or by accident, as to be
unfit for the propagation of his fpecies, he gives up all thought of keeping
houfe, and begs for his fubfiftence, like a religous mendicant, from door to
door, continually dancing and finging.
