flected ou us carrying an inferior line at liigh prices. Under
tle iew idei n custoimer may inîsist on liaving a 51 glove
andl after hiaving the lanîd miîenîsired, eau be given lhc glove
tiat will fit coimfortably and eorrectly, without the least
knowledge of the aictual size. exept that a 5% w%'as asced for
and tle order wais cheerfilly filled. 'lie wonder is that
this wns not naopted before. All retailers of gloves will
welcomîe iche change, whicli, apart fron the brief tiine taken
in reaîdily understanlding the "Fienîch" sizes as conforning
to the nctual sizes. has everytlinîg else in its fa-vour. The
adoption of this mode of narling sizes on the better grades
of shoes has proven its worth to ail1 who liave bad the ex-pe-
rience. There was a double duty to performa, lowever, in
fle mnrlcing of shioes, because the widtlh is often as impor-
tant a consideration to a cuistomer as flie size. . To be fit-
ted corfortably and neatly is to be satisfied, the knowledge
of the real size lis been proven to be of little consequence,
lieice flie success of the new idea.

-A branch of the Inperial Bank of Canada will shortly
be opened li Golden, 3.C., arrangements for which having
already been made.

-lt is announced that thu leadiug vholesale grocers of
Ontario, soue eleven in number, have formed a compact
wvith the view of economy in buying, harmony and equality
in selling prices, and closer purchasing owing to one buyer
centrolling that department. lt is stated that, owing to ex-
cessively keen competition, the expenses attached to run-
ning the business have been comparatively heavy. Partieu-
larly las this been the case regarding the buying, which is
te principal feature to be clianged, and from which more,
satisfactory results are expected to be obtained. It re-
mains to be seen whèther a corps of buyers under the su-
pervision of a general manager will secure supplies for sev-
erni distinct bouses to better advantage than an equally Ca-
pable buyer vhose interests are confined to the wants of
one wholesale house. The expense wili doubtless bu as great,
but there is, of course, a chance o! buying to slightly better
advantage if no after difliculties arise.

-A factor which will tend to have soine influence upon
values of canned salmon this fali, which at least vill take
care o! whatever surplus pack there is to carry over into
niext year, aven if it does not directly affect prices for sal-
mon for home requirements, is the permanent placing of
canned salmon on the army rations of both the United
States and Great Britain. In the former case, the govern-
ment lias just doubled the ration, nuamely, serving it six
times in ten days instead of three times in ten days as here-
toforea.

-Late advices from the Pacific Coast indicate that the
stock of raisins remaining in the hands of the Raisin
Grouwers' Association is about 400 cars, the bulk of which
consists of four-crowns, and the uniance ci tirees, two-
crowns aud ungraded having been exhausted sone time
ago. According to mne reports thése goods are spoiling on
teli Association and ultimvately will have to be disposed of to
tle wineries.

-A Yokohama, Japan, circular, date Tuly 1st, speaking of
thn~tea crop says: Since last report on the 15th uit., there
lias. been an active demand ut gradually advancing prices.
Second crop leaf is now coning forvard freely, but the
quality is poor, and there appears to be fever good teas
olering than usual. Stocks are large, and composed chief-
ly of low grades.

-Our comments on théi spread of the recent fire ut St.
Rochs, Que., have evidently spurred the authorities to ac-
tion. Aiayor Parent has ordered a strict investigation as to
the cause and spread.. A strict enforcenient of rules au-
thorising suitable fire appliances to guard against any such
repetitions wiill be hailed with satisfaction.

-Denia news to hand confirms the statement that un-
usual-shipments of Valencia raisins will bu maide to France
anid (ermanny this year, and as the crop is only of coi-
fortale size, it is likiely that prices for this market will
renain firni throughout the season, instead of sagging after
first orders have been negotiated.

Two more cargoes of Barbadoes molasses vill soon arrive
in port, nainely, the Avola, which at present is discharging
part of her cargo at Quebec, and the P1reference which vil
arrive here lu a week or so, The former brings molasses
for Chaput Fils and Quintal Fils, the latter cargo is for
Gillespie & Co.

