LAYMEN - IN THE COQUNCILS 'OF THE

If laymen are to bo permitted to share in the
councils of the Church, there can be no question
that the grealest cnre should be taken in the ‘selec-
tion of the persons to whom the trust is committad.
In the past men of high character .and of :eminence
in their profession have been thus homnored, and
the Church can proudly point to the names of'thoso
who have been distinguished in verious, walks:of
life that have given their lime and talents to aid in
her legislation. and in_ other ways to add. to ‘her
efficiency. That cate is necessary and caution
needed in the selection of tho persons thus put for-
ward as the Church's representatives in any:official
capacity will be readily admitted. Thore will always
be somewhat of difficulty in this matter. 1t is likely
to happen that the men.who are nof, on 50me
accounts, the best fitted for such service and office
will put themselves forward,-and that thoso whese
aid and cFiciency and influcnce would be the most
likely to be valuable are not commonly of a welf-
secking character. It ought to boa mattor.of the
aravest imporianco that the individual chosen for
any prowinent position should be every. way worthy
of it. , :

The mere politician, no matter how high he "may
stand as a partisan, and no matter what-may be.the
strength of his claims to bo considered eligibloyin
the ranks of hic rty, ought to be disqualified by
the very nature o. that special qualification. - T'hat
a man is kmown as not very scrupulous in the
methods he adopts to accomplish his ‘ends and -to
secure political preferment, no matter how.-high-his
ambition may soar, should bar him {rom any: place
or power in the 1anks of the Church's defenders..

Tue use in any degreo of the honors which the
Chburch bastows to throw around a name that is at
least tarnished the halo of religious lustre can oaly
tend to lower religion in the opinion of those whose
opinion is worthy of consideration. '

Too much and too serupulous watchfulness cdn-
not be exercised to' guard against the - possible
lowering of tho tone of morlity and honor:and
integrity that should be the admitted marks .of the
character of those who stand foremost in the ranks
of defence and of guidance to the Church’s well-
being. The men who represent the Church, whe-
ther in her legislative capagcity or: in her humblest
affairs, should be above saspicion. And some of the -
excessive caution which hedges around—and very
properly so-—the Ministerirl offics, may well be ex-

tended to lay delegates, vestrymen, and Church-

‘I'HERE are, roughly speaking, two sources from
which the Church may look for improvement in
-her .Sunday Schools. The first i5, the Parochial
~Clérgy,-the second.is, herSynods. From the form-
ershe looks for more care in the training of Sun-
day School téachers, and from the Iatter for the
-supply of grealer facilities for all kinds of Sunday
School Work.

- Itwill be said, first of all, that the- great dxﬁicul-
ty with which the Parochial Clergy have to contend_
is not that of the training of their teachers, but that
of getting teachers totrain. And it is willingly

& granted that there are some extreme, caser of

country missions which are so extensive and
so scattered that it is very hard indeed to keep
a Sunday School of any kind in operation. But it
is clear that this applics to the children quite as
much as 10 teachers. It is evident that where there
are families ecough to furnish children for a2 Sun-
day. School, there must also be found some kind of
material for the Sunday School teacher. And the
- question is, not that of .procuring teachers of .some.
= kind,!liut of obtaining teachers so trained ind pre-
pared for their.work asto give the best results to
the Church. In many cases. too, it is impossible
forthe clergyman in country missions to k2 present
in his Sundey School, except al rare intervals, if he
is to maintain his services in the Churches. But
the importance of thoroughly training the young
mind in the doctrines of the Christian religion as
set forth by our Church is so great, and the need of
having our children firmly grounded in attachmen
" to our own principles and methods so pressing, that
it becomes a very grand subject of debate whether
occasionally, say once a mounth, cither Service in
the Church should not give way te the Sunday
School, and the pastor give his presence and teach-
ing power to the latter, or else the service be made
a children's service, in which worship and teaching
 should be combined. Experience shows that there
are many parishes in which very little attention is
paid by the priest-to the Sunday School. He feels
that his first duty is to the public worship of the
congregation, and to accomplish this, he lets the
‘Sunday School go. He fecls that there is much
trouble in. obtaining suitable teachers, and so he
‘often ‘makes no attempt to make those he has more
competent,
But it. may be asked, how is this to be done?
--‘First; by- the teaching. of the teachers themselves.
The best method of attaining this must of course

"be that of bringing the teachers week by week un--

dér the influence.of the’ pastor’s own mind. Noth-
ing can take the place of this. The results obtained

from the weekly confact of ‘the clergyman and.ihe
teachers are those that tell” most.

The intellectnat
power cf the- pastors brain, the fruits'of his best

-study, the vmor of his own _energy, wlnch are mfus
ed-into the. teachers, are the least of the- advantages._
which fow. from this holy 1oil, .

