powerless, and the water thrown on the flames
scemed only to add to their fury. By this
time the strects became blocked with thousands,
flecing before the fire unable to save anything,
and vast numbers with bare fect and nothing
but night.clothes on, filling the. air with cries
and wailings for children and friends burned in
the flames,  "The ficry fiend spread rapidly over
the southern part of the city, and by half-past
one o'clock the new Court House aud the im-
mense blocks of marble buildings surrounding
it on the west and south sides, including the
Chamber of Commeree, were one mass of
flames, Mere the scene presented was the
most awfal the imagination can picture. The
unfortunate inhabitants of over a square mile of
the most denscly populated part of the city,
over which the fire had passed were rushing in
every dircetion in a frenzied state of bewilder.
ment. In a few mowents the roofs of the
Court House, Chumber of Commerce, Mer-
chants' Insurance Building, and Coolbach’s
Bank fell in with a fearful crash, ITere an at-
tempt was made to stop the progress of the
flaes by blowing up some of the large build-
ings with gunpowder.  Five kegs were ex-
ploded in Coolbach’s Bank, but the shattered
debris of wreek ouly added fury to the flames.
The seenes presented here were terrible and it
was now evident the entire city was doomed to
destruction, The flames rushed on with irres-
sistible force and appeared like a huge monster
of flame and smoke, over a mile and a lalf
long, with its hiead on the Court House square,
Here the huge flanes would leap up ameny the
clouds of smoke, illuminaiing the whole city as
at noon-day for miles around. Presently from
a sudden gust of wind they would dart down
along the ground and along the wullsof adjucent
buildings, which would immediately burst out
i flames,  The Sherman House, on the nortls
side of the Court House Square, next cauyght
fire. the guests rushing out through the doors
or jumping through the windows, in cvery
direction, many eseaping without their clothing.
Nothing whatever was saved, and It is not
known how mauny persous muy have perished
licre and in the immense buildings surrounding,
as no one can go within a mile of it to-day.
From here the flames rapidly advanced to the
Lake Street Building, the Tremont House, and
every building on Lake and Water strects to
the Illinois Central R. R. Depot and Illinois
Central Elevator.

THE GREAT TFIRE.
We give below such particulars of the ter-
ible disaster that has befullen Chicago, as we

have been able to glean from the columns of
our contemporarics :— |

Cutcaco, Oct, 9.—This city hasheen visited

with one of the most awful and devastating
conflagrations which has oceurred in the history
of the world sinec the great fire of Y.ondon.
Yesterday Chicago stood proud and ereet, the

o'clock last night & fire broke out at the corner
of the Canal, Port Avenue and Hulsted street,
in the south-west part of the eity, about one
mile and a half from the Court-house Squure,
and half a mile south of the fire of the previous
night. As this was an extensive pork packing
and lumber district, and the wind was blowing
strong dircetly towards the Court-house Square
and the centre of the city, the devouring, ele-
ment soon got beyond the control of the fire-
men, who were promptly on the spat and buttled
hieroically, but were obliged to retreat from
squate to square rapidly. - In less than one
hour the flames had spread over half a milo and
crossed the canal into the extensive Jumber and
storchouses near Polk street. Here the flames
spread -with fearful rapidity, and the wind
inereasing with the flames, threatened the des-

the city, from where the fire crossed the Canal
at Polk street, to the Court Iouse Square, and
from thence to the Illinois Central Railway
Iiepot, over « mite and a half in length, and
from the eanal to the lake shore, one mile wide,
was one salid mass of flumes,  This comprises
the wealth and principsl business part of the
city, containing the Court House, Post Office,
Sherman Touse, Tremont Ionse, Pahner House
and the immense new Pacitic Iotel, Michigun
Southern and Illinois Central R, R. Depots all
the leading banks of the city, the Tribune,
Times, and ull the newspaper offices of the
city, Clhiamber of Commeree, 1l the theatres
and public libraries, and halls, all the wholesale
houses and large retail houses of the city, and
the rich ind fashionable residences on Wabash
and Michiean Avenues as far as Harrison
street, one mile from the cunal. Fverything
is ubsolutely lost over this vast area of one mile
and a half lone, und one mile wide, of the very
heart of the city, not even a wall or chinmney
remains standing as far as the eyc can penetrate
from the outside, but as yet no cue ean enter
it, 5o intense is the heat. From the immense
clevators and store-houses ulong the cunal the
flames shot across to the north side, burning all
the vessels and canal boats In the canal, and
rapidly spread over to the north side. Here
the cxtent burned over at the present writing
is much greater than on the south side, and the
flames are still raging.  There is no hope
whatever of restricting the fire till it spreads its
force on the prairies five or six wmiles north
from the Court House, 'The north side from
the canal to Lincoln Park along Lasalle and
Dearborn strects, and the Jake shore is the
oldest part of the city and is oceupied by many
of the weulthiest ecitizens, while the city north
of Clark and State streets and along the line of
the north branch of the canal is principally
occupied by forcign clewent, Germans, &ey,
mostly poor, At the present writing, an area
of three miles long and one and o half broad is
one Llackened, charred desert, not even o tree
or blade of grass is left living, aud the flames
are still advaneing nortli.  There is no hope f
any portion of the uvorth division of the city
being saved, which covers an area of about six
iles long and an average width from the north
branch of the eanal to the Lake shore of half o
mile.  The part of the north side already des-
troyed includes the water works, Roman Ca-
tholic Cathedral, and sbout forty-five churches
of different denominations. The wrea burned
on the south side contains ubout twenty of the
most beautiful and costly ehurches in the eity,
and many smaller ones. Tt is utterly impos-
sible to attempt an approximatiou of the entire
loss. The part buroed down contained neurly
all the grain clevators, lumber yurds, wood and
coal yards, just filled with winter supply; all
the banks public buildings, wll the hotels,
wholesale and prineipal retail houses, all the
best churches, the theatre, the costliest and
1ost fashionable private residences of the city.
Tt is within the bounds to say that threc-fourths
of the entire wealth of the city has been swept
away in a few hours. The loss of human life
must be very large many hundreds at least,
but the cxuet number can ncver be known.
The confusion on the north side this morning
and all day bafHes deseription ; people rushed
round frantieally crying and bemoaning loss of
friends. The means of escape from the North
side were over draw bridges across the canal,
and over these the poor people rushed, some
carrying children, and evoryone with pots, pans

