Tho weather tus bzen worse ia tbe
south of [reland, and all ine ceresls in stock bave
been injured more o less in ithe counties of Cork,
Limerick, and Kerry, by expozura. In msoy varia
of those courntied a considersbie guaatity of oais is
still s;anding. Potatoes, too, show moare traces of
blight since the unsettled weather begen, The reins.
however, are noi aniversal or cuatiauous, and some
parts of the couniry have escaped them altngether.
The intervals of sunshine s;e being as actively
torned to account &3 the dearth of labor will permir,
and there i3 still a bope ihav the [rish harvest will
be, on the whole, a fair one. Tie breadih of land
uader csereals in Ireland is in no year now very
large, and thig year it iz evea leza thao usual. The
green ¢rops were not more juxarignt in the memary
of the oldest farmera. Ten days of sun would mow
place all the perisheble Irish crops beyond risk of
injury. The wet weather causing an adverse cloae
of the harvest, the. markets show an advance of
three shillings per quarter in wkeat.

It was fearful to look at tho rural districts during
tho week, and observe the coacition of tbe cereal
crops. What was made intc 3tooks waa peariy all
prostrated by the storm; what was on ledge was
receiving torrents8 of rein; end what remained
standing was lashed by the pale, and mach of the
grain scattered on the ground. There were not
hands enough to cut and save it during the brokeu:
weather. The people bave been banished, as if' they
were beasts of prey. If August and September were
very fine, the belp we have mizht be sufficient, but
all dreaded that if broken weather suould set in,
there would ba & fearful story to tell; and tbe ex-
perience of the past week proves that the feara thus
expressed were well founded.

Some farmers we have spoken t> on tha subject,
say that the damage is not so severe as might have
been imagined ; bat there can bz no douab: at all that
the quality of the corn must bs much deteriorated,
and if favorable weather does not set in, there will
be heavy losses entailed on many of the farmers. I
several of the Iate districts, auch as those hetween
Dundalk and Newry, snd from this to Crossmaglen,
Netownhamilton and Castlebleyney, nearly all the
corn is uncut, and it must bave been much iojured.
Where thero are neavy crops, they have been pros
trated to the earth,and in that positioz they will
not ripen =—Dundalk Democrat,

DoBniv, Sept. 7.-~The aimoat comstant rain ig
causing a good deal of anxiety about the crops, all of
which promised to be fuliy az average yield, if there
was only a little dry weather ro save them. Late as
it is, there is till much hay in the feld, and a great
deal of it has been damaged in tha north aad west,
and even in lowland districts not far from the
metropolia. Much grain also still remains cut in the
fislds, partly uncut, thoogh fully ripe. The difficaliy
of getting hands for harvest work is geaerally fels,
g0 that the farmers are not able to take advantage of
the brief intervals of fine weather, With regard to
the potato crop, the acoounts are couflicting. From
some quarters the reports are alarming, and it is
said that the disease iy proving fatal more rapidly
than for several years past, Oa the other hand, it i3
affirmed that the injury is cowpiratively trifling, and
iz confided chiefly to late planted vsrieties. A: all
events, says the Belfast Whig,

As the decease hasnotexhinited itself until a period
when the-tubers have advanced to mazurity, we may
reasonably bope that, on the whoie, the proportion of
unaound potatoes wili not form & large percentage of
tbe entire yield,

of the foul gases. The five poor men perisbed in ns
many mioutes, the light of life beiog quenched
instantapeously &8s they eotered the pits. A noble
instance of courage and self-possession in connexion
with this accident deserves to be recorded. Warned
by the terrible fate which had tefallen their com-
papione, tbe men who wers &% the top of the tank
wero &fraid to venture down to recover the dead
bodies. A young fellow pamed Smith, however
volunteered to descend, Some persons endeavored
to dissunde him, but he said, { know how I'll do it,
and, procuring & rope, he fastened it round his body,
and, inhaling 2 supply of pure air, he suspended
respiration until he descended rapidly and drew up
one of the bodies. Hisexample was quickly followed
by another man, by whose aid 1hey were all brought
up. They were removed to Dooabate, to which
place the party of labonrers belonged, and thereawait
a coroner's i quest.

all the Archbiahops sud Bishops in the United States.
In virtue of tte delegated Apostolic autharity vested
in bim by the Holy Sce, the Most Rev. Archbishop
Spaldicg has invited the membera of the Hierarchy
in this country to participaie in this moat interesting
and important Council.