-At Grand Cascapedia, Que., on the 22nd inst., the sash
and door factory, lumber varehouses, blacksinith shops,
etc., belonging to J. and P. Nadeau vere totally destroyed
by lire. Loss about $10,000; -no insurance.

-One of the latest trusts to be formned in the United
States is the otton Waste Trust, which is to include saverai
concerns in Canaîda. The trust vill mean the pooling of in-
terests to the extent of 20 million dollars.

-A large building for the purposes of an asylum beyond
the East End of the city is about te be crected.

-Cobourg, Ont., will vote on a by-law to raise $12,000 to
build a new collegiate institute.

11 JUNTE BANK STATEMENT.

Bieyond the position given to it as the closing month of
the hlf year, and of the fliscal yer observed by the goy-
er;'lnment, J une lias no claims to special prOlindellee. It
is ratier a ionil of uncertainty than i achievemeint. It
is the growing tine, witli t chances cf blighted crops
still prescit. Hlappily we are nov past the critical timue,
with harvest prospects briglit as the sickles and the
scytiies are sharpening for work.

Preliiinary stateiuents of importi and exports inlicate
a year of unprecedented foreign trade. The imports
were $152,021,058, and exports, $154-,0S3,650, iaking a
total of $306,104,768. Until- a revised return is pub-
lished an exalt conparison cannot be made between the
year just elosed and 1897-98. But there is no doibt that
tli enornious expansion of imports last year so far ollset
the large shrinkage in exports as to yield la total for the
citire foreign trade larger than any on record. The total
net expansion was $1'628,972, subjcct to correction wh0n
the official réturns have been revised.

The circulation last monhli iiicreased fromn $37,012,914
to $39,097,708, thus sencling th iote issues to a higlier
'poiit tiain ever before in June. The increase over saine
monlth 1897 is $in1,000, showiethe'enlargement in
last two ycars to have beei $1,400,0 iii excess of what
occirred -in the ten year pcriod 1889-1898. The uslal
monvenent in the FAll will send the circulation consider-
ably above 40 miillions; a figure i t lis never yet reached.

Credit balaneds reiained muhelî the same througlout
last nionth. Deposits rose froi $i04,117,087 to $166,-
549,940, an iicrease of -2,432, 83 whicis oncmillion

micre tiiu the incrense in June, 1898. lu the last twelve
imontlhs the deposits payable after notice have risen fron
$14,749,443 to $166,549,9410, an addition of $21,800,-
497. Since June, 1897, those deyosits have expanded to
extent of $46,865,000, and in the last ten years the in-
crease has been $97,767,490. That is, in the last decade
the deposits payable after notice in the banks of this Do-
minion have increased by $28,985,040 more than the total
amount accumnulated in the banks since banks were es-
tablished in Canada. la June, 1872, the total deposits
held by the banks payable after notice was $19,599,537, so
that, in the 27 years since thon the Canadian people have
laid by funds on deposit to extent of $146,950,403. ln
1872, the discounts were $99,508,900, towards which the
deposits payable atter notice contributed 20 per cent.

At the end of June last the discounts were $250,974,-
"90, towards which the deposits payable after notice con-
tributed $160,549,000, which equals 66 per cent. Iln
other words, the deposits 27 years ago furnished one-ifth
of the noney which the banks used for discounts, to-day
the deposits provide two-thirds of the funds for that class
of business. The change has altered the conditions of
banking very imaterially, and it bas reduced'tle value-of
the paidup capital of the banks, so large an amount not
being now needed as it was wheii deposits were so mucli
less abundant.