It is rather the
Spiritual benefits thus communicated ‘which- com-
mand the richest-.blessing. ' From . the soul of the
minister of Gop; sanctified by its close daily com-

munion with Gop, there streams that unction from

the Holy One which almost unconsciously. will
mould and leaven the thoughts of his hearers, and

passing from them again to their pupils, will gradu--
‘ally reach their héarts, and lead them heavenwards.

Itis here that is too often the weak point of .our
system. Sunday Schools are not made a sufticient-
ly Spiritual agency. ILet the teachers once under-

stand, as the pastor understands, that if the Sunday

School is to be a holy influence in the parish, it can
only be so when watered by prayer and sanctified
self-denial, and they will desire as much as he the
weekly opportunity of meditation and intercession
which the teachers’ meeting affords.

Second. But if there be cases in which it is
abselutely impossible that such meetings should

take place,-the next best way is that of the leaflet.
with. its. teachers’ help. Itis of very liitle use to

put a leaflet of Sunday School teaching into the

‘I'hands of teachers and children, unless the teachers

know how to use it. It is often the case, thata
good deal of meney is spent on leaflets which does
not seem to pay its own iaterest. And the reason
is not far to seek. The teachers do not know how
to use them any more than the children. With
every leaflet published, if there is no teachers’ meet-
ing in which the pastor can supplement and apply
the subject treated of, it is an absolute necessity
that the teachers’ help should be supplied. This
will ensure an intelligent and painstaking use of the
crude material of the leaflet, and will be especially
valuable in any cases where doctrine is concerned.
-And if it be objected that expense is the great ob-

;stacle, thea .all that can be said is, that the expenses

incurred irso important a work should be provided
even if some less needed work should suffer.  That
should be supported first which pays best. If ne-

_cessary, a special offertory might be taken through-

out the parish every three months to supply this
need. With the Church of England Sunday School
Institute leaflets, the teacher’s assistance is supplied
in book form, and thers are few Sunday Schaol
teachers who would not purchase a book for their
own use, if they only know what to get, and how
to get them.

In s™ort, the Sunday School service must, to be
successful, be drawn ont of the region of haphazard
into system and care. In an increasing number of
our parishes this is the case. But in many places
the fact undoubtedly is, that the Sunday School is
capable of almost unlimited improvement. Let us
strive to attain it.

WEST. . ’

already had the site selected for a capital, and
buildings for the Governor, public offices, Parlia-

ment, ‘ete,, mll be at once erected.’ {Hénceforth'
the Provmce of Assinniboine’ of- Ot "Appelle with
its capital Re"ma. will have a name and place, ;md
will soon wield an influence . among the Pronnces
of the Dominion. : Wt

The influx of: settlers has forced the: vaernment
of theé Dominion o effect orga.mzatlon.k ‘We have
before pe;nl;ed out that veiy large numbers of
Ebglish . Church famllles ‘are entenng the North-
West, many of them:people of education,-and
‘atbached members of ' the, Church of - Engla.ud
Accustomed. to areat Church pnvxleges’ at’ Thome
they are naturally anxmus ‘to have’ services and
churches. ‘Now. the State has shewn by "its actxon
that the time has come to organize, and provxde
those apphances of civilization which fprevaﬂ in
ordered com:munities. ‘The time ha.s come for the
Church of England to organize also. ;

The Province of Assinniboine or Qu 'Appel]e is
nearly all within the Diocese of Rupert’s Land. -
capital is 400 miles {from Winnipeg. Ng;:t'Spring
will probably see immigrants pouring in Dby thous-
ands. The crops give promise of an abounding
harvest. The Government, the Syndicate, and the
Hudson Bay Company, three powerful agencies,
are all working for the settlement of the country.
It will be simply impossible for. the Bishop of
Rupert’s Land to give the attention to this new
Province that it requires. Other parts of -the Dio-
cese are demanding increased supervision.' His
Lordship has given up his work in the College, so
as to devote all, his' time to the Administrative
work of the Diocese, The time has already - come
when a2 Bishop and staff of clergy should - occupy
this new division. British Columbia was fortunate
Lefiough to secure the two new ‘Missionary DIOCCSCS
[of Caledonia and Westminster, The wisdom of
the foundation of these Bishoprics have been abun-
dantly shewn. But there is no comparison between
the present prospects ‘of the Church in British
Columbis and the North-West,

The Church of England never had in nny Colony
such prospects as lie before her in the West  But
faith in the future of the country and business fore-
sight must be exercised. Now is the time to plant
wisely and well.© The Church of England cannot
Jo her work' cifechvely unless as'the ploneer ‘mis-
sionary in a new Prov..cea practu:al energcnc
man be sent ahead as Missionary: Bishop. He
can be a travelling missionary- and organizer of
centres of work; be can draw around him men
likeminded with himself ; he car influence public
opinion at home and abroad ; and if he be 2 man
who cen rally around him clergy and laity, a great
harvest will be reaped.