and bedding ; presently a tug.boat would come
along towing a vessel from the flames, loaded,
with human beings, when the bridge would

swing open to let her through, many of these near
the bridge were forced into the water by those in
rear, in their efforts to get away from the
flames surrounding, Tho sereams, shrieks und
imprecations at these bridges are utterly indes-
cribable. At least 170,000 souls are houscless
and homeless to-night, and whithout shelter of
aud kind having lost everything—added to their
misery, want of water; the waterworks having
been destroyed. There is not.a well in the
city and no acecss' to the lake for scrvice of
five miles. Many in their thirst drink the
putred water of the canal into which the
sewerage of the city empties.

Oct. 10.—The fire continued to burn all
last nizht on the north side, but this morning it
is under control, It is tolerably true that
there is nothing remuining of that side from
the river ou the south to Lincoln Park on the
vorth and from the north branch of the river on
the west to the luke on the east. This portion
of the city, exccpt ulong the Main street,
where there are warclouses, was occupied by
dwellings, Two-thirds of the population of
this district were German and Seandinavian.
These peaple are now homeless; some of them
in frame buildings on the northwestern scction
and others on the Prairies without shelter.
Throughout yesterduy a renewal of fires in the
west side was looked for and a change of five
degrees in direction of the wind at any time
would have led to that result; there would then
have been no refuge for any, Everybody had
clothing packed ready to start for the prairie at
a moment, but God averted this last possible
addition to onr disaster.  Atsundown the wind
lulled and at three this morning, rain so fer-
vently prayed for, ¢ me. It did not rain long
but roots of houses und ground have been wet
s0 that now it is possible to have fires and cook
food for the multitude. 1,500 citizeus were
sworn in last night as an extra police foree, and
the Sceretary of War authorized Cien. Sheridmn
to employ all available for a guard.  Five hun-
dred soldiers are an duty. T'wo men caughtin
the act of firing louses on the west side were
arrested and immediately hanged to Jaup posts.
This summary action has checked the thieves
and murderers,

No business house is left in the South Divi-
sion.  The Water Works and Gas Works went
carly in the night, so there was no water in the
city. Steam firc engines arrived from Mil-
wankee but were uscless, A fearful loss of
life ocenrred beeause of fulling walls, A vain
attempt was made to tear down blocks to check
the fames,  Ten thousand business men wiltbe
compelled to make assignments, and an insur-
anee crash is inevitable.  Desolation and sorrow
universally prevails, The river is impassible
between West and South Divisions, exeept at
12th bridge, all the others being burned and it
is feared this rcmaining oue will be crushed
beneath overwhelming traffie.  Five thousind
fumilics are houscless and penniless.  Ilelp
should be sent at once to the poor.  The wind
is «till boisterous, and if it turns north nething
can save the Western Division. The preseat
loss is estimated at from one hundred to two
Liundred million dollars. Tiré proof buildings
burned like tender. especially banks, not one of
which remuins. I'ew business houses have
been saved—not cven their papers.

The whole population were busy all night,
and the streets are now like a bivouze with
sleeping men. The shippingin the north braneh
of the river wus sent adrift into Luke Michigan;
muny vessels were burned. Al business is
suspended, and must remain so for the present.
Tremendous cfforts were made to save the
Tribune and DPosf, us well ag  the Cisy
Hall :w0d Government buildings. Nothing re-
mains but bluckened stones ind erackling cind-
ers.  No papers can be published -until type
comes from clsewhere, as the type foundries
are burned. A larze number of firemen wore
killed, and all did their duty nobly, but the
streams of water on the burning blocks were
like fountain jets against the awlul heat of the
conflagration.  The new hotel, ciglit or nine
stories high, just completed, sent up pyramids
of the solid flame, making the water of ke
Michigun ruddy coloured for siiles, the flaming
bridges along the river swinging a graceful arch
of fire from shore. Burning ships -sailed in
crimson waters, All the churches, in the
south division, Couvent of Mercy, all the rail-
road buildings and front muansions on Michican
and Wabash avenucs are gone. The very pave-
ments are burned. A rumor says now that
another fire has broken out in Hyde Park, =
southern subwrb and is moving north,  If this
be truce the destructton of the remaining portion
of southern division cannot be prevented. 100
squares are already burned in the south divi-
sion.  The populatic. will probably he reduced
to 50,000 in a month, Business men cannot
resume unless substantinl Telp is sent from the
citst and west, A Iandred thousand employes
engazed In mercunti® business are out of cw-
ployment,  Streets leading to the anburnt part
of the south and all leading to one unbroken
bridge west are completely blocked by all kinds
of vehieles carrying sick and injured people and
blackened furniture,

It is conjectured, with good cause, that near-
ly 500 have been burned to death. We saw
four men ecnter 2 burming building, and in a
moment they were overwhelmed by a falling
wall.  There was a crowd of men around the
corner of the building trying to save property,
when the wall yielding some of them were
buried beneath it. About 12 or 15 men,
women and children rushed into the buildine of
the Historical Society, « fire-proof building for
sufety. In a few minutes the flumes burst up
and they were burned to death, Among those
who took refuge in this building was the
vencrable Col. Samuel Stone, 80 yeurs of age,
for a long time conneeted with the Socicty;
also J. B, Gerard and wife, and Madame
Defelgerne, the noted teacher of musie- It is
feared that Dr. Frear and family were also
burned, as they were in the building, and have
not been seen since. Mr. Kdsall, whose hus-
band was murdered last week, and who was

suffering from an illness, was carried to a

building which was afterwards consumed, and
it is feared she also perished. All the hooks
and papers of the Historicul Society, including
the original copy of the famous Emancipatiog
Proclamation of President Lincoln, for which
the Socicty paid §25,000, were destroyed. T
is feared that a large nuwmber of elildren

inmutes of the Catholic Orphan Asylum, ex;
State strect, were also burned, as many  are
missing. On Chicago Avenue a {ather rushed
up stairs to carry three children away, when he
was overtaken by the flames und perished, Ip
the sume neighborhood a fumily of five persons
perished.