Toquiry i3 frequently made as to the object to be
accomplished by o sugust a convocation of our eca
clesiastical digniiaries. In geceral it may be re~
plied, that the main object of the Qouneil is to pro-

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

From the French Emperor we bave a Mani-
festo over the signature of the Marquis of
Lavallette, oo the subject of the great events,
and important territorial changes, that bave fol-
lowed upon the late war in Central Europe. To
our surprise. we learn that His Impenal Majesty
15 delighted, positively deligbted with all that has
taken place. 'This s the best war pessible, 2ll is
for the best; and in tis sprit of new born
optimism, be uot only reconciles himself to, but
actually revels in, the coatemplation of the mili-
tary preponderance of Prussiz, in the sudden start
into new life of a formdable rival to France, and
in the aggrandisement of the domains of the Pied-
montese Sovereign. e desices co acquisitions
for is Empire ;3 he bas co bankenng after the
Rhige, no dreams of a rectified frontier for
TFrance. Not.a it of it and like a kind father
who rejoices to see lis children growing up
around lim, evea though they be a httle boister-
ous at times, and given to fisticuffs, he is quite
content to sit n the corner, and look on at the
youngsters enjoyimng themselves. e would not
disturb their amusements, or interrupt their sports
for the world, ot he.

" This s the general tenor of the Manifesto,—
Fraoce, we are assured, has no reason to be un-
easy about what has occurred, or to feel jealous
of the growing power of Prussia. Besides, the
Emperor foresees as highly probable, if not
imminent, an attack upon European liberty, and
modern civilisation, from a combination of two
Great Powers—one menacing in the far West,
the other hacging like a thunder cloud over the
Eastern frontier ot Europe. These two Powers,
externally so dissimilar—one representing the ex-
treme of monocratic, the other of democratic
despotism—yet in spint or internally, so alike,
and which are 1rresistibly attracted towards one
another by the force of sympathy, may, so Louis
Napoleon foresees, bring some day their united
forces to bear against Western and Central
Europe ; and in such a contingency it would be
well, so bhe argues, that Europe be no longer
parcelled out into a lot of small independent
States, but shonld be the heritage of some three
or four Great Powers, able to combine for pur-
poses of a common defence. Tlus is the Napo-
leonic Idea, as given in the Mamifesto ; and with
the prospect of another Eastern question before
us, there may be much truth therein. Oaly we
confess ourselves unable to solve the followng
wystic utterance of the Iinperial Sphinx, wherem, |
haviog exhibited to us the Holy Father stripped
of his possessicns, and left naked and defenceless
to his foes, exteérnal and internal, the Emperor

snforms us that :—

' The interests af the Pontifical Thrope are as-
gured by the Coanventicn of the 15th September.—
The Convention will be [oyaliy excented. In with-
drawing his troops from Rome, the Emperor will
leave in their place as a guarantee for secnrity of the
Holy Father, the protection of France.”

This may be irony, what the vulgar call # pok-
ing fun ;™ but assuredly it is out of place m a
grave State document. There are but few who
doubt that the Convention of Sept. 15th, as were
all tbe prénous acts of Louis Napoleon whereby
the Revoluticn 1n Italy was fostered, and brought

charitable public, who, realising the great utility
of the Asylum, generously costsibute towards its
support without distinction of class or creed,
The ordivary resources for ihe support of the
Asylum are three-fold—an asaual pic-me, an
annual subseription, and an anaual bazaar. Our
last pic-nic was a failure, owinz to the torrents
of rain which poured down just as the people
were coming to the pic-me, 'There bas been a
falling off of about one hundred pouads in the an-
zual subscription, owing priccipaily to the belief
that the bequest of the late Mr. Fitzpatrick
rendered an effort w aid of the Asylum less
necessary than usual, although not one dollar of
that bequest bas yet become available ; not one
dollar of it, 1n any sbape or form, has yet passed
into the bands of the Treasurer.
Should there be a falling off i tae proceeds of
the present Baxzaar, the Treasurer does not see
how the poor orphans can be supported during
the comtog winter, with 1ts intense cold—which
requires warm clotbing—and the high prices for
every article of food. The account for bread
alone during the past month was $245.60.
Ia the above circumstances the Director and
Treasurer do confidently trusi that the public
will raily round the little Orpbans of St, Patrick’s
Asylum, 2nd, by their generous and charitable aidy
place tiem beyond the influence of lLunger and
cold during the coming winter ; remembering
well that what they do tor theis they do for Him
Whom they represent, and toat eternal life will
be their reward—¢ Come ye blessed of my Fa-
ther, possess you the lkingdom prepared for you;
for I was hungry, and you gave Me to-eaty a
stranger and you taok Me iu; naked and you
covered Me.