As we are writing the announcemnent is being published.
ihat the Bank Ville Mlarie in this city has suspended pay-

ment owing to a robbery committed by two clerks -in col-
lusion. The defalcation would not have disturbed an y
but a very small institution. Woc dleal. else-
where with the question of its note issue.
Th'le Union Bank is retiring fron Ottawa where,
far more banks are open than the local business:necds. It
would afford us no surprise to hear of a-similar step else-'
where on the part of several baiks. -The Imperial is'

THE[E VILLE MARIE IANK SUSPENDS.

The Ville Marie bank"in this city suspended .payment
oa the 25th inst. The inmediate cause of this jo stated
to ie the robbery of tic ban k by the payiing teller, who
acted ii collusion with:tho accouintant. The defalca-
tion amounts to $58,000, against whiclh there is the
aiount of the officials' guaran tee. ' The following no7
tiee is over the window of tie Paying Teller of lhe banki:
"In consequenen of a large defalcatio n oî the part of thé
paying teller, and consequent irun on the bank, the dircC-
tors have decideri;in tic interest of all êoncerned, to sus-
pend payinent. M)feantinme,, Mr. UT. Gara11 bas been
plaeâd in authority to audit and report."

The Bank has 'three branches in Montreal, anti 12 il
outside places. The directors are: W. Weir, President
and Gen eral Manager; B. Liélteniheim, Vice-President;
A S.- C. rtelè, F. W. Smith, and Godfrey Weir
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Th1iis kind of frauid is the miost difficuilt to prevnCIt
in any blsinîess oflice where mlîoncy is handled, but espe-
eially so ilu baik wiere trust must-ncessarily bu imu-
posed iii soimie ollicials. Whatevcr checks mîay be placed
uipon i te stafIl to preveit an olliciai coininittii îg a friauod
tiose clhecks involve responîstbility somnewlhere, at soie
point iii the miachiniery, anud if the trust reposed on the
ildelity or the occupant of that position, if, as it were, the
vatchmuanî conspires witi Ihe thie', all precautions are in

vain. Stch iiciteints have been very rare, indeed, in
Canada. So far ns fte circuiatior is concerned there is
io questioni about iile Marie notes being paid in
fulh Unler Che Baik Act unless the bank advertises
withinî sixty days of suspension, its intention to pay the
notes in full, the fund of $2,016,000, held at Ottawa .to
protect ie circulation of the baniks, will be called ipon
to redeem tHemt. But there can hardly be a doulbt tiat
there. are enougi assets to pay ail tlie notes at ait early
period; ie redoiîption has already econninonced. Tlie
circulation onîly iatnounts to about $,262,000. According
to the June bank stateient. the Ville Marie stood as fol-
lows on 30th uit.:

'Ten lf' toiese paid aill iotes and deposits in
f ll 'hit'eten paid all notes in fiil. n ite otier
cases the losses to the public were siall.

Liemuieux, ie dlefaltinilg accoitant, is uniler arrest.
ii eribert, lie patyinîîg eller, was apprehîended, but re-
leased ituder circImîstanices whichi rcquire explanation.
Th'le baunk will go iito liquidation. Mucli symiathy is
fell for the Presidcnt, Mr. William Weir, who took hold
of the Ville Marie some ycars ago, and lby greal enîergy
saved il fro rin wlhen iL was on the verge of collapse.
Conident bopes are expressed that -tlie assets -will prove
sullicient to pay lte depositors il full, after the circula-
tion is redecmed.

TI HE A SSETi.S OF THIll M VILLE MA R IE :BAN K.

wm hie cash assets of fhe Ville Marie Batik stand
after the robbery recetutly perpetrated lias nlot been stat-
cd, The mtîissing thief, we are informed, took $50,000
in fle notes of lte bnik, which constitute a liability that
will iave to be paid, i't ley are still outstaifdnîg. The
deposit or $18,540 with the Govermncînt to secuîre ihe
circtulatioii isgood1 for ithe amouint, tlie notes autd cheques
oi othter baiks, whicli, un 30th Junie, stood at; $172,678
muay b conîsideeld wiped ouit, as well as the $0,15) due
from other hanks in daily exchanges. The securities,
$87,027, siould le worth theitr face vilite; so alsa should
lie cill loanîs for $38,665. Out of the aibove there-will
probaibly he $140,000 realized.