The time has come to agitate for the appoint-
ment of such 2 map, with meaas to start the work
of a new Diocese. We believe that steps will be
taken to bring the exceptional needs of this part of
the Dominion before the Home Societies, owing to
the unprecedented increase of population. And it
needs to be pressed home on the attention of Cana-
dians. We shall shortly publish a circular showing
the wonderful growth of the country districts,

In the meantime, hand in hand with the politi-
cal organization should go the organization of the
Church of Christ. Are there no wealthy Canadian
Churchmen who will band their names down to
posterity by giving a sum sufficient to endow a
bishopric for the new Province? Are we ever to
look to English Churchmen for our examples of
liberality? Time will shew. Men and means must
be had for the Lord’s work.. If ever these words
were true of any field, they are true of the North-
West: “The harvest truly is plenteous; but the

e
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labqurers are few.”. The more need is there .to
pray the. Lord Of the harvest” that godly and
able men may be moved to go out to the work.

Mr. ]oseph Allison 8600 ;" Mr. S. Hayward and
Mr. Chas. A. Palmer ex:h paid $500 for his pew,
and Mr. R. O. Stockton §450. The prices ranged
from $150 to §goo. There were 38 pews sold in
the body -of the Church; every ffth pew was re-
served by the trustees to be rented to members of
the congregation. No gallery pews were sold.”
Wo say it boldly and advisedly that it would be
simply an utter impossibility for a proceeding of
the kind to take place in uny Church of England in
the Dominion. Such a reprr \ch—such a profna-
tion of Gon’s House, has passed away among us,
and we hope it may be a very long time before we
have to chronicle a similar scene in any place of
worship in Canada.

the days of our forefathers. None are of the extreme
High Church achool. Out of the sevon writers
whose books are extracted from, it is worthy of
remark, five are published by the venerable Society
for Promoting Cbristian Knowledge—a sufficient
guaranteo to the ordinary Churchman of the ortho-
doxy and moderation of tbe writers. I have
thought it specially needful, since the subject
touches the delicate and burning question of con-
fession and absolution, to use the words of men
whose Protestantism or orthodoxy is unquestioned.

The Rev. E. L. Curts on the nned for, and var-
jous aspects of, private and confidential inter-
course of Pastor and flock—

“Any one who could look into the soul would
be startled to seo what exists under the apparently
commonplace exterior, and the routine lives of the
mer and women and young pecple about him.
What religious doubts and difficulties, of which
no hintis even breathed; what remorse for somo
past sin, paralyzing all spmtunl Yife; what cravings
for a higher and better life, baffled by the fecling,
“there’s no one to help me,” what a feeling of
spiritual loneliness in a soul yearning for Chistian
sympathy, and failing to find it in any one of its
kinsfolk and acquammnce ! The Christian minis-
try was put by our Lord in the midst of the
world for this among other things to minister to
these needs and cravings of the souls of men. Our
English habit of reserve as to all higher things
and deeper. feelings places a barrier: sufficiently-
formidable.in the way of this. ministration, and the
habits of our modern Eng!’ b Churchmauship ex-
clude the majority of peaple from the very
shought of passing the barrier. I auvise you to
poss it. Our Lord intended the Christian ministr Y
to be o monna of grac: to you. I advise you not
to loave the grace unsought and unused. Do I
then approve of confession? In the Roman
usage, no! In tho usage of the I’rayer Book of
the Church of Xngland, yes! I think that
thoroughly confidential pastoral intercourse be-
tween a clergyman and his peopl. is greatly to be
desired, and this intercourse will assume different
fot s, accordmg to the neads of each soul. With
one it will be an earnest spiritual conversation on
personal religion, in which the soul opems out
frecly the decp seerets of its inner life, and re-
ceives sympathy and encouragement aud counsels,
which belp it to a still cleo.rer view and hicher
aim. 'With another it will be a lecture om evi-
dences, in which a soul perplexed with modern
objections has some of tbe mists cleared away
from its vision by scientitic discussion. Inanother
case, a soul long borne down by the weight of
some past sin, seeks at length the relief of uitar-
ance with a atruggle pmnful to witness, and craves
to know if there is any hope of pardon; and
Christ's minister has the happy duty of preaching
remission of sins through IHim Who has paid
their penalty, and of bnngm" the realization of it
home with clearncss and force to the individual
sinner. In amother case it will be the painfal and
perhaps shameful confession of habitual sin, to
which he will have to listen, and to nerve the in-

He
was a Jew of the Jews, had a Jewish physiognomy,
dressed, ate, spake and lived like His countrymen.
How could He have been understood by them if
He had riot addressed them in their owa tongue
What then was this tongue?