Late on Sunday evening o boy went into
stable iz Dehoven street, near the River at the
West side, to milk a cow, carrying with him o
kerosene lamp.  This was knocked over by the
cow, -und the burning fluid was seattered amoper
the straw. This was the begining of the fire
A single extinguisher on the ground, or active
work of the police in tearing down one or two
shanties, would have prevented the spreading of
the flames. °

IRISH INTELLIGENCE.

We have already indicated the two oreat evils
under which the Irish Civil Serviee lahours—
the predominance of a fuvoured sect und the
strong infusion into its ranks of Kuolishmen
and Scotchmen. The Generul Post afﬁcc we
have recently shown to be a fuir example of the
one evil; while of the other we care ot to take
any particular instance, as we find that algos,
every department has been leavened with Lop.
doners and North Britons. We will tuke for
instance, the Poor Law Office, and what do we
find ? Since the introduction of the Poor Lays
into this country, in 1838, nearly all the paid
Commissioners have been Englishmen, ang
with the exception of Mr., Jonx Bawnw angd the’
present third Commissioner, Mr. BELLgw, 4]
have been Protestauts.  The present Qlief
Commissioner, an Knglishman, got drafted into
the Irish office when a very young mun, in the
inception of the Poor Law system, and attained
his present lucrative position a great many
years since. The Commissioners for Adwi.
nistering the Poor Laws have duties to pe
form which are strictly defined by Acts of
Puarlizment, but 1s it too preposterous to suegrost
that if' the Commission for the last thirty-fl?rcc
years had been composed of representative
Irishmen, would we not have had a more per-
fect, or, at least, amore generous administration
of the system ? and mauy not many social re-
forms, which are not yet thought of by our
legislutors, have been proposed it the office were
held by men having a sympathy with, and =«
thorough knowledge of the people of Ircland 2
We merely throw out these suggestions as they
oceur to us in examining the Poor Law Office
and we shall now procced to analyze the office.
holders of this important department. Here
are the component parts of the commission ;—
The Chief Commissioner, an Englishman and
a Protestant; the Medieal Commissioner, g
Protestant; the Seeretary, or Chiet.Clerk also
an Moglishman and a Protestunt; and the sic
first-clags Clerks, of whom fsirve are Protestante
ind three of these Englishmen, compose the
head-quarter’s staff of' the Irish Poor Law
system. This body, with the inspcctors and
the auditors, form the whole moving power of
our poor relief orgamization. The inspectors
are the men who constitute the conneetine link
between the Board in Dublin and the Poor Taw
Unious throughout the comntry. Need it be
suid that for the performunce of” their duties it
1s necessary that out of the trn Iuspectors there
should be seren Protestants, of whom one must
also be an Englishman? Then we come to the
auditors, Their duties do not scem to neces-
sitate the sume strong religious bias, as we find
there are three Catholies to two Protestants!
Thoso twenty-four officiuls we have just referred
to represent the central authority, of whom it
thus appears seventeen are Protestants and sic
are Englishimen, while the remaining seven are
Catholics and Irishmen. Amongst the sceond-
clags clerks there are four Protestants and six
Catholies; and in the third class tlicre are nine
Protestants and eleven Catholics.  owever
as these perform only routine and office duties,
their value in the administration does not eount
for much. We gather from a tot of the salarics
that in this office the Protestunts reecive £16,-
663 per anmmum; and the Catholies an exact
moicty of this sum, or £8,820. We cannot
think that this fuirly represents the proportion
which ought exist in the Irish Poor Luw De-
partment,  In pursuing this examination of the
Irish offices we must not be understood as seck-
ing to throw any diseredit on the men who com-
pose the serviee,  We wur with the scandalous
aud unfair system which is discovered at Yrery
turn.  If'it can be shown that it is neecssary
for the just administration of the Laws that
there should be sueh a preponderance of Pro-
testants and Englishmen in the higher offices
we shall resign the position we lave assumed:

1eETROOT AS AY Tk Cror—The serious failure
of the tlax crop iu Ireland this yum'.will con!'{rm the
apinicn entertainesd by many experienced Irishmen
that the conntry is not well fitted to grow that crop.
As a matter of fact o large portion of the !l_ux which
keeps the Belfast futories at work comes from Bel-
gium, which can always surpass Ircl:_md Loth as to
quantity and qmality. 'l'll_uru is onc crop
crop for which Trelamd is peculinrly adapted, :.md one
which has been very muich ncgluqted, that is, bect-
root. The advaniages which it ofiers are nunierous.
1t is well snited to the seil in rotation with vats and
artificial grasses. It is also well adapted for such a
humid climate as Treland possesses. 1t would give
not only inunudinte enjoyment ‘to those _\\'ho citlti-
vated it, but it would give still further cnjoyment to
the manufacturer. 1t is really extraordinary, seeing
fibw close this country is to Frunce and DBelgium,
{hat so little should have been done here hithertoin
the way of makiny bectroot sugar. It is not as it
this were a newhingled invention, which our jwo-
verbially cautions ayeicultural class shrank from
adopting, The manufacture is much meore ancient
than muny others which have become established
sources of Dritish industry. Many years ago the
famous fickl of Waterloo raised tons of beetroot lor
the sugar factery. An enterprising g'cntlvmnn.in-
terested in the prosperity of Trcleml lately raised
some of this root in his own country and sent it to
France and DBelmium Tor analysis, where it was fonnd
that it contained 11 per cent. of sugar. Now as 9
per cent. renders the manufacture lucrative, there
was evidently room for considerable profit. Nor is
thisall. 'The cultivation of the crop woull miti-
gate one of he great sources of souial disquictude,
the want of remunerative employment. By convert-
ing some of tha inferior pastures of Ireland into
fivids of Levtroot, occupation would e sceured all
the winter through.—Glbe. :