" THE Waire Spavas or ENGLAND. — One
of the most charactenisic symptoms of that dis-
tressing and very prevalent. disease, commonly
known as  mgger on the braip,” s the callous
indifference which the patient manifests towards
e sufferings of men, women, and chidren with
white skios, and of Caucasian origin. It i
owing to this that the wretched condition of the
laboring classes of England engaged in the
‘factories, has bitherto excited so httle attention
and commiseration, and has assumed such terrible
and gigantic proportions. Alas! for the color
of their skins. Were the little children of the
manufacturing districts of England only *nig-
gers,” bad they been endowed at hirth with the
darkly tinted rete mucosume of the Ethiop, or
graced with bis woolly locks and blubber lipss
how different would have been thewr lot! They
would have then been savery in the nostrils of
pbilanthropists, Exeter Hall would bave risen up
in their bebalf indignantly asking 'are they mot’
men and brothers "*—and a storm of indigoation
at the anaouncement of their wrongs would have
raged from one end of the Kingdom to the other,
scarce less violent than that which broke out
wheg the tidings reached England of the hang-
ing of the instigator of the massacres of Morant
Bsy. '

Unfortunately the little slaves of Iagland are
white, our own fiesh ard blood, with blue eyes
and Sazon complexton, and there is therelore but
precious little sympatby for them amongst toose
who zre troubled with the complaint of ““ migger
on the brain,” Yer from time io time a voice
is raised in bebalf of the unhappy creatures, over-
worked, underfed, and cruelly flogged in order
that the prescribed amount of work may be got
out of thewr feeble frames. Flogging eomes
cheaper than feeding ; there 1s no lack of chil-
dren ; parents are aiways ready to sell their off-
spring cn reasonable terms to the maaufacturing
task-master ; ano so sound pelitical economy
dictates the propriety of busbanding the victuals,
and of being lavish o the matter of the lask,—
VWhee the over-flogged slave dies, 1t is so easy
to replace him o free and merry Evgzlaad!

1t must be born ia mind, however, in extenua-
tion of this state of things, and as 1o part ex-
plagatory of the cool indiflerence with which iti-
viewed by that class of Englsh society whichs
most intoleract of the Southern planter, most
exuberant 1o its denunciations of negro-slavery in
Virgima, that the white slavery of England is the
work not of your haughty serm-feudal aristoeracy,
not of cruel landlords and bloated terntorial
maguates, but of that exemplary, aod never
eaough to be worshipped class of which mean like
Mr. Bright are at once the representatives and
toe idols, and which 1s the stronghold of modern
English Liberalism. This of course greatly
alters the aspect of affurs and to a coasiderable
estent, 1n the opigion of many, justifies the coa-
tinuation of the system. .

What that system 1s, however, n 1!s working,
what 1ts physica! and moral consequences upon
Its victuns, have been lately proctammed to ibe
world by some two or three writers, who do not
understand whr Lozlishmen should be so very
enthusiastic about the wrongs of the sleek, well-
fed, well-housed, and, 1o sickness, well cared for
nigger of the Southera States, and yet so callous
to the sufterings of the starved, beaten, decrepid,
and ¥ kicked-out-to-die-when-no-longer-useful

together of recent growthj it bas existed for
many years; and speaking of the commencement
of the present century, the Quarterly Reviewer
describes 1tas evea then Hourishing, and nife with
abuses  compared with which the abominations
of negro-stavery were exawmples of mildness and
A regular internal slave-trade ex.
isted evenin those days, and is thus described 1 —