The resuIts of the liquidation Lurns upon the velue of
the current loans for $1,372,485. If they are collected

the depositors vill bc paid iii fuIll fromil the assets, if not,
lthe sharehoders will have to discharge their douible liii-
bility, lis fii as they arûS able, i order to meet the deii-
cieicy. 'Tie shareholers.wille very fortunate iflthey
escape by sacrificiig their stock. Te reai estate Issets
staind ii lte biank rettins as, $144,107, whalt the salcable
value is, has yet to bc proved. The last item ini the re-
tuirn of assets is under this lieading, "Other assets not iii-
cltded under thie foregoing heads, $284,702." This
itemu in the Ville Marie statenent ias stood ait abouit tiat
fligure for limany years, aînd lias excited somte cutriosity, as
it is SC very miclih out of proportion to the business of
Lthe baik, being over 10 per cent. of the total for all the
banks, whereas lte total assets of the Ville Marie are
oliy lialf of one pur cent. of hie total assets of all the
bankis. Wliat then dous this $284,702 of "other assets"
consist of? The answver will not be satisfaetory to the
cr:editors, for it wipes out $262,700 of assets at a stroke
of the pen. hie item in question represents .1,295 shares
which are the property of thte bank, whili camlle into its
possession duriig the troublons days when it wis.re-or-
ganized somte 20 years ago, whein the capitli was re-
diced. As a matter of faet the paid up capital vas
practically loss than wiiat bas appeared in the state-
metis silice tliei by the amuounit of these 1,295 shares
owned lby the baik, for it is obvious that the capital of a
lbank ceannot be paid tip by itscif. It is expressly stated
in the Bank Act that, "A bank shall not eitlier directly
or indirectly lend moniey or make advances upon the se-
cirity of pledge of any share of the capital stock of the
batik," but, iL is allowed to take over its own stock to se-
cuire "a pre-existing and niatured delt," It lias also a
privilegcd lien on its wit stock, atnd under certain con-
ditions may sell the stock of a dcliqient debtor. The
power to sll inîvolves lte power to own, consequîentlq the
circiiiumstances undf(er which the Ville Marie Bank ac-
quired the shares of iLs own stock which it now holds,
render the holdinîg legal; it is, however, most unfortu-
nate that so large an item on ifs assets is repesenited, bas
beent represcnled for many years, by what is a mere cross
enîtry in the bookis, having no value.

Besides ltese 1,295 shares the bank holds 1,332 more
shares whici stand in the names or te President and
Mr. U. Garand the former manager till somte eiglt
yeans ago)-in trust. These represent $1.33,200 or as-
ses, whnich are vahieless. The proper way to treat
these items vould b to ipe of their total, viz., $262,700
froi the "Other Assets" account, and balance the entry
by wiping Off $262.,700 froi the liabilities account, by re-
ducing the paid up capital to its actual figigre, which is,
$21 6,920. Were those cross entries made the position
of the bank w'ould be clearer, it woild remove so-called
"assets" wlich are not assots et a11, and reduce capital
liabilities which are only nominal. It eould aîlso-show
lthat the double liability asset is onîly $216,2io, nul $479,-
620, as it woulid be wore the paid op capital a reality as
it stands in tie bank returnis.

A point was raised sone years ago as t lte circula-
tion wheither the bank was auithorized lo ismne notes
to extent of its palid up.stock when over half the stock
was hold in pledge, was, in fact, noL actially paid up?
Many years ago the.circulation of the Ville Marie ex-
cecded its actuel paidi up capital; in 1885, l'or instance, it
stood about $400,000; but il; wias ibroughlt down aftor-
vards within Ilhe liinits o the actually pai(l tilt capital,

a change wlich, thouîgh requîired, tended to. weaken the
bank by limiting its alreatdy scely resources. 'T'hese
cònditions gave rise at times to connents which
were not helpful toa weak institution. Tlie ret:cence
observed by those who were able to infer wiat it would
have precipitated a run on the bank to publislh, gave the

bank every chance to recover its credit and grow in
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strength, though a wise step years ago would have been
to amalgamate with another instttution,.as the handicap
was too leavy.