He wrote nothing. He is Himself the Book of
Life to beread by all men. He stamped His
image upon the world’s history and upon every
human heart and life that yields itself to His trans-
forming and sanctifying influence. But some of

. His"disciples wrote books,~—the New Testament.
And they all wrote Greek. Only ome of them,
Matthew, is said to have written his Gospel first in
Hebrew and afterwards in Greek.

Even James, the brother of the Lord, who spent
all his publiclifein Jerusalem. as far as we know,
addressed his Epistle to the twelve tribes of Israel
in the Greek language.

Did, then, our Saviour likewise speak Greek?
There is something pleasing in the idea. There
never was a nobler, richer, more flexible language
spoken or written, than the language of Homer,
of Plato, of Seophocles, of Aristotle, and all those
immortal Poets, Philosophers, and Historians, whose
works are to this day studied as models of style all
over the civilized world. And the noblest of all
uses to which it was put is this,—that it became
the organ for the Everlasting Truth of our Religion,
the silver picture for the golden apple of the Gospel.

'The Greek was the language of Civilization, and
of international intercourse- Since the: conquests
of Alexander the Great into the Orient;: and still
more since the conquests of Rome, which united
all the nations from.the banks of the Euphrates
and the Nile to the banks of the Rhine and the
shores of the Atlantic, the Greek had become the
cosmopolitan language, as the Freuch was on the
Continent in the Jast century, and as the English is
now in the British Colonies and in North America.
This was one of the Providential preparations for
the introduction and spread of Christianity.

The Greek penetrated into Palestine two or
three bundred years before Christ.  This is evident
from the numerous Greek names of Jews, and of

places of -l"allés‘tine,. from coins .and 'inscriptions,
from the Greek. version of the Qld Testament which
was used by the Apostles and Evangelists, from the

A large number of Greek-speaking Jews, called *“Hel-"

lenusts,”’ from the wiritings of Philo and Josephus,
who wrote in Greek, and from the New Testament
itself. TFor it need not be supposed that the sacred
writers learned the Greek lariguage miraculously on’
the Day of Pentecost.. They had abundant oppor-
tunity ta learn it naturally in their youth, on the

|.street, and in common intercourse with their fellow-
.{ men, especially in .Galilee, their native Province,

which was full of Greek-speaking Gentiles.

Fromall these facts we may safely infer. that our
Lord, too, knew the Greek language, not indeed
from books, nor from school, but from ordinary
intercourse. Why should he have been ignorant of
a language which was known to his Disciples, the
unlettered fishermen of Galilee ?

We have no doubt that he used the Greex lan-
guage when speaking with strangers, and with hea-
thens, with such persons as the Syrophecnician
woman the heathen Centurion, the “Greeks,” who
called on him shortly before the Passion, King
Herod, and Pontius Pilate. For a Roman Govern-
or appointed for a short time would hardly learn
Hehrew, and no interpreter is mentioned.

But we cannot agree with those scholurs who
mointain that Christ used the Greek language ox-
clusively or even chiefly, We must distinguish
between the common everyday language of the
people, nnd tho ocensional language of the higher
classes and of husiness mon. I’alestine was at the
time of Christ a bilingual country, like the frontier
countrios on the continent (Alsece, Lorraine, Posen,
somo cantons of Switzerland), or like Wales in
England, or Eastern Canada, or the German Coun-
Lics of Pemnsylvania. The populsr language was
the Hebrew, or rather Aramasic, a cognate dialect
which supplanted the Hebrew after the Dabylonian
exile. In this their mative tongue our Saviour
would address the people.

‘We have the positive proof of that in several
words which have boen preserved o us in the
Gospel of Mark, which is the faithful echo of the
original impressions of St. Peter. When our
Saviour was to call tho daughtor of Jairus back
to life, he addressed her in the Arimaic words
Talitha cumi; that is, “Damsel, arise.” When he
opened the ear of the deaf and dumb man in
Decapolis, he said to him Ephpliatha, that i, “Be
opened.” And when he reached the height of his
Vicarious Suffering on the Cross, he exclaimed,
again in Aramasic, Eloi, Eloi, (the Hebrew would
be Eli, ElZ); lama sabuchihani? that is, “My God,
my God, why hast thou forsaken mo!"

It is very significant, that the inscription on the
Cross was in three languages: in lebrew, the
languagoe of Religion; in Greek, the language of
Culture; and in Latin, the language of lmpire—
thus proclaiming that Jesus of Nezareth died for
all nations and all closses of men.—Rev. Dr, Schu)f
in 8. 8. Times.