City by the Tiber to the good old town by the Nore.
His yank and stntion were illustrious; he was no
less » personnge than the famous Archbishop
Revvoxi, Prince of Ferno, and Nuncio of the Tope.
In the stormy year in which the gates of Kilkenny
opened to the Papnl Nuncio Ireland was rent with
civil strife, Kilkenny was the focus, tho heart, the

centre of that splended but unavailing stand which
Catholic Ireland wns making for her rights, her
liberties, and her fuith, 7The destiny of Ireland still
hung in the balance—victory had not yet abandoned
the sword of her great champion, Owex Ror. The
Nuncio had left pleasant Italy, had left hisarchiepis-
copal throne, his princely sceptre, to bear through
countless dangers to the Catholic™ chiefs assembled
In Kilkenny the blessing ot the Sovercign Pontiff,
his counsel, his encourngement, and assistance more
material, casks of Spanish gold, good blades from the
Poledo forges, and powder from the arsenals of Itnly.
The times are changed since then. "imes has
blunted the sword of persecution. Manners are
altered, The Curdinal, enters the ancient ¢ity with-
out the splendid retivue which followed Risvois.
He comes in modest and in peacefal guise, bringing
with him nought but blessings and kindly words.
But thongh all things else have changed the one
essential has remained unchanged. Now, as when
the Itulian Trelate swept proudly by Kilkenny's
noble pile, there is the sume cnthusiastic respect,
the sanwe joyous welcome, the same union, sacred
and indissoluble, hetween Faith and Fatherland, the
people and their pricsthood.— Dublin Freeman.

O'Donnell, whose nume is so well known here
and in America in connection with Fenjan and
Republican movements that tmportant vesnlts will
arise from this apparently simple eleetion,  No one
will donbt who knows anything of Mr. O'Donnell's
orgmizing  powers and  pelitical antecedents the
4 Cotmeil” bas chosen a man who holds the most
advanced opinions, and whose influence with the
Ivish people in Englind and Ireland is stated to e
considerable.  The new % Secretary for 1reland” he-
came connected with the vationn] movement somo
nine or ten years agn, when a student of the Catholic
University of Trelaud, and since that time he has
lieen identified with all the extreme movements of
the Trish revolutionists, IIe was one of the pro-
prictors of the Laited, Irishman, which was started in
Dublin about cight yeurs ago, and which gave place
to the Frish Deople, the Fenian organ which was
suppressed in 1365, Although lavgely in Luxiness
at that thne as a hemp merchant in Dullin, ke took
a leadink part in the St. Patrick’s Drotherhootl, an
association which alvocated the most violent opin-
fons, and which differed from Fenianism only in
being public. He was arrested In 1868, when it
was publicly stuted that he was James Steplien's
deputy @ head-centre” for Treland, and detained in
prison for ten months,  On his refease he was com-
pelled to velime from business, but shortly after
started  the frish Swr in Westmeath,  Owing to
magisterial and police interferencee, he was ultimately
compelled to quit Westmeath, after which he came
to Eugland.  Sinee that time he has taken a very
active paut in Fenian polities, was secretary of the
amnesty movement, and organiser of the Hyde Park
demanstration in October, 1860, In Fehonnry, 1879,
he was selected by the Irish of Southwark as Parlin-
mentary condidate, but he declined the lLonor on
the ground that no honest Irishman conld scrve
freland in the Diitish Scnate. Towards the latter
cnd of lust year hie was arrested for Lreach of the
neutrality lnws, but was released after an incarecri-
tion of three months, 1t is said that he ix on tenms
of friendship with many Continental revelutionists
and all the Fenian chiefs, and it is stated on good
autherity that in a few weeks a new Republican
Jonrnal, to bu called e People, will he started under
his auspices.

throne,  What, then, must their foeling have been
four or five hundred years ago, before medern liberal-
ism wis thought of, and when it was a great thing
even for noblemen te dare to say before their mon-
arch that their souls were their own! Yt the feel-
ing of loyalty has not died out, but only changed
its form, and civilized nations have as much horvor
as ever of any betrayal of the rea)l majusty of the
nation, or any Llow at the essential life of the state,
Let any nobleman in England venture to rob or to
fmprison umlawfully the poorest manin the realm,
ot let the Crown dare to lay hands on an acre of
private property, and the whole nation would be up
in wms, until the wrong would be righted. Have
not Amerieans a conviction of the majesty of our
Tepublic?  Have they not labored, watehed, fought
and suftered enough for their country to give them
a sound sense of its priceless worth, and of the foul
shame of all treason against its life? Yet is not
such treason very near us?  What name is base
cnough fer the mpacity that plunders in the name
of patriotism and gorges itself upon stolen goods in
the name of equal rights?  What makes & generous
American abjectly hold down his head in Europe
more than the thought that the chief city in Ame-
rien has been for years in the hands of nnprincipled
men, who exhausted the rhetoric of demagogues in
thicir adulation of the people, and who distance the
greed of conquerers and kings In the extent of their
robhery and their extravaganic? Whatever version
may be given to & circumstance that occurred in
Chicago recontly, the most thoughtless must per
force admit that the result is both strange and start-
ling, and well caleulated to turn the serious mind to
more profound meditation, and ever stay the reckless
mimn in his comse.