Reports—mwlich the Reviewer quotes—revealed:
In one manufacture in Staffordshire, the Cou-
missioners report baviog found # not fewer than

593 little children not over five years of age, of
whom 159 were females; and 4,605 other chil-
dren of between the ages of five and ten.” The
Toe mortality zmongst these youngz slaves was
enormous. '

“In onme district o2t of 1,120 deaths, 470, er
upwards of forty three per cent, occurred witbin the
first year, and 149 or thirteen per csnt before ibe
fifth yesr of iife, making a total of 619 deaths, of
fifty five per cent of children under five yenrs of age,
the majority of whom succumbed from debility of
constitution induced by the wans of parental care.”

MonrTALITY AMONGST PRISONERS OF WAR,
— From official docurents just published by the
Secretary of War of the United States, ia reply
to a Resolution of the House of Representatives,
it appears that during the war betwixt the
Northern and Southera States, the mortality
amongst the prisocers captured by the former
far exceeded the mortality amongst the priscners

of war caplured by the other. Out of 261,000
Fedetals, prisoners i the Southern States,
26,500 died ; whilst out of 200,000 Confederate
prisoners 1 the hands of the No:therners 26,500
died. In other words, of the prisoners held by the
Federals one out of every fifteen died in prison,
whilst only two out of twenty-three died in the
prisons of the Southers States. If then the
great mortality of the prisoners were due 1o their
ill treatment, it ts easy- to determice by the ap-
phcation of the rules of arithmetic, whether the
Northera or the Southern States were the most
brutal in their treaiment of their several prisoners
of war, Cruelties there may bave been on both
sides, but we are sure tbat brave soldiers like
Tee, Grant, Meade never countenanced them:
but certainly the balance of brutality was not on
the side of the South.

Sioce lhen.the work
fas p?ogressed rapidly, the e;cavation is far ad-
vapcéd, and several masons are employed on
tbe buitding. The coatractors, we understand,
are pushing forward the work with epergy, and
will have the foundation well in, and secured this
fall, : _

The work will be resumed early in the spring,
a0l the corner stone laid with due ceremony on
St. Patniek’s Day next. The inauguratios will
take place on St. Patrick’s Day twelre months,
py which time tbe bwliding is to be completed.

We have much pleasure in laying before our

Tn the basement of the bulding, there are, be-

Show Rooms, and a farge Bilitard Room, all
frontiog o Victoria Square, In the rear of the
building 2 large Library and Reading Room has
been provided—(which 1s 2 valvable feature i
the plan) ; zud aloa Hall 56 by 40 feet for the
use of tne varous Irish Sucieties j—cozuecied
with it and tbe Library are i1wo Comrmtiee
Rooms, znd also two closets for the pacners and
other regalia of the Societies renting the Hall.
Op the third flat, bowever, the crowning fea-
1yre of 1he building 18 placed—nemely, the GRAKD
HaLL oF ST. PATRICK, which is 134 feet loags
py 9% feet wide, withan the walls, a_nd 46 feet
bigh ; the stage is 52 feet wide by 25 feet deep;
at the opposite end of the Hall a gallery is piazed
tor the Orehestra. Dressing 2nd warting rooms
are provided at each side of the stage, and two
cloaking rooms at the other end of the Hall.—
Some idea may be formed of this magaificent
room from the fact that it costams about 3,000
square feet mere than the City Coacert Hsll—
(whtch our readers are aware is too long and 00
low for its mdih). 'Tee “ Grand Hall”? will ac-
commodate, comiortably sittmg, two thousand
persons, and wheo uvsed for public meetiogs, &s.,
can be made to bold 3,000 to 4,000, Ia this
noble Hail, (winch is one of the very largest 1
America,) our Irisd fellow citizens will have
ample room for therr Charitable Bazaars, their
Grand Soirees, their Promenade Councerts,
Monster Meetings, and their Aoniversary Cels-
bratiops. 'The Societies’ Hall, on the second
flat, is counected with tie Granfl Hall ovsarhead
by a private entrance aad stairway ;.thls 1sa
very valuable arrangement, as on occasions such
as the above, lbe Societies’ Hall can be thrown

open as a supper or refresbment room to the

Grand Hall.