IN VESTMENTS OF LIFE INS UIANCE
COMPA"NIES.

'Tlie Prussiani authorities object to life insurance coin
panies being the owiers of stocks where double liability is
in vol veod. They also regard with disfavour, the inivestlient
lb-y sieli coipanies in loans on unimproved or non-pro-
luctivo property, or on farms, churches, hotels, thieatres,
brewceries, factories, or mining properties of any descrip-
ion . Juvstments-in the secirities of industrial enter-

prises tley also regard as objectionable.
There can be no question as to the general soundness

of these objections. A double liablity, as in the case of
shares in linited liability ai other companies. undoubt-
edly detracts fromt the absolute security of such invest-
menis. Loaiis on uni mproved or non-productive proper-
Iy no wvise investor will iake. But, w lhen th Pruwsian,
authities tîboo farns, cliurches, hotels, thcatres, Ircw-
c rie asul factories, they I the%- flic iine n-edlessl v strict.
(Granting tha igher risk attcnding such lo-ms owing to
lie properties covered being liable to dcstr;cton by Iirc,

ihntiî: danger may hc obviated by iiisulraice, and is obviat-
ed by all investors, private or corporate, who have any
business experience. We ean hnardly con ceive t:îc Inan-
;ge'r oi a li fe insuranuce comipany being so dclicieit in
juilgient, or s0 imprudent as to advance înuney on-suc-h
properties as are cnumerated above, without covering flic
loan by insu rance. ''lhe securi ties of.inldustrial eiter-
prises, to which flic Prussiais also object, arc certainly
nlot such as a life ilisurance company ougti, to purchlise.
The contingencies a a iamfacturing or mercantile busi-
1n0ss bring too îimelh risk to rnciidor industrial secuirities an
appropriate iiivestmnent for life iisturance funds. The
Prussian restrictions thlien. do iot teacli anything regard-
ig iiinvestmîents whiclh is nove] to those who ave lad
suhel experience ii placing mnoiîcy, as managers of life
insnnelice comanilies have usually enjoyed.

The only line of iniestmn'ct to wlich lie Gernans ob-
ject tbat is generally adop lrd b life insurance coipanies,
is. Ilie shares of joint stock coipanies. Now, althougli,
a1 Ire have adiitted. fthe donble liabilityi is a possible
weakness in such stocks, if not a danger, there are stocks
wliih if is mare financial pedantrv aid theloretic squeaml-
islniess to regard as donhtfui investments becaus tley iii-
volve double liability e question as to flic proper iln-
voshînents to be iiadle by a life insurance comnpav is just
now. azvery prominent ane. It las bei raised liy the
New York Life ynsurance Company laviig announced
in lie press that all its holdings of stocks are ta be sold,
an in fntul-re no stocks will be aceepted'as collaiterals for
for seuringloans. This mnove lias botm taken iii order
fo oiiable-the cooipany to resumoe opeiràtions iu PrissiÀ.

This amiouncement naturally called ont statements and
cxplamntions froi. flic Equitable and Mutual Life goût
pallies, to whoIm it sondced vCry much lilc a clialleng,
and inferentially a reproacli. Those -gigintie cîonceris
responded by declaring tliat tley had no intention ta
change tlicir system of investing funîds. This statonenkcit
was necessary to prevent inisapirehension on the part of
the public, as, hîad no explanation ben published by
thieni, the inference fromin the New York Life's statqiieet
wu]d have been, that if lad taken a step in prudence
wlieh its great rivals dceclined to follow.