The awdacity of their crimes
blunts, in some sort, the moral sense, and men ad-
mire and envy while they shulder,  We nlter Por-
teus's line, and declare that “one theft does make @
villian, mitlions & hero”  Yet we must take some
shame to ourselves and to enr race when we rememe.
her that the chicl characteristic of these men of sud-
den wealth and influence is their vulgarity—2ri-
hune.

Covstenrrit—There is a curious case reported
from Olio, of & man holding a highly responsible
sitnation in the Cleveland Tron Compnny ; & wealthy
man, of great Lusiness talents and  very zealous in
the cause of veligion, who has been deteeted passing
counterfeit money. His office brought him into
contact with o lurge number of business men, and
Imge sums of money were constantly passing
through his hands for payments connected with tho
works. He obtained the connterfeits in New York
and passed them off on the merchants and others
with whom he was doing business.

The great fire at Chieago, the most terrible
that has oceurred sinee the great fire of Lon-
don more than two hundred years ago, has
heen the all currossing topic of conversation
during the weck. It is looked upon as a na-
tional calamity or rather as a ealamity whose
.effects will not be confined to this Continent,
but will make themselves felt in Europe. In
another place will be found such details as have
reached us by telegram, and these are fully
confirmed by later intelligenee.  Of the great
City that proudly called herself the “ Queen of
the West; which elorified herself, sitting upon
the waters, and saying in her heart, I sit a
queen, and aw no widow, and shall see no sor-
row—a great pavt, ugd that part the wealthiest,
has been burned with fire, and utterly destroyed.
In one hour so ureut riches have come to
nought, so that that all the company in ships,
and as many as trade by sex, standivg afar off,
cry out, when they see the smoke of her burn-
ing—Whlat city is like unto this great ‘City ?
In her fate as well as in her previous wicked-
ness, Chicagn recalls foreibly to mind the
prophecies aguinst Babylon, and the vision that
the old man ol Patmos did see.  Chieago, it is
suid, was conspicuous, cven amongst Awmerican
cities, for its abuminable iniquity ; it was worse
in this espeet—if thet bo possible—than New
York,

*The loss of property has been enormous, and
the Insurance (ompanies will suffer severcly,
though it is expected that the majority of them
will e able to moet their engagements.  Ae-
cording to one uccount, perhaps exaggerated,
the value of the property destroyed in dwelling
houses,, churckes, and  public buildings, is put
down at One Hundred and Eighty-Four mil
lions of dollars, or about Thirty-Six million off
pounds sterling! '

More terrible is the loss of life. Tt is esti-
aated that at least five hundred persons, per-
haps many more, have perished; it is also
feared that amongst the vietims are many of
the orphuns in the Cathalic Asylum. The suf-
ferings of the swrvivors were dreadful,  Some
100,000 pereons, of all ages, and condition were
homeless, nuked. and starving.  No tongue ean
adequately deseribe the horrors of the unfor-
tunate city; whilst to make matters worse,
gangs of robbers and incendiarvies, probably
members of the Tnternational, or Communists,
are, or have been. doing their best to keep up,
-and spread the fire. Of these wretehes, it ig
said some eighty have been caught wnd very
properly hung, or shot down on the spot; this
however is doubtful. '

Prompt mcusures for the relief of the suffer-
.ers have been taken. In 2l the Cities of the
Union, and every where in Canada, in Great
Byitain, and there where the news has spread,
meetings have been held, and monies subseribed
for purchasing food and eovering for the up-
fortunates whom the fire has made destitute.
The British Government hus offered for their
use, all that remazins of the military stores in
the Dominion, in. the shape of five hundred
.tents, and seven thousand blankets. Before
the winter sets in we may hope that the more
‘pressing wants of the sufferers shall have been
amply provided - for. .

Chicago will, at all events, soon risc from its
ashes. Al that made it great and rich still
Temains—the fertile plains of the West; the
Lakes, and the railroads which ensbled it to
transmit to all parts of the world the rich har-
wests of the Awmecrican Continent. These re-

main, and in a few years no doubt Chicago will
be as rich and flourishing as ever.

In the meantime the Fenian raid at which
we linted in our last has actually occurred..
The great Generul (' Neil, had advanced upon
the Province of Manitoba, but has aguin suf-
fered himsclf to be taken prisonmer, and con.
veyed out of harm’s way by the United States
troops. Little intexest is excited in the silly
affair, which amidst the great cvents of the day
has created no excitement. Bush fires we are
sorry to say have been very prevalent both in
the State and Canada, and have caused mueh
damage.

From Bngland we learn that the Queen’s
health is improving. The difficulrics betwixt
the laborers and cmployers at Neweastle, which
it was hoped were at an end, have broken out
again, and it ix feared will be attended with se-
vious disturbanees; many arrests have heen
already made.  All the large cities of the Em-
pire, are collecting and forwarding monies for
the relief of Chicago.

The New Reformation in Germany does not
seem to be muking mueh progress.  Some 500
gentlemen have met at Munich to devise an
Anti-Infallibility Teague, some having been
sent by self-appointed committees, aud others at-
tending without undergoing any such cerenrony.
They did not affect much however, and as the
Times" correspontient rocognises—if the num-
ber of these German Cutholics who in addresses
or at local meetings have declared against the
recent sensationad acts of the Roman Church
be taken as a fuir standird of the importance
of the assembly, its weight is insignificant 1o-
deed.” The government it would secem pro-
poses to come to the vescue, and to give im-
portance to the otherwise very insignificant acts
of the Assembly; for we see it reported that
the Minister of Public Worship and Instruction
has laid down in the f.ower House of the Ba-
varian Reichstrath, whwen the subject of Pupal
Infallibility was therein under discussion, the
proposition “ that the State had at all times a
richt to make changes in laws relating to the
Church.” 1t does not follow however that
Catholies will feei themselves under any obliga-
tion to obey such luws,

The election returns fram France give asthe
result, 867 Liberal Conservatives, 494 Mode-
rates, 201 Radicals, 104 Legitimists, and 94
Bonapartists.  We suppose that the Orleanists
are ingluded auongst the Moderates and Liberal
Conservatives,

Large suws have already %een collected for
tho relict’ of the sufferers at Chicago. The
Lord Mayor of Laudon acknowledges the re-
ceipt of .£17,000 stw., as the result of two days
collection, and all the other large cities of the
Kingdom arc exerting themsclves in the same
cause. At Montreal, Monday morning, about
850,000 had heen subseribed, nor are Quebec
and Toronto backwirds. We have not ug yet
scen the report ol the amounts therein taken up.