These advantages must commend 1ts Grand
Concert Hall to our fellow-citizens of other oa-
tionalities on occasion of their Promenade Con-
certs, and other gatherings : and we feel sure
that they will arail themselves of the many great
advantages which 1t offers, The uafitaess of
the City Concert Hall and the Crystal Palace
for speaking or swging is too well koown and felt
to require any extended remerks [rom us.

The £lall is to be built in the most solid and
substantial mapner of our Montreal limestone, by
Messrs Howley & Sheridan, contractors of this
city, who hare undertaken the entire work,

The style of arclitecture of the Hallis purely
Irsh, copied from Cormack’s Chapel on the
Rock of Cashel—this Chapel was erected one
thousand years ago, viz. A.D. 880, by the illus-
{rious Cormack ¥ac Cuilinan, Kiog of Muaster,
and Archbishop of Cashel.

History informs us that this style of archtec.
tore was 1n use in Ireland long before it was
known to the Normans; that it was brought to
great perfection w Ireland 13 the 8, 9, and
10th centuries, as the many remains of her
beautiful churches and other ecclesiastical build-
wgs so well attest. Fhstory informs us also that
this © Irich style” wasintroduced into Normandy
and otber parts of Europe by the many holy and
learned men who went out from Ireland, as mis-
gocaries, 1o the ¢ Middle Ages,” and who car-
ried with them into Europe a knowledge of Jrish
architecture as weil as the Gospel, and o lbeir
zeal for religion planned znd built many of the
Continental churches.

The graod or principal entrance. o the Hall s
on Victoria Square, the pllars, capals and areh
of which, as well as the carvings on.1he arehies and
- mouldings :on- ibe. vg‘m_dmés; ~and- also tb’e,o_rn_a-
mental work i the Grand Hall,are exact copes
from that truly national strocture—all of which

ks been. admirably treated and adapted to the

requirements of the Hall by tbe architect, J. W,
Hopkint, Esq., of this eity, who bas given the
desigo for it much thought and study ; much cre-
dit is aiso due to Mr. Hopkns for \he very
judicious and profitable maover in whick he has
laid out the interior of the bwiding. Besides
the grand entrance on Vietoria Square, there is
a handsome eptrance on Craig Street, and one
from Fortification Lace. The Grand Hall will
be entered by five stauws, two at each side, of
seven and a balf feet each, and one lezding from
Fortification Lane of six feet, making tbiriy-six
feet of stairway ; thus providing ample means of
easily filliog and rapidly ewptying the Hali by
the ibree outiets, viz. Victoria Square, Craig
Street and Fortification Lane, 1he doors of which
are to open outwards, and thus preventing the
possibility of acctdents eccurring 1n case of panic.

The exterior of the building will be magnifi-
cent and impesing, al osce a meaument to the
zeal and a credit to the taste of our Irish tellow-
citizens, and a source of congratulation to those
who took the initiative 1n getting 11 up; it will
also be an ornament to the Ciry.

We had almost forgottea to say that the
Grand Hall was specially designed for music and
singing, as well as speaking, the Architect having
paid particular attention to 1its adaptation in that
respect ; we therefore trust thaliit will attract first
class artistes to our City, as it is well known that
the want ot such a Concert Hall prevented Jenny
Lind and other musiczl celebrities from vistting
Montreal.

In conclusion, we bave no bhesitation m s2ying
that we look upon St, Patrick’s Hall as a great
success from every point of view. Ils com~
manding and central position on Victoria Square
m the immediate viciity of the Banks, the Post
Ofize and tae best business part of the City, and
also within three or four minutes’ walk of that
populous and fashionable guarier # Deaver Hall,”
tnust make ils splendid shops aed show rooms
rauch sought after by business men, thus produc-
ing a large revenue,zad making it a gond paying
investment for the Stockholders, We therelore

' Nevertbeless, the resulia of the late war teach
an important lesson, and sbow the nacessity whick
exigta for the defence of our territory and for perfact-
icg without delay cur military orgacisation, The
nation will not fuil in this duty, waich cannoi be re-
garded a8 & threat by aay.

In conciusion the circular considers the political
lLiorizox to be free from any threatering coatingen-
cies, and expresses belief in & lasting peace.