Although the business of theso giants has gone to suel
a prodigious Ieig;ht thev scem as senitive to a coipetitive
Imioveiment as a yoaig company, so they threw back the
assun d and im plied imputation of having made ineau-
nins iivestmîents by a bold stateient, tlat thev saw n1o
reason ta aller thîeir muethoids.

A large quanitity of flic stocks hcld by eaci
of those coipaiies is god value in the miîarket for over
double the amuount it is yogistered for on their books.
Worc tle surplus over flic palr value of these stock inîvest-
moîents added ta tli aimîoiut o flie surplus fuids of f lc
coipanies ownîing then, tley could each add froma two to
tlee millions to their surphis.

The course o flic New York Life in eliminuating stocks
froni ifs investmlnenîts lias beau avowedlv afdopted ini order
to mîcet fhc views of flic Prusiioni autlhorities and iot b-
pause flic management oi flic N'ew Yor'k Life considers
steeks to lie ani inmîprolper iivestiîent for life insuraice
companis.

The old place lias lad
enougli wings added to it in recent years to enîable it to
fly away, a consîunnation of its career devoutly to be
wished. In fact Governient House, Otiawa, is chiefly
wings and extensions. It is higli finie the question were
coisidered of providing a more suitable resideinee for fle
Governor-G-eneral, one which wouid flot require large an-
mual oitlays or winîgs, extensions, alterations, repairs,
new licatiig apparatus, &c., &c., &c. Rideau Hall is
now iever out of tlie hainds of workmnen, anid costs more
Ian tlie interest would lie on flic onflay nceessary for an
Mppropriate iesidence for tlie Governr-General.

'T PRESS COURlESPONDENTS AT MANILLA.

The eight press coriesfpondeits representing four lead-
ing Americain newsppeis nd thl tlrec who represent
the Associated Press have publisled a muemîîorandumu pro-
festing agaiist the cen sorslip exercised over their dis-
patches. Thîey airm iat owing to their letters home
leing altered by ilie military autlhoritics an entirely or-
ronîeois idea is -entertnined by the public as to the situa-
tion in ·the Plhililipines. They declare that the facts
have been withlheld in order to avoid alarming flie people
at home -who have been ,kopt in ignorance of the losses
in the field and by siickness, and entirely misled as to fle
sfrength and tenacity of purpose of the Filipino forces.

This protest raises the whole question as to the! nùigce
riglhts of press corresponîdentfs in flic spliere of war ope'l-
fions. No sucli riglits exist, tlere is ai anîcient saying
to cffect that war suspends Ilnws, o state ofr wvar certaiily
sispends flie ordinary civil riglits of those within tle

sliere of conflict. The greatest of var correspondents,
lDr. Rissell, in his memoirs points ouit how crippled he
was by hlie necessify- of sî1upressilg nws
knîown to him, beenuîse ifs publication mîiglt
le prejuidicial t ne airny or flic otler.
lie, as a priviloged ion-combatant, being bonîd
in lonouirto shoW no partiality to eliier side.

'flic plain truth is the daily press is pressing the so-
called rights of the press to an iunreasonable extreme. The
privacies of life are invaded by ile iibiquitous reporter
with an audacity bordering on the sublime. Those who
have courage enough anid who retain sutficient self-re-
spect to resist thiis-iimpertinenîce arc regarded as though
tie weie viohiiors of some moral, or statute law who de-
eline to be used for specteular advertising purposes by
tle daily press. Visitors fromn abroad or fromiî a dis-
tance of any distinction are everywhere poiniced liponl by
picss agents by whion thcy are examined and cross-ex-
;îaijed as to tlicir private affairs and opinions, and in-
teiltions, ii order, out.of what is revealed under pressure,
bo concoct a spicy narrative called an "interview." As a
riui those stories are a tissue of isrepresentatioin, direct
lalsehoods, disagreeable insinuations, and gross imperti-
iieees,. the latter element being the chief attraction to
t hose for whoim mny of those interviews aige workel up.
A distingnislhed British statesian said recenitly, "We are
Lettinig iiear o thie system ef government by newspapers "
Sa arrogant have becomie the preteisiois of a certain sec-
t ion of the press that papers of that class treat: all riglhts
and privileges, official or private, as unworthy of respect
which interfere vith those which -the press claims to have
ii regard to pbiilishing whatever will increase its circula-.
tion. We have then no sympathy with the war correspon-
(lents at anilla who wish to dlo j1ust as they like regard.
less of hie restraint dcmnîded iii the interests of the An-
erican troops, the reputation of the General in] chief
coinnnîîanii, and of tHe obeet of the conflict. T hlie Ameri-
can press correspondents evidently look upon war as a
circus for the amusement of the populace, and regard the
prcprietors of the show to be a few. daily newspapers.
Such notions cannot he stamped out too soon, however
loudly the vellow press, may squeal.