“in a favorable position os compared with
those of northern countries, not only in the
matter of soil and climate, but also in the xid
and protcetion extended to them by the Papul
Government, * ¥ % No doubt it is to
this fact that we may trace the exceeding ven-
eration with which Ilis Holiness is regarded by
the poor and huwmble of Rome and its vicinity.”

property in muny of our hest streets; and in
the subnrbs, a great portion of the houses arce
built of wood, and offer cvery conceivable con-
venience for the destruction of the City. Of
course we shall have to pay sowe day the pen
ulty of our own folly in tolerating these things,
but in the meantime we allow them to continue
and to spread. WWe are glad however to see
that a move in the right direction is being
made, and that a petition against allowing
wooden buildings and lumber yards within the
city limits is being circulated for signature,
The pruyer may be grunted by the Corpora-
tion; it may perhaps enact some wise Bye-
Laws in conformity thercwith; but we may

nlso be sure that like tho greater part of its
other regulations for cleaning the streets, &e.,
these will be but a dead letter which every one
will violate with impunity. As an instance we
muy ask—Did any ene ever know the Corpo-
ration to enforce its Bye-Law for keeping the
side walks clean of snow ?

1 will be remembered that the Jubilee called
forth in that city an extrmordinary amount of rejoic-
ine. It was resolved that the Adidress Lo Pope Tius
ghould e written by a skilled ehirograpler, forming
a volume in the highest style of the chiregraplists
and Vinder's art, and a committee wits entrusted
with this agreeable task.  The committee at onee
conmenced their sittings and after a shoit time the
ways and means departient fell into the hinds of
Mr. L 0'Meara, of whose stewardship some zecount
will Le found below,

At two o'clock, His Lordship Bishop Guiges took
Liis seat in the Sanctuary amid solemn silenee, and
was instantly surronnded by the Clergy of the differ-
ent parishes and the members of the vommitice,
while speetators stood respectiully outside.

Mz, Moore A, Higgins in o few well chosen words
requested permission to infroduce the representa-
tives of the Catholies of Ottawa to his Lor(lship:—
Permission beind graciously granted, Mr. Higgins
then formally presented to the Bishop, Mr, R. W,
Seott, M. I P, as the representative of the Trish
Catholics of Ottawa, and Mr. E. ', Dorien_as repre-
gentative of the French Canudion Catholies.

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"FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

FRANCE.
M. de la Bouillerie has_just laid before the
House a singularly elear report of the financial
position of France, which is anything but
cheering. TFrance has a debt—only a portion
of which is consolidated—
The yearly intcrest on which amounts to 723,000,000f.
An accumulation of deficits amounting # 673,000,000£.

A budget of expenses amounting to. 2,500,000,000f,
A departmental dtito amcunting to.. 300,000,000f..

Which brings up the expenditure France
has to face the fearful total of .... 4,276,000,000f.

Or in English moncy, £171,040,000!

A Bible woman, distributing tracts in the
south of France, was arrested by a sentinel of
the National Guard. The people clamored for
her release, but the officer said: ¢ Those
Jesuits who want to prevent us from dissem-
inating Republican books shall not spread their
own.” But in making out his report he dis-
covered that she and her books were Protestant,
and apologizing immediately, set her free.
« Rising Infidelity,” says Evangelical Christ-
endom, * looks favorably upon Protestantism—
but as a stepping-stone out of Iloman Catho-
licism into free-thinking.” Whatever may be
the reason for the permission granted by the
authoritics, it is certain that in one way and
another the truth is being widely cireulated and
eagerly received. :

Tne Frexcir NaTioNyarn Guanps.—The
disarmament of the National Guards is proceed-
ing with the utmost tranquility all over France.
At Marscilles alone in  there any difficulty ex-
pected ; and the Maire of that city has been al-
ready in consultation with M. Thiers. Through-
out the vest of Fraoce the disenvolment of the
so-called citizen soldiers is a decidedly popular
measure.

RETURN: oF THE GERMANs,—The depart-
meut of the Scine et Qise is totally evacuated,
and other three are nearly clear of Germun
troops. The manifestasions by I'rench people
Ied to some disturbances on Sunday evening at
St. Denis.  The inhabitunts of Corbeil indulg-
ed in such loud rejoicings that the Prussian
commander imposed a fine.

M. JUrLES SIMON AND THE INTERNATIONAL.
M. Jules Simon, perhaps the most unpopular
man, certainly the most unpopular Minister in
France is being constantly twitted with the
fact that he belongs to the Internationul, in
which society he 1s No. 606. The Gaulois,
without actually naming him, professes to give
a report of his examination before the Com-
mittee of Enquiry inte the causes of the civil
war, 'The President is represented as putting
the following supplementary questions: ¢« It
has been often said, sir, that you belong to a—
Universal Society, is that true?”’ ¢+ Hon Dien,
sir, in my positton I have to sign so many
things that I have not time to read, that
perhaps—it is possible—you understand; but
anyhow I have never taken any part in the acts
of that socicty, to which actually I do not be-
lIong.” ¢ You do not belong to it—Have you
sent in your resignation 277 ¢ My resignation ?
Ab, you open to me uite a new view; I shall
send it in as soon as I leave this,”" ¢ Quite
useless,” interrupts the President, ¢ that would
look as if you were acting under pressure from
us; besides, our commission is to ascertain facts
—and this fact is now aseertaiued,”

ITALY.