Oantu was called upon
for explacatiozs, there was great excitement in the
Chamber, he denied baving written such things, his
accusers periisted ; there waa to be an injuiry— i
ghort, there were, at least, & dozen persons whom one
would have thougiht would never rest quist until the
matter bad been sifted 1o the very bottom. Then the
war came, Parliament was prorogued, the thing re-
maiced enveloped in donbt. ‘A furtnight ago,’ Mr.
Erdan now informs us, ! the director of the Concilia-
tore was releazed from prizon. It i3 over; nobodyis
juatified ; notbing is explaised.” Such affuira in Italy
are apt to break ont with grest fireand fury, to rse
fierce and flaming like rockets, and then to dwindle
and disseppear, and be heard no more of.— Tunes Cor,

Thez had enough mortitica~
tioca since the beginniag of the war, and were high-

‘In the extracis we have given,’ssys the
Tewps, (1o five ciose columas ¢f ratmer fuliome
reading) ¢ will bs found a serie3 of maeifestations
wiich ~esemble the tramsports of & violent paeaion
during the happy daye of the homeymcon.'! And
the writer marvels, as well as he may, at this atrange
coupling of the most fres and active people in taoe
world with a nation havieg but & varaish of civiliaa-
tica, with despotism for its political regime, acd
communism for its social state,

There are unmistakable symptoms abroad that
Russis is emerging from the state of apparent apa
thy, as regards foreign affairs, in which she has baen
sunk sinee the Orimean war wag cloded by the Treaty
of Pari3. Her Government has been aroused by the
events of the last two years, and you may expect
ghortly to read a diplomatic circular fiom the St
Peteraburg Foreign-office in whbich a very decided
tone will b2 taken. The Rnssisn journal referred to
by your Visnna correspondent in the Times of the
5th in3t. eeems to have had an inkling of this when
it tboldly declared that, as the settlement of Europe
made iz 1815 has been completely ursel, there is no
reazon why Russiz should be bound by the Treaty of
Paria of 1856, that the Black fea must be free to her
again, and that the ipjurions obligaticns imposed oa
her by a coalition of the Western Powers are no
looger binding.” I venture to assure you that this
will ba found tu be very much the strain of the cic-
cular in question, in which the Russian Government
remurks on the gysteta of proceeding by violence that
hss beccme prevalent in Europe for the setiulement
of disputed questions,instances the cases of the Danish
Duchies, tne Danubian Principalities, and the recent
war and annegations in Germany, and declares her
intention of acting in future as her intetests dictate,
and without showing greater regard to treaties than
he? besc showa by her neighbours, After
ter yearz, the Treaty of Pariz iz as galling tv
Rusgia as on the fira: dey, acd even more so, becauze
she geeg that othera have repelled sgainst and bro-
ken similar bonds. That treaty, as a shrewd aiplo-
matiat lately cemarked to me, humiliated Russia
wiihout weakening her, and 3o far it wa3s a mistake.
But since then Russis bas revived and regaioed
girength.
Lroubled,, and she is disposed to fish in them. Many
persons imagine that in a year's time, when the great
Paris Exhibition is drawing to a close, we shall be
on the briok of & war between TFrance and Prussia.
What if, instead of that, we saw the Eastern question
opened, and France and Prusaia in allinnce 7 The
tendency seemsin that direction. We canoot ima-
give France atteckisg Prussia for the mere pleasare
of beating her, and then reireating withie her former
limits —always sappozing her victorioas, which is
by no meauns certaia. The object of sucha war
must be an extensicn of frontier, and such an aitempt
would array the whole of Germany against France—"
the Auatrian Germans notexcepted. Germany feels
her strength, and will relicquish none of her territory.
On the other hand, tkere are vatious indications
that the Eastern question will again before long
becoms prominent, and very probably tke cause of
war. Roasin is concentrating wroops at Kharkov, a
good central position, convenient for a startin wa-
ricuy directions, In Servia, we learn from Vienna,
large armaments have for eome time past been malk-
ing, and & great number of riflsd cannon have been
abtained, National Qommittees are said to be active
in the Ghristian provinces of Tarkey, and only wait
a signal to bring about an insurrectien. The hand
of Russia i3 discovered in this, and Austria is ox her
guard, The Austrian Coosuls At Bslgrade and
Bucharest have beeu summoned to Vieana to supply
information.