EDUCATION WHIH DOES NOT EDUCATE.

'l'lTe father of a vouth whose hent of mind was in tiat
direction decided to have him educated for the profession
or architect. nowiig notling himnself in regard to the
training required for this calling, lie was induced ta ap-
prntice the yoitli to a contractor whose specialty was,
the taling down or buildings prior to removal, or altera-
tion. The pupil learntt lis art. thoroughly, lie knew the
proper way to pull roofs, walls, interiors, windows, floors,
ail to pieces. A-ter a few years devoted to learining this
class of business, le applied for enmployImenit in an archi-
tect's office. His testimnials were splendid as to bis
knowledge of the art of separating the sections of a build-
iing ilnto tieii cemponent parts. When asked ta give evi-

ae of hils ability to make the working drawings of a
buiilin, it was foind that his knowledge went no fiurther
Ilan famniliaritv with destructive processes; of construe-
iv methods h knew nothing.
,T'he above is an analogue of the educational systei

noW in vogue. Wlaot is now called "grammar" is noth-
ing- more thaii the artof pulling sentences to piec-s. The
old idea of English granmmaor as "the art of speaking and
writing the English language with eleganco and pro-
prietv," is low wolly obsolete. Modern grammnar is
simply the art of annlysis. It begins anid ends witlh di-
vidinîg lanîguage into its compoieit parts. Of construe-
tive work, of compositon,.according to estahlished rules
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and models, the niodem gramniar pupil learns nothing.
le c6uld pull the Parthenon to pieces, or disintegrate the
noblest cathedral, but could not build a stable without
blundering. It is cruel to waste the tine of youths of
both sexes as is now done ii our public schools of both
grades, fooling over granniar lessons, so-called, which do
not teach gramnnar, but do mîuddle the minds of pupils,
aid give them false ideas as to thoir educational progress.
We have before us a letter wrritteni by the principal of

a very largo public school iii a leading city. Tlis epis-
tic covers a sheet oi.iote pper, closely written, the num-
ber of words being 316. There is not a perfect sentence
iii.it; there is io place at which ila period could be put.
the words rui oi into al iamer of compliented îmoods
and toses, aid grannatical discords. Yet the wNriter
or tihat clumnsy letter, soie of the words ini which are in -
correctly spelt, is regarded as exceptionmially expert as a
teacher of graininar. 'lie principal of a Iligh School iii
Ontario constantly uses "come" for "came," as, for iii-
stance, "I went to Ottawa and come back by the niglit
tra ii." VXulgarisms of Ilis class are used by hima, yet his
reputation is very higli as a graînnarian. hlie title
"grannarian" ought to be ehniiiged ta "analyser." In a
recent Mail are given questions take froni a Iligli Sciool
gramnar nxamii nation paper wh icl ar iincompreliensible,
they are stated so clunmsily, anmd with so little regard to
pinctuation. The examiner is an expert aiialyser, but
he scems not lo have learint the eleients of grammînar.