TRANSFER OF THE PARLIAMENT.—It has
becn reported to a Cabinet Couneil, held the
other day at the Palazzo Braschi, that it will
be absolutely impossible to get the repairs and
alterations at Monte Citorio completed in time
to have the new Chamber and its offices in «
state of readiness to reccive their occupants by
November. The conserquence of this is, that
no date is as yet unnounced for the assembling
of Parlimment, When it does meet, it is not
to be a new session, but simply the coutinuance
of that which had commenced at Florence be-
fore the last prorogation. The reason is, that
his Majesty the King has a horror ot delivering
a speach from the throne in Rome. By merely
continuing the session, instead of commencing
a new one, no speech will be needed.

A TERRTBLE DeaTi—Few ends have heen
more awful than that of an architeet, or rather
builder, named Morelli, who had the manage-
ment of the public works now progressing in
Rome. He had mounted a high scaffolding,
and whilst up there had got into a passion with
a number of the workmen, who were asking
for a holiday on the morrow, which was the
Feast of the Nativity of the B. Virgin, and in
fact refusing to work onthat day. The wretch-
ed man uttered blasphemies in his anger; and
amongst other wicked expressions he shouted
out, “I know nothing of your Madonna or your
Christ either ! At that very moment his
foot slipped, and he fell from the seaftold on to
the pavement of the street, and was killed on
the spot,

NouixatioN 70 ItaniaNy Skes.—The sio-
cerity of those who framed the law of Guar-
antees is about to be tested. One of its pro
visions renounces all interfercnec on the part of
Government in the nomination to Bishopries,
More than half the Sees of Ituly are now
vacant, and the Pope has resolved to fill them
up. e docs so, not in exccution of the law
of Guarantees, which, he repeats, he rcjects
with all his soul, but in virtue of his Apostolic
authority, desiring to supply pastors to the
flocks which arc most in wanuof them. It will
be interesting to sce whether this clause of the
Guagantees is honestly put in practice by the
Ttalian Government.

The negotiations still go on for the purchase
of Prince Torlonia’s property, the celebrated
Villa Albani, intended to be converted into a
Royal residence, Itis said that the Prince
wants a million of lire (£40,000) for it.

Tue Pope's Fayruy.—On the feast of the
Nativity of the Blessed Virgin, the Holy
Futher celebrated Mass in the Sistine Chapel,
and gave Communion to a large number of the
faithtul. It was noticed that his features were
lichted up with an expression of happiness. A
cirecumstance _had happened in his own family
to delight him. His grand-nicce, the Countess
Liuigia Mastai, had received the veil of religion
in the Convent of the Oblates of the Tor de
Specehi, Several persons of distinction were
present at the ceremony. Amongst them was
the Countess Giuseppina Mastai, sister of the
nun, who is also berself preparing to take the
veil; also her two brothers, whom the Pope is
having edueated at the Collegio Capranica.
The new Oblate will be called in Religion
Sister Maria Pia, His Holiness sent her a
present of a beautiful ivory crucifix,

Tug Pory’s Hparrn.—A Romad corres-
pondent writes to a Dublin contemporary :—
Your readers will be glad to hear that the
health of the 1oly Father is not only excellent
but is even better than could possibly be hoped
for at his advaneced age. It isreally marvellous
to scc how strong he is, and hew vjgorous in
mind as well as body. His physician, Dr.
Viale Prela, remarked te some friends the other
day, that it was a mystery to find the Pope
wetting younger, instcad of older, day by day.
Truly the hand of God is here, and we may
hope that he will live to sez the day when the
paste-board throne which Vietor Bmmanuel has
dared to set up under the shadow of the rock
of Peter will be torn to picces, and scattered to
the wind.

RoyE, Oct. 13—1It is asserted that many
congregations of Catholic orders are about to
leave this city, and go to England and America,
where they propose to found convents.

The prefect of the Gironde has annulled by
the decision of the Municipal Council of Li-
bourne, by which the Christian Brothers were
ordered to be expelled from the schools, and to
be replaced by luay teachers.

Count Prosper Balbo has written to the
Unite Catholice protesting against the insult
to his father’s memory done by the munici-
pality of Rowme in bringing the Statute of Cesar
Balbo through the breach at Porta Pia sur-
rounded with brigands. The letter is accom-
panied with a donation for the Pope.

STATE or ITALy.—Things are rapidly com-
ing to a erisis in the prineipal towns of Italy.
The cries “ down with the ministry!"” “down
with the monarchy I arc hecoming common in
the strects and squares.

GERMANY.

TERRORISM IN ALSACE—The German au-
thorities have sent a communication to the
priests of the aunexed territories, in which it
13 stated that the Government holds them, the
priests, responsible for the Anti-German agita-
tion, which shews no signs of ubatement.  They
are morcover informed that they will be rigor-
ously watched, their sermons examined, and any
opposition to Germany severely punished. The
German prefect of Strasburg is reported to
have said to some of the leading citizens—¢ In-
dulgenee has its limits; the iron hand of Prussia
will now make itself felt, and I authorise you
to tell this to all who wish to listen to you.”

It is said that the Prussian government in-
tends to propose to the chamber several religious
reforms—onc to make civil marriages obligatory
in Prussia, as it is in Irance, and as is requir-
ed by the constitution of 18495 another to ex-
clude the clergy from the inspection of the
schools, and another to dispense with the require-
ments imposed on the students of theology to
pursue their studies in the Kpiscopal colleges.
There is also talk about the minister of religion
and instruetion ordering a new translation of
the Bible to take the place of Luther's, This
was determined on several years ago, but has
never been carried into effect.