Another seriouîs defect iii aur selools is thle ieglect of
spelling. M)ir. B. E. Wralker, General anagcr of fhi
Bank of Connnerce, declared samie time ago, that appli-
cuints for bank positions, who iad been througlh a IH[igh
S %%hol were moist; aiulty ii spelliig. A writer il the
Toronto "Mail" ias recently -examnined Ilhe papers of
ligh Schiool candidafes mid fund tlhe folliwing blunders
in. hie pa pers of t wo of those who wvere succed'ui!

"Elapmsed, sience, batle; allready, gallent, galient, dismnade,
rorin>q, scanîed, expaice, watter, dranoed, resirvoir, reser-
recieved, attak, fiveteen, watter, draiei, resirvoir, ruser-
voy, centreal, succedcd." All those blunders were made
lin a spellinîg test of 150 words, and the pupils who made
them were passed up to a higher grade! One iîade 15
and another 16 imistakes in 150 quite ordiniary words,
only 45 of whicli were more than ine syllable, so that of
the words composed o two or three syllables, these ad-
vanmced Iligli School pmipils iiiis-spelt 33 pier ceit.! Such
an exhibit is a gross scandail to our boasted educational
systemia.

We have lad reason recenitly to test the educationî re-
ceived at our public sehools by girls who are desirous.af
earning a living by siort-and ani type-writing. They
liad been drilled in analysis, but could net write witioaut
making grave errors in gramimnar, consequently wvore un-
alble to detect those made by otiers. It is pitiable for
yGilmg people to have beoen so deluded by thelir educators,
so victimized indeed we say by the miserable cneuatioial
iethods in vogue ia muir.public schools. Like the Htigl

Selhool pupils of whiose eriors we huave giveil specilmenls,
the you1g persons wc allude to were laiientaibly loicient
in spelling, whm ich, in ,lorthand writer, is a fatali lefeet;,
except in n oice whieretIere is io aie able to detect
mistakes. Granmiai amd spelling defcets arise fram bhe
sanme faulty syste I. Tf pipils were t.rainmed. ii composi-
tion. tlhcy would leari grammarîun' practically hy usinîg il
thley would becamne expert in detectimng gramnatical falults
iid iii lie art of correcting timemi. By-praetising coi-
positoi they would also learn te spell correctly, by tle eye
bCecomming accustomned fto le siglitof words-ii-their cor
met forn, wliieli teaches spelling moemc efl'ctually than

;
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arnv other i nethod. We venture to say, that the greatest
jmaîrsteri of Eniglish, men like Addison, Swift, DL Quincey,

iruskii, Carlylie, ncver aialyzed an English sentence in
their lives. 'ihe gruinirs li tise in the higier classes
of sellools exIItîr the braiis of pupils in the effort, to

uomprehvenfd the metaphysical delinitions which suchi tokt-
books coiiiin. l'ie whole ytem of imodern edrication in
pic ii schrools is, in fact, ridically isound, it does irot
prepire Iupils for the frtical duties of life.

One of the worst breaks wve ever reneniber to have been

ter. It is imucli to be rcgretted that

the struggle was kept up with such dc-
termination against odds which left no

hope of any nltinate saccess beyond a
bare existence. There have been ru-
mours for over a year of something be-
ing wrong internally with the Ville
Marie. Fear of disturbing the publie
kçept those silent who knew enough to
justify grave disquietude. The robbery
which eaused the bank's collapse justi-
flies those rumours and doubts. One
oflicer implicated talks of inaking un-

pleasant revelations. It would be bet-
ter for all to come out as the air la full
of very strange reports. Althougli a
large number of persons of thé artisan
elass, who are depositors, w'ill probably
lose money, the bank was toQ smuall,
every way, for its collapse to be a finan-
cial factor of any moment. The stock
exchange lias lad another restful weekc,
undisturbed by the roar of bulls or the
growl of bears. Bank of Monti2a1 lias
beei sold at 20, Commerce 150, Mer-
cliants 170, Moutreal Street 325, Toron-
to Street, 115¼, Ilichelieu 109½, but
sales have been too trifliî.1g to have any
significance. Local mnoney rates remain
as last week.