A Congress of Old Catholies, under the lead
of Dr. Dollinger and other anti-Infullibilists,
has beef held at Munich, to protest against the
excessive claims of the Papacy, and to promote
a union of all Catholic Churches.

A REevierous WARIMMINENT.—The Dublin
Pust has the following remarks on the German
Anti-Catholic Campaign.  Prince Bismark has
cast, aside all former hesitation in his attacks on
Catholic interests.  Inorder the more cffectual-
ly to put down Catholic schools in Alsace, he
has decided, according to the Mullhausenor
Alsacian, that the denominational school adimi-
nistration, established by the Civil Commis-
sioners in Alsaee, is to be henccforth earricd on
without restriction as to creed. The German
Chancellor seems to be much of the same mind
as the leader of the Tory party in Xngland,
that Revolution and Catholicity are the two
powers most to be dreaded in the present, . He
is, therefore, said to he busy scheming allfaces
for the twofold purpose of crushing Communism,
and of reducing Catholicity to a state of impot-
ence. The first alliance is against the Com-
mune. It is said that Germany, Russia,
Austria, Italy, Spain, and Jngland, will join
the coalition, The objeet of the allies will be
1o preserve the peace of Rurope by opposing any
fresh attempt at war, which revolutionary
France may venture to make. For the second
coalition only Austria and Ttaly are looked
upon as likely allics. It is intended to nego-
clate an entente cordiale between Bismark and
Beust for the purpose.of concerted opposition
to the deerce of the Vatican Council. In the
meantime Russia is making up to Turkey, with
the view of entircly overthrowing French in-
fluence in Constantinople. The bait to Austria
will take the shape of commereial conccssions,

Aosta. The fucade.of the Palace of Monte

until such time as Bismark gets the ruler of

Vienna as completely under his ‘thumb as he
has long had those of Munich, Stutgards, and
Carlsrube, The Austrian Empire must be
overthrown, and to do this must first be divor-
ced from Catholicity. From every quarter of
Germany the warning comes that Iourope is on
the verge of a religious war.

AUSTRIA.

Tue AvustRiAN ELrections.—The German
or anti-Papal Ministry. and party at Vienoa
have been completely extinguished by the clee-
tions just now concluded; and the Catholic and
federal party have the requisite two-thirds ma-
jority. ~To mitigate the unconcealed antipathy
of the new Austrain Cabinet, and, if possible,
to concilinte the Catholic and anti-German ma-
jority in the Reichsrath, Bismarck has pro-
posed to Beust that Austria and Germany
should make a joint representation to the
Tlorence Qabinet with a view to the adjust-
ment of the differences between the Holy Sce
and the excommunicated Robber-King. The
maximum of their generous intentions towards
the Pope, however, 1s limited to a suggestion to
the Florence Cabinet that their own law of
suarantecs should be faithfully carried into ef-
fect, and that all the religious and academical
institutions within the walls of Rome should
escape spoliation. By way of revenge for
their defeat the anti-Catholic party threaten to
absent themselves for the sittings of the Reich-
srath.  The German members were absent
from the Bohemian Diet on the 1Gth ultimo.
A declaration on their part was read, justifying
their nonparticipation in the debate by the
illegality of the Dict, in consequence of the
prerogatives asserted by the Crown. They
protest against any illegal votes that may be
passed, and request that the Governor will
bring their declaration to the notice of the
Government,

In a town in Ohin, not long ago, the women went
in bands of two and three with their knitting and
sewing into the dram shops of the place, and spent
the whole day with their work, and talking politely
on various topics. IHusbands and friends came in,
saw how things looked, and had not the courage to
step to the bar and drink, This was kept up for
several days, and the result was every shop in the
place was closed.

The woman sufirage question is to be formally
tested in Philadelphia. A lady ofthat city a few days
since, accompanied by her Tegal adviser, wenthefore
the Board of Assessors, and demanded te be register-
ed and assessed as a voter, claiming to be a citizen
of the United States, and therefore entitled to the
privileges and immunities of citizenship. The can-
vassers objected on account of ber sex, when her
adviser read the Taw, explaining that citizenship was
not confined to sex, that from the foundation of the
government woinen had been recognized as citizens,
and that now, under the Constitution of the United
States, with its amendments, they were justly entitled
to the privileges of citizenship cqually with men.
Her name was then registered, and n certificate of
assessnient given her.  Next she paid her taxes, and
having obtained a receipt for the sum, is therefore
ready for voting.

Hasorise Cmieorey.—The other day a horse-car
stopped, and a lady with a small child, apparently
not more than two or three years of age, got off.—
There was no harm, of course, in this part eof the act,
yet there were circumstances connected with it
which may well cause reflection. The lady had
hold of the child’s wrist, and carried it swinging in onc
hand, frem the car to the pavement.

Suppose the chilés shoulder had been dislocated
by the act; or suppose it had given such a sudden
tension to the muscles and surrounding ligament
as to produce inflammation ; would the wother have
considercd hersclf the one to be Llamed? It is
somctime distressing to sco how these little ones
are handled. While passing over gutters or other
bad places in the pavement or street, nothiug is
more common than to see them snatched suddenly
Ly the hand and hurled across such places regardless
of conse uence. It is prinful cnongh for an adult
to be suspended for a few moments only by once
hand, even when he has suflicient time to nerve the
muscles for the effort; but it must be equally pain-
ful to the little ones who are handled as violently
as they often are It is an extremely dangerous
practice, to say the least, and the wondev is that so
few scrious accidents happen from the ill-treat-
ment.  If mothers and nurses who have the general
care of children, would reflect upon the dangers that
may arise from stch hastiness in action, they would
see at once the foree of our remarks, and the pro-
priety of taking a firmer hold of those they wish to
carry.
